THE QUEBEC LEGISLATURE.

'fic speech delivered by the Lieutenant
Governor of Quebec at the opening of the
Session on the 28h ins. does not lead us
to anticipate. either a protracted session,
or one thiat ivill be productive of much
public benefit. We are told that "feV
ineasures of a public nature ivill be suis
mitted to you tis session," an assurance
ivhich is rather calculated to afford relief.
Tie ismeasures indicated, with one excep-
tion, do not strike us as likely to provoke
party conitrover'sy, althougli Mr. Joly's re-
isiasks jusify us in assuning that there
will be a vigorous warfare between the
Governmusent and the dpposition. The

excepîtional measure ii one for arnending
the Constibutional Act by extending the
duration of the Legislature of theProvince.
Tiere has been no public discussion of
this question, and it is quite probable that
there is no serious intention of passing a
bill during the present session, but that it
is thought desirable to ventilate the sub-

ject. We presume that there is no inten.
tion of prolonging the termn of the present
lHouse of Assembly.

The question of mosb interest for the
Province just at present is the state of
the finances and, in connection therewith,
the future policy of the Government
regarding raiways. The mover of the
address took occasion to advocate the
claims of tvo railways to Provincial aid,
aud we have no doubt that additional Ones
ivill be preferred by members for counties
on the south of the St. Lawrence. IL may
be hoped that we shall not have a renewal
of the raihvay rings, and that the Govern-
ment vill be firn in its resistance to all
propositions whicl rnay involve an in-
crease to the public debt, which is already
a source of great anxiety. An assurance
is given that the statement of the raihvay
receipts wvill be found very satisfactory,
and that it " will enable you to appreciate
the stops to be taken by ny Government
for the future vorking of this great enter-
prise," Whatever these steps may b'e,
there ivill probably be a general conctur-
rence of opinion as t e importance Of
severing all connection between the Gov
ermnent and the raihvay. The Ministers
imsust have found out by this time that the
control of public worics, and the patronage
incident thereto, are not productive of any
advantage to a Government, but quite the
contrary. We have not been inclined'to
join in the aspersions w'hich have been
throwns on the Premier in connection
therewith, but w'e.are thoroughly con-
vinced that tie subsisting arrangements

are prejuclicial to the influence of the
Government.

*We find no reference to the raihvay ex-
tension to Toronto, vhich is known to be

promoted by gentlenei acting in behalf
of the Government raihvays,.and wrhose aid
nust take the foras of money which must,
it appears *to us, lie furnishsed by the Pro-
vince of Qebec. If any neiv schene of
raihsvay expenditure should be proposed,
it may be feared that it will not only iii-
volve a large additional expenditure of
an unproductive cisaracter, but that, in
order to secure the votes necessary to
pass it, other etieiprises of a more ex-
ceptional character will have to lie aided.
The Minister vho is specially responsible
for guarding the public treasury is Mr.
Robertson, and lie enjoys the reputation

of being a man of prudence, and is weil
aware of the special difficulty tbat exists
in the Province of Quebec in obtaining
additional revenue. IL is, perhaps, pre-
mature to discuss the railroad policy of
the Government on such vague informa.
tion as the public are yet in possession of,
but the subject is one of such great im-
portance, and the Quebec Legislabure lias
been so reckless on former occasions that
ive cannot but feel very apprehensive as
to the course tiat ivill be adopted during
the present session.

THE BEET SUGAR INDUsTRY.
IL is preinature to exchange congiatu.

lations on the establishment of beet sugar
manufactories in at least three counties in
tie Province. It is possible that with the
enormo.îs protection, ivhich is only intend.
ed to be given temporarily, and with the
aid of subsidies, tise beet sugar industry
may be established, but, while wishing
the enterprise every siccess, ve own
that ve have no confidence in temporary
protective measures, and we think it an
unwise act in tise Governmsent to hold out
the inducement of temporary protection
to encourage the investment of capital in
buildings and plant, which nsay prove
unremunerative vhen the products are
subjected ta revenue duties. h'lie pro-
moters of the maiufacture of beet sugar,
many of thiem practical and successftil
business mes, have stipulated for exempi-
tion from excise duties for a terim of years,
but ive venture to predict tiat, iwhser Hat
term lias expiied,. ithere ivill be a denand
for the continuance of tise exemption,
accoinpanied by a declaration that, unless
it be granted, ail those engaged in the
manufacture vill be utterly ruisned. We
are not awvare of any instance of a personi
engaged in a protected industry being
villing that such protection should be
withdiaîn, ussless, perhaps, we except
somne of ouir prominent cotton maniufac-
turers, who, ive imagine, vould prefer a
little more foreign competition to that of
a multitude of factories at home,-and we
must not conceal from òurselves that a
powerful party in Ontario and in the
Maritime Provinces is pledged to a 'e-
adjustimlent of tise tarifl, in case it should
obtain pover at tie expiration o the
present Parlianïient. The beét sugar
industry is in an exceptional position.
'here is a generaI concurrence of opinlion
tiat, for revenue purposes, it is absolutely
necessary that sugar should be taxed, as
it is in all countries, except Englaiscid
whei'e itis consumed. e doobt much
whether any Midiister wouId be bold
enough to propose te Parliament to give
a bonus in mon.ey to every maniifacturer
of beet sugar equivalent t bhe amount
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which will be lost to the revenue by his
products. The loss will be just as great
if beet sugar is allowed ta go into con-
snimption temporarily, free of duty, and
when the time comes for putting on an
excise tax there can be io doubt wihatever
that there will b intense pilblic discon-
tent.. The smanufacturers will forth.
wsith reduce the price of beets, which will
create dissatisfaction among the pro.
ducers, wbo will consider themselves il[-
uised, and all the parties interested wiill

