Grodno Empty Shell.
In view of the importance of the 

battles raging along the lower Dwina. 
the fighting elsewhere loses some of 
its interest, for wherever they are, the 
Russians must keep their eyes on this 
corner of the map. Grodno, which the 
Russians evacuated, apparently proved 
an empty shell to the Germans, as they 
captured only 400 prisoners after street 
fighting. To the northwest of Xilna, 
the Russians are on the offensive and 
while the Germans say the Russian 
counter-attacks have been a complete 
failure, It is said in Petrograd that the 
counter-offensive seriously threatens 
the German left flank and 
communications with the army 
of Lieutenant-General Von Elchhorn.

Russian Centre Retiring.
The Russian centre Is still retiring 

thru the marshy districts. However, 
•very day they are taking a toll of 
their pursuers. The Ruslans also are 
offering resistance to the Austro-Ger- 
man offensive in Galicia, and south­
eastward of Lutsk they hold a front 
of some 50 miles, intersected by hills, 
woods and rivers, which afford a 
splendid cover for a defensive army.

There is still some doubt as to what 
the Austro-German intentions are in 
the southwest, military critics being 
divided in opinion as to whether there 
will be an advance on Kiev or whe­
ther an attempt will be made to 
ject a wedge between the Russian 
miee and Roumania, which would 
make it a serious matter for the Rou­
manians to refuse the Germans pas­
sage for munitions over Roumanian 
railroads, for the Turks, who are said 
to be very short of shells necessary to 
prevent the allies conquering the Gal­
lipoli Peninsula.

Exhibition.
Striking Illustrations Shown on 

Canvas and Results Ob­
tainable.

The display of the Canadian Gov­
ernment railways in the federal 
ernment building is attracting the at­
tention of many thousands who 
fascinated with its brilliancy and the 
instructive geographical lessons of the 
big: illuminated map, with its moving 
trains flashing from the Atlantic coast 
to Winnipeg. In fancy, one may board 
the Ocean Limited or the Maritime 
Express at Halifax, and journey by 
these finely equipped through trains 
to Montreal, and there connect with 
the through trains of the Grand Trunk 
System for Toronto. From Toronto, 
one may take the National for Winni­
peg, a new train via, a new route, viz, 
the Grand Trunk, the Timiskaming 
& Northern Ontario, to Cochrane, and 
from thence via the Transcontinental 
Railway, operated by the government, 
to Winnipeg and Fort William. Thus 
within a year have the lines operated 
by the government been extended from 
the east to the west, and a compre­
hensive idea of the vastness of the 
new territory that has been opened up 
for colonization and exploitation is 
given. The route of the Transconti­
nental from Moncton, N.B., to Quebec, 
and from there to Winnipeg, is shown 
in the line of red lamps which illus­
trate the government railways, and 
the other lines in the Maritime Prov­
inces that have been linked up with the 
Intercolonial and made a part of a 
great system which unites the east 
and the west by means of a wonder­
ful national highway.

The line of red lamps makes a bril­
liant illumination, which is given life 
by the moving shadows that flit across 
the face of the map, representing the 
through trains between the points 
above mentioned.

Large panoramic paintings of the 
Baie des Chaleurs, the Bras d’Or Lakes, 
and Prince Edward Island add greatly 
to the beauty of the exhibit, and a 
most Interesting feature is the display 
of fine models of the car ferries used 
to transport the Transcontinental 
trains across the St. Lawrence, and 
the Intercolonial trains between Prince 
Edward Island and the mainland, these 
being the finest types of car ferries 
ever constructed. The car ferry Leon­
ard, used between Quebec and Pointe 
Levis, is attracting particular atten­
tion by reason of its elevator deck, 
with three rows of tracks, each 272 
feet in length, which can be raised or 
lowered at will in order to deal with 
the tidal conditions in the river. The 
Prince Edward Island, which, it is un­
derstood, will soon be placed on the 
route between Cape Tormentine and 
Cape Traverse, is a magnificent steam­
er, powerfully constructed so as to be 
able to keep navigation open during 
the winter months, and finely appoint­
ed regarding saloon accommodation 
and promenade decks.

Those inspecting the exhibit can ob­
tain valuable information concerning 
the territory traversed by the Cana­
dian Government lines from Mr. A. H. 
Lindsay, who is in charge of the dis­
play. Several very finely printed and 
illustrated booklets concerning the ter­
ritory are being distributed.

The fact that 
6800 babies under 12 months of age 
die In Ontario each year, and that at 
least half of that number could be 
saved If proper care were taken, was 
the startling lesson taught In the 
central portion of the exhibit. Care­
lessness and a lack of knowledge of the 
laws of health were the causes of 
this appalling wastage of human life. 
The lack of proper food and fresh air 
to given as the cause of the majority of 
these deaths. Enteritis and diarrhoea 
are the usual diseases which set In.

