In our Canadian rejoicings we will do well to take note in passing of the 
wide area covered by this celebration. In every quarter of the globe the joy- 
bells will ring out the notes of peace to the unfurling of the flag of the empire 
in realms included within its sway. No other participating action covers such 
wide spaces, or appeals to such an aggregate of humanity combined under one 
rule, and all those who win thus take part in the celebration of peace have 
been active partners in the toll of warfare which has made this peace possible.

Mount Clemens, Mitch., July 18.—The 
heart of Henry Ford's libel suit again** 
The Chicago Daily Tribune was reach­
ed today, when Attorney Stevenson, 
representing The Tribune, began to 
question Mr. Ford regarding • the al­
leged Ubeloup' editorial, beaded “Ftoa-d 
to an Anarchist,” published to The 
Tribune June 23, 1918.

Attorneys Lucking and Murphy pep­
pered -the examination with objections 
on ^ehalf of the plaintiff, and Mr. 
Lucking characterized the examination 
In the course of which Mr. Stevenson 
attempted again to get the witness to 
admit that he was “an ignorant 
idealist," as brutal and particularly 
distressing to so mod*st a man as Mr. 
Ford.

The Tribune lawyer read one of the 
Delavlgne articles, in which Mr. Ford 
was quoted as saying Iris anti-war 
education campaign had proceeded 
with such success that only ten of the 
20.000 men then in hto factory went to 
the national guard encampment at 
that time.

Never Discharge Anybody.
"I don’t know,” said the witness. "Mr, 

Delavlgne was hired as an expert to 
handle my educational campaign. That 
to the only way I can get anything 
done, hire experts. If Mr. Delavlgne 
made mistakes, why I can’t help it. He 
may have made them like anyone else. 
That’s all I can say about this stuff.”

This was said to be the longest 
reply in the manufacturer's testimony 
in the five days he has been' on the 
stand.

"Didn’t you tell E. A. Sumner of the 
American Radiator Company that if 
one of your -men went to a military 
training camp you would discharge 
him ?” asked the attorney.

"We never discharge anybody," said 
Mr. Ford.

"That Isn't the question ; did you 
say that to Mr. Sumner ?”

"But that’s the very point. Mr. Stev­
enson ; we never fire anybody. I don’t 
remember what I said to Mr. Sumner, 
but it couldn’t have been that."

Dr. Bennetto, chairman of the heat 

and light commission, who was present 
at this stage of uthe Interview, said 
the matter was first broached toy a 
Guellph official to the C.PJft.

■Alderman H. Weetoby, who Is chsir- 
man of the railway committee, a position 
equivalent lo president*-of the Guelph 
Radial Railway Cotipany, Stated that 
there was a loss of $10,024 last year in 
operating Abe railway. "Since then our 
losses have increased," he Said, “end 
this year will be between $10,000 and 
$15,000 nearer the higher figure than 
the lower. We view the situation sim­
ply In this way. We have a Une which 
is- in the hands of the aldermen. None 
of us hie any technical ability, end 
would It not be better to make it pay 
by putting it under expert manage­
ment ? That is the reason we propose 
to put It under the management of 
the Grand River Railway Company. 
They simply undertake the manage­
ment and operation of the Guelph com­
pany's railway system. They are going 
to give ue a ten-minute service ln- 
gtead of twenty-five minutes ;
they are going to put the
roadbed in ord«* at «m expense of 
$1*600, and we shall pay for any ad­
dition to the roadbed itself, loops 
rive a continuous service. We do that 
because we still own the road. What­
ever profits there are will be divided
50—60. 1

“We are not touching the Hydro- 
Electric, We have an agreement with 
the Hydro OoeSmieaion, and the city 
of Guelph has never yet gone back on 
'any agreement it made. Sir Adam 
Beck has already got the power to go 
thru our streets, and we are glad to 
co-operate with him. We have always 
shown that. It the people vote "Yes’ 
on this proposition we will then sub­
mit the entire agreement to Sir Adam 
Beck and ask him to approve it. In, 
the agreement we have made with 
these people there Is a clause which, 
'«aye the terms will not be binding un­
til the bylaw has been submitted and 
passed by the qualified electors of 
Guelph, and «until we have received the 
consent of the Hydro-Electric Com­
mission. if we fail to get that the 
Grand River Company relieves us of 
all responsibility. If the Hydro Com­
mission refuse® lt« assent the thing 
will be annulled."

Aid. T. J. HatuUgan, who is secretary 
of the Hydro-Electric Railway Associ­
ation, said when the matter came up 
in council he asked for further consid­
eration, suggesting that before they 
finally disposed of the agreement each 
alderman should toe given a copy In 
Order to study It. “There are many 
points In the agreement," he remark­
ed, “which were worth more extended 
consideration than we were able to 
give it In. the two short sessions we 
had. The best proof that I was right 
Is this, that they called a third ses­
sion, a special meeting to make a fur­
ther slight change./

Made Many Surveys.
“In October, 1913, a resolution was 

passed by Guelph city council ask­
ing (the Hydro commission to investi­
gate and report on a lime thru Hee- 
pell'jr from Guelph and north to Geor­
gian Bay. The HVdmo opmaniieeion 
did investigate, did make a survey, 
made many Surveys around Guelph, 
and advised ue that before we had 
branch lines we must have a main 
line. Consequently surveys were made 
for a main Km* thru Guelph, Kitchen­
er, Stratford, and the city otf London. 
Guelph carried that bylaw in 1916 toy 
â 4 to 1 vote. The reason why the 
work 'has not begun is that the pro­
vincial government enacted legisla­
tion providing that no construct Ion 
could be gone' on with during ,tihe 
war, and it was only at the last ses­
sion that that was reectoded.”

