The treaty provides for a zone on

remain, but which are jot to be used as
fortifications. A neadquariers slatl and |

The Neutral Zone.

In order to insure peace between the
two countries, the neutral zone must
not be used by either country for war
operations, nor can there be stationed
or gathered within the zone armed mili
tary forces, except such as are neces-|
sary to maintain order or cope with ac-
cidents. If either country constructs
railroads thru the zone troops may be
transported and people living  within
the zone may be collected there for
military duty, but must be immediately
transported away. Fortifications, war
ports or depots for the army or navy
must not be maintained, nor new ones
established within the zone, This agree-
ment is suspended in case the two coun- |
tries assist each other in a war against
a common enemy, and also if either
goes to war with a third power,

This zone shall be 15 kilometres wide
on both sides of the southern portion/
of the frontier of the two . countries. |
Islands and sterries shall be included in |
this zone, but portions of the gea itself,

inter-Trafiic Regulations.

For humanitarian reasons both coun-
tries agree to grant each country’s
nomadic Laplanders
pasturingreindeer in Norway contained
in the amendment of 1893 to the treaty
of 1751.

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30 IN FALLING BUILDING
LIVES SAVED BY MIRAGL

Three Storey House Collapses in
Buffalo, But Lack of Roof Pre-
vents Serious List of Fatalities.

Buffalo, Sept. 25.—With a crash
that could be heard for blocks, a three-
storey brick building, under course of
construction on West Ferry-street, col-
lapsed this afternoon, carrying Jdown
with it thirty bricklayers and carpent-
ers, who were at work in and on top of
the structure,

A score of men were injured, eight
of them seriously. Six of the injured

men were taken to hospitals, and twa
were removed to their homes in ambu~
lances. They were: Harry
bricklayer, skull fractured, internally
injured, will die; Robert Deitchman, in-
ternally injured; Joseph B. Sander,
badly bruised, will recover; Benjamin
Holbel, cut and bruised; Edward Flow-
er, legs broken; Francis Cojaboni, cut
and bruised; Frank Hamm, boss car-
penter, ankles sprained, cut and bruis-
ed: Chas, Pohzeh, bruised about the
head and body. The other workers sus-
tained cuts and bruises, but were able
to go to their homes.

The building was owned by J. J.
Crowley of 210 West Ferry-street.
Morris and Allen had the contract for
the masonry, and their men were work-

ling on the third storey to-day when

the west wall went down, carrying
with it a portion of the front of the
building, and a section of the rear wall-
That there was no serious loss of life
was due to the fact that there was no
roof on the building, and that the
mass of bricks fell outward toward the
street, the men being buried in the
timbers of the interior.

Boss Carpenter Hamm, who was
working on top of the building, raid
that the west wall seemed to sway in
toward a derrick in the centre that was
being used for hoisting purposes, ard
then collapsed.

The British pubilo
are always ready to buy a good Am-
erican article, They are large investors
in American railroads, and are keen
enough to see that railroad manage-
ment in the best American companies
is carried on in very sound lines, Bnt
in the management of life insurance
companies we do better on this side.
For example, take the cost of adminis-
tration and commission. More than
25 per cent, of the premium income of
the three leading American companies
doing business in England is absorbed
in this way. The average cost, includ-
ing commission, in British offices is less
than 15 per cent. of the premium in
come, a considerable number expend-
inm lesg than 10 per cent. The amount
expended in the one item of commis-
sions to agents. by American oft‘ces
doing business here, seems to the Bri-
tish mind extraordinarily large, aver
aging over 15 per cent.

Four British offices pay no commis-

{ offices™earned a higher rate of ijnterest

offices. But the best English orfices are
now making much more profit from n-
terest than are -their American compe-
The American

per cent., at which rate British oftices
find no difficulty in investing their
funds. And it must be remembered
that the profit made by a life office
from interest is the difference between
the valuation rate and the realized rate,
The reserveg of American offices doing
business in England are calculated on
the assumption, for the greater part
of the business, that the premiumg will
accumulate at four per cent, As they
are earning very little more than four
per cent., their profit from inferest is
small. In England, on the other hand,
the reserveg are in most ‘caseés on a
three per cent., and, in a good many
instances, on a4 two and a half per
cent. basis; and the profit from interest
ig very large from one to one and a haif
per cent, on the funds being annually re-
cefved in excess of the amount antics
pated for valuation purposes.

In England there is no officia] con

i trol of life offices, but annuaj and pro-

perly vouched statementg and also
periodical valuation statements have to
be furnished to the board of trade,from

The actuaries, auditors. and direc
tors are men of very high reputation
and stahding, and it does not appear
possible that irregularities ag regards
the investment of the funds, such us
were disclosed in the recent Equitable
case, could possibly occur. The Ameri-
can commercial community might study
with great advantage the systems of
management employed by British life
offces. At the present moment no pro-
perly advised inhabitant of the United
Kingdom would be so foolish as to take
out a policy of life insurance in an Am-
