Senator Dandurand’s Bill to Fine Us-
urers Meets With General
Approval at Ottawa._

BLOOD-SUCKERS OF THE POOR

Will Be Fined $1000 for Each Of-
fence if Caught Bleeding FPeople
in Hard Luck,

Ottawa, June 6.—There was an Interesting
discussion in the Banking and Commerce
Committee of the Senate this morning on
Senator Dandurand’s!blll respecting usury,
which resulted In t bill being referred
to a special committee for further consid-
eration. G

Hon. David Mills announced that, after
a conference with Senator Dandurand, be
had suggested that the bill he amended by
reducing the maximum rate of interest
from 20 to 10 per cent. per aanua on con-
tracts, and from 10 to § per ceiar. per an-
num after judgment. enator Davdurand
announced that it was his intention to pro-
pose another amendment 12 the bili, pro-
viding for a fine of $1000 for all persous
making a practice of usury. After explain-
ing the provisions of the oill, he read a
number of letters and telegrams whizk he
bad recelved from Ontario and Quebec,
commending the provisions c¢f the bill.

Whew | 5 Per Cent: o Week.

Amongst the returns, he read a letter
from Mr. Heneker, solicitor in Montreal
for the Canadian Pacific Kauway Company,
who bas charge of all garnishments lssued
uguinst the employes of the company in
that city, stating thdt he had received
garnishees against the employes of the
company on ciaims which stipulated ‘a rate
of interest of O per cent, a week, -

He another letter from George G.
Foster, advocate, of Montreal, stating tha
an cwploye of the court house in Montre
had had his salary garnished for a usury
debt, which was originally §60, but which,
with interest addea, now amounted to a
sum which would make it necessary for
him to pay one-fifth of his salary for thir-
teen years to discharge the debt.

ford, barrister, of Toronto, instancing. tne
case of a widow in that city who had bor-
rowed from a usurer $100 on a mortgage
and had been charged $10 costs and b per
cent. a month. Atter two years she had
been called to pay the principal of $100,
costs $10 and interest $120 on the originai
loan of $100. ;
100 Usurers in Montreal.”

When he had taken this matter up figst
Senator Dandurand said that he understood
that there were about 20 usurers In the
city of Montreal, but investigation since
bad shown him that there were over 100
plying this business in the city. He point-
ed out that in 1897 the Minister of Justice
had introduced a bill in the Senate, which
had been passed by Yarliament, (feslgnea
to put a stop to the practice of usury, by
providing that the rate of interest per au-
pum should be clearly stated on the face
of the instrument. It was thought at the
time that this precaution would be a warn-
ing to unwary borrowers, and would make
usurers ashamed to make the exorbitant
charges possible when the rate was speci-
fled py the day, week or month, In order
to show that this provision in the law
had not been efrficacious he produced blank
forms of promissory notes used by usurers
in Montreal, in whnich the interest charge
of 5 per tent. per day, or 1825 per cent. per
apnum was stipulated. This wus proot
that it was impossible either to sname
the usurers or to warn the unwary bor-
rowers, for these note forms have actually
been used in hundreds of caseés,

The nluilmum Rate.

Since introducing the bill he bhad found
that the consensus of opinion was that he
had made the maximuin rate of interest
too high, and, after’ conferring with the
Minister of Justice, he had decided to pro-
pose that the maximum rate of Interest
that could be charged on all contracts be
reduced from 20 to IV, per ceut. per annum,
and that the rate on amounts after judg-
ment be reduced from 10 to ¢ per cent. per
annum. But he also intended to propose
another amendment to this clause, empow-
ering the courts to graut interest as nigh
as 20 per ¢ent. on cercain short loans when,
in the opinion of the court, the circum-
stances and risks of the loan warranted
such a high rate of interest.

1fon. David Mills said he had suggested
reducing the maxinum rate of interest, as
stated by Semator Dandurand, because the
consensus of opiuion seemed to be in favor
of the reduction and that the higher rate
would result in extortion, especlally in rur-
al districts. 7

Interest at 180 Per Cent

Sir Mackenzie Bowell sald he had a writ
in his hawds in which a claimm for interest
at 180 per cent. per annum had been al-
lowed by the courts on a contract. He
was strongly in favor of the principle of
the bill and the proposed reduction in the
maximum rate of interest. Usurers saould
blemcrushed out of existence if at all pos-
sible.

Senator Kirchhoffer thought the bill was
a move in the right direction, but was of
the opinfon that its provisions should be
even more stringent.

