Gen. Byng iders Latest
Advance Almost Equal to
Taking Ridge.

A special cable from the Canadian
front ln\ France by Douglas Robinson
says: >

“Standing on the crest of Vimy
Ridge just before dawn your eorruz’
pondent saw the Canadian attack on
the Village of Fresnoy. Every Cana-
dian - battery _was in action. The
shelling was a beautiful but awful

| sight. . The sky was aflicker with the

flashes of gmns, and tho the cloud
of mist, dust and ‘smoke obscured the
plain below where the fight # was
raging, bursting shrapnel in the up-
per air emitted firefly glows, while
inflammable shells, rockets and S.0.8.
signals’ from the German Mnes en-
hanced the weird scene,

“The thunder of the guns rolled in-
cessantly for hours, shaking the very
earth, Later in the day I stood on
the ridge at Farbus Wood, where I
could see the advanced line at Fres-
noy, gained and held by victorious
Ontario troops. The Germans made
a desperate stand, and there was hot
bayonet fighting and many machine
gun emplacements had to be stormed.

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FOOD PRODUCTION AND THRIFT

DISCUSS CONTROL -
OF FOOD PRICES

Board of Health Asks Coun-
cil to Memorialize
Government.

WAR ON PROF

Urge Taking Over of Cold-
Storage Plants and
Flour Mills.

Toronto ecity council will have an
opportunity on Monday next of ex-
pressing its opinion on the control of

foodstuffs and the marketing 6f the
necessities of life at reasonable prices,
to the citizens. The board of health
yesterday passed a motion: recom-
mending the council to memonrialize
the federal government to take over
the cold storage plants and flour mins
of the country,

The question was raised by Ald.
Maguire, who declared that the price
of wheat was far too high, and that
some of the farmers had still 1915}
wheat in their barns. They were
holding the wheat for increased prices,
Provisions were also being held iIn
cold storage, with the result tnat
prices had soared to an unreasonable
height, There were men making enor-
moug fortunes out of the war, Such
men were traitors to the coyntry.
Ald, Hiltz agreed with Chairman Ma-
guire that food profiteers should be
proceeded against under the criminal
code. He would go further and ask
the government .to take over every-
thing affecting the people. :

Ald. Risk vthougm/th&t it would be
better to first ask{that the city be
permitted to act as a food distributor.

After a long discussion, the board
unanimously accepted Ald, Maguire's
motion, which recommended to the
couneil that it request the Dominiou
Government to take over all cold
storage plantg in the country amnd to
consider the advisability of also tak-
ing over all flour mills,

Ald: Risk brought up the matter of |
killing young live stock. There was
a great shortage of cattle in the coun-
try, and it was a shame .that voung
calves and lambs should be slaught-
ered to ‘'provide a delicacy for a cer-
tain class of citizen.

Ald. Hiltz sajd there was far too
much kiling of young stock, and be-

A shortage in meat was becoming
more and more apparent in Canada
every day, and he predicted'that meat-
less days would soon be a fact in this
country, There were also many econ-
omic errors which sh6uld be correct-
ed by the government. In the first
four months of the year. his depart-
ment had destroyed as unfit for human
consumption, 537 Iimmature calves
from six small abattoirs which did not
purchase more than _one-quarter of
the number slaughtered by the six
large abattoirs. The average dressed
weight of these calves, without skin,
would be approximately 50 pounds.
Therefore, the apparent loss for the
first four months of this year  was
28,850 pounds of immature veal. Had
these calves received proper nourish-
ment and care for six months and
then slaughtered their approximate
dressed weight would have been 175
pounds each, or a total of 93975
pounds. Because of this condition he
strongly urged legislation prohibiting
the slaughter of calves under two
years of age.

of intoxicating liquor,

ment to 'prohibit ‘the importation,

liquors, until Mr. Speaker rgse to rule
that his argument was not germane
to the -question before the house.

tries in our control of food products.
The government, in his ~ opinion,
ould revoke the license gramted to
istillers and brewers. in the prohibi-
tion provinces, like Ontario.

Messrs Proulx (Prescott), Nesbitt
(N. Oxford), and Turriff (Assiniboia),
favored the metion, Mr. Turriff said.
that seven of the nine provinces had
declared in favor of prohibition. The
prospects were for a small crop in the
west, and there would be no grain to
waste if we were to feed ourselves and
help feed our allies.

W. F. Maclean’s Position

wW. ¥. Maclean (S. York) said the
Province of Ontario had appointed a
commission to ascertain and conserve
the resources of the ppovince for the
purpose of winning tlie war. All the
newspapers and public men of the
province were exhorting the people
to produce more foodstuffs and to
exercise most rigid economy in their
use, One, to be consistent with one-
self, had no choice but to support the
motion before the house. We could
not be said to be conserving our re-
sources by transferring rice, barley,
corn and other grains into intoxicat-
ing liquor.

