“‘From that date forward, we have
had various conferences, and mach
correspondence, with the railway com-
pany, but did not succeed mntil Nov.
20th uit. in procuring a statement of
account. Upon the last-mentioned
date, they forwanded the following:

* (1) Value of the franchise, rights
and privileges to be taken, that is
to 'say, the company's exclusive right
to operatd a street railway on Yonge
street within ‘the city limits for a
period of 85 years from the 3rd [Feb,
1894, with nights of renewal for further
future periods, and compensation for
the taking thereof pursuant to the pro-
visions of the Ontario Statute, 1917,
Chapter 92, Séction 4, less value of
munning rights t6 be mnted by the
city to the railway in return.

" 'Physical Asgets.

“(2) Value 'of the physicel property
to be taken,; being structures; sub-
structures angd- superstructures on the
highway, according to inventory al-
ready prepared and delivered to the
city, $1,860,000.

‘‘T'he foregoing was accompanied by
certain explanations and figures, in-
sufficient to enable us to form.a fair
judgment as to the reasonableness of
the  company’'s demands. We, there-
fore, repeatedly requested information
as to the bhasis upon which the state-
ment was compiled, but have not suc-
ceeded in procuring same. We know
that the value set upon the physical
assets for which the city have been
negotiating approximates $110,000,
which leaves a valuation of $1,750,000
for the franchises, rights and pxiw-v
leges which the company purport to |
sell, as set out in section 1 of. their|
statement. This amount, they claim,
gives credit for the ‘running rights
whieh the city proposes to accord. It
i§ essential, to a fair consideration of
their claim, that we should be ac-
quainted with the details and reasons
upon which it is based.

“Having regard for the foregoing,
we beg to recommend that the ques-

COUNTESS IMPRISONED
FOR PRESERVING FUNDS

Bolsheviki Prosecute Woman for
Banking State Money to Credit
of Assembly

Petrograd, Dec. 24—Countess Pan-
in, who was minister of public in-
struction in the Kerengki cabinet, was
on trial today charged with misap-
propriation of public funds. Hers’ was
the first case tried by ‘“The Fopular
Revolutionary ~Tribunal”” The Coun-
tess Was convicted and sentenced to
“imprisonment until the return of the
money, and to public censure.

A young workingman, speaking for
the prosecution, made a clumsy an#
heated speech to the effect that no-
bility of character and educational
activity need not cloud the fact that
the countess took public funds, and
opposed the authority of the work-
men’s and soldiers’ government. He
exhorted the judges to disregard the
personality and past of the defendant.

In her "last word,” the countess
said:

“As has been stated, I have mis-
used the funds. I consider myself
responsible for their safety, and will
deliver them to ‘the constituent as-
sembly, to which alone I must account
for my actions. Since the convening
of the constituent assembly has been
postponed, phe money has been de-
posited .in the state bank until it
assembles.”

The so-called misappropriation
public funds consisted in the trans-
fer by the countess of all the minis-
tery funds to the state bank, which
left the safes in the ministery empty
when the Bolsheviki took  control,

Foolish boastings or still more foolish pretensions
to virtue which must be Ieft to higher standards than
our own to value, would be unbecomin.g,fi‘g the face
of the. kaisér’s inordinate conceit, but we must feel

nkful that our hands have been strengthened so
far, and that what we have attempted in humility ana
dutiful sacrificq has been rewarded with such success.
A great sign and token of that success was vouch-
safed in _the capture of the Holy City on December
11, The Boston Monitor thus refers to the event:

“All round the city, on that famous Tuesday, Bri-
tish troops were steadily closing in. The men from
London had comeg marching thru Judea, by the road
that leads under the shadows of the mountainy of
Judah from Hebron to Bethlehem. At Bethlehem,
before the surrender took place, the Turks had made
an effort at resistance, but the order had been given
that no guns were to play upon the village, and the
London troops swept thru the fire of the Turks, and
thru and around the houses, using only the bayonet.
All along the coast from Ascalon, in Simeon, up to
Joppa, in Dan, English warships lay guarding the
shore, whilst from the vallgy of Ajalon and from Beth-
horon, in the mountains of Ephraim, the English regi-

They, had pierced the line,
and tho the British were fighting mag-
nificiently, it looked for the moment as
if the long enduring defences of Ypres
were at last ¢rumbling., The only bright
spot in thé situation was the help given
by the 2nd division, which was posted
north of Gheluvelt, and, being little en-
gaged in the main battle, was able to fire
into the flank of the German advance
and somewhat retard it.

