One Taken Near Sussex,

Sometime during the night the Gyp-
sies broke up their camp and started off
for Sussex. Early this morning the con-
stalhes; ‘accompanied by Rev. Mr. Rob-
insofd, Councilor Howard, W. S. Brown,
and "W. ‘B. Bentley left by auto on the
trail of the party. ' They came up withlI
them about six miles from Sussex and!
placed the band under arrest. Despite!
their cross questioning and search no
trace of the missing child could be found |
and nothing about the caravans gave a|
clew to the boy ever being with the |
band. As a small boy had been seen |
with the Gypsies while they were in St.;
Martins, there is still a suspicion_that
they may have learned that they were
being pursued and hidden the child.

The charge laid against the Gypsies
when taken into custody was of stealing
upwards of $100 while in St. Martins.
1t is said’ that an old woman with the
‘band entered a store’ owned by a man
named Morrell and while talking to him
took out a handkerchief and blew some
kind of powder into his face, and while
he was in a state of coma went behind
the counter and rifled the till of $80.
She is also accused of doing the same
thing to another business man and to a
young girl; the former losing $12 and
the latter $3.25.

It is reported that there is another
band of Gypsies in about the same vicin-
ity and Rev. Mr. Robinson is working
to have that band also traced in an effort
to learn something which might lead to
the finding of the lost child. The band |
arrested near Sussex left St. John about
6.30 o’clock on Monday morning and
were seen watering their horses at Hay-
m:ricet Square.

RE THE PAPER TRADE

Maiters Brought Out at Inquiry
Being Held by Cemmissioner
Prirgle

Ottawa, June 21.—Some very inter-
esting developments characterized the
sessions of the fifth hearing in the news-
print investigation under Commissioner
R. A. Pringle, K.C.,, which is now in
session here. ‘The manufacturers of
newsprint paper were under cross-exam-
ination in regard to statements of cost
of production, selling price, profits, etc.,
which they had submitted in response to
a question sent out by Commissioner
Pringle. H. A. Stewart, K.C,, of Brock-
ville, is counsel. for the dominion ‘gov-
ernment, W. N. Tilley, K.C., represents
the daily and weekly newspapers and
there is quite an array of counsel rep-
resenting the manufacturers. L

It developed in the cross-exammatlf)n
that in many of the statements submit-
ted the principal items of cost of paper,
ground wood and sulphite had been en-
tered at arbitrary figures instead of at
the actual cost of production.

The treasurer of one paper manufac-
turing company said he had used an
arbitrary figure instead of the. actual
cost for ground wood on the instruc-
tions of the president of his company
and that he had understood from the lat-
ter that the price used had been agreed

on.
Another witness admitted that the use

| of arbitrary figures instead of actual cost

of production had been adopted by h.lB
mill during the latter part of 1916, in
accordance with an understan@mg
among the manufacturers. Mr. Tll.ley
endeavored to establish a connection

hetween the change in the method of |
| cost recording at that time and the fact

that the appeal of the newspapers to
the government was made on October 7,
1916. .

One witness admitted a change in tl_yc
method of writing off depreciation in
his mill which increased the allowance

Hunt, of Bangor, M irgeon of the
so-called Crocker Land expedition, head-
ed by Donald B. McMillan, arrived in
this city yesterdsy. and teld the story of
a perilous journey by sledge over the ice
of Melyille Bay, far in'the Arctic, from
North Star Bay to Egesésminde.

He began his trip oh December TB,
1916, and was accompanied as far as
South Upernavik by Wi Elmer Ekblaw,
another member of the, party.

The other members "of the Crocker
Land expedition were in excellent health
when he left, Dr. Hunt gaid, but it was
imperative that relief be sent to them at
once for their supplies were very low.

Dr. Hunt and Mr. Bkblaw left North
Star Bay with six sle ‘and were ac-

companied by five Eskimos: There was
deep snow and the wedther was general-
ly bad. When they got-‘out on the ice

“I went by kiak, a small
boat, from FEgesesminde to Holsten-
berg,” said ‘he, “and from there by
steamer to the Faroe Islands from which
point I took passage for Copenhagen. I
cannot say too much concerning the
kindness and hospitality with which I
was received by the people of the Danish
settlements in Greenland,”

PARDONED CRIMINALS
IN REIGN OF TERROR

Wholesale Murders and Robberies
in Tomsk, Western Siberia

Petrograd, June 21—Martial law has
been proclaimed in Tomsk, Western Si-
beria, because of wholesale murders and
robberies committed by criminals who
had been granted amnesty and had join-
ed the forces of the militant anarchists.
| More than 1,500 of these pardoned
criminals have been arrested, with about
800 others. Twenty persons were killed
and some wounded.

The arrests followed the exposure of
a plot to plunder all the banks and
shops and assassinate the leaders of civic
| organizations. The 800 associates of the
criminals were dragged from the haunts
of the latter. The casualties occurred
when some resistance to the arrests|issued that all enemy aliens should cease
| were offered. to be members of any British order of
| chivalry to which they belonged before
the outbreak of the war.

