Eighteen Men Have Hard Time 
Getting to Safety—Tug and 
One Barge Likely Total Loss 
—Captain Comes to Gty

The American tug Pejepscot, with two 

barges in tow, went ashore at Gape Spen- 
last night at 10.30 o'clock, during a 

heavy southwest gale and tug and barges 
are likely to be a total loss. All aboard 
were saved. C. M. Kerrison, the agent 
here, received a telephone message this 
morning from the keeper of the -light­
house at Cape Spencer, telling him of the 
disaster.

Capt. Swett> commander of the tug, ar­
rived in the city, this morning, and said 
that at the time of the accident it was 
blowing a gale from the soqth-west, with a 
thick fog. The tug was first'to strike the 
rocks, and she sank in less than four 
minutes. Her crew took to the boats arid 
got on board one of the barges safely, but 
lost all their effects and the ship’s papers. 
Both barges soon followed the tug ashore, 
and when the tug’s crew got on board of 
one- of them, and it began to fill, they 
threw life lines to the other barge that 
by this time was aground well up on the 
beach, and got safely aboard it. After a 
short time another transfer had to be 
made to the first barge.

The tug was on the return passage from 
Bath, Maine, to St. Martins, N. B.; she 
had a crew of ten and the barges carried 
four men each, eighteen all told.

MEDIATION IN DISPUTE 
OF ECUADOR AND PERU

Washington, June 1—Acting on the as­
sumption that the government’s of Peru 
and Ecuador intend to carry out in good 
faith their acceptance of the offer of the 
United States, Brazil and Argentine, to 
act as mediators in the boundary dispute 
the three governments today recommended 
June 4 as the date for the withdrawal of 
the armies from the common frontier.

Much is lost in charm and picturesqueness, 
much is gained in orderliness and security. 
There is talk even of giving C’a iro a drain­
age system, if the soil can be disturbed 
without causing a fearful plague. When 
once changes begin no one can forsee the 
end of them. To look at those grave old 
Arabs exchanging their smileless greetings 
appear altogether untouched by the spirit 
of change. Yet out of the pocket of one 
sticks a newspaper in Arabic. Appearances 
are deceptive everywhere, but more so in 
Cairo than anywhere else.—H. Hamilton 
Fyfe in the London Mail.

Because of what he says about the splen­

did record of British control in Egypt, he 
may be forgiven for the somewhat dicta­
torial manner in which he refers to the 
duty of the present hour. Not every for­
eign critic of British rule has charged that 
it was too lenient or disinterested. The 
leaders of the Nationalist party in Egypt 
will perhaps take note of these views of 
the ex-president of the United States, and 
profit somewhat from them. They will at 
least do no harm, and may do some good.

So far as the British government is 
concerned, it will probably not be influenc­
ed to any extent by Mr. Roosevelt's criti­
cism. Its aim in Egypt was stated recent­
ly by the London Morning Post as fol­
lows:—

“The British principle is that one nation 
may, and even must, attempt to govern 
another, but that if the attempt has to 
be made it must be undertaken for the 
purpose of enabling the other nation to 
govern itself.”

In pursuance of its aim to do justice 
and maintain security and order, spread 
education, encourage self-government and 
train native administrators, Britain may 
have been at times too lenient, but the 
general result has been magnificent. A 
few days ago the Times quoted from the 
London Post a summary of Britain's ac­
complishments in Egypt. In view of the

Graft Charges m Illinois Form 
a Chain Involving Elections 
and a furniture Deal

Proceedings of Annual Con­
vention Held in Belfast— 
Hopeful for Home Rule .ts thus labelled:

(London Standard)
The United Irish League of Great Brit­

ain held their annual contention at Bel­
fast. T. P. O’Connor, M. P., presided. 
John Redmond, who is on holiday in Italy 

letter of apology for non-attendance 
The proceedings were marked with con­
siderable enthusias/n and strong profes­
sions of faith in the ultimate attainment 
of Home Rule.

Joseph Devlin, M. P., ip welcoming the 
delegates, said that when Ireland was free 
—he hoped it would be within the time 
of even the oldest amongst them—the 
most glorious and imperishable memory 
associated with their triumph would be 
the gallant, sagacious, and self-sacrificing . 
services of those tvhom the delegates rep­
resented . ( Applause ).

The mayor of Dublin also greeted the 
delegates.

