They said that the five of t$iem had 
gone Into the swamp with a nfle they 
bad purchased by mail arid that.j 
while taking turns shooting, one of 
their number discharged the gun be­
fore he Intended to and the ball 
struck Schwer In the head. The boys 
are Arthur, 12, and Harold Melghen. 
11, brothers, Adam Rotunda, 12, and 
Charles Hlrschfleld, 14.

Terrified by the thought of the 
possible consequence of the accident 
the four boys said they dragged 
Schwer to the nearby ash dump 
pulled hie cap over his face, tossed 
some brush over the body and then 
Concocted the tale they stuck to for 
10 days.

This will mean that St. John van 
hope for between 40 and SO additional 
sailings from this port during the 
ing winter port season. The Canada 
Steamships last year had 18 sailings 
and this year they had planned for at 
least 25 and pqgsibly 30, an increase 
of probably 12 sailings. The Scandina­
vian American had five sailings last 
year and thi» year they had planned 
for 10, making an increase of five. The 
C. G. M. M. had a fortnightly service 
last year and this year they have 
planned for a weekly service.

COUNTRY VERY DRY 54,000 New Settlers
Arrived This Season

There is Need of Rain or Snow 
—Prof. Raymond in 

Woodstock.

Quebec, Nov. 8—From April 28 last 
when the Canadian Pacific Minnedosa. 
the first passenger liner to reach this 
port from overseas during the present 
season of navigation, tied up at Que­
bec, until yesterday afternoon, when 
the Canadian Pacific Montlaurier ar­
rived, 98,667 passengers of all classes 
crossed the ocean to this port, includ­
ing 12,807 cabin and third class passen­
gers who were destined for the U. S. 
leaving a balance of 86,060 for Canada. 
They were brought on 159 steamers.

It is estimated that of those arriving, 
the Immigrants would total about 70 
per cent, or over 60,000 of these as far 
as can be ascertained, about 90 per 
cent, would be new settlers on the land 
throughout the Dominion. This 
that the country has benefited to the 
extent of more than 54,000 additional 
tillers of soil via the port of Quebec 
in slightly more than six months.

Socialists In thc 
United States, writing in The Outlook 
14ti Y.), points out the danger of such 
a reform” as giving Congress power 
to override the veto of the Supreme 
Court. This question has formed a 
leading subject of debate in the election 
contest now near an end. Briefly, tin 
propos®! as put forward by Senator 
Lafollettc is that if Congress re-enacted 
a measure declared by the Supreme 
Court to be unconstitutional that 
measure would immediately become 
law. Mr. Spargo applies this proposal
to the liquor issue as follows:_

Let me suppose that Congress 
enacted a law permitting the 
manufacture and sale of drinks con- 
taming alcohol to the extent of 8 
5\f *° P*r cent., limiting the applici, z 
bllity of the term “intoxicating 
liquors” to compounds containing 
a higher percentage of alcohol. 
Let me suppose, further, that the 
Supreme Court ruled this to be in 
contravention of the Eighteenth 
Amendment and therefore uncon­
stitutional. By merely re-enacting 
the law in question Congress 
would, in practical effect/repeal the 
Eighteenth Amendment. The pos­
sibilities of contradictory and ir­
reconcilable de facto amendments 
of this sort are, obviously, almost 
unlimited. It would mean the end 
of a stable and definite constitu­
tional delimitation of our legisla­
tion. It would be, in effect, a. 
revolution in our theory and 
tice of government, placing us on a 
basis identical, in its practical 
effects, with those nations which 

-do not have written Constitutions 
at all.
Mr. Spargo. we think, makes his 

point quite clear, and one is inclined 
to agree with his further observation 
that such a proposal does not consti­
tue a reform at all, but a revolution.
It js conceivable, however, that if 
Congress were to be clothed with such 1 
power as Senator Lafollette would be- 
stow the effect- on legislation would be 
sobering and restraining. At present 
probably much opposition to what are 
known as freak measures is lessened 
because those opposed have confidence 
that the Supreme Court will perform 
the necessary executions. Under the 
present system, too, there is undoubted­
ly the temptation to go to extreme 
lengths to see just what the Supreme 
Court will permit. Conservative ci ti­
ens of the United States are hardly 
likely to give Congress unlimited power 
to punch holes In the Constitution

There being no clergyman in 
the district at that time, the happy 
pair journeyed down the rivers on a 
woodboat to St. John where the mar­
riage was solemnised by the late Rev.

Upon their return Mr. and Mrs. Por­
ter took up a piece of land near to 
the homes of their parents, at what 
has since proved to be one of the most 
desirable positions in the whole dis­
trict, and together toiled amid what 
to our age would appear to be uniur- 
mountable difficulties in an effort to 
improve the land and establish a home. 
That the effort was crowned with 
success has long since been common 
knowledge In the community In which 
for many years their home was the 
centre of much of the social life of 
these early years.

Province of New Brunswick.

The weather conditions during the 
year have been ideal throughout the 
different seasons resulting In an 
abundant yield of farm crops all of 
which have been harvested in splen- 
did condition.

The return from our forests, fish­
eries and mines have been encour-

"Thou crownest the year with Thy 
goodness.” “The oastures are clothed 
with flocks; the valleys also are cov­
ered over with corn; they shout for 
Joy; they also sing.”

So sang the Psalmist in his hymn 
of Thanksgiving as he looked over 
Palestine’s fields and found them 
ripe with a plentiful harvest, and his 
words were Just as true for our own 
New Brunswick a few short weeks 
ago as they were when written in the 
centuries gone by.

