Paris Leaders Demand Sparing
of Lives of Massachusetts
Murderers.

of Nicola Sacco and Bartolemo Van-
retti, convicted of murder of a pay-
master and his guard at Braintree,
Mass., are not spared, was issued today
from the eecret headquarters of the
Paris anarchists.

The threat was made to a United
Press correspondent, who was conduct-
ed by mysterious paths across, closely
qucstioned and finally ushered into a
low, dark den at the end of a stairway
guarded by armed men. It was made
in the presence of half a dozen long-
haired anarchist leaders who were en-
gaged in getting out I.a Libertaire, the
pewspaer of the organiaztion. It was
Henry DeLecourt, leader of the Paris
anarchists, who spoke.

“We warn Americans that serious
things will happen if our comrades,
Sacco and Vanzetti, are executed” De
Lecourt sald solemnly while all the
anarchists in the darkened room fixed
the correspondent with .stares.

SHIPS SURPRISED

Rum Row Now Has Fewest
Members in Eight- .
een Months,

(By United Press.)

Washington, .Nov. 8—The Atlantic
seaboard rum fleet is demoralized and
reduced to a smaller number than at
any time in the last 18 months, the
Treasury Department announced today.

A carefully planned 80-day campaign
directed from Washington brought sur-
prise aftey surprise te the rum car-
riers and resulted in the seizure of
seven large British and one Norwegian
ship with cargoes valuved at $4,800,000.

It was the greatest haul of* foreign
vessels since prohibition. “All were cap-
tured outside the 12 mile himit, from
20 to 80 miles off shore, under the regu-
lations of the liquor treaties between
this government and the countries from
which the ships were registered.

The rum ships were taken completely
off their guard when new high speed
motor boats which had not hitherto
ventured into ocean waters, swarmed
around them. ’

St. Catharines, Ont., Nov. 8.—“I ask
fairness to your transportation systems
because they deserve it on their past
record of service, the: important part
they are playing in Canada today, and
the factors they are bound to be in its

These words were the key note of
an address delivered here last night
before a large number of citizens at
the dinner of Nlagara Peninsula
Branch of the Engineering Institute of
Canada by E. W, Beatty, Chairman
and President of the Canadian Pacific
Railway.

The dinner was held to celebrate the
hundredth anniversary of the building
of the first Welland Cangl, and Mr.
Beatty largely confined his remarks to
the present railway situation in Can-
ada, touching to some extent upon the
matter of immigration,

Mr. Beatty was introddced by A. J.
Grant, chief engineer of the new Well-
and ship canal, who spoke of him as a
son of the Welland canal district and
a leader in Canadian transportation,
and as the president of a company that
had done more than any other agency
to help make Canada a nation,

The chair was taken by E, H. John-
son, chairman of the local branch of
the Institute, and among those present
was Dr. Chevrier of Montreal, Presi-
dent of the Canadian institute, Major
Smith presented Mr. Beatty and Mr.

STRESSES ECONOMY

Says no Work Will Be Under-
taken Unless Absolutely
Necessary.

North Bay, Ont, Nov, 8—Premier
MacKenzie King in the final western
and Ontario speech of his tour here
last night emphasized the need f'or
economy in administering the affairs
of the country and declared that the
greatest problem facing his Govern-
ment was a financial ‘'one. No public
work should be undertaken unless th.e
Goveriment was convinced that is
could aftord in view of the present
“staggering” debt.

His Gove:nment, he said, had turn-
ed a Conservalive deficit of $90,000,000
into a surplus of $35,000,000 and hgd
felt that the best thing to do to aid
a mew prosperity .would be to lesson
taxes. The sales tax and others had
been taken off and taxes reduced some
$24,000,000. “Perhaps we have taken

to balance our budget, when the time
comes.”

He believed that there were better
times abead and said that Canada was
in a far better condition than the
United States where a high tariff wall
has failed to give prosperity.

54,000 New Settlers
Arrived This Season

Quebec, Nov. 8—From April 28 last
when the Canadian Pacific Minnedosa,
the first passenger liner to reach this
port from overseas during the present
season of navigation, tied up at Que-
bec, until yesterday afternoon, when
the Canadian Pacific Montlaurier ar-
rived, 98,867 passengers of all classes
crossed the ocean to this port, includ-
ing 12,807 cabin and third class passen-
gers who were destined for the U. S.
leaving a balance of 86,060 for Canada.
They were brought on 159 steamers.

