Vote of Workers Shows Six
to One Against Cut
in Wages.

COMPANIES FIRM

Say They Will Maintain the
Award of Railway
Wages Board,

(By Canadian Press.)

London, Jan. 12.—The loco-
motive men’s organization offi-
cially announced today that a
railway strike in Great Britain
was inevitable and might occur
atany time as a result of “the
failure of negotiations between
the companies and the engine-
men over the question of a wage

regd justment.
The society asserted that the
had refused to make any

concessions. J. Bromley, secre-
tary of the Associated Society of
Locomotive Engineers and Fire-
men, announced that the atti-
tude of the companies was ab-
solutely uncompromising. He
added that the union was per-
fecting its arrangements for the
calling of the strike at a time
which would not now be made
public.

Dispute Over Wages.

This dispute arose over the findings
of the railway wages board, a decis-
jon which the locomotive men assert
reduces their weekly wage out of pro-
portion to the cost of living.

The society polled its members with
regard to the acceptance or rejection 9!
the finding and the returns show a six
to one majority agalnst taking the re-
duction.

Representatives of the society met the
railway men in London and reported
the outcome of the ballot. Another
prolonged conference was held yester-
day at which the road officials promis-
ed to consider the points raised by the
employes,

This morning the companies replied
that they could make no concessions
and would abide by the wages board
award which, they said, had been ac-
cepted by the other two railway unions
—the National Union of Railwaymen
and the Railway Clerks Association.

Mr. Bromley later announced that a
strike would not take place immediate-
ly and said that unless the men were
otherwise instructed they would cease
work at a time already decided upon.
Unofficially, it is reported, that the
workers are not likely to be called out
before the end of next week.

Involves 63,000

The dispute involves 68,000 members
of the union. If a strike occurs the
union claims it will tie up all the rail-
ways in England and Scotland but not
those of Ireland. Whether the strike
is entirely effective will depend, It is
thought, largely upon the attitude of
the National Union of Rallwaymen,
which accepted the wages award.

KAMOURASKA LOSES

Court Decision Over Collision
With Fanad Head is Given in
Montreal.

Montreal, Jan. 12—That a collision
which occurred in the St. Lawrence
River between the S.S. Kamouraska
and the 8.S. Fanad Head on June 20
last, wag caused by the excessive
speed and wrongful starboarding of
the former vessel is the judgment now
handed down in the superior court
here.

Action was taken against the Kam-
ouraska by the owners of the Fanad
Head in the sum of $50,000 and judg-
’ment was given agalnst the Kamou-
raska.

Another action brought by the dwn-
ers of the Kamouraska against the

' $25,000 was dismissed. .

Philadelphia Clean-Up Men Now
to Campaign Against Invisible
Vice.

Philadelpbia, Jan. 12. — Brigadier-
Gen. S. D. Butler, director of public
safety, announced last night that 973
of the city’s 1,200 saloons had been
closed in his opening offensive. ‘lde
said that he intended to close the re-
mainder. :

The meeting went
an record unanimously to cons'dering
the Bay route a more important ques-
tion than tariffs.

She is certain that it was during
Christmas week, because she had been
working at night and during the course
of a comversation' with Mrs, Whiteside
remarked’ that she was. tired and men-
tioned the fact that their store was
open at nights.

Mrs. Whiteside had made a com-
ment and this had led up to the dis-
cussion regarding the night work.

‘Mr§~ Schmidt * had - kpown Mrs.
Whiteside for many years and as a
result had conversed more freely with
her than she woald have with a strang-
er. Mrs. Schmidt had remarked to Mrts.
Whiteside how well she was looking
and when she was leaving accompanied
her to the elevator.

Seek Milk Dealer

An effort was made by a representa-
tive of The Times this morning to
learn who supplied Mrs. Whiteside
with milk. This belng a perishable ar-
ticle of food, it was hoped to establish
just what day she received her last
supply. James Sheehan, a grocer in East
St. Jobn, informed The Times that she
dealt at his store. He said she occa-
sionally purchased milk from him, but
did not know where she obtained it at
other times. His records show that she
purchased a quart of milk from him on
December 10 and on December 18
again visited his store and obtained
provisions. This was the last time that
she was in his store. :

1t has now been established that Mrs.
Whiteside was alive and well on De-
cember 17 if not at a latce day that
week, from the fact that a boy student
in the East St. John school saw her
sitting in her kitchen on December 17
or Tuesday December 18, and also that
she visited F. W. Daniel & Co., Ltd.
store during Christmas week.

The members of the detective de-
partment, who are working on the
murder mystery, had nothing to give
out this morning for publication. It
was announced that they were continu-
ing their investigations both in East
St. John and in the city proper.

The detectives this morning were
non-committal regarding the search for
Walter G. Potter, who is in the United
States. It is understood, however, that
he has not been located.

One of the problems facing the local
authorities Is to secure evidence that
will lead to the conviction of the per-
petrator of the murder. With this ob-
ject in view they are working day and
night in a hope to pick up new clues.

TO MEET CABINET

Will Lay Before Premier King
Programme of Legislation to
be Asked For.

Ottawa, Jan. 12—(Canadian Press)
—Members of the executive council of
the ‘I'rades and Labor Congress of
Canada will meet Premfier King and
other members of the Dominion Cab-
inet on Mondav and will lav before
them the programme of legislation to
be asked for by organized labor.

Tom Moore, president of the orga-
nization, said: “The congress repre-
sents more than 150,000 organized
workers scattéred throughout the in-
dustrial centres from the Atlantic to
the Pacific and its expressions have
been recognized for years as reflecting
the opinions of the workers generally
throughout Canada.

“Many important events have occur-
red during thé last year, including the
despatch of troops in Nova Scotia
during the recent strike. Workers
have been arrested and imprisoned on
charges of sedition and it is no secret
that the Congress executive has been
constantly endeavoring to secure
amendments to this law and the re-
lease of those still imprisoned under
lt-.‘

Serious Situation Arise$
Over Questions in Palat-

London, Jan. 12.—The ens
tente between Britain and
France, which has been hanging
by a thread for months past,

| may be snapped over the Palat-

inate question. A grave situa-
tion has been created within the
past twenty-four hours and if thé
Marquis Curzon insists on send~
ing the British consul from Mun-
ich into the Palatinate in spite
of the fact that France has ex:
pressed her disapproval of such
a move, the breach between
Britain and France which has
shown signs of healing —sines
Poincare’s conciliatory attitude
atl the last conference may be
burst open again irrevocably.

Much will devend cn how far
France is willing to back up the
Palatinate separatist movement
and whether the authorities re-
sponsible for the separation will
go so far as to insist on the legal-
ity of their proclamations which
are due to come into force to-
day. i
May Take Action,

If the Scpa’ ratists continue to defy
the German Reich and if they are
urged to continue this defiance by
France, as Lord Curzon persists is
the case, Britain may take drastic ac-
tion and withdraw her treops from®
the occupied area and throw up her
hands, leaving France and Germany
to settle their own dispute about
reparations. Britain has protested in
the strongest possible terms against
France giving the movement to sef
up & new State in the Palatine its
and financial support. The
British note followed the murder of
Heintz, the president of the autorbm-
ous government. Unless the decrees of
the Separatists are denounced by the
Allies and unless France withdrawg
her almost open support of the Pala-
tinate Separatists, Britain will take
strong measures.

The Palatine government registered
decrees with the allied Rhineland Com-
mission on January 2, and the British
representatives of that commission,
ILord Kilmarnock, eldést son of the
Earl of Errol, who has had a long ex-
perience in foreign office negotiations
and is regarded as one of the ablei&
men in that service, voted against ac~
ceptance of such decrees or their regis-
tration with the commission. He was
overruled by France and Belgium.
Lord Curzon supported the stand taken
by the British representative, believ-

iing that the Separatist movement fis

not the spontaneous protest of the
people of that area, but is an en-
gineered movement organized from
outside and that if French support was
withdrawn it would collapse, just as
other Putsches in the Rhineland and
around Dertrund have failed in the
past.

Lord Curzon has now taken the
stand that the action of the Rhineland
Commission is overriding the protest
of Britain and that legalizing the de-
crees of the Separatist was ultre
vires, and it is on this issue that the
tussle with France will be joined.

As a matter of fact there will likely
be a temporary healing of the diffi-
culty for two reasons. In the first
place France is anxious to spar for
time until she sees what sort of a gov-
ernment is permanently settled in the
saddle, and, secondly, she has domes-
tic elections of her own to come on in
April, and already former Premier
Briand is out on the warpath after M.
Poincare’s scalp, and the latter will
not be anxious to antagonize any large
section of the voters, and for this rea-
son will be inclined to walk particu-
larly warily.

The feeling around Mannhelm is
aroused and clashes between the Separ-
atists and Reich troops are confidently
expected.

DANGER FROM
FLOATING MINES

Are Menace to Navigation
Five Years After the
Great War,

| Copenhagen, Jan. 12.—Notwithstand-

ing the fact that it is more than five
years since the world war ended the
_seas have not been entirely freed of
| mine flelds and those remaining are a
| constant menace to navigation. Captain
Zieler, chief of the Danish hydrographic
office, recently said that energetic work
| has been done to sweep up the various
|anchored mine fields, but the number
of mines laid and the long time they
have been lying has resulted in a num-
ber getting free of their moorings and
they are now drifting about ocean
highways like infernal machines.

