QUESTION OF BABE BOR

Court Asked to Rule as to Whether

New York, May 8—Supreme Court
Justice Davis has decided that a child
born after the will of the father is made
in which the child is not specifically
mentioned has no interest in the estate.
The suit was brought by S. Stanwood
Menken, as executor of the estate of
David C. Andrews, worth more than
$100,000, to have the will judicially de-

In giving judgment for the plaintiff
Justice Davis said:

“The question is, did the testator die

tioned in such will. It is admitted that
no settlement was made for such son,
and of course he is not mentioned in the
will. But the class to which the son be-
longs is mentioned. The testator men-
tions all children that may be born to
him and his wife, and these children get
his estate, share and share alike, in case
his wife predeceases the testator. I think
this provision of the will clearly shows
that the testator contemplated the pos-
sibility of children being born to him
and his intention to provqide for them
out of his estate in case his wife pre-
deceased him. And his intention as ex-
pressed in his will negatives the idea of
inadvertent or unintentional disinherit-
ance of his children to be born.”

MR. JAMES LOWELL

The death of Mr. James Lowell,
though not unexpected after his long
and severe 'illness, is a source of keen
regret to the people of St. John city and
county, and to. all who knew the man
and his work. . Mr. Lowell had the fac-
ulty of getting close to the people, and
his kindly and genetous nature won for
him the kindliest regard. He was always
a friend to those for whom the struggle
for existence is- a serious matter, and
when he was a member of the county
council and of ‘the local legislature his
democratic simplicity was a marked fea-
ture of his career. He believed in meas-
ures §uch as improve the conditions for
the mass of the people, and looked with
suspicion upon that which appeared to
be in the interests of a privileged few.
He was the friend of the common man,
and those who knew him best prized
most highly the generous qualitics of
his nature. He is dead at an age when
most men are in the prime of their activ-
ity and usefulness. During his active
life he did much valuable work, and
until the fatal illness fell upon him his
career as a representative public man
seemed full of promise. His death will
be especially mourned in his own parish
of Lancaster, whose residents have many
! reasons to remember with gratitude his
public service and his generosity in pri-
vate life, but all over the county and
_city and province warmr friends will
mourn the loss they have sustained.

WHAT OF MR. HAZEN?

The Standard does not appear to be
greatly concerned over the loss of trade
which St. John suffered last winter,
and endeavors to console its readers with
the statement that there was a decline
of trade in Portland, Boston, New York
and Philadelphia.

. What receptior Will Mr. Hazen /give the

pr;niest against a renewal of that agree-
ment? Mr. Borden says the agreement
is all right. Does Mr. Hazen agree with
Mr. Borden, or will he tender his resig-
nation if an agreement so unjust to his
constituency is endorsed by his col-
leagues in the government? If the Stan-
dard will give some attention to this
phase of the subject its readers and the
public generally may perhaps believe that
it is inspired by something more than
-mere partisan zeal.

NEARLY $7,500,000.

It appears that the decline in exports
-from St. John last winter, compared
with the figures for the preceding sea-
son, is not merely a little over $5,000,000,

 exceed that of the city of St. John could

but nearly seven millions and a half. So
very serious a falling off cannot but
.arouse a feeling among the citizens that!
the most vigorous efforts must be made
“to prevent this port from losing next
winter any of the trade which rightfully
belongs to it. So great a decline in busi-

The, conclusions of the committee in-
clude the following:
The committee desires to express their

belief in the efficacy of prayer. They
reverently believe, however, that the di-

with and through the operation of na-
tural laws.

Spiritual ministration should be recog-
nized equally with medical ministration
as carrying God’s blessing to the sick.

Health, bodily and mentally, is cap-
able of being influenced for good by
spiritual means.

:I‘hc physical results of what is called
faith or spiritual healing do not prove
on jnvestigation to be different from
those of mental healing or suggestion.

Tpe committee recognize that sug-
gestion is more effectively exercised by
some persons than by others, and this
fact seems to explain the gift of the
special power proclaimed by various
healers. :

While religious influences do not es-
sentially differ in operation from non-
religious appeals to the mind, yet the
former may often be the most potent
form of suggestion.

The committee are forced to the con-
clusion that faith or spiritual healing,
like all treatment bv suggestion, can be
expected to be permanently effective
only in cases of what are called func-
tional disorders, as distinct from organ-
ic ailments. Those who resort to heal-
ers are, therefore warned that they may
thereby be postponing until too late
medical treatment, which might serve
to arrest organic diseases.

The committee desire to see increased
importance to spiritual ministrations as
contributory means to recovery, but
they strongly deprecate an independent
treatment of disease by irresponsible an
unqualified persons. :

MAKE EGGS PAY PASTOR

Montana Women Have Unique Sch
for Church Bills o

Ravenwood, Mo, May 8—How to
make the hen pay all other expenses of
the church and never borrow has been
figured out by the members of the Har-
mony church five miles northwest of
here.

