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Large Deficit in N. B. Coal &
Railway Co. Line for Year

_EARNINGS LESS; EXPENSES MORE

Report Presented to Legislature—
Development of the Coal Areas

in Queens—Track and Rolling
Stock Declared Never in Better
Shape

{Special ta Tiwnes)

Fredericton, March 14—The report of
thd"commisisoners of The New Brunswick
Coal & Railway Company was presented to
the house this afternoon by Premier Flem-
ming and gives some idea of the operations
of the railway for the year ended on
tober 31st last. It shows that there was a
deficit of $22,658.36 on operating expenses
for the year and that $4,243.06 was expend-
ed on capital account. :

There were 8,950 feet of additional side
tracks put in to provide for newly develop-
ed traffic. Of this 4,100 feet were sid-
ings at coal mines worked out and re-
moved to locations where new shafts had
been opened. During the year 17,062 ties
were put into the track. Of these, 12,268

7> charged to ordinary maintenance and
6,004 to capital. Of the latter 3,240 were
used in new sidings. !

On account of the heavier rolling stock
now in use 20 per cent. more tia.are ne-
cessary than when the road was built. This
additional quantity is a betterment and a
fair charge to capital. :

Ag foreshadowed in the report' of last
year the coal mine at Salmon Harbor, de-
veloped by the Canadian Coal Corpora-
tion two or three years ago, has been aban-
doned. About a mile of rails on the
branch  leading to this mine bas been
taken up and utilized on the newly de-
velened property of the Minto Coal Com-
pany.

Development

The Minto Coal Company's development
under the direction of Sir Thomas Tait
has made ' excellent progress. ‘A main
gpur ‘mearly three-quarters of a mile long,
hias been laid, on which four shafts are
being sunk. Two of these have been com-
pleted and if operation for some- monthe.
Modern hoisting gear, a screening plant,
sidc- tracks, etc., have been provided. A
tunnel - about 1,500 feet long has been
driven fot drainage purposés. The average
output from these . two. sbafts is . about
sixty-five tons a day. When the other two
ehafte- ave finished .in a few months the

\acity will be doubled. Suitable'and very
. Jortable homes have been provided
fo. the miners. The general lay-out has
peen made with a view to increasing the
output by sinking more shafte at a mini-
mam expense for drainage, side-tracks,
ete. The bulk of the output of this com-
pany will no doubt go north as soon as the
link is completed between Minto and St.
Mary's.

Earnings and Expenses

The gross earnings for the year ended
October 31 were $36,935.05; the operating
xpenses were $79,593.41, a deficit of $22,-
858.36; the gross earnings for 1912 were
§56,938.05; for 1911 were $38,776.96, a de-
xrédge of $1,838.01. There was an incr
»f freighit traffic, $384.59 and of passenger
raffic, $544.77; whilst there was a falling
»ff of $2,771.07 in miscellaneous express and
nails. This falling off is largely attribut-
ble to the keen competition of the St.
John river steamers. which call at all im-
ortant points, such as Cody’'s, Chipman
ind Newcastle Bridge.

The operating expenses for 1912 were
579,593.41, and for 1911 were $78,652.96, an
ncrease of $940,45.

Whilst there was a decrease of $4,390
n the cost of maintenance of the road and
:quipment there was an increase of $5,-
330 in transportation and general expenses.
n the latter is included $3,304 paid out
or damage by fire, chiefly in wood lands
loyy the track. These fires occurred in
Aay and June 1911 and the damages really
hould be charged to that year.

The report shows that $1278 was spent
or temporary repairs to the Washademoak
rridge and later $1,420 for a new pier and
oundation.

During the year $4,739 was epent on
rridges and culverts.

The report says the track, rolling stock,
‘tc., was never in better order than at
resent.

T"he municipal council of St. John
counly is taking steps to provide some
definite encouragement for the proposed
establishment of a steel shipbuilding plent
at this port along.the lines suggested in
general terms by the provincial govern-
ment in the bill introduced in the . local
legislature yesterday.

