Ix order that our numerous readers may not impeach us with
changeableness, we offer as a reason for deviating in our Jast number
from our vsual form, that it was in accordance with the suggestion of a
number of our friends, and partly under the impression that the alteration
would be generally approved of. T'he experiment having been made and
found to be inconvenient in several instances, we feel warranted in resum-
ing our original form, which we consider better adapted to the space
occupied by the Tables, &ec. usually iuserted in an Alinanac; and more
agreeably 1o the wishes of our readers in general.

We have in this devoted a much larger space to reading than
has been occupied by any previous number, which will be found to contain
matter highly valuable, both as regards usefulness and entertainment. In
making this addition, we have necessarily abridged some portions of the
statistical department. With regard to the improvements in the Calendar
Pages and Astronomical Calculations, we leave the Editor of that depart-
ment to speak for himself.

Onr readers will perceive that we have made a new arrangement of our
Calendar Pages. A few words in explanation of the Astronomical part
may not be amiss. The Rising and seiting of the Sun is given in Appa-
rent Time. If Halifax had a horizon open to the east and west, we should
have thought it necessary to have given the correct mean time of rising
and setting. The length of Day is formed by doubling the time of Sun
Settiug, and on the contrary, the length of Night is obtained by doubling
the time of his rising. Hence the increase or the decrease of the length
of daylight may at any time easily be found. The Equation of Time to
Greenwich Noon for each day is next given. The approzimate wean
time of the Moon’s rising and setting is given only, for the same reason
as applies to the Sun’s rising and setting. But the true mean time of her
Meridian passage or Southing, is given for Halifax. The Tides on the
opposite page are those following the Moon’s Meridian passage. The in-
termediate tide may be found sufficiently accurate by taking half the differ-
ence of any two tides. As the Luuar day exceeds the Solar day in length,
there will be one day in the month in which she will not pass the Meri-
dian, and consequently where the word ¢ morn’’ occurs, there will be oaly
one tide in the course of that twenty-{our hours.

Suggestions for the New Year, 1844,

THERE i3 no season more appropriate for reflection, and perhaps no time
hetter adapted to school our thoughts and feelings, than the NEw YEanr. Con-
nected as it is, with the period above all hest calculated 10 awaken our most
generous impulses, the mind is admirably prepared to abandon every unchari-
table sentiment, and bury those disagreeable prejudices, which at best only
tend to sever the ties of friendship and social intercourse. In the hope, there-
fore, that an appeal to the public feeling may not be in vain, allow me, Mr.
Cunnabell, to offer, through your useful publication, a few suggestions rela-
tive to our present situation. As all have, more or less, felt the pressure of
the times, it is the duty, and for the interest of every one of us, to use what
influence we may possess, in order tn establish a better +tate of things; and,
therefore, if any ill feelings have rankled in our breasts towards each other, let
them die with the old year, if not before ; for nothing contributes more power-
fully to banish the intruder, Hlarp Times, from our happy laud, than union
among ourselves.

Much may be effected towards ameliorating our condition, by prompiness
and punctuality in the fulfilment of our engage:ents towards each other. Let
then the daties of the desk and counting room be completed ; accounts posted,
bills made out and collected, and ledgers balanced. See that all deots are
promptly and fully paid, and every thing connected with business matters of
the old year so thoronghly performed, that each may have what are honestly
his dues, without the inconvenience and vexation of nearly another year's de-
lay, in addition to the consequent loss of money and time experded in their
collection. The energies of business men being thus freed from the operations
of the past, would be directed with redoubled strength tathe concerns of the
future; and knowing by the most unerring demonstrations that their confi-
dence were not misplaced, could venture toa prudent extension of business,
thereby affording employment to the industrious, credit to the punctual, and
success to the enterprising.

