Birmingham, Ala., Jan. 17.—Two weeks 
ago Joseph Gardon, a Frenchman, came 
to this city, accompanied by a travelling 
companion named Louis Lambert. Gar­
don could not speak English, but Lam­
bert spoke French and English. They 
engaged rooms at a boarding house kept 
by Mrs. A. R Ledet, who is of French 
birth. Lambert told Mrs. Ledet that 
Gardon had recently come into posses­
sion of a large fortune left by his father, 
who died at Denver. Lambert also said 
that Gardon had 
diamonds valued at

Mrs. Ledet, who is a handsome young 
widow, says that several days ago Gar­
don proposed marriage to her, and as an 
evidence of his sincerity, gave her $42,- 
000, of which $18,000 was in greenbacks, 
and the remainder in gold. It was after 
banking hours, and Mrs Ledet locked 
the money in a closet in her room. The 
next morning she discovered that the 
room had been entered and the money 
stolen.

Gardon and Lambert were both mis­
sing and no trace of them has been found. 
Mrs. Ledet’e theory is that Lambert has 
murdered Gardon and stolen the money. 
She has sworn out a warrent for him and 
employed detectives on the ,case. Gar­
don told Mrs. Ledet that his father left 
a fortune of $600,000 in mining property 
and real estate. His name was Antonie 
Gardon. Lambert was employed by 
young Gardon as a travelling companion 
to show him the country.

pp.TH£ RECIPROCITY 1E60TIHTIQIIS.
The Gazette published on Saturday an 

interview with the minister of finance 
on the new proposal of the United States 
with reference to reciprocity, in which 
he said the offer of the United States to 
Canada regarding the trade question was 
a most important one, embracing as it 
did a provision for a wide measure of re­
ciprocity as well as a basis of settlement 
of all outstanding disputes between 
the two countries. He added that the 
negotiations in progress will probably 
result in a conference at Washington 
after the next session. None of our 
esteemed contemporaries in St. John, 
has had anything from Ottawa in the 
shape of an interview with a cabinet 
ministerin regard to this matter, al­
though the subject is by far the 
tnost important that has en­
gaged the attention of our govern­
ment for a long time. Ever since 
the abrogation of the old reciprocity 
treaty in 1866 the difficulty has been to 
induce the government of the United 
States to negotiate for a new treaty, but 
it looks now as if this difficulty had been 
removed and a way opened for a new ar­
rangement which will be advantageous 
to Canada as well as to the United States. 
While Canada will not agree lo unre­
stricted reciprocity, its people are favor­
able to a free exchange of raw materials 
tod natural products, and a treaty simi­
lar to that of 1854 would best suit the 
wishes of our people. In such a 
treaty might be embraced a settlement 
of the fisheries question and of 
all other questions which now dis­
turb the harmony of the two countries. 
The people of Canada desire to live on 
terms of friendship and amity with their 
neighbors of the United States, but not 
at the expense of their rights or of their 
allegiance.

Stanley Ward Boundary.
The southern boundary line of Stanley
