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The imports into the United Kingdom 
for the past week have been 2,672,000 
bushels of wheat, 197,000 barrels of flour, 
or, reduced to wheat, 887.000 bushels 
while the farmers’ deliveries were esti­
mated at 912,000 bushels, giving them a 
supply of 4,471,000 bushels, which is 
about300,000 bushels more than requir­
ed for consumption.

The Government report was awaited 
with unusual anxiety this month, as it 
was supposed that we would be favored 
with ; the percentages and total figures 
for the ascertained crop of the United 
States of wheat for 1889, but only the 
percentages were given, and the different 
ways ;and means resorted to for the 
purpose of obtaining a result left the 
average trader about as v ise as he was 
before the report came out; but the most 
prominent authorities have decided that 
our wheat crop as harvested is about 
485,000,000 measured bushels.

Been a Scandal in Europe.

Women, sprung from families where 
every female member in their own and 
the preceding generation have been far 
above reproach, have spurned all the 
traditions of their race and have trodden 
the paths of evil with unswerving feet

Take, for instance, the case of the all- 
notorious Mrs. Blaq^ford, whose career 
added more than one chapter to the an­
nals of European Scandal. She was born 
of a highly respectable family of Pennsyl­
vania, her father having been a Presby­
terian clergyman of high standing. She 
was related to several prominent and 
celebrated personages of her native State. 
She was posseseed of exquisite beauty 
and almost irresistible fascination. One 
of the leading lawyers of Philadelphia, 
who had charge of her affairs after the 
dea th of her husband, related to the 
writer the following story, which depicts 
this woman, and others of her class, bet­
ter than whole pages of analysis and de­
scription could do:

After the settling up of the deceased 
Mr. Blackford’s estate only a few thou­
sand dollars remained for his widow and 
her little girl.

“Now Mrs. Blackford,” quoth her legal 
adviser, "you are a young and beautiful 
woman. Goto Washington, engage a 
handsome suit of rooms and entertain 
elegantly. There are so many wealthy 
single gentlemen attracted to Washing­
ton during the season of Congress that 
you will have no difficulty in winning a 
rich husband.” In language too coarse 
and too vile to adm it of transcription 
here, his lovely client announced her 
determination of devoting herself to a 
life of wickedness. She came to Europe 
and she fulfilled her intent

In this most famous of her infamous 
class there was no trace of the false sen­
timentality that lures honest women to 
weep over the woes of “La Dame aux 
Camélias.” She knew neither shame nor 
repentance, nor even the one holy in­
stinct that often lingers in the hearts of 
women otherwise wholly depraved, name­
ly, that of maternal love. There was *no 
reason whatever for her entrance upon 
the path that leadeth unto perdition. In 
contemplating the career and the charact­
er of such a creature]one is tempted to be­
lieve in the old legends of infants chang­
ed in their cradles by the fairies who took 
away the human child and left an un­
natural imp in its stead.

Another instance, well known to 
American residents in Europe, is that of 
a^beautiful woman wlio'came thither from 
the United States ostensibly to study 
music. She was past the age of girlhood.

Homes are built near 
the ends of quarter sections in neighborly 
proximity, These are more than cabins, 
having shingled roofs, hewn slab and log 
floors, planed, partitioned room, sash and 
glass windows, teamed seventy miles, 
and canoed and carried beyond yet 
farther. There were also sheds and 
wells, all of which were proof of 
the settlers’ plans.

^ _____ ___ the United States on pensions, an expen­
diture which is likely to increase very 
largely in the near future, is fitted to 
direct attention to the contrast between 
the methods of the great republic and 
those of our mother country. If there 
was anything that the Americans form­
erly prided themselves on it was their 
freedom from a pension list such as the 
“effete despotisms |of Europe,” had to 
bear, but now their own pension

Last year the Americans paid in pen­
sions no less than $88^275,113, and it, is 
thought that the pension expenditure 
will reach $100,000,000 in a year or two.

American ports; in 1887 less than one 
sixth of it went through United States 
ports and in 1888 only a little more 
than one ninth ol our total trade went 
i if that direction. It should be the aim of 
the people of St John to reduce this one 
ninth to zero and to acquire this trade 
wholly by making this the winter port 
of Canada.

The American ports which enjoyed 
this « "anadian trade last year were New 
York, Boston and Portland. The latter 
port took $1,428,780 of it; Boston, $3,070,- 
800, and New York the remainder. New 
York is farther from Montreal than Bos­
ton, aud Boston farther than Portland, 
yet, the port that is nearest took the 
smallest share of the trade, a clear proof 
that other elements besides distance en­
ter into this business. St John is farther 
from Montreal than New York is, but St. 
John is a ranch cheaper port and could 
undoubtedly obtain the most of the in 
transit business which New York now 
enjoys. A trade worth $30,000,000 a 
year is surely worth fighting for, but our 
only chance of obtaining it is to place St 
John harbor in proper condition. Mr.

“Well, I think one thing 
at least appears clear: if Mr. Straugh­
nessy had not intended committing sui­
cide, he would not have left the door of 
this room unlocked. But whether or no 
he was mad when he took the fatal dose, 
it might be hard to determine.”

At the inquest held over the body of 
Mr. Straughnessy, little further infor­
mation was elicited that might have 
served to influence a decision as to 
whether the deceased had committed 
suicide, or whether his death had been 
the result of an accidental overdose. 
Neither was anything more, likely to 
settle the question as to whether Mr. 
Straughnessy had been Mr. Brotherton’s 
murderer, disclosed; the picture, with 
its significant date and signature, how­
ever, seeming, to tho minds of some, to 
point unmistakably to his guilt. The 
full facts of the case were never known 
in Stirkbridge, but briefly they were as 
follows:
