Santiago de Chile, Aug. 19.—Santa
Luzia, a high hill in the centre of the
city, has partly collapsed.

The archbishop’s palace, the min-
istry of the interior, the palace of con-
gress, the buildings of the municipal-
ity, the national library, the university
and the military barracks all were sev-
erely damaged, as also were several
churches. The cathedral, however, was
not injured.

The damage here is estimated at
$6,000,000, The people have been forbid-
den to enter the churches, the schools
or the theatres.

shore. The principal articles of export
are hides, tallow, iron ore and mer-
chandise, and the imports are im-
mense. All of Europe carries on an
extensive trade with the port, &and
there is always a large fleet of mer-
chantmen there, the flags of every
maritime nation being seen almost any
day. It is said that in point of ship-
ping Valpariso is as important a port
as San Francisco, if not more so.

The city is built according to Euro-
pean plans and has some imposing
structures, particularly the great ca-
thedrals, one of which it is said was
erected at a cost of $8,000,000. The city
is the centre of a great network of rail-
roads running in all directigns, by

Capt. Saunders Mistook Position of Ves-
" sel-=Difficolty in Getting Ship
Off the Rocks.

Honolulu, Aug. 21.—The efforts have
so far failed to pull off the Pacific mail
steamer Manchur:a, which stranded off
Rabbit island on the north shore of
Oahu, and a cable may be sent asking
for tugs from San Francisco. Another
attempt will be made to haul the liner
off the reef at high tide to-day. 'rfhe
steamers which acted as tow boats are

on board, and many of them are com-
ing overland.

No Immediate Danger
of her breaking up, but it ig believed
it will be impossible to get her from
her present position. It is reported
that the steamer is leaking, and that
the pumps are at work.

She is
far inside the reef now and pounding
quite heavily.

Synibathy Expressed for Capt. Adair
and Lient. Dathan in View of
Circumstances.

Portsmouth, Aug. 21.—The court-
martial which tried Capt. Thomas B.
Blair and “Lieut. James H. Datham,
respectively the commander and navi-
gating officer of the British battleship
Montague which went ashore off Shu-
mer Point, May 30th, has reprimanded
Capt. Adair and dismissed him from
his ship, and has severely reprimanded
Lieut. Dathan, dismissing him from his
ship and depriving him of two years’
seniority.

Regarded as Just.

London, Aug. 21.—The verdict+«in the
ease of the loss of the batleship Mon-
tague is regarded as just, and as be=
ing inevitable by all the London morn-
ing newspapers, but great sympathy is
extended to Capt. Adair and Lieut.
Dathan on account of the admittedly
fatal circumstances of the case, and
they are considered to be the wvictims
of ill-fortune rather than carelessness.

Both were officers of excellent re-
cord, and the evidence showed that
they were tired out by 48 hours more
or less incessant duty.

Numerous suggestions are made as
to the outcome of the disaster to the
Montague. The first being that the fog
signal at Lundy appears te have

Inadequate Range,

and into this a board of trade inquiry
probably will be instituted. The sec-
ond suggestion is one that the number
of navigating officers on a man-of-war
are not sufficient.

Capt. Adair's orders were te carry
out important wireless experiments,
and the evidence showed that he was
almost contsantly engaged in the wire-
less room. Some comment takes the
shape of a protest against the employ-
ment of first class battleships in such
dangerous proximity to dangerous
coasts. While it is admitted that offi-
cers must obtain experience, it is con-
tended that this might equally well be
obtained on board smaller vessels.

In some quarters it is suggested that
the judgment is a concession re public
disappointment over the loss of the
battleship, and the Standard complains
that the government has taken the
moment when the nation has been de-
prived of a first class battleship to
still further cut the naval programme.

TRIED TO ESCAPE.

Stackpole, the Prisoner on Trial For
Murder, Attempted to Get
Away.

Los Angeles, Aug. 18.—Ernest Stack-
pole, whose trial for the murder of
Joel Speck was concluded to-day, while
waiting in the court house this after-
noon for the verdict of the juty, made
a clever and almost successful effort
to escape from the building unnoticed
by Bailiff Harrington. He strolled out
through the door of the court room in-
to the chamber of Judge James, where
an open door led into the corridors of
the court.

He had scarcely entered the judge’s
chamber when Harrington caught sight
of him and sprang for the open door.
Harrington succeeded in rushing in
front of Stackpoie and throwing the
door shut and locking it. He then
clasped handcuffs on the prisoner and
led him back into the court room.
Stackpole was cool and collected, and
had nothing to say of the episode.

FEAR PLOT AGAINST
PRESIDENT OF FRANCE

A Suspect Having Bomb Material on
His Premises Expelled From
the Country.

New York, Aug. 20.—A special cable-
gram to a morning paper from Mar-
seilles, France, says that the police
yvesterday arrested an Italian anarchist
of the name of Cirrello Fraceza, boot-
maker, on suspician of being in a plot
to assassinate President Fallieres on
hig approaching visit to the Marselles
exposition.

When the Fraceza lodgings were
searched the police found .340 grams of
fulminate, 500 lead screws and other
bomb accessories, all of which had
been brought from Italy.

The arrest was the result of the re-
ceipt of an anonymous letter announc-
ing the plot which had wide ramifica-
tions, and is believed to be connected
with the arrest of the Italian on the
Franco-Spanish frontier at the time of
the attempt on the life of King Al-
fonso and Queen Victoria in Madrid.

This Italian was released by the
French police for want of evidence,
but was expelled from the country,

10 NEWFOUNDLAND

MIGHT TUNNEL THE
BELLE ISLE STRAITS

Another Suggestion is to Dam the Water®
= QOther News from Dominion
Points.

Montreal, Aug. 20.—A railway to
Belle Isle and thence by tunnel under
the straits and across to Newfound-
land is receiving considerabie atten-
tion, and negotiations are said to be in
progress between certain well-known
and financially strong English concerns
interested, along with the:government
of the timber and other resources of
.the Labrador regions and Newfound-
land, on the one hand, and of Quebec
and Lake St. John on the other.

/The Quebec and Lake St. John rail-
way will extend its present system to
Belle Isle on the north shore of the St.
Lawrence, and thence by tunnel under
the Straits of Belle Isle, a distance of
some twenty miles to Newfoundland.

Incidentally the damming of the
Straits of Belle 1sle is also discussed.
This would not only afford a crossing
for a railway to Newfoundland but
would benefit the climate and navi-
gation of Eastern Canada by prevent-
ing Arctic ice from passing through
the straits into the gulf.

To Represent Canada.

For Admission to Local Schools for New
Term-.Opening Takes Place
Monday,

On Monday, the 27th inst., the public
schools throughout the province will
be thrown open for the fall and winter
session. For several years past there
has been an extension of the summer
vacation, but it is not likely that the
same course will be adopted in the pre-
sent instance. The weathar everywhere
gives promise of a fall in temperature

and if the same tendency continues the !
department of education would not be |

justified in giving the teachers and
children another week or so holday. In
fact the superintendent announced this
morning that it would be faken as de-
finite that the schools will open on the
date mentioned.

With the reopening of schools one
exceedingly intricate problem has to
be faced and that is the question of
accommodation. It is the same old dif-
ficulty and one that recurs with as per-
sistent a regularity as the seasons fol-
low one another - in their ordained
course. Until one or more new schools
are erected it will continue to be met
with. and some makeshift solution
reached. The applications for admis-
sion to the primary grades of the
schools are more numerous than ever
before. This is not all due to the na-
tural internal growth of the commun-
ity. It may be attributed more to the
influx of settlers from the northwest
and other outside points, principally
those who have corze here from agri-
cultural centres attracted by the beau-
ties' of Victoria from a residential
standpoint. A glance over the names of
the*ehildren desiring to take up stdies
in the local educational institutions
proves the above statement. Many be-
long to comparatively strange families.
The situation, as local trustees remark,
is becoming more and more acute, so
much so that it will become soon a
matter of absolute necessity to vote
the funds needed for the construction
of at least one new building.

Several important changes will be in-
troduced in the curriculum of the Vie-
toria College this term. No provision
will be made for a new entrance class
in January. The department will ord-
er the usual Christmas examinations
but the successful candidates will have
to wait until next August to be ad-
mitted to the High school. It would
be better, therefore, for these students
to enter the sub-High school class, the
establishment of which forms one of
the most interesting of the alterations
referred to immediately. If they pro-
ceed along the same lines as last ses-
sion and take the exams in the ordin-
ary course, it means, in all probability,
the loss of a year or thereabouts in
their career.

Already some ninety applications
have been received for admission to the
sub-High school class. Arrangements
are being made for the accommoda-
tion of from twenty-five to thirty more.
To enter, however, the city superin-
tendent must be consulted not later
than to-morrow evening. All those who
are believed to be sufficiently far ad-
vanced to have a chance of passing
the entrance examinations at the end
of the year or next summer. if they
continued their studies in the ordinary
course, will be admitted. Thus a year
or more will be saved those who have
reached that stage. As can easily be
seen it would be the height of folly

| for any of those concerned not to take

Not
only will their low school education be
perfected, but they will be posted
upon the rudiments of the
branches which are taken up
college curriculum.

IN CATTLE INDUSTRY

Joint Inquiry by Western Representatives
Into Alleged Combine and Slaughter
House Conditions.

The condition of the cattle and dress-
ed meat industry, including the price to
the ‘sonsumer: will form the subject of
an inter-provincial conference that
will meet almost immediately in Cal-
gary. It is called by Hon. W. T. Fin-
ley, the
province of Alberta, and will have as
members a representative from each
of the four western provinces, British
Columbia, Alberta, Saskatchewan and
Manitoba.

In proposing that such a conference
be held, Mr. Finley stated that there
was evidence of an alleged undue re-
striction of trade which, in the public
interest, should be rigidly looked into.
As an instance of this he pointed out
the great difference in prices paid to
the stock raisers compared with the
figure charged consumers for dressed
meat. The reason of this great des-
parity will be the subject of investiga-
tion, together with other matters
touching the industry mentioned.

Slaughter houses, their condition and
sanitation, will also be included in the
scope of the conference. F. M. Fagan,
B. 8. A.,, has just been appointed to
represent this province. He is recog-
nized as an expert on sanitary mat-
ters, particularly from the standpoint
of the chemist, having made a special
study of the subject while attending
college.

The meeting to be called at once will
be largely preliminary in character.
A discussion will be held as to the

which his confidence is founded. Deep-
ly interested in sports of all kinds, he
Vis one of the party who accompanied
the Nelson cricket club to the tourna-
ment now in progress.

“By October 15th, Nelson will have
a complete municipal electric light
plant,” he said. ‘At present we are
able to supply about two-thirds of the
lights in summer and one half in win-
ter, but when the machinery is install-
ed in the new power house at Bonning-
ton falls there will be a capacity of
6,500 horse-power, enough to supply a
city of 20,000 inhabitants. We also have
a splendid system of waterworks. At
present we get the supply from Cot-
tonwood lake, but an expenditure of
$6,000 will enable the city to connect
also with Clearwater lake, doubling
the supply now available,

“We are using a lot of water in Nel-
son. In addition to the domestic, ser-
vices there are fifteen power mMmotors
being suppiied. With all these run-
ning, however, there is never a pres-
sure of less than 115 pounds at the
city hall. The C. P. R. uses city wa-
ter at its workshop for testing boilers,
merely at the natural pressure, and
as this amounts to 165 pocunds when
the motors are not running, there is
no necessity for artificial assistance.

