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SENSATIONAL SUICIDE OF

~ RICH YOUNG FRENCHMAN

“Sheer Boredom” Made Ferdinand Ravenez, Aged
: 20, Want to Die

He Entertained Suppa” Party at Mom'e Carlo Cafe and Com-
mitted Suicide as a “Pleasant Surprise” for Them—Had
 a Record as a Duellist and a Fondness For Vivid Clothes

Paris, March 13-—Ferdimnd'R4v§nez, a

wealthy young Parisian, con_lmitted sui-
cide at Monte Carlo last night under re-
markable and sensational  circumstances.

The young man gave a supper to a num

. ber of friends at which the pleasute was
fast and furious. Several times during the
evening Ravenez cried: ‘This is nothing
a big sutprise is awaiting you at the end.”
At dawn, when the party was separating
Ravenez shouted:. “Now for the "great sur-
prise.”’ . At the same time he arose ab-
ruptly ‘and walked toward'the Gypsy or-
chestra which wasy playing a Hungarian
~hapsody. His friefds expecting a practic-
al joke, watched him expeéctingly. Tt!ey
were stupefied to see him suddenly- point
a pistol at his temple and fire. He fell

dead. The only reason for this act is de:
scribed as ‘‘sheer boredom.” Ravenez was
only 20 years old and he has been a fam-
iliar figure in Paris’ boulevards where his
{l.king for vivid clothing attracted atten-
ion, !

Three years ago the young man figured
in a sensational duel.. He' challenged a pro-
fessional swordsman as a result of a cafe
quarrel,” but” the swotdsman refused ' to
fight on the ground:that Ravenez had not
reached his majority. Undaunted Ravenez
issued a challenge ‘dated the date he was
18 years old and he devoted the. interven-
ing time to rigirous training. When he fin-
ally did meet his adversary on the field
the contest was of the fiercest character

Chief -of Police Clark, called, said he
thought” Downie_ could - arise. Mr. Price
said the chief was a very zea{ous witness
and the chief retorted sharply and was
told by His Honor mnot to engage in.a
controversy with the counsel for the de-
fence who objected to the chief stating
that Downie was in condition to arise t6
his feet. He examined his threat a few
minutes aiter arriving. He gave directions
to Policeman Olive to go across to the
Welcome Soap Company factory to en-
quire if they had seen anybody going in
or out of the Simms building and instruct-
ed Detective Killen to cover the outskirts
of the city. When the chief reached the
Simms office in the night he saw Mr. An-
derson -and Sergcant Campbell with the
valise belween them. He ordered Camp-
bell to arrest Downie and previously a
man had been shadowing the accused. The
chief went to Leinster Hall to see if Night
Detective Lucas was around. He saw Dow-
nie in a cell the following mofning. He
was crying, with his face .in his hands
and muttered something inaudibly. He
warned . Downie that anything he eaid
would be used in evidence against him. He
said nothing further. i

Mr, Price cross-examined him. The
chief Gaid he saw Downie passing into the
guard room*on. the night of the arrest. He
went to the guard room where a number
were congregated and asked why Downie
was not down stairs. He did not recollect
askidg Downie why he arose when he
told him to and did not remember Dow-
nie saying: “I beg your pardon.” He
might have said it. He said ‘“‘see here,”
and Downie' followed him into the wash-
room. He did not remember closing the
door. There was very little conversation.
The chief warned him than anything he
said would be used against him. He told
Downie he was suspicious of him from
the first. He did not say: “Come on now
you may as well own up. You can’t fool
us’ He swore positively that he did not
use this expression. He denied intimat-
ing to Downie that he was choked once
and he was sore for a few days. He spoke
of this to some officers. He did not ask
Downie why he got up.

Mr. Price here requested the chief to
face the jury so they could sce his coun-
tenance. - The chief said he took Downie
into the wash-room for no especial reason
but thought that if Downie wanted to
say something he would hear it. He went
in' more to warn him. It is a common
thing for,him to go to the cells to inquire
if the prisoners are warm.

