There is considerable business, too, chiefly 
at the wharves—«hipping lumber, fish, 
etc.—and it is done very qnietly. In the 
principal streets elsewhere there is a slight 
stir, and over all the rest of the city is a 
peace like unto that described as the final 
goal of the righteous. It is Nirvana with an 
American flavor. One longs to witness a dog 

'fight, and an Ohio valley thunder storm 
would be a real treat But they seldom have 
such things iu midsummer. Even Mayor- 
Congressman Hewitt could sleep well in Hal­
ifax, for as to insomnia the physicians 
have not had a case since the American pris­
oners left at the close of the last war.

For situation the city cannot be excelled. 
The harbor entrance is narrow, but once in­
side one flmfs it swelling into a placid bay of 
gmt ébe; many miles up it narrows again 
and beyond that broadens into Bedford 
basin, which would on many coasts be con­
sidered a spacious harbor. Beyond the 
“point" (just beyond the harbor month) the 
Northwest Arm begins and extends twelve or 
fifteen miles Inland—all the way a crystal 
Aset of water, with perfectly lovely shores— 
and thus Halifax is on a good sized peninsula. 
Prom M «arbor side the tend rises rather 
abruptly, but on the other side the slope is 
gentle, and for many miles all that side is 
still covered with the natural forest Though 
three million dollars have been appropriated 
to improve this great park, the administra­
tors have shown their good sense by leaving 
nearly all of it in a state of nature, only 
making splendid winding roads through it 
and clearing away such brush as obstructed 
the approach to or outlook over the sea. The 
results are admirable. The man who cannot 
find rest there must be a restless mortal in­
deed.

The Nova Scotians say that their peninsula 
abounds in fine harbors. It sometimes 
to me that the coast is all harbor. There are 
so many bays, large and small, so many in­
lets and arms of the sea, that the province 
appears to be almost cut across in places, and 
from any commanding point one can look out 
upon the sea or upon some large harbor. At 
first view one would say that Halifax is 
rounded by good harbors; yet it is scarcely 
more so than any other considerable city of 
the province. The Nova Scotian is almost 
everywhere In sight of the sea; as a natural 
consequence almost every native has some 
natural talent for sea faring. As the Greeks 
and Phoenicians were the navigators of the 
ancient world, because their location made 
the sea more inviting to them than the land, 
and as the Portuguese were the most daring 
explorers of the Fifteenth and Sixteenth cen­
turies, so the Nova Scotians i^ jbqçn, one

it is yourself. Allow me to recommend lem­
ons and brandy, with complete seclusion 
from society—in your stateroom and flat on 
your back, without a pillow. You will get 
over it quicker that way, because the move- 
able viscera will not flop up 
stomach as if you were upright 
smooth
not a qualm. My day of misery was to come 
later in Northumberland straits.

Be it remembered that the steamers from 
Boston land on the north side of the penin­
sula and thence we prooeed by railroad 
through the Annapolis valley—Nova Scotia’s 
pride—then take a wild whirl through the 
MUsaad ren down to the baste of Mines ami 
village of Grand Fra. Of oousfc all senti­
mental readers recognise these names—made 
poetically historic, or more properly histori­
cally poetic, by the author of “BrangeMna"

Longfellow never saw it, bat he has de­
scribed it well, and by a rare triumph of 
geniùs he has made things which were not 
seem as if they wera On a calm August day 
the basin seems the natural site for a ro­
mance—there is such a rare combination of 
wild and of pastoral .beauty. The rugged 
hills, which have followed the general line of 
the Nova Scotia coast, suddenly bend Inland 
and sweep around a grand semicircle of per­
haps forty miles; up the center of this in­
closed tract runs the deep harbor, from which 
little but navigable arms extend in all direc­
tions, while bet weed them are the water 
meadows, and rising slowly inland*the ver­
dant pastures and fertile farms. Back of 
these the rocky bills rise abruptly in sullen 
grandeur, thick set to their summits with 
spruce, fir and pine. Above is the soft blue 
sky of August; from the salt water comes a 
gentle breeze; the bay and creeks are dotted 
by many fishing craft; hundreds Of fat 
cattle graze on the slopes, and over all the 
basin seems to breed a peace that passeth (the 
American) understanding.

The summer climate is as near perfection 
as is allowed in a sinful world; nor are the 
winters severe, though there is much snow 
and sleet But as to the springs, all who are 
questioned shrug their shoulders. That sea­
son is longer than the calendar calls for, and 
ia admitted to be very disagreeable. Eighty- 
eight above zero and six below are the ex­
tremes of the thermometer, bat if it maries 
above seventy-five the people call Ц hot 
Everybody in Nova Scotia quotes Longfel­
low with pride as to the description of the 
country, and everybody laughs at h(s his­
tory. Occasionally, I regret to add, one 
swears. In the village they still show the 
blacksmith shop and other houses celebrated 
in “Evangeline," though, as a matter of fact,
I believe all the original houses were burnt- 
Similarly the French of the Isle de France 
still show the graves of Paul and Virginia, 
but «hall we Americans criticise them!

