STYLES FOIl THE STOUT.

I The question of dress is often a 
problem to the woman who has ac­
quired more flesh than she desires 
and wl^o in consequence finds the mode 
of dress in vogue among her more 
slender sisters not only unbecoming, 
but uncomfortable. She wishes to 
keep “within sight” of fashions, yet 
finds it difficult to reconcile styles to 
her superabundant avoirdupois. The 
too slender woman can resort to 
various devices to conceal her defici­
encies; there is no way, unhappily, in 
which the “too, too solid flesh” of 
the stout woman can be made to dis­
appear. But by good taste, by a 
careful study of what is becoming, 
and by sedulously avoiding the ec­
centricities and exaggerations of fash­
ions she may manage to keep in style 
and look well dressed.

The stout woman reduces her ap­
parent size if she dresses in black. 
Trained skirts add to her height and 
seem to diminish breadth. She should 
eschew skirt trimmings unless applied 
perpendicularly; ruffles, pleatlngs, 
bands, are ijot for her unless they 
are quite narrow and placed at the 
very foot of the skirt. All horizon­
tal lines tend to make her look short­
er and stouter. If a figured goods 
is chosen, let it be in small err medi­
um size fiburcs, or, better, in unob­
trusive stripes, never wide or conspi­
cuous designs.

Prunes should be well washed be­
fore using—so indeed should all dried 
and evaporated fruits. A half cup of 
sugar is sufficient to sweeten a pound. 
Prunellas, which are more acid, re­
quire more sugar. Prunes are nice 
cooked down till the juice half jellies, 
then segged with cream. Properly 
cooked, the prune becomes something 
quite different from its estate as we 
usually see it.

I. Sweet Breads Fried.—Wash in salt 

and water, par-boil, cut into pieces 
the size of a large oyster, season, 
dip in rolled cracker crumbs, and fry 
a light brown in lard and butter.

Graham Puffs.—Beat one egg thor­
oughly, add one pint of sweet milk, 
then one pint of graham flour gradu­
ally; beat the whole mixture briskly 
with an egg-beater; pour into cast- 
iron gem-pans, well greased and pip­
ing hot; bake in very hot oven ; this 
mixture is just sufficient for twelve 
gems.

Graham Crackers.—Rub two tea- 
Wa\ spoonfuls of baking-powder into seven 

cups of graham flour, add one cup of 
sweet cream or butter, with a little 
salt, then add one pint of sweet milk; 
mix well, and roll as thin as soda 
crackers; cut in any shape; bake 
quickly, then leave them about the 
stove for a few hours to dry thor­
oughly.

For lemon sponge.—Whisk the 
whites of five or six eggs until stiff; 
soak one ounce if gelatine in a tea­
cupful of cold water for an hour, then 
dissolve it in half a pint of boiling 
water. Set it to cool; when nearly 
cold add the whites of agg to it, al­
so the juice of two lemons and the 
greated rind of one, and half a pound 
of caster sugar. Beat all until it is 
as firm as a sponge and place in a 
mould.

Boston Baked Beans.—Put a quart 
of beans to soak over night; in the 
morning pour off the water, and add 
fresh water enough to cover, to which 
add about one tablespoonful of mo­

ot lasses. Put a small piece of salt 
pork in the centre, almost covering 
it with the heaps, and bake slowly 
from six to eight hours, adding hot 
water as needed until nearly done, 
when they can be allowed to cook 
nearly dry, or according to taste. 

Corned Beef Soup.—When the liquid 
no in which the beef and vegetables were 

boiled is cold, remove all the grease 
that has risen and hardened on top, 
and add tomatoes and tomato cat­
sup and boil half an hour, thus mak-

The Factory A narrow vest, particularly 
in white, is almost invariably becom­
ing, and may be framed in perpendi­
cular lines of trimming.

THE INVALID’S STANDBY.

Egg Gruel—Beat the yolk of 1 egg 
well, add 1 teaspoon sugar. Stir in 
1 cup scalding milk and grate nut­
meg over it or add 3 teaspoon van­
illa. Then add the white of the egg 
beaten very stiff.

