URGES LIFE COMPANIES TO -
JOIN FIGHT AGAINST DISEASE

Or. Irving  Fisher in an Able
Address Points Out That
Greater -Profits Could be

- Enjoyed by Increasing the
Average Length of Life—
What Has Been Done
Elsewhere

NEW YORK, Feb. 5—Declaring that
human lif# in. America could be length-
ened by one-third—that is more than
fifteen years—by the adoption of hy-
gienic reforms already known, Dr. Ir-
ving Fisher of Yale University this
afternoon in an address before the As-
sociation of Life Insurance Presidents,
urged the advisability of insurance
companies taking an active part in the
crusace ageinst tuberculosis and other
preventable diseases.
that any money expended in educat-
ing the public along the lines of mod-
ern hygiene would be returned mamny
times over to the policy-holders,
say nothing of the emormous economic
gains to the country at large.

Dr Fisher, who has been professor of
political economy at Yale since 1898,
is president of the Committee of Ome
Hundred on National Health, which is
carrying on an_extensive movement
throughout the country to improve
living conditions. His address was de-
livered to practical insurance men,
company presidents, medical directors
and actuaries, while included in the
audience were also physicians and
others prominent in the present anti-
tuberculosis movement.

“Should life insurance companies
seriously take up the work of length-
ening human life, they would make, I
believe, the greatest step forward ever

taken in the prolongation of life,” said |

Dr. Fisher. “The nearest analogy is
perhaps to be found in the work of fire
insurance companies in reducing the
numbers of fires. But it is, I believe, a
geneéral truth that the best success of
any movement is fomnd only when, in
& sense, it reaches the ‘comimercial

'stage—in other words, when it is made

to pay in some tangible way.”

“If we take the life tables for difter-
ent periods for England, France, Prus-
sia, Denmark, Sweden, and Massachu-
setts, we find-that human life length-
ened during the seventeenth and eigh-
teenth centuries at the rate of about
four years per century; that during the
first three-quarters of the nineteenth
century it lengthened at the rate of
nine years per century; that at the
present it is lengthened in Europe gen-
erafly at the rate of seventeen years
per century, and in Prussia (which ds
perhaps the home of preventive medi-
cine) at the rate of twenty-seven
years per century. For this country the
rate can only be judged frém the sta-
tistics for Massachusetts, which show
that life is lengthening by about four-
teen years per century, or approxi-
mately half of the Prussian rate.

An accident which happened to tne
steamer Saga as she was coming
through the falls today is likely to dis-
courage the loading of steamers above
the bridges. 2

The steamer, which is of 690 tons re-
register, loaded a full cargo of lumber
mostly boards, etec., at the mills of A.
Cushing and Co., at Pleasant Point and
this morning cleared and started down
the river to go to sea. Owing to her
size she waited until after the half
tide which is the usual time for ves-
sels to come through and when she
got to the gorge the tide was running
with tremendous force. The tugboats
Lord Kitchener and Lord Roberts were
assisting her but in spite of their. ef-
forts, when she was opposite the pulp
mill, in what is known as the “pitch”
the vessel touched on her after quar-
ter. It was not thought thiat she was
seriously damaged however and she
sheerd off all right. She got along very
well until the bridges were reached
when the force of tne current drove
her towards the Split Rock.

The steamer struck the rock on her
port bow with a glancing blow but
did not catch and immediately slid
oft and proceeded down the river to
the harbor.

DISCOVER SEMPLE'S
BODY ON AN ISLAND

Man Lost in Blizzard Had
Made Desperate Effort
to Get Out

Messages to The Sun last evening

evening, had been flocated after all
hope of finding it was about to be
given up. A searching party came
across the body yesterday afternoon
on an island in the Spedurh Lakes on
the St. Croix River. It was. said that
the body was recovered on the Can-
adian side, though quite near Vance-
boro.

A party from-Vanceboro started out
vesterday with a firm resolve to find
the remains of Mr. Semple. Snow-
shoes were secured and after a most
giligent search the party was success-
ful.

Though badly frozen and covered
with snow, the body was not decom-
posed. The searching party included
John Finley, Blinn Price, M. A. Blan-
chard, Millard Fulton, Robert Stewar¢
and A. H. Ward. The party were un-
able to remove the body end returned
to Vanceboro late in the afternoon.
It is proobable that the remains will
be taken to Vanceboro this morning
and from there removed to Frederice
ton, the home of the deceased, for
burial.

The place where the body of the de-
ceased man was located is stated to
be about four rods from where the
horses were  recovered. A messenger
went on train No. 11 from Vanceboro
tp McAdam for Dr. Butler, who, it is
expected, will view the remains.

From the position in which the body
was found, it would seem that the
man had circled his own path many
times and then fallen backwards. It
¢s learned that he was within two
miles of Vancehoro at one time.

the local Canadian Club. A clear idea
of what the club sought to accomplish
was put forth.

Mrs. Robert Thomson, the fist vice-
pesident, was then called upon for a
few remarks. However, Mrs. Thomson
preferred to have Mrs. E. A. Smith
speak for the vice-presidents of the
club,

Mrs. Smith spoke most interestingly
dwelling upon the greatness.of Canada
and the high aspirations one should
thave. She referred to the Women's
Club and thought it would prove suc-
cessful.

Lady Tilley then asked C. B. Allan,
the newly-elected president of the Ca-
nadian Club, to say a few words.

