Robinson, was washed ashore. Some 
hours after KentseU was rescued he 
regained consciousness sufficiently to 
say that Capt. Dugan and Harry M1I- 
lls, - the only passenger, had been 
bound to- one of the masts. Robinson 
added that the forward mast to which 
he and five others had been clinging 
went overboard, and master, first offi­
cer, Millie and two 
alive In the rigging. These, Robinson 
said, were the Only, ones left on the 
ship. Watchers on the beach soon after 
Robinson was rescued, declared that 
they observed a light flare for a brief 
period from the wrepk which was tak­
en to mean that the five are still alive.

Paulhan replied: “Not-mine, but my 
engine’s convenience.’ When he was | 
asked today if that meant that he 
would attempt*, such a flight he an­
swered: “It is not Impossible. In en­
durance tests other aviators have tra­
velled more than 100 miles, though 
never between cities that far apart "

The exact height Paulhan reached 
yesterday in his marvellous flight is 
yet in doubt, but it і scertain that he 
has surpassed Latham’s record by at 
least 800 feet.

Cortland F. Bishop of New York, 
prealdeet.e#-'the-Aero Club of America, 
was one of the most enthusiastic wit­
nesses of the flight. "It was a mag­
nificent achievement .and one of the 
most important of the age," he said, 
and he added that It was all the more 
marvelous because of the fact that 
Paulhan has been an aviator not того 
than six or eight months.

Paulhan is still under thirty.
* Mr- Bishop first knew him four years 
ago as the engineer of one of tho 
French government dirigible war bal­
loons. Before that he Is raid to have 
been an aerial wire walker, so that he 
came to be an aviator by degrees.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 13—Chief Wil­

lis L. Moore, of the United States 
Weather Bureau, who is head of the 
National Geographic Society, as well 
has advised the house committee on 
agriculture that during the past sum­
mer months "we found warm patches ‘ 
of air above the earth."

"We have found,” said Prof. Moore, 
“as a result of sending up balloons, 
and our observations are verified 
abroad, one of the most wonderful 
things in meteorology. All our physi­
cists have found the temperature grad­
ually. decreases with. elevatiofi until in 
outer space there is no temperature. 
We sent up balloons from Omaha and 
Indianapolis, above the storm stratum 
which is six miles deep rising and fall­
ing with the seasons. Above there is 
an entirely different atmosphere float­
ing upon the storm element like оЦ on 
water, with an easterly velocity of only 
half thie low' air.

The woods nearby are encircled by 
police, the Harlem river is picketed, 
and the search "is slowly tightening its 
lines on the northern . extremity of 
Manhattan Island, but in the 'mean­
time the murderer may have slipped 
into a downtown subway train and 
thus swiftly been borne to temporary 
safety.

Fifteen children just freed from 
school, were coasting down the- west­
ern sloop of the Speedway woods this 
afternoon, while a grout of grown-ups 
stood .watching the sport. Among 
them was the man with the black 
beard. He drew away from the crowd 
and edged up the side of the hlU. Just 
then down came little Arthur Shively 
on his sled, whooping a caution to 
foot-farena. His sled plaited on a bare 
spot and as he stood up- the madman 
whipped out his pistol and firéd. No і 
one could be found who saw the shot, і 
but It was delivered at such close і 
range that the boy’s sweater 
scorched from the flame of the 
charge.

The boy shrieked and fell and In the 
subsequent excitement everybody ap­
parently thought of the boy and no­
body of the man In black, for he 
shambled off northwards, unpursued.
It was some moments before a police­

man arrived. The crowd Was growing 
from all directions at once, but still 
without a leader or any . definite In­
tention. As Policeman Plzer ran up, 
a small boy tugged him by the skirts 
of his coat.

K. Vander­
bilt, Jr., Is listed for $600,000.

Colonel John Jacob Astor and J. P. 
Morgan must pay on personal property 
assessed at $400,000. Chas. M. Schwab 
is down for $250,000, Jacob H. Schlff for 
$200,000,and August Belmont and Thos. 
F. Ryan for $100,000 each.

