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WHAT ST. JOHNmorn-PORTSMOUTH, N H„ July 23,—Pre­
parations for the peace conference are 
progressing rapidly and satisfactorily 
and by August 6, the day on which the 
plenipotentiaries are expected to reach 
Portsmouth from Oyster Bay on board 
the Mayflower and Dolphin, all will be 
tn readiness for their reception. 
Washington government and the state 
of New Hampshire are co-operating In 
the effort to make the surroundings of 
the conference as suitable as possible 
and are receiving generous assistance 
from the people of Portsmouth and the 
adjacent villages of Klttery, Me., where 
the navy yard is located, and New­
castle, N. H., near which the plenipo- 

• tentlarles will have quarters in the 
Hotel Wentworth.

Mr. Pelerce, the third assistant secre­
tary of state, who Is acting for the pre­
sident In directing the arrangements, 
left tonight for Washington, where he 
will provide for the shipment of the 
necessary furniture for the equipment 
of the conference. As title equipment 
will be of no use to the government af­
ter the conference Is over, It will be 
rented. »

A tentative programme provides that 
the plenipotentiaries shall land at the 
navy yard and go immediately to the of­
fice of the commandant officially to 
pay their respects. The arrival of the 
two missions will be loudly heralded 
by the firing of an ambassadorial eal- 
ute for each mission. The marine guard 
which has recently been increased, will 
render the prescribed salutes and may 
escort the party from the navy yard 
through the town, of Portsmouth to 
their quarters at the Wentworth, a dis­
tance ortlbout five miles. As the navy 
yard Is on the Maine side of the Fis­
cal aqua river, the governor of New 
Hampshire will probably receive the 
plenipotentiaries in Portsmouth and 
formally welome them to the!, state

The state of New Haraikrtrlré has al­
ready requested to be permitted to bear 
the expense of entertaining the pleni­
potentiaries throughout the conference, 
which win probably be granted, the 
Washington government undertaking 
the entire expense of the equipment of 
the quarters for. the conference.

The navy general store, while archi­

tecturally rather a plain building of 
brick and steel construction, has Just 
been completed and Is admirably suit­
ed for use as a meeting place. The 
entire second floor will be given over 
to the plenipotentiaries and as much 
of the buildings as may be needed.

A marine guard will be in attend­
ance through the sessions and there 
will be telegraph offices near at hand 
and telephones, that the envoys may 
keep in touch with their governments 
and with Oyster Bay.

Two states will share the honor of 
being connected with the great meet­
ing, for each day the plenipotentiaries 
will come from Newcastle, N. H., to 
Klttery, Maine, for their meetings. But 
the scene of the contact will Invariably 
be on the Maine side of the river. In 
the arrangements at the Wentworth, 
care has been taken that each mission 
may have the privilege of absolute se­
clusion at all times. Although prac­
tically Identical in furnishings and 
general desirability, the quarters for 
the Russian and Japanese envoys are 
In opposite wings of the hotel. Each 
suite has its private room and recep­
tion rooms, and each Its private en­
trance. • Both command excellent 
views of the ocean, all of the rooms 
facing on the ocean side and the suites 
set aside for the chief of the two mis­
sions open wide on to verandahs which 
will be exclusively for their use.

The envoys will be taken to the 
Navy Yard, when the weather is fair, 
in launches supplied by the navy. Au­
tomobiles and carriages will take them 
around through Portsmouth, a dis­
tance of about five miles, when the 
weather is not propitious or when they 
prefer this trip to the ride by water.

From an authoritative source it is 
learned that both missions expect that 
the question of an armistice will be 
the first subject broached after the 
conference is convened. The Japanese 
W1U insist that this be for a limited 
period, and will, it is believed, sug­
gest that one month, in their opinion, 
will furnish adequate time for the con­
ference to complete its work. The 
signing of this truce will, it Is expect­
ed, form the first chapter of the nego­
tiations.

