New York, Feb. 10—The political
situation was again a factor of more
than local influence in today’'s finan-
cial market.

Great Britain. The Danish system of
selection #s worthy of serious oonsid-
eration, would its adoption under con-
ditions ble to Canada be possible

through the Introduction of system.

Up until 1850 there was very little
eystem in Danish Hog production.
Therp were several different breeds,
mostly heavy fat producing types—as
up-until that time her surplus hog
production was marketed in Germany,
for lard and sausage purposes, How-
ever, in 1890, Germany had increased
home production sufficiently to fill all
her requirements and put on & Protee-
tive Tariff which made exports from
Denmark unprofitable. This condition
led to a study of the markets of the
world In search for a possible outlet.
Attention was directed to and focuss
ed on England. 'To secure a place in
the English Markets a great change in
the type of hogs produced was neces
sary. < The large Yorkshire type was
imported from Emgland and distribut-
ed to “Breeding Centres” throughout
the country. These, crossed on the
Danish Landrace, originally a poor
quality Wiltshire Hog, produced a hog
of fair bacon qualities.

This was the foundation of the pre-
sent Danigh System. A close study
of the market's requirements, the se-
lection of the correct type of hog to
meet those requirements and a highiy |
organized oco-operative system have
placed Deamark in a most enviable
position.

Breeding Centres.

According to T. Olsen there are 130
recognized Breeding Centres today,
100 of which are for the development
of the Landraoe which by continuous
cultivation have reached a very high
standard. The 130 breeding centres
ara privately owned mostly by farm-
ers who receive financial assistance
from the Government, according to
the number and quality of animals
‘they keep. Al Breeding Centres are
under the supervision of a Committee
representing the Department of Agri-
culture, the Associated Packing
Houses and the Breeding Centres.

Record of Performance,

Each Breeding Centre sends to the
Experimental Stations four pigs, two
male and two female out of each lit-
ter. when six weeks old. These lote
from the Breeding Centres are then
raised under simflar conditions,
getting the same quality of feed and
equal attention. At the end of the test
or when the hogs are matured, each
lot recelves its standing as to quant-
ity of feed reguired to produce 100
pounds gwin. The hogs are them
