The 
new law therefore provides that they 
shall do longer be admitted to these ap­
pointments, unless they can account sa­
tisfactorily for their character, in whijh 
case they will be admitted as hereto ore. 
They are disqualified, not for their belief, 
but for their morals.

Ilennigar, while on his way to church, 
was run over by a sleigh at the corner of 
Union and Waterloo streets. Tlie parties 
in thesieigh neverstopped to see wheth­
er the gentleman was hurt or not.
