hanged, and a few droves transported, 
the popularity of the Government would 
have been unbounded. The little riots 
in Dublin and elsewhere, of which Mr. 
Forster tried to make the most, were too 
trifling to satisfy the public altogether. 
A great multitude was assembled in 
Guildhall, London, to witness the presen­
tation of an address to Mr. Gladstone, 
and to hear his reply, when news of the 
arrest of Parnell was received. The Lon­
don Daily News tells us that when Mr. 
Gladstone —

Began to speak of law, public order, 
and loyalty to the Throne and institu­
tions of the country, faces brightened 
the despondent breathed again, and 
there went through the brilliant assem­
bly the rustle which always betokens a 
particular kind of satisfaction not 
evinced to any other form. Thence­
forth the andience, as it were, layin wait 
for the reference which all expected, 
and their first opportunity came when 
Mr. Gladstone made mention of the per­
sons who wore "not so loyal as they 
ought to have been.” The audience al­
lowed no time for the completion of the 
sentence, so eager were they to signify 
their full approval of what had been 
done by the Government. All the 
points of the speech were received with 
appreciative warmth, but the remarks 
upon the state of Ireland, and the defin­
ite statement as to Mr. Parnell’s arrest, 
instantly brought men of diverse politi­
cal opinions to their feet as one man,and 
evoked cheering loud and long. The 
Mace-bearer’s mallet, on ordinary occa­
sions an instrument of awe, smote the 
table in vain, for the Court of Common 
Council was abandoned to a rapturous 
demonstration ef delight. The applause, 
if lees vociferous, was equally signifieant 
at the references to anarchical oppression, 
self-constituted dictators, the supremacy 
of the Imperial Parliament, and the 
lodgment of a claim for support upon all 
political parties—and the leaders of all 
political parties. At these latter words, 
delivered with telling emphasis, there 
were well-known Conservatives present 
cheering as loudly as the loudest.”

Telegrams to the same paper from sev­
eral cities of England and Scotland state, 
and no doubt truly, that the news was 
everywhere received with delight by all 
but the Irish element. In an editorial it 
says:—

The arrest of Mr. Parnell, although not 
regarded as an improbable step In view of 
his continued hostile attitude to the Land 
Act, has come upon the public with a sud­
denness only equalled by the general satis- 
faction with which the event has been re­
garded in London and the country. It may 
be taken for granted that the decision to im­
prison Mr. Parnell was come to at the 
Cabinet Council held on Wednesday after- 
noon, Mr. Forster having come from Ire­
land the previous day in order to report 
personally on the disturbed state of Ireland. 
His departure for Dublin immediately after 
the termination of the Council—which lasted 
for the unusually long period of four hours 
—is evidence that the Government meant at 
last to act sharply and decisively. Refer­
ence is made elsewhere to the hearty bunt 
of cheering with which Mr. Gladstone’s an­
nouncement of the event was received in­
side the Guildhall. Outside the great civic 
chamber the sensation produced was equal­
ly striking. In the chief thoroughfares of 
the City the newspapers containing the fact 
were eagerly bought up, and the news ex­
cited marked interest, which was in many 
cases audibly expressed in language of 
hearty approval. At the West-end clubs 
the news was heard with a sense of relief, 
especially among those who had erroneously 
thought the Government was afraid to check 
che lawlessness- inspired by Mr. Parnell. 
There was, however, a feeling expressed in 
many quarters that still more serious and 
determined steps will have to be taken 
before Ireland will be rendered sufficiently 
calm and composed to give a fair trial to 
the Land Act.

prevented reform, and would have brought 
rain to thousands and tens of thousands of 
innocent people who are now protected by 
the Land Act.” He concluded, "Unless 
the Government and the country are pre­
pared to accept the idea of the secession of 
Ireland from the Union and the severance 
of the two countries, I think that the time 
had come when the Government was bound 
to assert its authority. The future is still 
uncertain, but I think it is not without 
hope. Our contest is not, and I trust it 
never may be, with the Irish people.”

