A halt there, however, is ac-
companicd by immense danger from a
fianking movement, and the exports look
for news of a continuation of the re- |
treat today.

The rigid censorship leaves some room
for hypotheses of all sorts. One of
these is that the allies in their retreat
pouth left a strong force at Rheims,
which is prepared now to make trouble
for the armies of Gen. Von Kluck and
Gen. Von Buelow, or the armies of Gen.
Von Hausen and the Prince of Wuer-
temberg, thus preventing another con-
rentration movement toward Sedan,
which is considered the only chance of
reuniting the entire force.

EIGHT TONS OF
GOLD ARRIVE

Officials at Ottawa Receive Heavy Consignment
of Precious Metal, Deposited By Americans
For British.

Ottawa, Sept. 15.—Eight tone of gold
came into Ottawa today. Its value is
five million dollars. Its reception was
a rather mixed one, consisting of finance
department officials, stray men
armed plain clothes policemen, There
was no bhand and no demonstration.
Everything connected with the arrival
of the precious stuff was conducted as
modestly as if the kegs contained nails.

"heavy; consisting chiefly of light guns.
The Hela was laid down in 1393 and
finighed in 1896,

It is not announced wnere the Hela
was sunk, but it is possible that it is
the work of a British submarine which,
a few days ago, was reported to have
daringly run into the harbor at Wil-
helmshaven and fired torpedoes to-
wards the vessels in the harbor.

The Austrians, who were trying to in-
vade the country at different points,
were everywhere repulsed and suffered
heavy casualties. It is estimated that
they lost more than ten thousand men
in dead or wounded. The military
authorities consider the victory a decl-
sive one.

The success of the Servians is said to
have been due to the precise artillery
fire and the quick manoeuvring of the
Servians and especially to their brilliant
bayonet charges, which it is stated,the
Austrians could nowhere resist. The
Austrians are said to have directed
machine gun fire against their own
troops, in order to prevent their retreat.

Sept, 15.—The Paris corre-
spondent of the Daily Mall, explaining
General Joffre’'s success won, says:
“The reward of. praise must be chiefly
Joffre's. It was not nlways Kkindly
that the name of Joffre was mentioned
during the retreat from the frontier,
though the chorus of praise now Wwould
make one think that confidence had
never wavered., He has had the cour-
age to expose himself to the danger of
contempt and the criticism of his coun-
try to realize his plan for final victory.
General Joffre recently said: “There
are two methods of making war, one
to employ troops in masses and the
other to fight in extended order. The
former is the German method. It is
immensely costly in life, but they can
afford it for two reasons, the immense
superiority in numbers and the fact
that their men are so diseiplined to me-
chanical obedience that they fight best
when closely held together under the
personal command of their officers,

“*“The extended order is the French
way. The French soldier does not
fight well wedged together, and he be-
comes impatient under constant com-
mand and mechanical discipline.

“‘One thing is certain. In the open
country I cannot meet troops in a mass
and of greatly superior numbers with |
extended troops. To have the best |
chance of success I must fight in such |
a position that the battlefield is limited
to the strong fortresses which will sup-
port the extended lineés of the French
and by limiting the front will hamper
the movements . of the Germans.’

“Th:s is what Joffre has done, re-
tired to the narrowest part of France
between Paris and Verdun. The suc-
cess of his strategy is shown.”

Reinforcements From West-
-+ ern Frontier Do Ef-
4 . fective Work. .

PETROGRAD, Sept.' 14.— An official
communication by the chief of the
general staff says:

“The rapid and energetic advance of
General Rennenkampf’s army in East

Prussia and our decisive successes OVer
an Austrian army numbering more than-
1,000,000 men have forced the Germans
to send back a considerable portion of
their trrops irom the western frontier.

“From August 28 to September 7 the
Germans were continually bringing re-
inforcements to their eastern frontier.
They then began an attack across the
Mazur Lakes in a region which was
well-known to them. As they advanced,
their right wing threatened to develop
great strength on the front from Nor-
denberg to (Goldnap and Suvalki.

“This manoeuvre, which threatenqd to
place Gen, Rennenkampf's troops in a
Serious  situation, encoumered resist-
ance on the wings from our covering
troops which, in a most self-sacrificing
mantier, held up the enemy’s pressure.

“Eventually, after fighting which cost
the enemy deaply, our entire troops
extricated themselves from this diffi-
cult sityation and occupiefi positions
with a view to later Operatxons.

the prize tickets. Yesterday afternoon

~d not a few men, the latter finding
particular interest in the fact that the
red ticket for the patchwork quilt is
awarded to a man.

A Man’s Quilt.

Mr. D. S. Saddy, of 388 Ridout street,
is tihe winner of first prize, his unique,
patriotic quilt calling forth many com-
ments and much admiration. Tho
background appears to be a large Union
Juck. on which is applied with wondcr-
ful effect the figures of the King and
Queen in royal robes. Near the bot-
tom is a group of three figures sur-
younding an emblematic shield, with
the words “integrity,” ‘“industry” and
“intelligence,” in black. The quilt is
finished with a border worked in tiny
pquares, and is altogether a most
unique production, many thousands of
stitches being involved in its creation.
Mr. Saddy’s name appears on the quilt,
with the length of time required to
make it—February 21, 1911, to August
6, 1914.
