SENATE HAS BILL.

Paris, May 21—4:20 p.m.—The Rome correspondent
of the Havas Agency telegraphs that’ Premier Salandra
introduced in the Senate today the bill passed by the
Chamber of Deputies yesterday, conferring upon the Gov-
ernment plenary powers in regard to the conduct of war.
““It is predicted that the Senate will vote unanimously
for the bill,”’ the message adds.

AMBASSADORS LEAVING.

London, May 21—12:54 p.m.—In a dispatch from
Rome, the correspondent of the Exchange Telegraph Com-
pany says: ‘‘Premier Salandra this morning obtained the
royal signature to a decree suspending the diplomatic im-
munity of the Austrian and German ambassadors to the
Vatican, who leave tomorrow.”’

On receiving the bill the Senate decided unanimously
to consider it as an emergency measure, and named a com-
mittee to make a report. This committee met immediafely.

Army on San to Attack, Says the Correspondent at
Petr ograd.

Tondon, May 21.—The Times Petro-
grad correspondent telegraphs: “The
victorious advance of the Austro-Ger-
man army from the line of the Dunajec
at length has been checked. The Rus-
slan armies had fallen back to the de-
fences of the San, and for ten miles
to the north of Jaroslau the enemy had
forced their way to the western bank.

' *“Meanwhile the left wing of the in-

vading army, operating to the north of

‘the upper Vistula has been crushed in
by the Russians at Opatow, and has ex-
posed the Austro-German army on the
San to an attack from the north as welj
as from the east.

“Great masses of the enemy have ar-
rived in the Stry region, apparently for
an attempt to move on Lemberg. So
far all their attempts to advance in this
region have been checked by the Rus-
sians.”

He was
successiul in the beginning in gaining
a footing, but an immediate counter-
attack resulted in his complete expul-
sion. . At the same time we won ground
beyonq our original positions. In this
fighting we took 120 prisoners.

Official Notice of This Receiv-
ed—Will Take Effect
July 1, 19165.

The Michigan Central Railroad
Company has officially announced
its withdrawal from London, to
take effect July 1, 1915. The no-
tice will be found in another col-
umn. The notice states that “with
the close of business on June 30,
1915, the trackage arrangements
under which the Michigan Central
Railroad reaches London, Ont., will
be terminated.” The notice fur-
ther states ‘“‘as this is a very im-
portant matter all tariff issuing of-
ficers of railroads and other trans-
portation companies, etc., are re-
spectfully requested to correct their
tariffs in accordance with the fore-
going immediately so as to eliminate
representation of the Michigan Cen-
tral Railroad as an initial or term-
inal carrier at London, Ont., ef-
fective July, 1915.”

is important Matter.

We agree with the Michigan Cen-
tral notice that ‘this is a very
important matter,” but it is more °
than important, to London. The
Advertiser has pointed out very
plainly how dependent the city of
London is upon its steam roads.
We pointed out that some years
a'go a strike on the Grand Trunk
of a short duration paralyzed the
business of Western Ontario in a
ddy. The Michigan Central has
been the link between London and
St. Thomas, connecting London
with all their lines east and west,
serving a large part of the best
of Western Ontario. It is one of
the most important factors in the
prosperity of London. The late
John W. Little, one of the best bus-
inessmen London ever had, valued
the Michigan Central connection
very highly. His opinion was also
held by London’s' wholesale mer-
chants,

Result of Electrification.

The withdrawal of the Michigan
Central from London is the. first
far-reaching and damaging result
to London from electrification. It
is a “body blow’” to London, There
may be others to follow that will
prove to be a “knockout” blow.

The vote in favor of electrifica-
tion, it is now apparent, was obtain-
ed by fraud and misrepresentation.
This fact being established it would
be much better for the city to
abandon electrification, and sell
while it can at,an equal price its
copper wire and anything else not
necessary on a steam road.

Cannot Be Made to Pay.

Without the traffic of the steam
roads an electrified L. and P. S. ) 8
cannot be made to pay. Without
the coal traffic it cannot be made
to pay. - Taxes are high enough
without adding the loss of millions
of dollars directly by the cost of
electrification and by adding the
Joss of many more millions of dol-
lars by the indirect loss to the
business interests of London.

While it is still able to withdraw
from an enterprise which it is now
clear will prove disastrous, London
should do so. The connection of a
great continental railway like the
Michigan Central is of more con-
sequence to the prosperity of Lon-
don than the exploitation of a fad.

2 0. Deoartment Gives In-
formation of Interest to
Those Who Have Rela-

tives in Germany.

8ince some Londoners are thought
(o be among those interned in German
Cani:ps as prisoners of war, the follow-
ing communicaticn from the Postoffice
Pegpartment a2t Ottawa is of interest,
as it shows in what manner all com-
munication and parcels should be ad-
firessed. The matter reads:

Postoffice Departmnet,
Ottawa, Canada.
Correspondence for Prisoners of
' War In Germany.

1. Letters (letters should be left
ppen), postcards and postal parcels
phould be addressed as follows:

1. Rank, initials, name.
2. Regiment, or other unit.
3. British (or Canadian, French,

Belglan or Russian) prisoner of
, war.

4. Place of internment.
5. Germany.

Place of internment should be stated
plways if possible, and parcels can-
not be accepted unless place of intern-
ment is stated. All addresses must
be in ink.

2. Communications should be limited
fo private and family news and to
Necessary business communications,
gnd should not be sent too frequently.

No references to the naval, military
br political situation or to naval or
mijlitary movements and organizations
are allowed. Letters or postcards con-
taining such references will not be
delivered.

3. Friends of prisoners of war are
pdvised to send postcards in prefer-
ence to letters as postcards are less
likely to be delayed. If letters are sent,
they should not exceed in length two
sides of a sheet of note paper, and
should contain nothing but the sheet
of notepaper. On no account should
the writing be crossed.