clamor for the continued exemption of
beet sugar froin any tax. Time will prove
whether these views are correct.

CATTLE RAISLNG.

The partial failure of the hay crop in
the United States last year, and the sud-

ienness with which winter set in upon
wild grass sections both in Canada and that
country, created an unusual demand
f)r feei anýi forage during the winter.
Aigents and speculators in iay, were to be
found ail over the country, and farmers
in saine seotions sold their lia delivered
in hie market town, early in the winter as
imw as $6 per ton'. We sounded a note
of warning on the subject last fall in
referring. ta the short-sightedness of oer-
tain Bruce County (Ont.) farmers in sell-
ing their hay at such prices, and consider-
able money has been made in various
sections of the country by those wiio took
the hint and entered upon the purchase
of Canadian liay for the American na,-
kets.

h'lie growth of Our cattle trade with
Great Britain, promoted in some degree
hy the embargo upon American beeves-
wiich notvitistanding every endeavor,
public and private, continue ta be afflicted
with the foot and mouth disease-rendes
it important that some iéans beyond dis-.
tillery feeding be devised whereby a larger
number cen be fattened for spring ship .
ients, The present condition of affairs
cannot last ; as soon as the European
inarkets are open without reserve ta the
eattle trade of the United States, our
people will find a diffiuty in competing
vith "lraisers " who can command open

field pasturage all winter, as in Texas vith
its enormous area, or with those saome
degrees farther north, wliere onily a few
tdays in the winter are too severe for out
doo' feeding.

Somse recent American experiments
based upon an old idea derived froi the
French, ta whom in this respect, as wellas
in the sugar beet industry, tie world is
mainly indebtecd, tend ta show how cattle

can be economically Iept and fattened
during Our long Canadian winters. It is

notCalone in cattle raising that the new
departure commends itself; the pro-
ducts of the dairy can bu very materially
enilarged and extended, and with tue low
temperature, th quiality of dairy and
store-packed butteras can be impreved
after the methods adopted in Denmark
and other countries of Europe, fornerly
described in the columns of the JOURNAL
OF CoMIstERE.

The new.system is caled Ensilage. As
applied to grass, Ensilage is much older
than the experiments of M. Goffairt, the
Frenclman ta whom the agricultural
world is indebted for the development, if
not the origin, of the ensilage of
maize. Tihe following is from a work pub-
lished by Grieswald in 1842:

"A curious iode of preserving grass for
forage, instead of iiaking il into hay, lias bee
tried in Germîaniy, ii last P russia ind it is this
l'ils are dg lis the eathl, fte t or twelve tcet
square end as nany deept. They are puddled
with clay, and lined witil wood or brick. Into
these pits ftour or tive tn indred weigit of grass,
as it is cti. are put in, a layer at a timîîe, sprin-
led vith sait et the rate o one pound ta oe

hundred weiglit, and if the grass is dry, tiit is
free of rais or' dew, two or three utîîarts of water
aire spirinkiled over the layer. nch la yer istrodden down by five or six men, and rammiied
firnm, especiall round the edges, witi wooden
ramners, the ohject of viich is the excliusion of
air. A tille straw is tîhen scatterd over tthe
liyer to maîîîrik iltisiosiieto arwrards. Layer
is placed above layer tilt the pfit is filled to itie
toip, wlhen the topinost layer is wet sailted, 111nd
the pit covered viti boris, or a we-littil lid,
uo wh ichi is put a coveritng of earth ofte

and a half fet in thiiiicess. Suic a pit will
contain live layers ot griss, and shouldii be filled
in two days. The grass soon fermenis, and iii
aboit six days subsides te ialfits original biulkt.
The lid is examîîinsed every diy, and every crack
in tihe earuh filled uil) to exclide lhe aiir, iv'icli,
if allowet to enter, wotilt pronote the l tre-
factive frse,,nteation in the grass. When the
first ferientation ias ceased, tli lid is tiakei
off, and fresi grass put inI, trodden down, and
salted as before. The lit will now contain
aboit teln tous' of grass, et ial to two or three
tons of liav. The pits sioild remsain siuît for
six reeks before being ussed, and .then are used
t,, susccession. Tue grass tbus treated tias tei
apupearance of laving been boiled, and its
shaisrps acid taste is ery agrceible to casttlei ansd
twenty poinds a day with ciol1ped suraws wili
keep a cow in good condition' ail winter, and
tveity- eigit pounîîds will cause a cow to give a
ric, anad we.l-tasted inilk2