History of House Fly.
The life history of the house fly is

Wonderful Resources.
Yesterday, like every other day, was 

no exception to the spirit of the times.
Emphasis was laid upon Canada’s 
■wonderful resources in fisheries. The 
vast wealth, as yet practically un­
touched, was dealt with in detail by 
Hon. J. D. Hazen in his address to the 
directors, and their guests at luncheon.
The streams, rivers and lakes abound 
in fish. The 3000 miles of coast line, 
with its coves and inlets, provide fish­
ing places rich in quality and quantity.
The safety provided by these makes 
the occupation less hazardous.

These points were brought out to 
stimulate Canadians, and when a great 
natural resource is linked up with a 
desire to serve nothing but success 
can be the outcome.

If Canadians needed ,a demonstra­
tion as to what they have to fight for, 
they received it yesterday, 
brought home in a profound way what 
would be the great loss should a con­
quering power wrest it from the Brit­
ish Empire. Ninety-four thousand 
people find employment thruout the 
Dominion in its fisheries. The an­
nual income at the present time is be­
tween $31,000,000 and $34,000,000. There 
is today an investment of $24,500,000 
in the industry. These facts give a 
slight idea of what the fishing indus­
try in Canada means. And then, when 
the cabinet minister says the business 
has hardly begun, one wonders what 
heights it will reach in years to come.

A Nourishing Food.
It Is of the utmost Importance at 

such a time that the people should 
speedily become informed of the ex­
cellence of fish as a food and of the 
fact th&t with the transportation fa­
cilities now available it is quite prac­
ticable to lay fish of all kinds down in 
any part of the country. There seems 
to be a wediespread opinion that fish 
is not a nourishing food and that con­
sequently it may not replace meat with 
safety to health and strength. The 
sooner this Impression is dispelled the 
•better.

“The government bas materially as­
sisted the fish industry,’’ said tfîe min­
ute r, “toy adjusting the express 
charges. Arrangements were made 
with the railways whereby refrigera­
tor cars to be hauled by fast freight 
were placed at the disposal of the ship­
pers. Such cars are now available 
from the Atlantic coast three days 
each week. The results have been 
highly satisfactory. The importation 
of fish from the United States to Sup­
ply Canadian markets has been stop­
ped and only such varieties as are not 
available in Canadian markets are 
now imported.

•,Making Over a Commission

The Wall Street Journal hears that 
the U. S. Interstate Commerce Com­
mission is to be reorganized at the 
next session of congress. Its member­
ship will be increased from- seven to 
sixteen. The country will be divided 
into districts so that the ordinary run 
of cases can be speedily disposed of 
by a section of the commission, and 
the headquarters of the commission 
will be removed from Washington to 
Chicago. The commission of late has 
taxed publie patience by the way in 
which it has handled the various 
freight rate cases. Months, even years, 
were given up to hearing testimony 
and arguments upon the application 
for a flat Increase of'five per cent, on 
freight rates east of Chicago and north 
of the Ohio and Potomac Rivers- The 
commissioners failed to agree in this 
case, as they did in the western freight 
rate and anthracite coal cases. Indeed 
these various hearings resulted in 
voluminous records, endless brief* and 
long-winded opinions, which did not 
arrive anywhere in particular. The 
fault perhaps is not so much with the 
members of the commission as with 
the cases and precedents by which 
they are all but stifled. Railway ex­
perts have created such a complicated 
system of rate making that no one. 
not even themselves, really understand 
It. The commission Is thought by 
many of the western and southern 
members of congress to be lost In a 
jungle of technical phrases. They hope 
to see a stronger and more vigorous 
commission established.

Yet it must be admitted that the 
present commissioners have seldom 
failed in any particular crisis to do 
their duty. They

Journalistic Education.
"Democracy is undergoing a great 

change at present and great leaders 
are needed,’’ said President Falconer 
of the University of Toronto, speaking 
on the “Desirability of Establishing 
a School of Journalism in connection 
with one or more of the Canadian 
Universities."

"The question," he continued, "is 
where are these leaders coming from? 
I believe that in many cases the press 
is the leader of the people, but the 
great leaders of the press are the men 
who have been able to see the general 
trend of the people’s mind, and then 
being able to divine the path that the 
people ought to walk and from this 
action the community has profited. 
The leader must be morally stable, he 
must be Intellectually a clear thinker. 
Now what can we do in the univer­
sity? I think that a great many of 
the big men in public life have received 
their training in the university.

"What is a university supposed to 
do in an arts course? It is mainly 
supposed to give method and teach 
students to think and use their au­
thorities.

"A school of Journalism as I take it 
should be in the nature of a post­
graduate course, to be taken after the 
B.A. course is taken.

"A school of journalism that is to 
be of any real value in a country must 
have a somewhat advanced curriculum. 
As the doctor must go into a clinic 
to do objective work so even studying 
Journalism must, I take it, be con­
nected with some large newspaper, and 
should be located in a large centre. 
The question will arise as to -the 
selection of a dean. This dean must 
of a necessity have a wide Journalistic 
experience, yet he must have com­
bined with that the academic side aa 
well."

FRENCH AVIATORS 
SINGLE OUT SUBS.

Official Report Shows Bird- 
men Are Busy in Many 

War Theatres.