Proceeding, Mr. Hanmigam said- the 
government .proposed taking over the 
Grand Trunk “and it has been in­
timated to the commission that the 
■government would be glad to .consider 
•leasing the lateral lines tor a long 
term of yeans to the Hydro commis­
sion to eCentrlfy and operate, which 
would act as feeders to the maim 
Mmes and whbdh in the case of Guelph 
would give us an opportunity of con­
nection with Hespefler, perhaps bet­
ter than we could get it to any other 
way.”

Mr. Hanntgan also stated that when 
the present proposal was first mooted 
he advised those promoting it that 
the city of Guelph, being a partner 
to the Hydro enterprise, could get the 
expert engineering advice of the com­
mission, the largest operators of electric 
railways In the province. They thought 
that was not necessary. ‘'Some years 
ago,” stated Mr. Hanntgan, “we took 
over the street railway, paying more 
than the physical assets were worth, 
and were, regaining the control of our 
own streets. I believe no municipality 
should allow the control of its streets 
to pass to any outside organization, as 
they could prevent us making connec­
tions with- any other electric railway. 
Hydro or «nytWSng else, that might 
wish to enter Guelph and have- ac­
cess to cur factories. The agreement 
would make It so that the Hydro-Elec­
tric Railway would have difficulty to 
getting freight from any of the fac­
tories here, except with the consent of 
the Grand River Company, which 
would naturally want freight over their 
own line. The (agreement gives the 
■Grand (River Company the (right to run 
freight cars over our streets from f 
o’clock, at might till scape hour In the 
morning.'* Mr. Hannigan also stated 
that while there would be a 50—60 di­
vision of the Guelph Railway profits 
any loss would be borne by the city.

It Is quite natural that the 
man who goes tb Hespeler, Galt and 
Kitchener and sees the radial connec­
tions there is anxious to see the same 
from h-ls own town. We have a lake 
which is an Ideal summer place and we 
have no means of getting there except 
by automobile or hitching up a team 
and driving. It is nine miles distant 
from Geulph. The proposed railway 
has nothing to do with any known plan 
of Sir Adam Beck. If he Is not going 
to cover a particular route so far as we 
know we have a right to consider any 
other offer.

The fire near Henderson, Mont., 
jumped the mountains Into the Mullan 
Gulch country, where there Is said 
to be practically no opportunity to stop 
it The fire near St. Regis, Montana, 
crossed the Clark’s Fork River and 
late today was spreading unchecked 
over a large area.

Damage to Timber.
Only with favorable weather condi­

tions Is there any possibility of con­
trolling the flames, district forest ser­
vice officials said. It is costing the 
federal forest service $16,000 daily to 
fight the fires in this district, it was 
said, besides the damage done to valu­
able timber and other property. Extra 
fire-fighters now In the field number 
1,500. It was reported that the sheep 
caught yesterday at Altoerton between 
two cross fires and destroyed numbered 
1,700. A fire on Ashley Creek, in the 
Blackifoot forest, has burned over 3,000 
acres.

The Cedar creek fire was said to be 
the worst in the Kootenay forest, a3tho> 
it is not now spreading rapidly. An 
Incendiary fire which had caused con­
siderable damage was reported in the 
Kootenay forest.

Sweeps Over Mountain.
One of the worst fires in the dis­

trict was said to be in the Salmon 
forest, just across the Idaho line, south 
of Dillon. The fire is sweeping over 
the mountain on a six-mile front, with 
the wind blowing a hurricane to fan 
the flames.

The ranch houses on Blue Lake, 
near Priest river, Idaho, were isolated 
by a forest fire covering four or five 
square miles. According to a report

' Disturbed economic conditions took 

precedence over all the other factions 
most of the time today in the com 
market. Aitho at first the bears gave 
a good deal of notice to the favorable 
weather, attention soon focussed more 
on the unsettled status of foreign ex­
change and on the accompanying check 
to export demand for foodstuffs. Mean­
while sharp attention was given also to 
the inçrease of labor difficulties, and it 
became evident that for the first time 
of late the confidence of rural bulls had 
been shaken to a considerable extent. 
Unusually persistent selling developed, 
and prices dropped in some cases six 
cents a bushel before a reaction began. 
Commission houses led the buying cau­
tiously on the late upturn.

Data were governed chiefly by the de­
pressing factors which put corn on the 
down grade.

Provisions tumbled with cereals. In 
addition, labor troubles at the stock 
yards here added to bearish sentiment 
and so, too, did reports of abnormal 
domestic supplies of meats, butter and 
eggs.