Senator Villeneuve was in favor of the

principle of\the bill, but pointed out the
danger of réstricting the rate of interest
too much.

senator Clemow suggested an amendment
to the clause, providing for the imprison-
ment of the lender in cases where the
courts afljudged that there bad been an
overcharge ol interest, If necessary to se-
cure the return of the amount of the over-
charge, by which the principle of the loan
should also be forfeited,

Senator Dandurand said it was his Inten-
tion to propose an amendment providing
for a fine ot $1000 upon all parties convict-
ed ‘of professional usury.

At the conclusion of the discussion, on
motion of Senator Mackenzie Bowell, the
bill was referred to a special comumiitee,
composed of the Minister of Justice, Sen-
ators Clemow, Dandurand, Miller and
Wood, to consider and frame the amend-
ments suggested to the bill.

BUILDED BETTER THAN HE KNEW
- 1f Sir John Macdonald were alive to-day
he would find the Dominion running along
pretty much as he left it.

language and the pralses of his friends.

THE SENATE'S USURY BILL,

Senator Dandurand’s bill respecting usury
is arousing attentlon all over the country.
It is evident that a strong public senti-
ment exjsts against professional usurers.
Parliament cannot make the penalty for
usury too strong to satisfy the people.
Numerous cases gre 'cited where the rate
of Interest chargéd varies from 5 per crnt,
per day, or 1825 per cent. per year, down to
20 per cent, a year. It is proposed to limit
the rate of interest to 10 per cent, per an-
num. This is probably too violent and too
sudden a remedy for the evil, 1f the maxi-
mum rate were | as originally proposed,
at 20 per cent,, hink the bill would be
more apt to prove workable, No matter
what restrictions against usury the biil
may provide, means will be sought to cir-
cumvent the act. In order to make the law
effective it will be necessary to give large
diseretionary powers to the court. This has
been dane in a similar bill lately passed in
the British Parliament. The proposal to
subjeet persons declared guilty of a viola-
tion of the bill to a fine of $1000 is along
the right lines. A heavy penalty, and per-
haps imprisonment, will be absolutely necas-
sary to deter the professional usurer from
carrying on his nefarfous business. If the
Sefiate 1s successful in giving the country
a law that will rid it of professional usury
it will have accomplished about as much as

the House of Commons has done this ses-

slon. We trust the bill will be carried
through both Houses, i

SHALJ, DOCKING BE LEGALIZED ?
The Montreal Humane Soclety is promot-
fug a bill to restrict the docking of horses
to lltensed veterinary surgeons. The bill
is urged on humane grounds, it being con-
tepded that the pain of severing the horse's
tail would be reduced to a minimum If the
work were done by a professional. We'are
not surprised that the bill is stoutly op-
posed by nearly all the other Humane so-
cleties of the country. The cruelty com-
plalned of in docking is not so much the
surgical operation as the depriving the
horse of the weapon nature has provided
him with to keep his body free from files
and other insect pests. How would the
members of the Montreal Humane Soclety
relish the idea of having their hands tled
behind their backs while flles had access to
their noses, eyes and ears? Not very well,
we Imagine, It may be adyisable to de-
horn cattle, as much Eor their own protec-
tion as for the benefit of humanity, but
no legitimate reason can be adduced for de-
priving the horse of his tail. To do so is
an act of cruelty which is particularly
vexatious because it is continuous in Its
operation. The bill promoted by the Mont-
real Humane Soclety would have the effect
of directly legalizing docking, a thing which
humanitarians generally are desirous of
preventing. They wish the law to remain
as it '1s. We think their views are sound
and should be respected by Parliament.

FASTERN~-AVENUE BICYCLE PATH.