“We not only need bread,” Mr, Mac-
lean continued, “but- we also mneed
meat. If we canmot make bread out
of the corn now used to make whiskey
we can feed that corn as fodder. I
say, therefore, it is the duty of the
government to move in the direction
of the motion before the house, and I
believe the government is prepared to
do so. At the same time, I am satis-
fied that many of our distilleries are
not making potable liquor, but instead

are supplying spirits for use in the
manufacture of explosives.”
Mr. Maclean said in conclusion

that we should heed the recent pro-
clamation of the King respecting the
need for economy. In England even
they
were engaged in some productive ser-
vice. The war looked none too en-
couraging at present, and all our re-
sources should be conserved to the ut-
most.

Clark Rebukes Critics.

Northrup’s Startling Charge.

“If the kaiser were a member of this
parliament he would certainly vote for
the motion presented by the honorable
member for Wright (Mr. Devlin),” was
the somewhat startling contribution to.
the debate made by W. B. Northrup,
Conservative member for E. Hastings.
My. Northrup went on to say that the
distilleries of ‘Toronto, Waterloo,
Corbyville, Perth, Prescott and other
places in Ontarig were making no
spirits. whatever for beverage purposes,
but were turning over their entire out-
put to the imperial munitions board.

Sir George Foster said the motion
in.its present form could certainly not
be accepted by the government, and
he gave some interesting figures to

distillers for tHe'yéar ending March
31, 1915, consumed 83,000,000
pounds of grain. For the year ending
March 31, 1916, they had consumed
only 44,000,000 pounds, but for the
yvear ending March 31, 1917, they had
consumed 88,000,000 pounds of grain.

Mr. Devlin (Wright): “I did not
mean to deprive distillers of grain for
use in making alcohol for high explo-
gives.” '

~_ Foster’s Statemént.

Sir ' George Foster: “Unfortunately
the government must deal with what
you proposge, and not what you may,
have intended to suggest.”

Turning now to the figures for beer,
Sir George said that the maltsters in
1915 had consured 145,000,000 pounds
of barley; in 196, 93,000,000, and for
the fiscal year ending March 81, 1917.
98,000,000 pounds of barley. It was,
therefore, argued by Dr. Clark that
the government had no right to take
away from the farmer his market for
barley, especially in some portions of
the country where barley was the
only crop he: could produce.

With this proposition the govgrn-
ment could not agree. A man had no
right to any market which involved
the waste of foodstuffs urgently need-
ed at this time by the empire. He
suggested that barley flour might be
made into bread, When a boy, he said,
he had eaten both rye bread and bar-
ley bread. And no one today in the
United Kingdom was allowed to make,
sell or consume white bread.

A Real Food Crisis.

Continuing, Sir George said that
the food emergency was no trumped
up question. The world was facing
lack of production and lack of trans-
port, and no one could overestimate
the gravity of the situation. He said
that in the United States everyone, from
the president down, spoke with pride
and enthusiasm, of the splendid sacri-
fices and the splendid services of Can~
ada in this the great war for liberty
and civilization. Yet, he Dbelieved
Canagla could do more and should do
more. Our people should deny them-
selves as the people of England were
denying themselves, and by a recent
decree the further use of barley for
the manufacture of beer had been pro-
hibited in the United Kingdom.

What the Canadian Government
would do would develop in the near
future., The question presented by Mr,
Devlin had been pressed by many
people long before now upon the at-
tention of the governmendt. s

engineer had to look out for his lo-
comotive, and practically got no rest.
Mr, Nesbitt (North Oxford) wanted
to know why the railway men were
not satisfied to leave the whole matter
in the hands of the railway commis-
sion.
“Because,” said Mr. Lawrence, “the
railway commission may never act,
and even with the prescribed hours of
service the companies pay no atten-
tion to the order, and that will be the
end of the mattier, The commission
is not a prosecuting body.”

eglect Enforcement.
W. F. Maclean said the-railway had
just pointed out the weak point in our
Whole federal - system. Parliament
passed a multityde of laws, but pro-
vided no machinery to enforce them.
When the United States Congress
passed a law it placed the responsi-
bility for its enforcement upon the at-
torney-general and placed so many
thousand dollars at his disposal for the
employment of counsel, agent and ex-
perfs, '
Mr. Macdonell suggested that the
railway commission would certainly
see to it that anyone was prosecuted
that vielated the Railway Act.

“rhere is no such case on record,”
retorted Mr. Lawrence. ‘Any person,
1 suppose, could start a prosecution,
but what is everybody's busin is
nobody’s business.