It could do no:more, Meanwhile it
was - percelved that unless the situation
was readjusted and the gap closed the
Germans might by sheer weight of Jnum-
bers and artillery burst their- way com-
pletely thru the defences of the Ypres
lire. . It was at this moment, on the
initiative of Brigadier-General FitzClar-
ence, a brave officer, who was killed
twelve dayas later, that the wings of the
first and second divisions combined in a
counter-attack on the enemy. Leading
the attack was the 2nd Worcestershires.

Supperted by the field artillery and
by the Third Oxford Light Infantry they
swept down upon the Menin road and
drove the enemy back. The Germans
fought well enough, but they could not
resist that magnificent assauilt. The
Worcesters worked them back to Ghelu-
velt, and then with the bayonet retook
Gheluvelt itself, The. street fighting was
especially bitter. The Germans used every
house as a fort, firing from the windows
with machine gun and rifle. The Wor-
cesters, however, were not to be stopped.
They forced their way into the houses.
and fought their opponents from room
to room, They cleaned up Gheluvelt from
entrance to exit. By 2.30 on that critical
day th village was again in British pos-
scssion,

Thus skilful and galiant stroke saved the
day. Reigfforcements were worked into
the gap, the woods were cleared of the
Germans, and the line reformed in much
of its old strength. The power of the
German attack had been broken. M

At the battles of Talavera and Albuera
Weliington had addreased the Worcesters
as “the best regiment in the army.” For
this day's work, Lord rrench, the British
commander-in-chief at Ypres, added his
praise to Wellington’s. In his address
to_the regiment he said that he regarded
the fighting about Gheluvelt ‘as the
moet critécal moment in the whole of the
great battle,” and he also declared: “If
one unit can be eingied out for especial
praise it is the Worcesters.” .

| The Boxing Game in the Navy

Tom Sharkey, old-time heavyweight
boxer, and now partner of Jim Jeffries
in business, is proud of Uncle Sam’s navy
boys these days,

Every time the Jack Tars down at San
Pedro start a benefit to bolster up the
athletic fund, Sharkey is with them with
his aid and funds.

Sharkey saw eleven years of service in
the navy, from 1885 to 1896, and not only
popularized boxing aboard ship, but de-
veloped into the undisputed champion:
scrapper of the navy, and came mighty
near developing into the champion of the
world,

“l was the guy that introduced boxing
in the navy,” said Sharkey. ‘“When 1
first joined the navy I was on the old
Vermont, which was at that time in
Brooklyn harbor. I had a set of boxing
gloves and some gymnasium apparatus
with me when I went on board ship, and
I know the sailors looked on me as some
sort of a ‘nut.’ o

“I managed to dig up a few sparring
partners, and some of the boys started
to take a bit of interest in the sport.

“Then I was transferred to the Phila-
delphia, and we were stationed at Hono-
lulu for a long time, and I continued my
boxing. It wasn't long before I was the
real champion of the ship, and then other
ships took up the sport.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS.

Locomotor Ataxia,

I want to ask about my brother,
who has locomotor ataxia, He lives
in the west, and ‘thinks a ‘change to
our climate would be good for his
nerves., He gets about to business,
with assistance, but suffers from the
lightning pains at night, for which
he has to take ' considerable medi-
cine, He is never satisfled not to
be trying something. Has had vari-
ous doctors’ treatments, but without
much help. What can you suggest?

ANSWER.—Climate -is of no im-
portance. Your brother, I fear, is too
fond of “trying” things. Intensive
specific medication by "his doctor
offers the best chance of stopping the
progress of the disease, and inci-
dentally overcoming the lightning
pains he has at night. Considerable
improvement in the control of mus-
cles 'may be obtained from careful
and persevering muscle training . or
re-education exercises, provided the
patient is tractakle and. not self-
Wwilled and determined to manage his
own treatment in spite of the doctors.