Bonar Law’s Statemert May Mean
Reprisals for German Raids on

England

London, June 21—Replying to qli/es-
tions in the House of Commons as to
whether the government had decided
upon reprisals for the German air raid
on England, Andrew Bonar Law said
that the government intended to take
steps not only for damaging the enemy,
but also for preventing raids on Eng-
land. .

It was a mistake, he said, to assume
that air raiding was confined to the en-
emy.
raided German communications and all
important military objectives behind the
lines which were of sufficient importance
to justify such enterprises.

With the increase of the British air
forces and the improvement of air-
planes, raids against objectives at longer
range were becoming more practicable.

sentions and to the ultimate ruin of
the European race in South Africa.

‘“This house therefore calls upon all
those who are loyal to the constitution
to express the strongest disapproval of
the dangerous efforts of those who seek
to subvert the principles upon which
that constitution is based.”

Sir John emphasized the need for the
house to give the country a clear and
unmistakable lead in this matter, point-
ing out that while such a nationalist
propaganda might be regarded lightly
by educated people, it was different in
the country districts, where there was
a deliberate movemenl to destroy the
constitution in favor of a republican
form of government which, he declared,
emphatically, could lead only to civil
war. f

He described as “the devil’s work” the
efforts which were being mude to divide
the two white races in the country. Tle
considered that the danger in creating an
artificial distinction was very real and
very terrible.

C. Louw, Dutch-speaking member for
the Cape constituency of Colensburg, scc-
onded the resolution.

General Louis Botha, prime wminicter,
laid stress upon the fact that ever since
South  Africa had received its constitu-
tion the British government had never
interfered in South African affairs.

Merriman’s motion was carried by 72
to 21.

The minority in the division was com-
posed solely of Nationalists.

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WOMAN SUFFRAGE
It is greatly to be regretted that there
are in the legislature of New Brunswick
twenty-four men who are not willing to
grant to women the right of suffrage.

There is not one sound argument against
granting what is an undoubted right.
Who gave man the franchise? He seized
it. Is there a man who dares to say
women have not earned it? However,
the measure is only delayed. Its sup-
porters will be able to convince those
who are waiting to be convinced that
public sentiment - demands the enact-
ment of the measure which was yester-
day rejected.

The legislature has lost a great oppor-
tunity to prove itself progressive. The
Foster government would have gained
great credit for itself if, it had made
woman suffrage a government measure.
As the case stands, New Brunswick is
out of step with Ontario and all the
western provinces. A more trivial set of
arguments could hardly be imagined
than were presented in the legislature
yesterday, in opposition to what is very
far from being & trivial measure, since
it involves the rights and the status of
the womanhood of this country.

By their action yesterday the mem-
bers of the legislature have simply put
the advocates of a measure whieh
should need no special pleading to the
trouble and personal expense of orga-
nizing the province. Next year the bill
will be re-introduced, and it will doubt-
less pass. It should have passed yester-
day. Premier Foster, Hon. Messrs.
Byrne, Robinson, Roberts, Murray, Bax-
ter and the other members who votéd
for justice to womanhood are to be con-
gratulated. From this time until the
legislature meets next year, every orga-
nization of any sort which meets any-
where in the province should be asked
to pass & resolution, and a roll of peti-
tions should be secured large enough to

chamber. The doubting Thomases must
be convinced. :

FLATS AT $ PER MONTH

What sort of home conditions can be
expected in a flat that is rented for five
dollars per month?

The agent of the Children’s Aid So-
ciety has found a number of families
living in such flats. In one case there
are ten persons in the family.

Should any landlord be permitted to
rent for human habitation a flat that is
only worth five dollars per month?

Of course it may also be asked what
certain families would do if they could
not get shelter at an almost nominal
rent, but is this the best the city of St.
John can do? Is it creditable to the
city? What sort of citizenship can be
developed in such homes?

As soon as the war Is over and the
energy now directed into channels con-
nected with war work is set free for
other uses, it will be the everlasting dis-
grace of the men and women of St. John
if* they do not seriously take up the
housing problem and the whole question
of social conditions. Under present con-
ditions a constant crop of delinquents,
mental deficients and young people of
vicious tendencies is being turned out
to become a menace Or 2 burden in the
years to come. At present the efforts
put forth to improve conditions are
touching only the fringe of the problem.
To make every house fit to live in, and
every family fit to live in a house, is
no light task. It involves work along
many lines. and a loosening up of purse-
strings such as soelal welfare work in
these parts has never yet witnessed.

PITY THE CHILDREN.