In the annual report the progress of the 
movement was recorded, and at the same 
time horror and disgust were expressed, at 
the action of the O’Brienit^ and what 
were described as the treasonable atempts 
of faction, to disrupt the Irish ranks and 
destroy Ireland’s hope of free institutions 
in the near future. Irishmen in Great 
Britain were said to be unanimous in re­
garding those factionists as worse enemies 
of Ireland’s cause today than the worst 
type of English or Irish Unionist.

T. P. O’Connor, in moving the adoption 
of the report, referred to the fact of the 
meeting being held in Belfast, and claim­
ed for the Irish party that they were more 
free from religions bigotry and intoler­
ance than any other party in the world.

John O’Connor, M. P., formally second­
ed the motion, which was passed.

J. O’Neill, Partick branch (Glasgow), 
proposed : —

“That this convention, representative of 
Irish political thought in Great Britain, 
strongly condemns the disruptive tactics 
of William O’Brien, M. P., as being ut­
terly unworthy of his record ; that it re­
gards his formation of the All-for-Irektnd 
League as certain to militate against real 
Irish progress, and that it be a recommen­
dation from this "convention to the Irish 
party to take immediate steps to see that 
every so-called O’Brien seat is stifly con­
tested at the next general election, and 
that if necessary a special unity fund be 
established in Grçat Britain to finance 
pledge-bound candidates in their fight with 
Mr. O'Brien's Tory followers.”

Mr. Regan (Gateshead) seconded the mo­
tion, which was adopted without discus­
sion.

It was decided to hold next year’s con­
vention at Cork.

T. P. O’Connor was re-elected president 
Mr. Devlin vice-president, and John 
O’Connor treasurer.

Springfield, Ill., May 31—State Senator 
John Broderick, a leading Chicago Demo- w
crat, has been indicted on a bribery charge 
by the grand jury here.

Broderick’s indictment was the direct re­
sult of a confession made to the grand 
jury by State Senator D. W. Holtslaw, 
of Iuka, (Ill.) who says Broderick paid 
him $2,500 to vote for Lorimer for senator 
A capais was ordered at on<re for Brod­
erick and a bench warrant issued far his 
arrest.

The unexpected turn in the Lorimer 
scandal was an offshoot of States Attor­
ney Burke’s investigation of alleged graft 
in a legislative furniture déal. Senator 
Holtshaw had been indicted on a perjury 
charge in connection with the furniture 
contract and, upon the advice of his law­
yers, when offered immunity, agreed to 
make a confession. Then he told the 
grand jury that he had received $2.500 for 
his vote for Lorimer; $700 as his share of 
a legislative “jackpot” and a promise of 
$1,500 as his share of the state house fur­
niture deal.

Senator Holtshaw’s confession regarding 
the furniture deal was corroborated before 
the grand jury by Otto Freier, who, as 
agent for the Ford-Johnson Furniture ,Co. 
of Chicago, obtained the furniture con­
tract.

The two confessions regarding the furni­
ture contract resulted in two additional 
indictments on a conspiracy charge. These 
were State Senators S. C. Pemberton, Re­
publican, of Oakland and Representative 
Joseph S. Clark democrat, of Vandalia.

Washington, May 31—For two hours 
Senator Lorimer, of Illinois stood in the 
senate and in vigorous languaue denounc­
ed as untrue the charges of bribery made 
against him in connection with his elec­
tion. Upon leaving the chamber at the end 
of his speech. Mr. Lorimer hurriedly put 
his affairs in order and caught a late af­
ternoon train for Chicago.

In his address Mr. Lorimer emphatically 
denied- all allegations of corruption and at­
tacked the Chicago Tribune in which news­
paper the charges were first published.

•The speech was devoted to a review of 
Chicago and Illinois politics for the past 
twenty-five years. He charged the Tribune 
with sinister motives in its attacks and,- 
saying that it had been fighting him 
since 1884 charged that it was inspired be­
cause of its failure to control his course 
as a public man.

At the close of his speech Mr. Lori­
mer offered a resolution directing that an 
inquiry into the charges be made by the 
committee on privileges and elections. Un­
der the rules of the senate, the resolution 
was referred td the committee'on contin­
gent expenses to consider the question of

It is thought he should surround 
himself with “young huskies,” as Jack 
Johnson calls them—men who can bear 
the brunt of a hard brush with the gloves.

I don't think this point is well taken. 
To begin with, Jeffries never did make a 
specialty of whole-souled sparring -when 
training for a fight. His strength is ab­
normal. and the chances are if he tore 
into his partners the way his critics sug­
gest he should do he would be advertising 
for “young huskies” day after day.