Our valleys and hillsides also re­
joiced in the smiling response of a 
fertile soil, that only needs the friend­
ly hand and intelligent help of the 
husbandman and farmer, to crown 
with generous return and even lav­
ish fecundity, any labor that is given 
to its cultivation. And so, while giv­
ing thanks to Providence and Nature 
that bestow the life-giving sunshine 
ami shower in their season, let us 
not forget the husbandman and far­
mer upon whose Intelligent activity 
and labor we are all dependent for 
our very existence. They are the 
most important men in the Common­
wealth, for they keep us all alive. 
Flrom a business point of view in

the work of Confederation, and made 
Canada a nation. A survey of the pres­
ent roll of officers and employes of the 
company, says the Montreal Gazette, 
revealed a surprisingly large number of 
men still on the active list who were 
in the service "on that now far distant 
seventh day of November, 1886. Some 
of' them are still almost as hearty as 
they then were.

Among these were noted Messrs. I. G. 
Ogden, the vice-president In charge of 
the company’s financial affairs, who re­
cently celebrated his eightieth birthday 
by a long day in his office; G. M. 
Uosworth, chairman, Canadian Pacific 
Steamships; E. J. Herbert, first assist­
ant general passenger agent; F. O 
Hopkins, assistant general passenger 
agent; A. C. S. Shaw, compiler of time­
tables; TVA. Riddell, auditor’s depart- : 
ment. These officials are all in Mont- | 
real.

New York, Nov. 8.—A striking fea­
ture of the election is the political 
comeback of the Ku Klux Klan. The 
candidates endorsed by the masked or­
ganization have apparently scored 
sweeping victories in Indiana, Kansas, 
Colorado and Oklahoma, and later re­
turns may add Montana to the list. 
The one notable exception Is Texas, 
where the anti-Klan Democrats for à 
second time in three months rallied to 
the support of Mrs. Miriam A. Fergu­
son and carried the woman candidate 
for Governor to an impressive triumph 
over Dr. George C. Butte, the Repub­
lican candidate, whose election the Re­
publicans thought possible owing to the 
wholesale desertion of the Democratic 
ticket by the Klan voters.

The outstanding Klan victories were 
those of Ed Jackson for Governor of 
Indiana, Ben S. Paulen for Governor 
of Kansas, W. B. Pine, United States 
Senator from Oklahoma; Colonel Rice 

| Means, United States Senator from 
' Colorado and Clarence C. Morley for 
Governor of Colorado, Senator Arthur 
Capper of Kansas is also said to have 
enjoyed a Klan endorsement and he 
won his re-election by the biggest 
jority« of his career. All of these 
are Republicans.

In the case of Mr. Pine, who is an 
Okmulgee oil millionaire, the Republi­
cans owe that accesstion to their ranks 
to the hobded men of Oklahoma. It 
was the Klan that made Mr. Pinirfs 
nomination possible, and it was large­
ly the Klan which gave him an over­
whelming victory in a State whifli 
went almost as emphatically Deme- 
cratic for most of the other offices, in­
cluding that of President. The Demo­
crats of Oklahoma, among them Gov­
ernor Trapp and Chairman Davidson 
of the State Committee, have openly 
charged that prior to his nomination 
Mr. Pine was a member in good stand­
ing of the Okmulgee Klan. Mr. Pine 
denied his membership, and declared 
that he was neither “Klan nor anti- 
Klin” candidate.

Set Up Walton to Beat Him.

It is likewise asserted by some of the 
leading Democrats of Oklahoma that 
the Klan played a commanding part 
in putting over J. C. Walton, who 
impeached and removed from office last 
year, as the Democratic nominee. They 
did this, Governor Trapp has stated, 
by endorsing in the last minutes of the 
campaign J. C Wrights man of Tulsa, 
one of the best-known Democrats in 
the States whose nomination, thçy as; 
sert, would have been assured but for 
the masked endorsement. The result 
was that thousands of anti-Klansmen 
swung to Walton and Mr. Wrightsman 
lost the nomination.

Mr. Wrightsman is not now and 
never has been a member of the Klan, 
and the charge is that the invisible or­
ganization endorsed him for the sole ■ 
purpose of putting him out of the race 
and making it possible to get Walton 
in as the opponent of Mr. Pine. With 
Wrightsman out of the way and Walton 
the nominee, the Klan swung behind 
Pine. The Klan support was welcomed

It will operate on a wave length of 
435 metres and it is of sufficient pow­
er# to broadcast its voice not only to 
all parts of the Maritimes but south 
along the full Atlantic seaboard of the 
United States. As the Winnipeg sta­
tion of the Canadian National Rail­
ways has been heard in Honolulu and 
the Calgary station received in New 
Zealand, it is not beyond the bounds !

HOUSES ARE BUILT 
IN THREE WEEKS

Vienha, Oct. 20—(By mail)—What is 
said to be a record for Central Europe 
was made here recently when a num­
ber of houses were completed and 
ready for occupancy within three 
weeks. The houses were erected ns an 
experiment owing to the dearth of 
dwellings here and it ’« planned to 
build more by the .hundreds If the 
scheme proves practical.

A 
coating of plastering was applied to 
the outside of the boarding and a 
family from the Vienna slums moved 
into their new home 21 days after the 
work was begun.

The election of President Coolldge 

will very probably call forth many state­
ments to the effect that business will at 
once start booming. In the opinion of 
the Brookmlre Economic Service busi­
ness will undoubtedly Improve and con­
tinue to Improve and we should enjoy 
very general prosperity. But their an* 
alization of the situation Is interesting 
and a little different from the usual 
statements based on elections.

It is understood, of course, that busi­
ness' is divided broadly into two as­
pects. consumer activity and producer 
activity.