It is estimated that of those arriving,
the Immigrants would total about 70
per cent. or over 60,000 of these as far
as can be ascertained, about 90 per
cent. would be new settlers on the land
throughout the Dominion. This means
that the country has benefited to the
extent of more than 54,000 additional
tillers of soil via the port of Quebec
in slightly more than six months.

Claim For Property.

Chancery appeal is that of James W.
MecGuirée of Frederioton, and concerns
real estate in the ofty of Fredericton
which the plaintife alleges was held by
his wife, since deceased, in trust.

The appeal
on. behalf of the defendant is from the
verdict brought in by the fury at the
trial before Chief Justice Barry on the
court of Kings Bench which was for
the plaintiff on four points out of five,
The appeal in Melliday, administrator,
etc. vs. Raymond and Doherty Co., Ltd.,
is on behalf of Iranie] McCarthy, father
of Thomas McCarthy, the latter having
been fatally injured in the Royal Hotel,
8t. Johp, while employed as a fireman.
Negligence on the part of the employers
was alleged, and the father claimed to
be a dependent of the son as the latter
was paying his board. Chief Justice
Barry held that the father was not a
dependent. .

In the appeal of Demmings et aj] vs.
Bedell et al, the defendants H. Lee
Bedell and James W. Howlett, are ap-
bealing from the judgment of Chief
Justice Barry, which makes them liable
for their share of loss as two of 26 per-
sons who entered into an agreement
with the Maritime United Farmers Co-
operative, Ltd.,, for the marketing of
produce. A loss of $8,637.89 was incur-
red on the transaction, and action was

brought to recover the share due from
those who had not pald their part of
the Joss. The case was tried at And-
over. The defendants allege that the
agreement was vold because the com-
pany never executed it, and also be-
cause potatoes were bought from per-
sons who were not & party to the agree-

MORE BUSINESS, . .
SAYS C. P. R. GENERAL

That the reduction in port charges
will make for additional business dur-
ing the season was an opinion expressed
today by J. M. Woodman, general
superintendent of the C. P. R. New
Brunswick district, who is in receipt
otf an inquiry regarding the accommo-
dations for tramp steamers,

The query came from the foreign
freight agent of the C. P. R. in Mont-
real, and asked for detafls regarding
asccommodations for the months of De-
cember and January for tramp steam-
ers to carry graln shipments,

Mr. Woodman said -it was evident
that the reduction in the port charges
has attracred outside shipping interests
and the result should be an increase in
steamship business.

“We will carry our full services
from West St. John this winter.

DRIVEN THIRTY-NINE
YEARS AGD FRIDAY

Many of Men Employed
Then are Still With
Company.

STARTED IN 1881

First Sod on Canada’s Great
Railway was Turned in
British Columbia.
Al TR

Friday was the thirty-ninth anniver-
sary of the driving of the last spike in
the main line of the Canadian Pacific
Railway, an event which consolidated
the work of Confederation, and made
Canada a nation. A survey of the pres-
ent roll of officers and employes of the
company, says the Montreal Gazette,
revealed a surprisingly large number of
men still on the active list who were
in the service on that now far distant
seventh day of November, 1885. Some
of them are still almost as hearty as
they then were.

Among these were noted Messrs. I. G.
Ogden, the vice-president In charge of
the company’s financial affairs, who re-
cently celebrated his eightieth birthday
by a long day in his office; G. M.
Bosworth, chairman, Canadian Pacific
Steamships; E. J. Herbert, first assist-
ant general passenger agent; F. O.
Hopkins, assistant general passenger
agent; A. C. S. Shaw, compiler of time-
tables; T, A. Riddell, auditor’s depar!-
ment. These officials are all in Mont-
real. There are still a number of others
in minor positions, here and on other
parts of the system. The latter in-
clude George Munro, pioneer track-
layer of the Canadian Pacific, now liv-

ing jn Vancouver, B. Ci, who actually |’

worked on the section where the last
spike was driven at the time of the

° ceremony.