Captain Zieler said that the most fre-
quent reports of floating mines come
from the North and Baltic Seas, in
which the largest mine flelds were es-
tablished. Helsingfors recently sent
{out urgent warning to navigators to
exercise extreme caution in the south-
ern part of the Gulf of Finland, where
a number of mines had been observed.
Captain Zieler disputes the theory that
the mines are not dangerous when
floating.

Of the known anchored mine fields
Captain Zieler said there is now only
one big fleld west of the Gulf of Cron-
stadt. This enables Russia to com-
pletely control the approach to Petro-
grad, as all navigation to that port
must go via the two-mile broad mine-
swept channel which can easily be
closed if desired, as well a8 a number
of small fields in the Black Sea which
 stop the free navigation to the Russian
ports there. ’

The field west of the Gulf of Cron-
stadt stretches from the south end of
Hogland eastward into. the mouth of
the Gulf of Cronstadt. The northern
boundary is formed by a line from
Hogland over Sommers, Nerva, Halll
and Alvati. The southern boundary
runs over Little Tjuters and Great
Tjuters to about 15 miles north of
Narva. A mine-swept channel, two
miles brgad, buoyed, leads from the
south end of Hogland to the mouth of
the Gulf of Cronstadt where the light-
vessel “Priemny” lies at anchor with
pilots aboard for the pul:leou of guid-
in> vessels further on. The depth in
Petrograd Sea Canal is now 8.5 metres.

Attention is also drawn to the fact
that the lighting and buoyage of the
Gulf of Cronstadt have been consider-
ably altered.

SEAAND MAN FIGHT
BATTLE ON COASTS

Pounding of Waves Tearing
Down Shore Lines of
United States.

Washington, Jan. 11—(United Press)
—The ceaseless pounding of the sea on
the Atlantic and Gulf Coasts of the
United States is inexorably tearing
down these shore lines of the nation,

Colonel E. Lester Jones, director of the
Coast and Geodetic Survey, said today.

Winds, waves and currents have
Joined in an endless battle against the
redubts of the coasts and irresistibly
are eating the beaches landward, top-
ping earth, trees, and even towns, into
the booming surf, Jones declared.

“In the time of storm, the szone of
shallow water adjacent to the shore is
like some huge mill in which the ma-
terials subject to wave action are torn
from their resting places, selzed npon
by the whirling waters &nd berne
away to find an eventual resting place
in the sheltered bays and lagouns, or

in offshore depths so great that wsave:

attack ‘can have no appreciable cftect
on the bottom,” the veteran chief of
the charting division of the govein-
ment said. \

“Until comparatively recent years
these beaches w as a rule, desclste,
uninhabited stretches of sand dunes
and undergrowth, of no economic
importance,” Jones continued. “Recent-
ly, however, the development of better
transportation facilities, as exemplificd
by the motorboat, the automobile and
trolley, has made them accessible to
the great centres of population adja-
cent to the coast, with the result that
millions of people now visit them
annually in search of rellef from the
more rigorous climatic conditions of
the neighboring cities.

Attacked by Sea.

“The rule has been that within a
short time after these seaside resorts
have come into existence they have
been confronted with the necessity of
finding some means of checking this
encroachment of the sea upon their
improved properties.

“To this struggle they have devoled|
themselves with an earnestness born of
the realization that their continucd
existence depends upon a successful
outcome of the fight.

“Yet, in these fights the sea, In a de-
plorable number of cases, has been the
victor. Some communities have suc-
ceeded In at least temporarily protect-
ing themselves. Others, however, have
fought a losing fight. One can scarce-
ly visit any long-improved section cf
these coasts without hearing stories of
beautiful properties undermined and
swept away, along with the structures
that have been erected in their de-
fense; or of communities that have
almost bankrupted themselves in the
fight only to see the result of their
efforts destroyed in some gale of un-
usual severity. .

Fought Under Water.

“The decisive part of nature’s battle
between sea and land is fought be-
neath the surface of the water, where
it is Invisible to the observer. Only
the final result can be directly seen,
and this result does not indicate the
vicissitudes of the struggle -of which
it is the outcome.”

This, Jones declared, is one of the
outstanding reasons for the indifferent
success of efforts at protection—lack
of knowledge of the precise nature and
methods of the attacking forces or of
the degree of resistance to attack offer-
ed by the various physiographic forms
which characterize the shores.

He urged comleter inshore surveys
to afford bases of observation of the
evolution of these attacks and the can-
sequent development of means of more
effective protection.

NEW SOURCES OF
WEALTH FOUND

Qil and Minerals Discovered
~ in Empire of the
Soviets.

Moscow, Jan. 12.—Soviet Russia has
been unable, so far, to do much to-
wards the rehabilitation of her exist-
ing mines, but scarcely a day passes
that some new discovery of mineral or
oil deposits is not reported.

The Russians themselves have long
known that various unexplored regions
of the north and Siberia hold some of
the richest metal deposits in the world.
During the past year dozens of scien-
tific expeditions have been sent ou? to
investigate the possibilities of these

regions.

From Vladivostok it Is reported that
the commission of Professor Polevoy,
which has returned from Kamtchatka,
announces it was successful in finding
great sources of ofl there, so plentiful
| that it literally could be squeezed from
| the clay.

Another commission explored the

{ Tongussky basin, near the rivers Yen-
' esei,. Lena and Angara in Siberia. At
| Novonikolaievssk this commission an-
i nounced the discovery of great coal-
fields in the basin. Platinum and
graphite also were found.
! Explorations are continuing in the
| Kola peninsula, where last year a num-
_ber of hitherto unknown metals were
discovered, in the mountainous dis-
"tricts between the Arctic and the
| White Sea. These metals are sup-
[posed to haye been of - meteorlogical
origin,

Work also is continuing in the ex-
ploration of the huge field of magnetic
ifron ore in the Kursk province in
| South Central Russia, which for a
'number of years has been known to
exist and was extensively studied by
' seientists as the “Kursk Anomaly.” In
this region the magnetic strength of
| the ore is such that compasses point
| toward it instead of to the magnetic
| pole in the north. Estimates as to the
| quantity of iron ore in the field vary,
but suffcient boring has been done to
indicate that it is probably the largest
individual iron deposit yet discovered. ¢

While some of the more enthusiastl.c
scientists have recommended fmmedi-
ate development of the newly discov-
ered natural wealth, the government’s
economic policy seems to be to put
existing mines in good shape before
putting any of the limited amount of
money at its disposal into properties
which may not produce for some years.

Branch of the Canadian Red Cross al|ihe treasurer's statement showing that |

the annual meeting yesterday and tnis!

this important office. In accepling the
position he made a plea for more sup-
port of the work locally. The reports
submitted by the branches showed
that the interest in the work was bcing!
kept up in a most encouraging maarer,
and prospects for the future oright. |
The special committee appointed to!
consider the matter of finances will
take up this important question at
once.

Afternoon Session. !

Appreciation was expressed by F. B.
Ellis for the splendid work dome by
Rev. Canon R. A. Armstrong for the
society and the community.

Presideat’s Address,

In his address as president R. T.
Hayes referred to the unequalled war
time service of the society. In the
mmain he said the works of the society
liad been carried on by women. Now
after the war the funds were used to
_care for the soldiers in hospital tnd to
foster public health. New Brunswick
division was given $20,000 from. Central
Council for establishing nursing service
and it was hoped the municipalities
would carry on this service. Indirectly
the Red Cross funds induced taxation.
Now the fiinds were not available for
the care of the soldiers, who were the
first charge of the society, and to carry
on the administration except what
could be raised locally. The soldiers in
hospital came from every county in the
province and were now well looked af-
ter by the hospital committee.

As for the public health work, he
thought Miss Melklejohn’s report
showed sufficiently how necessary and
beneficial the work ha& been. The
Junior Red Cross he comsidered the
hope of the future and he knew its su-
pervisors had the confidence of the edu-
cational authorjties.

Junior Red Cross.

Miss Jessie Lawson gave the Junior
Red Cross report covering a year and
a half. Expenses totalled $3,465.78 in
the first year and, exclusive of salaries,
$628.91 for the six months of the new
year. The disabled children’s fund,
made up of 15 cents from each of the
%5 cent junlor fees, had on hand at the
cend of the year $12.48. The capital
fund of the Juniors made dp of the
other ten cents of the children’s fees
liad on hand $96.05 at the end of the
vear and had been drawn on to provide
prizes. The Juniors raised $180.74 for
Japan. Their disabled children’s fund
had provided care for Cedric, a club-
foot case; Angus, & wry-neck case, and
“Juliette, a rickets case, cared for at the
Evangeline Home, which institution
charged only 810 a month for her spe-
cial care. Thes three cases were cured

and were now at home and Mary, the
fourth, a diseased hip joint case, was
still in hospital. She would remain un- |
tii next May or later. !

IMlore Than 2,000 Members. !

_ Miss Lawson told of the results of |
junior Red Cross in the increase in|
weight and improved health of the
children. Scrap books made by the,
children were found the best in Canada
and sent to L.ondon for exhibition.

throughout the province. At the|
present time there were 90 branches in |
13 counties with more than 2,000 mem- |
bers. Carleton county was the bmner|
county and in Hartland every grade in |
the school was a Junior Red Cross|
branch.

E. A. Schofield spoke on behalf of |
the Red Cross memorial workshops,
telling of many more men having been
taken on the roll. The D. 8. C. R. was
upholding the financial end but the co-
operation of the Red Cross was very
necessary. There were now 84 men on
the roll and, under Superintendent J. C.
Stackhouse’s able administration, good
work was being done. Toy-making for
the trade was looked to as the big end
for the workshops.