The project followed a Sunday egg
collection at the Harmony church, when
the worshippers brought the Saturday
product of their hens to church instead
of the usual dimes and quarters.

One hundred- and sixty-eight doszen
eggs went into the contribution boxes,
or $25 worth, figuring the value at six-
teen cents a dozen. Rev. C. R. Green is
pastor of the church.

This makes the value of the eggs of
the community $9,000 a year, and there
is a move on foot to market these eggs
guaranteed, as a community, claiming
the three to five cents a dozen extra
that is paid for such eggs as compared
with the uncertainties of the ordinary
product. The difference will pay the
preacher, keep the church in repair, buy
special music and coal and keep the
church’s light plant running.

The women of the community have
agreed to undertake the plan and they
will organize into an egg shipping com-
pany for that purpose.

Man Who Managed Board of
Trade Campaign Here Makes
a New Record

Spokane, Wash., May 8—Spokane busi-
ness mben established what is declared
to be a world’s record in commercial or-
ganization work when in two hours one
day last week they secured for the re-
organized chamber of commerce 1,585
memberships at $25 a year each.

In four days comprising a total of
eight working hours, these 210 business
men enrolled 8,121 members for a per-
iod of three years, representing $78,025 a
vear for three years. or a total of $284,-
075 for community building purposes. In

two hours one day this force expects to
complete the task of enrolling 4,000
‘members, providing a fund of $100,000 a
_vear for three years. The business men

“who worked in forty-three teams of

from three to six men each, are determ-
ined to pass the 4,000 mark in an effort
to make the Spokane Chamber of Com-
merce the largest in the world.

H. V. Chase, campaign manager  for
the Town Development Company of
New York city, who, with President
Will L. Finch, of the same company,
has been on the ground advising during
the campaign, is authority for the state-
ment that the local business men hung
up a world’s record when they - enlisted
1,585 memberships in one day’s work.

Mr. Chase, whose work in Spokane
has been so successful, will be remem-
bered in connection with his work in
St. John at the time of the reorganiza-
tion of the Board of Trade in 1912

MONCTON AND BUCTOUCHE
RAILWAY CHANGE AND
EXTENSION RUMORED

Moncton, N. B,, May 8, — There are
rumors of the change in ownership and
extension of the Moncton and Buc-
touche railway. The Moncton and Nor-
thumberland Strait Railway Company
was incorporated to take over the Monc-
ton and Buctouche line, but so far the
change has not been made.

In your continued and mysterious,
references to “negotiations” in connec-
tion with the Dugal charges, you say in
an editorial in last evening’s issue:

“Why did public men of both political
parties talk and bargain over this mat-
ter? Who were concerned in the nego-
tiations? What was proposed? What
crused the deal to ‘fail? It is as im-
portant that the facts of these nego-
tiations be told as it is that the Dugal
charges be investigated, for involved in
them is the good faith, the honesty of
purpose of leading public men. Did any
of the men who made the charges or
were concerned in having them made,
aflerward participate, - directly or in-
directly, in the negotiations to hush-them
up? The story of these negotiations
must be told.”

I is easy, Mr. Editor, -to ask ques-
tions. For example: Did public men of
both political parties talk and bargain
over this matter? Were there any nego-
tiations? Were there any propositions?

You seem to assume the affirmative
answer to all of the questions, and in
the manner of your last question there
is an insinuation which I think is un-
worthy of the Globe.

Mr, Dugal made the charges in con-
sequence of information obtained by me,
and laid before him. Mr. Carvell as-
sisted in framing the charges at our re-
quest, and I presume you refer to Mr.
Carvell, Mr. Dugal and me when you
2sk: “Did any of the men who made
the charges, or were concerned in having
thkem made, afterwards participate
directly or indirectly in the negotiations
te. hush them up?

The question is an insult, Mr. Editor.
Who, with the slightest sense of right,
would dream of accusing a political
leader of such grave offences and im-
mediately open “negotiations” to “hush
them up.” ' Such a course would be noth-
ing less than blackmail.

But in order to check, if possible, the
misleading and false impression you
Lave been spreading, apparently with
some design, night after night in the
columns of the Glcbe, accusing some
unknown people of mysterious and
dreadful doings in connection with the
Dugal charges, let me say that neither
Mr. Dugal, Mr. Carvell nor myself ever
made or received any overtures from
the Flemming government or any mem-
ber of it, directly or indirectly, with a
view to “droppirg” or “curtailing” or
“hushing up” the Dugal charges.

Is this sufficient, Mr. Editor, to allay
your anxiety?