At the time the matter came up in the
council Warden Carson and County Sec-
retary Kelley were authorized to draw up
a bill for this purpose but, owing to Mr.
Carson’s absence in Fredericton, he has
not been able' to assist and the bill was
drawn up by Mr. Kelley.. . The county
secretary presented a draft of the proposed
bill to the city commissioners this morn-
ing for their consideration.

The object of the bill is' to encourage
the establishment of a steel shipbuilding
plant at this port and it is permissive in
character. The bill provides for the ap-
pointment of a committee of one or more
persons, who may or may not be members
of the -council, to conduct an investigation
into the conditions under which ship-
building is carried on abroad. The com-
mittee would also be authorized to enter
linto an agreement with any persons, firms
lor companies who may be willing to es-
| tablish such a plant at St. John with a
{view to providing such guarantees or

!vided, however, that such an agreement
will not be binding upon the council un-
less twenty of the twenty-six votes in the
council are cast in favor of it.

ONARMED PEASANTS, 200 OF THEM
OUT 0 DEATH BY SERVIAN SOLDIER

Massacre of Albanians Reported
Through Germany--Turks Drive Back
Assailants at Adrianople

(Canadian Press)

Frankfort on the Main, Germany, March
14—Three hundred Albanian inhabitants of
the district of Liuma in the Turkish prov-
ince of Kossevo, were yesterday shot with-
out trial by Servian troops, according to a
despatch from’ Uskup to the Frankfort
Gazette.

The- inhabitants of the district totalled
400. They were unarmed peasants and did
not follow the example of the rest of the
Albaniang in fleeing to the mountains. All
were captured by a column  of Servian
troops who, after shooting 300 of them,
brought the eurviving 100 as prisoners to
Prisrend, the capital of the prevince.

London, March 14—A Constantinople
despatch to the Times says that sharp
fighting is reported seuth of Istrandia. A
Cettinje despatch to the Times says:

“Representatives of the powers here
have made a verbal appeal to the govern-
ment to permit the civil population to
leave Scutari as they are exposed to fam-
ine. The request ie grounded on the Mont-
enegrin contention that the war is being
waged to liberate their brethren from op-
pression.”

The Times expresses the belief that the
allies’ reply will stipulate such conditions
as will make European mediation - impos-
sible and that it is extremely unlikely that
peace will be made without pressure from
the powers upon the belligerents.

A fierce byt unsuccessful assault was
made upon the south front of the Turk-
ish fortress of Adrianople y~sterday, accord-
ing to a news agency despatch from Con-
stantinople. The besieging Bulgarians and
Servians sustained heavy losses and were
eventually repulsed all along the line.

Frededcton, N. B., March 14—The cor-
porations committee met last evening at
10 o’clock and the bill to incorporate the
Cedar Hill Cemetery Company was con-
sidered. John Connor said that he had
no objection to the bill, but desired to
protect his rights. He was willing to
accept $2,500 as agreed and surrender the
house now standing on the property, but
the house must be removed within six
months and made suitable for building
purposes. If that were not satisfactory to
the committee supporting the bill, he was
prepared to accept $2,500 as agreed and
remove the house at his own expense
and make the site of the house ready for
burial purposes. As a third proposal he
would be willing to reduce the compensa-
tion for all lands under review to $1,500,
and retain the house and the building lots.
Should the committee not desire to ac-
cept any of these proposals he was pre-
pared to withdraw all opposition to the
bill and have it passed, but desired that
the boundaries of the property should be
confined to the company’s own purchases
and made clear.

H. H. Smith contended that Mr. Con-
nor had agreed to the proposal of the
sub-committee, and he did not think that
the matter should be re-opened at all. He
said that Mr. Connor had agreed to take
$2,500 for the remaining land and the
house, and it was the understanding that
this had been a satisfactory adjustment of
the matter. >

Mr. Connor said that Mr. Gregory,
chairman of the committee supporting the
bill, had not agreed to this proposal.

After further discussion the committee
went into the consideration of the bill in
private and ‘decided to récommend that
Mr. Connor should be given $2,400 and re-
move the house at his own expense -and
make the land suitable for burial pur-
poses.