And whilst we are individaally prosecuting our own course through life, let
not the interests of the rising generation he neglected. Educationis a duty we
owe our children, justice to our country demands it, and therefore it should
be regarded as a theme of the highest importance. Ascertain then if your
ehildren at school are under the tuition of judicious Ereceplou, send those to
school who are of a suitable age to begin.

ence.
e When these matters are properly arranged, and business is prosecoted with
prudence and integrity, the general prosperity of the province will soon be
perceptible. This object ought to be the aim of every individual; to facilitate
which, let us make no unnecessary debts, and endorse and sign as little as
possible. By this prudence there will be more dona fide business transacted,
and less of a fictitious nature. Tt would also promote our general prosperity
to shorten the usual terms of credit ; for the more frequent the opportunitics
of receiving movey, the oftener will be the chances for profitable investments :
and therefore, if trade that is now done on a year’s running eccount, and which
requires the principle part of another year to settle up, was conducted on the
plan of three or six months credit, and all parties were to adhere religiously
to these terms, business in almost every branch would be more than doubled.
No argument need be adduced to estublish this assertion, for every man of
business must know by his own experience, that such a change would be for
the better : at all events it is an experiment waich could be made without sa-
crifice.

In conclusion I would observe, that my reasons for selecting the Nova-
Scotia Almanac, as a means through which to offer these suggestions, are
chiefly owing to the impossibility of the attention of the whole public being
directed to the subject throrgh the medium of any one newspaper; the ne-
cessity of a more general circulation; and the means of preserving for occa-
sional reference, in the hope that eventually some public demonstrations will
be manifested,ou a subject with which every individual in the province is more
or less interested.

Potatoes.—A novel mode of growing potatoes has been tried in Germany
with beneficial effects. A corner of a cellar was covered with a bed of 2.3
river sand, and 1-3 common mould, into which was placed in April, 32 pota-
toes, without covering them with mould or sand ; these produced in Novermn-
ber about one peck, the 10th part of which were as big as an appie, the rest
were smaller. The peel was very thin, the pnlp white and mealy, and the
taste unusually pleasant, No culture was used, and yet they grew without
the influence ofthe sun or heat of the day. This experiment is worth a trial
in warm frost-proof cellars, for early polatoes.

1f it was any-
thing in the rain adhering to it, why should not the whole field be rusty, or
even within one foot ? Again, vou will seldom see wheat rust in a eold, dry
summer, and small growth, when the bark does not burst before this time,
when it is in the milk. 1 would not givea decided opinion, but it is probable
that the sap is not as limpid while in milk as hefore, consequently there
would be more obstruction in the circulation which would cause it to burst—

1437, North Americn, including Nova Scotin, discovered by John Cnbot
five years after Columbus made his first voyage to the more southern part of
the Continent.

1512, Baron de Lare, a Frenchman, attempte
Cousenu, hut was unsuccessful,

1525. Varazzand, a Frenchman, and Gomez, a Spaniard, coast the shore
from Newloundlund to Florida, and touched on Nova Scotia, but made no
attempt to settle the country.,

country, in the narae of the King ot France,—being the first actual possession
taken in the name of any of the Europenn Sovereiuns,

1593, It was not until this late time that La Roche made
0 settle the country in hehalf of France ; leaving some
to perish on the [sle of Sable, was all he effected.

1604, Mousieur De Monts forms the first permane
shores of this Province, at Annapolis, which he ¢
the country the name of Acadia. The French
good fortnge (o conciliate the Indians, and ¢
them during the whole time they held the country.

1607. The French writers record that in January the climate was 80 warm
A3 1o admit of their visiting their * ¢corn fields,” a distance of fwo miles in
An open hoat, and dining in the open air. In the Spring of this year two hogs-
heads of fish were sent 1o France,being the first fish exported from the country.
At this time the two Gilberts formed the first English settlement on the West
side of the Bay of Fundy, which settlement, together with the discovery by
Cahot, is the fonndation of the title of the Crown of England 1o the country.

1608. Two Catholic Priests arrive at Port Royal from France, being the
first clerical men sent into the country, A difference shortly arises between
them and the Governor.

1613. The Priests are removed to LaHave, and form a settlement there,
which they call § Saviour ; this settlement was, however, scarcely formed,
when they were discovered by Capt. Argall, of an English 14 gun brig, who
hurnt the house nnd bronght the inhabitants prisoners to New England. Capt.
Argill also destroyed the settlement at Port Royal,

1621. The whole conntry, incloding New Brunswick, was granted by
James the First to Sir William Alexander, u nder the name of Nova Scotia,

1625, sSir Williamn Alexander’s grant confirmed by Charles the First, who
institated the order of Knights Baronets of Nova Scotia,

1627, Sir William dislodges the straggling French settlers, and forms the
first permanent English settlement in the country. The French fit ont a
strong fieet to recover Port Royal and other places in North America ; but
It is destroyed or eaptured by the ships of Sir Wm. Alexander.