“Speaking of water naturally brings
up the question of fire protection. 1
want Victoria to know that we value
Tom Deasy, our present fire chief, and
formerly occupying the same position
here. Since his appointment we have
only had one $125 fire, and there has
not been a single alarm for four
months. He seems to devote his at-
tention to. preventing fires, and Nelson
people consider his appointment one of
the best that could have been made.

“Victoria is a lovely city, but you
must not forget there are others.
Flowers and gruit grow perfectly in
Nelson, and I am even tempted to say
that the capital is exceeded in the
beauty of itg gardens by our city by
the lake. Fruit grows wonderfully well
in our part of Kootenay, the apple
trees have to be propped up. Roses
are even yet in full bloom,
they have been blossoming since early
in June. Of course, to bring about
these results requires the use of lots
of water, but we have been able to use
two million gallons a. day without
causing any trouble.

“Business in all lines is prosperous
in Nelson. The Hall mines smelter is
working full blast, obtaining its supply
of ore from the Arlington, Hunter V,
Hewitt and other mines, principally in
the Slocan district. Since the Trail
smelter was temporarily closed for re-
pairs it also draws considerably from
the St. Eugene, at Moyne. Lumbering
fs very active. Prices are good and
there is a market for all that can be
produced. Wholesalers and merchants
generally are in a confident state of
mind.

“There has only been one serious
trouble recently that might have oper-
ated as a set back to Nelson. As has
been previously reported in the press,
a company known as the Pilsbury syn-
dicate purchased a lot of land on the
mountains surrounding the city, divid-
ed it up and sold it to United States
titizens for fruit farms. When they
appeared upon the scene and found,
some of them, their land on the almost
perpendicular side of a hill, or on top
of a big bluff, there was a kick. At
first the agents of the syndicate claim-
ed there had been no misrepresenta-

tion, but the board of trade took up the
matter with energy and finally all the
money they had paid was refunded to
them. There is lots of good land for
fruit growing that is produciug large
crops, as will be shown at the annual
fair that opens in Nelson on September
19th.”

HOW VANCOUVER-IS
' BEING ADVERTISED

The Secretary 6f the One Hundres
Thousand Club Is Visiting
Victorla,

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Norman Norcross, secretary of the
One Hundred Thousand Club, Van-
couver, is in the city to-day, having
come down from the mainland last
evening, to see his father through a
serious operation performed in the St.
Joseph hospital. The One Hundred
Thousand Club, Mr. Norcross says, was
organized in March last, and the first
public demonstration of its existence
took the form of a parade on April
6th, marking the 20th anniversary of
the city. The parade was a monster
one, the largest Mr. Norcross thinks
that was ever held in the West, and it
served to show the resourcefulness of
the ‘city. There are a great many peé-
ple constantly coming into Vancouver,
and an exhibition of the kind mention-
ed, the secretary of the club pointed
out, helps to assimilate the population.
A great many people were indifferent
about displaying floats in the parade;
but these people after they saw thé
parade were much grieved to  think
that they had failed in°doing s0.” Now
it is proposed to hold a great'home inss
dustrial ‘exhibition on Septémber 1st:
All merchants in Vancouver on that
day will be asked to display in their
windows home-made goods, and shop-
pers will be requested” to buy none
other than these goods, the principle
of this being to give encouragement to
the principle of spending money at
home as much as possible. It is in-
tended to provide a big street illumin-
ation for the occasion, and to éngage
a number of bands which will add t¢
the spirit of ‘enthusiasm prevailing.

It is next year and subsequent years
that the club expect to feel the results
from the work that it *is now being
done, although many inquiries are con-
stantly coming in, seeking information
about the place and country. Mr. Nor-
cross says that one of the schemes for
attracting attention to "the province
and to their city in particular is the
establishment of a buletin system.
These are numbered and issued accord-
ing to the demand. A circular is sent
forth containing stateméhts about the
city or possibly about some part of the
province, and if the recipient desires
to get further information along the
line mentioned in the bulletin then it
is forwarded without delay.

“There is too much of the province

| to be referred to in one bulletin, and if

we.can find out what a man wants in
the way of information about any par-
ticular part we will provide him with
all that he needs,” says Mr. Norcross,
“We are not confining our work to the
mainland, but to the island as well.
For instance one feature which we
cover is that there is lots of crown
land available in the province, and I
have adopted as a motto, ‘there is but
one crop of land, and there will never
be another.””

Mr. Norcross predicts that Vancouv-
er will be one of the largest cities in
Canada, but she will not be the only
city on the coast. He states that at
present there is a growing stream of
people entering the Bulkley valley, the
Ootsa lake country and the Nechaco
valley. The latter travel via Bella
Coola and are going in large numbers.

The One Hundred Thousand Club has
a membership of 800, and is constantly
growing.

It wassthought when A. L. Belyea,
K. C., was fined $6 by Judge Lampman,
for practicing as a barrister without a
license, that the lpng standing trouble
between members of the profession and
the city of Victoria was at an end. But
such. hag hot ‘been ‘the case. Arrange-
ments have been made by all the mem-
bers of the bar here, except two, city
officials state, fer clearing up the in-
I debtedneéss by payment of the licenses,

they were offered the same terms as
others, but refused to accept them.

Anyway, the city has entered .action
in the County court against J. P. Walls
for $79.50, and A ,L. Belyea, K. C., for
$72,50, in respect of these licenses, the
sums named inc¢luding statutory costs.
Both have already- filed- dispute notes
and promise to defend the actions with
vigor.,- They cannot come on for trial
until after:the long vacation, but the
legal profession is watching with great
interest for the result.

The- history of the imposition of this
special form of license is peculiar. By
the Municipal Clauses Act, 1897, a
municipality was given power to im-
posz a license fee of $12.50 for each six
months for every person practising as
a barrister or solicitor within the cor-
porate limits. Without going further
back it- may be said that by the
Revenue By-Law, of 1900, Victoria took
advantage of this -power and imposec
this tax. Many members of the ba:
refused to pay -it.

It is alleged -that prominent lawyers
members of firms in which five or six
practicing  barristers had joined part-
nérship, brought pressure to bear on
the legislature, and, in 1802, secured an
amendment. ‘This cut out the specia
tax on ~barristers: altogethér, but put
a general tax on professions not ex-
ceeding $5 every six months. No doub!
there was a benefit here to small anc
large . fry alike. Every member of the
bar would, had. this amendment not
been amplified; have benefited to the
extent of $15 & year. But here is where
Messrs. Belyea and Walls say an in-
equality crept in.. The 1902 amendment
further provided that-in the case of a
parinership a ‘license need not be taker
out by each:member, but only one
license in:the name of the firm.

“This is what I -call inequitable tax-
ation,” said Mr; ‘Walls this morning
‘‘Some -of the:rbig firmis. in: town. have
five or siX members practicing, -while
I.am single.handed. It is certainly
not right n. equity that I should pay
the same license as the firms I have
mentioned.”

" Whether these allegations are facts
is' not yet decided, but one of the prin-
.cipal. grournds of defence is that the
byrlaw is not valid. Mr., Belyea, at
the previous trial, took the ground that
“professions” ghould be defined in the
by-laws; that all the learned profes-
sions, at least, should, under any cir-
cumstances, bé taxed alike. This woulé
include the law, the church and medi-
cine, It is understood that the only

under the Victoria by-law are law-
yers, doctors -and dentists—clergymen
going free. Judge Lampman, before
whom the previous case was heard
evidently did not consider the conten-
tion of sufficient importance to bar the
prosecution, as he fined Mr. Belyea, but
the matter will now come up before
another judge.

Interviewed in Montreal Hon, Wm. Temp=

Hon., Wm. Templeman, Minister of
Inland Revenue, was in Montreal last
week on his way back to Ottawa, after
a visit to the Maritime.

“Has Vancouver proved to be a drain
on Victoria by overshadowing 1it?”’

“No, I can’t say that it has. Both
towns have grown steadily, though
Vancouver has done so much more
rapidly on account of its superior posi-
tion as a railway terminal. Its island
location has been a drawback to Vic-
toria. The citizens of the town, how-
ever, are at present quietly agitating
for the bridging over of the straits and
the connection by rail of Victoria and
Vancouver. Victoria would thus be
made a railway terminal, "and its
growth would receive a great impetus.
The proposal is also an eminently
practicable one on account of the
numerous islands in. the strait; and,
though it will probably be years. be-
fore it is realized, I think that it is
more or less inevitable if both cities
continue to grow as in the past.”

“What will be the effect for Victoria
of the new G. T. P. and its terminal
to the north?”’

“It will be highly beneficial, I be-
lieve, judging from what was done for

At Vancouver A. Chester Beatty, as-
sistant general manager and consulting
engineer, being the assistant to John
iiays Hammond, left the party, and in
company with John B. Hobson started
for Cariboo to visit the work in pro-
gress there.

The members who.came on to Vic-
toria were Daniel Guggenheim, presi-
dent of the company, and his wife; S.
R. Guggenheim, one of the managing
directors, and his wife; Mr. Anderson
and Mrs. Frank.

It had been.arranged by the Victoria
Eraznch of ti'e British Columbia Mining
Assaociation that the visitors should be
given a tally-ho drive about the city
and be tendered a banquet before they
left. The short stay made it necessary
to reduce the programme to a short
tally-ho drive. News of their coming
was only received late yesterday after-
noon, and hurried preparations had to
be made for the reception.

Roland Machin and H. D. Thompson,
representing the Mining. Association,
and Col. Prior and D. R. Ker, of the
reception committee of the board of
trade, were on hand to extend a wel-
come to Victoria, Met at the wharf
they were driven as far as Government
House, the Princess Victoria being held
a quarter of a hour longer to accommo-
date the party.

Messrs. Guggenheim speak very
hopefully of their investment in Cari-
boo. They look with confidence upon
that end of their Canadian enterprise,
relying upon the ability of J. B. Hob-
son as a mining engineer to develop the
resources which the claims they have
acquired are expected to possess.

VISITING SENATOR
FROM STATE OF UTAH

Prominent Politician from Un'te] States
Visiting Victoria=-Has Pleasant
Recollections of City.

Spending a few days’ holfday in Vie-
toria at the present time is Senator Suth-
erland, one of the most prominent Re-
publican politicians of the state of Utah.
He is here resting after the labors of the
last gession, having been attracted to-
wards the Northwest by pleasant recol-
lections of a visit to British Columbia’s
capital some ten years ago. This is a
most beautiful climate, in the opinion of
the Senator, and the scenic surroundings
he thinks are superlatively grand.

Senator Sutherland, with respect to the
alleged practice of polygamy among the
Mormons, obligingly weént thoroughly in-
to the subject.

In order that the situation might be
understood,. the visitor explained that the
outsider must understand something of
the history of the Mormon church in
Utah. Its founders had settled when the
West was a wilderness inhabited only by
a few Indians, their children had been
brought up to believe that polygamy. was
the right thing, and had accepted it just
as naturally as the followers of other
creeds adopted the principles of their de-
nominations. As the country developed
an agitation arose against it, and con-
gress passed a law forbidding any Mor-
mon to take unto himself more than one
wife. But it wasn’t enforced. Not until
1834 had strict legislation been introduced
in regard to the matter. As a result hun-
dreds and hundreds of Mormons had been
prosecuted. They had appealed to. the
Supreme court, complaining interference
with ‘their religion, but judgment had
been given against them on every point.
Then the church had accepted the in-
evitable, and published a manifesto for-
bidding the practice of polygamy and
eliminating it from among the precepts of
the church.