“Do you ask them any other questions,”
gaid Mr. Price. “I don’t know what you
mean,” 1 replied the chief. There is a
janitor there to keep the cells warm.
He did not ask Downie where he lived.
. He did nat query him next with: “How
did you come to do it,” When he left
Downie he remarked: “That’s a bad job.”

Mr. Price claimed that the evidence of
confession was inadmiseible. Firstly, be-
cause it was police cell ‘evidence, and sec-
ondly, because the evidence showed that
the chief of police interrogated Downie
the night before the alleged statement was
made in the cell and because the interro-
gation in the night shortly after hislarrest
took place in a private room. ;

His Honor stated that he would not ad-
mit evidence of & confession or incrimin-
ating statement if the officer draws the in-
formation from the aecused while under
arrest, but where the officer warns the

In the conversation
with Messrs, Reid and Anderson the chief
said’ the American police have the " ad-
vantage over us in being able to sweat peo-
ple and put it in evidence. This was the
only statement he made to them in con-
nection with this case. He made no refer
ence to sweating Downie, but Mr. Reid
spoke of the chief talking with Downie,
and the chief replied that he intended to
interview the accused later. The amounts

Another
reason was that he had an officer watch-
ing Downie. He did not think it was in
the regular c%urse of his duty to search
the premises before. He thought Downie
would go to the office for the
money, and the plain-clothes man would
capture him red-handed. He did not think
it discreet to leave the money in the
office so that the thief would come and
take his booty.

Albert L. Foster re-called, said he lock-
ed his cash drawer from which $24 was
purloined. There was no appearance of
the drawer being forced. key could
be inserted in a crevice and it could be
opened thus. The dial on the drawed and
two adjoining ones, differed slightly, but
there was no other difference for a strang-
er to detect.

The crown closed the case, with the

- TWO WHOLE STATES

Fifteen Thousand Square Miles
of Territory Added to British
Empire by New Treaty

London, Mareh 12—Fifteen thousand
square miles of territory have been added
to the British empire by the treaty sign-
ed at Bangkok, Siam, under the terms of
which 1Siam cedes to Great Britain the
states of Kaldntan, Tringano, and Kedah,
which hereafter will be administered with
the Malay Federated states.

Under the treaty British capital to the
extent of $20,000,000 will be furnished for
the construction of railroads south from
Bangkok. These lines are to be contrqlled
by a new department quite distinct from
the present railroad admiistration of
Siam which is administered by (ermans.
There will be also a gradual a_boht!on of
British extra territorial rights.in Siam.

Miss -Elliott. The lawyer pressed her re-
garding a visit she had paid to Savanmah
when she was singing ‘in a cheap music
hall in Portsmouth (Va.) and asked her,
pointedly, whether she had practised with
a revolver in order to defend herself on
that trip. She denied ever having fired off
a rvevolver in her life or ever having owned
or carried one.: On’ éevéral occasions down
south she had been shown revolvers by
friends of - hers; but had never handled
them.

To a large class of settlers, this
province, with its splendid climate, its un-
dulating scenery, its proximity to the sea-
board and to the markets of:the world, its
excellent Tailway and postal facilities, its
variety of resources, its social and educa-
tional advantages, and others that need
not be enummerated, should appeal more
strongly than the prairies of the west.
The stream of immdgration is passing
through.” People in the old land -are talk-
ing of Canada and its advantages for
homesteaders, What is New  Brunswick
Jdoing to attract desirable settlers? Why
should the golden opportunity be permit-
ted to slip away? Mr. Dufi-Miller tells
us what British Columbia is doing, and
what the results of its immigration policy
_are, Why ehould desirable settlers go
clear across the continent to the Pacific
coast, passing through these provinces en
route, without knowing the advantages of-
fered here? There will not come again a
finer opportunity than is now offered to
this province to profit by a judicious im-
migration policy.