I must leave to some able writer the 
work of picturing to the world in 
suitable language the grandeur of what 
will eoon be known as the highest 
waterfall in the world. It consista of 
three leaps in an almost direct line; hot 
when standing about a quarter of a mile 
away it haa the appearance of a straight 
leap with two breaks. The upper leaps 
are equidistant and the lower one 
shorter. The water issues from a nar­
row defile in the roek at the top of the 
precipice; it then makes one grand leap 
of 815 feet into a rooky basin on the face 
of the cliff; issuing forth once more, it 
makes another fine leap of 751 feet and 
then goes tumbling headlong in one wild 
dash of 338 feet into the pool right at 
the foot of the precipice. It will thus 
be seen that the total height of the fall 
is 1,904 feet, thus making it the highest 

iterfall that haa yet been discovered 
in the world.

POLITICS OUT or PLACE.

The Fredericton Gleaner, which is a 
staunch temperance paper, thus refers 
to the introduction of politics at the 
late session of the Grand Division S. 
ofT.

The Grand Scribe, in his report, at­
tributed the large number of ‘ ‘with­
drawals” from the order to the exodus 
from the province. Mr. C. A. Everett, 
a tory ex-M. P., and Mr. S. B. Patter­
son, a dominion government official, 
strongly took exception to the Grand 
Scribe’s statement, claiming that politi­
cal capital would be made out of it by 
“disloyal newspapers.” The Grand 
Scribe’s purpose was no doubt to show 
that the “withdrawals” were not due 
to any lack of interest in the temper 
ance cause, or were in n# respect the 
fault of the order. That was a perfect­
ly fair purpose. He had the facilities 
at hand with which to investigate the 
cause, and he was no doubt careful be­
fore attributing the “withdrawals” to 
any particular cause to be accurate. Mr- 
•Everett and Mr. Patterson were in­
clined to question the accuracy of the 
statement of the Grand Scribe, but 
strange to say, did not ask to have the 
facts investigated. The purpose of 
these two gentlemen does not need to 
be emphasized.

When such important interests as 
those of temperance are made second­
ary to the interests of politics by peo­
ple who profess an all absorbing inter­
est in the good cause, and strong poli­
tical bias carried even into the lodge 
room, it can not be expected that tem­
perance interests can be promoted. 
We have on more than one occasion 
directed the attention of the temper­
ance people to the difficulties under 
which they labor, and we are confident 
that unless they seek to curtail the in­
fluence in the lodge room of the men 
who make the cause a convenience, and 
attempt to use it solely as an agency 
for personal and political advantage, 
that the usefulness of temperance socie­
ties will ere long be destroyed. It is 
now about time that the various organi­
zations interested in the cause should

perance as those above rtferred to. 
The class of professed temperance peo­
ple who insist that the Scott Act is the 
best law we have for limiting, restrict­
ing or suppressing the liquor traffic and 
its baneful effects in their worst forms, 
are the greatest obstructionists to tem­
perance reform in the country. There 
is not one of them who has yet ventur­
ed, on any public platform, to take up 
the Provincial Act and compare its pro­
visions with those of the Scott Act, be­
cause those of them who have 
read the act know it is the better mea­
sure of the two for the suppression of 
the bar-room and the stamping out of 
the illicit traffic which the Scott Act 
encourages. In a few years those who 
praise and stand by the Scott Act, to­
gether with the jug-tavern keepers, will 
be ranged on the side of the minority, 
while the more enlightened temperance 
people will have had the courage to in­
form themselves as to the provisions of 
the Provincial Act and, taking hold of 
the matter, will sweep the Scott Act 
away amongst other rubbish of the 
same kind devised by lawyers and poli­
ticians to satisfy those who are always 
striving for the impossible.

The fact ia that frail human nature, 
passing through a period of political 
excitement, is very mneh the вате in 
every part of the world. England ia 
often referred to as a model of how po­
litical leaders ought to behave and 
what they ought to aay. Certainly the 
mother country ia, in many important 
respects, an inspiring example of the 
highest development of free politics, 
but in the heat of oontroveray political 
orator» are no more immaculate there 
than in newer and less experienced 
communities. Let us see what the 
leading men are saying to one another 
juat no», when a number of by-elee- 
tions and a season of speechifying h^ve 
produced unusual activity in the art of 
invective. Mr. Gladstone, in a fit of 
impstience, writes of the “ecandalous” 
attacks of hie opponents, and alludee to 
some “untruths, so careless as to be 
almost wilful."

THE ROYALTIES.