Cracker Gruel—Four teaspoons fine 
cracker crumbs, 1 cup milk, 1 cup 
hot water, salt to taste. Put the 
water and milk on the stove together 
until hot, then add cracker crumbs.

Corn Meal Gruel—Two teaspoons 
corn meal, 1 teaspoon flour to 1 qt. 
boiling water or half milk, and half 
water. Mix flour and corn meal with 
cold water, add the boiling water and 
cook ane hour. Salt.

Barley Gruel—Stir 2 tablespoons 
barley into 2 gts. freshly boiling wa­
ter. Boil three to four hours. Milk 
may be added if desired. Strain 
through a sieve and sweeten to suit 
the taste.

Oatmeal Gruel—Put 4 tablespoons 
oatmeal into 1 pt. boiling water; add 
і teaspoon salt, and boil without 
stirring for 30 minutes. Strain in a 
sieve, rubbing through as much oat­
meal as possible.

Claimed to be the Finest 

in the World.
Force QUEER SOURCE OF INCOME.

TH BEST TONIC AND London Hurt in Order to Collect 
Damages.■ The Irish police came into existence 

in 1814, and in 1867, in recognition 
of its services in the Fenian rising, 
was honored with the prefix “royal.” 
Its present organization dates from 
1835. The officers (country and 
district inspectors) are mostly re­
cruited from the same class as the of­
ficers of the army, wearing uniforms 
very similar to those of the rifle regi­
ments. Under every district inspec­
tor are a certain number of head 
constables, of superior education, all 
of whom have risen from the ranks 
dangerous, duties of the force in con­
nection with evictions, the fact that 
the rank and file themselves came 
from the tenant farmer class is an 
instructive illustration of the admir­
able discipline which characterizes the 
whole body. At the very time when 
some of these men were engaged in 
eviction duty their own kith and kin 
were being evicted in other parts of 
the country. But, on one memorable 
occasion, discipline was overcome by 
personal feelings. While a column of 
armed police was marching away from 
the scene of some evictions, five of 
the men suddenly fell out of the 
ranks and threw down their rifles. 
This was intended to be a signal to 
others to do the same. Rut the re­
mainder refused to follow, and the 
mutineers were promptly arrested and 
duly punished.

Another characteristic of the men 
is a sense of dignity, which precludes 
their ever accepting a “tip." No Ir­
ishman would ever think of offering 
one to a policeman.

The training of the force consists 
not only of company and battalion 
drill and the use of the carbine or 
short rifle, but also of periodical 
searching test examinations as to 
their legal powers and how they 
would act in various contingencies. 
For the higher posts an examination 
in criminal law has to be passed. The 
depot in Phoenix Park, Dublin, is a 
combination of a military barrack 
and drill-ground with a training 
school, and includes a museum of 
“captures," such as illicit stills, in­
fernal machines nnd stands of arms, 
many of the last-named being of very 
antiquated pattern.

“But instead of mÿ getting any 
good by showing that he had several 
times purposely fallen over carpets, a 
noble law lord, who t-^d the case, 
was very much interested In the 
man’s favor, and thought it was very 
hard that he should have met with 
so many accidents."

However, Judge Russell decided 
that he had no power to grant the 
present application.

“But," argued the barrister, “you 
have power to certify where it is a 
matter of public importance, 
where you get a man of this kind, 
who makes it his hobby in life to go 
about and put his feet through peo­
ple’s cellar flaps or coal gratings or 
to run up against ladders and then 
claim damages, it is a matter of 
public importance to resist such 
claims."

“If you could stop people altogeth­
er from falling down outside public 
houses it would be conferring p. groat 
boon,” admitted the judge.

“That is most essential,” rejoined 
the other, “but failing that we are 
trying to stop a man who doesn’t 
fall, but says he does."

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REALLY FRESH EGGS.

^frintieg * нпй-s TO HOUSEKEEPERS. The Danish Plan for Getting at 
the Truth.