Mr. Allan delivered an. interesting
address, which was highly appreciated
by all in attendance.

The speaker referred to the objects
of the local Canadian Club. The main
objeet was patriotism, with a study
of the national institutions, arts and
history. The club desired to have Ca-
nadians address the assembly and to
hear remarks from men of great ex-
perience along interesting lines.

He suggested that a tablet might be
erected to commemorate the memory
of Madame La Tour, who fought so
bravely.

HOPES WHOLE OF CANADA
WILL RECOGNIZE GREAT
- IMPORTANCE OF ST.JOHN

OTTAWA, Feb. 4--The delegation
from St. John, consisting of Mayor
Bullock, . Alderman Frink and T. H.
Estabrooks, had a long conference
with the Minister of Public Works this
morning on the negotiations for the
surrender by the Canadian Pacific of
right granted to them on the water-
front of the western side of St. John
harbor in exchange for other rights as
to approaches and yard space back
from the waterfront. No decision was
come to as one of the parties inter-
ested (the Canadian Pacific) was not
represented. The St. John delegates
will leave Ottawa tonight and when
in Montreal will confer with the Cana-
dian Pacific management and it is ex-
pected that an understanding will be
reached satisfactory to all parties,

Luncheen Civen

Yesterday a very pleasant luncheon
was given by Hon. William Pugsley in
the House of Commons restaurant in
honor of the St. John delegation. In
addition to Mayor Bullock, Ald. Frink
and Mr. Estabrooks, there were pre-
sent Hon. Geo. P. Graham, Messrs.
McLean, Carvell, Reld, Loggie, Le-
Blanc, Turgeon, Michaud, McAlister,
members from New Brunswick, and E.
S. Carter.

Brief speeches were made. Dr. Pugs-
ley, in proposing the city of St. Joln,
ncted the fact that St. John, in its
endeavors to become the winter port
of Canada, had surmounted many diffi-
culties. He was certain that the pro-
blem which brought the present dele-
gation to the capital would be as sat-
isfactorily settled as others had been.
He stated that too much importance
could not be placed un the recognition
which had been given the naticnal

character of thé works at St. John this
year for the first time by placing the
appropriation of four hundred and
seventy-five thousand dollars as a
charge to capital account instead of to
revenue. He hoped that the import-
ance of St. John would be recognized
generally throughout Canada and that
he would be forgiven for having dealt
with St. John in the matter of appro-
priations this year a little more gener-
ously than other places had been dealt
with.

ESTIMATES REDUCED.

The estimates of his department had
been reduced eight million dollars from
the figures of last year. However,
there had been provision for the car-
rying on of all works now under con-
tract, and as for other needed works
he said that there would be provision
made for them in the future. He stat-
ed that it was important that all the
constituencies of the province of New
Brunswick should stand together and
it should be recognized that whatever
was spent at St. John was of benefit
to every portion of the province. There
were works in every part of the prov-
ince which were of importance to the
people, and he promised that they
would be by no means neglected.

MAYOR BULLOCK.

Mayor Bullock stated that the in-
terview of the delegation with Dr.
Pugsley had been meost satisfactory,
and declared his conviction that the
matter in which the delegation was in-
terested would be satisfactorily set-
tled. He paid a high compliment to
the character of Hon. Dr. Pugsley,
who had the right idea of economical

administration, which =was a generous
expenditure to obtarsn satisfactory re-
sults for the country at points where
the deveropment of the whole country
could be promoted, and one of these
points was St. John. (He also noted
that St. John had given generously in
the past to the development of a na-
tional port for Canada, and was now
at the end of its spending ability in
this direction, with a taxation rate of
a dollar and ninety, and the prospect
of an increase for the next year.

TRIBUTE TC DR. PUGSLEY.

Ald. Frink complimented Dr. Pugs-
ley for the manrer in which he had
treated the poert of St. John. He spoke
of the attitude of many of the people
of that city toward the harbor, which
they regarded witk an eye of jealous
proprietorstip. However, there was an
evolution in that sentiment which fore-
shaccwed the placing of the harbor
under commissior sc that the develop-
ment of the port could be facilitated.

T. H. FEstabrooks expressed coafid-
ence in the satisfactory outcome of
the present mission. He congratulated
the city of St. John upon having elect-
ed so able a man as Dr. Pugsley to
représent it. He agreed with Dr. Pugs-
ley that it was important that there
should be harmony between all parts
of New Brurswick in promoting enter=
prises for the development of that
province.

Col. H. H. McLean, who occupied
the vice chair, made a brief speech, in
which he paid a high tribute to the
capacity of Dr. Pugsley and to the
work which he had already done hoth
for his prevince and for the Dominion
generally.

MUST NOT DRIVE UNTIL
THEY LEARN THE RULES

Judge Fines Fifty Teamsters for Violation
of New Traffic Law.

BOSTON, Mars., Feb. 4.—“You must- !

n’t drive unless you learn the rules,”
was the admonition given by Judge
Wentworth to fifty-two teamsters
brought bsafore Fim in the municipal
court today, charged with violation of
the new traffic regulations of this city.
While the rules have been in effect
for about a month,the authorities gave
the teamsters some time to become fa-
miliar with the numerous changes
from the previous regulations before
making any arrests.Th.eir determination
to enforre the rules, howewver, and
thereby to relieve the congestion from
which the down-town districts long
have suffered, was ewidenced today,
when all but one of the fifty-two men
in court were fined $5 each. The only
man whose case was placed on file
was one who had temporarily taken
the place of a regular teamster to fill
a rush order.