New York city gains approximately 
$27,000,000 on Its legal debt limit as in­
dicated by the increased values an­
nounced today, 
city as heretofore fixed by law was 
about $59,000,000, but the assessed val­
uation of real estate is $6,600,187,322, as 
against $6,333,177,804 last year, an In­
crease of *267,009,518. As the city’s bor­
rowing capacity is equal to 10 per cent, 
of the assessed valuation of real es­
tate, the debt margin will be raised 
about $27,000,000.

THE COST OF LIVING.

Figures compiled by Bradstreet’s on 
the basis of the wholesale price of 
ninety-six articles entering into gen­
eral consumption demonstrate the 
tremendous increase in the cost of liv­
ing, Which now has reached an abso­
lute high record as regards those 
classes Qf commodities which enter 
Into dally and direct consumption by 
the people, and on all the ninety-six 
commodities in the entire list is ■ but 
an Insignificant fraction of a cent per 
pound below the high figures of March 
L 1W7.

These figures, known as the “index 
numbers" on the cost of living, are 
based, in the first instance, on actual 
wholesale quotations per pound for 
the commodities in question, which 
are averaged-over a wide area of mar­
kets, so as to be compréhensive. Thus, 
when it Is said that on Dec. 1, 1909, the 
Index number on the ninety-six com­
modities was $9.1252, It is meant that 
a man buying at wholesale one pound • 
of each of the ninety-six commodities 
on that date would have to pay the, 
sum mentioned.

In dtscuesing the qec. L 1909, index 
number of $9,1253, Bradstreet’s ’ calls 
attention to the fact that it repre- • 
gents an increase of 1.7 per cent, over 
the figure for Nov. 1, and an advance : 
of 11 per cent, over the figure for 
March I, when the low point tor 1909 
was reached. The present Index num­
ber is 1 per cent, higher than that for 
Dec. L 1907 ; 2.5 per cent, higher than 
that for Dec. 1, 1906; 9.9 per cent,
higher than that for Dec. 1, 1904; 12 
per cent, higher than that for Dec. 1, 
1902; 18.5 per cent, higher than that 
lor Dec. 1, 1900, and 60 per cent, high-, 
or than that for July L 1895, when the 
number was $5.7019. This latter num­
ber was the low record for all time 
elnce 1892, and compared with an in- ; 
dex number of $6.0376 for Jan. 1, 1896, 
end $6.1164 for Jan. 1, 1897.

OTTAWA, Ontario, Jan. 12.—News of 
the resignation of Mr. Butler as Deputy 
Minister and Chief Engineer of the De­
partment of Railways and Canals in 
order to become general manager and 
second vice-president of the Dominion 
Iron and Steel Company and Dominion 
Coal Company at a trebly increased 
salary .was received here this afternoon 
with surprise, and almost with con­
sternation in official circles.

Hon. Mr. Graham stated to your cor­
respondent to-night that the loss to 
the department was a serious one, and 
the vacancy would be a most difficult 
one to fill. At present a man who 
can adequately fill tiie place occupied 
by Mr. Butler is not in sight. He has 
been doing practically three men's 
work in the department, first as 
Deputy Minister, second as Chief En­
gineer, and third as Chairman of the 
Intercolonial Board of Management. 
All of these positions have been filled 
with splendid ability. His technical 
training as an engineer, his executive 
ability, his experience in railway op­
eration, his reliability and integrity, 
and liis thorough grasp of the large 
problems of transportation new con­
fronting the Government make his loss 
to public service at the present junc­
ture doubly severe.

It is not known yet just when Mr. 
Butler will have to completely sever 
his connection with the department, 
but it is hoped that he will be available 
at least in an advisory capacity for- 
some time yet, pending the appoint*, 
ment of one or possibly two new men 
to fill the various positions of Deputy- 
Minister Chief Engineer, and Chair­
man of the I. C. R. Beard.