LONDON, July 24.—From a high of­
ficial of the foreign office today the 
Associated Press obtained an interest­
ing statement regarding the relations 
of Great Britain. France and Germany. 
Beginning with a declaration that 
Great Britain would welcome a de­
fensive alliance with France because 
ft would Insure a long continuance of 
European peace by acting as a check 
to German ambitions, the official char- 
atcerized the charges made in the 
German press against Great Britain of 
seeking to involve France in a war 
with Germany as absolutely contrary 
to the facts. He said:

failed to use our good offices to pre­
vent a conflict is absolutely false. We 
would undoubtedly have stood by 
France in any conflict over the Mor- 
odcan question, but we do not Want 
a conflict and desire an understanding 
with France solely to Insure peace.

"Great Britain at war would suffer 
Infinitely greater commercial losses 
than her adversary, 
our entire shipping would go to Amer­
ica, aqd the people would overthrow 
any government assuming an aggres­
sive attitude.”

Regarding the diplomatic relations 
between' Germany and Great Britain, 
the Associated Press was informed that 
they were not in the least strained, 
and that there never had been any 
serious difficulties between the two 
governments. It has always been con­

Was Only Seventeen Years Old.FREDERICTON. July 24.—1The police 

have not yet Ifeen able to land the 
parties who so brutally assaulted the 
Rev. Mr. Hartley on Friday evening, 
but the circumstances would seem to 
point that they have been working in 
the right direction. Since Sunday 
morning they have been gradually en­
circling three well known young men 
with a chain of evidence, and when It 
was attempted to locate the parties to­
day it was discovered that the birds 
had flown, and their whereabouts are 
unknown. Whether or not there are 
sufficient grounds for arresting these 
men, the police are the only ones who 
guard that secret, but the young men 
leaving town would certainly give sus­
picion of guilt.

Thomas Davidson, day porter at the 
Queen hotel, telle today of a thrilling 
experience he had on Saturday even­
ing. Mr. Davidson was returning from 
his home at the Barony, when he met 
a buggy driven by a gentleman whose 
name was not ascertained. The latter 
said that a ahort way down the road 
three men had attempted to hold him, 
but by the use of the whip he man­
aged to escape, and he told Davidson 
he had better be on the lookout. Just 
at the place where thé stranger had 
reported his hold up the men Jumped 
from the bushea Davidson whipped 
up his horse, and as he did so the men 
stepped back. The driver of the 
vehicle had on his hotel uniform with 
brass buttons, and It Is thought that 
In the moonlight the would-be high­
waymen mistook him for a police offi­
cer. Many think that these are the 
same three, men who committed the as­
sault on Friday night .and that they 
were endeavoring to procure a team 
to take them across the line. *

Mr. Hartley is a little Improved to­
day, but his Injuries are still very 
painful. Last night was a most rest­
less one to him, the pains In his head 
being very severe. The attack on the 
clergyman was clearly a case of mis­
taken Identity, as he Is a man very 
popular and had not an enemy. As in 
all such cases, these are all kinds of 
stories afioat as to who the guilty par­
ties are and for wh6m Dr. Hartley 
was taken. The rumor that the min­
ister was mistaken for another clergy­
man evidently Is false.

Young Kinsella came home a little 
after seven last evening by way of the 
Union Depot, and was seen by several 
when passing through the station. He 
seemed to be in his usual frame of 
mind and was talking to bis mother 
in the dining room, so that lady «ays, 
and in going through to the kitchen 
said: 
dose of poison.”

His mother thinking him only in 
fun, laughed at him and he went into 
the kitchen. The next thing Mrs. 
Kinsella heard was her younger son 
Joe come running into the dining room 
saying that there was something wrong 
with Louis. Rushing out they found 
him lying on the floor and divining 
that he had taken carbolic acid the us­
ual homely remedies were given to 
counteract the effects ofthe acid, and 
medical help was summoned. Dr. E. 
J. Broderick, Dr. Jas. Christie and Dr.' 
Gilchrist arrived and did all that was 
Possible, but about half-past eight the 
young man passed away.

His father, Patrick -Kinsella, Is a 
stone cutter by trade. He said that 
he came home about 7.30 and went in­
to the kitchen. “I saw Louis and no­
ticed at once something was wrong. 
There was a froth on his lips and his 
head hung forward. I smelt the fumes 
pf the acid, and rushed to him. After 
doing what I could at that time I

to Hawker’s drug store and telephoned 
to the doctors. Dr. Broderick told me 
to administer a diluted quantity of al­
cohol. I procured this at the store and 
when I reached home, endeavored to 
pour this down his throat, but it would 
not go.