It is something new to be told that it 
is a grave offence not to be satisfied with 
an Act of Parliament passed by a Liberal 
majority for the redress of admitted 
grievances, and that it is right to impris­
on men without trial and suppress a legal, 
organization because some persons spoke 
in favor of Legislative independence and 
Mr. Chamberlain or any one else chose 
to say that this was an incitement to 
secession, or because the government felt 
bound to assert its authority by extra- 
constitutional means. The pretence that 
the leaders of the League have been pro­
perly imprisoned because they did not 
discountenance crime in such manner as 
Mr. Chamberlain and his friends believed 
right and proper, is as strange and as ab­
surd as any of the others. That the men 
now in prison committed any crime or 
were accessories to any crime, Mr. Cham­
berlain did not venture to assert. No 
such charge could be sustained by a tittle 
of evidence. If it could,this government, 
so eager to assert its authority, would 
have preferred to put them on their trial; 
but no honest jury could be found to 
say that there is the slightest grounds 
even for the “reasonable suspicion” on 
pretence of which they are incarcerated. 
Sir W. J. Harcourt, speaking at Liver­
pool, set up a similar defence for the 
odious tyranny of which every man in 
Great Britain will be thoroughlyashamed, 
when it has failed, as fail it will.

But, say the anti-Irish, the Court for 
carrying out the Land Act is in full ope­
ration, and applications have already been 
made by hundreds, or, as some say, by 
thousands. Thia but proves how foolish 
and unjustifiable has been the course of 
the Government in arresting men who 
had committed no greater offence than 
expressing the opinion that the Act would 
not work beneficially, and that the people 
should, before they resorted to the Courts, 
be satisfied what would be the results of 
such application. If the Act is really so 
good a measure as the Government allege, 
Mr. Parnell and his associates could not 
have prevented the people from availing 
themselves of its benefits, and any pro­
longed efforts to prevent their applying 
to the Courts would but have destroyed 
the influence of the Land League. There 
are many thousand tenants whom the 
League has never counted amongst its 
members or controlled in any way. These 
would have given the Act a trial, so would 
thousands who belonged to the League, 
but who think that it is better to seek a 
reduction of rent under this Act than to 
continue the agitation. If these profited 
by applying to the Court others would 
eagerly follow their example. The im­
prisonment of Mr. Parnell and the 
others, and the suppression of the Land 
League, will, a year hence, be generally 
regarded as having done much to prevent 
the fair trial which the Government have 
taken such extraordinary means to ob­
tain.

ment is rendered much more unpleasant 
than before. One of the strangest cases
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of imprisonment is that of Dr. Kenny, 
who is charged with being accessory to 
persons who incited others not to pay 
rent or not to give the Land Act a fair 
trial. His real offence appears to be that 
as physician of the jail in which the State 
prisoners are chiefly confined, he spoke 
or wrote freely of the serious effects con­
finement produced in some cases. His 
imprisonment appears to be one of the 
grossest cases of tyrannical abuse of 
power. Many other arrests will probably 
be made before Mr. Gladstone discovers 
what an egregious blunder he has com­
mitted.

The anti-Irish press pretend to ridicule 
and scorn as cowards and knaves those 
leaders and officers of the League who 
have evaded arrest by passing over to 
England or France, and some of them 
have discovered that the Irish tenants 
who find themselves now placed so that 
they can not take the benefit of the Land 
Act are indignant at finding themselves 
thus deserted. This is but a fair speci­
men of the nonsense that is written and 
spoken on this subject Nothing has 
been done by any one which can prevent 
any Irish tenant from obtaining all the 
benefits the Land Act could, under his 
circumstances, confer on him and those 
who strive to maintain the League organ­
ization, whether they are in England or 
France, can at least do more to help ten­
ants struggling for their rights than if 
they, too, were confined in English gaols. 
The truth, unfortunately, is that in tens, 
nay hundreds of thousands of cases, the 
Land Act can afford no protection or ben­
efit whatever to the tenants, and this fact 
it is that made the Land League so pow­
erful, even after the passing of the Act; 
that caused so large a number of the 
members of the great Convention, held 
some time ago in Dublin, to favor the 
absolute rejection of the Act.