4. Letters cannot for the present be
accepted for registration.

5. Postage need not be pald either
on letters or parcels addressed to pris-
oners of war.

No Letters In Parcels.

6. No letters should be inclosed in
parcels, and newspapers must not on
any account be sent. 8o far as is
known, there is no restriction on the
contents of parcels; tobacco may be
sent and will be admitted duty free,
but foodstuffs of a perishable charac-
ter should not be sent. Parcels should
not exceed eleven pounds in weight.

7. Remittances can be made by
money order to prisoners of war. In-
structions as to how to proceed can be
obtained from postmasters of account-
ing postoffices. The transmission of
coin, either in letters or parcels, is
expressly prohibited. Postal notes and
bank notes should not be sent.

8. Tt must be understood that no
guarantee of the delivery of either par-
cels or letters can be given, and that
the postoffice accepts no responsibility.
In any case, considerable delay may
take place, and failure to receive an
acknowledgment should not necessarily
be taken as an indication that letters
and parcels sent have not been de-
livered.

9. So far as is known, prisoners of
war in Germany are allowed to write
letters or postcards from time to time,
but they may not always have facili-
ties for doing so and the fact that no
communication is received from them
need not give rise to anxiety.

JITNEYS MUST PAY
TO RUN ON STREETS

Five Doflar License Fee Imposed By
Police Commission.

“Jitney”” owners must pay a $5
license fee per year if they intend to

carry passengers on London's streets.

At a special meeting of the police
commission yesterday, this was decided
on and steps will be taken at once by
the police department to enforce the
new requirements. The $5 tax will ap-
ply only to cars carrying six passengers
and a driver. For ‘“Jitneys” accommo-
dating over this number, it is likely
that a tax of $10 per year will be im-
posed.

At the present time, while ordinary
touring cars are being utilized in the
new passénger transportation service,
the ““Jitneys” are within the $5 limie.
Later, when regular ‘‘rubber-neck”
autos, with a much greater capacity,
replace the touring cars, the $10 license
fee will undoubtedly be enforced, it is
said.

Twelve Hlnlre.d Khaki-Clad Soldiers Detrain To Go
Under Canvas Here—Given Great Reception in Galt

ATLANTIC VOYAGE
GREATLY ENJOYED

Harold Alkenhead, one of the
members of the 18th Battalion, now at
Sandling Camp, Hythe, England, has
sent a letter home, in which he de-
scribes the Atlantic voyage. The let-
ter was written aboard the transport
Grampian. It reads:

Dear Mother and All the Rest:

Everybody is alive, but some are
more dead than happy.

We lined up Thursday at 5 o'clock
and stood with all our pack on till
nearly 6:45 pm. Then we marched
down King to Rectory, just the other
side of the roundhouse, and we loaded
on the cars. Colonists sleepers and
Big Mack, Duck, Jim and I got one
section together, and we were o.k.
Nellie and Rupe were on the second
train, which left an hour after us. We
left London at 7:20 p.m., band playing
and a great bunch out. Then we went
I went to
sleep little after 10 o’clock, just as we
left Toronto, and woke up at Brock-
ville. They put on three dining cars
to feed us. We went in 30 at a time
and had a good meal. Breakfast was
porridge, bacon, sausage and potatoes,
bread, butter and coffee. Lunch was
soup, biscuits, bread, butter, and tea,
and dinner was roast beef, potatoes,
Boston beans, bread, butter, tea and
rice pudding. We saw some great
scenery, and finally arrived in Mont-
real about 10:30 a.m. We were out of
the cars here for a short time, and the
second train caught up to us, ailso a
train of A, M. C. and A. 8. M. boys
from Vancouver, Calgary and Winni-
peg. There was another train there
from Toronto of medical men. We left
Montreal about 11:30 by night.* We
were at Chaudiere Junction next morn-
ing. We went through some great
country, lots of timber and some big
sawmills. At Moncton we got out and
marched up through town. They had
two bands out and marched with us.
We did not land into Halifax until
about 1 a.m., and we lay in a siding
till nearly noon.

March to Docks.

Then we packed up and marched
down the railroad tracks to the docks.
There were two boats there. The
Northland and the Grampian. We were
put on the Grampian, not a very big
boat, and a sinner to roll. We went
aboard about noon, and they gawe us
our rooms. Dutch, Jim, Daniels and
I. We have room 369 in steerage, first
deck above waterline. Then about 5
o'clock we pulled out and have been
going since. That was Sunday about
5, and now it is Wednesday. Went to
bed Sunday night and woke up Mon-
day morning good and sick, the other
boys just as bad. Did not eat any-
thing all day, and on Tuesday ate a
little dinner and felt better. I played
in band in afternoon, and went to bed
early, got up next morning feeling bet-
ter. Jim and Rube still sick. We have
had a couple of squalls, and T've been
sprayed more than once, but I'm none
the worse. You should see this old
boat pitch and roll. Sometimes the
prow cuts the wave and then shoots
up 20 or 30 feet, then she rolls from
side to side, and then you see the
fellows grab one another.

Lifebeait Parade.

Well, T've got to go for lifebelt par-
ade. That is a parade to see if every-
one has a lifebelt in case of emergency.
Well it is Sunday night, and we are
only about half way over. The old
boat has behaved great since Wed-
nesday. We hawve had no storms and
the days have been bright and sunny,
and the sea is very smooth. We re-
ceived orders on Wednesday to go
slower and wait for the Northland,
which we had left 100 miles behind.
You should have heard the boys cheer
when she came up on Friday. But
still we did not go any faster. It was
great to see the boats signal by flag
and semaphore in day and by light at
night. But we had orders to go half
speed till our escort arrived. Great
was our relief when we saw a boat
on the horizon today about 11 o’clock,
and she turned out to be our escort.
It was a second-class cruiser, Cumber-
land. That was the first warship 1
had ever seen, so I was interested.
We had the band out up on top deck
playing patriotic pieces when she came
up. They lowered a boat and twelve
men and two officers in it, and they
rowed to each of the boats, and an of-
ficer came aboard and gave the cap-
tain orders. Then she pulled out and
went ahead of us. Then the North-
land followed her and we are now
last in line, and are going full speed,
and should arrive about next Wednes-
day. We have had some great time
since Wednesday. Nobody is allowed
to smoke inside or below decks, and
not after 7:30. If you are caught, 3
days of “C. B.”