The systei as et present in vogue in
New Jersey is due ta a Newy York grain
merchant, and is the result of experi-
ments witli thie view of improving the size
and quality of the native corn by an ad-
mixture in alternate rows of a species of
luxuriant Southern corn. This did not
ripen in time, but was twice as tail as the
local species. In order ta preserve it for
feed hie tried the Ensilage system, with
satisfactory results, which is simply by
pressure and by exclusion of the air. The
expe.'iment referred to was on rather a
large scale. It all seems simple enough
when sean, but the, simplest things are
aways those whiclh one arrives at after
matured thouIght. On entering the bar

two deep. pits are seen, sunk riglit into the
floor of the barn. Tie exact dimensions
are for each, length, forty fect; vidtl,
thirteen feett depth, twenty feet. These
pits are lined witli concrete made of rub-
ble and Rosedale cemenit. They are solid
and sulstantial. These are the silos,
which iold the ensilage.

The corn is planted in May, and eut
about the middle or end of September,
when it is soine eiglt ta ten feet higi.
The protcitt is about sixty tons per acre,
of green stallts and leaves. in the case
referred ta thirteen acres were planted
and from the yield,7S0 tons gross of green
stuff cut,* 120 cattle were f'ed. It is par-
haps possible that a yield of 60 tons per
acre can be iad froi tise corn referred ta,
but ive observe that 22 tons are given as
the average crop ot' Corn Fodder ait the
Agricultural College Farm, near Guelph,
where brain and muscle go hîand in iand.
The very sinll amount of land used f'or
this purpose, as in the New Jersey experi-
ment,seems vonderful. Justas soon as the
coin is 'eady, which is distinsguîishable by
the tasseling and the formation of a l'ir
nubbins, in go the meny, hroii lay it loiw. It
is at once carted to the barn wiere are
the silos. Tue greci stalks and leaves are
submitted to the action1 of ordinary cut-
ting-machiises, the only pi'ecaution neces-
sary being that the kii'es bu kept as
sharp as possible, so thsat the green stuff
shail not be bruised, as hy rough iandling
the juices are expelled, and to that extent
air takes its place in the cells of the plant
-a thing to be avoided as nuch as possi-
ble. a Two cutting-machines are used,
ivhich miake the fodder into lengtis of
onu-lialt and one inch.

Noir as ta the iethodof filliig the silos.
The cuttinsg-maciines delive' tihe green
stuff into thse censent-lined pits, th cape-
city of eachi being 300 tons. As tie
materia goes in it is not trodden on, but
worked evenly into the silos by chianging
the direction of the delivery. When the
pit is full, level with the floo, a iooden
case is placed like a fence around the pit,
which case is seventy-five per cent. in
leight of the depth of the pit, for tIe
ensilage by compression sinks about this
much. Tie pit being twenty feet deep,
when it and the tifteen-foot case are full,
then the wiole mass of green msaterial is
covered over wvith stout wooden planks,
made in sections. Thesesectional covers
a'e amang the 1ost important adjuncts
of the silos, and i tieir p'oper
construction a great deal of the success of
the operation depends. These covers are
male of tiîo-inci-thisck spruce plank,
tongued and grooved, and fissmly battened
togethur, four fet %vide, and one inch lest
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in length than the wiclth of the silo. As
the silo is forty feet long, it iill take ten
of them to cover it. The object in mak-
ing them only four feet wide will be appa-
rent lIter. Now when the silo or pit is full

of green stuff', even to the level of the
filteen feet additional, [liesectional covers
are put on tlie green stuff', and these are

w'eighted evenly and carefully. With
many wlo have basenents uidor their
barns, a silo, or pit, could be made out-
side, close to the basement wall, located
in a place wliere it would be inost conve-
nient to use in the basement, or othier-
wise, by maling a passageway to the pit,
or silo, lhrough the foundation walls of
the barn. Any forim or construction of
silos, or pits, which answers the location
and condition niay be used, such as pits
or wells, open only at the top, tlie food
beiig puit iI and taîken out froi tlie top
only. Such silos, ai' pits, w'ould have the
advantage, that successive' croppings
iighit be put in the same pit, or silo, one
above the other, each being seailed with a
layer of earth when put in. The deeper
thîe silo, or pit, [ha more they will contain
in proportion to imeasurement, owing to
the greater density of the contents froin
[lie weiglt of' the imass above iand the
greiate the pressure the more thoi'ouglh
the exclusion of air, aid, without any
doubt, the better preservation of the en-
silage.