GIVE AID IN EGYPT

Flyers Help to Defend 3uez 
Canal From Turk 

Attacks.

PARIS, Sept. 3.—The French min­
istry of marine gave out toiay a note 
outlining the operations of the naval 
aeroplane squadron' since the open­
ing of hostilities. “The marine avi­
ation service has made continual pro­
gress, showing marked development 
from day to day," the note says.

“It has operated not only in France, 
but In Egypt, where It assisted In the 
defence of the Suez Canal ; on the 
Syrian coast, where It aided effectively 
the blockade operations, and in the 
Adriatic, taking active part in ac­
tions In the Gulf of Trieste.

“In the north of France our aero­
planes keep watch over the shores 
and sea. Their particular objective 
has been destruction of the enemy’s 
submarines, also bombardment of the 
enemy’s commissary bases at Bruges, 
Zeebrugge, and Ostend, and appre­
hension or destruction of Zeppelins.

Recent Exploits-
"Last week, notwithstanding heavy 

artilery fire and the glare of rockets, 
our aviators dropped during the night 
more than three hundred 90-milimetre 
bombs on German naval bases along 
the Belgian coast, besides taking an 
effective part In the bombardment of 
Monthuist forest on Augus^ 25. All 
the machines returned, altho several 
of them were damaged severely.

"In Egypt and Syria and at Venice 
our hydro -aeroplanes have shown 
great activity. Engagements occur­
red recently with Austrian hydro­
aeroplanes, which were put to flight. 
One of -them was pursued as far as 
Pola by a French machine."

BRITISH TRANSPORT

Vague Report* Via Berlin, Says 
Loss of Life Was 

Heavy.

BERLIN, Sept- 3 (by wireless to 
Sayville). — “Telegrams from Sofia,” 
says the Overseas News Agency to­
day, “state that off the entrance to 
the Dardanelles a British transport 
struck a mine and sank with 320 offi­
cers, 1250 soldiers and 300 members 
of the crew, all of whom were drown­
ed Six hundred bodies were recov­
ered.”

The British -Government officially 
announce don August 17 that the 
British transport Royal Edward had 
been sunk on Saturday, August 11, in 
the Aegean Sea by a German sub­
marine. The number of troops on 
board was given as 1950, with 220 
officers and men off the crew, an-d it 
was stated that abimt 600 were saved.

In the absence, of a date for the sink­
ing of the transport reported thru 
Sofia, it is unceitain whether this re­
fers to the sinking of the Royal Ed­
ward or to the loss of another trans­
port by the British.

KELLY SOON TO FACE 
EXTRADITABLE CHARGES

Theft and Perjury to Be Included 
in List of Accusa­

tions.

WINNIPEG, Sept. 3.—The 
Press this afternoon states that ex­
traditable charges may be laid in the 
near future against Thomas Kelly, in 
connection with the parliament build­
ings affairs, and suggests theft, per­
jury and obtaining money by false 
pretences as charges most likely to 
be laid.

It is announced that work will be 
resumed on the Manitoba Parliament 
Buildings next Tuesday. The James 
McDiarmid Company has the con- 
tract, and it is proceeding with the 
work for the balance of the season at 
five per cent.

Corn followed 
the course of wheat, closing at a net 
loss of 3-4c to 2 l-8c, oats flnldhyc "l-.Nc 
to 3-8c lower and provisions irregular 
7 l-2c up to 25c down

The bear spirit was manifest at1 the 
opening of the wheat market, local 
traders and commission house» enter­
ing the selling -anks aggressively. 
Favorable weather in the northwest 
was an early bear influence, unii the 
market was at first nervous and ac­
tive- An earl/ small rally took place 
on the buying of Septimb*)' by some of 
the leading houses, but little upturn 
did not last long.

The lowering tendency in the wheat 
pit was augmented not only by the 
fact that threatened rains In the 
northwest failed to develop, but 
the fact that the outlook seemed to be 
for continuance of good weather. Re­
ports said that threshing of winter 
wheat was going on rapidly, but that 
returns from Missouri were disap­
pointing- I-urge vields it was said are 
being returned In the northwest and 
in Canada. Unfavorable weather re­
ports from Argentine and India were 
ignored in the general bearish senti­
ment that pervaded the market.

Corn Also Droppzd.
Corn dropped to new low figures for 

the crop after September alone had 
made a slight advance on early scat­
tered buying. Reports that the west 
was selling corn to be brought here 
caused September selling pressure and 
the market broke more than a cent. 
Part of the loss was recovered. New 
crop deliveries were under stress al­
most thruout t.he session on favorable 
weather nows and good crop reports- 
Eastern demand was rather slow.

Selling of oats was .not pushed- 
There were large bids from seaboard 
for cash oats, but they were slightly 
under a working basis. Domestic de­
mand was only fair after an early 
rather strong opening and the market 
eased off.

Weakness In pork was due to general 
liquidation by longs and this carried 
down values rather sharply. Lard 
and ribs were influenced somewhat by 
weakness of pork, but held up fairly 
well under the pircumstances.