The Council has done little or nothing
to facilitate bicycling within the city. For-
tunately Toronto has many miles of excel-
lent pavements radiating from the centre
of the.-city in all directions, so that on
the whole wheelmen have little to com-
plain of. As a rule it Is not possible to
construct speclal bieycle paths on the
streets, Whatever Improvements are to
be made must be made to the street ns a
whole and for all classes of traffic, bicycle
and vechicular.- There Is one street, how-
ever, which permits of a speclal path being
lafd out, and it is a street which would be
very much used if such a path were con-
structed. We refer to Bastern-avenue, It
runs for a distance of about two mliles,
from the Don to Woodbine Park. From
the fact that this street was little used
for ordinary treffic it was converted into
a speedway, the councll appropiating a sum
of money for grading It and putting it in
shape for trotting and fast driving. East-
ern-avepue is used very little fn this way
now, but it would become a most popuiar
thoroughfare if a bicycle path were made
along it. The statement that the street Is
not suitable for such a path is erroneous,
No more suitable place for a path can be
found on any other street In Toronto. The
avenue Is very little built upon, especially
on the south side. It .is a dead level, of
a good width, and there would be little
wagon traffic to Interfere with the path
once It were made. Morcover, the Im-
provement could be made at a trifling ex-
pense. The path should be at least ten
feet wide, the outer edge being sixteen
feet from the street line, six feet being
reserved for a sidewalk. Where trees do
not already exlist, they should be planted
all along the path, The construction of
the work need cost but very little. What-
ever grading or filing In Is necessary could
be done by the city’s own men and horses
when they are not otherwise engaged.
There is, however, very little grading to
do. The principal work would be the hanul
ing of cinders. The expenditure of a few
huandred dollars would give the people a
wheelway second to none in the ' country.

EVEN GERMANY MAY MAKE A BID.

In Some Quarters It is Thought a
Sale Wounld Let Uncle Sam
Out of the Trouble.

" Washington, June 6.—Many solutions have
been offered for what appeared to be the
puzzling attitude of the administration
since the recent discussions over reinforcing
General Otis by a call for volunteers or by
depleting the regular forces on-this conti-
neunt began.

It is explained that the reason the Presi-
dent finaily announced that no call would
be issued, although he knew that Gen. Otls
cousidered 75,000 men necessary to subju-
gate the Fillpinos, was that the Chlef, Exe-
cutive did not wish to give the coufiitry an
ilastration of the difficulties of conquest.

There is now current in high circles some
mysierious talk abcut another reason, and

that 'Is the sule of the Philippine Islands to
Great Britain or Russia. Despite the mani-
fested -unconcern by American diplomats
over the German purchase from Spain,
there is really not only chagrin but distinet
anxiety .also, The Carolines and the La-
drones form a cordon around the  hilip-
pines. Germany's engagement to protect
Spanish naval stations can easlly vecome
an allfance between the two couniries,

_ Germany Womn Her Point,

The chagrin is felt Dbecause the Peace
Commissioners at Paris ylelded to the sym-
pathetic overture of Germany not to sirip
spain of all her Pacific possessions, and
now she has divested herself of them to
our possible disadvantage. Hence the ru-
mor that negotiations have been pending
for a transter of the Philippines 10 Rus-
sla or Great Britain receives credence.

It cannot be stated that Kussia is show-
ing any eagerness to Invest, for the islands
ure far south of “her sphere of influeunce
in China.”” "T'he interests of Great Britain
lie all around them, and her watchfulness
of Germany's manoeuvres in colonlal ex-
pansion may make her the ultimate pur-
chaser,

There has been something pecullar about
White House news for weeks, and the air
is being burdened with a secret state which
has characterized high officlals, The ex-
in well Informed
circles explains several matters, whether
all the facts be correct or not,

The President knows that he cannot
emerge from all the dilemmas arising from
his- Fhllippine experiment by selling the is-
lands unless he first subdues the iubabl-
tants by diplomatic blandishments or force
of arms. He yet relles upon the gvod offi-
ces of the Schurman Commission.

Germany Playing a Part.

With peace thus procured, upon any kind
of terms that wouid resemble as nearly as
possible monngvhlcnl Ideas, it is glaimed he
would wash his hands of the ‘whole dis-
tracting subject by a sal¢ to some foreign
power., He would thus escape taunts of
committing the people to monarchy, for the
peace terms woula Include their own ac-
ceptance of this style of government, He
would escape all resentment that the coun-
ur'y might visit upon further expenditure
of men and money in exploiting benevolent
assimilation, and this Government retire
with honor from an undesirable undertak-
ing. The money consideration would tend
to defray in part the expenses thus far in-
curred.

Such are the intimations in quarters usu-
ally well inf . The strougest uotion
of the nation dealing in the affalc s Kussia,
but it may be Germany herself. It s as
serted that in return tor a concession of a
cable landing in New York recently Ger-
muny has granted a cable station on the
Curolines. The divulging. of this fact in-
duces the bellef that there wis a Know-
ledge after all on the part of this country
of the German purchase, and that she may
become the owner of the Vhilippines as a
pase in some further depredation on China
in the way of conce ns, That there is
some big “lurn> developing in colonial mat-
ters Is certain, Meanwnile the President
is. walting and hoping.