The Gravity of the Trouble.

My doctor says I have a mild form
of kidney trouble, tho he. will not
say I have Bright's disease. The
urine shows no sugar or alumen,
but always has “low gravity.” 1Is that
a sign of Bright's disease? Blood
‘pressure is normal, I sleep well, heart
action bad at times. What do you
adwigse me to do? (C. W. M)

ANSWER.—Low gravity in itself is
not significant—often noted when
patient happens to be taking much
fluid or nervous in,’ temperament.
Sugar, of course, is not found in
| Bright's disease. You do not give any
data upon which advice may be
based. Microscopical examination of
urine should be made. Weak heart
may account for the Ilow gravity.
Possibly moderate open air exercise,
like walking two miles a day, would

“Asicssme~t reform will be one of
‘he first matters to receive my vigor-
ous suprort. I am not in favor of
rew annexation at present mnor for
#ome time to come. I am a strong
advocate of public ownership. Wh-re
the city can secure a monopoly of any
vtility which affects the whole body
of citizens such should be operated byd
the city in the interests of the pzople,
These public utilities should be plac-
ed under efficient management.”

Need Experienced Men.

Sam McBride said: “I'll not stop
until I have spent every nickel to
bring to justice the man who put out
the circular that defeated me at the
last election. It is a time when the
people should elect men of experjence.
I have always faced the issue, he it
large or small. I have never used my
position in the council to further my
own prosperity.”

Tho he was not in last year's coun-
cil he had had the pleasure of seeing
one of his pet schemes put thru, that
being the enfranchisement of women
property owners for municipal elec-
tions. And he paid a tribute to the
excellent ‘service Controller O'Netll
had given the city. “I want to say
you are going to have frenzied finance
if the finance commissioner is not
given a free hand,” he said when at-
tacking the methods of last year's
council. He sald there had been false
economy not only in regard to the
sewage disposal plant, but in other di-
rections. In conclusion he spoke of
the street rallway matter, and said it
was the city's duty to give North To-
ronto a proper service. ‘“Mdke Yonge
street what it ought to be.” Before
taking over the railway a referendum
should be presented on the question of
commission control.

Washington, Dec. 24.—Censorship of
foreign mails, authorized by the trading
with the enemy law, now is in full force,
under a board on which the postoffice,
war and navy departments, the war trade
board and the committee on public in-
formation are represented,

Thru branch offices at New York, the
Panama Canal zone, Porto Rico and such
other places as may be necessary, the
board plans to carry on the work with as
little interference to Ilegitimate cor-
respondence as is possible, T‘_he work of
organization was begun on Nov, 1, and
at the request of the government the
news was not published at that time. The
government now has withdrawn its re-
quest for secrecy.

The board is in close co-operation with
the British and French censorship. It
will combine with censorship of foreign

HARD FIGHT PROCEEDS.
FOR NONTE ASOLO

Italian Success Saves  Important

Grappa Position From Capture |

by Austro-Germans.

Washington, Dec. 24.—Official des-
patches from Rome today give a de-
tailed story of the fighting on Monte
mAsolone. They say:

“With the recapture of the posi-
tions on Mont Asolone, the Italian
soldiers have written a glorious page
in the annals of the war. Their brav-
ery Has prevented the enemy from
spreading his forces to the south ana
complete the surrounding of Monts
Grappa. Our soldiers fought for sev-
eral days under terrific artillery fire
and against the deadly “effects ot
asphyxiating  gases,

“The enemy - suffered _eno us
losses. It is calculated that in the
actions at Berretta an dMonte Aso-
lone the enemy has' lost' three divi-
sions, which have already ban sub-
stituted, from the .26th of Novembes
to date. Gen. Preffer, commander of
the Fourth enemy Division, and th#
commanders of the BSeventh and
Eighth Austrian Brigades have been
seriously wounded.