Writing from London to the Times, in
reference to the fund in behalf of Bel-
gian children in Holland, which has the
sympathy and approval of the Canadian
government, Mr. C. Graddon, honorary
secretary of the Working Men’s Belgian
Fund, working under the presidency of
the Belgian minister of state, says:

«I may tell you that two of our com-
mittee men personally investigated in
Holland the question of the care givcn\
to the Belgian children, and have satis-
ﬁe'd’th(lamsclves and us to the fullest ex-
tent, of the very good work that is be-
ing done there, although much larger
funds than they dispose of are necessary
for developing the work to its fullest
extent. For the moment it is only pal-
liative, but I hope to be able to get such
%n amount that the worst cases may be
kept in Holland until after the war ,in-
stead of having to be returned after
abott six weeks. Nevertheless the chil-
dren gain from three to four pounds per
week. They then get back to Belgium,
reclothed and restored and, to great ex-
tent, able to face a mew spell of priva-
tions. 'This is the best that can be done
at present for them, but we hope to do
more, and instead of bringing some 500
per month into Holland we hope to.
bring 8,000 and to keep them longer.
T'hey are under the care of experienced
and careful people and watched over by
a competent medical council. They are
mostly housed by the seaside in the best

- of conditions. We have been fortunate |

in obtaining important gifts. -of boots
and clothing for them, and this depart-

ment is looked after by a special com-?
mittee.” . !
It is one of the pitiful consequences of |
the war that thousands of Belgian chil-i
dren would die but for the work of |
the committee which is at work in Hol-;
land, receiving the starving little omes .
for a time and building them up 8o that |
they can live through another period of
want and hunger. The fund which
makes it possible to do this noble work |
should appeal to people whose children |
are safe from such dreadful experiences
as these little Belgians must endure.
The Belgian Consul General, Mr. Goor,
at Ottawa, has consented to receive and
transmit all contributions, which should
be specially earmarked “QOeuvre de la
Sante de I'Enfance Belge” or (Belgian
Children’s Fund in Holland.) |

There s great encouragement in the
following declaration by the Russian for-
eign minister when he received the Am-
erican mission headed by Mr. Elihu
Rocti—“The Russian people consider
war inevitable and will continue it. The
Russians have no imperialistic wishes.
We know that you have none. We-shall
fight together to secure liberty, freedom
and happiness for all the world. I am
happy to say that I do not see any moral
idea or factor between America and
Russia to divide us. The two peoples—
Russia fighting tyranny and America,
standing as the oldest democracy—hand
in hand will show the way to happiness
to nations great and small.” If this is the
real voice of the new Russia there will|
soon be a change in tiic aspect of affairs
on the eastern front.

The American mission to Russia was
well-timed. The appeal of the older
democracy comes with peculiar force to
the people of the newest of the repub-
lics. The speech of Mr. Elihu Root
was such as must have stirred the hearts
of the Russian people, and given them
a clearer vision of all that is at stake
for them and the world in the struggle
against German autocracy. In his se-
lection of Mr. Root, an ardent Republic-
an, as head of this mission, President
Wilson showed a high degree of wis-
dom. Partisanship does not influence
the president of the United States in
this crisis in the nation’s history.

SERBIANS DRIVEN INSANE

Envoy te Paris Charges Mistreat-};
ment of War Captives

Paris, May 28. (Correspondence of
The Associated Press.)—The minister
of Serbia in Paris, M. Vesnitch, commun-

‘jcates to the Associated Press an offi- |

cial statement regarding the mistreat-
ment of soldiers and civilian Serbians
imprisoned and interned in Austria and
Hungary.

“In spite of the difficulties of ascer-
taining facts in regard to prisoners of
war and interned civilians,” says the
statement, “Serbian authorities have
been able to get some precise facts that
may be made public now.

“Soldiers and civilians are huddled
in wooden barracks in unhealthy marshy.
districts along the banks of the Dan-
ube. They sleep on the bare floors with
no .bedding but a thin litter of straw;
and with only old blankets for covering,
while the roofs and sides of the bar-
racks afford little shelter.

“Their nourishment consists of fod-
der beets and a quarter of a loaf of
bread made with musty cornmeal and
wild chestnuts. None of these prisoners

nor interned civillans have had any meat
for several months, although they are
forced to hard labor under the guard'of
exempted soldiers who beat them with
the butt ends of rifles, tie them to posts,
or suspend them for more than two
hours at a time for slight Infractions of
discipline.

“A great many of both soldiers and
civilians have lost their minds as & re-
sult of physical and moral suffering in
these camps. An Austrian doctor told of
how he had seen at Krizevac (near Ag-
ram) more than 8,000 insane Serbian
soldiers and civilians. A reliable wit-
ness reports having observed in a hos-
pital at Mathausen more than 100 Ser-
bian soldiers who had lost their reason.
Many others remain cripplcq because of
neglect by the camp physicians.

“During the typhus epidemic in Aus-
tria-Hungary 16,000 Serbian soldiers
died and were buried by hundreds in
cominon graves in one part alone of
Mathausen. - A false inscription, evi-
dently intended to hide the result. of
their neglect, was placed by the Aus-
trians on a chapel raised at that place,
reading: ‘Serbian soldiers who died of
wounds received in the Serbian-Austro-
Hungarian war which was provoked by
Serbia.” ™

New York, June 20.—An autopsy,
!made at Bellevue Hospital, proved that
| Ruth Cruger was the victim of a murd-
grer of the “ripper” type. A long knife
wound was found in the abdomen, ex-

wound was inflicted, in the opinion of
Dr. Otto H. Schultze, medical assist-
ant to the district attorney, after the
blow which had crushed the skull, but
before death. i

A thorough search of the basement of
Alfredo Cocchi’s bicycle shop at 542
West 127th street. made under the di-
rection of Police Captain J. J. Cray,
showed that, before digging the pit in
i which ' the body was buried, the mur-
derer had started to excavate in another
part of the basement, but had encoun-
tered solid rock at a depth of eighteen
A large locker was found, where
: it was thought that Cocchi hid the body

|| until he completed the second pit in the

basement. The body was probably in
this Jocker while the police were ques-
tioning Cocchi on the floor above on
. Feb. 14 and when Cocchi was insisting
that he had seen the girl leaving the
shop on the day before with her skates
. under her arm.