The vast majority of those still on
the pay-roll who were in the sel:vlce
ini 1885 were then,.of course, boys.
The great %ﬁne—%-wmqh all Canada
had been anxiously waifjug ever since
Confederation and especially since May,
1881, when the first sod was turped,
took place at 9.80 a., m. at a spot now
known as Craigellachie, about 28 miles
west of Revelstoke, B. C., the exact
point being marked at present by an
obelisk beside the track. The name of
the place commemorates the stirring
message sent by one of the makers of
the company to his colleagues at a time
when the “possibility of the line ever
being completed seemed very far off
and failure, due to financial difficulties,
very nefif: “Stand fast, Craigellachie!”
the slogan of the fighting Grants.

Those present included Sir Donald
A., Smith, William Van Horne, man-
ager of construction, and Sandford
Fleming, who had picked the trans-
continental: route. The former was
afterwards elevated to the peerage as
Lord Strathcona and Mount Royal,
while the latter were subsequently
knighted for their services. Sir Donald
Smith was given the task of honor. Be-
sides other railway officials, two train-
loads of excursionists, some members
of the Northwest Mounted Police, and
the laborers were also on the scene.

Historic Event Descriffed.

Sandford Fleming thus described the
historic event: “It was no ordinary
occasion; the scene was in every re-
spect noteworthy, from the groups
which composed it, and the circum-
stances which had brought together so
many human beings in this spot in the
heart of the mountains, until recently
an untracked eolitude. All present were
more or less affected by a formality
which was the crowning effort of years
of labor, intermingled with doubts and
fears, and of oft renewed energy to
overcome what at times appeared ung
surmountable obstacles. Moreover,
was it not the triumphal termination
of numerous failures, the successful
solution of the frequently repeated at-
tempts of the British people, ever since
America had been discovered, to find a
new route to Asia? The blows on the
spike were repeated until it was driven
home. A cheer spontaneously broke
forth, no ordinary cheer. The subdued
enthusiasm, the pent-up feelings of men
fami iar with hard work, now found
vent.”

There was, however, no speech-
making, no banquet, no display. Whex
called upon for a few remarks, Mr.
Van Horne simply said, “All 1 have
got to say is that the work has been
well done every way.”

“The last spike,” he had long before
announced, “will be just an iron spike,
as good an iron spike as any on the
road.” Apropos of this point, an inter-
esting event took place in Vancoauver
last May, when Mr. Munro, who took
possession of the steel spike which was
substituted for that drivén by Sir Don-
ald Smith, presented the treasured relic
to E. W. Beatty, chairman and presi-
dent of the company.

So tremendous has been the expansion
of the Canadian Pacific since the main
line was completed that it seems almost
impossible of achievement in thirty-
nine years. Gross earnings, for ex-
ymple, have gone up from $10,081,803, in
1886, to $195,887,089 in 1923, working
expenses from $6,378,317 to $158.358,-
079, and net earnings from $3,703,486
to $87,479,010.

NEW COUPLINGS
FOR ENGLISH ROADS

London, Oct. 22.—(1-v ‘mail.)—Eng-
lish railroads are to adopt the auto-
matic couplings as used in Canada and
the United States and throw over their
present system of coupling with heavy
iron chains which has fastened together
Fngllsh cars since Victoria’s youth.

HITBY AUTONOBILE
DIES FROM INIURY

officially opened by the Canadian Na-
tional Railways at Moncton tonight by
W. D. Robb, vice-president in charge
of radio of the Canadian National
Railways, and was dedicated by ‘him
to the service of the Maritime Prov-
inces. .
The new station forms the ninth
link in the chain of radio broadrast-
ing facilities which the Canadian Na-
tional Railways are flinging across the
Dominion and, like each of the eother

reight stations in service, CNRA is to

be devoted to the interests of the com-
munity which it serves.

This means that, instead of having
to listen to concerts and news broad-
cast from stations in the United States
or in distant sections of Canada, the
Maritimes will have their own news
and concerts supplied by their own
talent and they will be able to utilize
the station to radiocast the opportu-
nities which the provinces by the sea
offer to the holiday seeker, the inves-
tor, the agriculturalist and the indus-
trialist.