Mr. Stackhouse -said more work of a
simpler nature was needed and he ap-
appealed to the Red Cross to call on
the men for simple household work.
Some new machinery had been in-
stalled, skates and scissors could be
sharpened and all shop work could be
undertaken.

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THE HEALTH CENTRE

Chiet Justice at the
Health Centre
needed emphasis upon the contrast be-
tween what the city and county spend
for curative purposes and what they
spend In preventive work. The work of
the Health Centre is chiefly preventive.
It is saving children. It is checking
disease. It is checking the spread of
disease. It is a great agency for the
promotion of public health in this com-
munity. Rev. Father McDermott very
l‘.lenrly pointed out in his address last

_evening that if Canada saved more
of her babies she would not need to
! spend as much money on immigration,
and that if there were such institu-
tions as the Health Centre scattered
all over thegcotintry the benefit would
be very great. Very appealing was the
address of Rev. J. S. Bonnell, on the
blessedness of that giving which makes
such institutions as the Health Centre
possible. Hon. Dr. Roberts appealed to
the citizens to inform themselves on
the nature and extent of the work done
there, and be convinced that it de-,
served their fullest co-operation and
support. The Chief Justice paid a great
tribute to the Minister of Health and
declared that in his public health work
he is erecting a monument which the
vicissitudes of politics can uever de-
" stroy. ]
- The subject with which last night's
‘meeting dealt is of vast importance.
These matters relating to public health
are fundamental. They lie at the base
of community welfare. Responsibility
for the public health, in the light of
modern knowledge, cannot be evaded.
The death rate from tuberculosis alone
in this city has been cut in two within
a comparatively féw years. In every
direction gn:)d resuits follow preventive
measures.

The city of St. John has the finest
Health Centre to be found on this con-
tinent. This assertion is not made on
the authority of anybody in St. John,
bit of experts in public health work
from abroad. The value of the work
done is of the highest value,

Consider what are found under its
roof. There is first the Board of Health.
There is the District Health Officer.
There are also the medical school in-
spector, the tuberculosis, dental, social
hygiene, well-baby and other clinics;
end, in addition, other activities re- |
lating to public health are centred here.

The Health Centre does not over-
lap. It does not clash with the General
Public Hospital or the County Hos-
E\ital. It is doing a great and needed
work. To deny this would be to put
oneself beyond the pale or intormed in-
telligence.

THE CATTLE EMBARGO

The fact that Great Britain now
needs Canadian cattle moves the Hali-
fax Chronicle to say:—

“It 1s the irony of fate that owing
to the prevalence of the foot and
mouth disease which is causing a seri-
ous depletion of the cattle herds in
Great Britain, appeal is now being
made co Canada to replenish the dairy
stock of the Old Country. The-British
farmers who fought so bitterly against,
and were able to resist so long, the
removal of the embargo on Canadian
cattle imports, probably now will be
able to understand that Britain needs
Canada’s cattle. The present situation
in the Old Country has shown how
ill-advised was the position of the op-
nonents of the admission of cattle from
Canada.”

BOYS' PARLIAMENTS

Manitoba -and Saskatchewan each
bas an Older Boys’ Parliament.

THE BOK PEACE PLAN

(Ottawa Citizen.)

PLENTY OF PROOF.

(Bangor Commercial.)

Senator Borah desires that Secretary
Hughes prove his case against the Rus-
sian Soviet government and suggested
that the evidence offered by Mr.
Hughes was ancient and not reflecting
present conditions. The latest testi-
mony advanced by Secretary Hughes
should satisfy Mr. Borah that the ef-
fort to bring about a revolution in this
country is still being continued by
leaders of the Russian Soviet and
attempts to set this aside as carried on
by a few ultra communists and not
sanctioned by the government leaders
fall in the face of proof.

Mr. Hughes now makes public a
message 10 American communists from
Zinovief, who ranks with Lenine and
Trotzky as the big three of Russian
leaders. The message is perfectly plain
and advocates all steps to bring about
a revolution here to join with a world
revolution of the proletariat. The
Soviet leaders have not ceased their
propaganda in this country but are
carrying it on constantly. They have
not relinquished their dream of a
Soviet world and they are doing their
best to stir up strife in the United
States at the same time that they are
pleading for recognition of their gov-
ernment as a friendly one.

They will not succeed now or In
the future until they cease their un-
friendly efforts and this will not hap-
pen until the Russian government is
remade.

THE DOLE SYSTEM

(Saskatoon Star.)

In a recent article in the Fortnightly
Review, Lt-Col. D. C. McLogan,
D. S. O., declares that the unemploy-
ment dole in Great Britain is destroy-
ing self-reliance and perpetuating the
very evils it was intended to relieve.

Self-discipline is recognised by ,all
moral philosophers as the very founda-
tion of human integrity and growth.
The dole, however, is merely one fact-
or, and perhaps a minor and tempor-
ary factor in those modern tendencies
which destroy self-discipline. “Good as
all efforts to improve the standard of
community life admittedly are” says
Col. McLogan, “unless care is exercised
they may create the very weaknesses
which we aim at removing. Unfortun-
ately, the growth of a communal sense
of responsibility for the individual has
created the possibility of dependence.”

Closely-knit modern life has made us
all dependent upon one another to a
degree never before approached. Then
the Great War, with its military dis-
cipline and its imposition of paternalis-
tic policies and virtual despotism upon
the government, shifted tl)ne sense of
responsibility from the individual to
the state or to the commander. As a
result we have seen practically a whole
generation of young people start upon
their adulthood with a completely
happy-go-lucky selfishness which is a
source of painful amazement to their
more upright elders. The stern quali-
ties have been melted away, the will-
ingness to accept something for noth-
ing, to organize outcries for the pur-
pose of forcing the government (re-
garded as a sort of Santa Claus) to
give favored treatment, was well-nigh
universal for a few years. In fact it is
only now in Canada that we see the
beginnings of a return to self-rellance— |

and in Canada the nature of the coun-

y and the heredity of the people is
such as to make self-reliance the most
prominent of the indigenous gualities.

The
newly organized company In which
iseveral Fredericton men are interested,
one of them heing a former Campbell-
ton boy, will get out three million feet
of lumber this winter and will in the
early spring put in sufficient portable
mills to prepare it for the market.

The company will also erect a la‘rgc
mill at Escuminac in the early spring,
in order that operations upon a much
larger scale can be carried on. Some
of the lumber on these limits will be
able to be handled more proﬁtably .by
portable mills, and it is the intention
of the company to continue to operate
portable mills as well as the permanent
mill which the company will erect next
spring.

Veteran Policewoman Urges Use of Rod to Spare America’s Youth From “Approaching Moral Disintegration”

(By Harry B. Hunt.)
Wuhlng‘to.n, Jan 10—America’s morals
The high standard of
American womanhood, on which this
nation’s ideals and development have
largely been based, 1s in danger of de-
struction.

This is a warning for woman by
woman. It voices a belief, reluctantly
developed through years of social ser-
vice and investigation, by Mrs. Mina C.
Van Winkle, chief of the Woman’'s
Bureau, Washington metropolitan police.

As an index of the condition ocon-
fronting the country morally, Mrs. Van
Winkle makes the following startling
statement: :

‘““Men are no longer the pursuers, they
are the pursued!

‘““The complaints of girls running with
boys, and of women seducing men, today
exoeed by one-third the cases in which
boys or men are the aggressors.

“This, police records show, is a gen-
eral condition—widespread, not confined
to a few towns or to the large cities.
Where we used to have to watch the
boys and men, we are compelled now to
watch the girls. 3

“Not only are the girls getting worse,
but they are getting worse earllier. We
find them of all ages, but the vast ma-
jority under 21, Many are only in their
middle teens, many in their early teens,
We have had a number of cases where
girls of only eight to 18 have had to be
dealt with.”

Back of this alarming moral decad-
ence, Mrs, Van Winkle finds the chief
factors to be:

1. Lack of diecipline in home
schools.

2. Sex emphasis and ‘‘vamp” films in
the movies.

8. Slack regard for law, police regula-
tions, social conventions.

Perhaps the most dangerous factor,
she belleves, is the attitude that has de-
veloped in the ‘“best circles,” the
wealthy or the soclally elite.

“The higher we go the more lawless
we find them,” she declares. ‘‘The at-
titude in the ‘better’ homes is that lawsn
were -not passed for them. By their
pesition and ‘Influence’ they are enabled
to disregard the law or escape the pen-
alties of its infraction. This is boasted
of and demonstrated in the home, from
violation of the prohibition law, up and
down.

PRUNE RECIPES.

Does your family refuse to eat plain
every day stewed prunes? Then try
these recipes for luncheon or dinner and
“glip one over on them. The very fact
that the time is out of the ordinary for
serving prunes will aid the housekeeper.
While John may say sternly: ‘“You know
I don't eat stewed prunes’ at breakfast
time I'll warrant he'll eat this prune
cocktail at dinner time without a mur-
mur.

In the winter when succulent vege-
tables are high and in some localities
hard to get, prunes are an important
part of the diet. They should be used
often in some form or other.

Prune Cocktall.