He said he took one of the policemen
from the jail and pointed out the shop
in which he had purchased the liquor and
described the man from whom he procur-
ed it.

Policeman Crawford told of taking the
prisoner as far as Mill street where the
latter pointed out the “Wooden Taps” as
the place in which he purchaeed liquor.

This concluded the evidence for the pros-
ecution and the matter was adjourned until
this afternoon.

VHO WENT DOWN WTH TANE

London, March* 14—Estelle 'W. Stead,
daughter of the noted editor, Willigm' T.
Stead, lost on the Titanic, told. London
spiritualists on Thursday night of messages
received from her father.:

Her father, she said, found' it difficult
to communicate through her, because her
mind was apt to jump to conclusions, but
many messages had come through others.
In one he gpoke of the horrors' of the
battlefield and said: ' “Of ‘all these hurried
over here, many are unfitted for the spiri-
tual life. They come in great.bands and
even the archangels are powerless to raise
the spirit. It must grow of itself.” In
another message she spoke of harrowing
scenes witnessed by him during wars.

“T think,” Miss Stead said, ‘‘that my
father has found it more difficult to get
absolutely correct statements through than
he had any idea was the case when he
was on this side., He has since told me
that some of his earlier messages were
distorted because his emotion in getting
back to carth conditions made it impos-
sible for him to hold the medium’s brain

thoughts ,of the sitter. Just now I am
very interested in some messages I have
received from America, for my father has
corroborated them in a very wonderful
manner which 1 did not think possible.”

POOL ATTACK ON CPR.
GROWS IN' BREADTH

Competing Lines Develop Ncw
System of Onslaught—Attempt
te Divert Travelers and- Settlers

(N. Y. Journal of Commerce.)

Berlin, Feb. 28—The struggle between
the North Atlantic shipping pool and the
Canadian Pacific company is no longer to
be carried on by reduction of rates alone.
The Canadian company does not operate
its ocean traffic lines mainly for profit
from transportation, but es feeders for its
railroad system and its colonies. This leads
to a condition where reductions of rates
may not meet the Canadian road as much
a8 the real shipping companies, Who.are‘ de-
pending on the revenues from their lines
as the main source of their income. The
companies in the pool, therefore, have 'de-
diced ' to wage war against the -Canadian
company with additional means which, un-
der certain circumstances, might prove
more efficient than reductians of rates.

The Canadian shipping fight seems to

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THE NAVY AND POLITICS

Several worthy citizens have lately been
expressing & hope that the naval question
may be taken out of politics. It has never
been out of politics in England, Germany,
the United States or any other country
which has a navy. The neavest approach
to taking it out of polities in Canada was
when both parties at Ottawa agreed upon
the general principle of a Canadian navy
to be an integral part of the navy of the
Empire.' The Conservatives brought the
question into politiés by abandoning that
principle. The Liberals have the same
policy as_before, therefore the Conserva-
tives are responsible for a situation which
ought mot to exist.

The news from England is entirely in
favor of the Liberal contention with re-
gard to the navy. A London cable to the
Canadian press last night said that the
ghip-building resources of the old country
are so taxed that they do not permit of
a larger constructional programme than
bas been laid down by the British gov-
ernment. There will be under eonstruc-
tion next month eleven battleships, three
pattle ship cruisers, thirteen light cruisers,
thirty-five torpedo boat deetroygm, a?ad
twenty-one sub-marines.

BROWN FOR HEN WL B
N FASHON THS YEA

The Dictum of London's Principal
Saratorial Expert

London, March - 14—~London’s principal
sartorial expert says that the color for
the coming season will be brown. It will
be the most fashionable as well as the
most popular color. for some months to
come. There is sometimes a markéd dif-
ference between colors and styles which
are fashionable and those which are popu-
lar. The men who help to make the fn{sh-
ions by wearing clothes of styles which
either they or their tailors originate are
often in advance of the fashion, but it
would hardly be right to say that there
are often fashions for the few and fash-
ions for the many, and that this season
the two will be practically the same €o
far as the color of .the lounge suit goes.