1628. Claude de 1a Tour, a French Protestant, who was in one of their
ships, becamean English subject, and married one of the Queen’s Maids of

Honour, After which he warmly espoused the English interest, and helped
them to colonize the country,

1629.  Sir David Kirk fortifies Port Royal and Ca
he sails up the St, Lawrence, and on 19th July reduces Quehec.

1630. Sir Wm. Alexander conveys his title to Nova Scotia, with the ex-
ception of Part Royal, to Le Tour.

1632. The whole of the country cede
Germain's ; and Razillia, a French Governor, sent out to take possession of jt1.
At this time the River Kenebeck wus considered the sonth boundary.

1634. Razillia dies, and the fovernment passes into the hands of Charnise
by a royal commission. Charles E. La Tour (son of the former La Tour)
holds forcible possession of part of the country, nnd open warfare exists bhe-

tween him and Charnise. Le Tour was finally subdued, and, after the death
of his heroic wile, forced into banishment,

1651. La Tour returned at the death of Charnise,
ried, and thereby regained possession of the whole

1656, Major Sedgewick, with a strong force, by order of Oliver Cromwell,
destroys all the Freneh settlements, and the country again passes intothe
hands of the English. Le Tour, however, having put himself under the pro-
tection of the Eiglish, in company with Mr. Temple and William Crowe
(2 native of Nova Scotia, and a dramatic writer of note in England,) obtained
A grant of the whole Province from Oliver Cromwell.
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1667. The country was again ceded to France under the name of Acadia,
and the French rcmained in quiet possession for twenty-two years,

1690 War having again broke out, an armed force, from Massachusetts,un-
der the command of the celebrated Sir Willinm Phips, destroyed the fortitica-
tions at Port Royal,and conquers the country in behalf of England. Shortly
alter, Villabou arrived from France, and retook Port Royal. Ile did not, how-
ever, retain it long, bat had to return to France. Nova Scotia was then ap-
pended to and formed part of the Government of Massachusetts.

1691. Villabon returned and took the Deputy Governor, Mr. Nelson, and
sent him prisoner 1o France. Villabou was shortly after taken in his turn, as
he was making a voyage to St. John in a frigate, and sent prisoner to Boston ;
whereupon the English regained possession.

1697. By the treaty of Ryswick, the French were again put in possession of
the country, and the boundary fixed at the Kiver St. Croix.

1701. Brullion, the French Governor, then residing at Lahave, encroaches
on the English settlements at Kenebeck, and interrnpts their trade by piracy.
A large force from Massachusetts, under Colonel Church, retaliates,and lays
waste many of the French settlements.

1707. The English mrke an unsuccessful attack on Port Royal.

1710. General Nichelson, with a large force, reduces Port Royal,and trans-
ports the Governor home to France.

1713. The French waved their claims, and for the first time ceded the
countiry to the English, by the treaty of Utrecht : since which it has remained
exclusively in the hands of the English.

1714. General Nicholson was commissionedGovernor of the Provirce iy
Queen Anne, and resided at Port Royal, the name of which was now changed
10 “ Anndpolis Royal,” in honour of the Queen. The French settlers very
generally decline taking the oath of allegiance.

1720. Colonel Philips is appointed Governor, and nominates a Councilof
twelve, The Acadians are agsin summoned to take the oath of allegiance,and
out of 4,000 not more than 1,000 comply.

1724. Since the termination of the French power, the Indians having mafp-
tained a cruel and harrassing war, under the secret gunidance of the French
afficers, were this year defeated, and many of their principal villages destroy-
ed, which induced them to sue tor peace ; after which no remarkable event
for twenty years.

1744. War again broke out between the English and French, and the In-
dlans made an unexpected attack, and destroyed many of the sertlements
throughout the country : assistance, however, shortly arrived from England,
and they were repulsed , and. in consequence of the cruelties practised by
them, the Governor of Nova Scotia offered a reward for their scalps.

1745. Louisburgh taken the first time, principally by forces from New Eng-
land, aided by Novascotians.

1746. A number of French ships-of-war sank by their crews in Bedford Ba-
#in, to prevent their being taken by the English fleet.

1747. A number of men killed at Windsor and other places, by a French
force sent from Canada toretake the country. A large armament sept out
trom France to reduce Nova Scotia, was defeated by Admirals Anson and
Warren, who took a number of ships and 409 prisoners. After which the
French troops from C anada retired from the Province.