The latter point,, Senator Sutherland
went on, brought the situation almost up
to its present stage. At the last election
he had been returned together with Sena-
tor Smoot, another Republican, but one
who was alleged to have Mormon lean-
ings and opinions favoring polygamy. An
agitation was raised with the object of
unseating him, in the course of which it
was stated that' polygamy was still being
carried on. The outcome was an investi-
gation at which it was proved that there
were cases of residents maintaining more
than one wife. But the majority of the
guilty parties proved to be old men, those
who had been married several times be-
fore the introduction of the aforemen-
tioned manifesto. At any rate it was
proved that it was not being practiced
systematically. ° Senator Sutherland in-
clines to the belief that his colleague,
Senator Smoot, will be vindicated at the
polls.

“Victoria i8 now as much a’ recog-
nized - tourist resort as any place on
the coast,” said Stephen Jones of the
Dominion, this' morning, when asked
concerning tourist travel of the pre«
sent season. C. A, Harrison, of the
Driard, reiterated this statement and
it was fully concurred in by E. J. Cave,
of the King Edward.

Two important features have marked
the present .year, and both were em-
phasizéd by all the hotel men spoken
to on the subject. Thé visitors are of
a higher class than ever before, and
they stay longer.

“Instead of only stopping long en-
ough to take breath,” as Mr. Jones said,
they came with the Intention of spend-
ing several days and generally remain
longer than intended. There is no
doubt that the San Francisco disaster
is .responsible for much of the higher
class tourist travel reaching this city,
but those who have come are so charm-
ed with Victoria and its surroundings
that it will be many years before they
again make California the vacation
state, if ever, This was plainly point-
ed out by M. H. Walker, a prominent
Salt Lake banker, who, with his wife
and family, has been at the Driard for
several days.

“We used to go to Del Monte, Mon-
terey, Santa Cruz or San Bernardino
for the summer,” he said, “but ladies
in particular are so nervous about such
disasters that they shudder at the
thought of visiting the old resorts
again. You have a charming city here;
the surroundings are most beautiful.
Victoria is a delightful place to come
for a rest. The people we have met
have treated us most kindly, and in
every way our visit is being made ex-
tremely pleasant. You have good hotel
accommodation at the present time,
but when the magnificent hotel now
being built is completed it will prove
a great attraction. For situation it is
unsurpassed by any I have ever seen.
The view from the upper stories must
be magnificent, and as no expehnse will
be spared on its decoration or equip-
ment it is certain to attract a large

The whole of the middle and western
states are at present represented on
the hotel registers of Victoria, not only
by isolated instances, but by large
numbers. This shows that the actual
tide of tourist travel has set in to-
wards Victoria. Of course the people
of the. prairie provinces will ever find
their summer home near this city, and
it is easily seen that many who form-
erly visited such places as Banff, Green
Mountain and other interior springs
now come to Victoria.

It was thought, earlier in the season,
that the enormous influx of last year
would be transient; that when there
were no special attractions such as the
Portland exhibition and the Dominion
fair this class of travel would fail off.
But such has not proved the case. July
was not quite as good as last year, but
the present month is breaking all pre-
vious records. There were never so
-many people in Victoria on pleasure
bent as there are to-day, except when
the usual population' has received an
increase through a one or two day
exeursion.

This large tide of tourist travel will
increase year by year. Many hotels
at present find their accommodations
taxed to the utmost, and are ‘turning
away people continually. Numbers of
visitors are, therefore, compelled to go
to hostelries that do not especially
cater to this class of trade. In view of
this it is easily seen that the Empress
hotel will only fill a present want; it
must soon be followed by others of a
similar character. Page after page of
registrations every day at all the im-
portant hotels cannot make pleasant
reading for Vancouver people. It is
safe to say the Dominion and Driard
alone receive each day as many guests
as all the principal hotels of the Ter-
minal City combined. Added to these
the King Edward, Dallas, Oak Bay and
numerous others contribute a full
quota to the long list of Victoria’'s
tourist visitors who are only forerun-
ners of the army of pleasure seekers
that will follow.

No clue has been obtained as
to the perpetrators of the outrage. A
rough estimate of the damage to the
building and contents is $7,000, the in-
surance being $2,000. Only about $15
was in the safe at the time, and some

COUNCIL PAYING
VISIT T LAKE

ANOTHER INSPECTION
OF THE WATER WORKS

Trip Made at Instance of Alderman Vin=
cent—Solons Making Thorough
Investigation,

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

This afternoon His Worship Mayor
Morley and members of the ecity council
are visiting Elk lake, the present source
of Victoria’s water supply. The trip is
being taken principally because of a
strong desire expressed by Ald. Vincent
at the last meeting to inspect that body
of water. In making the request that
his colleagues visit the lake Ald. Vincent
hinted that he had something to. show
them which had an important bearing
upon the problem now under discussion.
The object of the outing, therefore, is
shrouded in mystery, and the Mayor and
aldermen, it is understood, are just as
curious to learn what the representative
of the South Ward has “up his sleeve” as
the general public.

But it must not be supposed that the
councillors will devote their whole time
to investigating what Ald. Vinecent deems
of such momentous importance, although,
doubtless, they will give it the attention
which, in their judgment, it deserves.
They will take advantage of the oppor-
tunity to look into the conditions at the
lake once again. In view of the state-
ments that have recently been made by
T. Preece, foreman of the works, and
others, they should be in a position to
make a much more thorough survey than
before.

Gravity or pumping. These alternative
propositions are on trial this afternoon in
the minds of the city’s representatives.
It has been argued by those opposing the
installation of a 30-inch main and the
bringing in of water by means of gravity
that such a scheme would mean the lay-
ing of a new filter bed. In other words,
that it would be impossible to fill the
larger outlet through the present filtering
facilities. Should this be true, it would
increase the expenditure proposed by the
Mayor and his supporters to a material
extent and might sound the death knell
of that proposal. Of course those with
whom the new main scheme finds favor
ridicule the idea of new filtering beds be-
ing necessary. And so the case stands.
The point is being investigated to-day.

While the water committee and the ad-
herents of the pumping project may be
depended upon to obtain as much new
madterial for criticism-of the other scheme
as possible, it may be taken as an as-
sured fact that those supporting gravity
will be on the look out for flaws in the
former proposal. Thus it is safe to pre-
sume that there are two distinct cliques,
one searching for information bearing in
a certain direction and the other for data
having an opposite tendency. The situa-
tion would be amusing were its outcome
not of such importance to the community.
Bul the difference of opinion among the
aldermen, while it is regrettable in some
respects, should have the effect of making
those responsible thoroughly thresh out
the question in order to be able to present
their respective views in the most favor-
abie light before the ratepayers. The
latter may rest assured that they will
be presented with every merit, however
minute, of the two schemes before the
time comes for a vote to be registered on
the matter.

The council went to the lake in carri-
ages. As already stated, they are going
into every detail of the water question
so far as it is affected by Elk lake. They
will return early in the evening.

WHY NOT. nouox
Smou FRASERS MEMORY

Centenary oj’iﬂii Discovering -the Great
Rin’r"ﬁccurs Two Years From
" Now.

It was. as far as can be gathered
from Simon Fraser’s Journal, July 1st,
1808, that he reached the present site
of New Westminster on his memorable
trip whereby the river named in his
honor was discovered. Certain it is
that on July 2nd he sighted the seza
and, for the first time, found the river
he had been following from May 22nd
was not the Columbia. Such an event

should not go unhonored in the Royal
City. From the wealth derived from the
Fraser and the product of its forests
New Westminster has been largely
built up and some suitable celebration
should mark the centenary of Simon
Fraser’s first landing where the city
now stands.

Such a centenary is an epoch in the
history of the province and New West-
minster is the proper place to mark the
occurrence., The cricketers from the
Royal City, some of its most enthus-
iastic supporters, are now in Victoria.
and for that reason the suggestion is
thrown out at the present time.

From 1876 to 1905 the salmon pack of
the province totalled 12,114,792 cases; of
this half at least should be credited to
the Fraser. On its banks, from Sumas
to the sea, are located some of the
most flourishing municipalities to be
found in British Columbia. Chilli-
wack would certainly .pay a tribute to
the memory of Simon Fraser, for in
that district some of his lineal descend-
ants still reside. Every other centre
of population'would add its quota, and
it is safe to say that the memory of
the discoverer of British Columbia's
“father of waters” would receive due
recognition from every part of the
province. The Fraser is the true river
of British Columbia; from source to
delta it remains with its confines. Tak-
ing its rise in two small lakes near
Tete Jaune Cache it flows northwest-
erly to the Grand Portage and then
turning abruptly south it flows, prac-
tically through the centre of the pro-
vince, to Lytton, where it receives the
waters of the Thompson, its most im-
portant tributary. Still flowing south,
it makes a wide sweep above Chilli-
wack from whence it takes a westward
course to reach the Straits of Georgia
at Steveston, Cariboo, Quesnel, Clinton,
Lillooet, Ashcroft, Yale and New West-
minster districts are all traversed dur-
ing its course of 750 miles. It is the
great waterway of the central interior;
within its drainage area are all the
golden streams of Cariboo. The coming
agricultural districts of Necaco, Black-
water, and many others are all ad-
jacent to its tributaries; it is the na-
tural artery of communication for the
Though
broken in many places it is navigable
for hundreds of miles; it connects the
golden sands of Quesnel with the com-
merce of its lower valley.

Simon Fraser discovered the river
named after him; his son died in the
Royal City a few days ago. A new
generation has arisen that hardly re-
cognizes its debt to the past but, even
to preserve its self respect, New West-
minster should celebrate the centenary
of 1808, and celebrate it well. It is not
too soon to start preparing now.

THE RICE WEEVIL.
Inspector Cunningham Is Dealing With
the Subject in Vancouver.

Ten thousand sacks of rice consigned
to local firms are now undergoing a rigid
inspection at the hands of Provincial In-
spector Thomas Cunningham and his
staff at Vancouver. It is probable from
the results already obtained that a large
portion of this will be found to be infest-
ed with the weevil and worm evil which
was the cause of the return of ‘a large
shipment from Victoria last week.

Inspector Cunningham has, however,
been investigating the question of
eliminating the danger from the product
by less hard measures than were accord-
ed in the instance above noted, and has
been entirely successful in his efforts. He
has now at the fumigating station'a per-
fect system for the treatment of any rice
not found up to the standard. The
weevil and worm defied the usual dose of
cyanide gas and thrived despite double
measure of the destructive dose.

Experiments were then made with car-
bon bisulphide, and the result has been
the absolute destruction of all forms of
animal life in the product. The odor dur-
ing the progress of the work is of course
of a most disagreeable character, but
this is speedily dissipated by currents of
fresh air.

Just how great the proportion of the
present quantity of rice in quarantine
will have to undergo the treatment Mr.
Cunningham could not say, but from his
knowledge of the manner in which the
rice market is managed in Japan, he
feared that at the present time large
shipments were coming in which would
not come up to the standard. All would
be compelled to undergo the most rigor-
ous inspection, and nothing would be
passed unless it was absolutely pure. If
any trace of animal life was present it
would be transferred to the fumigating
apparatus.

Mr. Cunningham states that the pre-
sence of the weevils and worms in rice
was known in the past, but the full dan-
ger from this source was not realized un-
til the examination of the Victoria ship-
ment. This was literally alive with ani-
mal life and so far gone that it was im-
possible to fit it for use as food, no mat-
ter how severe the treatment accorded.
Immediately after this shipment was con-
demned, the local office set about at the
task of discovering the quality of the
rice now lying here, and the result was
somewhat of a surprise. The installa-
tion of the new plant will, however, ren-
der absolutely pure every sack that is al-
lowed to be offered to the public.

Specifications for bids to furnish
Chinese labor for the construction of the
Panama canal were issued on Tuesday
by the Isthmian canal commission, says
a Washington dispatch. The basis for
bidding is for 2,500 coolies, although it is
made clear that the commission may call
for such additional numbers of Chinese
laborers as it may need, should the ex-
periment be successful, but the number

shall not exceed 2,000 per month.
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CORRECTING THE YOUNG IDEA..