MATTERS POLITICAL

At Ottawa business is weng attended to
with a diligence that promises an early
close of this session of parliament. The es-
timates are going through without factious
opposition, and as much of the time as
possible is being devoted to government
business. This may grieve the men with
private bills, but doubtless time will be
found for a reasonable discussion of such
of these bills as are of real importance.

In this provinee, the time for the opeh-
ing of the legislature is at hand, and there
ig much interest in the prospective meas-
ures to be introduged by the government.
One of the first subjects to be dealt with
should be the amendment of the liguor lic-
ense act, and the people are eager to know
iwhat course Mr. Hazen will pursue. Then
there is the subject of immigration. Much
has been promised and practically nothing
done in this matter, and the government
miust at this session develop a policy. Of
course the highway act must be coopered
up in some way, and is likely to be the
subject of very lively discussion, since it
affects £0 generally the interests of the
people of the whole province. Then there
will be the report of the agricultural com-
mission, and the development of the gov-
ernment’s policy in relation to the farmer.
The farmers have been led to expect much,
as a vesult, of this roving commission, and
are waiting with great interest to learn
the result, Forest conservation is another
subject concerning which the government
should have something important to say.
There are many other matters of interest
to be dealt with, and the session should
be one of more than ordinary interest. The
government has not up to the present time
given any evidence of superior statesman-
ship, and an alert opposition should ‘have
little difficulty in exposing grave weakness-

. es in the Hazen administration.

Dr. Eliot Opposes Intermarriage
of Irish, English, Germans,
Italians, Jews and French

Montgomery, Ala, March 11—“There
should be no admixture of race stocks,”
declared Dr. Eliot, president of Harvard
university, in an interview. “l Dbelieve,
for example, that the lrish should not in-
termarry with the Americans of English
descent: that the Germans should not
marry the Italians, that the Jews should
not marry the French. Iach race should
maintain its owm individuality. The ex-
perience of civilization shows that racial
stocks are never mixed with profit -and
that such umions do not bring forth the
best and strongest children. There is no
reason, however, why the races cannot live
together side by side in perfect peace and
amity.

‘I'he chairman gave notice that ratepayers
in any section requiring permanent street
pavement and willing to bear a share of
expense should petition the:council as pro-
vided in the act passed two years ago. Ten-
ders will be called for repairs to the ex-
tension of Wellington wharf. It was recom-
fnended that $500 should be expended from
general revenue in beautifying the squares.
Ald. McGoldrick presided and Ald. Hamm,
Lewis, Holder, Sproul, Elkin, Baskin, Bax-
ter, Christie, Vanwart, Frink, McGowan
and Rowan were present with the director,
city engineer, harbor master, superinten-
dent of streets and the common clerk.

On taking up the estimates for the year
the chairman said the amounts each year
for repairs to the streets totalled only' be-
tween $17,000 and $18,000, notwithstand-
ing reports.to the contrary, and for the
sake of clearness the total was now
divided in the statement showing that
the apportionment for streets south was
$6,500, west $5,500 and north $3,600. The
total amount for all services in connee-
tion with the department would be $73,-
150, after - allowing $8,150 for default
taxes.

but they won’t ¢ome. out in the limelight
because they do not care for the notoriety
of the prize ring, also the element with
whom they'd have to mix.

“In my days I've known a’ number of
good, clever boxers among “the best class
of 'citizens who enjoyed fistiana in private
with their friends. There wag the noblest
Roman of them all, Sen. Roscone Conk-
ling, who lost his life in the great bliz-
fard of 1888. He was a mighty handy man
with his dukes, and could more than hold
his own when it came to a pinch.. When
Conkling was in the senate at Washing-
ton he nexer took water from any fellow-
members and \was always held in high es-
teem. Conkling was- a magnificent man
physically, standing over six feet, 'as
straight as an arrow, with the proportions
of a Roman gladiator. One night 'in
Washington ‘Conkling gave a stag supper
to” a few intimate friends and associates
in the senate.. Aftér the coffee and cigars,
Conkiing produced a set of boxing gloves
and offered to spar any man in the room.
Sen. Zach Chandrel, who also was of gi-
gantic proportions and perhaps 50 pounds
heavier, accepted the challenge. So they
donned the gloves and the fun began,
—‘Uonkling soon proved -himself to be
the more scientific and proceeded to land
a few. smart blows on Chandler’s paunch.
The latter, very réd in the face; did not
relish this at all, and quickly sailed in to
get square. There was a warm mix-up,
and Conkling, finding his opponent was
getting a bit rough, crossed him with his
right. The blow was a pippin, too, for
Chandler found himself in a heap in the
corner of the room. Everybody laughed,
including Chandler, but that ended the
boxing part of the entertainment.