Athens, Oct. 24.—The entry of the 
royal yacht Osborne, bearing the Prince 
and Piinceas of Wales, Prince Albert 
Edward, Prince George and Princesses 
Maud and Victoria, into the harbor 
yesterday was a picturesque display. 
The British ships under Admiral Per­
kins met the Osborne in the port off the 
island of Hydra and a naval procession 
was formed with the flagship leading, 
the Osborne in the centre of the col­
umn. Just outside the harbor the 
British vessels were met by the Greek 
fleet under Admiral Manlis. At this 
point the British fleet hoisted the Greek 
colors. As the royal procession passed 
into the harbor salutes were fired from 
all the warships, the yards were 
manned and the sailors cheered. Upon 
the arrival of the royal yacht in port, 
the king and queen of Greece and the 
duke of Sparta, accompanied by Lady 
Monson and attaches of the British 
legation, went on board and gave the 
visitors a warm welcome. The entire 
party was driven directly from the dock 
to a special train, which conveyed them 
to Athens. The British guests were 
met at the station by M. Tricon pis and 
the Metropolitan. The Prince of Wales 
wore the full dress uniform ot a general 
in the Greek army. Princes Albert 
Edward and George also wore Greek 
uniforms. The mayor presented each 
of the princesses with large hoquets. 
At the station it was remarked that the 
czarowitch was not present to meet the 
British royal party. From the station 
to the palace the reception of the 
visitors wai most enthusiastic. Flags 
waved from all the windows along the 
route, the streets were crowded and 
people gathered in large numbers, even 
on the house tops. In the first carriage 
were seated the king of Greece, the 
Prince of Wales, the Duke of Sparta 
and Prince Albert Edward. In the 
second carriage were the queen of 
Greece and Princess of Wales. Then 
followed carriages bringing Prince 
George and the Greek and British 
princesses.

When a housekeeper undertakes ti 
get breakfast she has to make a fire, 
with coal, taxed sixty cents per ton; 
in a ctove, taxed thirty per cent. If 
she undertakes to make some “Johny- 
сакез” she must have cornmeal, which 
la taxed forty cents per barrel. Flour 
is taxed fifty cents per barrel, and 
baking powder six cents per pound. 
Porridge is generally used at breakfast, 
and to make that excellent article of 
diet requires the use of oatmeal, which 
is taxed half ’a cent per pound. Then 
to take breakfast the family requires a 
table, taxed thirty-fife per cent, and 
chairs, taxed at the same rate. They 
generally have a table cloth, taxed 
thirty per cent,; cups, saucers and 
jugs, also taxed thirty-five per cent, 
and glassware taxed thirty per cent. 
The sugar they use is taxed over one 
hnndred per cent, for the benefit of a 
few combinesiers, and the sugar bowl 
and teapot taxed thirty per cent. If

Fitz. J. Babson convened the National 
Fishing Association at New York, shortly 
after the presidential election. Mr. Bab­
oon being an aspirant for office, he presented 
a preamble which he had drafted, suggest 
ing that a new cabinet office be created, 
“Secretary of Marine and Fisheries”, and 
wanting an increase of duty on salt fish 
and a dnty on fresh fish, so high that it 
would exclude foreign caught fish fiom 
coming into the country. Legra, which 
is largely used in tanneries, is imported 
very cheap, and is a substitute for oil 
which once wss exclusively need in the 
leather currying industry in large quanti­
ties, and thus he wanted a duty so high 
that it could not be imported.

The meeting was 
held at Fishery Exchange, Mr. Steele pre­
siding. He made a flattering speech, 
telling the fishermen what they must have, 
and, by organizing, what he intended to 
do for them. Cyrna Story, Fitz J. Beb- 
son and some others followed with re­
marks in the. same vein. Capt. Babeon 
suggested that the services of William H. 
Trescott be engaged to look out for the 
fishermen’s interests at Washington, 
whicn was agreed to. Mr. Steele, how­
ever, said, in order to carry on this agita­
tion they must have money, and it was 
necessary that contributions be solicited 
from every fishing hamlet along the coast 
of Maine and Massachusetts. It was also 
decided that another meeting at an early 
date should be called, and invite repre­
sentatives from all the fishing ports io 
New England and New York to co-oper­
ate with him. December 29, 1884, was 
selected as the day for the holding of this 
tribunal, which took place at City Hall, 
quite a large gathering of interested par­
ties from the various fishing ports along 
the coast being present, besides two or 
three from Fulton market. New York, 
who merely came to-listen.

Gloucester being the head centre for the 
fisheries, with Mr. Steele president of tfie 
Fishery Union, circulars were sent out to 
all the fishing ports in New England 
soliciting aid, by which to protect their 
interests, both at home and abroad. A 
demand was then made upon the owners 
for contributions and they were assessed 
from $10 to $15 on each vessel, a part of 
which was to be paid by the 
Money flowed in pretty freely, as can be 
seen by a report made by Mr. Steele at a 
meeting of the Fishery Union about two 
years ago.