One co-operative company in Den­
mark which attends to the marketing 
of the egg product of 33,500 farmers 
stipulates that eggs more than sev­
en days old must be delivered under 
penalty of a fine of $1.34 for the 
first offence and double that sum for 
later offences. The farmers are re­
quired to take their eggs directly to 
the local society to which they be­
long, and the society is forbidden to 
keep eggs longer than four days after 
collection before sending them to one 
of the shipping stations of the com­
pany.

It is also required that eggs be 
gathered every day, and in hot sum­
mer days twice a day, and the nest! 
must
fowls cannot have access to them.

The company guarantees to pur­
chasers that all eggs delivered are 
new laid and clean, and each egg ie 
stamped with the company’s trade­
mark for new laid eggs, 
is also stamped with the number of 
the/local society from which it comes 
and with the number of the farmer 
who delivers it. The company de­
clines to accept eggs that are not 
obviously clean.

No other egg producers have studied 
the egg market so closely as the 
Danes. Because the English are the 
chief buyers of Danish eggs, the Eng­
lish market is the basis upon which 
the egg producing business of Den­
mark has been built.

The Danes have discovered that the 
Englishman wants an egg of a certain 
size, and so eggs of this size are 
supplied to the British market to the 
extent of
000.000 dozen a year, the 
receiving for them an average of
3.3 cents more a dozen than the av­
erage price paid to all other produc­
ing countries by Englishmen.

It is because the Danes take so 
great an interest in practical, remun­
erative poultry culture that they are 
the largest exporters of eggs in the 
world. In 1002 the exports of Dan­
ish egtrs reached 35.967.000 dozen, 
worth $6,451,000.

This, of course was in addition to 
the large quantities of eggs consumed 
at home,

There is a popular belief that 
the country up the Miramiehi river 
is rich in minerals, such as gold and 
silver, but I am not aware of any 
good reason therefor.

This is one of the best angling 
and big-game-hunting regions of 
North America. Salmon and 
trout abound and attract anglers 
from the United States and Upper 
Provinces. Moose, caribou and 
deer abound. A party of our 
guides recently brought in seven 
live moose, all caught within 
twenty-five miles of Chatham, 
which were taken to the order of 
the Newfoundland government for 
breeding purposes in that colony. 
Caribou are even more plentiful 
than moose.

A Washington despatch says:—
The Corean Government, now completely under Japanese domin­

ation, has abrogated all her treaties and agreements with Russia, includ­
ing the concession for the cutting of timber along the Yalu River. This 
important information came to the State Department in a despatch 
from Horace N. Allen, the United States Minister at Seoul.

It is apparent from Corea’s action that she has thrown caution to 
the winds and cast in her lot with Japan. While the annulment of 
treaties does not mean, necessarily, an abandonment of neutrality, it will 
be so regarded by Russia, and probably by the civilized world in this 
instance.

although the court ehould On Thursday, gunboats were called in on both sides, three Japanese 
ships firing from the west side of the peninsula in Kinchow Bay, and a 
Russian gunboat from the east in Talienan Bay. The Japanese infantry 
was launched against Kinchow early on Thursday morning and captur­
ed the town. That night, pressing forward, the Japs stormed Nanshan 
Hill, rifle pits, wire entanglements, big guns, mines and all.

The battle is described as a bloody affair, the early Japanese rushes 
being checked by a deadly fire. It was only after they had been 
sixteen hours under fire that the Japanese gained possession of the 
ridge. Of the material results of the victory it is rather early to speak. 
Many of the Russians guns were captured.

In the pursuit of the fleeing Russians the Japanese inflicted losses 
that would in some measure repay them for the very great loss incurred 
by them in the storming of Nanshan Hill.

The Russians talk of a Japanese loss of 12,000 in killed and wound­
ed, but there was less than a third of that number of casual!ties. In 
any event General Oku can bring up men to replace his losses, while 
every Russian put out of action is a loss that cannot be replaced 
rifleman or gunner the less to withstand the last great rush.