Gains Concessions

ST."JOHN'S, N. F., Feb. 4+—8ir Robt.
Bond, the premier, announced tonight
that an agreement on the fisheries dis-
pute between the United States and
Newfourdland had been reached and
that Newfoundldnd had gained certain
concessions.. The government claims
that the terms of the agreement as a
whole are of a satisfactory character.
It is announced that the Americans

agreed to the arbitration of the ques- |
tion of their rights to fish within the

inlets of the west coast.

The Americans have contended that
the treaty of 1818 gave them the un-
questioned right to fish .in these in-
lets, but recently the Newfoundland
government set up the claim that the
treaty permitted the Americans to fish
only along the seaboard. At Washing-
ton it is pointed out by representatives
of the United States that the Am-
erican vessels had fished in these in-
lets for ninety years without question
until Premier Bond objected in 1905.

Should The Hague tribunal, before
which the whole fisheries dispute will
be taken, decide that the treaty of
1818 does not give the Anericans the
right to fish in the west coast inlets,
the important frozen herring industry,
in which scores of New England ves-
selsg are engaged each year, will have
to be abandoned.

340,000 70 DEFRAY

AVESURY DISSECTS SOCIALISM

Says It Means Higher Prices and Lower
Wages for the Workingman.

LONDON, Feb. 4—The Anti-Social-
ist, a new weekly, has just issued its
first number. Among the contributors
are Lord Avebury, Yves Guyot, Sir
Arthur Clay and Canon Hensley Hen-
son. Lord Avebury this summarizes
the objections to Socialism:

“It has been clearly shown that
governments and municipalities can-
not give the=same care, thought, and
attention to deteils private fi
or camp3nies. Services and products
must be meore expensive and the na-
tion’s output will be less. Wages, how-
ever, in the long run, are governed and
determined by internatiional competi-
tion. Government and municipal cot-
ton mills and iron works eculd not
raise their wages or they would ruin
their markets. Moreover, as goveri®
ments and municipalities would not in-
crease their works or adopt improve-
ments so rapidly as private firms, the
companies’ demand for’ labor would
be less, with the same, therefore, or
probably lower, wages.

“But this is not all. ‘At present
workingmen ar: free.

The result to the working
classes will be less employment, lower
wages, dearer necessaries of life and
direst misfortuae of all, the loss of a
great extent of the personal freedom
they now enjoy.

A STRIKING CAREER.
— i

Amazing indeed are the reforms
which have been brought about in
Mexico by President -Diaz, who has
just celebrated his seventy-ninth
birthday. The son of an innkeeper,
and of mixed Spanish and Italian blood
Gen. Diaz has for the past 80 years
been Directer and practically the un-<
crowned King of Mexico. When he
became President Mexico was suffer-
ing from a long series of revolutions
and was practically bankrupt; while
all over the land the inhabitants
were terronized by hordes of bandits,
His first step was to organize an ef:
ficient mounted police, whose pay was
so libsral that hundreds of bandits
were induced to enlist. These ex-des-
peradoes assisted in hunting down
their former comnades, who, when
captured, were shot without trial. Ir
a few years the bandits were exter-
minated. Under the rule of Diaz the
lumbering old stage coaches, once tne
principal means of travel, bave been
supplanted by railways, and today
Mexico has 19,000 miiles of well-equip-
ped lines. Foreign capital invested in
the country has leaped from $500,000 to
the huge total of $1,400,000, while tha
government revenues have increased
from $1,500,000 to $24,000,000.

URGES LIFE COMPANIES T0
JOIN FIGHT AGAINST DISEASE

INSURANCE AND DISEASE.

e Y e

The address given this afternoon by
Dr. Irving Fisher, of Yale, before the
Association of Life Insurance Presi-
dents of New York, which is published
in this paper, contains the most prac-
tical suggestion made for some time
in the campaign against preventable
diseases. Dr. Fisher urges that Ilife
insurance companies take up the fight,
and shows by statistics the financial
benefits which would resuit. He speaks
truly when he says that any move-
ment finds greatest success when its
commercial aspect becomes a factor. If
we could only bring home to the peo-
ple the knowledge that a man or wWO-
man rescued from consumption repre-
Sents a certain material profit .to
every healthy resident of a commuil-
ity, the anti-tuberculosis campaign
would no longer be hampered by gen-
eral indifference and apathy on the
part of the people.

Dr. Fisher in his address did not re-
fer to Germany, but he might easily
have presented statistics proving that
the struggle against disease is by far
the most remunerative feature of the
system of government insurance as
applied in that country. He spoke gen-
erally, however, of the almost remark-
able results achieved in the lengthen-
ing of the average life, or the decrease
in the death rate, by improved living
conditions, and advocated a compre-
hensive educational system to be con-
duoted by Jife companies against
diseases known to be almost wholly
preventable.

The sound common sense of his pro-
posal will be readily recognized. We do
not need to go far to see this. In St.
John there is a board of fire under-
writers which wields a strong influ-
ence not only on the people as a com-
munity but on those who administer
our affairs. This board not long since
demanded & new water system and it
was installed even at a very large out-
lay. The immediate result was cheapar
fnsurance. Throughout the province
the orders of the board are rigidly ob-
gerved in the construction of new
buildings, and in fact all property is
more or less affected by the rulings of
that boand. It is right that this should
be so, for the results are satisfactory
to all. Property owners secure protec-
tion at smaller cost, and insurance
.companies even with minimum prem-
jums carry safer business.