"I know of no reason why he should 
do so rash a thing. The boy has had a 
good home, It was only an hour or 
two before that I met him on the street 
and he spoke as pleasantly as usual.”

The grief of the mother and the sla­
ters was very affecting; the suddenness 
and unexpectedness of the blow fairly 
overwhelmed them, and they could not 
centred themselves. To add to their 
misery, it was feared for a time that 
Mr. Kinsella had disappeared, but he 
showed up In a few minutes, only hav­
ing been down the road to look for the 
coroner. The family consisted of five 
girls and four boys.

The way the deed was done was solv­
ed when a small bottle, bearing A. 
Chlpman Smith’s label was found on 
the kitchen window next the garden. 
He had spoken truly when he left ljls 
mother, for he took a cup from the 
kitchen shelf, drew a little water and 
going out Into the garden emptied the 
contents of the bottle In the cup and 
drank all down.

The total eclipse of the sun on Aug- 
guet 30 of the present year, Is a scien­
tific fact of such Importance that it 
well mérita more or less extended dis­
cussion. Mi Lucien, Rudaux, writing 
In La Nature, of Parte, says that “the 
attention of the asthenomlcal World is 
now fixed on tte total eclipse of the sun 
Which will occur the 30th of August, 
1905. And scientific missions are now 
being organized for the purpose of ob­
serving the phenomenon, since a total 
eclipse offers subjects of capital Im­
portance.

"The 30th of August the shadow of 
the moon wljl trace a. zone moving from 
Canada to Arabia, It will be neces­
sary to station one’s seif in the interior 
of this zone, the zone of totality, in or­
der to.see the sun entirely covered by 
the moon. On August 80 the first point 
at which the sun will he eclipsed will 
be a point south of Lake Winnipeg at 
the time of the rising of the sun. Start­
ing from this point the shadow will 
sweep Labrador and the Atlantic ocean, 
It will enter Europe near Cape Orte- 
gal, at the northwest of Spain, will 
pass through Algiers, Tunis, Tripoli, 
Egypt, and finally end ln Arabia at the 
setting of the sun. All oit these' points, 
however, arp not equally favorable for 
observation purposes and conditions 
will be best in Spain and Algiers, not 
only with reference to the duration of 
the phenomenon, but also because of 
the height of the sun above the hori­
zon. Here the eclipse will take place 
about mid-day and total occultation 
will be maintained for a period of about 
four minutes. In view of the Import­
ance of the phenomenon, it is inter­
esting to mention the problems which 
will be presented next month.”

John Russell’s first government of 
nearly at* years, followed by the short 
administrations of Lord Derby, Lord 
Aberdeen, SET. Palmerston and Lewd 
Derby, again, the four covering six 
years, and then the second Palmerston 
premiership of more than six years. 
Lord Derby’s third administration, 
following a short Lord Russell Inter­
lude, was continued by Mr. Disraeli, the" 
eoneervattves holding office less than 
three years. Mr. Gladsfgpe’s first term 
was five years. Lord Beaconsfield’s se­
cond was six, and Mr. Gladstone's se­
cond was five, which brings us down 
to the home rule period.

If Ottawa would make a success of 
Its essay at immlolpal ownership It will 
avoid the pitfall Into which some simi­
lar experiments have fallen and keep 
it away from polities of all kinds. 
Whatever fgpte exist upon which argu­
ments adverse tc municipal ownership 
can be- based are due to political inter­
ference with the management of the 
public enterprise. With no dividends 
to pay, with no object except the pro­
viding ag cheap and efficient a service 
as possible, a municipally owned utility 
will to every case prove more advant­
ageous to the general public than if 
controlled by a company whose sole 
object Is to make money for Its Stock­
holders unless the graft, great and 
petty, which always accompanies po­
litical management.is allowed to creep 
In.

If the city of Ottawa puts Its new en­
terprise in the hands of one capable 
and honest man or of a commission of 
two or three, Independent of alderman- 
te interference as to the details of man­
agement though responsible to the city 
government to matters of generti pol­
icy, the reemits will undoubtedly be 
such as to boom the cause of municip­
al ownership.

SUDDEN DEATH OFcan escape without buying raw sugar 
that will cost them stili more. In 
short, there is no law to compel the 
Jamaica planters-to sell 'sugar to Can­
ada- at a price which does not allow 
them some advantage from the prefer­
ence.