The cablegrams, and the newspaper 
editorials, tell us that Ireland is now very 
quiet, unusually quiet and peaceable, and 
this they pretend is proof that the ar­
rests were necessary and useful ; that the 
people have no sympathy with the Lea­
gue; that they are pleased to have the 
opportunity of releasing themselves from 
the tyranny of the League and enjoying, 
undisturbed and free from intimidation, 
the blessings and the liberty which the 
British Government and Parliament so 
benignantly proffer to them. They do 
not perceive that what thia calm submis- 
siôn to grievous wrong and insult really 
proves is that the people ate determined 
to act within the Constitution and the 
law ; that the agitation is what its lead­
ers always said it was, perfectly constitu­
tional and legal, and that there never was 
the slightest idea of employing, for the 
attainment of its objects, any other than 
constitutional means, even though the 
Government may resort, as it has done, 
to extra constitutional means for its sup- 
pression. The Government and those who 
admire its policy either expected, or pre­
tended to expect, that when the agitation 
reached a certain point it would become 
an insurrection, and they pretended to 
regard the riots—as they called them— 
in Dublin, Limerick, and a few other 
places, aa the commencement of the in­
surrection. They were grievously disap­
pointed. There naturally was much ex­
citement when it became known that Mr. 
Parnell and others were arrested, and 
crowds gathered in the streets, but there 
was no rioting save what the police wan­
tonly provoked by their brutal treatment 
of persons who were guilty of no offence, 
moral or even legal. This is now admit- 
mitted of what happened in Dublin, and 
the same is substantially true of what 
occurred in other places.
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what I say is, we are the executive Gov­
ernment, and we are entitled, and we are 
bound, to claim from them a hearty and 
cordial support in a great national crisis 
for the vindication of the law of the land.

One of the causes which led to so unex­
pected a declaration is the impossibility 
of doing the necessary work in the Impe­
rial Parliament, especially if the Irish 
members choose to occupy the time as 
much as they can do, despite any rules 
that may be made. Mr. Gladstone, in a 
previous part of his speech, said on this 
subject :—
“Although the half-century upon which 

for the moment I am looking back, has 
been- distinguished by an unexampled 
profusion of labour in the public service, 
it has also been remarkable, especially at 
its close, for a state of facts which de­
mands your attention and the attention 
of the whole country, namely, that never 
at any period of our history have the 
legislation and general business of the 
country beep felt to be in a state so la­
mentably in arrear. You, my Dord 
Mayor, and those now assembled, be­
longing to the great st commercial com­
munity in the world, are aware how easy 
it would be to illustrate this assertion 
with abundance and even profusion of 
detail. It is not that there has been any 
cessation or diligence; but the state of 
things I describe is due to two causes; 
in the first place, the real progress or so­
ciety and the advancement and expan­
sion of its ideas in its relation to public 
wants, have developed a new sense of 
public interest which formerly were not 
so well known— an enlarged horizon 
with a great multiplication of tne calls 
which are made upon the legislative 
chambers. The-other cause is less satis­
factory. It is that that state of augment­
ed demand has been taken advantage of 
by persons not so loyal as they ought to 
have been to the fair fame of that legisla­
tive assembly to which they belong—an 
assembly of which I will venture to say 
that, long asl have sat in the House of 
Commons, I have never until lately 
known the time when every one of its 
members did not look upon the tradi- 
tiens of that House, and upon its efficien­
cy in the discharge ef its duties, with a 
feeling of filial as well as patriotic affec­
tion, and when be did not regard his 
share in those traditions as amongst the 
most precious portions of his own per­
sonal inheritance. Bat we have come to 
a time when, if the House of Commons 
is to continue worthy of that place in 
public confidence and esteem in which It 
has been hitherto held, it will have to 
address itself in a bold and a manful 
spirit to deciding how, either by most 
stringent and effective rules, or by a 
judicious devolution of duties—or per­
haps in its wisdom It may think best 
by both of those means—it may place 
itself in a condition of renewed capacity 
to pursue regularly and efficaciously 
the performance of its great duties to 
the State.”