Well, it is 8:45 p.m. now and Tl

soon go to bed, or rather bunk. We
miss our Advertisers here wvery much.
You can send me a few. I had a little
talk with Capt. Shuttleworth today.
He is o.k.,, and has been leading the
band the last two days, and it is sur
great. We met him in Montreal and
congratulated him. Well there are
about 5,000 things to say. 1 had to go
with the band at 7 tonight and play
at. the officers’ mess. Will write more
later.

We
made 300 miles last 24 hours, before
that it was from 150 to 200 per 24
hours. We passed two boats today.
One was a Danish sailboat and looked
pretty. Thers was another about 12
miles away when I came below, so 1
will soon go back and look for her,

any closer. We saw a whale a couple
of days ago, and today we saw seagulls
S0 we are getting near our destination,
We heard today the Canucks have
been making a name for us to keep up,
but sorry to hear so many were bad-
ly cut up. I've been busy this after-
noon cleaning my bass horn. We are
going to have a concert tonight and
the band has to play. Capt. Shuttle-
worth is to lead us. He is some hard
worker. Seems strange to be playing
in a concert when we are so near the
part of the ocean where a steamer
struck a floating mine abou. three
weeks ago, but I guess we will get
there o.k. Dutch has just gons on
guard, and “Night Burglar’ Jim is on
deck. Rupe, Grit and Mack are o.k.
I'm sticking a couple or pictures of the
boat, also a program of the concert.
Well I guess I'll look up Jim and get
ready for the band. I'll write twice
more and have it ready when we land.
We expect to see land by morning.
Land In Sight,

Well it is now Wednesday, 5:15 p.m.,
and we have just sighted land. I
guess we are going to Avonmouth,
about 7 miles from Bristol. They are
busy getting up the rifles and piling
them up on deck: We had a great
concert last night. They took up a
collection for the Orphans’ Home and
got $75. The A. S. C. on board also
presented the. band with a purse of
$33, to be divided.

This morning two torpedo boat de-
stroyers came up to escort us, and the
big cruiser left us, and I guess she
went to Queenstown, Ireland. You
should see the destroyers going at the
rate of 40 to 45 miles an hour. There
were two more came up this afternoon,
and they are away out ahead of us
looking around. We will likely get to
Avonmouth about 8 o’clock, Depends
ong the tide. We don’t know what
camp we will go to yet, but will let
you know. Well, this is the longest
letter I ever wrote. The boys say I'll
have to send it parcel post. I'm going
to supper now. 8o long for the pres-
ent. It is about 10:30 p.m., and we are
sailing up the Bristol Channel. The
water is smooth as glass, and there
is a full moon shining, and we can see
lots of small sailboats and destroyers.
Wi can see the lights of the town.
Well, I think I shall go to sleep now.
We have to be up at 5:15 in the morn-
ing. Breakfast at 6 o'clock. Got' to
wear great coats, carry 2 blankets, 2
kit bags and E flat bass, and may
have to do some marching. Good night.
Well, it is morning, and we are tied
up at Avonmouth. They are hauling
up the gangway, and we will soon be
away. It is nice to see the green fields
again, and they seem greener than
at home. The boys are all o.k., also
myself, and thankful we arrived safely.
Well I'll say good-bye, and end my
letter. 1 will write as soon as we get
settled in camp, and give you all the
news. With love to all.

United States Show Vast
Increase.

BRITAIN ISSUES NOTE

Explains
American Ships and
- Cargoes.

[Canadian Press.]

LONDON, May 20.—7:45 p.m.—In an
effort to correct what the Government
believes to be a misunderstanding of
Great Britain’s attitude toward Ameri-
can ships and American cargoes in
other neutral bpottoms, detained wunder
the order<in-council, the foreign of-
fice has issued an explanatory memor-
andum.

This explanation is supplemented by
a statement that cotton cargoes, which
the Government agreed to purchase
under the cotton agreement, have all
been bought by the Government and
that actual details concerning the pay-
ment only await the proof of own-
ership and papers showing the actual
contract price. It is explained that
as most of these papers must come
from the United States there will still
be some unavoidable delays before the
owners of the cotton get their money.

The memorandum of the foreign of-
fice follows:

Three Ships Detained.

“First—There are at the present
moment three American ships detained
in this country. Two of them are
cotton ships. The third is the steam-
er Joseph W. Fordney. This vessel,
with a cargo of foodstuffs consigned
to E. Klingener at Malmo, (Sweden),
was brought into Kirkwall on April 8.
She had been sighted by His Majesty's
ships about ten miles from the Nor-
wegian coast and had thereupon en-
deavored, with the evident desire to
evade search, to escape rapidly into
Norwegian territorial waters, but with-

“On the vessel’'s arrival in Kirkwall
inquiries were at once addressed to
His Majesty’s minister at Stockholm
with regard to the consignee of the
cargo, and a reply was received to the
effect that no person of that name
could be identified at Malmo, though
there was a person of that name who
resided at Gothenburg and was man-
ager of the Gothenburg branch of
Hugo Hartvig and who had stated that
the consignments addressed to him
on board the Joseph W. Fordney were
intended for storage in Malmo.

Destined for Germany.