There is no reference to the use of salt
in the systei as recently practised by a
few persons in [lie Nevy England States.
The whole secret of ensillge depends
upon a simple imechanical one, that of
perfectly even continuous compression.
The air must be excluded, and also the am-
bienti moisture. One of theni veights his
covers by placing on top of eaci silo fifty
tons of grain ai' grouid feed in bags, which
lie afterw'ards uses to mix witlh his ensil-
age at tinie of feeding. IIe recommends,
in case grain is not handy, that barrels be
illed with gravel or sand, and used for
the saine purpose. As soon as the
weiglhted covers' are applied, tlie mass
gridually sinks, until it reaches a level
witlh [lie floor, and if the pit bas been
proper'ly constructed, after the sinking
down is concluded, the pits, or silos,
are exactly filled. In about ten days the
mass lias conme dowin to its bearings. In
two weeks after it bas been put down it
is ready to use, and the operation is com-
pleted.

COAL PRODUCTION AND CONSUMP.
TION.

Coal, ironand textile fabrics being three
of the principal comnodities of the wlorld's
commerce, reliable statistics concerning

them offer a peculiar interest, inasmuch
as they show the values required to satisfy
the wants of all civilized nations. An
Austrian professor lias recently publislied
a work which treats of the subject in an
apparently satisfactory manner. The
rapid increase in the production and con-
suniption in these conimodities during
the period from 1865 to 1873 proved that
the economical condition of ail coantries
was then at its best. The crisis of 1S73,
however, produced a reaction which
spread over the whole globe, and it is only
during and silice the last months of 1879
that signs became apparenlt whiclh pointed
to a change for the better.

The production of coal lias enormously
increased within a comparatively brief
period. Great Bitain, which at the open-
ingof the eigltenthli century produced
about 2 million tons, and in 1860 over
834 millions, had increased its coal pro-
duction in 1878 to 137 millions. In 1787
France raised only 211,000 tons ; in 1860
it produced eight millions, and in 1878 it
producedl 17 millions. The United States
advanced from Il, million in 1830 to 3
millions in 1840, to over 15 millions in
1860, and to 5413 millions in 1877.

The vast fields of lignite tertiary in [lte
Saskatchewan and Souris regions, in the
North West territory, which are of un-
known extent, and not yet worked, are
not, of course, included in the above esti-
mate ; vast tields of true bituminous coals
are also reported still farther north, but
wehave ns yet no autheintic information as
to their richness a, extent.

Australia, which has large fields of ex-
cellent coal, lias already begtin to supply
ail [he Pacific demands. 'Tlie consump-
tion or coal per head of population is

In England about one.third was cou-
sumed by the manufacture or iron and
steel, and more than one-fifthl by the rest
of the large industries, more than one-
sixth ror domestic purposes, and the re-
mainder by gas.woiks, water-works,.mines,
railivays and steamships. In France the
nmetallurgical, industrial and gas works
consume 72 per cent; ithe household 13
per cent., and the mines 4 per cent. of
the total amount.

RELATIONS OF CANADA WITH
FRANCE.

Senator Fabre has returned ta Canada
after a protracted absence in France, dur-
ing vhich lie lias been carrying on wliat
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seem to be very irregular negotiations
with the French Government, regarding
trade with the Dominion. We are now
assured that the French Government will
alinost immediately issue a proclamation,
" extending certain desired concessions,
ilnow only granted to countries in special
n treaty with France,which Canada is not."
We infer that the " desired concessions "l
must be simply that France will put
Canada on the footing of the most favored
nations, as Canada has alhvays placed
France. We have heard a good deal of
lte from French Canadians of the im-

portance of conciliating the Covern.
ment of France by making concessions in
the foim of a reduction of duty on French
imports, as an inducement ta France todo
justice ta Canada, whici she as never yet
dlone.

Complaints have been made, vithout a
sladov of foundation, against the Imperial
Government for not protecting the in-
terests of Canada when negotiating con-
mercial treaties witlî France. It must be
obvious, after a few moments' reflection,
tiat ive cannot enjoy our present privilege
of regulating our own tariff, and at the
saine timte expect the Imperial Govern-
ment to pledge itself as to our commercial
policy. We can understand and make
every allowance for the strong feeling
tlat lias of late been manifested by the
French Canadians in favor of increased
intercourse with France. French capital-
ists have turued their attention to Canada
as a field for the profitable investment of
money, and have made a loan to the Que-
bec Government, and.have established the
Credit Foncier, and taken an interest in
the Pacific Railway. With these opera-
tions the French Government lias not
been concerned, and up to this tima that
Governiment bas acted towards Canada
rather unfairly. We admit that Our own
Government bas been much ta blame for
the treatment ivhich it bas received. It
lias pursued a policy of humble solicita-
tion for justice, offering to make conces-
sions of various kinds as an mnducenent
to France to place Canada on the footing
of other nations. We have been admitting
French goods on precisely the same teris
as those from Great Britain, while France
lias been imposing on Canadian imports
duties considerably higher than from
other countries, aud for this most unfair
policy blame lias been attached by French
Canadian writers to the British Goveri-
ment. .Had the Government of Canada
recommended Parliament to impose an
extra duty of taen or twenty per cent. ad
valoremî on the imports of all countries
which imposed discriminating duties on
Canadian imuports, the French Govern-

ment would have long sinee changed its
policy towards us.