“The enemy command. in the city
of Udine has issued rules by which
all workmen, women,. and children
are obliged to work in the flelds from
four o'clock in the morning untn
eight o'clock in the evening, with
half an hour of rest in the morning,
one hour and a half at mid-day, and
half an hour in the afternmoon. The
transgressors of these rules will be
accompanied to work and watcehd
by German soldiers, and at the -
mination of the harvest they will be
imprisoned for six months, and
every three days they . will re.
celve only bread and water. Slow or
lazy women will be exiled, and lazy
children will be flogged. If neces-
sary the comander will subject the
workmen to corporal punishments,

recently launched three very powerful
attacks against the positions held by
Italian soldiers along the Cerny river.

Mr, Rowell Explains Meaning
of Word ’):-\lcohol-’in 7 248
New Order. -

Dominion . Order-in-Council
‘Will Not Be Literally
. Interpreted.

Much uncertainty prevailed yester-
day morning in the city as to the
meaning of the order-in-couneil pro-
viding for, nation-wide prohibition. It
was clear that the manufacture and
importation of intoxicating liquor was
absolutely forbidden, and tha the in-
terfirovincial trafic would cease on

April 1. A good many people, however,

were of the opinion that the definition

of intoxicating Hquor - fixed by the

Dominion  order-in:councii ' differed

from that established by the Ontario
Temperance Act of 1816. . Both The

| Globe and “The Mail fintimated that

the Ontario Government would per-
mit a stronger beer so as to level up
with the standard established by Ot-
tawa. Some of the local brewers were
also of the opinion that such Jegisia-
tion ‘might be expected- at the coming
session of the Ontario Legislature.

mMr. Rowell’s Statement. :
A lot of arguments on these fine

legal points, however, wers smashed
to pieces yesterday afternoon when
Hon. N. 'W. Rowell, presumably speak-
ing on behalf of the  government,
handed out to the press the following
statement: .

‘Inquiries have’been received by
the government in reference to the
meaning 'of the expression ‘2%
per cent. alcohol’ in the statement
of the prime minister on Satur-
day. 7Tn determining the percant-
age of alcoholic content which
shall' be deemed intoxicating, the
&overnment has adopted the stan-
dard already fixed by the legisla-
tion of Ontario and the western
provinces.

‘“The algcoholic content is there-
fore 2% per cent. proof spirits.
To fix any other standard would
create great confusion in the ad-
ministration of the law.”

On March 81, 1917, there was held
in bond at the various inland reveéhue
warehouses thruout the -country '16,-
953,808 gallons of spirits. During the
fiscal - year ending on that date there
was removed from the bonded ware-
houses 6,607,922 gallons. During the
year the production of spirits in Can-
ada amounted to 6,400,119 proof gal-
lons, an increase of nearly 100 per
cent. over the production of'the pre-
ceding year. The fact is that the
production of spirits in Canada of
late has beén for the manufacture of
munitions and explosives rather than
for the manufacture 9f potable bever-

The amount of Scotch and Cana-
dian “whiskey on the market could not
be definitely ascertained. No doubt
there will be a brisk demand for it
between now and April 1. After April
1 no whiskey can be shipped into
Ontario or any other dry  province
from Quebec, the mothe reountry or
anywhers else. Even those portioms
of Quebec province which have not
yet gone dry will eventually becom
anid because whiskey can no longer
be either manufactured or imported.

Will Apply to Beer Also.

Now, as to beer. After April 1, no
peer can be shipped into Ontario from
Quebec, England, Germany, the United
States or  anywhere else which con-
tains more than 25.per cent. of progt
spirits. Of course, the government's
order-in-council does not say this, but
we are bound to belleve that it will
be amended to conform with Mr.
Rowell’s  interpretation. Yesterday
morning éveryone understood that the
Dominion Government had raised the
standard to 2% per cent, of alcohol
which would mean about five per cent.
of proof “spirits. The Mail and The
Globe suggested that the Hearst gov-
ernment might amend the Ontarie
Temperance Act so as to legalize beer
containing 2% per cent. of alcohol
Even some of the brewers were con-
fident that this was going to happen.