{ ~This statement by Cocchi the
strongest evidence against him from
his own mouth, as the skates and the
shoes to which they were attached wgre
| found yesterday in the pit from which
the body had been removed. The in-
vestigation of the basement showed that
Cocchi toiled desperately on thé nights
| of Feb. 18 and 14 to cover the evidences
{ of the crime which must have been plen-
| tiful in the basement at the time the
{ police first interrogated Cocchi on the
street floor. By the time the first in-
vestigation of the promises was made
on the night of Feb. 15, after Cocchi had
i disappeared, the traces of murder had
been so well effaced that the police saw
nothing out of place.

Swann to Appeal to Wilson

District Attorney Swann has decided
to go to Washington to see President
Wilson to ask that a special and urgent
request for the delivery of Cocchi be
made to the Itallan government, which
has consistently refused to surrender

stipulation that the death sentence
sbould not be imposed. As a war ally
of this country, it is believed that Italy
will in this case grant the request which
has been denied in other cases. :

Mrs. Grace Humiston of 50 East IFor-
ty-second street, a lawyer, whose efforts
were solely responsible for the finding
of the body, made a statement appeal-
ing for a thorough investigation of
white slave gangs in this city, which are
alleged to make a practice of spiriting
girls away. She said she knew of nine
cases of missing girls' which called for
immediate inquiry, and that she knew
of twenty-two basements in this cily
where girls had been trapped. When she

| was asked why she had not turned this

information over to the police she re-
plied:

“Because I was afraid if that were
done, the girls would be spirited away
or murdered.” :

Mrs. Humiston is convinded that
Cocchi had accomplices and that they
will eventually be found. It is said,
however, that there is no instance on
record where more than a single indi-
vidual has been implicated in a murder
of the “ripper” type.

The most recent of previous “ripper”’
crimes in this city were the killings of
five-year-gld Lenora Cohn at 370 'Third
avenue on March 19, 1915, and _ of
Charles Murray, four years old, at 270
First avenue, on May 3, 1915. 'I'he mur-
derers of these children were ' never
caught. These crimes may be traced to
Cocchi, -as men addicted to crimes of
this nature are extremely rare. Persons
guilty of such acts are invariably those
whose minds have been impaired by
long depravity.

There will probably be three investi-
gations of the failure of the police to
make an adequate search of the prem-
ises where Ruth Cruger was last known
to be alive. The grand jury will receive
evidence against Cocchi today, and As-
sistant District Attorney Bohan said
that it would ‘be within its province, if
the grand jury so desired, to investi-
gate the case and make a presentment

The examination of the basement
made it still more difficult to under-;
stand how .the police and even passers-
by failed to“notice suspicious activities'
on the part of Cocchi between Feb. 13’
and Feb, 15, in which time he disposed'
of the body. A further search of the!
burrow in which he hid the body show-'
ed that, in addition to stuffing the grave|
with garments of all sorts, Cocchi had!
packed into it tablecloths, towels and
| blankets, which he had probably  carri- |
ed on several trips from his home at 55!
Manhattan street across to his shop near!
127th and Manhattan streets, |

The investigation of the b&scment!
was carried on by a force of twelve la-;
borers under Captain Cray and several
detectives. After all of the tool boxes,!
machines and lockers had been moved|
from the basement, the evidence of the
first excavation was discovered in the
southwest corner of the larger basement!
room. A section of the hoard floor,
about two feet by three, had been re-
moved so expertly that only a thin line
without a splinter to show where the
sawing had been dome. This section was
nailed to two by four joists. After it
had been removed the concrete under it
was found to have been broken into
small pieces and carefully replaced.

At this stage of the investigation the
police thought they were about to find
evidence to substantiate rumors and
guesses that other bodies had heen buried
in the basement by Cocchi. A little dig-
ging, however, brought them to bed Tock
a little more than a foot below the con-
crete. ;

After this disaster to his first plans,
Cocchi had evidently gone stolidly to
work, though the body of his victim
was probably only a few feet away, to
fill in the hole and repair the floor with
infinite pains. Then on the opposite
side of the room he sawed up the floor,
broke the concrete underneath and dug
the hole which served his purpose. In
their further digging  yesterday the po-
lice found that this burrow, in which the
body was laid, ran three feet beyond
the point where the body was found.
There was nothing but loose earth in
this further extension of the tunnel.

A piece of the skull, three by four
inches,” which was missing when the
body was disinterred, was not found in
the minute search of.-the basement. This
seems to be the only thing that lends
color to the theory that the murder
might have been committed elsewhere
and the body moved to the shop.