It will operate on a wave length of
435 metres and it is of sufficient pow-
ent to broadcast its voice not only lo
all parts of the Maritimes but south
along the full Atlantic seaboard of the
United States. As the Winnipeg sta-
tion of the Canadian National Rail-
ways has been heard in Honolulu and
the Calgary station received in New
Zealand, it is not beyond the bounds
of possibility that the new Moncton
station will be heard in Great Britain
and on the Eidropean Continent. The
station will come on the air twice a
week.

The opening programme was of 2
high order. Artists who have contri-
buted to radio programmes of the Can-
adian National Railways in other Can-
adian cities were brought to Moncton
for the occasion and the programme
rendered was well balanced and cal-
culated to please all tastes.

ALL REPUBLICANS
Only Setback was Triumph

of Mrs. Ferguson in

New York, ‘Nov. 8—A striking fea-
ture of the election is the political
comeback of the Ku Klux Klan. The
candidates endorsed by the masked or-
ganization have apparently scored
sweeping victories in Indiang, Kansas,
Colorado and Oklahema, and later re-
turns may add Montana to the list.
The one notable exception is Texas,
where the anti-Klan Democrats for a
second time in three months rallied to
the support of Mrs. Miriam A. Fergu-
son and carried the woman candidate
for Governor to an impressive triumph/

ticket by the Klan voters.

The outstanding Klan victories were
those of Ed Jackson for Governor of
Indiana, Ben S. Paulen for Governor
of Kansas, W. B. Pine, United States
Senator from Oklahoma; Colonel Rice
Means, United States Senator from
Colorado and Clarence C. Morley for
Governor of Colorado, Senator Arthur
Capper of Kansas is also said to have!

In the case of Mr. Pine, who is an
Okmulgee oil millionaire, the Republi-
cans ‘owe that accesstion to their ranks
to the hobded men of Oklahoma. it
was the Klan that made Mr. Pine's
nomination possible, and it was large-
ly the Klan which gave him an ove
whelming victory in a State w
went almost as emphatically Demb-
cratic for most of the other offices, in-
cluding that of Presideni. The Demo-
crats of Oklgshoma, among them Gov-
ernor Trapp and Chairman Davidson
of the State Committee, have openly
charged that prior to his nomination
Mr. Pine was a member in good stand-
ing of the Okmulgee Klan. Mr. Pine
denied his membership, and declared
that he was neither “Klan nor anti-
Klan” candidate.

Set Up Walton to Beat Him.

It is likewise asserted by some of the
leading Democrats of Oklahoma that
the Klan played a commanding part
in puttiog over J. C. Walton, who was
impeached and removed from office last
year, as the Democratic nominee.

It was
pointed out to the Vancouver represen-
tative that while the eastern ports of
Canada were desirous of increasing
their. port traffic they had no wish to
rob Vancouver of the trafic-it was en-
titled to. When asked whether he
would be im accord with a suggestion
that Medicine Hat be fixed upon as the
dividing line area between the east and
west, he expressed the opinion that
Vancouver should be allowed to go as
far as Winnipeg.

The fact that gince the suspension of
the Crow’s Nest agreement the Van-
couver newspapers are urging. that Win-
nipeg be created a dividing line for
eastern and western trafi¢, impresses
the need for the Dominion Government,
the Board of Railway Commissioners,
as well as eastern members of Parlia-
ment and advocates of .eastern ports,
giving close consideration not only ta
rate reductions but also to the selection
of such divisional points as would pro-
vide both east and west with ample
grain and other forms of shipment.

My opinion may be wrong, but it is
my belief that the bulk of Canada'’s
grain area is west of Winnipeg, there-
fore the choice of Winnipeg as a di-
visional point, while it possesses many
local advantages, would be somewhat
disastrous to Maritime Province ports.
Either Medicine Hat, or a point mid-
way between Medicine Hat and Win-
nipeg that would be in close touch with
both transcontinental lines should he
determined upon. Justice should he
done to both sides of Canada if both
are to expand, otherwise it would tend
to weaken this section of the British
Empire. v

By all means, let us strive to build
up Canada, both east and west.