Choose fine large prunes. Allow three
prunes for each person to be served.
Wash well through several waters and
let stand in cold water to cover over
night. Bring slowly to the bolling point
in the same water, reduce heat and sim-
mer until the water is. absorbed and
the prunes are tender but not mushy or
broken. Let stand in the liquid until
cool. When cool cut 4n halves and re-
move stone. Cut each half in two and
put in cocktail glasses. Add one tea-
spoon lemon juice, one teaspoon sugar
and two tablespoons orange juice to eaCh
glass and chill. Serve very cold.

Ring of Prunes.

One pound prunes, 3§ cup Bugar, ¢
teaspoons granulated gelatin, whippad
cream, candied cherries and citron.

Wash prunes well and let stand over
night in cold water to cover. In the
morning stew slowly in this water until
tender but not broken. Drain and meas-
ure juice. There should be two cups,
Soften gelatin in one-quarter cup cold
water and add to boiling prune juice
and sugar. Stir until dissolved. When
cool dip each prune, with the stone re-
moved, into the liquid and place around
s ring mold In rows. When firm to the
touch add the jelly. Let stand in a
cool place until set and cold. Turn out
on a large plate, fill the centre with
whipped cream sweetened and flavored
with vanilla, garnish with the cherries
and thin narrow strips of citron and
serve. This will serve eight persons.
Spiced Prunes.

One pound brown sugar, 1 cup cider
vinegar, 3% cup water, 1 tablespoon pep-
percorns, 2 tablespoons broken bits of
stick cinnamon, 1 tablespoon whole
cloves, 1 orange, 1 lemon, 2 pounds
prunes.

Make a sirup of sugar, water and
vinegar. Add spices tled in a cheese-
cloth bag, orange and lemon sliced and
seeds removed and boil 20 minutes.
Steam prunes until tender and add to
sirup. Cook slowly an hour longer. Re-
move spice bag and pour prunes and
sirup Into sterilized jars and seal.

Salad Prunes.

Scrub prunes and wash through sev-
eral waters. Cover with boiling water,
cover bowl tightly and let stand until
cold. Drain and remove stones. Mix one
Neufchatel! cheese with two tablespoons
finely chopped nuts and enough cream
or olive oil to make molst. Fill prunes
with mixture and serve with head let-
tuce salad with French dressing. This
amount of cheese and nuts will fill 18
large prunes and serve four persons.
Did you ever wash prunes well. re-
move the stones and fill the cavities
with peanut butter? If you like peanut
butter you will like these prunes better
than candy and find them an excellent
sweetmeat for tha kiddies.

Face Lotions

Unearthed in Ruins of Carthage

Thick-lens Spectacles, Terra-cotta Pipe Organ, Perfume Vapor-
izers, and Other Articles Found Twenty-three
Centuries Old.

New Orleans, Jan. 12—Lipsticks and
rouge as well as delicately perfumed
face lotions and powders more than
twenty-three centuries in age have been
unearthed in the ruins of Carthage, ac-
cording to Count Byron Khun De Pro-
rok, archaeologist and artist in a lec-
ture delivered here.

The young scientist has been in
charge of the excavation work at the
ancient city for the last three years
and Is considered one of the world’s
foremost authorities on the subjetc of
archaeology. He said the excavators
also found thick-lens spectacles, terra-
cotta pipe organ, perfume vaporigers,

the tomb of Hannibal and his family,
his elephant stable, the boudoir of a
lady of high rank containing many cos-
mestics and articles of milady’s toilet,
considered new and modern, a temple

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ENGLISH LAW AND AMERICAN ENAGTMENTS |

A British View of Criminal Procedure in the U.'S. Crippled by
Laws So Multiplied That Law Itself Is Cheap

/ {By Sir A. Maurice Low, Correspond- |
ent in Washington of The I.ondon
Morning Post.)

Now that the Chief Justice of the

United States has said that “the ad-
ministration of criminal law in the
United States is a disgrace to civiliza-
tion,” one will not be accused of be-
ing guilty of that easy condescension
of foreigners, of which Americans have
so often complained, if the British and
American administration of the law
ip contrasted, and I cautiously venture
to point out to my American friends
why in the whole of England and Wales
in 1921 there were only sixty-three
murders, while in the City of New
York, in the same period, 260 men and
women were slain.

In America laws are too common and
law i8 too cheap. To an Englishman
a law passed by Parliament is some-
thing to which sanctity is attached and
to be respected, even if he complains of
the folly of lawmakers. But that is the
privilege of the free-born Englishman.
His right to criticize perhaps was guar-
anteed by Magna Charta, I don’t know;
but, at any rate, it is his and no one
can deny him the exercise of that in-
berent right. Grouse as much as he
may, it never occurs to him to show
his contempt for the law by deliben
ately breaking it. :

Laws are too common in America.
There are too many of them. Exclud-
ing the regular supply bills, the output
of a session of Parliament is perhaps
not more than a score of measures. I
have not the precise figures at hand,
but the number s very small. Compare
that with the twenty thousand or more
bills and resolutions introduced in Con-
gress every two years, and then add
the thousands of bills in the State Leg-
islatures, not forgetting the tens of
thousands of ordinances and rules and
regulations, the product of the ingenu-
ity of City Councils, Boards of Alder-
men, Mayors, Commissioners and city
managers. Americans are enmeshed in
laws from the cradle to the grave and
wander through life in a maze ‘of
statutes. They are fortunate if they
are born legally or die lawfully. As for
living in the fear of the law, I am
convinced no American attempts it. It
would be a hopeless endeavor.

Whenever anything becomes com-
mon it ceases to have value. Our annual
increase of laws is so small and is at-
tended with so much difficulty that to
Englishmen a law is not only some-
thing mysterious but the work of the
expert. The average Englishman would
no more glibly talk about drafting a
law than he would about performing a
major surgical operation. No- member
of the House of Commons may as a
right introduce a bill as members of
the House of Representatives can. He
must ask and secure permission; hence
at its inception an English bill is taken !
seriously and must have merit behind |
it; but that does not stand in the|
way of the enactment of legislation
demanded by the country. That is the
duty of the Government and the Gov-
ernment must either satisfy public sen- |
timent or is turned out. In England
we have no bills introduced “by re-
quest” beécause .an influential or per-
sistent constituent puts pressure upon
an indifferent or timid Congressman,
and we have no bills offered by mem-
bers of Parliament to purchase a little
cheap notoriety. In England the busi-
ness of lawmaking is a grave affair, and
men do not take their responsibilities
'ightly. '

An English act is framed carefully
and drafted by men trained in that
work. We do not pass an act about
whose constitutionality there is ques-
tion and leave it to the courts to de-
cide whether it is a valid statute or
5o much waste paper. Of course there
is the difference in- the constitutional
systems of the two eountries. Eng-
land, having no written Constitution,
whatever is the atest enactment of
Parliament is the last amendment to
the Constitution, as a great English
lawyer said; but even with that lati-
tude opportunities atre given for Par-
liument to do unconstitutional things,
and the courts protect the rights and
liberties of the subject against the en-
croachment of Parliament. And, of |
course, there is the difference in tem-
perament and the restraining influ-
ence’ of tradition and national custom.
The Englishman is opposed to slap-
dash methods. He likes to feel him-
self on a solid foundation. When an
act of Parliament leaves his hands he
wants to be certain it is as sound and
rcliable a piece of work as the vessel
that goes down the Clyde way is sea-;
worthy and up to specifications.

In America you have not only made
laws too common and thereby brought
them into contempt, but you have
cheapened the law and made it not
the means by which justice is done,
but turned it into a game by which
the trickster, playing within the rules,
wins. If this is too harsh a criticism—
and after the denunciation of the
Chief Justice nothing, it seems to me,
can be too harsh—let me illustrate:—

In, London a few yYears ago I
strolled into the law courts and by
chance went into one of the criminal
courts. A homicide case was on trial, |
and a woman, of the charwoman class, |
was in the witness box. The prose- |
cuting barrister asked her whether on .
the night of the homicide she was |
drunk, which she denied. He then |
asked her what she had been drinking. :
She said beer; whereupon he pounced |
upon her. At the Coroner’s inquest’
she had testified to drinking ale, now!
what did she mean by saying she had :
been drinking beer?

At this stage the Judge interrupted.
Turning to the witness, he asked her
‘quietly whether she or any of the |
others in the room were drunk on that \‘
night, and she replied they had been |
drinking, but none of them were in-|
toxicated. The Judge then asked her;

what they had been drinking, had
they been drinking whiskey or gin or
spirits of any kind or beer. She said |
none of them had drank spirits, only |
beer or ale. Turning to the counsel, :
the Judge ssid: “The witness has tes- |
iifed they were drinking, but none of |
them were drunk; they had no spirits, |
ouly beer. Now, what difference does |
it make whether it was ale or beer? |
You may go on.”

1 think this trivial incident in the
day’s work in an English court of law |
marks the difference between British |
und American judicial methuds, and |
the difference is fundamental. In |
America the ides seems to be that
the Judge is simply a referes, who sits !

In an American court the prosecut- |
ing attorney would have made much|
of this alleged discrepancy in the testi- |
mony of the witness, possibly taken |
an exception and secured a new trial;|
at any rate, befogged the jury and|
convinced it the woman was a liar,|
and there would have been another|
miscarriage of justice. 1 am not un-;
familiar‘ with the practises of the!
American courts. In my younger days
I was a court reporter, and next to be-|
ing a practicing attorney there is!
nothing so enlightening as being a|
court reporter. ‘Lhe perjury commit-|
ted in the American courts day after|
day is appalling. In the one place\[
where every word is  uttered under|
oath and supposed to be absolute veri-‘
ty there is no less regard for the|
truth than among horse traders dick-‘
ering at a county fair.