It is not difficult to discover why brown
should be the color for the coming season.
Men’s fashions change slowly, and brown
has been slowly coming into fashion for
the last two years or more. About two
years and b half ago the tailors, aided and
abetted by the manufacturers of cloth,
tried to persuade men to wear brown
suits, and last autumn the craze for one
particular shade of brown was so grea't
that the cry.everywhere was ‘“sold out.”
That shade was a kind of warm _rmset
brown—quite an autumn tint. This sea-
son no one shade of brown will be mors
fashionable than another, There is cloth
of plain dark brown, and others of a
bright snuff-colored brown, and many
others in between those shades.

There are just two shades of brown
which it is as well to avoid. One is a
very dark brown; in a bad light that looks
too much like a bad black or blue; the
other is a shade of brown with a yellow-
ish tinge in it, and that is bad, because
if one is a dweller in towns it is apt to
harmonize too well with a pale yellow
complexion. With these two exceptions
one can take one’s choice. ;

To get the best effect with a brown smj
one’s shirt and tie amd socks should “go
with it. The best shirt is a white soft-
fronted one with a neat pattern of thin
brown stripes. In most cases the brown
tie that is worn with this suit sh(}uld be
several shades lighter than the suit, but,
of course, if the suit is very light, then
the tie must be dark, and in that case
there should be no half-measures about it;
it should be quite dark. The socks should
match the suit, and, as a rule, there is
not much difficulty about that. An exact
match is unimportant so long as the socks
and the suit have the same kind of brown
in them. -

And the hat? The soft felt hat will
probably be the most fashionable hat, and
brown the most fashionable shade. As to
the shape, this is a matter which must be
left to individual taste, but, generally
speaking, the soft felt hat will be & neat
and rather small hat.

Ceneral Bramwell Booth Organizing
Special Department

INTERNATIONAL AGENet

Celonel Unsworth In Charge— Already
Threats if Operations go on Against

% The Business—General Outlines Part
of The Plan

London, March 14—General Bramwell
Booth has appointed a special department
of the Salvation Army to deal with mat-
ters arising from the white slave traffic.
This agency will be of an international
character, and is to be organized by Col-
onel Unsworth, an experienced officer who
has seen service in the army in many
countries. ‘Under him will be an officer
\\'{t,ll a knowledge of languages and a com-
mittee will be in charge to direct those
engagéd in the work. .

One ,of the abjecis ‘of the general is
't_o provide a central bureau of information
on ‘the subject, bpth at home and abroad,
and t6 assist friends of the movement
in. other countries to secure the full ad-

as far as possible, where this is necessary.

“I have been threatened as to the conse-
quences if we go forward on these lines,”
said the general, to a representative of the
“Westminster Gazette,” “but I do not
see why that should hold us back. In
any work for humanity we must take
riske, and I am prepared to face the
threats of those who oppose us. We have
to recognize that this traffic is highly or-
ganized, and that it brings great profit
to those engaged in it, but the enormi-
ties practiced on women and young girls
by being entrapped into the most demoral-
izing situations are such that we must
do everything that is possible: to assist
in their protection.

“The army has taken a large share in
emigration work, but we recognize the
dangers attending the transfer of women
from one country to another. This fact
hag been brought home to us in many
ways. A large ship, with only a limited
supply of stewards, and stewardesses, and
these heavily worked, provides opportuni-
ties for men of a certain type which often
leads to disastrous results. In view of the
information we have obtained we shall
arrange & regular corps of travelling offi-
cers on emigrant ships, so that every ves-
sel of this kind will have one such offi-
cer on hoard. The authorities cannot act
without information, and it is sometimes
impossible for them to obtain facts enab-
ling them to move. But we believe that
if we are able to supply data showing
that undesirable persons are using the
ships for the purpose of the traffic they
will support the steps we are taking.”

General Booth' mentioned instances of
the methods of those who are carrying on
the traffic in Caire, Asia Minor, and else
where. The agents obtain girls on various
pretences, appsrently quite imnnocent, and
then convey them' to various places where
2 hideous market in women is possible.