1748. Peace again restored to the country, by the treaty of Aix la Cha-
pelle, by which Louisburg was given up to France.

1749. Governor Cornwallis and near 4,000 persons sent out, under the pa-
tronage of the Marquis of Halifax, st the expense of the home government ;
and they lay the foundation of the Town of Halifax. They are much impeded
by the hostility of the Indians, who kill a number of the workmen. The
Governor requires an unconditional oath of allegiance from the Acadian
French, which they delay (some say decline) (o take.

1750. At a time of profound peace between France and England in Eu-
rope, La Corne, from Canada, with a body of 600 men and 2 ships of war, me-
pace Halifax and keeps the country in #state of warfare.

1752. Governor Cornwallis returns to England, and is succeeded by Gover-
nor Hobson.

1758. Lunenburgh settled by the Germans.

1754. Governor Lawrence, in the ahsence of Hobson, grants Lawrence
Town—east of Ilalifax—to 20 proprietors.

1754. The Sapreme Court first established in Halifax, and Jonathan Bel-
oher appointed Chief Judge.
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1755, In consequence of the aggression of the Frenc h; Colonels Mankton
&nd Windslow, with a body of Provincial and recular troops, destroy all thetr
fortification in the Province, and send all those they find in arms to Louis-
buarg. The Acadian settlers,they allowed to remain, under a promise of peace-
#ble behaviour in future, Nhortly after, the whole of the Acadians, consist-
Ing of near 18,000 souls, were expelled the country., This action, which we
would fain draw a veil over, was ordered by the Governor in Council,and exe-
cuted by Colonel Windslow. From the settlement of Halifax up to the pre-

“®ent year, the British Government granted towards defraying the expense of
settling the Town, and other charges connected with the same, the large sum
of £115,584 14s. 114, sterling.

1753, An armament, fitted out at Halifax, reduces Lo tisburg; 5,673 prison-
ers, 339 cannon, and 9 ships of war are taken with it. The first Honse of Re
presentatives were called -together this year, and chose Robert Sanderson
Speaker. One of their first measures was passing a bill disqualifying all sale-
vied officers from holding a seat in either the House of the Council. The
Council, however, reject it.

1759.  Governor Lawrence issues his celebrated proclamation, which inda-
CEs many persons to mizrate to the Province, and scttle on the lands vac ated
by the removal of the French.

1760. Governor Lawrence dies, and is succeeded by Jonathan Belcher as
President ; and aflerwards as Lieut. Governor.

The Assembly being dissolved by the death of George 2nd, the Governor and
Council alter the scale of Representation. The second General Assembly con-
vened, and appointed William Nishet, =peaker.

1762. The whole country now ceded 10 the English, by the treaty of Pazis,
which confirmed to them all the French possession, in this part of America.

1763. Montagu Wilmot assumes the Government. Londonderry and Hor-
tn were both settled this year. & 4

809 ; the whole population to 13,000 persons,

The Colo-
nial Secretary directs the Governor to propose to the Assembly, that in their
future appropriation bills, they shall include £100 each for those Missionaries
of the Chnrch of England, who have done clerical duty in the Province two
years. His Excellency lays the corner stone of the Provinee building, which
costs the Province nearly £100,000, and takes ten years in building. Mr. Jeffery
appointed to the Council. Sir George Provost goes to Canada as Governor
General, and Judge Crook again administers the Government. A heavy gale
in September destroys much shipping in the harbor of Halifax, and on the
coasf. Sir John Coap Sherbrooke arrives, and assumes the Government. The
port of Halifax opened to all neutral vessels. The Assembly inform the Go-
vernor, that they decline making provision for the clergy ; and again request
that the quitrent claims shall be withdrawn.