Medical science has performed mira=
cles in its efforts te relieve noor suf-
fering humanity from the innumerable
ills which ignorant children of men
have either remotely or directly
brought upon their own heads. The
latest discovery, or the latest that we
have heard of, and perhaps  not the
least impertant from a particular point
of view, is perhaps the most impor-
tant of all. It is that by performing a
certain operation upon the upper story
of youths, inclined to wickedness as the
sparks fly upwards, the will to do well
may be substituted for an inclinatlon
towards evil and waywardness and
the feet of the transgressor be guaran-
teed to keep in the straight path ‘“‘ever
afterwards.” Neow our belief is that
there is a great company of grown up
children who should invoke blessings
upon the head of the discaverer of that
remedy for “innate cussedness’ if he
had brought his beneticent knife inte
action, say a couple of score of years
ago. The fathers and teachers of those
days believed they also had an infal-
lible agent for the prevention of
wrong-doing, They applied their in-
strument with old-time viger, but net
upon the head of the offender—that is
to say, not always. The other end was
their favorite svnot for the application
of their unscientific course of treat-
ment. They worked vigorously and
and well, and we are net sure that the
results were not as satisfactory as the
humane methods of the scientific re-
formers of the present day. If it were
not an established fact that the medi-
cal man of erthodox opiniens is in-
flexibly opposed to advertising his tal-
ents, preferring to keep them hidden
under a bushel, we should be inclined
to set the alleged discovery of that New
York surgeon down as an ingenic{us
fake. But we suppose it must be ae-
cepted as a fact that the remedy of the
knife is destined to supercede the ap-
plication of the blunter instrument as a
curative agent, and therefore we shall
have neothing more to gay on the sub-
ject until we see whether the treat-
ment suggested be effective in the case
of the erring youth of the great and
growing west.

PROFESSIONALISM IN ATHLETICS

The human branch of the animal
family being in these latter days more
inclined to play than to work, we sup-
pose it is but natural that the commen
inclination for amusement shguld be
taken advantage of by enterprising
spirits who are ever ready to improve
their opportunities. The result is that
in the United States the national game
of baseball has been reduced to the
status of a purely commercial venture.
The same observatioan applies to foot-
ball in Great Britain; and we are not
sure that the taint of professionalism
is not to be found in the ranks ef al-
meost all of the lacrosse clubs of Can-
ada. Even in the field of cricket it has
been found necessary t@ draw a distinct
line of demarcation between the bona
fide amateur and the professional ex-
ponent of the game. These develepments
are the natural and inevitable result of
the public demand for- amysement, The
people ask to be entertained, and they
are willing to pay for entertainment,
provided it be of the first class. The
consequence is that all the athletic tal-
ent of the United States and of Great
Britain is attracted to the great cen-
tres of population. Where the wealth
is, there will the meost proficient in the
world of athletics be gathered together.
But there is a fundamental difference
between the manner in which the cric-
ket clubs of Great Britain and the
baseball clubs of the United States are
managed. The distinction to which we
refer has been ahly and clearly defined
by the New York Times, which in sum-

It is
plainly demoralizing. Mr. Harold Cox,
M, P,, who was himself for a time an
agricultural laborer, told, apropos, the
story of the old lady who cut up a
large loaf of bread every morning and
scattered the crumbs around to keep
the birds away form her gooseberry
bushes—only to find that ‘‘there are
now more birds on my gooseberry
bushes than ever.” Te Mr. Burns's
credit-it must be said that he is giving
mest of his attention to wiser meas-
ures of rejief, despite the clamer of his
former labor associates, who are strid-
ent in their demand for endless gov-
erngnent public works to benefit the
idle. Mr. Burns answers them by say-
ing that the unempleyable censtitute
mest of the unemployed; that their
labor is from 30 to 60 per cent. less
productive than the work of the fit;
that from 70 to 90 per cent. of the ap-
plicants for work to the “distress com-
mittee” have been casual or unskilled
laborers, only a - “microscopic proper-
tion” having had any cennection with
trades unions or provident societies.
Mr. Burns also showed great courage
in denouncing the relief works, and
farm colonies of ‘“sentimental and
sympathetic people,” He relies for
permanent relief upon the Irish Lab-
orers’ Bill to relieve the glut in the
English market, and expects to draw
workmen back to the land in Wales
and England by measures designed to
improve rural housing conditions in
those countries. Other far-reaching

_and constructive propesals will be

breught forward at the fall session of
parliament.

It will be understood from the fore-
going that the design of the Imperial
government, as directed by Mr. Burns,
is to retain the people in the country,
if possible, not to send them to Canada,
where they wauld be much better off
if they succeeded in freeing themselves
from thcir demoralizing habit of plac-
ing their dependence on something out-
side of their own personal exertions
and permanently establishing their in-
dependence.

The self-respecting unemployed, they
explained, were off searching for work,
The hopelessly demoralized, the gin-
wrecks, and the professionally lazy
bore the banners demanding that the
state furnish work to all, Yet the num-

CRICKET INCIDENTS.

Some of our Ameriean visitors affect
to believe that cricketers derive but lit-
tle enjoyment from the game. Well,
there is somewhat of a contrast be-
tween a cricket and a baseball match.
One enthusiast was heard to say dis-
tinetly on the Oak Bay grounds yes-
terday, ‘“Oh, well played, sir!” But
then he looked afterwards as if he had
been caught in an unpardonable of-
fence against the ethics of the grand
old game. Another stranger was heard
inquir}ng what would happen if an in-
comifg batsman were caught moving
at a pace faster than the slowest pos-
sible walk to the place waiting for him
at the wickets, after the out-going
batsman had wended his way very de-
liberately to the pavilion. The inquisi-
tive orie could find ne one capable of
enlightening him. The last-named vis-
itor, however, was rewarded for his
trip. After a doubtful stroke from one
of the defenders of the wickets, sud-
denly an extraordinary expression was
heard quite clearly in all parts of the
fleld, “Hold it!” The effect was elec-
trical; almost paralytie, on all but the
American, who jumped to his feet,
turned round three times, felt for his
absent megaphone, and was just clear-
ing his voice ta “fan” and “root’ when
he realised that he was not at a base-
ball game with the champion slugger
of the home team at bat, three men on
bases and the score a tie in the last
half of the ninth innings.

ND SOLUTION 0F
WATER QUESTION

AS RESULT OF TRIP
TO ELK LAKE SUPPLY

Conflict in Opinion of Members of the
Council Only Intensified by the
Visit. 3

There will be no meeting of the city
cguncil this evening as arranged for the
discussionn of the water question on the
report of the city officials. The calling
off of this meeting is done at the request
of the officials concerned, City Engineer
Topp, Water Commissioner Raymur and
Foreman T. Preece. These officials have
net had time to prepare their report. Tt
has, therefore, been decided to postpone
the consideration of the question until
this report can be forthcoming. This
will probably be Monday night.

The results of the visit of the Mayor
and aldermanic board and others to the
source of the water supply yesterday is
not iikely to result in a solution of the
water question, judging from the re-
marks of those who went out. As is
natural to expect, the different members
of the council found in the conditions at

Boats were secured, and the party row-
ed all about Elk lake and Beaver lake in-
vestigating the conditions.

Mayor Morley is more than ever im-
pressed with the lake as a source of
supply. He admits that there are condi-
tions existing there which should not
exist, There has been neglect on the
part of the city ta keep the place as
clean as it should be, but with a com-
paratively small expenditure this can be
righted. The water commissioner " has
from year to year, he says, sought an ap-
propriation for the purpose of clearing
away the vegetable growth, but nothing
has been set aside for it., This year with
the low water the nuisance from these
watler weeds is more™wwonounced than in
other years. The worst part is the shallow
water near the union of the two lakes.
As soon as the weeds come above the
surface of the water they begin to decay
and become offensive, Yesterday it
was proved that it was not a difficult
matter to remove them and at a com-
paratively small cost, By using floats and
a rake, properly constructed, the great
bulk of the rubbish could be removed.
Attention should also be given to some
shallow spots along the share. There
should be charcoal used in the filtering
process, and the reservoir from which
the water enters the main should be regu-
larly white-washed so as to sweeten the
receptacle. These small details would
do much to improve the system, and then
Victoria would have an asset in Elk lake
that should not be sacrificed. With pro-
per improvements to the system a supply
for years was available from there, and,
in fact, there was water in the lake to
feed two cities like Victoria.

Scme of the members of the water com-
mittee, however, did not form nearly as
favorable an opinion of the water supply
as did the Mayor. Ald. Hall says the
water is very low. There are only about
18 inches of water in the filter beds, and
the water in Beaver lake is only about
five inches above the level of the water
in the filter beds—just sufficient to forece
the water through the filtering materijal.
If a long dry season follows, the result
might be serious. In view of the condi-
tions, he cannot see the necessity for put-
ting ir a 30-inch main as proposed by the
Mayor. He does not think the clearing
of the vegetabhle matter from the lake is
anything like as simple a maftter as the
Mayor inclines to think. He also says
that the dead vegetable matter has con-
gregated to form little floating islands,
and that plant life is growing on these.
If an adequate supply of water can be
got from the Highland district as expect-
ed, Ald. Hall cannot see the force in
keeping up two systems if one will do.

Ald. Vincent, at whose suggestion the
visit was made, is not prepared to recom-
mend any very great expenditure of
money on Elk lake. In fact, he recom-
mends the smallest outlay possible in
order to overcome the present shortage.
For this purpose, therefore, he thinks
that the proposal to put a pumping sta-
tion at the lake would perhaps fill the
bill best just now. He will not, however,
favor any_large expenditure. When he
suggested the visit to the lake it was for
the purpose of allowing aldermen to un-
derstand exactly the conditions existing.

CHEHALIS DISASIER

EVIDENCE AT FIRST
DAY’S PROCEEDINGS

Skipper and Other Qtficers of Steamer
Princess Victoria on the Wiiness
Stand.

Vancouver, Aug. 23.—Of six witness-
es examined yesterday, the opening day
of the Chehalis inquiry, five were offi-
cers of the Princess Victoria. The
sixth was Barrister V. W. Innes, one
of the Victoria's passengers on the
day of the accident.

The feature of the- testimony as a
whele was the agreement of all 8ix
upon one of the most important points
in the inquiry—the number of whistles
sounded by Victoria. From Captain
Griffin to Barrister Innes all said they
digtinetly heard two whistles, which,
as was explained, meant that the
Princess Vietoria would go to the port
side. These, the captain added, were
given as quickly as it was possible to
do so when danger was seen.

Here F. Peters pressed the captain
for his reason why he had not ordered
three whistles, the signal that the ves-
sel would go astern., Though the cap-
tain had ordered a reversal of the en-
gines and telegraphed full speed astern,
he admitted that he had not ordered
three whistles.

“For a moment I had my mind made
up to do it,” said the captain.  “Then
I thought it would mix matters worse
than they were.”

“I suppose you thought the collision
so imminent that it was useless to
blow the three whistles?” said Com-
mander Hunt.

“Yega,” said Capt. Griffin, “I conclud-
ed that two would be safer.”

If there was one dramatic moment
in the inquiry yesterday it was when
the examination reached this stage,
even exceeding in interest the questions
regarding the changes in the log.
Throughout his two hours upon the
stand, the captain was cool and col-
lected. He gave his evidence slowly,
and at times with apparent delibera-
tion. To opposing counsel he did not
at any time assume the attitude of an
unwilling witness, nor to counsel for
the C, P. R. did he seem too anxious
to reply. He treated both equally.