‘“A month or eo after this affair. Sen.
Chandler gave a little tea ‘ party, and
Conkling, of+course, was invited. Among
the other guests was a black-haired man
who was introduced as Mr. Brown, of
New York. He was a very quiet fellow,
who- scarcely uttered a word, but seemed
to enjoy himeself in his own way. 1t was
noticed, however, that when. ‘Mr. Brown’
said anything to anybody his eccent was
decidedly English. It was not_until Sem-
ator Chandler’s guests were smoking big
cigars that the mysterious stranger came
to the foreground. Chandler proposed that
some . gentlemen put on the gloves with
Senator Conkling. Nobody seemed anxi-
ous to respond, and as a last resort, ‘Mr.

‘Brown’' was induced to accept the honor

of boxing with the leading Senator of the
United "States. . : i b

“Everybody smiled as the two men ye-
moved theéir coats and prepared for the
bout. The complete anmihilation ' of
‘Brown’ was, of course, looked for. Conk-
ling towered fully fiveé inches over bhis
stocky opponent and smiled mercifully as
he gazed down at the latter. In the fimst
round not a blow landed. ‘It was all
beautiful, scientific boxing, and the senat-
or was supposed to be letting up on
‘Brown,” who seemed to be satisfied with
stopping and stepping away. The second
round was another fancy exhibition, al-
though Conkling appearéd. to be serious
and also anxious to land on ‘Brown,’ who
was quick on his feet and clever at duck-
ing with his head. [ i .

“As ‘Mrown’ came up for the third round
it was noticed  that Sen. Chandler whisp-
ered something in his ear, which ‘Brown’
answered with a nod. Cronkling then let
go his right and left in quick order, as
the men toed the mark, but both blows
missed the mark. Suddenly ‘Brown’ tap-
ped Cronkling with a stinger on the top
of the nose, and the senator looked both
puzzled and astonished. He made a wild
rush at ‘Brown,” who neatly sidestepped
and then floored the senatoriwith a right
hand smash on the jaw. Cronkling was up
quickly and went after. his man, hammer
and tongs. ‘Brown’ nimbly got away, and
before the senator recovéred from his
headlong rush ‘Brown’ landed  another
right hander that sent his distinguished
rival to the carpet, flat on 'his back.:

““That will do!’ cried 'Chandler, as he
jumped in and pushed ‘Brown’ into a
chair. Conkling arose slowly and with
much injured dignity demanded to know
who ‘Mr. Brown’ really was.

“It’s all right, senator!’ said 'Chandler,
bursting into a laugh. ‘I’'m square with
you now for the punching you gave me
the other evening over in your rooms.”

“ ‘But who is this man? Why, he’s the
cleverest boxer I ever met in my lifel’
exclaimed Conkling. Then Chandler, af-
ter another good laugh, said:

“ ‘Senator, let me introduce to you Mr.
Jem Mace, the heavyweight champion of
England!” Conkling appreciated the joke,
and, shaking Mace by the hand, compli-
mented him highly on. his skill.

“Do you know there are many clergy-
men we never hear about- who are good
boxers? For ilustration, there is Fr. W,
F. Reaney, the chaplain of the receiving
ship Columbia, at the Brooklyn Navy
Yard, who, it is said, defeated Tom Shar-
key in a boxing bout when the latter was
in the service. F¥r. Reancy encourages
scientific boxing among the boys as long
as they do not get too rough at the game.
He believes it's a good, healthy sport, and
he has turned out:some cléver, manly fel-
lows who can box with marked ability.
There are many other clergymen about
New York who can box as well as some of
our best professionals, but they keep their
fistic wkill to themselves, away from thé
outside world.