А Токіо despatch of 29th says that the details of the flghting 
emphasize the heroic tenacity of the Japanese in their conduct at 
Nanshan Hill.

Nine successive times the Japanese charged the fortified heights in 
the.face of a storm of death-dealing missiles, and in their last effort 
they carried the forts and trenches only after a bayonet to bayonet 
flict with thé Russians, who made a desperate despairing struggle to 
beat back the oncoming hordes.

The final assault of the Japanese, in which they at last succeeded in 
' taking possession, was marked by the most desperate hand-to-hand 
1 encounter that has thus far characterized the war.

The Japanese left wing throughout the entire action until night 
" to an enfilading tire from the Russian infantry, a gunboat 

on Talien Wan Ray, tod four 9-centimetre guns posted at Tafengchen.
At a critical moment the ammunition of the artillery ran low, and 

it was decided to cast the remaining ammunition into one final desper­
ate'assault.

4 Fortunately, however, at the moment this decision was reached, 
the Japanese squadron in Kin Chou Bay, which had ceased bombarding 
Vhen the infantry had first moved forward, suddenly resumed the 
shelling of Nanshan Hill.

Then it was that the issues of the day were determined—at a 
moment when the outcome was fluttering between success and defeat 
for Japan—and an almost certain repulse was converted into victory 
so complete that the forces of the Czar were swept into confusion and 
disorderly retreat. With all the Japanese guns centering their fire upon 
the Nanshan forts and trenches, the infantry sprang over the bodies of 
their comrades who had sacrificed their lives in the preceding fruitless 
charges. The entire line rushed forward toward the Russian left where 
th$ fire of the Japanese squadron had proved most deadly and which 
was the first to weaken under the death-dealing bombardment, and it 
was there that the first breach was made in the human wall that all 
day had been an invincible barrier to the impetuous assaults of the 
brown men.

It was the fourth division of the Osaka men that stormed the 
Russian left. It had once been said that Osaka men were not brave. 
It will never be said again.

The first division of Токіо, which had the center and the third 
division of Nagoya, occupying the left and which had been exposed all 
day to the Russian fire against the front flank, now followed the 
example of the Osaka men and rushed forward and the battle became 
transformed from an artillery duel into one of personal conflict, with 
the bayonet as the instrument of war. On every parapet the resistless, 
death-defying Japanese surged forward in increasing numbers, and 
hustling the Russians from their entrenchments, swept off the hill. At 
7.30 o’clock, as the sun was sinking beneath the horizon, the flag of the 
Land of the Rising Sun floated above the blood-sodden Nanshan Hill, 
while the shouts of “Banzai” swelled from hill to hill and re-echoed 
from squadron to fort.

The Japanese paid for their victory in 3,500 killed and wounded. 
To the Russians the humiliation of defeat was intensified by the loss 
of 68 cannon and 10 machine guns, while lying dead in the forts and 
trenches were 500 men, the victims of the accuracy of Japanese long­
distance marksmanship and of close range fighting.

1 The beaten forces, badly shattered, retreated toward Port Arthur, 
exploding the Tafangchen magazines as they receded. A detachment 
of Japanese infantry pursued the retreating Russians far into the night.

Gen. Oku estimates that the force of the enemy consisted of one 
line division, two batteries of field artillery, some fortress artillery and 
marines. x

Fishing is being prosecuted to 

its fullest extent in the Miramiehi 
district, and perhaps there is very 
little room for improvement at 
present; but the lumbering interests 
are not worked to' the best advan­
tage, deals being the highest and 
practically the only form of manu­
facture. Mills for the manufacture 
of paper, in connection with the 
pulp mills already established, 
should be erected; these would 
attract skilled mechanics and offer 
sufficiently remunerative wages to 
induce the youth to remain at home, 
whereas now the only. occupation 
is cutting, driving and sawing logs. 
There is sufficient lumber in this 
vicinity to last a century, if oper­
ated as at present. Capital is 
required, but more particularly 
new ideas from larger manufactur­
ing centres seem to be needed to 
improve the industry. As a tour­
ist resort there is none better.

and pulp-making (the existing chief 
industries of this place,) the manu­
facture of furniture in the common­
er grades, of the commoner grades 
of boots and shoes, and of waggons 
might be carried on very success­
fully by men having the necessary 
technical knowledge, if the requis­
ite amount of capital were applied 
thereto.