Suppose that an order were issued:
“No person in New Brunswick can ob-
tain life insurance until consumption
js placed officially in the list of con-
tagious diseases.” What would be the
result? Similar to what happened when
the fire underwriters demanded a new
water service. The demand would be
met.

Suppose again the life companies
were to say: “We will reduce prem-
jums twenty-five per cent. if the
streets are kept clean, and if proper
sanitary eppliances are installed in
every house.” There would be such a
i;hak.ing up of dry bones in the board
of health as would astonish the na-
tives.

1If the demand for fire protection is
strong, the desire on the part of the
people for life insurance is infinitely
more persistent. A man always wishes
to guard against loss by the destruc-
tion of his house or shop, but he re-
gards it as an imperative duty to pro-
tect his wife and childran against peu-
ury by providing life insurance.

The ilife companies wield a tremen-
dous influence in every community. In
assisting, by an =ducative campaign,
in the battle against disease they can
find a wide opportunity.

“A fall of the death rate always
promptly follows sanitation. Colonel
Gorgas cut the death rate in Havana
in two, bringing it down to between 20
and 24. The New York death rate re-
sponded at once to <Colonel Waring’s
clean streets, and that of Rochester to
Dr. Goler’s milk crusade. And now it
is announced that the death rate of
New York is 16.5, the lowest on record
—a result, in all humen probability—
due to the hygienic work of Dr. Dar-

lington, the efficient health officer; Mr. ;
Nathan Strauss, the milk reformer,

prosecuted by the New York Times,
the Journal, and other media, allied’
with the health work of the committee
of One Hundred on National Health,
the Tuberculosis Association, and com-
mittees and other organizations.

“These and other facts and the mass
of detailed fleures which they repre-
sent show conclusively that human
life is long or short precisely according
to the hygienic conditions under which
it is lived; that human life can be
prolonged as these hyglenic conditions
are improved, and that there is still
enormous room for improvement.

“A report which I have recently
compiled for the Conservation Com-
mission, based on data contributed
from acknowledged American author-
ities, shows that human life in Am-
erica could, by the adoption of hygie-
nic reforms already known and entire-
ly practicable, be lengthened by over
one-third—that is, over 15 years. This .
calculation has been made very con-
servatively. The statistics and estim-
ates on which it is based have been |
taken from published sources, a well
as contributed by some two score Am- |
erican authorities—medical, actuarial ;
and hyegieni.

“Tuberculosis is known to be pre-
ventable. In my table, it is entered!
as 75 per cent preventgble; pneumonia
as 45 per cent preventable: typhold as
85 per cent; diphtheria, 70 per cent.
These conservative figures are among ,
the highest allowed. Many diseases, |
such as cancer, are tecorded in the'
table as zero per cent preventable, al- |
though the best expert opinion would
allow some degrees of preventabllity, |
if prevention begins early enmough in |
life.

“On the basis of these ratios of pre- |
ventability, or rather postponability of
death, has been computed the possible
extension of the average human life by |
saving lives now lost by preventable }
diseases. This calculation is made on
the assumption that those thus saved
from death enjoy as their new lease .
of life only the expectation of life now
belonging to their respective ages. This
assumption is very congervative, for 1t
means that lives once saved shall re-
celve no further benefits from improv-
ed mortality, but shall die off at the
old rate of mortality.

“Pven in these safe premises of par- !
tial postponability of deaths, we find
that about 2 years of the possible
lengthening of human life would be
due to the elimination of preventable |
tuberculosis; .6 off a year to the elimin-
ation of preventable typhoid; .6 to the !
elimination of preventable diptherta; .9
to the elimination of preventable ac-
cidents. It is estimated that at least 8
years could be added to human life by
securing reasonably pure air, water and
milk.

“A different method of calculation
will bring home these figures to life in- |
surance companies.By working out the
ratios of preventability for each of the
principal causes ot death, it ie possible
to contruct an ideal survivorship table
which may then be compared with ex-
isting survivorship tables. By apply-
ing what is actually known in maodern
hygiene, the death losses at different
ages suffered among insured people
would be reduced by nearly half dur-
ing the first three decades of life; by
about oné-third during the three de-
cades of middle life, between 30 and 60
and by about one-seventh during the
two decades next later. There seems
to be mo reason why a large part of
this enormous possible saving ocan not
be actually achieved. The ninth decade
plays a negligible role. Even if we con-
tent ourselves with the thirteen per
cent. improvability which applies to
the eight decades of life and assume
that this ratio and no higher applies
throughout life, the improvability of
the rate at any age risk is enormous.

“According to the plans which 1
have in mind, the money which the
life insurance companies would invest
in live-saving would not be in hospitals
or sanatoria, but in the education of
the public, and especially their pol-
jcyholders in health mattérs, and the
joining n every legitimate way to im-
prove the public health offices and ser-
vices in the municipalities, states and
the Federal government. In this latter
way, the result of the expenditure of
money by the insunrance companies
would be to induce the government t0
spend much larger sums, and the mon-
ey thus invested in behalf of the pol-
jeyholders would be multiplied in effi-
ciency several fold.