The Jamaica dealers may not know 
that' the Canadian refiners have. lost 
some of their protection through the 
■extension of the preference to sugars. 
While raw sugar from British colonies 
pays one-third lees duty the same thing 
has happened, to refined sugar from 
Glasgow made out of raw' sugar from 
the colonies. This means that the dif­
ference between the duty on raw sugar 
and'that on-refined sugar has been re­
duced by one-third. It is stated that 
Glasgow refined sugar made from col­
onial raw, which British refined is 
alone entitled to the Canadian prefer­
ence, has ■ lately been shipped to Can­
ada to considerable quantities. There 
is thus a point beyond which the pre­
ference could not be given wholly to 
the producing country. The duty on 
refined sugar testing 100 per certt. is 
$1.28 per hundred pounds, or 84 cents 
with the preference off. The duty do 
the raw sugar required to produce 100 
pounds of refined of- the above test, 
would be 77И cents. That is to say If the 
Jamaica dealer claimed'the whole pre­
ference the protective1 tariff would be 
61$ cents per 100 pounds, making no al­
lowance tor waste and loss. This 
would hardly; be. considered’ adequate 
protection even by a Canadian, advo­
cate of a revenue tariff. It would ap­
pear that the attempt to hold the Can­
adian up to the New York price of raw 
sugars might lead to the Importation 
of Scotch refined; or; to the purchase of 
raw sugar from foreign countries at 
the general tariff rates.

But the Jamaica planters seem to 
have the same chance to get benefit 
from tiie preference as any other pre­
ferred country. They have the same 
chance to get a share of the S3 1-3 per 
cent, that tiie Cuba planters have to 
get some or all of the 20 per cent, pre­
ference given by the United States to 
Cuba augers. They gain the same ae 
the producers of airy nation gain out of 
most favored nation arrangements. Up 
to the cool pell live point they- can claim 
everything. .

HPsafe*WILL NOT RESIGN. JOHN J. MULUN. Recent Evi
«

v
John J. Mullin, formerly very well 

known to the business life of this city, 
and tor the past fourteen years an of­
ficer In the customs department, pass­
ed away very suddenly at his home, 
190 Waterloo street, Sunday morn­
ing. For the past three years Mr. 
Mullin had not been In as good health 
as formerly, but his Indisposition was 
not such as would In any way Inter­
fere with his work. On Saturday night 
last he was as well as usual on retir­
ing, and got up at seven o’clock on 
Sunday morning feeling all right. His 
custom was to take an extra nap on 
Sundays so he went back to bed and 
about nine o’clock Mrs. Mullin who 
went into the .room saw him quietly 
sleeping. She went In again shortly 
before ten o'clock and spoke to her 
husband. Receiving no answer she 
looked and saw that he had tuurned 
in the bed and was evidently very sick. 
Drs. Corbett and W. A. Christie were 
hurriedly summoned, but before either 
of them could reach the house Mr. Mul- 
lln Had passed away, death being due 
to hemorrhage of the brain.

Mr. Mullin was a native of St. John 
and was fifty-seven years of age. He 
first started to business with his broth­
ers, Daniel and Jeremiah, In conduct­
ing a dry goods store on the corner 
of Dock -street and Market Square. 
This business, under the name of Mul- 
lin Bros., was formerly very well 
known. Later Mr. Mullin entered the 
service of the Іф C. R. and-was for a 
time storekeeper In St. John. Then In 
1891 he was given a position as tide 
waiter on the customs staff and has 
been to that office ever since. Mr. 
Mullin married in 1875 Miss Power, 
daughter of Robert Power of Black 
River, who survives him. He also 
leaves three daughters, Misses Mary 
and Gussle, living at home, and Mrs. 
Harry Dever of Harrison street. His 
brothers, Daniel and Jeremiah, and 
other relatives to St. John, as well as 
two nephews. George and Charles Mul­
lin of Chlscago, survive.