If the Whigs and Liberals try to 
scourge the Irish with whips, the Tories 
would prefer to use scorpions—if they 
could. At Edinburg Sir Stafford North- 
oote, leader of the party in the House of 
Commons, said :—

“Turning then to the state of Ireland, 
the right hon. gentleman said he spoke on 
that subject with reserve. They (the 
Conservatives) had been calling on the 
Government to show that energy which 
they thought was required to maintain 
the peace of the country. They had been 
pointing out to the Government that if 
they desired to give fair play to the Irish 
Land Act, they must insist on putting 
down those who were determined that 
the Act should not have fair play, and 
who were aiming at the disruption of the 
United Kingdom. Nothing could be 
more disgraceful to an empire such as 
ours than the condition of affairs which 
had recently been coming about in Ire­
land. Not only had there been a dis­
position to refuse to pay that which men 
had covenanted to pay, not only had there 
been a readiness to resist the claims of 
legal creditors by the application of force, 
but beyond that and much more serious 
there had grown up in Ireland an organ­
ization which, unscrupulous in its means 
of action, had set itself up against the 
legal and constitutional government of 
the country, and sought to ensure the 
success of the projects on which Irish 
rebels had sat their hearts. The Govern­
ment had now struck a blow against the 
leader of that organization. He trusted 
that they were not too late in their action 
and he trusted they would persevere in 
the course they had how commenced He, 
however, feared that the Government had 
dallied to long ; he was not sure but that 
the Government themselves had incurred 
great responsibility for the bringing about 
of a state of affairs which had now cul­
minated in the arrest of Mr. Parnell. One 
thing, however, was clear. It was their 
duty aa loyal citizens, determined to do 
their duty, to maintain the Government 
if they were at last determined to do their 
duty.

The two parties in their strife for po­
pular favor find that the British public 
like those best who are most willing to re­
press Irish discontent by a free use of 
what Mr. Gladstone calls the resources 
of civilization.

The vote in the Dublin City Council 
on Mr. Dwyer Gray’s motion that the 
freedom of the city be conferred on Par­
nell was 23 to 23. This threw the deci­
sion on the Mayor, and he declared 
against the motion. Some days after, at 
the opening of a new market, he was 
hissed by the people. The priest who

never much; in favor with the travelling 
public, but as at present managed it seems 
to be very little better than the ordinary 
old-time stage coach. An Island paper 
of a recent date says :—

We bad an example yesterday, of the 
results of the Government’s economical 
railway policy. The train was advertised 
to start at seven o’clock, a, m. It did not 
start until twenty-five minutes past 
seven. The reason of the delays in start, 
ing could be seen almost as soon as the 
train was on the road. The engine was 
In a most debilitated condition, and no 
doubt the delay was caused by cobbling 
it so as to make it work at all. It was 
too weak to drag the train beyond a 
snail’s pace, and the stoppages were fre­
quent. At times the patient passengers 
were afraid that when the train stopped 
it could not muster up force enough te 
start again. The sickly engine crawled 
along until it got to the County Line 
Station, and then it was found that in 
order to get steam enough up to keep the 
train moving, the greater part of the sup­
ply of coal had been consumed. It was 
found necessary to draw upon the sta­
tion’s supply of fuel to keep the pot a 
boiling. So the coal was handed up from 
the cellar in which it was stored in scut­
tles. This took some little thee, but the 
poor thing seemed the better for this re­
freshment from the cellar. We arrived in 
Summerside somewhere about half-past 
twelve, after a funereal trip of five hours. 
And this, be it remembered, was a special 
train, which a confiding public expected 
would make the trip with tolerable 
speed. The fact is that engine No. 20 
ought to have been consigned to the 
shunting yard, or the scrap heap, long 
ago, and if the Island had representatives 
who were worth their salt for anything, 
but voting for Government measures and 
getting offices for their relatives, they 
would have insisted upon it, that the 
Island road should be provided with 
proper rolling stock.