“Second—The suspicious conduct of
the vessel in endeavoring to elude His
Majesty's patrols and the known con-
nections of the consignee of her car-
g0, have tended to confirm other evi-
dence which has come to the know-
ledge of His Majesty’s Government
that the foodstuffs were, in reality,
destined for Germany. It was accord-
ingly decided that the cargo must be
placed in the prize court, and the ves-
sel is at present discharging at Portis-
head, (England), on the completion of
which operation she will be released.

“His Majesty’s Government feels sat-
isfied that in the circumstances of
this case undue interference with Am-
erican interests cannot with reason
be imputed to them.

“Thirdi—The number of neutral ves-
sels carrying American cargoes and at
present held up is thirty-six. Of these
twenty-three carry cargoes of Ameri-
can cotton. The United States Gov-
ernment are aware that since the en-
forcement of the blockade measures
announced in the supplement to the
London Gazette of the 12th of March,
last, His Majesty’s Government have
acted as regards shipments of Am-
erican cotton in accordance with the
provisions of an arrangement arrived
at in collaboration with representa-

| tives of $he American cotton interests.

Acceptable to States.

“Fourth.—In accepting this scheme,
while it may be noted applies to ship-
ments of cotton for a neutral destina-
tion only, the principal representa-
tives of the AMmerican cotton inter-
ests described it to His Majesty’'s am-
bassador at Washington as conceding
all that the American interest could
properiy ask. It was never suggested
that vessels or cargoes with an enemy
destination should be allowed to pro-
ceed. His Majesty’'s Government were,
moreover, given to understand that
the provisions of the arrangements
were acceptable to the United States
Government.

“The memorandum declares a con-
siderable portion of cotton has already
been sold, and arrangements are be-
ing made for handing over the pro-
ceeds to the parties entitled to re-
ceive it.

“wafter an impartial review of the
facts,” the memorandum says, “it will,
His Majesty’s Government feels sure,
be admitted that no arbitrary inter-
ference with American interests hasin
regard to these cargoes occurred, see-
ing that His Majesty’s Government
have acted throughout in conformity
with the terms with an arrangement
agreeable to the interests  concerned
and that United States citizens will
suffer no pecuniary loss.”

Other Cargoes.

“Ag regards other American cargoes,
which have been placed in the prize
court,’ the memorandum peints out,
“His Majesty’'s Government resort to
this measure in cases where either the

“It is possible that men whose names
will be put before the nation in the
next few days may be responsible to
the country at a time of actual at-
témpted invasion,” said the Mail. ‘We
do mot believe for one moment that
the Germans are keeping their vast
fleet of warships and transports rotting
in jdleness. We believe that when the
hour suits them, perhaps in some last
moment of desperation, their fleet will
strike with the intention of terrifying
the people of these islands into peace
on their own terms.”

{ harmonized to a great extent; for what-
lever is done, the euthorities must be
‘united in bearing the responsibility, mo
: matter how much they may differ
_ privately.
But it 1s one of the defects—if it be
& defect—of parllamentary Government,
ithat there should frequently be dtverg-
ém of opinion between the cabinet
! minister in charge of a department, and
{the expert professiomal with whom he
ihas to work, end whose cordial co-
:operation s mnecessary. The British
; dominiohs, the United States, and all
. other seif-governing communities must
meet this disagreeable condition. The
{ minister is the man chosen by the
people—indirectly at all events—to
manage the affairs of his department.
He is the responsible head, upon whom
must rest the blame for any fatlure or
incompetency. And if he, as is usually
the case, is a strong man, with a mind
and will of his own, he 1s not likely to
be a figurehead. That he should in-
terfere sufficiently to satisfy himself
that what is being done is the right
thing, and is being done right, is only
what is expected of him,

On the other hand, that the profes-
sional in the department, the man who
has been trained up in the special
work, and has spent years at it, should
feel restive sometimes when a man
whom he considers an amateur under-
takes to direct him against his judg-
ment, is perfectly natural. So long as
the minister follows implicitly the ad-

*\. vice or suggestions of his subordinate

.pro!essiomu the latter wil be quite sat-
isfiled,. But when the amateur head
iries to direct the professional foot the
latter is very apt to kick.

But while thers is much to be said
for the professional subordinate, there
is something to be said for the other
side. The expert who has been trained
in the work of a certain department
should have a knowledge of details of
the greatest vailue. He should be able
to detect practical difficulties in the
way of working out proposed schemes;
he should know how best to do what
is to be dome, On the other hand he
is apt to be lmited in his vision. His
routine training confines him to a nar-
row view. He looks upon things from
the standpoint of his own depart-
ment. He wants to carry eout his
work in the way he has been taught,
or by methods devised by himself or
his ecolleagues. In other words, he
may be a first-class hand, but a poor
head.

The minister In charge of the de-
partment does not and is not expected
1o have the knowledge or details or
the professional skill of the expert.
But he should have a broader view.
He has to decide on a policy, not only
from & political, dbut from a national
standpoint. He has to consider tke
future in relation to his own coun-
try and to other countries. The con-
venience, or the immediate success of
the department must be to him o
secondary matter. He is not hamper-
ed by preconceived opinions, nor tied
up in departmental red tape. He may
even order things to be done which
from a departmental point of view
must be failures. And yet from a
broader point of view it may be ea-
sential tha: these things should be
done, whether they are to prove fail-
ures or not.

It is not necessary to go into the
consideration of the various questions
on  which Mr, Churchill and Lord
Fisher may have differed. We do not
know what they really were, or
whether they really existed. What we
desire to say is that if the two men
did disagree it does not necessarily
follow that the amateur minister was
wrong, or the professional expert right.
it depends partly on the men and part-
iy on the circumstances. It is mot

“wise to criticlse or condemn either one
of them.

“A LONG WAY.”