The justice of such a course could not
be impeached, and the citizens of France,
vho are interested in the export trade,

esmall though it may be comparatively,
would have brought a pressure ta bear
on their own Government, that would
in all probability, have secured the de-
sired result. We have seen no indication
up to this time, that the question at issue
between France and Canada lias been
properly appreciated. Deputation after
deputation has been sent to Paris to beg
as a favor what ought long since to have
been demanded as a riglht. Mr. Fabre's
mission is said to have been successful,
but ve have no doubt that., if the state.
mentshould prove ta be correct, the re-
suIt lias not been obtained vithout con-.
cessions on our pirt vhich should never
have been exacted. We shall look with
interest for further information as ta
what Mr. Fabre lias actually accomplished
during his protradted mission ta Paris.

ENGLISH COTI'TON MANU FACTURE.

The American Consul at Manchester,
England, lias been gleaning soine interest-
ing statistics relative to the condition of
manufactureis and business in his district.
In 1879, out of 125 cotton spinning and
manufacturing companies mentioned in
the Oldham Chronicle, 104 paid no divi-
dends, and in most cases made losses,
more or less serious. In 1880 the num
ber paying no dividends was reduced to
fil'ty, and there were nineteen vhich paid
diidends of ten per cent. and ovier-
tlree of them paying twenty, and one
twenty-two per cent. The folloving shows
the average earnings per day in an East
Lancashire Cotton Weaving Mill, the
hours of labor being 56 per, week:

The employment represented by the
lower rates of vages, say from 28 to 72
cents, are chiefly filled by women or girls
and boys. In one of the largest mills of
the district, out of 2500. operatives em-
played, 70 per cent. are women, and of
these 40 lier cent. are under tventy and
10 per cent. are under fifteen. These fig-
ures would hold approximately through-
out the districts. Most of the married
operatives live in cottages owned by the
mills, the system of I boarding " being
comparatively uiiknown. Unmarried
ope'ratives hire a room from some married
operative, and furnish their own food.
For 66 cents per vek a small brick cot-
tage containing a Iliving roo m" and
tvo bed rooms can be hiad ; for 81 cents.
per week, ane can be had which adds
a kitchen and parlor to the rooms i the
former tenement; nd $1.00 per week
pays for a cottage wiv an extra bedroom,
and $1.25 to $1.50 per veek provides a
cottage with four bedrooms, a parlor,
kitchen and scullery. These cottages are
built in blocks, are subject to careful
inspection by a sanitary officer, and are
usually kept clean and neat. It ivill be
seen from the following table of the re-
tail prices of provisions, that the oper-
ative on this side of the Atlantic bas no
occasion to envy his English competitor
on that head :

BANKRUPTCY LEGISLATION.

A new Insolvent Act propoed in Eng-
and has some interest for Canadians. Like
urselves, the people of Great Britain rea-

ize that all legislation on the subject bas

s Now working on 15 per cent. reducion on
fissra tes.
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hder'to been a di'sastrous failure. A benle-
volent lIaw in iLs conception, and by no

ieanils f'oolishîly constructed, hie late Act
deseres highier consideration tlan it las
ever obtained. But, whsile theoretically
excellent, it wiis practically nischievous.
Tlie evils were known only too well to the
business community ; they were evils tfiat
went on increasing froin year to year until
creditors almiost ceased to look for any
aîssets %vorth nentioning ont of a bankrupt
estate. Merchants got comnpletely tired
out, and, after the first nomentary cha-
grin, usually made an elort to avoid any
further reninder of ite touble, in mîost

cases left tle matter in the liands of thie
assignees, and did not attend meetings
of creditors. 'Thîiey fancied it the botter
policy to look after those who renained
stau neh, and tn avoid wlorrying thenselves
over Il spilt milk." Every year it appeared
that the assets grew less, until 30 cents
began to be looked upon as a good ofl'er.
Compositions gradually became easy, and
bankru ptcy pure and simple more and
more avoided.