An ice chopper with a wooden handle
and a piece of steel four inches square
at the end, with large, sawlike teeth on
the blade, was found under a locker, and
it is believed that it was the imple-
ment used by Cocchi to dig the tunnel.
The tool with which he smashed the

Boston, June 19—Assurances from the
Turkish government as to the safety f)f
missionaries and mission property iIn
that country were received by the Am-
erican Board of Commissioners for For-
eign Missions through the State Depart-
ment advices from the American Min-
isters at Berne and Stockholm.

A statement given out by the board
tonight said that the Swedish Legation
at Constantinople had learned from the

It was further announced that Ameri-

Three of the American
boards fifteen centres of work in Tur-
key, Harpoot, Talas and Brousa, arc
now abandoned and their staffs are at
Constantinople or on the way to that
city. Applications are pending for an-
other missionary party to leave Constan-
tinople, following the ones that have al-

PUBLIC FUNERAL
- OF CHILD VICTIMS

Armv and Government Offi-
ciallv Represented with Mes-
senger Frem King.

London, June 20—Sixteen children,
only two of whom were over five years
of age, the victims of the last German
air raid on London, were given a public
funeral this aftermoon, and their’ bodies
were laid in a common grave in an East
End cemetery, over which a monument
will be placed. .

Seldom, if ever, in the history of the
country have chil(iren been accorded such
a funeral. The Marquis of Crewe attend-
ed in behalf of the government, while
Major-General Sir Francis Lloyd, gen-
eral officer commanding the London dis-
trict, represented the army. There were
messages from the king and queen, while
the bishop of London, assisted by the
bisnop of Stepney, conducted the ser-
vices in the church, which was a bower
of flowers sent by children from ‘all parts
of the country.

Most of the floral offerings contained
perfunctory words of sympathy, but
others did not mince matters. These
nearly all bore the inscription: “To our
Children, Murdered by German Air-
craft.”

COVERNMENT
COAL POOLS ARE

* ECOMNENDED

Suggestion of Federal Trade
Commission to Congress -

Says Production, Distribution, Rail
and WaterTransportation Should
be Centrolled by Federal Agents
if Shortage is to be Prevented

Washington, June 20.—Government
pools of coal production and distribu-
tion and of rail and water transportation
were recommendgd to congress on Wed-
nesday by the federal trade commission
as the only means of avoiding a disas-
trous coal shortage next winter.

“The commission ‘believes,” says the
report submitted after many months of
investigation ordered by congress, “that
the coal industry is paralyzing the in-
dustries of the country and that the coal
industry itself is paralyzed by the fail-
ure of transportation. There are enough
coal cars in the eountry, but not enough
are delivered to the mines and these cars
are not moved to the point of consump-
tion with-the greatest expedition nor are
they promptly discharged.”

In view of these conditions, the com-
mission recommends:

“First, that the production and dis-
tribution of coal and coke be conducted
through a pool in the hands of a gov-
ernment agency, that the producers of
various grades of fuel be paid their full
cost of production plus a uniform profit
per ton( with due allowance for qualifi-
cation of product and efficiency of ser-
vice) ; and,

“Second, that the transportation agen-
cies of the United States, both railway
and water, be similarly pooled and op-
erated on government account under the
direction of the president and that all
such means of transportation be operat-
ed as a unit, the conFrolling corporations
being paid a just and fair compensation
which would cover normal net profit,
upkeep and betterments.

These recommendations are approved
by Commissioner Davies, Colver and
Fort. Chairman Harris dissents on the
plan for a transportation pool, except as
a last resort, and suggests instead, ‘t‘hat
during the war the president be author-
ized to order rail and water transporta-
tion agencies to give preference to
shipments of coal, coke and other com-
modities in the order of their impor-
tance to the public welfare.”

An urgent necessity exists for immedi-
ate legislation to correct conditions, says
the report, because the usual spring and
summer accumulation of coal stocks at
points distant from producing districts
“js not now taking place, but it must be
made during what remains of the sum-
mer, unless the country is to face next
winter a most serious and irreparable
situation.”

Present production of bituminous or
“soft” coal, is 40 per cent, under the
possible maximum, principally because
of coal car shortage, the report declares.
Consequently, the extra large production
of anthracite coal this spring, one-fourth
greater than usual, has been diverted to
industrial markets ordinarily filled by
bituminous coal and strike, :

Contributing factors in the disorgani-
zation of coal transportation are the
high barge rates from New York and
Newport News to Boston, and the prac-
tice of lake ships to make trips to the
northwest in water ballast rather than
carry coal.

Discussing the proposed remedy, the
commission says:

“If the producer at each mine were
paid his full cost of production with al-
lowances for depletion, maintenance, up-
keep and all the usual items, and to this
were added a fixed and uniform net pro-
fit per ton, with due regard to quality,
the coal thus produced, at widely vary-
ing costs, if pooled, could be sold
through the government at an average
and uniform price, quality considered,
which would be entirely tolerable to the
consuming public, and at a price much
lower than could be fixed if an effort
were made to fix a uniform price to
the producer. It would seem that
steady employment, fair compensation
to labor and capital, equitable distribu-
tion and stable prices could be secured.