On one occasion I was waiting for
a petty debt case to be closed up to
allow an important case to be heard.
The defendant, a former policeman,
was letter perfect in repeating conver-
sations helpful to him, but his mind
was an utter blank when asked the
amounts he alleged to have paid. To
one of the waiting attorneys I said
palpably the man was lying; of course
he was, the attorney admitted; then
why didn’t the Judge stop him, I ask-
ed; oh, said the attorney lightly, that
isn’t for the Judge to do, it’s for the
jury to determine the credibility of
the witness.

In criminal causes there is not only

which the Judge takes no notice, but
the code puts every obstacle in the
way of the State securing a convic-
tion and gives every improper advant-
age to the criminal to escape punish-
ment. In England we have abandoned
the medieval indictment with its ab-
surd circumlocution and redundancy,
and simply charge John Smith with
having killed William Jones on a cer-
tain date, and leave it for the trial
jury to determine whether he com-
mitted murder or acted in self-defense.
In most of the States of the American
Union an indictment is frequently sev-
eral pages of typewriting and involv-
ed English.

The said John Smith is charged with
having wilfully and feloniously upon
him, the said William Jones, with a
pistol held in his right hand, 6f the
value of five dollars, loaded with a
bullet. and powder, done there and
then, and much more to the same
mecaningless effect; and in the form of
different counts the story is told five
or six times over. I remember a man
having been indicted for murder under

office struck the B key instead of the
P, and Brown appeared in one count
as James B. Brown. When he was
arraigned his attorney moved to dis-
miss the indictment on the ground of
misnomer, the plea was sustained and
the District Attorney had to begin the
proceedings anew.

I doubt if any English Judge would|
have entertained such a frivolous
motion. He would have taken the
common-sense view and said it made
no difference whether the man was
called James P. or James B., as his
identity was not challenged and his
rights were not impaired. Nor is it
possible in England to prevent the ex-
ecution of sentence by appeals on -ex-
ceptions taken simply for the purpose
of delay. There is a Court of Crim-
inal Appeals in England, before which
few cases come, and then they are
swiftly disposed of. ‘

The most striking difference in the
administration of English and Ameri-
can criminal law is its celerity in Eng-
land as opposed to the almost inter-
minable delay in America. The prin-
ciple governing English law is that
justice must be exact and immutable,
and punishment must quickly follow
crime to strike terror to the evildoer.
When a murder is committed every
effort is made to apprehend the mur-
derer, and few escape. His trial fol-
lows almost at once; he is hanged
usually three weeks after sentence is
pronounced. It is stern, but salutary.
All the facts are fresh in the minds of
the witnesses, who are readily avail-
able. Delay always works on the side
of the criminal, and usually defeats
justice. FEvery day he can stave off
trial is that much gained. That is
why' an unscrupulous attorney will

defective because of a wrong finitial,
when he will take an appeal. Im-
portant witnesses forget or disappear;
the prosecuting attorney loses his in-
terest; a greater and more sensational
cause celebre fills ihe papers and de-
mands his attention. The criminal and
his criminal attorney have again
flouted justice.

1,200 metres long. The station is to
be one of the most important in the
world. It will be able to communicate
with North and South America, with
the Congo and other parts of the earth,
making Belgium independent of other
countries in respect of wireless com-
munication.

FLAG TO BE CHANGED.

Cairo, Jan. 11—The familiar red and
white Egyptian flag will disappear in
the near future, when the King issues a
decree maintaining the design of a
white crescent and three stars, but sub-
stituting for the present red ground
green, which is the color entitled to
be worn by those who have accom-
plished the pilgrimage to Mecca.

New York as in the whole of England
and Wales can be explained in a single
word—politics. I say this not by way
of criticism, but as a fact; and I say
it reluctantly because it is an indict-
ment, of democracy and American in-
stitutions. Yet, if a foreigner may tell
a perhaps unpalatable truth the state-
ment cannot be denied. An elective
Jjudiciary, that s, a political bench,
brings the element of politics into a
place where politics should be un-
known; the source of the fountaln is
polluted and its waters are poisoned.

This is nct a reflection upon the
Judges, the majority of whom, I am
convinced, are upright and conscien-
tious men, but the atmosphere of
politics surrounds the court, attorneys
are engaged not for their ability and
standing, but because they are syppos-
ed to have political influence,.anc® poli-
tics taints the whole proceeding. Pros-
ecuting attorneys looking to re-election
suddenly resurrect long-forgotten blue
laws, to cater to a certain element in
the community, and cast reproach up-
on the whole body of the law. When
you make it illegal to sell a glass of
soda water on Sunday you invite not
only that particular prohibition 2 be
violated, but all laws. When prose-
cutors yield to pressure or are detelict
in their duty because of the lear of
political consequences, political iaflnu-
ence supplants justice.

So much is politics the life ot an
American—as religion was that of the
Puritan—not a garment to be worn
on Sundays, but a shirt to be worn
every day—that the impulse of nearly
every American is to turn to politics
as his baven of refuge in an emer-
gency. When a wretched creature thot
down another wretched creature in
front of a Court House, he immediate-
ly said he was not in danger of bcing
executed as there was a “big guy” to
protect him. Eminent members of
society who do not commit murder,
but violate the civil code, when de-
tected, have their big or little “guys”
to come to thelr rescue.

The criminal knows this, but eo
long as he is under the protection of
the right kind of “guy” he is without
fear. In England we hold the rec:iver
to be as bad as the thief. There wauld
be no bootleggers if there vere no
leading members of the community to
make their trade profitable. There
would be no professional smuggling
dressmakers if there were no fashion-
able women to encourage an iliicit
trafic. There would be fewer mur-
derers walking the streets of New
York if there were fewer politiclans
to secure their release on balil.

In England we keep our politics and
our law in watertight compartments.

RECALLS TIME OF
CANDLES ON TRAIN

Veteran Conductor is to Re-
tire After Fifty-two
Years’ Service.

Boston, Jan. 12—When William F.
Sullivan collects tickets on the 5:18 for
Riverside, Jan. 81, he will wear his
conductor’s uniform for the last time,
for one that date he will retire from
the service after 52 years.'

Many Changes
He has seen many changes since he
started railroading at 18 years of age.
In the early days of his career they
used candles for lights and a wood
stove to heat the cars. No one ever
thought of attempting to read on the
train some 50 years ago, and it was so
dark the conductor was obliged to
carry a lantern to see the tickets. As
years went by, kerosene lamps and coal
stoves were substituted for the old
heating and lighting arrangements.
Then gas lights and steam heat were
used, and finally electric light and the
present heating system came into style.
Fares were cheaper years ago. Two
cents a mile was the average cost of
a ticket. People could buy season
tickets at a much lower rate than those
provided nowadays. People are just the
same today as they always were, ac-
cording to the veteran conductor. He
doesn’t think that people are any less
cqurteous than they ever were, or that
their manners have changed in any
way. He has known the grandparents
and parents of many of the boys who
travel back and forth with him today.

Pat Burns Forésees Emi-
nence in Shipping of
Western City.

Westward flows the tide of empire,
and that time is coming when the
ports of Eastern Canada must look to
their laurels. Within the rcalms of
possibility is the arrival of that day
when cold figures, giving the relative
budiness of the Canadian gatewaays,
will place the crown of pre-eminence
on the brow of Vancouver. .Certainly
the ever-increasing traffic westward
bound from the Prairie Provinces
seems to bear a prophetic message.

Such is a part of the future as seen |
through the eyes of one of the best- |
known citizens of Western Canada-- |
Pat Burns of Calgary, who this week
gave to The Toronto Globe a few of
his opinions on things commercial.
Vancouver, he says, has one of the
brightest futures of any city in
Canada. All the year round ships
leave its harbor for the ports of the
world. Asia is discovering the value
and desirability of Canadian goods.
‘And Canadians in the West are dis-
covering that shipping rates from Van-
couver to New York, via Panama,
compare more than favorably with the
rail rates across country.

All-year Trade,

There are some sign-posts along the
route by which Mr. Burns reads this
destination. When traffic on the Great
Lakes has come to a standstill, trains
still pull in and ships pull out at the
Pacific ports, bearing the golden flood
of Canadian grain. Canadian timber
has found recently a lively demand in
Japan. Canadian hides, for the first
time this year, have met a demand
from the same country, the export
business having been materially as-
sisted here by the inclusion of such
products under the “raw material”
classification of the new sales tax.
And other things are finding the same
outlook. Canadians are looking west-
ward.

For 1924 he looks on general busi-
ness with the eye of an optimist, but
with that qualification which comes
of years of experience. Certainly, he
believes, the West is facing another
year with one of the greatest crops of
history, together with all the advan-
tages which it has brought, in the back-
ground. Even though market econdi-
tions might have been better, the tae-
fits which the 1928 crop have brought
to the West are very considerable.
Better a thousand times activity than
dullness, is his slogan.

Money Follows Crop.

“The crop has brought money into
circulation,” he pointed out. “For
example, Alberta, with two hundred
million bushels, say, has brought into
the country nearly a milllon and a
quarter dollars, at least. That is more
than encouraging. It is activity, and
activity is progress. What we want,
of course, is people—people who will
go on the land and produce.”

General conditions throughout the
West, he. believes, are very good at
the present time. The crop movement
is satisfactory. The crop itself came
as a vital factor in the prosperity of
the people. For 1924 he looks for busi- |
ness to be brisk.