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#lar, to present to the Earl of Dalhousie. On receiving official notice of (he
death of I1is Majesty George the Third, D, 8. Clark is appointed Herald, and
George the Fourth is proclaimed in Halifax in due form. Lord Dalhousie
koes 1o Canada, and Sir James Kemp assumes the Government, The Island
«f Cape Breton is reannexed 1o Nova-Scotia, and allowed to send two Mem-
bers to our Assemlly, The laws and ordinances of Nova-Scotia are extend-
ed to the Island of Cape Breton. Dr. Burk the Catholic Bishop of Nova-
Scotia died this year. The thirteenth General Assembly convenes in De-
cember, and reappoint Mr, Robie Speaker. Sir James Kempt draws from the
contingent fund, £300, for the relief of the sufferers by a destructive fire, which
occurred on the borders between Annapolis and Shelburne Counties. Liberal
subscriptions are made for the same purpose, throughout Nova-Scotia and
New Brunswick. The Assembly vote another £1,000 for Dalbousie Col
lege, then in progress of building.

1821, The harbor of Hulifax was this year frozen over, nearly to the Light-
house. A very destructive fire in Halifax consumes 23 houses 1n Sackville
streél. £168 remitted fiom Halifax, being the amount of subscriptions m
Nova-Scotia, for erecting a Monument in London, to the Memory of His Royal
Highness the Duke of Kent, Her Majesty Queen Victoria's father, The
Northern District of Cape Breton divided into three Townships, viz. : Sydney,
8¢. Andrews, and St. Patrick.

1822. The crew of a French frigate which had been wrecked, on the Iske
of Sables, brought into Halifux, by the superintendent of the Island, whene
they were hospitably treated ; which hospitality is suitably ucknowledged by
the king of France, who sends out an order of knighthood to His Ex(‘cllcncy,
and presents to those who were active in rescuing them. The Hon. Enos
Callins appointed to the Council.

1823. Agreeable 10 the request of the House of Assembly, Mr. Kavannah is
allowed to take his seat in the Assembly, without taking the oft repudiated
test oath. He is the first Catholic to whom that indulgence has been extend-
ed. The Halifax Library established by subscription, The Assembly, by
a majority of one, pass the Judge bill, which divides the Province into three
districts, and encumbers the civil list with the salary of three additional
Judges ; ufter nenr twenty rears irial, these courts are found to be worse than
useless and abolished. The inhabitants very generally request his Excellency
by Memorial, to withhold his assent to the Judge bill ; but without effect.
The harbor of Halifax was frozen over, from George’s Island to the head of
the Bason, and continued so for several weeks. John G. Marshall, Esq., s
appointed Chief Justice of the County of Cape Breton, His Excellency
appropriates a room in the Province Building, for the use of the Halifax Li-
brary.

Eiu. Three Members of the House raised to Judgeship, to fill the places
created by the Judge bill. The Township of Kempt founded. The House
vote 500 guineus to purchase a sword for Sir James Kempt, which His Ex-
cellency declines accepting ; very justly observing, ¢ That they were too pro-
digal with che people's money.” The Shubenncadie Canal Company in-
ocorporated, by an Act of the Legislature. Mr. Robie made Master of the
Rools, and appointed to a seat in the C ouncil. SirJames Kempt visits Eng
land, and Mr. Wallace administers the Government. Sugar and coffee, the
produce of South America, allowed to be warehonsed in Halifax for exporta-
tion. The Colonial Secretary, by an order to the Governor, directs that the
principal public oflicers shall wear a uniform. This order however, has not
been complied with ; at least in Nova-Scotia, There were this year 128
commitments to bridewell.

1823: The Liverpool Trading Company established at Halitax. An ex-
tensive forgery of Province Notes, by John Puttum, an American, discovered.
The Annapolis Iren Company established. The great fire at Miramichi oc-
curred this year, and occasioned damage to the amount £230,000. Bishop
Stanser having died in England, the Rev. John Englis is appointed in his place.

B. G. W. Archibald is chosen Speaker of the Assembly, in place of Mr. Rohle.
A Shark, 32 feet long, and 18 feet in circumference, is taken, entangled in.a
fishing net, and brought into Halifux, Sir James Kempt returns from En
land. The Mines of Nova-Scotia granted to the Duke of York, and by him
conveyed by lease, over to Rundle and Bridge ; a Company of Merchants in
London. The old Halifax Bank established. The Lord Bishop of Nova-
Scotin, appointed to a seat in the Council. Lord Bathurst, the Colonial Se-
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¢retary, in a despatch, informs the Governor, that His Majesty in Council, has
orderel that the British stirling money shall be the circulating medivm of all
the Colonies. Our House of Assembly did not second His Majesty’s good
intentions,

1826. There were builtin Nova-Scotia this year. 131 vessels ; the united
tonnage of which was 15,553 tons. The principal officers and clerks of the Cus-
toms at Halitax, take the oath preseribed by the Act of Parliament. to take no
fees or payments while in the discharge of their ducy. The Colonial Becre-
tary informs His Excellency, that the Home Government will pay £400 an-
nually toward the support of the Isle of Sables, as long as the Province con-
tribntes a like sum. The Assembly vote £1,000 for the relief of the suf-
ferers by the Miramichi fire, Private contribution in the Province for the
same purpose, amounts to £4,500, The first Regatta was held in Halifax
this year.