Frequently to questions of the court
and counsel he would lean far over the
railing of the judge’'s stand resting
himself on outstretched arms or gaze
seemingly at a fixed point on the op-
pesite wall before replying. When with
charts supplied both by the Union
Steamship Co. and the C. P. R, and
with miniature vessels, mere toys, sup-
plied by Mr. Bodwell, the captain de-
seribed the accident as he saw it, his
manner of giving his evidence was un-
changed.

The other four officers of the Princess
Viotoria examined yesterday were
Chief Officer Guns, M. E. Hilliard
(quartermaster), Duncan Stewart
(fourth engineer), and Chief Engineer
Brownlee. Not only did all agree as
to the sounding of two whistles, but
they also corroborated the captain’s
account of the accident, in effect that
it was the fault of the Chehalis.

Quartermaster Hilliara, the first wit-
ness when the commisgsion resumed in
the afternoon, agreed with the captain
and the chief officer as to the strength
of the tide in the narrows, about nine
knots. As to the position of the launch
and the Chehaiis, his testimony was
also in effect the same. He still fur-
ther agreed that at the time of the
collision the Princess Vietoria was
making slight speed astern. This the
captain had put at three or four knots,

Duncan 3tewart, an engineer on the
Victoria, added little to the accounts
given. He gave some interesting
figures about the" Princess. One of
these was that it took only four sec-
onds to reverse the engines. The en-
gine room log showed a lapse of a
minute and a half to stop and to re-
verse. They had received no orders
to make up speed on that or any day.
He agreed that two whistles were
blown.

Chief Engineer Brownlee said:
“When I first saw the Chehalis she
was about three hundred yards dis-
tant. I heard the whistles blow, two
of them, and when the Chehalis shot
across our bows, the same instant the
telegraph sounded, I ran down to the
engine room and by the time I got
there the engines had reversed.

“I came up and saw Mr. Shallcross
in the water near our vessel. While
he was being rescued I went to the
other side of the Princess, but saw
nothing there.”

Mr. Bodwell asked the witness: ‘‘Be-
fore you saw the Chehalis change her
course, did you anticipate any trouble?”
‘““No,”’” replied the engineer.

Recalling Chief Officer Guns, Mr.
Martin questioned@ him as to why the
Princess Victoria had, the day after
the accident, altered her course in tak-
ing the Narrows, passing the Burnaby
buoy to the east, the wusual course,
while going to the west of the usual
course on the day-of the accident.

‘““Because of two sailboats being
anchored there. I heard Captain
Hickey say that was the reason,” said
Chief Officer Guns,

V. W. Innes, a passenger on the Prin-
cess Victoria on the day of the acci-
dent, was the last witness. He had
heard the two whistles distinetly. They
quickly followed one another, and he
thought both were those of the Prin-
cess.

The court is in session again to-day.
To-Day's Proceedings.
Vancouver, Aug. 23.—There was a
large attendance at this morning's sit-
ting of the Chehalis inquiry, Mr. Jus-
tice Morrison announced that the hear-
ing would be adjourned on Friday at

noon till 2 o’clock next Tyesday.

Thomas Hooper, architect, Victoria,
was the first witness, He was a pas-
senger on the Princess Victoria on the
day of the accident, He said he was
in the smoking room when he felt the
engines stop. He thought they were on
the rocks. He heard two whistles dis-
tinctly,

Edward Simpler, of Vancouver, als‘o

a passenger, gdve similar evidence as
to whistles. He said he heard only
one. . -
Questioned by the eourt he would not
say -two whistles were not sounded. He
did net see the vessels collide.

F. M. Worlgek, another passenger,
was in the smeoking room. He was not
clear @as ta hew many whistles were
blewn, His deseription of what oequr-
red after the aceident did not diler
from what other witnesees said. He
said the Princess Viectoria extended aid
promptly.

The evidence «of Theedore Rich, of
London, England, was put in as taken
at ‘the police eourt in connection with
the c¢harge of manslaughter against
Capt, Griffin.

The Union Steamship Company call=
ed the first witness in George McCart-
ney. Heé said he heard two whistles
from the Princess Victoria. He did
neot know the meaning of the whistles,
though he was for years steward on
steamers on the upper lakes.

J, O. Benwell, 'who lost a fifteen-
vear-old son in the accident, and who
was himself among the saved, went en
the stand shortly before the noon ad-
journment. He told of the acecident in
much the same terms as the account
he gave at the police court hearing,

Much time was taken up when the

The story published yesterday that
human skeltons had been found in a
cave in the vicinity of Carmanah Point
has given rise to the theory that the
discovery is that of the remains of the
victims in life boat No. 2 of the steam-
ship Valencia.

During the course
of evidence submitted at that inquiry
Mr. Lugrin says that he did his best,
as did also A, BE. McPrillips, counsel
for the provincial government, ta find
out what had become of beat No, 2.
The beat was last seen putting out to
sea, but no one could throw any light
on what subsequently happened &,
The gquestion that new ariseg is whe-
ther boat No. 2 is the one new report-
ed.

This is a highly interesting and ime
portant matter, and will in time be
fully investigated. Capt. Gaudin, the
local agent of marine and fisheries, is
endeavoring to obtain further informa-
tion. He wired to David Leogan, the
C. P. R. lineman at Pachena, to learn
if the latter had any news on the sub-
ject. Mr, Logan's answer, however,
was that he had heard nothing of the
discovery.

INFLUX IN HINDUS,

Efforts Will Be Made to Preyent Any
More Landing in"Canada.

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FURTHER FIRES BAVE

Shortage of Food at Santiago and Fam=
ine May Result If More Re=
fugees Arrive,

Valparaiso, Aug. 21.—The greatest
damage by the earthquake ‘occurred in
the province of Valparaiso and Acon-
cagua. The town of Abarca suffered
severedy. Lailly is reported to have
entirely, disappeared and Limache and
Hierra Viejo have been almost totally
wrecked, At Vinal del Mar, three-
quarters of the houses are in ruins.

The losses = the entire country are
estimated at $bv,uvv9,000.

The authorities at Valparaiso have
taken over the feeding of the people,
and provisions are being brought in
from places that were not destroyed.

Slight earth shocks are continuing.
The people have not yet returned to
their homes, but are sleeping around
the sﬁrround,ing hills .and on the
squares, ¢

More than 100 men taken in the act
of committing robbery have been shot.

Missionaries Safe.

New York, Aug. 21.—Two dispatches
received here to-day at the office of
the Presbyterian Board of Foreign Mis-
gions in Chili, -dated Valparaiso, were
as follows: “Buildings destroyed, mis-
sionaries safe.”” The other came from
Santiago. It was as folows: “Build-
ings and missions safe.” The board
has extensive interests in Santiago, in-

In Valparaiso the board has co-oper-
ated with English residents there and
some uncertainty is felt as to the
amount of damage done property ac-
tually belonging to the board.

For Chilean Sufferers.

Guayaquil, Aug. 21.—A first remit-
tance of $10,000 was cabled to-day to
the Chilean sufferers.

A heavy shock was felt to-day at
Quito. The inhabitants ran from their
homes in great alarm, fearing a repe-
titfon of the Valparaiso conflagration.
No damage was done.

Relief From ’Frisco.

San Francisco, Aug. 20.—Members of
the committee of forty, appointed by
Mayor Schmitz to devise ways and
means for the relief of San Francisco
during the first of last April, met to-
day to arrange for San Francisco con-
tribution to the stricken people of
Chili. Within 15 minutes the indi-
vidual members of the committee had
subscribed $2,505. It was announced
that the Canadian Bank of Commerce
had already telegraphed to the presi-
dent af Chili the sum of $10,000, ad-
vanced at the request of members of
the committee., This sum is now to be
raised by public subscription.

Appeal for Funds.

New York, Aug. 21.—An appeal for
funds for earthquake sufferers in Chili
was issued to-day by the executive
committee of the New York state
branch of the Red Cross.

Message of Sympathy.

Rio de Janeiro, Aug. 21.—There was
a solemn session of the international |
conference here this morning and the
flag ‘'of all the republics represented
were all half-mast over the Munro
palace, delegates having assembled to
condole with the republic of Chili In |
the distress resulting from the earth-
quake shocks and fires in the stricken
cities. A resolution to the effect that
the conference express its sympathy
with Chili and was confident that a
new Valparaiso would arise more
prosperous than ever, was unanimously
adopted.

London, Aug., 22.—A cable dispatch |
filed late last night by the agent at
Valparaiso, of Huth & Co. says that |
slight shocks continue, and that fur- |
ther large fires have occurred there.

Gloomy Outlook.

Santiago de Chile, Aug. 21.—No real-
ly definite news has yet been received
here from Valparaiso except the gov-
ernor’s official report to the president,
outlining the situation and adding that
he earnestly requests reinforcements of
troops, which to-day were sent to him
by forced marches. The governor says
that the only illumination of Valpara-
iso is that furnished by burning build-
ings. There is a terrible scarcity of
drinking water, and difficulty is ex-
perienced in burying the dead, adding
to the panic prevailing.

The authorities of Valparaiso have |
also to contend with serious difficul-
ties in succoring the wounded owing
to the fact that all the drug stores ap- |
parently were destroyed, and that some
time elapsed before medical supplies
from other places reach the stricken
city.

The state of affairs existing at Val-
paraiso furnishes a serious outleok for
Santiago, since many of the homeless
people at the former place will prob-
ably make their way here, there is not
sufficient accommodation and food in
this city for the destitute people of
Santiago. The lighting and fuel ques-
tion is also getting more serious here
since no coal can be brought to Santi-
ago owing to the railroad being dam-
aged north and south of this city. The
uncertaintly as to what is occurring
elsewhere in Chile and the almost com-
plete isolation of Santiago combined
with the continuing earthquake render
the people almost desperate.

As the correspondent closes this dis-
patch another slight shock made the
building in which he was working
tremble to its foundation.

Island Disappears.

Valparaiso, Aug. 21.—A . steamer
which has just arrived reports the dis-
appearance of the island of Juan Fer-
nandez, on which was located the
scene of the story of Robinson Crusoe.
The captain says he cruised In the
neighberhood for some time, but there
was no sign of islanders.

Juan Fernandez is always associated
with the adventures of Xobinson Cru-
soe and his man Friday. It was in the
south Pacific, about 400 miles west of
Valparaiso. The island was 13 miles
in length by four in width, of rocky
formation.

Juan Fernandez was occupied by
Chileans, the settlement consisting of
about 80 or 40 Chilean huts. It was
often used by the Chilean government
as a prison, but since 1835 no prison-
ers have been taken there and .the
place was leased to such as cared to
stay there for the benefit of the hunt-
ing and fur-sealing. On February 20th
word was received that the island had
been shaken by earthquakes.

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NEW TRAIN TO GONNECT

_WITH EMPRESS LINERS

Large Portion ‘of Business Section of
*Ontario Town Wiped Out by
Fire.

Montreal; Aug. 21.—The Canadian
Pacific authorities announced to-day
that, Peginning with the arrival of the
steamship Eempress*of Britain at Que-
bec on August 31st a new transcon-
tinental train will be put on. The new
train will. be made up -entirely of sleep-
ers and will run from the wharf-at
Quebec to the wharf at Vancéuver,
where close connection will be made
with the Empresses sailing for the
Orient every three weeks. ~With the
new service it will be possible for pas-
sengers to leave Londen every three
weeks and reach Hongkong in thirty
days, travelling all the way from Liv-
erpool on C. P. R. ships or train and
making the journey with only two
changes, in five days better time than
is possible by any other route. The
new train will make the run between
Quebec and Vancouver in 93 hours. The
equipment will be the best that the
road nossesses. The new service is the
result of an arrangement made to carry
British mailg, and it is expected that
it will result in securing a very large
proportion of British travel to the East
for the C. P. R. route. Similar arrange-
ments will be made for mails and
through passengers eastbound.