“If Edwin Forrest, the greatest actor
this country ever knew, had followed the
prize ring instead of the stage he would
probably have been champion of the
world. Forrest had a wonderful physique.
He was a natural athlete, a finished box-
er, fencer and wrestler, and always:prided
himself on his condition, Why, there’s
not a man in the ring today who could
show the muscular development that For-
rest had. 1 remember that when he ap-
peared in .England before the footlights
the newspapers accused him of padding his

an American hero.

“One night after a long, tiresome per-
formance, Forrest started out to take the
air_alone. He roamed away from’ the high-
ways into the byways of old London,
when suddenly three footpads jumped out
of a dark alley and grabbed the actor in
a desperate -manner. There was a. short
struggle in which = Forrest shook the
thieves like so many rats, and with his
heavy cane and ready’ fists- he soon had
them wallowing in the gutter. Then he
used his cane freely as they tried to-re-
gain their feet, and also astonished the
London. bobby, who finally came to the
rescue. ! ) I

“ “Take them away, officer! I'll make
no charge!’ thundered Forrest, as he walk-
ed off in a.most dignifted manner. With
his deep sub-cellar voice and stately car-
riage, Forrest was often thought to be
unapproachable, but a more kind-hearted
man never lived.

“Another great athletic actor, a genera-
tion ago, was John McCullough, who:came
to this. country in‘1853. He began reading
Shakespeare while making chairs in Phil-
adelphia. McCullough and Forrest became
fast friends .and traveled as partners for
many years. The prize-ring of today could
not produce such wonderful specimens of
manhood as they were.

“Maurice Barrymore, another noted act-
or, who died a few years ago, was an ac-
complished boxer, and many a cabman or
rowdy bore evidence of his jprowess. The
late - John Richmond Glenroy, ‘the man
with the green gloves’ as he was kmown
on the vaudeville stage, was another not-
ed expert with his fists. Nat Goodwin and
Bob Hilliard have also proved on numer-
ous occasions that they possess -fistic
skill. b

“(3eorge Gould in his younger days was
quite a boxer. So was his friend, Giov-
anni P. Morosini, the banker, who died
about a year'ago. Both received boxing
Tessons from Billy Madden years ago and
also took many a good punching in pri-
vate to prove -themselves game and will-
ing. Prof. Mike Donovan, the ' boxing in-
structor of the New York Athletic Club
has taught _htindreds of rich men—many
of them millionaires—the art of self-le-
fence. The late Herman Oelrichs was one
of the cleverest men with his hands 1
ever saw. He boxed privately with many
professiondls and ‘always held his own.

Over in England among the nobility’
there are many clever fellows with or
without gloves. ' The Marquis, of Queens-
bury, ‘who was: the author of the boxing
rules under whiéh modern prize fights
are held, could go some himseli, and dur-
ing his erratic career he had many en-
counters. in public places that demonstrat-
ed his boxing skill. This remarkable lit-
tle man at one time offered to fight his
second son anywhere in the world for
$50,000 a side. ;

“Another ‘millionaire Englishman who
created a sensation both here and abroad
was Gidorge A. Baird, better known as
‘Squire Abington,” He was a noted -ama-
teur boxer who liked to indulge in 1m-
promptu’ scraps ‘so ‘that he could -show
how he could fight. Under the influence of
liquoy the squire indulged in wild orgies
and often took part in desperate mix-ups.
One night he and Charley Mitchell, the
retired boxing champion of England, were
walking down one of London’s foggy
streets when they ran into an old man.
The squire, without a word of warning,
hit out and landed the stranger on the
pavement. A copper arrested .Mltf:hell
and Abington, and in court the prize fight-
er in order to save ‘the squire, pleai@e_d
guilty to -assault. Mitchell was sgnt to ]al!
for a year,ﬁmt because of this act of
friendship Abington gave him $100,000 in
cold cash. In 1893: Mitchell and Abington
came to this country to attend the fight
between Jim -Hall and Bob Fitzsimmons
at New Orleans. The squire had a pot of
money to bet on Hall and insisted . onbe-
ing his chief second. Abington contracted
a cold just then' and died of pneumonia
after being ill three days. .