Agriculture is carried on exten­
sively in a few localities only. The 
land is not used to good advantage. 
The people engaged in agriculture 
seem to have insufficient knowledge 
of scientific farming, with the 
result that the land is allowed to 
become impoverished by cropping 
without due attention to fertilizing 
and rotation of crops. There are 
some vacant farms, but they are 
of the poorer class. The local 
market is good and everything 
raised finds ready sale.

Cattle cannot be raised here as 
economically as farther west as 
there is a lack of large grazing 
areas and the animals must be 
housed and attended to indoors 
during the winter season. Hogs 
are successfully raised. It is a 
good country for egg-production; 
also for dairying, poultry and 
sheep-raising. The conditions are 
all favorable to the raising of hay 
and grain, but not to fruit-raising.

This is probably the best section 
of the Maritime Provinces for lum­
bering. Spruce, chiefly, is made into 
deals in large,modernly-fitted mills, 
and shipped principally to Great 
Britain and the Continent in 
steamers and sailing vessels. The 
by-products, such as palings and 
birch squares for furniture-making 
also go to Great Britain, and laths 
to the United States.

TH* FARM WELL. TH* CHEESE FACTORY

AND CREAMERY.
Seme rather startling face in regard to 

the water supply of our farms, eheeze 
factories and creameries, were brought 
out at the conference of da iry instructors 
and experts held in Ottawa last fall, the 
official report of whieh is now being dis­
tributed by Mr. J. A. Ruddiek, Chief of 
he Dairy Division, Ottawa. In discuss­

ing the sanitation of chee«e factories and 
creameries, Dr. Connell, bacteriologist aft 
the Kingston D*iry School, pointed nut 
that one great sanitary requisite is good 
water. Most of nor factories obtain their 
water from shallow wells, only e few 
using water from deep wells, springs, 
creeks or rivers.

Good water can be secured frem shallow 
or surface wells, yet such water ie always 
classified as suspicious by sanitarians 
when it is need for drinking purposes. 
The reaeen for this simply is that each 
water is ground water derived by seepage 
through soil of the rain or snow water. 
Shallow wells are usually placed quite 
close to the heuses nr factories which 
they are te supply, and thus the soil in 
their neighborhood is apt to become 
contaminated, and this contamination is

SOME TESTE.
Prof. Shntt’e chemical analyses of farm 

well water have shown the majority of 
the Wfll* te Le little better than cesspools. 
From 100 tw 200 samples a year are 
analysed nt the chemical labniatery ot the 
Central Experimental Farm and net one- 
fifth ef these can be passed as safe and 
wholesome. By far the great r number 
are utterly condemned, while ethers xsre 
reported as suspicions, putting them in 
the category ef these that are unsafe to 
use.

The Late Яоа. Robert Marshall-

A PROMINENT FORMER CHATHAM MAN.
Hen. Robert Marshall, one of the 

btst known public men ef New Brunswick, 
died at bis rooms 145 Duke Street, St. 
John, last Thursday soon after twelve 
o’clock. Ee was formerly of Chatham, 
where his family resided for many years 
and where two of hie sisters, Miss 
Marshall and Мім Sara Marshall still 
reside. He was bent in 1832 in Pictou, 
N. S., and removed early iu life te this 
town with his father and m »thnr, the late 
Alex. Marshall and hie wife, who are still 
well remembered by most ef ear citizens by 
whom they were held in the highee; 
esteem.