«Just as fire insurance companies en-
dcavor to secure in municipalities ade-
quate fire protection, so life insurance
companies might properly endeavor to
secure adequate municipal health pro-
tection, and they might likewise bring
their influence to bear to secure the
passage of model health lawxs by our
states in respect to slaughter houses,
pure food and cther health reforms. It
is agreed by all competent judges that
there is now a great and needless
waste of human life, and it is obvious
that the financtal weight of this waste
falls very largelv on the policyhold-
Cre.

SANE ENOUGH TO HANG.

A very-important decision bearing !
on the plea of insanity has been given !

by the Supreme Court of New Jersey.
It takes the ground that a murderer |

If they can undertand that they are
to be hanged, then hanged they will be
Fnen if a murder's mental condition
were such as wouldn’t justify sending
e free man to an asylum, it shouldl
not save his neck as long as he is sane |
enough to realize that he has been
convicted of murder, and sentenced to
be destroyed.

THE MATTEAWAN.

Tow the insanity plea Is overworked
in New York iState was déscribed in
a paper read to the State Bar Associa-
tion by Dr. R. B. Lamb, superinten-
dent of the Matteawan State Hospi-
tal. He showed that of thirty-four
patients, fourteen ultimately returned
to asylums or to prison or subsequent
crimes. KEleven were either useless or
troublesome members of societyv: two
committed suicide, six disappeared,
and only one became partly self-sup-
porting. That is to say, out of the
trirty-four released inmates, only one
stould have been given his liberty. As
the New York Tribune remarks it
has Tbeen altogether too easy to get
prisoners into Hatteawan and too easy
to get them out.

DURING HIS MAJESTY'S PLEAS-
URE.

Just the reverse is true of the crim-
jnal who is sent to an English asylum.
In the first place, it is hard to con-
vince judge and jury that the murder-
er in whose defence the insanity plea
is advanced should not pay the ordin-
ary penalty for his crime. If he does
escape the gallows, and goes to an
asylum, his warrant for committal
reads that he is to be held ‘“during his
Majesty’s pleasure.” The words give
an erroneous impression that his de-
tention is to be »f a casual mnature,

many men and women today of per-
fectly sound mind. 'They are in the
same position as a man who has beer
buried before death.

THE STIHRN ENGLISH LAW.

They have little or no chance of es
cape. The result is that the plea ot
insanity is not so frequently put in as
| in similar cases in the United States
and Canada. A murderer figures out
that if he tries to prove an alibi or
justifiable homicide, he has, first of
all, a chance of escaping altogether;
{ then he has a chance of a ten. or fif-
i teen-year stretch, and a speedy death

at the worst. Even a sentence of life
imprisonment carries with it the like-
lihood of being mitigated by good be-
havior to twenty-five years or so. Al
plea of insanity, on the other hand,
| means literal life imprisonment. The
iron grip that English law keeps on
its murderers is in strong contrast to
the workings of the jury system in the
United States. The jury that tries the
accused gives him ‘the benefit of the
doubt,” and so sends him to Mattea-~
wan, instead of to Auburn. Then, in a
couple of years, another jury sits on
his sanity. Here. again, he gets the
benefit of the doubt, and so becomes 7
free man. ¢

THE TWO FORCES.

The Tribune protests against the
farce of juries investigating such
matters as insanity, and urges what,
in the opinion of many, is & greater
commission
of expents. The jury system may have
failed in many celebrated cases, but
the expert system has broken down
utterly. An expert can be found td¢
swear against any other expert on any
given point. Several experts could be
collected in' twenty-four hours to
prove that the earth is flat; but no
jury could be got together to give a
verdict in favor of this theory.

WOULDN'T LEAVE
DISABLED SHIP

Captain and Crew
Stick by Her

e it

POSITION PERILOUS

Refuse Offers of Assistance,
but Later Compelled to
Quit Their Charge

BOSTON, Mass.,, Feb. 4.—The cap-
tain and crew of four men of the New
Haven schooner Horace P. Shares,
which ‘while dismasted was cast off by
the tug Alexander Jones, which had
her in tow, ‘after becoming disapled off
the North Carolina coast, were brought
into port tonight on the Norwegian
steamer Frances.

The rescued men were Captain An-
drew J. Wilson and Mate Ernest Mil-
ler of Mystic, Conn., and Steward Rich-
ard King and Seamen James Elkins
and George Willlams of Wilmirgton,
N.C

The story of the disaster to the Hor-
ace P. Shares was told by Captain Wil-
son. He stated he had been sent to
Wilmington, N. C., by _the Gilbert
Transportation Company of Mystic,
Conn., which had recently acquired
the Shares schooner, to bring the
schooner and a load of lumber to New
York.

The Shares, dismasted through a
previous accident, but otherwise sea-
worthy, started from Wilmington on
January 25 with 210,000 feet of lumber
in tow of the tug Alexander Jones of
Wilmington. They had scarcely put
out to sea when the tug became dis-
abled and was obliged to cut loose,
leaving the schooner to shift for her-
self in a rising sea.

Captain Wilson let go the port an-
chor, which was finally carried away
in a southeast gale. The remaining
anchor parted at daybreak of the 29th.

The crew rigged a jury-mast and pre-
pared themselves as best they could to
get headway on the schooner, and suc-
ceeded in running in by Diamond
Shoal. Signals to the lightship were
unseen. .

On Saurday morning a mountainous
comber rolled over the vessel and car
ried away the steering gear. From
that on the schooner was helpless.
Great seas broke over her at every
iurch and late Sunday night she be-
gan to leak. In two hours the schoon-
er took in over four feet of water.