Balfour’s Definite 

Statement
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If one may Judge of the language of 

the leading Journal of the chief city 
to Jamaica, the planters and traders 
of that colony are somewhat agitated 
over the-announcement that Canadian 
sugar refiners, are withdrawing a 
bounty or extra allowance which they 
have been paying on ' Jamaica raw 
sugar. For some years raw sugar 
from the British West Indies and Brit­
ish Guiana have been entitled to a 
tariff preference of one-third of the 
whole duty. It appears that soon 
after this extension of the original 
preferènoe tariff was made, Canadian 
refineries Importing from Jamaica 
made an arrangement under which the 
dealer at the Jamaica end got half the 
preference in the shape of a direct 
cash allowance. It is not stated 
whether similar arrangements were 
made with the exporters to Barbados, 
Trlnldàd and Demerara. The refin­
eries have now given notice that this 
special adjustment of the preference 
will cease, so that hereafter the ship­
pers and producers of the British West 
Indies will get so much advantage of 
the preference as the- law of supply 
and demand callsfor and as the pro­
ducers and shippers ef preferred goods 
do In other countries.

The Dally Telegraph of Kingston, 
Jamaica,, asserts that- the withdrawal 
of this special arrangement Is “a de- 
•’ claration that the preference granted 
“to the British West Ihdles by the

Canadian government will not be en- 
“ Joyed after the first of August.” It 
.goes on to complain that the Canadian 
government, tor imperial reasons, 

і “concedes an advantage of S3 1-3 per 
” cent of the import duty on sugar to 
"the growers to this part of the Em- 
“ pire,” and that an association of 
Canadian refiners Have said that the 
preference- Is to be enjoyed only by 
themselves. Then It proceeds to 
plain that- the duty on raw sugar Is 
61 cents per hundred pounds (which Is 
true as to sugars testing 89 by the 
polaroscope, but to no others), that the 
preference Is, say 20 cents, that hither­
to the refiner has been taking 10 cents 
of this and allowing the planter 10 
cents, but that hereafter they propose 
to pay only the price of the sugar In 
the open market. Therefore the whole 
preference will be a bounty to the Can­
adian refiners.

All of which is delightful to Its sim­
plicity. The Kingston writer perhaps 
supposés that the British manufac­
turer of woollens or Iron goods Is paid 
directly by the Canadian importer the 
whole or part of the preference to the 
form of a bounty. He may think that 
the United States dealers do the same 
with shippers from Cuba.

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LONDON, July 24, 2.35 p. m. — The 
government has no Intention of resign­
ing In consequence of Thursday's ad­
verse vote. This was the gist of Pre­
mier Balfour’s anticipated statement 
to the house of commons this after­
noon. Although It has been generally 
recognized that such would be the de­
cision of the premier, there was fever­
ish eagerness on all sides to hear the 
exact terms of his statement. The 
house was packed. Every gallery 
available to the peers and the public 
was crowded and there has not been 
such; am, attendance of members dur­
ing the life of the present parliament.

Mr. Balfour, who was heartily cheer­
ed by his supporters on rising, some­
what tired the patience of hla hearers 
by a long disquisition on how former 
administrations had ignored defeats 
similar to that 8t Thursday. He de­
clared that such incMemta had neyar 
been regarded as ground for resigna­
tion or dissolution, and announced that 
the government did not propose either 
to resign or dissolve parliament be­
cause of Thursdays occurrences.

Thp premier conslderefFlliat It would 
be a grave evil If tiie tenure of min­
isters was mad» dependent on such 
votes as that of Thursday. He hoped 
the practice would never prevail of al­
lowing a government united in Itself 
and possessing the confidence of the 
majority of the housd to abandon Its 
post merely In consequence of such a 
vote.

Mr. Balfour sat down without refer­
ring to the remaining business of the 
session and Sir Henry Campbell-Ban­
nerman, the liberal leader, immediate­
ly asked for an opportunity to discuss 
the premier’s statement.

The opposition, he said, did not pro­
pose to proceed with Sir Edward Grey’s 
proposed vote of censure, which ob­
viously was suggested by the occur­
rence of Thursday. They wanted to 
discuss the coralucF of the government 
regarding the events, of Last week.

John Redmond: tender of the Irish 
nationalists, took a similar line and 
the healed tone of both leaders indi­
cated that the government will have 
to face the most" determined opposition 
during the. balance of the session. Ul­
timately, by arrangement with Mr. Bal­
four, the chief government whip, Sir 
Alexander Acland-Hood, formally mov­
ed the adjournment and' Sir Henry 
Campbell-Bannerman opened the debate 
flth a stirring attack on the govern­
ment.