At a church meeting held lately at Glou* 
cester (England,) Sir M. Hicks-Beach 
said:—

“Of all the harm done by the disendow- 
ment and disestablishment of the Church of 
Ireland there was nothing nearly equal to 
this, that what had been given to God’s ser­
vice was taken away from that service, and 
devoted to what was, in his judgment, an 
act of sacrilege. He believed it would be 
so dangerous, he might also say so fatal, to 
the State, if such an act should be repeated 
in England, that for the sake of the State 
he devoutly hoped the plans of the Liber­
ation Society might not succeed. No Par- 
liament, whatever its opinion on the iight 
or wrong ef the matter, could with safety 
allow a body in this country free from all 
State control, to retain the enormous wealth 
and power which the Church would retain 
if no longer an Established Church. 
Neither with regard to disestablishment 
nor disendowment did he think the Church 
had anything to fear so long aa she was 
true to herself. Alluding to Mr. Stanhope’s 
Church Patronage Bill, be said that if Mr. 
Illingworth was actuated by any of those 
miserable and petty feelings with which he 
was credited, he (Sir Michael) was per­
fectly confident that the good sense of the 
great body of their Nonconformist brethren 
would sweep these feelings away, as soon 
as it became clear that opposition was 
offered to the real reform of the Church, on 
such an account as that It was a discredit 
to the Church that the present system of 
Church patronage should continue its pa­
tent and glaring defects, on which the ene­
mies of the Church loved to dwell. It was 
a great discredit to the Church that its 
revenues should occasionally fall into such 
terribly unworthy hands as those in which 
we sometimes saw them. With regard to 
the question of tithes, he asked, did they 
not feel it a weakness in dealing with this 
matter, that tithes were sometimes in the 
hands of lay impropriators, to whose hands 
they first came at the time of the Reform­
ation in such a manner which all must de­
plore. He confessed he did not envy the 
quiet consciences of the heads of those 
great families in England who derived their 
wealth from the confiscations of the endow­
ments of the Church; who retained that 
wealth apparently without a thought of its 
origin, or the purpose to which it should 
be devoted, and who, he feared, were some- 
times not the moat generous in their gifts 
to the Church itself It had always seemed 
to him a great mistake on the part ota 
landlord holding an estate subject to tithes 
to impose on his tenants the burden of 
making that payment The tithe was as 
much a charge on the property of the land­
lord as any quit rent, and ought to be paid 
by the landlord, and should not fall upon 
the tenant."

Mr. Gladstone, to whom, according to 
one account, a telegram announcing the 
arrest was handed while he was speaking, 
maintained that the arrest was jrecessary 
for the maintenance of law and order, 
slid while he glorified himself and his 
Government for their energy in reducing 
the disaffected to submission or power­
lessness he was enthusiastically cheered. 
His speech was, however, chiefly remark- 
able for this, that as if he felt already 
more than half-beaten, he spoke of Home 
Rule as in some sense acceptable, or even 
desirable, and told them not to be sur­
prised if he for one would hail with de­
light a measure of local government for 
Ireland which would not impair the su­
premacy of the Imperial Government. 
Such a measure,as distinct from a repeal 
of the Act of Union, is what the Home 
Rulers ask.

Pressed by the enormous activity of civic 
and social and political and personal life, il 
is very difficult for us to give a due ap­
preciation to all other public questions, 
however grave, but at times they will 
assume prominence and assert themselves 
with a force which cannot be mistaken; and 
that is the case with the Irish question at 
this moment. The issue that is there raised 
is no issue of political party. I have said- 
and I say it again, after having had the 
opportunity of communication with my col­
leagues, and having assured myself from 
that communication that I do not in the 
slightest degree misrepresent, their opinions 
—I have said that the Government re­
cognises that it is charged in Ireland with 
the most arduous and solemn duties, and 
that those duties to the best of its ability it 
is determined to perform. It is no unnatu- 
ml criticism upon these words which ex-

The Governor General will, it is said, 
leave Quebec for England to-day (Satur- 
day.)