S a long way to go, As a British
Soldier expressed it “it's going to
one hell of a job” to beat the
iMis on land, There’'s no getting

: f from 1t. Phe Germans have the
_ greatest war- hine that was ever
dapriched and they are able to force
~home drives at statéd ‘intervals that
are tremendous setbacks to the winter
rep: on of the Allies. They backed

the British army is like an amateur
boxer in training to defeat the heavy-
weight champion of the world. He be-
lieves that the amateur will achieve
the victory, but he shows that the

singing of “Tipperary” either at home

or abroad will not do it. He pelieves
that what the British have accomp-
lished in the way of developing a war
machine for land is “one of the mar-
vels of military history”. But the
Germans have been at work for half
& century on the same problems and
8s war has come down for the most
part to a question of who has the best
and most machinery, it is matter of a
long-building up process on the one
hand and a wearing-down on the
other. :

The writer to whom reference is
meade is E. Alexander Powell. He has
visited four battle fronts and his nat-
ural sentiments are. with the Allies.
And we believe he best demonstrates
his friendship by a declaration that
before Britain beats Germany on land
every mean in Britain between the
ages of fourteen and forty-eight must
take the fleld. The more men to en-
Yist the sooner the bloody business will
have ended.

Mr. Powell does not doubt ultimate
sucoess. He saw the young Prince of
Wales doilng cross-country running in
France in order that he might be fit
for service. He sees the whole British
army in & mood of desperate determin-
ation. He believes we are *just get-
ting down to it”. He thinks there
should be legs talk of ‘“what we will
do with Germany” and he declares the
British have eettled down to the IHer-
oulean task that lles before them.

Canadians have shouldered & share
of that Herculean burden, In grim
determination we must keep on adding
to our strength,

this is the case. The fleet which is
hammering a way through' the straits
is perhaps the most formidable of its
kind in naval history, but numerically
it 1s behind several of the great arm-
adas of the past. At the battle of 1a
Hogue, May 12, 1692, the French had
76 vessels and the Dutch and English
over 100. The great Spanish Armada
when it appeared off the coasts of
England had 200 ships, and in the
Battle of Lepanto the Dons had 300
sail to the Venetians’ 256. To go away
back, in B. C. 51 Marc Antony had 500
ships when he met defeat at the hands
of Octavius who mustered 250 cratt of
varioug kinds. And at Salamis in B.
C. 481, the Persians concentrated no
less than 400 vessels. Of course these
fleets of remote times were flimsy oar
driven affairs, ' A modern destroyer or
submarine could- clean up the entire
lot before breakfast but considering
the limited resources of the times, that
such great fleets could be gathered
was marvellous,

NOT ALARMING.
HOSE who read articles stating
that Winston Churchill and Kit-
chener have been under fire should
remember that the human being does
not live who can stand the test of this
war without making some mistakes.

Even the Bsupermen of the German
army have miserably failed at: their
own game. The great object of their
campaigns have not been achieved, and
general after general has been deposed.
Cabinet ministers have been torn from
their places and set aside because of
blundering policy. Undoubtedly 1if
there were any machinery to accom-
plish it, the Kaiser himself would have
been removed.

The criticism of the two great heads
of departments is really the first in the
mother country. There may be more
or less than is Indicated by dispatches.
But Britain had the greatest of all
problems—to equip a fighting machine
in a few months. Her heroes on land
and sea and at desks have done nobly.
Who shall say that they have deserved
criticisam? ; u

ANOTHER PEACE RUMOR.

WERY' day brings its crop of peace
rumors. Amonggt yesterday’'s
was one to the effect that Italy had
been “approached” to act as arbi-
trator between the Allies and the Teu-
tonic alliance. Just how Italy would be
free to be the go-between, while serv-
ing demands on Austria, so big that
they have brought the two powers to
the verge of war, is not clear.

If there is any foundation to the
rumor it might be explained by a cun-
ning move of Beriln to further post-
pone the entrance of Italy into the

to take the request into consideration,
without any intention to ‘consent, and
that would give the Teutong a little
more time in which to prepare for
an Italian attacks. But it is not
conceivable that Italy, having gone
8o for, is going to withdraw with-
out some return at Austria’s expense.
And it is inconceivable that Germamy
at the present time would accept the
only conditions the Allies would con-
sent to discuss.

There is not the slightest doubt byt
that Great Britain, France and Russia
are in this fight to a finish. They are
united in their determination to move
on shoulder to shoulder until Germany
submits to their terms. The ex-
penditure in men and money has been
too stupendous to permit of their stop-
ping. Germany must be made to pay,
and the Prussian menace must be re-
moved. Reverses the Allies have had,
some of them severe, but therg is no
question but that ultimately they win
have the upper hand at all points, and
Germany will be on her knees. How-

plete submission, and Germany believes
that she will never be in such a plight,
even if she is no longer certain of vie-
tory. So for the present we can safely
discount all rumors of a peace talk.

Yet Richmond street comes to
an end Decause of the lack of
a brld“./ For the general de-
velopment of the city, as well as for
those who would receive direct benefit,
the comstruction of a handsome bridge
would greatly enhance the value of
that section, It would afford easier
access between the homes and the
business district, just as a subway at
Ridout street would benefit the whole
city, or a subway at Egerton street
would particularly benefit the mer-
chants of East London.

It would be the part of wisdom to
have the bridge proposal thoroughly
discussed before the time for another
vote has arrived. This January an at-
tempt was made to build the bridge,
but the citizens in general did not
grasp the importance of the proposal.
Adequate advertising and the proper
preparation of sentiment will build that
bridge, and will link a fine residential
section of the city with the central
portion.