In Canada, as in England, creditors sel-
dot perforied their part in tie vorking
ofi te Act. Neitler tbey lor thie inspec-
tors sufliciently supervised the estaLes,
colteniting tlenselves IVith mîîerely
attendiing to thteir duties inI a sort of rou-
tine fashion. To the supioness of credit-
ors, or, ratier, it iay be said, to their lack
of public spirit, is to be chielty attributed
tli failuire of' the Act. Here and there
w'hîere, a creditoi' ni inspector showved a
Clouts disposition heytas accused of hard-
leartediness, was sooii oveirpoveie(d, and
lad to abandon fiis position. Once the
creditors in thîis way deserted tLheir duty,
the law becane siniply an engine in the
hands ofn unscrupiulous law'yer's and as-
sigiees. Tono ofen was there felt to be col-
lusion withl te debtori at aill events they
generally .nanaged to get well paid, fotr
theiri work i a lower commercial mîîorality
becamîe previalent all rounld, foi', vhere
iusiness becoies a kind of gambling,
scruples disappear. Assignces, origin-
ally designed to be the protectors
Of the creditois w'itlout being hie
eneniies of the debtor', in ton inany
instances beciîîne, along vihli hie
solicitors with vhon they liuiited in
couples, more plunderers. Merchants
fell into the alibit of treating an accolnt
owed by an insolven t as îmîoney lost ; tley
signed off, irote off' the debt, and finishîed
with it. 'Tuis il, trose that tte assignee
becanie, in a grent nieasure, ai irrespon-
sible person, and lie wîould lot, be huimiai
did lie ot often yield to the temptation
thus put before bima. It was also too
frequeitly lis iterest to side witr the

debLtor raither tian with the creditors ; and
,so sure did meirchants becoine tbat little
or nothling nvas to be gaiied by thro.ving
a debtor into bankruptcy, tLhat they werc
uîsually rcady to accept tle sîmallest com.-
position offered rather tian taae proper
steps to protect theniselves. Such, bric fly,
wIas the deplorable outcomîe of the lInv.
''lhe nost cuiiningly devised riles for
pr'otecting the creditors andi for facilitat-
ing the svift despatchu of business w'ere
eithier igniored or adroitly turned into a
means of robbery, fraud and conspiracy
against the rigits of creditors.

''fie iew Act franed iniEngland 'everts
to the principle of oflicial control, andl
liopes by substitut.ing the Board of Trade,
ats proposed in Montreal, the nomiia.
tors oif the assignees or trustees, to reme-
dy the imiischief wlichl the Act, as înov
existing in that country, lias caused.
Under he new law, I liquidations by
management'" and compositions vill di.-
appear alike, and insolveit estates ivill
be dealt witi only in bankruptcy. The
debLtor is still allowed to present a peti-
tion, but the moment lie has done so
all control of lis afltirs passes to the
Court. An oflicial trustee takes charge
of the estate till the creditors meet,
whicli they niust (10 witiin seven dtays
proxies are not abolishied, but tleir abuse
is checked they can no longer be leld by
the deblor's solicitor, no1' cani ttey be
used by any one to vote for lits owin ap-
poiittieit as a tr'ustee. No compositions
of less than five shillings in the pound is

Possible i it also provides for a percent.
nge limitation of costs, both iof the Court
as well as the trustee. The creditor him-
self must make up a statement of bis
atlñiirs within tlree days at lis owrn cost.

Soine of'the nev points introduced ivere
features of the late Dominion Act. 'hlie
main principles of the proposed Bill are
good, but it may 'ell be feared tlat the
mnerchants and legislators of the MnotlIer
Country have not as yet hati their fill of
experience in fle inatter. They are moie
favord thali ive of Canada in hiaving no
Ci across the lines I as a dernier essort
for him wio is closely pressed, or ivho
thinks t.hat fresh fields and pastures nîev
are to be preferred to fri''ther efforts ii
the pati of lonest.y.

noutinceienit. of those fiets. Merchiidising is a
profiession, reqtirin<<g more Lime i f apprentice-
ship than niost of tlhe mîîechanical trades, and s
more d ilictili to learn than many:of themi. It
is no casier to become i gond inerchant than it
is tu becomte aL gotd liwycr or physician, aund
good inerchanîts lire just as rare as good lawyers
<anid doctors.

There bas beeni 110 niaterial increise in trade
ian*ifested since our lit,î refereuce. A steady
consuiptive demnand for all leading staples is