“The railroads of the country, if op-
erated as, a unit and on government ac-
count, could be used to transport coal
and other products by the most direct
route to their point of destination, and
the efficiency of the roads themselves,
existing rolling stock and motive power,
would be vastly increased.

%Al receipts from all rail and water
transportation .agencies being pooled in
the hands of the government and all ex-
pense of operation being paid from the
connon fund, each individual company
should be paid a just compensation
which might be measured by the aver-
age annual net profit and expenditure
for maintenance and betterments for the
five year period prior to the war.

“The operation both of the mines and
of the transportation agencies could be
carried on by the present employes and
officials and after the war they could be
returned until impaired to private op-
eration. The rolling stock of railroads,
operated as a unit could be mobilized
so as to care for the shifting season-

al demands.” - : -
The commission will continue its in-

vestigation.

FRENCH CHILDREN SEF
RUTHLESSNESS OF WAR

Many Are Mutilated, Blinded or
Mage Dumb by Species of
Shell-shock

Behind the British lines in France,
June 6.—(Correspondence. of the Asso-
ciated Press.)—The French children
found in the villages of northern France,
¢vacuated by the Germans under the
pressure of the British and French of-
fensives, present a picture of the sav-
ugery of modernp warfare as character-
istic as to the Somme forest, shattered
und broken by months of shell fire.

Many of children are orphans
without home”or relatives, some griev-
ously wounded. Most of them suffer
from a peculiar species of shell-shock
which afflicts them generally with a
sort of tremor not unlike St. Vitus
dance.

They have hag life and death, hor-
rors human and inhuman, revealed to
them in guises so terrible that they never
will be quite normal again. All are
underfed and frail from confinement in
cellars. Cut off suddenly from relatives
and friends perhaps two years ago, they
have continued to live within a few hun-
dred yards of the front lines, listening
afways to the thud of shells and the

trash of explosives, until their idea of |'

heaven is “a place that is very quiet.”
The condition of peasant men and wo-
men who have been living under the
shadow of the invader through thesc
long months and years has been bad
enough, but the condition of the half-
starved, wounded, mentally deranged lit-
tle children has been far worse. All
the children were collected and shep-
herded by the first Entente troops of the
newly occupied areas, FEverything that
can be done to cure and care for them
is now being done, constituting one of

the most important immediate tasks of | ‘18

the French committee on reconstruction.
‘T'he first step was to remove them well
behind the front areas. Those who
were orphans were taken far away from
the sight and sound of shells, many of
them to the south of France. The mild-
est cases were there put under the care
of farm mothers. The more serious
cases must of course be kept under close
medical supervision in special institu-
tions,

Children who were not orphans were
not, usually, taken away from the dis-
trict. Mothers or grandmothers could
not bear to part with them altogether,
so they were placed on farms nearby
where it is possible for the parents to
visit them frequently.

One French organization has a hos-
pital with 400 child patients all under
12 years of age, most of them wounded.
Some have lost legs or arms, others their
sight, others are suffering from brain
fever or a puzzling anaemia under which
they rapidly waste away.

“They are the victims of the ruthless-
ness of modern warfare,” said the head
of the hospital, a French woman wear-
ing the uniform of the French Red Cross.
“There is no better argument against
war than to seé these mutilated little
children ‘who will never play or enjoy
life as other children do. They are mere
shadows of childhood. It is difficult to
make them talk, and they tremble and
start at any noise or sudden movement.
Women are always gentle with children
but with these children we need a spe-
cial gentleness, as if we were handling
something more fragile than the most
delicate china.”

One of the patients, a five-year-old
boy who has been rendered dumb from
shell shock, showed no improvement
until after he had been in the hospital
for several weeks. Then one day he
opened his eyes after a long sleep and
said with a twisted smile to the nurse:
«Jt js—very—quiet here;—I—like—it.”

Cases like that encourage the nurses.
But there are many sadder cases—child
patients whose wounds must inevitably
prove fatal, patients who despite every
effort grow steadily weaker, patients
who are gradually losing their reason
and whom nothing can save.

ESTIMATES ENEMY ALIENS,

Census Director Figures There Are
4..662,000 in America.

Washington, June 20—The natives of
Germany, Austria-Hungary, Bulgaria
and Turkey now living in the United
States aggregate approximately 4,662,000,
| or about 4', per cent of the total popu-
i lation of the country.
| The foregoing estimate is announced
by Samuel I. Rogers, director of the
Bureau of the Census, Department of
Commerce, as the result of a calculation
based on the census figures of 1910, the
reports of the Bureau of Immigration
for the period between 1910 and the
present time, and the estimated mortal-,
ity during that period. The foreigners
are distributed, according to country of
birth, as follows: Germany, 2,349,000;
Austria, 1,376,000; Hungary, 738,000;
Turkey, 188,000; Bulgaria, 11,000,

It is impossible to say whether the
proportions of aliens—that is, persons
who have not applied for naturalization
certificates—among these foreigners are
approximately the same in 1917 as they
were in 1910, but, assuming this to be
the case, the number of male aliens
twenty-one years old and more includ-
ed in the total would be approximately
964,000, or about 3.2 per cent of the total
of male inhabitants of the United States
twenty-one years old and more.