THE GIVIL SERVICE

Committee Will be Appoint-
ed to Investigate Person-
nel and Cost.

Ottawa, Jan. 11.—At the coming ses-
sion of Parllament a Senate committee
will probe the civil service of Canada,
its personnel and cost, in an effort to
reduce the cost of this branch of ad-
ministration, which has grown from
$38,433,502 in 1919 to $56,429,142 in
1922, or an increase of eighteen mil-
lion dollars following the war. While
a portion of the work is now under
way, the main inquiry will come on

Failing justification the
committee will make strong Técommen-
dations to the Government that the
civil service in personnel and cost be
reduced to the point that will not in-
terfere with its efficiency.

Nation Wide Drive in the
United States Against

Dry Laws.

Philadelphia, Jan. 12 — (United
Press)—A nation-wide drive against
dry laws will be inaugurated in Wash-
ington on Jan. 21, at a national con-
terence of the Association Against
Prohibition Amendment, according to
Charles W. Wood of Philadelphia,
executive secretary of the association.

The conference will present to the
administration and to Congress the
demand of the “best elements of Am-
erican citizenship from all over the
country that the government ‘face the
facts’ of the prohibition issue,” Wood
said.

Delegates from every state in the
Union will attend the conference,
according to Wood. Plans are now
under way for the association to char-
ter a special train to cross the country
from coast to coast, picking up dele-
gates.

“The aim of the association for
1924 is to obtain what immediate re-
lief is possible from the dangerous
situation in which the American peo-
ple find themselves,” Wood said. “The
conference in Washington is being held
with a view to throwing every possible
influence behind a demand upon Con-
gress for immediate legislation which
will return to the people of the indi-
vidual states much of the power which
Congress usurped by the passage of
the Volstead Act.

Hope, Says Wood.

“There is hope that the popular re-
volt against this iniquitous measure
will swing sufficient of the doubtful
Congressmen over to the side of sanity
and that remedial legislation can be
obtained the life of the present Con-
gress.

“Whether this hope proves well
founded or not, the association will
strain every effort to make certain be-
yond doubt the election next Novem-
ber of a Congress pledged to a liberal
modification of the law, whether it be
through the votes of the Republicans
or Democrats, or both combined.

“When the Volstead Act is modified
the efforts of the state divisions of the
association will be directed toward
secuting thoropgh revision of state
laws on the subject which will bring
them as nearly as local conditions per-
mit into conformity with the system
in operation in Quebec and in many
other parts of Canada.”

“Wet” Victories.

In reviewing 1928, Wood declared
that the advocates of a reform‘in the
prohibition laws have every reason to
be encouraged. He touched upon the
“wet” victories in Maryland and Ken-
tucky and spoke of the big wet vote
in the Republican primaries of Ver-
mont.

In Pennsylvania, ‘he declared, that
Governor Pinchot has suffered a sharp
decline in prestige because his “un-
popular” stand on the matter of pro-
hibition and “to popular indignation
at his willingness to sacrifice the state
police and to violate other vital por-
tions of the constitution in his efforts
to enforce the prohibition laws by tle
methods which savor of the time of
King George the Third.”

ANOTHER GUT IN
PRICES OF SUGAR

Cénadfan Refineries Reduce
All Grades 15 Cents
a Cwt.

The weakness that has characterized
the sugar situation since the beginning
of the year, still continues to be the
main feature of the trade both in
Canada and in the United States, and
in consequence of which Canadian re-
finers yesterday made a further reduc-
tion in prices for all grades of refined
sugar of 15 cents per 100 pounds, which
is the fourth decline for the year to
date, amounting to 50 cents per 100
pounds. Even, however, at the new
level the price is still $1.55 per 100
pounds higher than at this period last
year.

Canadian refiners now are selling
extra granulated sugar at $9.70 per 100
pounds in bags; No. 1 yellow at §9.303
extra ground at $9.90; powdered at
$9.80 per 100 pounds in barrels, Paris
cut loaf at $10.80 per hundred pounds
in barrels, and diamond cubes at $10.40
per hundred pounds in 50 pound boxes.

SHIPBUILDING
SHOWS DECLINE

U. S. Yards Report 7,000
Tons Less Than Three
Years Ago.

Shipbuilding in Great Britain and
Ireland is on the increase, while the
industry in the United States has de-
clined for the quarter ended December
81, according to statistics compiled by
 Lloyd’s Register of Shipping. “The
United States is not.alone in the de-
pression, however, for virtually all
other maritime countries show a loss
over the previous quarter.

British shipyards show an advance
of 123,000 gross tons of orders, while
American yards have 7,000 tons less
than they had three months ago. Other
countries combined show a decrease
ag'g"regating 50,000 tons.

On this basis the' actual gain by
British yards amounts to more than
200,000 tons, while for other countries
a loss of about 20,000 tons is shown.

An encouraging feature of the report
fs that the returns show that new
work commenced throughout the world
in the last quarter was- about 140,000
tons in excess of launchings. In the
previous quarter launchings were about
80,000 tons in excess of new work.

A slight decrease is reported in the
volume of tanker tonnage being con-
structed throughout the world. This
is due to a diminution in this class of
work in Great Britain, Ireland and the
United States, which was not over-
come by the increase in tanker build-
ing in other countries.

Only one change was noted in the
construction ranking of the shipbuild-
ing countries during the last kuarter.
British, German and Italian yards re-
tained the first three places, in the
order named, but Holland, which was
fith three months ago, now takes
France’s place as fourth, with the
United States, Japan and the British
Dominions ranking sixth, seventh and
eighth as before. With the exception
of Holland, which shows an increase
of 8,000 tons, and Great Britain and
Ireland, all countries are now building
less than they were three months ago.

New York, Jan. 11—A story of how
a Pullman porter invaded her berth on
a New York Central train at night
while traveling through the Adiron-
dacks toward Canada, and attacked
her, was told to a jury in Long Island
City Supreme Court by Miss Dorothy
Vahrndt, of Hollis, L. I, an attractive
young woman, who sued the road for
$100,000 damages.

The jury, sitting before Justice Van
Sicklen, after being out less than an
hour, awarded Miss Vahrndt $40,000.

“Before and after the train started
from Grand Central Station the porter,
Thomas Perkins, a colored man, came
to me four or five times and asked if
there was anything he could do for
me,” Miss Vahrndt testified. “I be-
came suspicious because of his unusual
solicitude and placed a hatpin under
my pillow.

“It must have been midnight when
I awoke suddenly. It was pitch dark
in my berth. Somebody had seized me
around the walst and was holding me
in a powerful clasp.

London, Jan, 12.—A fascinating ac-
count of some aspects of life in Japan
was given in a lecture at the Royal
Geographical Society by the Rev.
Walter Weston, who has spent many
years in the “Land of the Rising
Sun.”

The fact that the Japanese were a
less nervous and excitable people than
most Europeans was doubtless due to
the .fact that they had been so long
familiar with convulsions of nature
that constitute the nation’s greatest
terror. They had suffered more from
earthquakes than any other people in
the world.

“A severe test of the nerve and er-
du.ranc.e ql the fisherfolk,” Mr. Weston
said, “is imposed by the dreadful tidal
waves, which I have known take toll
of 27,000 lives on a single occasion.

B CHIEF JUSTICE

Lack of Support for Health
Centre is Referred to by
His Honor.

Although preventive measures were;
far more desirable than curative meas-|
ures in health matters, it was a strangei
fact that the Municipality of the city,
and county of St. John was granting|
$200,000 yearly to maintain curative!
institutions but had not one cent to|
grant to the preventative institution,
the Health Centre, said Hon. H. A.
McKeown in his address during the
public part of the annual meeting of
the Health Centre Association last
Chief Justice McKeown, who,

that lack of municipal grant would not'
curtail the work of the Health Centre,
for its roots were deep in the public:
need. He was confident that the gen-
crosity of the people would enable it|
to carry on for the coming year and to
broaden its scope.

The rooms at the Health Centre were
comfortably filled with visitors last
evening and the halls were bright with'
flags, pot plants and flowers. Hon. W.|
F. Roberts, Minister of Health, was
the chairman and to him Judge Mc-,
Keown paid a glowing tribute. Ad-
dresces were also given by Rev. J. J.|
McDermott and Rev. J. S. Bonnell. A
splendid musical programme was pro-‘
vided with vocal selections by Mrs.:
Blake Ferris and Thomas Guy and
violin selections by Mrs. Harold Mec-
Michael. Mrs. H. Usher Miller and
Mrs. T. J. Gunn were the accompan-
ists. The members of the board of
governors received the guests and at,
the close of the programme refresh-!
ments were served and lantern slides
of the Health Centre activities shown.
The Victorian Order Nurses were the
waitresgses and the members of the re-
freshment committee were Mrs. J. H.
Doody, convener, Mrs. H. B. Peck, Miss
M. McCloskey, Mrs. G. Wilford Camp-
bell, Mrs. J. H. Frink, Mrs. L. Isaacs
and Mrs. H. Usher Miller.

Dr. Roberts expressed the hope that
what was seen of the institution and
gleaned from its annual reports would
bring to it the hearty co-operation of |
every one In the coming year. {

Would Lessen Death Rate.

Rev. J. J. McDermott, in the name
of Bishop LeBlanc and as a priest of
the Catholic Church, extended sincere
congratulations to the Health Centre
authorities on the work of mercy they
had Instituted and wished them all
success. He thought that if there were
more such institutions throughout Can-
ada, where children attended, death
rates would be lessened. The children
were the best asset of the Dominion
and he would like to see more money
granted to such Institutions as the
Health Centre and less to immigration.