1827. The fourteenth General Assembly is elected this year, and chose &,
G W* Archibald for their speaker, The Colonial Minister, in behalf' of his
Majesty, remits all arrears of quitrent due previous to the lst January last ;
and requires that they shall be collected in future as they become due ; and
upplied to some purposes of internal improvement, such as his Majesty may
apprave of, The amount of salaries received by the officers of His Majesty’s
Customs in Halifax, found to be collectively over £8,000, exclusive of fees.
The whole of the Assembly wait on his Excellency with a view of having them
reduced. The Assembly, by an unanimous vote, request His Majesty by an
address, to dispense with the declaration against Popery, heretofire imposed
upon Members of the Assembly Baptist Church in Halifax established,
and their Chapel in Granville street built. The Catholics present Rev. Mr

Jarral \\'i‘h a Gold Chalice and Cup, The steam engine first introduced
into the Provinee, and used at the coal mines at Picton, The vote of the
Assembly, granting the annual sum of 400 te the Picton Academy, was this
year rejected by the Council, and consequently lost to the institution.

1828. The House, b¥ eddres s, request His Majesty to suspend the collection,
or relinquish the quitrents. Pictou und Sydney made free ports. 300¢
per annum for five yeurs granted for the encouragement of a line ofstage
conches, to run between Aunapolis and Halifax ; which commences running
in June. The Assembly vote 150/, to encourage a steam boat to run be-
tween Annapolis and $t. John. Sir James Kempt appointed Governor Ge-
neral, and gees to Canada. Mr. Wallace administers the Government until
the arrival of his predecessor, 8ir P. Maitland. The population of the Pro-
vince, exclusive of Cape Breton, is found by the census to be 123,848, being
an increase 41,795 in ten years. Lighthouse on Maugher’s Beach first put
in operation this year, The number of enrclled Militia throughout the
Provinee, including Cape Breton, is this year 22,783, The highest tides
ever known in the Bay of Fundy cccurred this year, by which the dykes on
many of the rivers emptying into it, are broken up, and much damage there-
by incured.

———

Note.—The object which the Publisher had in view, in compiling the
preceding Chronological Table, was merely to supply this year's Almanac
with a few pages of interesting readable matter; and he intended to carry
it down to the present day: but facts and information, highly interesting
and worthy of being recorded, has accumulated on his handsd uring the
progress of the work, far beyond his expectations, insomuch that he has
béen compelled, for want of space, to break off abruptly at the year 1828.
The Publisher, however, purposes to take the thing up, on a more en-
larged plan, next year; and with the help of his patrous in and about
Halifax, as well as those in the more distant parts of the Province, he
may be enabled to make it not only an interesting appendage to his Al-
manac, but of much historical importance.

There are many interesting facts connected with the early settlement
of Halifax, and indeed in every township in the Province, that have ne-
ver been put in print, and which remain as traditions, known only to
some of the older inhabitants, These, in the common course of nature,
muost be shortly removeid from among us; and unless some plan of col-
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leciing the valuable information which they could now unfold is adopted
wn the course of a very few years, much that is highly important, and as
highly interesting, will be totally lost. I'o prevent this, is the principad
ohject which the Publisher has in view, and he therefore requests the Pa-
trons of his Almanac, either in town or country, who may be acquainted
with any facte, such as would be useful in an historical point of view, o¢
interesting for others to know, either from their own personal knowledge,
or from trust worthy tradition, to commit the same to paper, and to ad-
dress it to hitm by the first of June next.

The Publisher trusts this appeal will not be made in vain: and if it ia
at all generally complied with, a larae body of valuable information will
be elicited, such as will be of the highest ‘importance, not only to us of
the present day, but to future generations; and it will, at the same time,
enable him to make his next year’s number much more deseiving of pa-
tronage than those publications have heretofore been.