Destructive Blaze.
Haileybury, Ont,, Aug. 21,—By a fire
which broke out in the store near the
postoffice last night almost. the entire
business portion of this town was
wiped out. The damage is estimated
at $150,000, of which nearly two-thirds
is covered by insurance, It was after
midnight when the first flames were
noticed issuing from the butcher shop
on Main street, about two blocks above
the harbor. The alarm was at once
given, and the fire brigade supplement-
ed by the exertions of many hundreds
of citizens immediately began to fight
the flames; Owing to the extreme heat
of the past couple of months the build-
ings, which are nearly all frame, were
as dry as tinder, and it was not long
before the flames ranidly spread along
Main street, and soon reached the in-
tersection of Farrar street, and thence
to the north and west. Assistance was
sent for ta. New Likeard, but before
any help could be received, the fire had
effectually blotted -out' that portion of
Haileybury’'s business section and many
citizens’ houses. The Vendome and
Mattibanick hotels, Imperial bank and
Bank of Commerce were destroved.

INDIAN MURDERED.

Stabbed in a Dozen Places and His IIead
Beaten to a Pulp,

North Yakima, Wash.,, Aug. 21.—Peter
Sampson, an Indian residing on the
Yakima Indian reservation, was murdered
last night three miles this side of Fort
Simcoe. He was stabbed a dozen or so
times in the body and over the heart,
and his head was beaten to a pulp.

Moses, Peter’'s brother, who was in the
city to-day, said that near the place
where the body was found there were
signs of a fierce struggle. He said blaody
marks could be seen on the ground for a
radius of twelve to fifteen feet. He thinks
the man was murdered by a band of
drunken Indians.

Although a wind storm blew all night
on the reservation, it is the belief of the
dead man’s brother that the murderers
can be tracked to their hiding place. The
Indian police and two trackers are now
on the trail of the murderers.

PROGRESS AT 'FRISCO.

Permits Issued for Permanent Buildings

San Francisco, Aug. 20.—The California
Promotion committee issues the follow-
ing statement to-day:

“San Francisco in her clearings -has
passed Pittsburg and now holds the posi-
tion of sixth commercial city of the
United States for the first time.

“Fifty building permits were issued to-
day, at a valuation of $125,000, and 29 of
these were for permanent buildings.

“The removal of debris is being car-
ried on rapidly, many lots being cleared
preparatory to the erection of perman-
ent buildings.”

« Nootka Sound- is about to be rejuv-
enated. ' After having abandoned it for
more than. 100 years the white man i
-again -preparing  to -enter ' that
famous harbor with the rush and noise
of wheels and husiness. The provincial
government of British Columbia has
granted timber licenses to a lumber and
frading company, and there is to be
érected at Friendly Cove a - sawmill
with a capacity of 60,000 feet a day.

Vancouver -Island is over 300 miles
long. Its western coast, exposed to the
ocean, is a veritable graveyard for
ships, One of the indentations bears
the significant name of Wreck Bay,
Here and elsewhere along the shores
may be seen the shattered hulks of
many wrecked ships. While the east-
ern or inside shore of the big island
has been peopled with thriving farm-
ers and dotted with prosperous towns,
the western coast has been almost com-
pletely abandoned to the Indians.
These have collected in quaint villages
and have pursued life in the same
places and in much the same manner
as did their forefathers.

From this western shore, about mid-
way between the two ends of the isl-
and, puts in an arm of the sea called
Nootka Sound. The origin and mean-
ing of that name have been in doubt.
The first white man to see the harbor
was the Spaniard, Juan Perez, who
sailed from San Blas in 1774 on a voy-
age of discovery. He named the place
San Lorenzo de Nutka. Where he ob-
tained the ‘“de "Nutka” remained a
mystery until Rev. Father A. J. Bra-
bant, a Belgian priest, who has been a
missionary among those people for
more than thirty years, began to study
the intricacies of the native language.
He says that ‘“Notka-eh” is a native
verb meaning ‘“go around.” It is now
supposed that this first ship paused in
the lee of an island, and when the
Spaniards followed the motions of the
friendly Indians, when they did “go
around,” they saw the little village in
what was later called Friendly Cove,
and, jumping to the conclusion thatt
“Nootka-eh” was the name of that vil;
lage, they adopted it as the name of
the harbor. As Nootka it has been
known from that day to this.

The name by which those Indians
themselves know their village is
“Mowitch-at,” meaning ‘“‘people of the
deer.” The reason is clear to one who
visits their home. The forests literally
abound in deer. That one village ships
out thousands of deer skins every year.
That word “Mowitch” suggests another
interesting development. The Chinook
jargon is a sort . of hodgepodge of
words, said to have been invented by
the Hudson Bay Company, and still
used by the natives among the differ-
ent tribes and in talking with ‘the
whites. The range of this pargon is
from Northern California to Mount St.
Elias in Alaska and from the Rocky
Mountains to the Pacific. It is not
possible to trace the origin of all the
words in the jargon, but “Mowitch”
means ‘“deer,” and .it is shown that
this came from the Nootka language.
It is also found that many others came
! from the same tongue, such as
‘“Klootchman,” meaning woman; ‘“‘tan-
ass,” little; “ecam-mass,” fruit;
a~-wah,” go away; ‘“ma-kook,” sell;
“clan-howyah,” how do you do; ‘sie-
yah,” sky or far away; “wik,” no.

IN THE BULKLEY

OFFICIALS ‘REPORT
OF AREA DISCOVERED

Now Being Surveyed by |. H. Gray—Gov=

Large new areas of first class land
were discovered recently in the Bulk-
ley valley country by J. H. Gray, C. E.,
who is there surveying for the provin-
cial gavernment. As stated before he
went into the district several months
ago to make a recitification survey of
some old townships laid out several
years ago by the late A. L. Poudrier.
His landmarks became obliterated by
time and the want of new delimitation
was felt as soon as the present rush
commenced.

According to a report received this
morning this work has been completed,
and Mr. Gray states he has now gone
over to the west side. Here he has
discovered new land of the most fertile
kind the existence of which was not
previously suspected. He is now en-
gaged in surveying it. Only the meagre
particulars here given are at present
available, as his report does not state
the aggregate area of the new discov-
ery or its exact location, i

Another matter of general interest,
particularly to Vancouver, was also
made public to-day. The old Hastings
townsite on Burrard Inlet has been for
many years the svhject of trouble
owing to obliteration of survey lines
and those who held property there were
unable to locate their land. A new
survey has accordingly been made.
The provincial government still holds
a oonsiderable area in this townsite,
and the announcement is made that it»
will be placed on the market almost
immediately.

After Visiting West Coast Wil Examine
Queen Charlotte Is'ands and
Other Distriote.

The provincial assayer, Herbert Car-
michael, left Monday on the Queen
City on a hurried visit to Alberni and
Great Central lake. His objeet is to in-
spect the mineral locations in that
vicinity, paying especial attention also
to accurrences of bullding stome that
may be there. This will practically
complete his work this season on the
west coast of the Island, after which
he will take a trip to Gardner and Ob-
servatory Inlets.

His work in the latter places will ba
of great interest in view of the fact
that no official examination has heen
made of these districts for several
years. If time permits he will also
visit Queen Charlotte Istands. In 1902,
Dr. T. Rhymer Marshall, F.C.S., made
a cursory inspection of the deposits
on Goose Bay, Observatory Inlet, but
since that time further discoveries have
been made on Alice Arm and other
places that warrant careful inspection.
me what is known at present these
locations show very similar indications
to those observed on Portland ecanal
and Stewart river country. Should
such prove to he the case a great im-
petus will be given to prospecting in
the locality mentioned. Mining men
will await his report with great inter-
est. The occurrence of galena and
zinc blend on Alice Arm will alse be
examined.

Gardner inlet, sometimes wrongfuly
called Garniner’s channel, has also
been the scene of other interesting. dis-
coveries that tend to show the con-
tinuity of the mineral belt zlong the
whole ecoast range, extending from the
Mount Baker country, south of Chilli-
wack, through Harrison, Bute, Bella
Coola and other districts to the north-
ern confines of the province.

If Mr. Carmichael's tour extends to
the Queen Charlotte group, it will not
be his first visit. He visited there as
early as 1901, and the following year
Dr. Marshall made some interesting
observations in the e¢oal and iren de-
Mr. Carmichael, on the ocea-
sion mentioned, practically confined his
observations te asphaltum and eoal
bar. This group was the scene of one |
of the earliest actual metal mining ap-
erations in the preovince, the Hudson's !
Bay Company having sent a party of
miners to Mitchell harbor on the old
Beaver. Much of the precious metal
was extracted, but primitive appli-
ances and want of experience caused
the project te be abandoned.

Renewed activity of every kind is,
however, apparent in the Queen Char-
lotte group. As previously mentioned
in the Times there is some of the
finest timber in the province there, and
much attemtion has recently been paid
to coal and other minerals. The re-
cent sale by the Japaneése eompany. to
Seattle parties has been one stimulat-
ing feature, and it will be meost inter-
esting te receive Mr. Carmichael’s ac-
count of recent development on his-
torie lccatfons such as Hardserabble,
Skincuttle inlet and Mitchell harber.

QUESTIONS TO COME
UP FOR DISCUSSION

The Executive Qutlines the Busimess
Wh'ch Wili Coms Before Meet-
ing of Cengress.

The forthcoming convention of ' the
Trades and Labor Congress of Canada
promises to be a very interesting one,
judging by the call issued by the
executive committee. The convention
assembles in Victoria Sept. 17th, and
will continue from that date until the
completion of the business.
‘Among the subjects of special inter-
ests to come up will-be the question of
political representation of the labor
party.
From the office of the seeretary-treas-
urer at Ottawa the following conven-
tion call has been-isswed, which ex-
plains itself: i
To the Officers and Members of Trades
and Labor Coancils, National Trade
Unions, Federal Lahor Unions and In-
ternational Local Trade Unions in the
Dominion of Canada:

Greeting:

Fellow Labor Unionists and Brothers:—
The twenty-second annual session of the
Trades and Labor Cengress of Canada
will convene in the hall of the Board of
Trade, Board of Trade block; Bastion
Square, city of . Viotoria, province of
British Columbia, beginning at 10 o’clock,
Monday morning, September 17th, 1906,
and will continue in session from day to
day until the business of the convention
has been eompleted.

The approaching visit to the Coast
marks an important epoch in the history
of the congress. For years our efforts
have been cenmtralized in the East and we
have had a more or less perfunctory alli-
ance with the West, but, the growing im-
portance -of ‘Western ‘development has
rendered closer connection with the work-
men of the West an absolute necessity.
It is only fair, therefore, that our West-
ern brethers should receive the encour-
agement of a large attendance of dele-
gates from the older provices, and all
organizations in the East, {ititled to re-
presentation, should make a special
effort to elect and send representatives to
Victoria, regardless of the financial out-
lay.

The congress executive, acting in con-
junction with the Maaitoba executive, has
inade a special effort during the several
menths previous to our meeting to organ-
ize from Winnipeg to the Coast. The re-
pert of the erganizer will be presented.

The past seasion of the Dominion par-
liament has heen an important one, em-
bracing a discussion of ' Senate reform,
public ownership, the Lord's day bill, im-
migration, and among many other feat-
ures the unearthing of W. T. R. Pree-
ton’s connection with the notorious Louis
Leopeld. Our solicitor’s report will deal
in extenso with these matters.