“The king of England himself was
handy with the gloves in his younger
days and even now takes much interest 1n
prize fighting. So anxious was he to ree
John L. Sullivan perform that he had the
champion give a private exhibition with
his sparring partner Jack Ashton, before
a select party®of friends. Lord Lonsdale,
at one time the president of the National
Sporting ‘club of London, is a skil]e{l box-
er and has ‘taken an active part in the
fighting game on the other side of the At-
lantic. He spent $50,000 to test the law
regarding boxing in (ireat Britain. He car-
ried the case to the highest courts, and
won out after a long legal battle in which
the greatest lawyers in KEngland took
part. 3

“President Roosevelt is a rugged, clever
boxer even now. He has always taken
deep interest in pugilistic affairs and when
police commissioner in New York city he
enthused over' the Maher-Choyniski fight
at the old Brpadway A. C. As the latter
was knocked out Mr. Roosevelt said:

“ “That’s nothing. I was knocked out
worse than that at Harvard!”

“] believe boxing should be taught In
the public schools all over America. 1t
is great exercise and makes healthy boys
develop into powerful,. courageous men.
Give me a fellow that can protect himself
and also hand out a wallop every time!
He’s the ome that gets up in the world
because he isn’t chicken-hearted.”

WHEN SULLIVAN
'STOPPED BIG
'~ MAORI

Ex-Champion_ Tells How He
Smashed Huge Australian
Through the Ropes—What
Happened.

(By John L. Sullivan)

I have been asked'to tell of some of the
picturesque fights of my career. Pictur-
esque may be a'good werd as'far as the
spectators, of the.contests are concerned,
but I was too busy in most of them to
take stock of the piecturesque nature of
the affair. One of the most spectacular
ring contests I ever took part in was my
fight with. Slade, the big Maori, who was
imported to beat me after I had defeated
practically all the white fighters in sight.

There was a great blowing of Herbert
Slade’s bazoo when the Maori half-breed
was imported to give me the lullaby. A
gent in New York who was scraping the
earth with a fine-tooth comb to get a man
to lick me was the cause of taking Slade
from his happy home in Australia, and we
met in Madison Square Garden, New
York, in August, 1884.

“This is the time the wind comes out
of your -sails, and you’ll go back to Bos-
ton in’ an ice-box,” was one of the mes-
sages handed to me by the gent referred
to. That was before taking Slade on.

There was a crowd there to make your
head. swim. Slade looked fit for his part,
with 6 feet 1 3-8 inches, carrying 236
pounds of beef. He couldn’t handle him-
self well, knew how to box, and entered
the ring cocksure of doing me up. He
looked as good as any mdn I ever faced,
and the crowd was ready to see assault
and battery, rough house, explosions, and
so forth: o

In the first round, after sparring a few
seconds, I felt for him with a smash full
in the face, following it up with agother
in .the neck. Then I floored him with
another. When he got up, we met like a
couple of bulls and I handed him a punch
that smashed him through the ropes and
off the platform, head firgt, into the
erowd. In. the second round I walloped
him all over the ring.: The third round
was short- and Slade went down and out.

Captain Williams, with his famous side-
whiskers, led the police into the ring to
stop the fight, but there wasn’t any fight
to ' stop, ‘the importation being husy
dreaming of home. 1- afterward took Slade
in my party on a tour of the country. He
stayed with us till we struck Utah, where
he joined the Mormons, and he's there yet

I found Mr. O’Rielly in a big dry goods
store in Providence, where he was man-
ager. Pushing my letter to him, I asked
him ,to help me get an engagement. That
evening he took me to the manager of the
theatre, and I was put on through Mr.
O’Reilly’s influence. That was a real start
tor me and 1 owe a great deal to Mr.
O’Reilly, for he wase a friend when 1
needed one. He had a better idea of what
I could do than any of the others, and al-
t}_wugh Hogan was the champion of Pro-
vidence, and the best man they had down
there,» O'Reilly asked me to go easy with
him. Everybody else thought I was a
cinch for Hogan.