Robert Marshall’s first business experi­
ences were those ot clerk wuh the nld firm 
of Johnson & Mackte. He went to St. 
John in 1859 at tun first accountant of 
what ia now the Intercolonial Railway. 
He left that service ia 1866 to enter into 
the insurance business in St. John, 
which he carried en for many years with 
great success. He became Grand Master 
of the Masonic Order in the Province and 
else held distinguished representative 
petitions in connection with foreign grand 
bodies of that fraternity. When the 
present King waa Prince of Wales, Mr. 
Marshall waa one of a very email group of 
gentlemen in Canada upon whom he con­
ferred special rank in the Order ef the 
Temple. He waa ala# at his death an active 
member of the Supreme Council of the 
Scottish Rite for Can ida, which he assisted 
io organizing in 1874. Mr. Marshall 
$e#k a great interest in political affaire. 
Де was a warm friend and admirer of the 
lata Hon. Peter Mitchell, and quickly 
embraced that gentlemen's ideas on Con 
federation. He ran three or four elec­
tions for the local legislature, and was 
generally successful. In December,1879, 
he became a member of the govern meat 
without office, and had a seat in the 
Executive until the reconstruction in 
1882, when he gave way, se that Mr. Mc­
Leod (now Judge) should ait for St. John 
with the office of Attorney General. In 
the election which followed the govern 
ment candidates for the c ty were Messrs. 
McLeod and Marshall, and Mr. EJllie and 
the late Dr. A* Alward opposition, Mr. 
McLeod was elected, but Mr. Marshall 
waa defeated.

The Globe eaya:—Mr. Marshall was 
a good business man, prompt, persistent, 
painstaking, and fertile in expedients to 
accomplish results. He was ef a kind- 
hearted, gentle and generous nature, 
and no matter hew much men differed 
frem him they could not fail to feel 
kindly towards him. He did a great deal 
of work for the community in a variety 
•f ways, and waa always glad to de it.

“Mr. Marshall waa first married to a 
4a*ghtor of the late Mr. George Header- 

i, of Newcastle; she died in 1856. In 
1863 he married Mise Charlotte Neil Rees, 
ef St. John, and seme years after her 
death he married Miss Beanard, younger 
dseghmr ef the late Peter Beanard, Esq., 
of that city, who survives him. Of hia own 
generation there are three sisters living, 
ftw# at Chatham and one in St. Jehn, 
Mrs. W. 0, Whittaker. Mr. Marshall was

The bacteriological examinations of 
Dr. Connell, and prof. Harrison ot the 
Ontario Agricultural College, show 
similar re»ul s. Dr. Connell mentioned 
that out of a dozen factory waters sent 
him last summer net ene was fit for use. 
All were badly contaminated, and for 
driukieg purposes would be immediately 
condemned. Liter Dr. Connell bed 
an opportunity of ageing two of the wells 
from which the eamplea were taken. 
Botk wire fubjdct te direct gross con­
tamination from drainage water lying 
under the factory floors, and the streams 
•f diity slime could be seen opening into 
the wells about four feet below ttie sur­
face. Both these wateia were very foul, 
se foul that the animals would not touch 
them. Such a well is generally termed 
a “mineral” one in the section, probably 
because the sulphuretted hydrogen of 
decomposition causes an eder somewhat 
like that of natural sulphur water.

IMPROVEMENT NECESSARY.
A factory well cannot be kept uneen- 

tammated, so beg as the drainage and 
whey disposal system of the factory is 
net careful y looked after, so that the first 
essential fur a pure water supply from 
the ordinary well is good drainage. Next 
•• the proper construction of the well, 
including its covering, so as not te permit 
surface washing» fl-iwing in, As Prof, 
Saett pointed out, this drainage matter, 
apart from its actually poisonous charact­
er, is the very material upon which 
microbes and germs live and water 
polluted from the barnyard, ete., is always 
loaded with countless millions ef bacteria. 
It ie impossible to turn out first class 
dairy products where such water ie aa#d 
ee even from the dollare-and-oente stand­
point, improvement in this respect is 
imperative.

It is not the smell or appearance of 
water that denotes its condition. Many 
samples of water, which to the sens# ef 
•moll er sight er taste are perfect, yet 
•imply reek with filth. Th# baotoria 
which we cannot detect by «or senses 
ar# far more dangerous than those which 
we eon detect.