Relieving that his ship could not sink
with her cargo of lumber aboard, how-
ever, the captain refused to desert his
post when a sbteamer ran up along-
side on Monday and offered to take
the men off. The crew decided to stay
by their captain with the hope that
the vessel and cargo might eventually
be saved. sGI

The water kept gaining in the hold,
and on Mondaypnight the situation be-

came extremely precarious.

When the Frances, from Macoris, S.
D., for Boston, was sighted it was de-
cvided to abandon the schooner.

A territic sea was running and Cap-
tein Wilson believed it meant death
to launch a beat in that open ocean.
He saw the men of the Frances pre-
paring to put a boat overboard, how-
ever, and declares the men sgtruggled
with one another on the decks of the
steamer for the privilege of going to
the rescue.

The boat struck the water and start-
ed for the wrecked schooner. By great
efforts, the Frances’ men finally reach-
ed the schooner and the men of the
Shares were taken aboard. When the
side of the Frances was reached the
lifeboat was dashed heavily against the
iron sides of the steamer. But the boat
was seized and the men dragged on
board.

Then the girl turned the weapon to
her head, but her counsel wrested it
from her. She looked at her victims
writhing on the floor about her and
collapsed.

With
the rising of Sir Wilfrld TLaurier
to record his vote, the Liberals broke -
out into loud applause.which continued
almost withopit interruption until the
government count was completed, the
reception of new members being espe-
clally warm. Then it was the turnof
the opposition to cheer as their ranks
were counted and what they lacked in
numbers they made up in vigor.

When the figures were gnnounceid
by the clerk of the hcuse there was
another outburst of chesrs and counter
cheers.. Among the absentees were
Hon. Mr. Fielding and W. I.. MacKen-
zie King,both of whom are abroad,W.F.
MacLean and Mr.Bristol. Joseph Rus-
sell voted with the opposition and Mr.
Verville with the government. Other-
wise the vote was on strictly party
lines. Preceding the division there was
a brief final discussion of Dr. Reid’s
resolution and of the amendment sub-
mitted last week by Hugh Guthrie.

H. H. Miller, in continuing the de-
bate, pointed out that under the pre-
sent system of receiving and opening
tenders there was absolutely no pos-
sibility of any partisanship, and that
as a matter of fact, prominent Con-
servatives had been awarded tenders
in competition with Liberals.

Mr. Borden at this point arose to a
point of order and stopped further re- |
futation of a favorite opposition chargs
by advancing the technical point that
Mr. Miller was not adhering to the
real motion before the house.

MANITOBA BOUNDARIES.

Dr. Roche of Marquette asked what
progress had been made toward ar-
riving at a settlercent with the gov-
ernment of Manitoba in regard to the
tezms to be included in the bill which
is to be introduced for the purpose of
defining the boundaries of Manitoba.

In reply Sir Wilfrid said: “A bill is
now being prepared in the department
of justice to give effect to the resolu-
tions which were adopted last year
with reference to the boundaries of
Manitoba, Quebec and Ontario. The
bill with regard to Manitoba will be
submitted to the government of the
province; of Manitoba for conferance
between the government of that prov-
ince and the government of the Do
wminion.

HOW TO SMOKE.

Some Rules For the Thorough Enjoy-
ment of a Pipe of Tobacco.

.

It is really astonishing, said a Lon=-
don (Eng.) tobacconist the other day,
what a small percentage of the mile
lions of smokers in this country know
what to smoke, how to smoke, and
when to smoke. The majority of men
are careless smokers, who have scarce-
ly an idea of the elementary facts

about the selection of pipes and to-

bacco, or the methods of smoking,
which, if observed, wouid greatly in=
crease their enjoyment and go far to-
wards preventing injury to their
health.

In selecting a pipe, for instance, do
not judge by the pretty look. Weigh
the pipe and see that it is not too
heavy for your teeth. Test the bore
and see that it draws well Also ex-
amine it carefully and see that the
bowl is not plugged here and there
with putty varnishea over or has flaws
or cracks.

Many of the finest of briars develop
small holes or flaws after being shap-
ed. Manufacturers fill these holes with
putty and then color and varnish. A
close examination will show up these
patches. Ivory or pure amber makes
the best niouthpieces, but are both ex-
pensive and liable to break easily,
especially amber. The horn mouth-

therefore, the best.

When buying tobacco do not buy
the fruity smelling kinds. These are
mostly doctored, and an-average pipe-
ful of good tobacco should last from
twenty to thirty minutes. Tobacco
is the least adulterated article of com-
merce, yet large quantities of adulter-
ation are added, usually to the cheap-
er sorts. These aaulterations include
swater, oil of aniseed, glycerine, salt,
sugar, and molasses.

Here are a number of don’ts for
smokers, some of which no doubt will
surprise a good many men: Don’t
smoke directly after a meal. There is
the almost irresistible craving to
smoke, but it is wiser to wait a half
hour or an hour. Don’t smoke out of
doors in a high wind or in cold, frosty
weather. In the former case it is
dangerous and in the latter it cracks
the lips and prevents proper breath-
ing. Don’'t smoke with the cigar or
pipe held at the corner of the mouth.
This excites the secretion of more
saliva than when the cigar or pipe is
held straight in front. And, above
all, don’t get into the bad hbit of ex-
pectorating frequently when smoking.
It is quite unnecessary, being merely
a habit and harmful.—Tit-Bits.