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KAISER AND TSAR.

YELLOW FEVER IN NEW ORLEANS.The meeting at sea of. the Tsar and, 
the Emperor of Germany may be noth­
ing more than a social event. These 
rulers are family connections and are 
accustomed to meet frequently, It Is 
not necessary to suppose that the In­
cident has great International signifi­
cance. The Tsar is nominally an ab­
solute monarch, but he Is to fact gov­
erned by stronger minded members of' 
his own household, and by the. heads 
of departments. Emperor William Is 
the head of a. constitutional govern­
ment, which theoretically leaves him 
much less absolute than hla relative at 
St. Petersburg. But the Kaiser exer­
cises all the power he has and the lan­
guage ot autocrats is familiar to his 
lips. If the conference oft 
ot Finland has an International pur­
pose, Emperor William would prob­
ably speak with greater authority than 
Emperor Nicholas. But as neither ap­
pears- to be attended by the ministers 
who would be consulted to matters of 
diplomacy, we may suppose that their 
conversation on world politics would 
be rather general and lacking In the 
elements of finality.

It is quite possible that Germany 
would now, as ten years ago, be dis­
posed to stand by Russia to prevent 
Japanese ascendency In the tor east. 
But Europe and America have learned 
much since the Close of the war be­
tween Japan and China- Japan had 
then no ally to Europe, and Great 
Britain, which should have- given her 
moral support against the European 
combination prepared by Rus­
sia, was then governed by 
Lord Rosebery and the liberals. 
The most destructive and bloody war 
known to this generation Is the result 
of the peace at any price (policy pur­
sued by .Great Britain to 1895. (îreat 
Britain stood by while Russia backed 
by Germany forced Japan out of 
Manchuria to order that Russia might 
go to. The result was that Japan hae 
had to fight Russia out ot Manchuria, 
in which province every Important 
land battle of this war has been 
fought. It 1» not to be supposed that 

.even a-Rosebery or Campbell-Banner­
man government to England would 
allow all that to be done over again, 
though Tsar and Kaiser should repeat 
the conspiracy which followed the 
treaty of Shlmonoseka. But family 
meetings between William of Hohen- 
zollem and hla eousto’s husband are 
another story.

CHICAGO, July 22—A writ of habeas 
corpus in behalf of John Gates, a pris­
oner In the state prison at Joliet, is un­
der consideration and in passing on it 
the court will be compelled to decide as 
to whether the prisoner, in a legal 
sense, Is dead or alive.

On November 26, 1881, Gates, in a 
quarrel, killed a neighbor, John W. 
Hessell. Gates was sentenced to hang 
on March 24, 1882. He was taken to 
the penitentiary on a death warrant, 
but at the time set for execution, ev­
erybody seemed to forget Gates, and 
he was not executed. He had remain­
ed ever since In the penitentiary and 
for 23 years has been a model prisoner. 
For all these years Gates has been 
afraid to say a word for fear the sheriff 
would remember. him and carry the 
sentence Into effect. His sister, who 
lives In Chicago, has, however, started 
a movement in his behalf which raised 
the application for habeas corpus. It 
Is the opinion In the office of the 
state’s, attorney that Gates will event­
ually be given his freedom tor the rea­
son- that he should have been hanged 
in that term of court In which the' sen­
tence was imposed, and this not hav­
ing been done, jurisdiction over him 
ceases.

“Nelson and the inner Kootenay 
country,”, British Columbia, will soon 
be as well known for its small fruits 
as it Is now for Its mines,” said a 
former St John man to the Sun, “and 
it is a question whether the former 
may net be Just as profitable an In­
dustry. The available land along the 
lakes fa being taken up, cleared and 
put under small fruit cultivation. While 
in comparison with the vast territory 
of the Northwest the amount of 
arable land In the Kootenay is small, 
yet it Is extremely fertile."

"Strawberries particularly grow In 
luscious abundance, and at the flower 
and fruit show held at Nelson on the 
first of July some magnificent speci­
mens were shown that would not suf­
fer In comparison with the best In the 
east. Some mammoth specimens were 
shown that weighed eight to the pound. 
Even the ordinary run were beautiful­
ly large clear berries of splendid 
flavor.