Before they could possibly have known 
what the Irish bishops intended to do the 
newsmongers announced that they were 
all preparing to issue pastorals condemn­
ing the “No Rent" manifesto of the 
League, and recommending the people to 
give the Act a fair trial. It was pretty 
safe to guess that the bishops would ex­
press strong disapproval of a proposal 
that tenants should withold payment of 
just and reasonable rente even for a short 
time or for a good purpose. The issuing 
of that manifesto seems to ns a rash act 
and likely to weaken the League more 
than all the Government could have done 
constitutionally or unconstitutionally. If 
universally or generally acted upon it 
would have proved a powerful weapon, 
but it would have involved many in great 
suffering. Acted upon by only a part of 
the people it will afford the Government 
an opportunity of asserting its authority 
and the landlords an opportunity of car­
rying evictions to an extent never before 
known. In any case would such a mea­
sure be morally justifiable 1

There are some who declare that they 
will not be satisfied until landlordism has 
ceased to exist in Ireland. What do they 
mean? Probably they do not know 
themselves. It is assumed that they want 
a law which would take the land from the 
landowners without compensation, and 
they are denounced as communiste and 
robbers, but what they seem to aim at is 
that the State should buy out the inte­
rest of the large landowners at a mode­
rate price, and then sell to the occupiers, 
dividing the land, however, so that none 
should have very large tracts, and none 
be condemned to live on such patches as

A TERRIBLE DEATH.

A horrible tragedy was enacted at 
Erie, Pa., recently. Mr. Ralph Gore, 
one of the city’s largest contractors, was 
superintending the work of a new sewer 
on Poplar street. While at the bottom 
of the deep excavation it was noticed that 
the earth on the west bank was giving 
way. A shout was raised, end a rush 
waa made for the surface. City Engineer 
Brigden, and half a dozen workmen with 
two surveyors, were among those flying 
for life. Mr. Gore being nearest to the 
slope leading to the surface, could have 
reached the top first, but he generously 
stepped aside, and let every man in his 
employ go first. The act was his own 
death warrant. Before he had advanced 
five paces the trembling bank split, and 
an immense volume of earth caved in. 
When the dust cleared away, the top of 
Mr. Gore’s head could be seen just above 
the earth. City Engineer Brigden sprang 
down and cleared away the earth from 
the unfortunate man's face. To his sur- 
prise he found Mr. Gore alive and ap­
parently but little injured. The earth 
had closed around him in a mass, from 
which it was found impossible to extri- 
cate him. “I think my legs are broken, 
gentlemen," said he, “but set to work 
with the spades and dig me out of my 
grave.” He spoke encouragingly, and, 
notwithstanding the great agony he was 
in, he made light of the accident. 
While the workmen were engaged in dig­
ging away the earth, another cry of alarm 
was sounded, and to the horror of the 
victim and his rescuers, the other bank

LADI ES’ FURS.DAVENPORT, Iowa, Oct. 28.—As the 
steamer “Gilchrist" was coming down 
the Mississippi yesterday morning, 
when opposite here, the cam rode of the 
engine gave way, causing the maohioerv 
to become unmanageable. The river 
being very high and unusually rapid, 
carried tho helpless vessel at a rapid 
rate. The steamer was thrown with tre­
mendous force against the abutments of 
the bridge. She careened, causing the 
weights on the safety valves of the steam 
chest to break off* and the steam in the 
boilers poured ont and enveloped the 
crew and passengers, scalding many in 
an awful manner. The steamer began 
sinking, in which condition she was car­
ried pest the city; the shrieks and cries 
for help by the victims being distinctly 
audible by the large crowds who throng­
ed the banks, but could extend no assis- 
tance. There were twenty-three passen- 
gers, four of whom were females, and a 
crew of fifteen. Only eight persons 
were saved, and some of these badly scal- 
ded. Three of the lady passengers are 
known to have been killed or scalded to 
death.

BELLOWS FALLS, Vt., Oct. 28,—Fzra 
P. Cook and wife, an aged couple, were 
found dead in their house to-day. The 
woman bad previously shown signs of 
insanity and, It is believed, she admin­
istered poison to her husband and then 
took her own life.