Cracked fruit jars and tin cans are
worthy of a better fate than the rubbish
heap—if you have a garden. They are
of service against drought, the mortal
foe of plants newly 'set. ;

The glass must be cracked just enough
to let liquid seep through; the cans
should have half a dozen small holes
punched in the bottom. Put them in
the ground, mouth upward, with the
rim just level with the surface, and as
close as possible to the stem and roots
of your tree, or shrub or vine. .Provide
a handy cover, a light slate, a seasoned
shingle, or a small flat stoné—to lay
over the mouth and prevent evapora-
tion after the can ig filled.: =

There is always a good deal of waste
in surface watering; a considerable part
of the water runs off or evaporates with-
out touching a root. Further, it puddles
and cakes the surface, even under mulch.
Can watering zet the moisture Where 1t
wil] do the most good. So does can fer-
tilizing. It is especially good for roses.
If the rose is well established, make the
holes in the can fairly large and numer:
ous, bury the can and fill it once a 'week
with very strong liquid manure. As
soon as the manure has sceped through,
put in tepid water. About once a week
use soapsuds in watering. Give some-
thing every day through the season in
bloom. Use dissolved nitrate of soda
about once a month. If the roses lack
color, dose them with strong soot and
water—it will redden them in a day.
But whatever you use, be sure that you
keep the container well covered, and
avoid clogging it by pushing in dirt.

If trees in fruit have several cans
distributed over the space of their root
spread, the result is exhibition fruit.
Even though the ground may be rich
and be well cultivated, the supplemental
nourishment tells in the strain of ripen-
ing fruit,

Subsurface watering and fertilization
are especially valuable to wall-trained

trees, and to dwarf fruit trees set along
garden paths. g :

Use Fish More Frequently

Through most of the winter season
many of us.Bécome accustomed to hav-
ing fish on our dinner table once a week

at any rate, making it the chief dish of
the Friday dinner, perhaps because we
observe Lenten customs, or only because
there is a good fish supply on that day,
it we are able to make use of the mar.
kets.

Summer, however, opens stores of fish
food for many, when lake and river take
the place of perhaps inaccessible shops
and markets. It seems a pity, then, that
once a week does not change to twice
or .three times for a fish dinner, and
all the year round, when possible.
This furnishes a desirable method of
cutting down the expense of meat dishes
without losing in nourishment, for the
cost of fish is generally less than that of
as lean
meat, and is easily digested. But the
cost cannot be exactly estimated by the
price per pound, as a certain allowance
must be made for waste in the cooked
fish as served at table.

To add
this quality to fish, it should be eaten
with foods that supply the: lack, such
as rice, potatoes or macaroni.

Thereé is an old idea that a fish diet
supplies special nourishment - to the
brain. As a matter of fact, it is no more
a.*brain food” than any other.food, but

being easily digestible, is suited to the
needs of persons of sedentary habits,
and from this has perhaps arisen the
“brain food’” idea.

When fish is bought, bright eyes, red
gilis and firm flesh should be present to
speak for its freshness. There is a
division of fish into three classes, for
food purposes: Fish with more than §
per cent of fat, as salmon and herring;
fish with from 2 to  per cent of fat, as
halibut and mackerel; and fish with
iess than 2 per cent, such as cod and
haddock.

Those fish that have a smaller amount
of fat are more easily digested than the
oilier varleties, and any lack of nutri-
entg in the various fishes is frequently
supplied by the sauces with which they
are served. . A rich fish, like .salmon,
does not need food value added in the
sauce, which should be light, while the
light fish, such as cod or haddock, are
improved in food value and flavor by
the addition of egg sauce. ek

The occasional use of dried and
smoked fish gives variety to the diet,
and such fish are valuable, too, because
the water being eliminated from their
coniposition, the amount of food ma-
terial is large in proportion to the bulk.

When cooking fresh fish caré should
be taken to see that the process con-

BRITISH PUBLIC ASKED
TO CONSUME LESS MEAT

LONDON, May 20.—9:30 p.m.—The
board of trade calls the attention of the
public to the great importance of re-
stricting the consumption of meat, with
a view to economizing nationa] sup-
plies and avolding an excessive increase
in prices. This action was taken on the
advice of the advisory committee of the
national federation of meat traders,

which has been Investigating the recent
big increase in the retail price of virtu-
ally all meats.

This increase the committee found to
be due to the increased requirements of
the British and French armies and the
relative shortage of vessels equipped
for the conveyance of meat from over-
seas. It decided.that the only way to
avold a further advance in the price
would be to reduce appreciably the de-
mand by the civi] population.

HAVING A HOT TIME
SAYS DR. '‘BELL” BURGESS

Former Londoner At Front Writes To
Parentg In Leamington,

Dr. William Burgess, formerly of Lon-
don, who is now on active service in
Belgium, has written to his parents, who
are living in Leamington, as follows,
under date of May 1:

“As the papers say, we have been
having a hot time, and have seen all
we want to of real war. We were shelled
out of four towns. One might I was in
charge of the dressing station and 507
wounded pa=sed through our hands, with
shells bursting above and all around us,
and the smell of gas the Germans used
was terrible, and gave us severe head-
aches. I have had several narrow es-
capes and lost some of my belongings
in one of our retreats. Several of my
helpers and a few of the doctors were
wounded, and have since died. So far
I am thankful to tell you I am without
a scratch, though I have not had my
clothes off in five days or nights. A lit-
tle doze in a chair was all the sleep I
had during that time. I dressed some
German wounded and picked up several
German bullets, with the bullets reversed
in the cartridge, which caused a much
nastier wound, They are up to all kinds
of dirty tricks. There is no doubt the
Canadians saved the day at the critica:
time. So we are all used up, and at time
of writing are in a big field under
tents enjoying a rest immensely, and
will likely stay here until the gaps are
filled up and the men re-equipped. The
weather is getting very warm in the
daytime, but coo] at night. Major
Bentley has been sent back to England
in charge of one of the convaleseent
homes. Remember me to all friends.”

ULTIMATUM TODAY.