reported, and, vith the exception of sugars,
which iave been reniarkably strong and advanc-
ing ihis week, vailes rule generally steady, at
about former figures. Nev butter is slightly
lower, aud hlides lave advanced about Ac per
lb. vithin thre week ; hardware continues brisk
to the extent of the coiuntrv demand, and pig
iron conuines weak and unsettled. in bread-
stuffs little has been done on export accoîunt
shippers are deterred froi ouperating by the high
freights aked at tbis port, vessel owners want-
ing Is. 6d. more than the ruling rates at Nev
York. Otherwise, the shipping season bas been
fairly inaîugurated ; regular lite steatships
have arrived in port from Liverpool, and et
least two have sailed again for that port, wilti
cargoes, chieffy caille. The Richelieu line of
bonts have commnenced running between Ham.
ilton and Montreal, and several freight vessels
are in the canal. The rates of discount, and of
interest on loans are inchanged. Sterling
Exchance rules firm at 94 te 90 prem,
for round amouînts. aud 9A prem cash over
the counter. Drafts on New York drawn
at ¾ pren. On the Stock Exchange
business las been increasingly active, ivith
a sîrong advancing market, Montreal Bank
leauding xin the upward movement, baving ad-
vanced for the week about Il per cent. The
market closes strong, witb an advance to-day
of31 per cent. for Nontreal and Merchants,
buyers closing at 207, and holders ait 2071 for
the former, and et 127 and 12 Il respectivelv for
the latter.. Montreal Telegraph fell 24' per
cent., closing at 123 bid. Richelieu, also, de-
clined 1 per cent.; it is stated on good autbority
hat arrangemuents are aIl but complete for the

Cou.-The opening of navigation, and
arriral of Anthracite coal by water, bas laid
the effect of reducing prices materially li this
market ; somtie leading dealers are now selling
slove coul at $6.50, and egg and chestnîut at
$6.25. The demniuud is reported fair for the
season. The first cargo of Scotch steam coal
fromt Leith ias arrived at Quebec, and been sold
at $5 per chaldroin.

CATTLE, ETC.-The slpply ai the market oni
3fonday list wvas nîot large, but good prices were
obtuined for buitchers' cattle througlhouît. The
demand for shipment was. light, owing par-
tially to the ruimori afloat of tlhe appearance of
foolt and nu outh disease anong ube cattlein
Enugland. Prices paid for choice stock ranged
fromn 5c to Sfc. and for poor to medium, 4fc to
41c per lb. Sheep sol a a 6 and 60c per lb.,
somtie for shipmient. Live hogs sold ait 7c per
lb. in small lots.

DaY GooDs.-Trade generally is quiet; une
or tvo leading houses have experienced a raller
ull[week, while others, iore especially those

fatvored with lue visits of Lower St. Lawrence
mnerchants, comiing in by boat, have done a
uolerably good business for the time ofyear.
Purchases at this stage of the season are natu-
rally stmail, and business for the nextfew weeks
is expected to be of a light sorting-up character.
The ivea tIer, up to date, bas been quite unfavor-
able to this trade ; complaints against the
weather are beerd from all parts of the country.
Travellers have been leaving almost every day
duriug the week, and scarcely sufficient time
has elapused for themr to give an accotunt ofthem-
selves. Stocks in the ivarehouses bere, though
well assorted still, are pretty well reduced. In
England prices rule low andin buyers' favor for
nearly all kinds of cotton and woollen goods.
Payments have exhibited an improvement; a
large amount of money on paper became due
yesterday, 4th inst., and iras generally promptly
paid. Only a few short-time renewals were
asked for. A leading firm here. on making up
the returns for April, were pleased to discover
that remitances bad been mucli better than for
the corresponding month for several years, and
showed about 30 per cent. increase on those for
the like period last year.

DAiny PBoDUc.-In the local Butter market
business lies been couufined to supplying the
local trade with new make, the supply of
wbich bas been steadilv increasiig. Prices
have continued to rule in*buyers' favor, and, as
predicted in our last report, bave further de-
clined ; 18e is about the bighest figure that will
be paid to-day for fine new Townships or
Morrisburgs. 'Inferior grades are obtainable et
15cto16c. Receipts are liberal, and, withstocks
accumuilating, dealers willingly part with their
fine goods ai 1Sc. In old butter there is little
or no interest manifested; stocks are about ex.
hausted, and our " prices current' on another
page are entirely for the new mske. A new
feature is the demand in Liverpool for the New-
foundland market; during the past few days
some 1,500 pkgs. butter have been bought in
Liverpool for Nevfoundland, at fron 40s to 60S.
là New York business is rather slow; the even
disposition of buyers is to move with caution.
but. on the whole, the market shows signs ot
steadiness, though there is no evidence of posi-
tive reaction. But few sales have been made
to exporters. Creameries quoted et 22c to 23c,
stale butter ait 20c to 21 and Western rarely
brings over lie. The local Cheese market
bas ruled quiet and steady all week; buyers in
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the cointry are paying 11c to 125c for factor-
ies, and bere fine old factory is quoted at 13 c
to 14c, and ner offerings at 12c te 13c. Liver-
pool market reinains steady at 70s., and New
York market is reporteid slow and gradually
weakening ; shippers are making determined
eiforts to secure a concession. Strictly choice
white cheese is scarce, and ias sold tihere at
13c, but for colored stock, tin tomatter how fine,
124c is about the highest bid, with buyers rot
it all anxious.