The distribution of these aliens, ac-
cording to country of birth, would be as
follows: Germany, 136,000; Austria,
447,000; Hungary, 280,000; Turkey, 93,-
000; Bulgary, 8,000.

The proportion of aliens among male
Germans twenty-one years old and more
is very much smaller than the corre-
sponding proportions for the other coun-
tries named, having been only a little
more than 11 per cent. in 1910, as
against approximately 68 per cent for
Austrians, 74 per cent, for Hungarians,
82 per cent for Turks, and nearly 90 per
cent for Bulgarians,

Those who wish
to have details concerning the present
condition of the crops will find some in-
teresting reports in the Bulletin of Agri-
cultural Statistics of the International
Institute of Agriculture for May, which
has just been published. It may be ob-
gerved that in Europe generally the wea-
ther up to 20 April was rainy and cold,
thereby causing delay in spring work
and being unfavorable for growth.

work and spring sowing.

At the beginning of May the condi-
tion on the crops was an average one
in Spain and the Netherlands, but only
‘mediocre in France, Great-Britain, Italy
and Switzerland.

leaflet.)

Crop protection means crop produc-
tion. Canada loses over one hundred
million dollars worth of her staple crops
every year through the depredations of
insect pests. A large portion of this
loss eould be prevented. As we cannot
afford to lose the smallest portion of our

grain and other food crops during the
present critical period when the produc-
tion of food is of supreme jimportance,
the dominion department of agriculture
is making every effort to prevent, so far
as possible, losses due to insect pests.
Crop protection must go hand in hand
with crop production.

Insect pests are not usually noticed
or reported until they have caused con-
siderable damage. Therefore it is urged
that the closest watch be kept on all
j crops for the first appearance of any in-
sect pests or damage. Immediately such
damage is observed steps should be taken
to control the outbreak in its incipient

§225,000 VERDICT

John B. Manning, Stunned By
Finding, Will Appeal Breach

of Promise Suit

Vindicated, Plaintiff Says — Jury
Charged Aged Banker With
$25,000 for “Smart’ to Miss
O'Brien’s Feelings -

New York, June 21—The veidict of
$225,000 won by Miss Honora May
O’Brien in the Queens County supreme
court from John B. Manning, the eighty-
four year old banker of 81 Riverside
Drive, in her million dollar suit for
breach of promise, will be contested.
Miss O’Brien was not in the court room,
but Mr. Manning, who was waiting for
the sealed verdict to Be opened, sat
stunned for a moment, staring in front
of him in an apparent effort to compre-
hend what the verdict meant. Then,
motioning to his daughter, Miss Mary
Manning, he led the®way out of the
room and hurried away in a taxi.

The jury reported it gave $200,000 of
the amount to Miss O’Brien to compen-
sate her for the injury to her feelings
and the pecuniary loss she suffered in
not becoming the wife of Manning, and
$25,000 as punitive damages, or “smart
money,” as it was termed by Justice
Cropsey in his charge because Manning
had sworn in his complaint that Miss
O’Brien had led him into a conspiracy
to get him to marry her by protesting
that she loved him.

“My sister is vindicated by the ver-
dict,” said James O’Brien, brother of
the plaintiff. “If she had not gotten a
cent she would have been vindicated by
the charge of Justice Cropsey to the
jury, ' for he distinctly told them that
there was no evidence presented by the
defendant that in any way impeached
the testimony of my sister, and partic-
ularly that there was no evidence to sup-
port the charge of conspiracy.”

Miss O’Brien later went to the office
of her attorney, Stephen C. Baldwin, in
Brooklyn, and there gave out a state-
ment. It was evident that she had no
delusions about the verdict, and she ac-
cepted the statement of Manning’s at-
torney that there would be a long legal
battle before any money was paid to
her.

“I am very grateful to the jury for
the verdict they have rendered,” said
Miss O’Brien. “I was never in a court
room before, and the thought of facing
the ordeal of a public trial seemed un-
bearable. When I took the witness
stand my hands felt like ice, and I was
so frightened that I thought I would
faint. 1 remember that at one point in
the trial my hat, which is a light af-
fair, made of straw, seemed like a 100-
pound weight. But after the case was

ended, and before there was a verdict,
1 realized it was all for the best that
there should be a trial, for no matter
what ‘the verdict was, had the case been
settled before the trial it might easily
have been suggested that Mr. Manning
settled, rather than face the publicity
of a trial and not because I was entitled
to anything. 1 am going back to my
work, where I shall straighten out things
in the office, where every one has been
kind to me, and I will then go away
for a little rest.” =

Martin W. Littleton, attorney for Mr.
Manning, said in a statement that his
client would contest the verdict.

«The verdict is excessive, and we will
make the first effort to have it set aside
in the argument before Justice Cropsey
on Wednesday,” said Mr. Littleton. Any
such verdict was the result of the pre-
judices of the jurors. 1t is very difficult
for a jury to know how to fix damages
in a case like this. The rules of law are
very vague. As nothing else was sub-
mitted to the jury except the fixing of
the amount of the damages, it is not to
be wondered at that they should find
go excessive an amount.  We will not
let such a verdict stand uncontested, but
our future course will be guided by the
result of the hearing before Justice
Cropsey on Wednesday.”