Judge McKeown said it was more
than a year since the formal opening
of the Health Centre and all of the
hopes with regard to it had been ful-i
filled. With that record behind came!

still to be traveled. Dr. Roberts it was
who had furnished the dynamic power.
In the Health Centre he had erected a
monument not surpassed by any man
who ever sat in the Government of
New Brunswick. He trusted Dr. Rob-
erts’ sphere of usefulness might widen
still more. He wished the public could
visualize the coming and going at the
Fealth Centre and realize what each
case meant in individual lives and fam-
iles.,

Asks Public Co-operation.

The spread of Christianity always
brought alleviation of euffering and|
hospitals had first been . established |
under the Church. Where the Spirit|
of Christ was most active such insti-
tutions flourished. The moral progress
of a community, no less than its men-
tal and physical, was measured by the

number and efficiency of such institu-
tions, yet this municipality had not
given one cent to the Health Centre.

Judge McKeown spoke appreciative-
ly of the editorial in The Telegraph- |
Journal of yesterday which referred
to the municipality having made no
grant to the Health Centre. He real-!
ized public opinion had to be educated |
and he asked the co-operation and in-!
terest of every one so that the Health|
Centre might continue its work of!
building a healthy citizenship. !

Rev. J. S. Bonnell spoke on the|
theme that it is more blessed to give|
than to receive, which he found was|
well illustrated in the lives of doctors!
and nurses who made great sacriﬂces}
to alleviate the sufferings of humag.ity. !
He said that surely it should Le a|
great joy to those who might not helpl
‘n the ministrations to give of their
means to make those ministrations pos-
sible.

AGAINST REOPENING
OF CHURCH ISSUE

Toronto, Jan. 11—In reply to ap-
peals from leading anti-unfonists that
another vote be taken on church union,
Principal Gandier, Moderator of the
Presbyterian General Assembly, issued
a statement today in which he points
out that the membership of the Pres-
byterian church has already voted twice
for union, and that the church has act-
ed through its representative courts in

strict accordance with the constitution.
He states that the recent action of the
Presbyteries and the decisive and final
vote of the last General Assembly in
favor of union should make it obvious
that it would be impossible to regu-
larly reopen the question.

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CONFERENCE ON COMPENSATION
MATTERS IS BROUGHT 10 CLOSE

et

All Parties Asked to Submit
Further Views on
the Subject.

Fredericton will be the scene
of the next discussion of the New
Brunswick Workmen’s Comipen-
sation Board and the Compensa-
tion Act, the three days' meet-
ings and hearings in St. John
having been concluded at 5
o'clock yesterday afternoon in
the New Brunswick Telephone
Co., 1&d. assembly hall. ' At the
conclusion of the hearing by
Hon. Dr. P. J. Veniot, the Pre-
mier, and Hon. J. P. Byrne, the
Attorney-General, the Premier
thanked those who had laid their
views before him, and said he
hoped that out of the mass of
facts, figures and statistics the
G ent would be able to
rea®h some conclusion.

Stilf Not Clear.

There were some things that had not
been made clear and the Premier hoped
that the representatives of Labor would
get together and consider the various
points still hanging fire and let the
Government know their views before
the Legislature met. He also expressed
the same desire regarding the em-
ployers. He was particularly eager to
get the views of the Labor men as to
the $5,000 liability limit, which had
been amended so that the amount was
now unlimited. This amendment had
been the cause of a 50 per cent. in-
crease in compensations.

Up to Government to Decide.

The Premier remarked that he knew
that Labor and the employers would
not agree and this was a case where
the Government would be obliged to
“take the bull by the horns” and decide
one way or another. He would like
the opinion of both sides. The Gov-
ernment had only one object in view,
declared Hon. Dr. Veniot, and that
was to provide a workable act. The
Government was pledged to compensa-
tion and both employers and employes
had agreed to the principle. The Gov-
ernment would recognize, he added, the
rights of the working men of the pro-
vince.

The afternoon session was mainly
occupied with the discussion of the re-
port of F. W. Wegenast, a Toronto
attorney, an expert on compensation
matters, who represented all the em-
ployers in this province, except the
Canadian Pacific Railway. .

Experts Disagree.,

The discussion was largely between
Mr Wegenast and E. Compton Chalk,
expert of the firm of Price, Water-
house & Co., accountants, who were
engaged by the Government to make
a on the compensation system
in Nfew Brunswick.

The two experts disar reed on numer-
ous points, most of which were dis-

‘the employers admitted there had been
accldents.

Premier Veniot: “No you don’t.”

Mr. Taylor: “We have had to fill
out forms where there were no acci-
dents so far as I know.”

Mr. Snowball reported similar con-
ditions in his industry.

Me. Chalk Takes up Wegenast Report.

Mr. Chalk was then given the floor
for the remainder of the afternoon to
combat numerous points in the report
of Mr. Wegenast. The first of Mr.
Chalk’s contentions was that Mr. Weg-
enast had blamed the Workmen's
Compensation Board for many things
it was not responsible for, although he
admitted several mistakes and errors
of judgment had been made. He de-
nied that the board had not carried
out the provisions of the Conpensa-
tion Act and had substituted their
own ideas, as Mr. Wegenast had
charged. He explained that he was
not here to criticize or find fault but
to represent the facts as he found
them. Wages, percentages, degrees of
risk, computation tables and other
technical matters were discussed by
both experts at considerable length.
He favored putting all saw mills in
the same class, while Mr. Wegenast
advocated segregation. The  latter
mentioned picture fromers as being in-
cluded in the lumbering class and ob-
liged to share in carrying the whole
burden of the class. Mr. Chalk said
that some groups of employers were
too small to be constituted as groups
and was a believer in the class sys-
tem. He deplored the injustice to the
picture framers. Mr. Wegenast thought
the picture framers’ losses might be
adjusted in 80 years. (Laughter).

Longshoremen’s Fund.

Mr. Chalk failed to see how the pay-
roll system of assessment could be suc-
cessful. The question of adjusting
rates to hazard was also discussed.

Later on Mr. Wegenast remarked
that one of the most fruitful sources of
accidents was falling down stairs.

Premier Veniot—*I would have you
know this is a prohibition province.”
(Laughter). :

The Premier eaid that when he look-
ed into the workings of the board the
board explained that, while they in-
creased rates in the lumber class, they
did not increase them sufficiently to
meet the deficit. Lumber conditions
were abnormal and the board did not
want to impose too great a burden at
one time. He suggested a 4 per cent.
assessment to be carried over a period
of three years. They did this, and this
was the reason the board departed
from their usual policy.

Mr. Wegenast considered it unjust
to keep the Longshoremen’s class sur-
plus of $100,000 locked up or to use it
for the benefit of other classes.

Mr. Sinclair explained that the big-
gest contributor to the longshoremen’s
fund was the Canadian Pacific Railway.

Replying to Mr. Chalk, Mr. Wege-
nast said that if the board had been
alive to the situation they would have
placed a higher rate on the portable
saw mill owners.

Employed by Government.

The questions of pulp mills and saw
mills being in one classed was next con-

cussed briefly at Thursday afternoon’s| ;;j.red. Mr. Chalk had not been aware

hearing. The subjects of discussion in-
cluded surcharges, capitalized accounts,
acturaries’ tables and other technical
points. Mr. Chalk admitted that the
Workmen’s Compensation Board had
made several mistakes, but defended
the Board in general from the charges
and criticisms made by Mr. Wegenast
vn Thursday, when the employers’ side
was presented.

Afternoon Sesston.

At the afternoon session Mr. Haley,
of the C. P. R, in response tno a ques-
tion by Premier Veniot, explained the
methods used on that system. Mr.
Haley said that for years the road had
had the first aid system and today
20,000 men were capable of giving
first aid until the arrival of a surgeon.

shops it is the duty of the foremen|

to see that accidents are prevented, or
kept to the lowest minimum possible.
If there are chance-takers found at
work, who by carelessness might injure
themselves or others, are are let out.

Premfier Veniot mentioned a case
where men were fooling in a saw mill,
on receiving a cut hand. The injured
man drew compensation money. In
cases of this kind, Hon. Dr. Veniot
said, employers should investigate. Mr.
Sinclair asked the Premier for the
name of the employe in the case for
investigation. The Premier added that
he had found quite a number of cases
not investigated by employers or men
in charge. i :

Mr. Sinclair called attention to the
fact that the board had a first aid
ma o, Mr. Redfern, who instructed men
in Bogging camps, mills and elsewhere.
T1is first aid campaign had been go-
ing on for years.

Odd Cases Cited.

Angus McLean said that first aid
instruction would be very valuable in
the lumber industry.

A sky-larking episode, in which a
man was Injured, was related by W.
B. Snowball, of Chatham. This should
not have been a compensation case.

Premier Veniot told of a man in
the Public Works Department being
beat up in a quarrel and drawing com-
pensation.

Mr. Burgess, of Grand Falls, said it
was impossible to follow a man all
over the country in compensation
cases. When an employer filled out
the board’s papers it was an admission
that a bona fide injury had been done
to an employe.