No less interesting will be the reports
of the provincial exeeutives, while the
métter of international afiliation. must
be taken into immediate consideration.

Probably the mest crucial feature will
be the consideration of our future rela-
tions politically, The congress will be
favored with the personal experiences of
our ‘president in parliament and the re-
commendations of Mr. Samuel Gompers
in favor of independent political action
wilt be considered. Efforts will have to
be made to increase the number of La-
bor's representatives in the Dominien
pariament and provineial legislatures,
and the delegates will have to give their
best attention to ways and means for this
purpose.

Special efforts should be made to sig=
nalize our visit by a large attendance of
delegates so as to assure our Western
brothers of the interest we take in them
and in the general betterment of labar.

Four Prizes arc Offered — Agricultural As=.
sociation )ﬁusy Preparing for Fall
Show.

Steady progress is being made by the
executive of the British Columbia Agri-
cutural Association in their prepara-
tions for the annual exhibition which
will be held from the 25th to the 29th
of September. Canvassers are now out
on their rounds, and, according to re-
ports, Victorians are responding to the
solicitation for support with their usual
generosity. As has been pointed out
heretofore, the success of the fair de-
pends to a large extent upon the finan-
cial assistance given by those inter-
ested. Without funds Secretary Smart
and his assistants will- be powerless to
carry the show through in a creditable
manner.

Arrangements have been made al-
ready with the various trausportation
companies. They make the same con-
cessions as in previous years. Exhibits
will be brought to the fair at half rate
and returned free of charge. This ap-
plies all through the province, thus of-
fering those residing in the most re-
mote parts every inducement to send
their produce here to compete for the
many handsome prizes offered. With‘
regard to the passenger transportation
arrangements it is impossible to say
much at the present time. The com-
panies, doubtless, will offer the same
rates as previously. A definite an-
nouncement will be made later.

It is the desire of Secretary Smart to
draw the attention of those intending
to enter the exhibitions that all appli-
cations for space must be received here
bhefore the 17th of September. True,
that date is still some weeks ahead,
but it would be much beter if those
contemplating such a step would make
an immediate decision. It would be
much more convenient to the secretary
and his assistants, and, without a
doubt, prove more satisfactory to the
parties applying.

Some time ago it was stated that the
executive were doing everything possi-
ble to make the programme of attrac-
tions in connection with the forthecom-
ing fair of so mnovel and striking a
character as to advertise the exhibition
throughout the northwest, particularly
within the confines of British Colum-
bia. With that object in view a
“hronco busting competition for the
championship of the province’’ was
suggested. It met with hearty ap-
proval. Dr. Tolmie, one of the execu-
tive, in a tour of the interior sounded
the ranchers to ascertain whether it
would be popular, and the result eclips-
ed his forndest anticipations. His report
determined the executive, and such a
contest has been definitely decided up-
on. The rules and regulations which
will govern it have been drafted as fol-
lows: y

First prize, championship belt, diploma
and $100; second prize, $50; third prize,
$25; special prize for the broncho giving
the best bucking exhibition, $25.

The competition shall be for the grand
championship belt, to be won three
times, not necessarily in succession, be-
fore becoming the permanent property
of the winner, but the belt shall remain
in the possession of the winner until
again contested for at a meeting of this
association. Suitable bonds will be re-
quired for the safe return of the belt
when required for the purpose of being
again contested for. The name of the
winner shall be engraved on the belt, to-
gether with the place and date of com-
petition. A diploma shall be given to
each and every winner of the champion-
ship belt setting forth the name of the
winner and the time and place of the
competition. This diploma shall be the
private property of the winner to whom it
is awarded.

The holder of. the championship belt
must, upon 60 days’' notice, be prepared
to defend his title at the time and place
so designated or forfeit all claims upon
the belt and championship. %

The first money prize shall always ac-
ccmpany the belt in award.

All challenges for the belt must proceed
through the board of directors of the
British Columbia Agricultural Associa-
ticn.

Free transportation will be given to all
horses taking part in the contest from
Kamloops or Seattle and return. In cases
of owmners desiring to dispose of any of
their animals at Victoria they may do so
providing the board of directors are satis-
fied from the report of the judges that a
creditable exhibition has been put up by
such animals as are offered for sale. The
owner will be required to pay freight on
him from original shipping point to Vie-
toria in case of sale. A car will start
from Kamloops in charge of a competent
man.a. few days before the exhibition, due
notice of which will be given.

The competition shall commence on
Wednesday, September 26th, 1906, and
shall be continued until completion on
each succeeding afternoon of the exhibi-
tion, if necessary.

Passenger excursion rates will be in
effect from Calgary and all points West.
Entrance to the competition shall be free.

Rules Governing the Championship.

1. Entries for the compectition shall
clese on September 18th, 1906.

2. Bach contestant shall appear in full
cowboy costume, consisting of shaps and
sombrero.

3. Any contestant may be debarred from
the competition for any unseemly con-
duct or neglect to obey instructions of
the judges.

4. Each rider will be compelled to fur-
nish all the equipment he uses vyhilc rid-
ing in the contest. \

5. A rider will be considered on his
horse when he has one foot in the stir-
rup, as soon as his other foot leaves the
ground to mount. A man who is testing
his horse’s mettle by placing his weight
on the stirrup and lifting the other foot
from the ground without any attempt to
get into the saddle, will not be considered
as having attempted to mount. The
judges shall decide ‘what is an “attempt
to mount.” If a horse falls at any time
with a rider on him and the ' rider is
thrown. by the falling of the horse it
shall be understood that this shall in no
way count against the rider.

6. Each rider will be allowed a helper
to assist him in saddling his horse, if he
so desires.

7. If a rider is thrown from a horse
that is allotted to him he may be de-
barred from participating further in the
contest at decision of judges.

& No rider will be allowed to use any

as buck-strap, roll, hobble-stirrup - or

{:check of any kind that-will keep a horse’s

‘head up, or any contrivance that will in
jany" way keep a horse from bucking.
¢ 9. A rider’s rig shall consist of open
‘bridle, hackamore, riata, saddle and
‘blanket, quirt and spurs, or any part
‘thereof. . » S

10. Any rider who shall attempt to sub-.
due his horse by beating with quirt or
Severe spurring, or using unnecessary
cruelty, shall be subject to adverse mark-
ing by the judges and may be debarred
from the competition. g

Rules Governing Horses.

1. The committee reserves the right to
remove any horse from the arena at any
time.

2, The committee reserves the right to
substitute any horse that it may select
for one that is removed from the arena.

3. It is left optional with the committee
how all horses shall be saddled and where
and by whom this shall be done. X

4. In the opening rounds of the competi-
tion contestants will be allowed to ride
the horse provided by them, but after
that the judges may order the changing
of horses or riders or the selection of
horses by lot or otherwise as they may
see fit.

5. All riders will ride the horses thus
selected so that the judges may chopse
the best riders and the worst bucking
horses. :

From the riding of these men and the
bucking of their horses the judges shall
determine, first, the rider entieled to t_he
champicnship belt; secondly, the two rid-
ers entitled to 2nd and 3rd prizes, and the
horse entitled to the special prize, and the
judges shall so name the winners.

6. The judges shall at all times ha_.ve the
right and privilege to require a rider to
be furnished with and to ride a new horse
whenever it shall be insisted upon by two
or more of the judges, on account qf any
doubt as to horsemanship or ability on

“the part.of the rider.

This may also be a ‘ride to a finish’’
until the judges shall be satisfied.

In adition to the above there will be
the horse races on the three last days
of the show. These, undoubtedly, will
be the principal drawing card. Entries
have been promised from Washington
and from all parts of the province.
Therefore with a good track, capable
judges and purses worth competing for
some exceedingly fine contests may be
exnected.

The outlook, in a few words, is bright,
providing Victorians take hold of the
preliminary arrangements and carry
them through in a proper manner. All
interested should join hands with Sec-
retary Smart in the effort to make the
show the success all so earnestly de-
sire.

LUCY ISLAND LIGHTHOUSE.

LOCAL IMPROVEMENTS
BEFORE THE COUNCIL

Propose to Pave Principal Business Streets
of City—Treatment of Blocks a
Problem,

Although the council’'s time is. de-
voted almost exclusively to the water
question, at present there
gramme of local

is a pro-
improvement under
way which will require considerable
attention. It is scarcely necessary to
mention some of the principal works
in progress. That of the extension of
the sewerage system throughout the
northern sections, now practically com-
plete, has been kept well before the
eyes of. the public; the permanent
cement sidewalks have been progress-
ing apace throughout all sections and
numerous other small undertakings
are under way. But the intentions of
the corporation in respect to more and
improved block paving is a matter
which interests the citizens to a con-
siderable extent. This ‘also presents
another problem that will have to be
taken up by the civic solons and decid-
ed one way or the other at the earliest
possible moment.

Notice is. given in another column
that the municipal council has decided
that “it is desirable to pave, by means
of wooden blocks placed on a concrete
foundation with stone curbing, Broad
street, from the north line of Yates
street to the south line of Johnson
streel; Fisguard street, from the east
line of Store street to the west line
of Government street; Government
street, from the north line of Johnson
street to the south line of Fisguard
street; Cormorant street, from the east
line of Store street to the west line of
Government street; Store street, from
the north line of Johnson street to the
south line of Pembroke street; Wharf
street, from the north line of Johnson
street to the west line of Government
street; and that each and every of said
works shall be carried out in accord-
ance with the provisions of the ‘Local
Improvement General By-law.’'”

This covers  practically the principal
business streets that have not yet been
paved. But the aforementioned difficul-
ty which presents itself is the ques-
tion as to what form of block will ‘be
used in the work. Just before the wa-
ter problem became such a serious is-
sue the council, it will be remembered,
was considering whether it would be
most advisable to treat the wood by
the creosoting or carbolinium process.
The matter was referred to the city
engineer, whose report has. been laid
over for further consideration.

Before a start is made, however, the
Mayor and aldermen are desirous of
reaching an absolutely safe conclusion
in regard to the respective merits of
the two treatments mentioned. It is
not necessary ‘to say that some of the
materials now in use have not given
satisfaction. They are wearing away,

and already it has been necessary to
fill in holes upon Government street.
Therefore, as already stated, nothing
more along the line of paving will be
done until the city’s- representatives
are perfectly sure that they have got
hold of the best possible method for
preserving the wood utilized.

The
programme was better rendered even
than on the previous occasion, the
change of location for the singers be-
ing a decided improvement.

Victoria turned out in full force for
the occasion. Many lantern decorated
canoes and other smaii craft added to
the beauty of the illuminations, which
were of the usual elaborate characte:
of gala nights at the Gorge. The two
solos were “splendidly rendered, Mr.
Goward’s tenor number, “The Drowsy
Woods” (Storch), with its vocal accom-
paniment, receiving a large measure of
applause. As usual, Mr. Herbert
Kent’s .rendition of one of Mendels-
sohn’s mast robust compositions, “Love
and Wine,” was also most artisti¢, and
showedy conclusively the high quality
of his baritone voice.

The choral numbers were all well
balanced and given with the vigor and
spontancity of attack that is always
characteristic of the Arion club per-
formances. As mentioned on the occa-
sion of the previous concert, the pro-
gramme’ was most carefully selected
and well fitted, not only in theme but
style of compositions, to an out-of-
doors function. It was a mixture of
the vigorous and sentimental, the ar-
rangement showing an artistic realiza-
tion not only of the necessary limita-
tions of an unaccompanied male choir
in the open air, but also of the quality
of musi¢ most suitable for sylvan sur-
roundings. It was a happy thought of
the Victoria club choosing this way of
opening a week's festivities for its
guests, and those who are not connect-
ed with the organization owe it a meas-
ure of thanks for securing a repetition
of the programme as a pleasure to the
general public.