When 1 ran into Hogan’s fist and was
knocked: down, I forgot my .promise to
O’Reilly and smashed Jack on the nose,
sending -him into the wings of the stage.

Yesterday -after-
neon’s session was mot adjourned until 6
i m. and was resumed at 8 p. m. and
continued until 10 o’clock.

In. the afternoon session Alfred M. Fos-
ter, Jacob L. Bro#m, William Grant, Her-
bert Yéomans; Mary Cunningham, Detec-
tive'Killen,: Dr. G, A. B. Addy, Jeremiah
McEachern, Jeremiah MecCarthy and H.
H. Reid were examined. Yeomans, a;boy,
and McCarghy, a foreman in one of the
rooms were the only new witnesses.

. Bpon cross-cxamination Mr. Reid said
to Mr, Price that in eonversation in. Chief
Clark’s office, the chief told the witness

Downie on a chair and question him
sharply. ; v >

At the evéning session, Sergeant Cam
hell_told about being called ta the Bimma
factory and the sabeequent finding of the
satehel with the money in it under Dow-
nics  desk.

When Mr. Price took the witness in
hand “for cross-cxamipation he asked him
if heihad not found a ticket of member-
ship in the Y. M. C. A. among Downie’s
effects.

. NOT THEOLOGY.

“We do not teach theology at Universi-
ty. College, and as we-are supposed to rep-
present the humanities and literature 1
seé no reason why we should not take up
the Bible as literature.

“There is really no secretarian bias now-
adays between the different churches as
there was years .ago, and: today the Bible
can be taken up as literaturc without
touching on_doctrine.

“Dr. Bakin wae appointed in 1894 and
so far none of the colleges have objected
to our teaching it or the manner of teach-
ing.

AND BOYCOTT

United States Court of Appeals

Decides Concerning the

. “Don’t . Patronise” List of
Labor Unions

Washington, D. C., March 11—The Am-
erican Federation of Labor hereafter may

freely refer to the boycott against the
Bucks Stove and Rance Company of St.
Louis except by inclusion in the “we don’t
patronize” list. i

This, in substance, is the sweeping de-
cision of wide-spread importance to the la-
bor world, to manufacturers and to news-
papers generally, !
the court of appeals of the District of Co-
lumbia in the noted injunction case of the
Bucks Stove and Range Company against
the American Federation of Labor, which
has been before the courts of the Distrigt
of Columbia in various phases for months.

In a recent decision by Justice Gould,
of the supreme court of the district, the
American Federation of Labor and the of-
ficers, Messrs. Gompers, Mitchel, Morri-
son and others, were enjoined from con-
spiring to bovcott the Bucks Stove and
Range Company and from printing or pub-

or otherwise any copy of the “Federation-
ist.”” or other publications referring to the
complainant, its business, or its products
in the “we don’t patronize” or “uanfair”
list. |

© The decision today, which was by Jus-
tice Robb, modifies and affirms the decree
of Justice Gould.

“The sustaining -of such decree by- a
court of equity wouldyviolate the consti-
tutional rights of ‘the citizeén,”" says Jus-
tive Van Orsdel, in reference to Justice

Gould’s injunction decree. “It would
mark the beginning of the era of judicial
ltyranny.by the branch of the government
charged with the duty of protecting the
citizen in his cofstitutionnl: or legal
rights.” He says further, that the clause
in the constitution guaranteeing the free
speech and free press forbids government |
censorship in all forms. ‘It ‘would be dif-
{ficult.” he adds, “to conceive of a more
| effective method of establishing a govern-
{ ment eensorship than through the writ
of injunction.” -