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MAY FORCE COASTWISE
VESSELS T0 USE WIRELESS

Bill Reintroduced With More Stringent
Provisions Than Before.

R e

WASHINGTON, D. C., Feb. 4.—Abp-
preciating the value of suggestions
that have arisen since the introduceion
of his bill to require all ocean passen-
ger vessels to be equipped with wire-
less telegraphy, Representative Burke,
of Pennsylvania today re-introduced
his bill with several amendments.

This action followed a long confer-
ence with Commissioner Chamberlain
of the Bureau of Navigation and Gen-
eral Uhler, supervising inspector gen-
eral of the steamboat inspection ser-
vice in the Department of Commerce
and Labor. Both officials approve of
the new bill. The conference was held
at the suggestion of the house commit-
tee on merchant marine. and fisheries,
which has been considering the sub-
ject. This committee will meet tomor-
row to take action on the revised bill.

As amended, the bill applies to ocean
passenger steamers certified to carry
fifty passengers or more between ports
200 miles distant, instead of 500 miles,
as in the first bill. The new bill thus
makes the requirements applicable to
coastwise vessels, except on the Great
Lakes. The penalty is ctianged so as
to provide for a maximum fine of $1,000
or one year's imprisonment. The fine
may be remitted by the secretary of
commerce and labor. The act is to
take effect one year after its passage.

Several Cities Are Inundated — Water Rgaches Highest Poiny
in Fifty Years.

BERLIN, Feb. 5.—The floods in Ger-
many arising from several days’ heavy
rains and a spell of warm weather, are
today taking on a most serious aspect
in many parts of the country. The first
fatalities are reported from Norhau-
sen where many bridges have been
swept away and ten people drowned.
Among a numbsr of small streams,
however the freshets are subsiding. At
Nurembherg. the Pegnitz rose twelve
feet last night and thiis mornng it is
raging through the lower streets of the
city. The water is higher than it has
heen for 33 years. The newspapers of
Nuremberg have suspended publica-
tion and enomous damage has been
caused.

Frankfort-on-the-Main reports the
highest water in fifty years in some of
the streams of Oldenwald. The situ-
ation is growing more threatening in
the territory adjacent to the city. The
town of Hirdicke is flooded and a

number of dams in the vicinity of
Hagen have been carried away. At
Dormund the floods are increasing and
the fire department was called out last
night to rescue a family from the sec-
ond story of their dwelling. Several
railroads over the confluents of the
Rins on the north side have been
swept away and all trains from Co-
logne up the river are being sent over
the tracks on the south bank. At
Gissen the river Lahn is sixteen feet
above the normal, the highest in thirty
years. The valley between Giossen and
Wetzelar appears as an immense like.
The rivers of Silesia are also very high
and many miles of territory are flood-
ed. The waters are falling at Chem-
nitz, but the Rhine and the other
larger streams are rising steadily. A
special signal service has been put in
operation along the Rhine, where it is
expected that the danger point will be
reached in a day or two.

ALARMED NOW

Fears Anti-Japanese
Feeling is Growing

TOKIO KEEPS RECORD

Thinks Japanese Will Re-
member Unfavorable
Statements

WASHINGTON, D. C., Feb. 4— To
say that President Roosevelt is an~—
noyed at the action of the Nevada leg-
islature denouncing the Japanese is
putting it mildly. The cropping out of
anti-Japanese sentiment on the Paci-
fic coast, which the president hoped
would die out, appears now to be
growing in magnitude and spreading.
What has been termed as a local issue
in California is today termed as an
issue of “‘California and the West,” the
inference being that California is by
no means alone in its antipathy to the
Japanese, and several other Western
States beside Nevada may take the
field against the federal government in
its efforts to adjust amicably questions
to the satisfaction of Japan.

Callers at_the White House today,
among whom was James Phelan, once
Mayor of San Francisco, feel that the
president sees unlooked for complica-
tions in the Japanese situation unless
the Western States call a halt in their
anti-Japanese campaizgn. When re-
minded by one of his callers today that
Nevada was too small a state to make
much of a row, the president replied
that the same comment was made by
thousands of people when South Caro-
lina. seceded from the Union. This
statement is taken to meam that the
president still believes much unplea-
santness may result from siirring up
sentiment against the Japanese in this
country. He realizes that every state-
ment made unfavorable to the Japan-
ese is communicated to Tokio, that it
goes on record, so to speak, and con-
stitutes a handicap in his efforts to
make all smooth sailing in the rela-
tions between the twd ocuntries. It 's
also believed that the federal govern-
ment is held indirectly responsible in
some quarters by the Japanese, and
that acts in the ‘United States hostile
to Japanese cannot be overlooked by
the state department, even though the
department may have no means of
curbing them.

The president has decided, however,
to pay no attentinn officially to the
action of the Nevada legislature. He
will write no letters and make no re-
commendations of any nature, though
he believes the acts of the legislature
are calculated to injure seriously the
re-establishment of complete harmony
between the two nations.

It is also realized that any encour-
agement to California at this time may
develop a sweeping anti-Japanese sen-
timent which may he difficult to coun-
teract. Im his talk with California
men in congress the president has in-
formed himself on the real attitude of
their constituents toward the Japanese.
He has found more antagonism to the
Japanese than he calculated for and
clearly sees the necessity for smother-
ing the smouldering fire.