"Quite an industry has already been 
worked up, and for some time this 
summer strawberries from the sur­
rounding country were being shipped 
from Nelson at the rate of three cars 
a week. They were sent as far west 
as Rat Portage, Ontario. Of course 
there Is an almost Illimitable market 
for them, and as the prices rule fair­
ly high there Is a considerable margin 
of proflt.for the handlers.

"For ordinary garden truck the 
Chinamen seem to be about as suc­
cessful as any. They appear to be 
born gardeners and will cultivate small 
patches of land In the most unlikely 
looking spots to the highest degree of 
production. Along the shores of the 
lakes, by the creeks and even on the 
sides of the mountains their gardens 
form a beautiful and profitable patch 
of green.

"For them, as for other ranchers who

The new ferry boat Ludlow was glveiin 
her second trial trip Friday after - 
noon, and from the general expression! 
of opinion by those who understand 
the working of the boat she has proved 
herself a decided success. About 2.30 
In the afternoon the Ludlow left the 
Long wharf with 60 or 60 passengers, 
Including several aldermen and" other 
prominent citizens.

As the Ludlow moved out slowly into 
the deep waters she was watched by a 
crowd of people from the wharf. There 
was a refreshing breese and during the 
two hours and a half they were out
the passengers all enjoyed themselves 

immensely. In the middle of the har­
bor the Ludlow passed the old ferry 
boat Western Extension, whose4 pas­
sengers all assembled in the fore part 
of the boat and gased after the Lud­
low In admiration. When opposite 
No. 1 berth at Band Point the boat held 
up for a minute to have her picture 
taken, and then proceeded on her way 
toward Partridge Island. From the 
wreck of the old Lake Superior on the 
opposite side of the harbor three dyna­
mite salutes were fired as the Ludlow 
passed. The boat proceeded beyond 
Partridge Island down nearly to Negro 
Head, about six miles from the city. 
She was driven at about ten knots an 
hour. At her highest speed she did 
198 revolutions a minute. During the 
greater part of the time the harbor 
master, Capt. Ferris, was at the wheel.

While out In the deep water the Lud­
low made a number of test turns, 
which she did with great ease and 
within a remarkably small space. Al­
though at times there was quite a stiff 
breeze and the Waters were consider­
ably ruffled, the boat held perfectly 
steady and pursued her way smoothly 
and gracefully. Mr. Dalton, the boiler 
Inspector, says that the new engines 
work fine. The boiler room of the boat 
to much admired by those who have 
had experience In that quarter. It is 
so arranged as to keep cool and wet 
ventilated.

On the return trip the Ludlow was 
taken In to the fery dock, first on the 
city side and then on the Carleton side. 
The short space of time In which the 
boat can be brought to a standstill 
Is very noticeable as compared with 
the old ferry. On coming into the 
dock on the. city side full speed was 
kept up until the boat was within a 
very short distance of the dock. As 
She approached the dock the captain 
was given three cheers from the shore. 
The boat then pulled out, Md crossing 
"the harbor entered the dock on the 
Carleton side. Thence she proceeded 
back to the Long wharf.

After the boat docked at Long 
Wharf before going ashore the pass­
engers assembled in one of the cabins 
and with Aid.

Notwithstanding the fact that the 

ratepayers of Hampton Station school 
district have refused to enter Into a 
consolidation, the people of Hampton 
Village are still hopeful of establish­
ing a consolidated school. Although 
they entertain no further hopes of am­
algamating with the Station school, it 
Is quite probable that the two districts 
of Lower Norton and Central Norton 
will Join the Village In the near future. 
This question was not voted on In 
either of the Norton districts at the 
last annual meeting, but at the meet­
ing previous there was a small ma­
jority in each district agelMt consol­
idation. Since that time, however, the 
ratepayers have learned more about 
the plan and purpose of consolidation, 
and are gradually, growing In sym­
pathy with It In fact, so confident 
are the Hantpten Village people of 
their co-operatloh in the scheme that 
In building the new school house, for 
which a sum not exceeding $1*,003 was 
voted at the lost school meeting, they 
have decided to make provisions for 
taking In the two Norton schools.

do. Although much disappointment 
is evinced at the result of the vote 
taken on the consolidation question at 
Hampton Station at the last annual 
meeting, yet the people of the Village 
draw some consolation from the fact 
that they are about to receive the sup­
erior grant from the government,which 
has been recently withdrawn from the 
Station, and which will mean an ad­
dition of $115 annually to the teachers' 
salary from the government.