[Canadian Press.]
Geneva, May 20—Via Paris, May 21.—
An ultimatum from Italy to Austria may
be expected tomorrow (Friday) and a
dec!aration of war before the end of the
week, according to information reccived
here from Rome.
Baron Von Macchio, the Austrian am-
bassador, is expected to leave Rome i9-
morrow. He and Naby Bey, the Turkizh
ambassador, are ready to start at a mo-
ment’s notice. Prince Von Buelow, the
German ambassador, wired today to ser-
vants awaiting him at Chiasso that he
had *“postponed his return for a day or
two.”

THE BRIGHTEST DAY.

Paris, May 21.—The brightest day for
the defenders of European liberties since
the battle of the Marne, sums up the
opinion of the French press on yester-
day’s events in Rome. All papers ex-
press enthusiasm at the prospect of
France fighting again, side by side, with
her old allies of Magenta and Solferino,
and that the decisive day should be the
anniversary of the two battles of Mon-
tebello is hailed as an excellent omen.
The Matin sees in the Italian Cham-
ber’s vote a brilliant victory for public
opinion without the {irresistible pres-
sure of whi¢h the Chamber, dominated
until yesterday by the party of Former
Premier Gilolitti, would not -have in-
dorsed the policy of the King and Pre-
mier Salandra. The paper also regards
Italy’s present stand as an evidence o
the failure of German diplomacy.

FINAL DOCUMENT.

The
whole capital is in a state of expecta-
tion and ferment. Only in the perind
of the wars of {ndependence can &
parallel be founa. The names of
those who contributed to the unifica-
tion of the country—Victor Emmanuel
11., Cavour, Garibaldl, Mezzini, an] &
hundred other patriots—"ave been on
the lips of the people; their praises
have been sung and the wish has been
expressed by all to emuiate them.

Ovation for D’Annunzio.

A few minutes before the session be-
gan, the poet, Gabriele D’Annunzio,
one of the strongest advocates of war,
appeared in the rear of the public trib-
une, which was so crowded that it
seemed impossible to squeeze in any-
body else. But the moment the
people saw D Annunzio they lifted Rim
shoulder high and passed him er
their heads to the first row.

The entire chamber and all those oc-
cupying the other tribunes rose and
applauded for five minutes, crying:
“Viva I’ Annunzio!”” Later thousands
gent him their cards, and in return,
received his autograph bearing the
eventful day.

No representatives of Germany, Aus-
tria or Turkey were to be seen in the
diplomatic tribune. The first am-
bassador to arrive was Mr. Page, M.
Barrere, Sir J. Rennell Rodd a
Michel De Giers, the French, Britigsh
and Russian ambassadors respectively,
apeared a few minutes later and all
were greeted with applause, which was
also shared by the Belgian, Greek and
Roumanian ministers. :

“Salandra. Sonnino and War.”

For the members of the cabinet as
they filled in, there was an ovation,
the cheers being punctuated with
criegs for Salandra, Sonnino and war.

Premier Salandra’s address was in-
terrupted time and time again by
rounds of applause from all sides, and
the climax waas reached when he spoke
of the army and the navy. Then the
cries seemed interminable and those
on the floor of the House and in the
galleries turned to the military tri-
bune, from which the officers answer-
ed by waving their hands and hand-
kerchiefs. At the end of the premier’'s
spezch there were deafening *“Vivas”
for the King, war and Italy.

GERMANY BELIEVES
ITALY IS PREPARING
FOR SUDDEN STRIKE

Outbreak of Hostilities Regarded as Cer-
tain by Berlin Authorities.

[Canadian Press:.]

BERLIN, May 20, via London—9:35
p.m.—No definite information is avail-
able here regarding the Italian situa-
tion. An eutbreak of hostilities is re-
garded as absolutely certain, but
whether the Italian Government in-
tends to take a decisive Step and de-
clare war today, or will postpone the
delivery @f her ultimatum for a few
days, is unknown even at the foreizn
office, although there is still uninter-
rupted telegraphic communication be-
tween Berlin and Prince Von Buelow,
the German ambassador in Rome.

The call of the Austro-German am-
bassadors on Baron Sonnino, the
Italian foreign minister, yesterday, had
to do with arrangements for the pro-
tection of German and Austrian
nationals who may be in Italy at the
time that war is declared.

It is believed here that events un-
doubtedly will develop with lightning-
like rapidity, once hostilities begin. It
is thought the Italians probably will
lay great value to a sudden stroke to
gain an initial victory. There is rea-
son to believe that the Austro-Ger-
mans are not behind the Italians in
their preparations.

FRENCH OFFICIAL REPORT

Lizerne First Place To Be
Conguered by the
' Pllies.

PARIS, May 20.—3:40 p.m. — 7The
operations along the Yser Canal in Bel-
um, ending in “the complete repulse
of the enemy on the evening of May
17,” are described in a narrative writ-
ten by the official observer with the
French army at ‘the front, given out
here today. It is said the Germans,
“who had gained momentary success
in® using asphyxiating gases, were
finally and definitely mastered by: the
continued pressure of our offensive.”
Details are given, of the fighting since
April 23, on which date the Germans
Succeeded in forcing back a French
territorial division on the right bank of
the Yser Canal. At the same time, the
Germans forced their way across the
canal at Steenstraete and Het Sas,
holding these two localities and organ-
izing further to the west the bridge
head at Lizerne.
“Our reply to this surprise attack,”
the note continues, ‘‘was immediate.
After a violent combat, in which two
chiefs of battalions were killed, the
German = offfnsive was completely
checked.
Continued Three Weeks.

“But this was not sufficient, and we
began the task of clearing the right
bank. Our attack lasted until the 17th
of May, first on the two wings—on the
right toward Het Sas, on the left to-
ward Lizerne and Steenstraete.
‘“Lizerne was first conquered. We
continued to progress. It remained for
us to take from the enemy the quad-
rilateral which they still held between
Steenstraete and Het Sas.