FoaoUR AND GaaiN;-The Englishr Breadstuffs
market ias developed a decidedly easier
eindency within the week, and to-day the casier
feeling seens to have reached a cimax lu
liveriool, lower prices all round for wheat
being cabled. 'ria impors i [lite United King-
dom for the week show a decrease of 75,000 qrs
w ihat, an increasd of 40,000 qrs. corn, and
15,000 brIs. flour. The Western grain markets
are reported firm to-day, with an upward
tcndency, but the local grain market rules
dîecidedly inactive. The volume of business
rone iere in grain for the week is small ;
tere have been no sales of Ganadian wheat

for export shiplipers complain that prices are
toc higli, with present freights, to enable them
to compete with the American'exporters. In
American wheats either there is very little
doiig yet for expert, as prices liera, compared
withr 'New York, including freight and insur-
ance, are much too bigi, especially in view of
the peristencey rvith which freigis are uîphield ;

Rye is
quit and eaîsy at $.03 Io $1.07, and corn
is quoted t 55e to 554c in bond. The local
Flour market has been more active since
the opening of navigation. In sympathy
with the recent loue of the English markets,
thedemand lias increased atfirmerprices, especi-
allY for Superiors and Spring Extras. The sup-
ply Of these grades is scarcely adequate to the
demand. Superies have chranged bands in
rournd lots at $5.374 ta $5.40 for shipment te
the Maritime Provinces and points East of tiis
cliv. No transactions on export account re-
ported. Several cars of Spring Extra sold to-
day ait S520 toS5.25, an advance of about 5c. on
last week's prices, and several carloads ofstrong
Bakers' at S5.50 ta $6.15. Bag fleur is also in
better request, and several thousand of Ontario
bags have changed bands, St S2.60 per cental.
American four is being imported largely for
bakers' use, ta supply the deficiency in Canada
Spring wheat flour.

FRuTs.-The market is stagnant for nearly
all k1Id.

Pine apples worth 53 per dozen, Bouanas S3
per bunch, and Cocoanuts reported in good re-
quest at $5 per hundred. The New York 'Nmes
sav the fruit growers of Delaware have gien
up all bpe of any profit from peaches in that
State ibis season. I Net in 25 years has tiere
been a worse sbowing : the belief is. general
among the growers that a great majority of
the peach trees have been killed, wbile almost
ail theirest of tbém baye been so injured as -to
make them useless. Many enterprising grow-
ers are already making arrangements for
planting new orchards to take the place of-trees
dead or dying. Shouîld the fear of growers
Irove correct that the peîach orchards of the
btate have been praetically destroged it will

result in serious loss, as not less than $5,000 -
000 are invested in peach cultivation on tie
peninsula, more than lalf of which is invested
in Delaware."

Foîrs.-The offerings of furs in this market
are conneS chiefly ta Spring Miiskr(is, which
command 18e for pruned trupped skins ; shot,
skins are selling at about 12c. But very fcv
Alinrk Skine are offered, and bring from 50c to
75c for late catch. Beaver in good demand at
$3 per lb. Otherkinds of furs might be quoted
foi general information, but the offerings are
very tritiing. The stock ofDeer and Elk skins
lias been sold out completely, and manufac-
turers of moccasins are anxioosly awaiting the
nev collection, not obtainable before July, as
they are bare of stock, and deiendent alto-
gethrer on what can be obtained this season for
funtre production. The scarcity and demand
will no douibt enhance the vralue of these goods
bevond the figures ruihng î previous years.
Hâders here of Euîroprean furs are actively
pushing their sale, and Seas can be purchased
in snall lots at figures bordering closely on
London prices. Persisn Lamb skins are scare,
and will nio doubt command high prices later
in the season, as the article is eaid te be entire-
ly sold out iii Russia and other European moar-
kets. Dark Otters have been boughlt in Europe
for this market at prices higher than ever
before ; il is a question, however, as ta whether
they will be wanted at the prices current by
manufactirers. Astrakans are in increased
demand for this market, as well as for Sou th-
Eastern Europe, and have advanced a value
10 to 15 per cent. Sguirrels average fully last
year'siprices, and continue quite popular for
ladies' wear, forlining-, etc.

GiocEaiss.-Sgar.- There ias been quite
a movement lu Sugars durimg the week, with
advance established for all Irinds. Granulated
is leld by refiners at 91e, and the lowet
Yellow is about 74e, an advance of about ¾ from
lowest point. Sales and re-sales of Retine t
Sugars include probably 3,000 bbls for the
week. Some low British Refined were placed
at about 7¾e te 74c for quantity, bags and
casks. In Raw Sugars bolders are firm. Teas,
-able advices from Yokohama report that the
market opened not quine so late as expected.
The opening prices for choicet on 23rd April
were $50 to $55 the icul; dechined ta about
$43 to $45 within the last two days. Fine Teas
with us retain their value, but trade is not active
beyond ordinary wants.