RN HEES OF 5N

Baltimere Skipper Calls vLatcsti
Move of _Teutom “Mest Cow-‘
ardly Blow Struck in the War" |

German submarines, says an exchange,
are actively engaged in the destruction
of the Irish fishing fleets, from Ken-

mare in Kerry to Howth in Dublin.

In one evening 12 boats of the Bal-
timore fleet were sunk by bombs placed |
on board them by the crew of a U-
boat of the latest pattern—about 300!
feet in length—which attacked
fleet twenty miles off Baltimore.

The fishermen were allowed only ten |
and in some ¢ases only three minutes
to get out of their boats, and all their |
belongings were sent to the .bottom of‘
the sea with the boats. |

A British patrol boat, which caused |
the submarine to submerge, enabled the
other boats to return to port.

The enemy did not spare the smaller
craft, for they bombed two open boats‘
and, preferring not to waste a bomb on i
it, smashed to bits with a large hammer
the engine of a little motor boat, and left |
it to drift about on the sea. No lives,
were lost, but for that the Germans de- !
serve no thanks, for they refused the |
fishermen permission to take oars into
their punts. ‘

One fisherman, resenting the refusal,
said to the commander. of the submarine,
“] thought the Germans would do no- |
thing to the Irish—that ye liked us!” |

“Ah, my dear fellow, you don’t know |
the Germans yet,” was the commander’s
reply.

The Germans declared that “they
would have every Irish fishing boat at |
the bottom of the sea before a month,”
and that they intended “shelling vil-
lages on this coast shortly.” .

AT APOLEDN'S TONS

Kisses Sword of Emperor, Which |
Fias Net Been Touched Since
Days of Leuis Philippe

Paris, June 14—(Delayed)—A dra-
metic climax of fhe-ceremonies attend-
ing General Pershing’s arrival in Paris’
came at the Invaides today, when there |
was presented to the American leader|
for a moment the sword and grand cross
cordon of the Legion of Honor that be-
longed to Napoleon. It was the most
signal honor France ever bestowed upon
any man. Before today not even a
Frenchman ever was permitted to hold
the historical relics in his hands. Kings
and princes have been taken to the crypt
that holds the body of the great emperor,
but they only viewed the sword and
cross through the plate glass of the case
in which they rest. Until today they
had not been touched since the time of
Louis Phillippe.

General Pershing and his staff were
conducted to the crypt by Marshal Joffre
who followed the precedent laid down
by Napoleon, that only a Marshal of
France might remain covered in his
presence. The great key wass inserted
in the brass door of the crypt. Marshal
Joffre and General Niox, governor of
the Invalides, drew aside while 'Generall
Pershing faced the door alone. He took“

a deep breath, stepped suddenly forward |

and with a single motion threw his arm|

siraighl out and turned the key. In a,
tiny alcove at one side of the crypt the
governor of the Invalides unlocked the |
case, drew out the sword and raised it !
to his lips. Then he presented the hilt |
to General Pershing, who received it,:
held it at salute for 2« moment and then |
kmsed the hilt. The same ceremony !
was followed with the cross of the cor-
don of the Legion of Honor, Gencral

Moncton, June 20—Dr. L. N, Bourque
of this city has received a letter from
the commander of a Canadian battery at
4 the front stating that his son, Bom-
bardier Edgar Bourque, has won the
military medal,

In reciting the instance, in connection
with which young Bourque won his dis-
tinction, the letter states that a German
shell had set fire to a supply of Canadian
munitions. For & time there was grave
danger that a quantity of Canadian
shells: would be destroyed in the con-
flagration. -

Despite the danger from further ex-
plosions, three non-commisioned officers,
one of whom was Edgar Bourque, rushed
in and saved the situation, not stopping
for a moment to consider their personal
safety, .

So near did the flames come to ex-
ploding the shells that the tarpaulin
covering the stores was completely de-
stroyed and the N.C.0.s who prevented
the disaster were badly burned, but
stuck to their work until the flames were
extinguished. Bambardier Bourque is
now in  hospital at Bolougne, suffering
from burns received during his heroic
action. This is but another instance of
where New Brunswick blood has shown
its staying powers on the battle field of
empire.

Domestic Science Teachers Volun-
teer so to Spend Their Vaca-
tien—Meeting Here Soen

The domestic science teachers of New
Brunswick have volunteered to devote
half of their coming vacation to teach-
ing the girls and’ others interested in
the province the best methods of pre-
serving and conserving food materials.
This is their contribution to the move-
wment for greater production.

In order to secure the best results the
officers of the education department are
now engaged in organizing the girls of
all the counties into clubs for summer
and fall work. Each club will be visited
during the canning season by a house-
lold science teacher, who will spend a
week or ten days with it. The girls and
the teacher will meet in a room to be
provided by the local school board. To
this room will be brought all manner of
native fruits and vegetables, which will
be canned or otherwise preserved under
the supervision of the expert.