WITH RANDOLPH K. JONES OF N. B

Predicts Future For Wood-
stock Boy Who Took
Part in Elections

\
The London Times of the Decem-

ber 22nd issue carries an interview
| with Randolph K. Jones, the brilliant
! young McGill
| Hon. W, P. Jones, K. C., of Wood-

student and son of

stock. Mr. Jones, it will be remember-
ed, took an active part in the recent
British elections at the invitation of
the Conservative party. The New
Brunswick boy made a splendid im-
pression by his speeches during the
campaign and prominent leaders of the
Conservative party offered him a con-
stituency at the next general elections,
so impressed were they of his ability.

The interview appearing in the
Times, is as folows:

“There returned to Canada yester-
day one of the most interesting visit-
ors whom England has entertained
for many a long day. This was Mr.
Randolph K. Jones, of McGill Uni-
versity, Montreal, who came over to
this country about'a month agb to put
before the British electors the Imper-
jal point of view.

“To a Times reporter, Mr. Jones ex-
plained that he was doing research
work and study at McGill, under Pro-
fessor Stephen Leacock, who combines
the duties of the Chair of Economics
with his world-famous humorous
writings. Mr. Leacock himself should
have come to England, but he being
unable to do so, Mr. Jones came in
his place—a high tribute indeed to one
of his years.

% ‘When I left Canada a month ago,
Mr. Jones said, ‘there was no unem-
ployment, and the Government had
decided that 15,000 more men, for
whom jobs could at once be found,
were wanted—that being the result of
a hasty survey in a comparatively
small part of the country.

«¢The Dominion generally bore a
prosperous air, but, of course, what

Canada wants s a greater population,
not only to develop her land and oth-
er natural resources, but to create a
larger home market and to encourage
the expansion of her manufactures.

Opportunities.

“°“The opportunities awaiting set-
tlers can hardly be overstressed. The
man or woman who is prepared to
work hard and to become quickly
identified with the life and customs of
the country will certainly make good,
and do extremely well for himself or
herself in the course of a very few
years’ time.

“¢n the immediate future, I think,
we are going to see a much greater
and more capable effort on the part of
the Canadian Government to attract
British settlers, and to keep them.

“‘Canada wants British people and
British money. It is difficult for peo-
ple here to realise the way in which
the United States overshadows other
influences in the Dominioh, and the
mental disturbance it gives to all of
us who want to keep Canada British.

British Sentiment

“‘ am convinced that the only way
to keep us a British nation is to trans-
plant the surplus population here to
the Dominion, and to encourage Brit-
ish sentiment and tradition.

“‘Coming myself of United Empire
Royalist stock, I am deeply persuaded
of the need for action to retain the
British tradition, and for this reason
I am interesting myself in the move-
ment to educate our young men to
a policy of active Imperialism, either
by way of literature, politics, or other
forms of creating public opinion. We
hope to have this movement well un-
der way by next summer, and ulti-
mately to rally to it many thousands
of such young men who will take &
part in deciding the issues of the fu-
ture.

“Asgked for his impressions of this
country, Mr. Jones said that although
he had been here little more than
three weeks, and that during that time

Jaek McAuliffe Wonders it
Dempsey Will be as
Daring.

By HENRY L. FARRELL.

New York. Jan. 12—(United Press)
——Since Jack Dempsey took a smack-
ing from Luis Firpo that almost knock-
ed him out, Jack McAuliffe is wonder-
ing if the heavyweight champion will
be the same reckless, dashing, chance-
taking fighter that he was before the
fight with the South American.

Up to the time he elected to swap
punches with one of the most danger-
ous hitters of all times, Dempsev’s
most valuable asset was his convig:tion
that he was invincible and thdt he
couldn’t even be knocked off his reet.

Dempsey had such a narrow escape
in finding out that he was not punch-
proof that the veteran retired light-
weight champion is not alone in hav-
ing the hunch that the heavyweight
champion may have lost some of that
valuable confidence in himself.

As far as the factor of confidence it-
self is concerned, the theory might be
advanced that Dempsey, after his ex-
perience with Firpo, should have more
faith in himself than ever before. He
found out that he could “take it” from
the hardest right-hand hitter in the
business, and that should not reduce
his reliance.

“My idea,” McAuliffe says, “is not
that Dempsey will be less courageous
in the future, but that he will be more
cautious. Certainly, caution has no part
of the champion’s makeup and, in fact,
it was apparent indifference toward
danger in the ring that made him the
great fighter he is

“Next to man, I have always felt a
thoroughbred horse is the most human
thing in existence. The horse and the
athlete have several faculties in com-
mon that can be picked out when we
study them a little.

“On the track you can find the front
runner; the horse goes well when he is
in the lead and that falters when he is
challenged. We can find the same type
among human athletes, runners and
boxers. @ We have the game, stout-
hearted -animal that takes a delight in
coming from behind and winning on a
heart more than anything else, and
there are athletes of the same type.

“To get down to my point about
Dempsey and the possible.effect that
the Firpo fight have on him, I want
to use the horse again for a simile.

“Several years ago there was a cork-
ing jumper at the Brighton track
named James McGowan, as I recall it.
| In once race he got a bad fall at one
of the jumps, and he was neveprany
good after that at that track. Hf al-
ways refused that jump when he ¢ame
to it in later races. He was game, but
he had developed what might be re-
ferred to as a mental hazard at that’
i spot where he had been hurt,

“Another example of the same kind
can be found in another thoroughbred
named Barnum, who stepped in a hole
on the far turn at the same Brighton
track and went down. Ever after that
he went wide around that identical spot
and all the pull in the world could not
get him near it.

“Those two examples, of course, were
the result of instinct, but with fighters,
instinct plays a most important and
vital part. Dempsey, I feel sure, was
knocked dizzy by the first punch of
Firpo and he put up one of the great-
est fights of all times on instinct alone.

“] had an experience of the same
kind, way back in 1885. I was fight-
ing Jack Hopper at the New York
Athletic Club and I ran into a right-
hand punch early in the first round,
just as Dempsey did. It landed high
on my cheek-bone, and I fought for 4
rounds completely bewildered. I didn’t
{ remember a thing from the start of
i the fight until I was ready to go out for
| the fifth round. :
| “The important point I wish to make
is that, ever after that, I was very
cautious about a right-hand punch, I
tried to correct it, but I simply .ceuld
pnot control the impulse to flinch. It
become so serious with me at one time
that I questioned my own gameness,
and it was not until after the Gilmore
fight that I became sure of myself,

“I wonder if the same thing will hap-
pen to Dempsey. Admitting that the
personal factor is seldom the same in
any two cases, I still can’t sec how
Dempsey can avoaid being cautious and
if he does start to watch, even a little,
his efficiency will be reduced in a very
important degree.”

e

-

McAuliffe is not one of the admijers
of Dempsey who have advanced "the
theory that the champion went out
with deliberate intention of proving
how good he was by throwing aside
all science that he might have to beat
Firpo at his own game.

“Dempsey is no fool,” McAuliffe
! said, “and anyone who would take any
|such a chance with a million dollars
at stake would be worse than a fool.
Dempsey fought the way he did be-
cause his mind was put out of com-
mission by a punch and his instinct
kept the machinery going.

“If Dempsey ever gets knocked

l‘gmggy_ with a punch, the latent fear
of a right-hand punch will assert it-

self and he is liable to get his ears
knocked off with a left hand.”

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SUCCESS CLAMED
CRAND OPERA

2200 Citizens are Pledged to
Make Up $350,000
Loss.

Chicago, Jan. 12—(United Press.)—
Ordinarily, one would hardly claim
success for a business that spends
$1.54 for every dollar taken in and that
finished the season with a deficit of
$350,000. Yet that is the record of the
Chicago Civic Opera Company, and
itsgsponsors feel they have achieved a
Bu 8.

‘I'he difference between the opera

company and the ordinary enterprise

is that former subordinates profit to
art.

Opera has been struggling for a foot-
hold in Chicago for many years. This
is the fourteenth grand opera for Chi-
cago. Up to two years ago Harold P.
McCormick and Mrs. Rockefeller Mec-
Cormick and a small group of backers
paid the annual deficits.

McCormick and Mrs. McCormick de-
cided that grand opera would gain a
bigger following if more people had a
financial interest in the company. So
they turned over their holdings to a
group of public-spirited Chicagoans
and the Chicago Civic Opera Company
was formed.

Twenty-two hundred citizens made
pledges of from 35 to $1,000 per year
for a period of five years to pay the
deficite in the cost of operation.
Samuel Insull, one of the most success-
ful business men of the state, was
selected president. Brig.-Gen. Charles
G. Dawes was selected first vice-

"president, and L. B. Kuppenheimer,

gecond vice-president.  Charles L.
Hutchinson was made treasuzer, and
Stanley Field, secretary. They are
leading business men and serve with-
out pay.

Other business men serve with the
foregoing on the various committees.

The opera company is managed on

many of the principles of a big busi-
ness corporation.

Last season the deficit amounted to
$350,000, or 70 per cent. of the guar-
antee. The guarantors were assessed
and paid promptly. Tlhis season the
company has approximately 80 per
cent. more subscribers, or regular
patrons. The subscribers are those
who buy the same seat or seats for
subscription 'serles performances
throughout the season. .

When the company passed the half-
way point of the eleyen and one-half
Y season this year, 41 perform-
ankes of 26 operas had been given.
This is twice as many as are given
abroad in any one sason.

The managers are trying to reduce
the cost of grand opera to ¢ncourage
the less well-to-do to patronize it. A
large number of foreign-born, particu-
larly Italians, are in evidence at the
performances. Prices range from $1 to
86. Subscription tickets average from
91 cents to $5.86 per seat.