Directly the concert programme was
concluded the témporary staging was
cleared away, and the complete pic-
ture programme for the week exhibit-
ed. Illustrating how exceedingly popu-
lar the bioscope show has become, and
the great and very  general interest
evinced in the first presentation of the
pictures of devastated San Francisco
that have been shown in this province,
virtually the entire audience risked
chances of crowded street cars and re-
mained until the very end. The eager-
ly anticipated San Francisco series
was nautrally reserved until the last,
and proved emphatically worth wait-
ing for. Had it been any exaggerated
treatment of earthquake conditions, it
would be very obviously a ‘doctored”
production. As it is its genuinenss is
questioned. The film is the longest yet
shown at the park, and was . secured
about a week after the earthquake and
fire, so soon as restored order and at-
mospheric conditions permitted the
cinceaomatograph camera being oper-
ated from an automobile traversing 48
miles of ruin-strewn streets. In addi-
tion to the realistic picture thus ob-
tained of the appaling magnitude of the
general devastation of the stricken
city, there are subsequent special chap-
ters of the moving pictures devoted to
familiar sections of the city, such as
the mint, Market street, the newspaper
section, the gas works, Nob Hill, the
Barbary coast, etc., so that taken in its
entirety the picture series gives a most
comprehensive and thoroughly {ealistic
reproduction of San Francisco as it
was the morning of its awakening after
the greatest municipal disaster in Am-
erican history. In addition to the
"Frisco film, the bioscope programme
for the week contains an excellent
trick comic entitled “Invisible Men,” as
well as one of the popular pantomimic
melodramas, this being known as ‘“The
River Pirates.” .

The crusade for tourist trade is very
materially strengthened by the Gorge
Park management in their providing of
a delightful pastime place for summer
evenings. In this feature Victoria is
thoroughly up-to-date, and while her
own citizens accept their good fortune
as a matter of course, Vancouverites,
Kootenians, Seattleites and Portland
folk are continually advertising the
Victoria innovation by such remarks as
“Why, we have nothing like this. I
wish to goodness we had.”

The San Francisco pictures with the
others on the week’s bill, and an ex-
cellent orchestral programme will be
given to-night and each other evening
of the week. Although the San Fran-
cisco pictures have in every other
northwest city been shown to $1 ad-
mission prices, there is no charge at
the Gorge Park, the management only
asking that the public show its appre-
ciation of their enterprise and expendi-
ture in Victoria’'s behalf by crowding
the park nightly as. the company’s
guests.

Destructive Blaze in Viecinity of Van

A bad fire-is reported from Gibson’s
Landing on Howe Sound. It covers a
large area, but as the ground on which
it is burning has been thoroughly log-
ged it has not done much damage as
yet,: but from last accounts if was
getting nearer to the Gibson’s Land-
l;lg settlement, and might 'do great
Barm if it once ‘got in there.

The fire in the Delta country is now
completely out, and the people there
are loud in their praises of the ener-
getic measures taken by the govern-
ment officials in combatting it.

According to reports brought down
by the steamer Cassiar one of the
most destructive fires is raging 'in the
vicinity of Van Anda, and it threat-
ened a portion of the townsite as well
as the buildings of the Cornell mine.
All Saturday afternoon and Sunday the
people of the district were engaged in
a Titanic struggle to stop the progress
of the flames, but they were  badly
handicapped by want of water, and the
fire was fanned by a stiff breeze.” For-
tunately there is a considerable clear-
ing between the edge of the burning
forst and the town and mine build-
ings, and if they got Monday’'s rain
they would be safe. Otherwise their
position is perilous. The fire was start-
ed by a Chinaman who was cutting up
a gummy log, and he started the fire
to get rid of the gum. It defied his
efforts to extinguish it, and - ignited
acres of forest. The Chinaman was
arrested -and will' be tried before a
magistrate at Van Anda.

The big lumber camp of the Vancou-
ver Lumber & Trading Company at
Alberta Bay is probably by rthis time
completely destroyed. Shortly after 3
o’clock Monday afternoon a fire was
started by sparks from a donkey en-
gine which was at work near the shore
line, and in almost as short time as
it takes to tell it a fierce conflagra-
tion was raging on the Howe Sound
side of the camp. The loggers began
at once to remove their effects from,
the shanties and tried by all the means
at their disposal to stay the onward
rush -of the flames, but their small ef-
forts were futile against the strong
gale that was blowing down the Sound,
and in less than half an hour the fire
had extended over half a mile and oth-
er fires were started at different dis-
tricts by the rain of sparks and burn-
ing brushwood which was iswept along
by the force of the wind.

Warning of the Earthquake Was Giv n
in Santiage From the Naval
Obseérvatory.

Santiago, de Chile, Aug. 20.—(Delayed
in transmission.)—=Only now can the
seriousness of the catastrophe begin
to be appreciated, The majority of the
houses are unsafe for habitation and
the authorities- have organized a spa-
cial. corps to guard the tottering buiid-
ings. It is not safe to walk in the
streets owing to falling debris.

Santiago resembles a - camp. The
public squares and the principal aven-
ues are crowded with people sleeping in
the open. All kinds of carriages and
carts have been requisitioned to sleep
in, or even under them. ,

The night of August 16th was render-
ed dreadful by lightning and pouring
rajn, the electric cables and wires
snapping as a result of the constant
movement of the earth, causing the
greatest consternation, which was
heightened by the tolling of fire bells
announcing the breaking out of fires
in various places in the city.

Each shock_was followed by

‘Wails and Prayers
from the people who' were kneeling in
the rain.

The first great shock lasted four min-
utes and fifty seconds. Such a long
shock had never occurred before in the
memory of anyone. It caused the bells
of the churches to ring in the steeples,
pictures to swing out from the walls,
and there was a great heaving motion
of the ground. Experts say that the
only thing which saved Santiago from
complete ruin was that the motion was
circular. The  principal shock was
from Valparaiso to Santiago and
Maripilla, with its centre at Limache.

The two last mentioned towns were
destroyed. As also were Quillota and
Llaillai.

The statement that the approach of
the

Earthquake Was Announced
by the naval observatory at Valparaiso
two days previous to its occurrence is
confirmed. The news was published in
the Chilian press on Wednesday,
August 15th, the day before the quake
occurred. Santiago is still practically
isolated telegraphically from all other
parts of Chile, but an improvised line
to Los Andes, in the provinee of
Aconagua, connecting with the Euro-
pean cables, is working.
Another Earthquake,

Lima, Peru, Aug. 21.—There was an-
other heavy earthquake at Valparaiso
last night. According to the latest re-
ports received here from the scene of
the earthquake the town of Quillota,
situated about 26 miles from Valpara-
iso and having a population some 10,-
000 people, has been completely des-
troyed. At Lima this morning there
was a slight shock, and it was shaken
by an earthquake yesterday.

A WEST COAST CAVE

e

Daykin Boys Report That Engines of
the Lost Vessel Can Be
Recovered.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

News has been received from the
West Coast that eight skeletong of
victims of the lost steamship Valencia,
a pontoon and a ship’s boat have all
been found. :

The skeletons, it is said, are in a boat
whieh has been located by Indians in
a cave. It is impossible to state how
the boat ever got into the cave. If as
suggested, a boatload of passengers
from the unlucky steamer suddenly
found themselves prisoners while
searching for a place of safety, -their
sufferings can well be imagined.

The following dispatch was received
from W. Daykin, Carmanah, last night:

“The Valencia life boat is in a
cave and the pontoon in another.
The pontoon can be recovered, but it
will be & hard matter to recover the
boat. One cave is about fifty feet high
and two hundred long. W. P. Daykin’s
two boys were all around and over the
wreck, and say the engines can easily
be recovered. An Indian says there
are eight skeletons in the cave with
the boat. The boat is very little dam-
aged. The Indians knew this months
ago, but said nothing as they wanted
to get the boat.”

A further dispatch from Carmanah
received by the Times this morning
says:

“It is impossible to identify the
skeletons except by removing tons of
rubbish, then something might be
found which would render it possible.
If the men got into the cave alive they
must have later been starved to death.
It is a perfect man trap. There is a
large rock at the mouth of the cave,
over which the boat was thrown by the
sea, and there is not room enough on
either side of the rock to get the boat
out again when smooth, and they must
have perished before they got any
smooth weather. I think the boat is
all right except for a small hole in the
forward air chamber near the gunwale.
I am too short handed here to do any-
thing.”

The Valencia, it will be remembered,
was wrecked while on her way to
Victoria from San Francisco with a
big load of passengers late in January
last. In the disaster over one hundred
lives were lost.

ANGLO CANADIANS’ GIFT.

Silver Centrepiece Presented to H. M.
S. Dominion at Portsmouth—
Pretty Funetion.

The Anglo-Canadians of the United
Kingdom assembled at Portsmouth on
Friday afternoon for the purpose of
presenting to the new battleship Do-
minion a silver centrepiece as a token
of their desire to be closely associated
with the British Navy. The ceremony
took place on the ship’s quarter-deck,
which had been prettily decorated for
the occasion. Lord Strathcona, address-
sing Capt. Kingsmill, who commands
the Dominion, asked him to accept the
gift in the name of the officers. Canad-
ians, he said appreciated very much in-
deed the fact that the Admiralty should
have permitted the ship to be named
after the Dominion of Canada. As
Canadians resident in the United King-
dom they were making that presentat-
ion, but it had been arranged that the
ship was to go first to Halifax, and
after a short stay to proceed to Quebec.
There another presentation would be
made, one of which was a shield, to be
shot for by the men of the ship. Can-
adians desire to be associated with the
British Navy in the closest possible
manner. They were proud to know that
an officer born in Canada should com-
mand that noble ship. They were also
proud that there were other officers in
the British Navy who were Cenadians
by birth, and who were as much Eng-
lishmen in the highest sense of the
word as those born in this country.
They also knew that there were in the
British Army neot a few Canadians who
were doing their duty to their King and
country. The visit of the Dominion to
Canada would show that there was an
abiding sentiment of brotherhood and a
desire for the closest friendship be-
tween the mother country and the col-
ony. If any further demonstrations
were required, it would also show that
the mother country was prepared to
support her colonies as they were pre-
pared to help her. It showed, too, an
implicit confidence in the loyalty of the
Canadians.

The Hon. Mrs. Howard, Lord Strath-
cona’s daughter, then unceovered the
centrepiece, which was a very hand-
some piece of work.

Capt. Kingsmill briefly and suitably
replied, and on behalf of the ship’s of-
ficers accepted the gift. Cheers were |
given for the Anglo-Canadians, and one
more for Lord Stratchona. The pro-
ceedings then concluded.

The silver centrepiece has been mod-
elled entirely in sterling silver. The
body is formed by the grouping of
prows of old galleys, and embellished
with the full arms of Canada. An al-
legorical group of mermaids beauti-
fully modelled, sporting in the waves
compose the feet, which rest upon a
wooden base of maple wood, enwreath-
ed with sprigs of silver maple leaves,
the Canadian beaver, and other em-
blamatic enrichments. The whole is
surmounted by a feamale figure repres-
enting the Dominion of Canada, hold-
ing in one hand a sheaf of corn, and in
the other supporting an accurately de-
signed replica to scale of H. M. S.
Dominion. It bears the inscription
“Presented to H. M. S. Dominion by
the Canadians and other of his Maj-
esty’s subjects closely identified with
Canada, resident in the United King-
dom, ‘One life, one flag, one fleet, one