Members of congress are also sur-
prised at the anti-Japanese sentiment
reflected here by those who come from
the West coast. Statements are freely
heard in the senate and house corri-
dors indicating that the president’s in-
terference in California is untimely
and unwarranted, that California
wants to solve its own problem and that
the support which the president is giv-
ing to Japan is looked upon by the
Japanese as inspired by fear of the re-
sult of any controversy in which the
United States and Japan become in-
volved.

TONIGHT'S RACE WILL
BE THE GREATEST EVER

Longboat and Shrubb Will 6o the Full
Marathon Distance al Madison
Square Gardens.

NEW YORK, Feb. 5~Tom Longboat,
the Canadian runner, and Albert
Shrubb, the champion long distance
runner of England, will compete to-
night in a Marathon race over the
full distance of 26 miles and 385 yards
in Madison Square. Garien, I is ex-
pected that this will be the best Mara-
thon indoor race run this winter as
both men outclass any other long dis-
tance men in this country.

Although Shrubb has never competed
in a Miarathon race, his distances be-
ing from five to fiften miles, he has
trained specially for the greater dis-
tance and expects to have so much
early speed that he will run Longboat
off his feet and still have the power
to continue at good specd the full dis-
tance of the race.

Longhoat, however, who is skilled in
Marathon running, is expected to
maintain a stride that will ultimately
bring him victory, even though Shrubb
does choose to make a fast race of it
at the start.

Senator “Big Tim” Sulllvan will start
the runners and Tim Hurst, the base-
ball umpire, will be referee. The race
will be started about 9 o’clock.

Harris vs. Jamieson—This was an ac-
tion for damages resu?t,ing from a fa-
tal accident in the Intercolonial Rail-
way elevator at St. John.

GOVERNMENT TURNS ON
ITS OWN INFORMER

Russia Searching for Azef, Who, While
Acting the Spy, Was Plottingy:
Against the Throne.

ST. PETERSBURG, Feb. 5.— Eu-
gene Azef is now 'being hunted by the
government as well as by the fighting
Socialists, the organization that has
declared him a traitor and condemned
him to death. He was for a long time
one of the leaders of the Socialists, but
at the same time he acted as a spy for
the government. e is now a fugitive
and reoently has been reported in
Switzerland. The government has de-
cided on account of the revelations
concerning his territoristic activity to
~ithdraw its protection and make every
effort to apvnrehend him.

The secret police, deeply comiHrom-
ised in the Azef revelations, also will
be thoroughly investigated. Premier

Stolypin in a statement to his col-
leagues at a private sitting of the cab-
inet, declared that although secret
agents abroad@ were indispensable and
the employment of renegades a re-
grettable necessity, the work of pro-
vocative agents as set forth in the re-
cords of the Azef case would under no
circumstances be countenanced.. He
expressed himself in favor of the ven-
tilation of ihe affair In open court as
the only way of vindiating the govern-
ment and satisfying public opinion.
M. Lopukine, the ex-chief of police,
who also is charged with treasonm, is
being held in close confinement. He is
not permitted to see a lawyer. It was
discovered that he was sending letters
to his wife through secret channels
and the director of the prison where
he is being held was at once removed.

IMPORTANT HEETING
OF PRESBYTERIANS

Committee to Prepare for the
Goming Gonference

Judge Forhes and Dr. Magill the Delegates
From the Maritime Provinces o the
Session in Philadelphia.

Hon. J. G. Forbes leaves tomorrow
evening for Philadelphia, where he will
attend a meeting of the executive com-
mittee of the eastern section of the
Pan-Presbyterian conference.

The committee will sit for several
days commencing on the morning of
Tuesday, the 9th. The business meet-
ings will be held in the Weathespoon
building. On Tuesday evening the de-
legates will be entertained at a dinner
to be given in their honor by the Pres-
byterians of Philadelphia..

Principal Magili of Pine Hill Col-
lege, Halifax, is the only other mem-
ber of the committee from the Mari-
time Provinces.

The object o0f the gathering is to pre-
pare for the general meeting of the
Pan-Presbyterian conference which
will be held this summer. This gather-
ing takes place every four yet:s, the
last one meeting in Liverpool, Engt
land, in 1905. ‘It includes represenat-
atives from all parts of the world
where the Presbyterian Church is es-
tablished.

For convenience in organization the
body is divided into two divisions, the
eastern and western. The eastern sec-
tion fs confined chiefly of the members
of the church in Great Britain and Ire-
land. The western section includes
all of North America and many of the
mission fields. The conference has no
legislative powers, being organized en-
tirely for the purpose of comparing
methods of church work-and adminis-
tration, the management of the vari-
ous agencies of church work and for
drawing together the various branches
of the Préesbyterian Church. There are,
for instance, ten separate divisiens in
the United 'States, including the North-
ern, Southern, Cumberland, Reformed
Presbyterians, the Covenanters and
several other divisions. All these are
represented in the big gathering.

The “programme wil! include paders
and addresses on the work of home
and foreign missions, reports on the
progress of the movement towards
church union and many similar sub-
jects. It has been decided that the
couference will be held in the TFifth
Avenue Church, New York, and the
date of openingt will be fixed at the
meeting of the committee. The ses-

| sions usually last from ten days to a

fortnight.

Canada is entitled to sixteen lay and
sixteen clerical delegates, representing
a constituency which includes 2,000
ministers. Among the delegates are
Principals Falconer of Toronto, Scrim-
gour of Montreal and Patrick of Win-
nipeg, Hon. Colin Campbell of Winni-
peg, Sir Mortimer Clark and Sir Thos.