On the other hand, some of the 
ratepayers of the Station are deter­
mined to show the chief superintend­
ent and. the school Inspector that they 
can support a good school Independent 
of the. government, and say that the 
school shall not suffer, and that the 
principal shall still receive an ade­
quate salary if the whole government 
grant Is withdrawn.

It is understood that the present 
teacher, Mr. Cormier, who holds a 
superior license, will continue to have 
charge of the school for the next year, 
and that the ratepayers will make up 
the $115 In his salary lost by the 
withdrawal of the Superior grant. The 
general Impression, however, of those 
who have given the matter close con­
sideration Is that with the superior 
grant gone, and with' a much more 
up-to-date and better equipped school 
building within a mile's distance, the 
tendency will be for the Station school 
to gradually dwindle in numbers until 
the higher grades will have disappear­
ed, and cheaper teachers with lower 
licenses will be employed. Similar ex­
periences In other districts have proven 
this to be the case. Tile average pupil 
of ambition, when he has attained say 
to the eighth grade, will not be satis- 
fled to remain in a school with poor 
accommodations both inside and out, 
when there are better accommodations 
to be had within easy reach.

ofQuite a number of the fair-minded 
people of Hampton Station feel that 
the ratepayers have acted unwisely 
with regard to the school question, and 
that In the course of a tew years 
many will regret the step they have 
taken. These men feel that no petty 
grlevanoe or bitterness against the 
board or education or school ofllciale 
should cause them to act directly 
against their own Interests. They 
realise that there are no two school 
districts in the provlhce better calcu­
lated to carry Into effect the princi­
ples of consolidation than Hampton 
Village and Hampton Station. They 
feel that when once a new ten thou­
sand dollar building la. put up at the 
Village, Hampton Station Is simply 
left out in the cold.

One subject which le at present be­
ing quite warmly discussed among the 
ratepayers of the Village Is the matter 
of allowing pupils from the Station 
school to enjoy all the privileges which 
they (the Village ratepayers) have pur­
chased at a considerable expense for 
their own children. Of course the pre­
sent school latw provides for free ac­
cess of the pupils of any parish into 
the su6*MOr school of their own par­
ish. The Village people feel that It 
Would be hardly fair after the Station 
having refused to co-operate with them 
In establishing a school where better 
an,d more advanced training may be 
had, for them to be allowed to send 
in the advanced pupils from thèlr 
school to enjoy these privileges for 
which they refused to pay. This point 
they will endeavor to press on the 
board of education at a later date. One 
of the parties Interested, referring to 
thie, said: "If the present law will 
allow this to be done, wi’ll have a new 
law made before we let it drop.”

Meantime Hampton Village will lose 
no time In going about the construc­
tion of a new school building. At an 
eàrly date a meeting p'f the trustees, 
to which will be invited a ntifiiber of 
those most Interested in the matter, 
will be held, and plans will be 
eidefed for the new sohool. A month 
more will doubtless see the work be­
gun on the new building, which will In 
all probability be ready fçr use after 
the next summer vacation. The trus­
tees and
are guite enthusiastic over this work 
and are determined to put up a school 
building tljat will be second to no vil­
lage school in the county. It Is quite 
probable that* school gardening and 
manual training will be Introduced. 
The site for the new building has not 
yet been chosen, but there Is no lack 
of beautiful sites In Hampton Village, 
and as the people of that place have 
pow only themselves to suit In the 
matter it will not be difficult to 
on this point.

The numbèr of ' pupils registered 
last term at the village school was 
130, and with the Norton schools- tak­
en in this number would be increased 
to nearly two hundred.
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FLAGSHIP SCIONDA, Proceeding 
down St. John River towards Millldge- 
vtlle, July 23.—The annual cruise of the 
R. K. T. C. has passed Into the re­
cords of history as the commodore for- -, 
mally announced at the end of the Im­
pressive service which marked Its 
close today at Carter’s Point. The 
scribe whose pleasant duty It has been