Dead and Wounded.
“In these actions the enemy were
severely .tried. They left over 1,000
men on the fleld, and we had already
captured many men and much material.
The position which we now wanted to
gain was a particularly difficult ene,
on a low plain of Flanders. There the
Germans had succeeded in installing
themselves strongly. First, to assure
their communications, they increased
their facilities l‘or. crossing the canal
and doubled their lines of trenches.
Finally, there was a third line of these
defences along the bank of the canal,
abundantly protected by earth sacks
and obstacles. Marshes and numéerous
large holes filled with water added to
the difficulties.”

Why Rush Falled,
“The capture of so strong a position
required work of preparation. On May
14 we tried to rush things, but failed.
Fog, asphyxiating gas and quick-firers
siopped us.
“The ‘Maison du Collegue,’ so named
because a German major had installed
there, in the face of a French major,
his post of combat, is a farm well pro-
tected by deep water. The men in the
Maison du Collegue mowed down our
lines and many brave soldiers suc-
cumbed. It then became necessary to
increase our trenches, and our works
generally, and also to strengthen our
investment, particularly on the two
wings. We began sapping and ac-
cumulating our artillery. We also re-
ceived aid from the artillery of the
Belgians.
“May 15 was selected for the attack
on Steenstraete Our soldiers, in a
vicious charge captured the second
and then the first German lines, and
reached the village. The village was
nothing but ruins, but the ruins, as al-
ways is the case, were well organized
enemy positions, and the contest con-
tinued in the streets.
“Zouaves and Algerians gained
ground rapidly, capturing quick-firers,
guns and bomb-throwers. One battery
of the Germans, which offered stiff re-
sistance, was in deep celHars. The
fighting was taken into the cellars,
but after several minutes the Zouaves
couid be seen coming up the stairways.
They were the masters there, On our
right we also made progress.

Frightful Spectacle,
“At the end of the day we had gained
the canal up to the route from Steen-
straete to the Yperlee bridge and to
Lizerne. The spectacle in the vicinity
of Steenstiraete and the village itself
was frightful. The Germans left over
60¢ dead, Our losses were serious, but
less than those of the enemy.

‘‘Meanwhile another attack had oce

curred on the Het Sas-Majson du Col-
legue front, where at mnightfall the
Zouaves were in possession of three
lines of the enemy trenches, and all
the houses of Het Sas, on the right
bank of the canal.
“Our progress continued toward the
north along the canal, and we also sur-
rounded the advance works of the Mal-
son du Collegue. In the trenches the
number of German bodieg found ex-
ceeded 700, On the 17th our troops en-
tered the Maison du Collegue, and
ther¢ were no more enemy troops on
the right bank of the canal. The coun-
‘ter-attacks on the day before were
made to cover their retreat. During
our attack on the Maison du Collegue
a heavy explosion occurred and g cloud
of yellow smoke mounted skyward. It
wag evidently asphyxiating gas. Our
Zouaves were happy, as it was be-
lieved the Germans had suffered from
this effusion of gas.”

So far as dispatches reaching this

country from Rome indicate, Italy has
not yet taken the final step to plunge
her into war with Austria-Hungary.
Yesterday the Itallan Parliament gave
the Government full powers to act.
Since that time no news of any decisive
deveiopment has been received. It
would appear that the censorship is
tightening, and it is a fact that dis-
patches from Rome are being delayed.

A Geneva dispatch says Italy may
send an ultimatum to Austria today.
and that a declaration of war will
come before the end of the week. A
message from Rome to London states
that King Victor Emmanuel has signed
a decree suspending the diplomatic im-
munity of the German and Austrian
ambassadors to the Vatican.

Although the Russian war office con-

cedes that the Austro-German forces
in Galicia have won further victories,
it asserts their successes have been
gained at enormous costs in men. An
official communication places the
Austro-German losses in Galicia during
the last three weeks at upwards of
10,000 men a day, and estimates that
they have lost one-fourth, cr perhaps
one-third of their strength.

The struggle for the Dardanelles,
which has brought on some of the
most deadly ercounters of the war, pro-
ceeds with unabated ferocity. Turkish
troops from Asia-Minor have been
brought in to reinforce the troops on
Gallipoli peninsula. Fierce fighting is
now said to be in progress near the
peck of the peninsula, and dispatches
from sources friendly to the Allies stats
that the warships are doing great dam-
age to the fortifications of the Turks.

“Our armies in the field require rein-
forcements and shells of the right kind.
Neither has been provided in adequate
quantities for the simple reason that
Lord Kitchener's orders were given too
late. Plain warnings were disregarded,
and the nation was lulled into a false
security by misleading official reports,
with the result that thousands of Brit-
ish lives were sacrificed in an unequal
contest.

“The nation will not allow that situ-
ation to recur. It must be set right,
and be set right quickly, or the conse-
quences will be swift and startling. The
whole theuble arose because Lord
Kitchener assumed a burden to which
no man could have proved equal.’”’

The Times then forcibly urges that
the business of supplying army shells
ang other necessaries of war be given
into other hands.

©  Strong Support.

While some newspapers are thus al-
most calling for Lord Kitchener's Tre-
tirement, other organs like the Morning
Post and Daily News protest that a
‘“dead set” has been made against him.
The Morning Post says:

“The Government wiil not likely be
so foolish as to throw over the man
whose presence has held the confidence
of the nation and of our fighting forces
since the beginning of the war, but
will rather seek to support and co-
operate with Lord Kitchener and take
from his overburdened shoulders the
secondary work of reorganizing the
country’'s industrial resources, so as
to supply the army with adequate sup-
plies and munitions.”

The Daily News, in an editorial, pro-
testg in the strongest language against
what it terms a press campaign against
Lord Kitchener “organized by some
of the newspapers who at the begin-

‘ning of the war forced him upon the
i country.’®
