I Sir Adam Beck says today that he 
‘ "might" have a report for the con- 
I sideration of the city council Monday 
1 night, pertaining to his negotiations 
I in progress with the London street 

railway for a purchase price.
The member for London stated fur­

ther that he had not completed his 
1 negotiations with the company au­

thorities, and it is assumed that they 
are continuing today.

City Clerk Sam Baker warned to­
day that the time is growing short, 
and if no definite action is taken by 
the council in this respect on Mon­
day night next, it will be imperative 
to stage a special meeting before the 

-end of the week.
Consistent with 1922, the city 

council has left the street railway 
question until the last possible mo­
ment. The statutes clearly define 
that all bylaws going to the people 
in December must be advertised not 

less than three weeks before the day) 
of the election.

Sufficient time must be allowed for 
action by the council, the prepara­
tion of the bylaws, etc., and Mon­
day’s session is the last regular meet­
ing before the last possible date of 

-advertisement, in order to comply 
with the law.

Every minute is now valuable, in 
view of the fact that additional time 
must be allowed in which to give the 
aldermen adequate notice of a spe­
cial session.

Mayor Wenige has repeatedly urged 
that all facts pertaining to the pro­
posed purchase of the street railway 
be submitted to the people at an 
early date. He feared a repetition of 
last year when the Bunnell report 
was “sprung" on the ratepayers dur­
ing the actual campaign.

R. G. Ivey, president of the com­
pany, arrived back in the city tnis 
morning. He explains that he has 
been absent all week attending to 
matters other than street railways. 
He fails to understand how he was 
quoted in a recent Interview by a 
local paper when he tendered no in­
terview.

The vice-president’s fund of in­
formation1 for the public’s edification 
was on a par with Sir Adam’s. Mr. 
Ivey didn’t know whether there would 

/ bo any report for Monday. He even 
"didn’t know" whether negotiations 
with the member for London had 
been completed or not.

About the only thing he did know 
was that their purchase price was 
not going to be "lowered materially," 
as was reported from Toronto after 
the meeting with the Ontario cabinet.

BLUENOSE’S When the annual meeting of the 
London Teachers’ Institute opens at 
the central collegiate on Thursday, 
the members will be treated to a 
program, which for entertainment 
and instruction could not be ex­
celled.

They will 
be met at the station by Mayor 
George Wenige. Chairman A. N. Udy, 
members of the board, officials and 
teachers. From the station they will 
be taken on a tour of inspection of 
local schools, where the methods of 
instruction will be observed.

At noon luncheon will be given 
them at the central collegiate, fol­
lowed by more visits to schools. At 
3:30 p.m. they will be taken for a 
motor drive around the city and dis­
trict. during which they will be 
shown all the points of interest— 
university buildings, hospitals, parks, 
factories, etc.

High ■ tea will be served at the 
Ryerson school by the Women Teach­
ers' Guild, after which a musical 
program will be given at the same 
building, under the direction of E. 
W. G. Quantz, supervisor of music 
in the London schools. This will 
be given in part by scholars of the 
school and will wind up about 8:30 
p.m. The visitors will then leave 
for Windsor on the 9:09 o'clock train 
from the C.N.R. station.

One of the features of the con­
vention will be the reading by Bliss 
Carmen on Thursday night in the 
Masonic Temple in association with 
the Women’s Canadian Club.

All the schools in the city will be 
closed on Thursday and Friday, ex­
cepting those chosen for inspection.

After conducting a search until 1 
o’clock this morning for Josiah Per­
kins, 73. a butcher at 64 Marmora 
Street, he was found crushed to 
death In a hole which he himself had 
dug under a sidewalk. Two cement 
nags had fallen on him. knocked him 
senseless, and he was suffocated when 
the remaining excavated dirt fell in! 
upon him.
At 3 o’clock yesterday afternoon, 
Mr. Perkins commenced to install a 
water meter under his front sidewalk 
at his home. He was digging all af­
ternoon. At 6 o’clock, his wife, who is 
an invalid, missed him. She told 
neighbors that he had not been seen 
for several hours, and that rarely did 
he leave his home for long. A search 
was conducted for him throughout 
the night. Upon the suggestion of a. 
neighbor of Mrs. Perkins’ that the 
hole which the missing man had dug 
during the afternoon be opened. Alec 
Fitzsimmons dug for several min­
utes and excavated the body, which 
was horribly crushed, the head be- 
ing smashed, and the skull broken 
from the heavy weight of the cement 
flags as they fell upon him.

Dr. Cameron Wilson was called at 
one o’clock this morning and said 
that Mr. Perkins had been dead for 
several hours and that death was 
caused from suffocation. Logan’s 
ambulance removed the body to their i 
funeral home at two o’clock. 1

Mrs. Perkins is terribly upset over J 
the accident. She is an invalid and 
is at present confined to her bed 
from shock. C

Mr. Perkins Is survived by hisks 
widow, two daughters and one son, 
who were all out of the city at 
time of the accident. They will ar-, 
rive in London today. ■

MAY SEND TROOPS

DRAKE RECONSIDERS 1
DECISION ON SALARY

Soldiers To Move Forward 
Unless Demand Is

Met.
MARKS CHANGE

Former Appointees Were Per­
mitted To Engage in Their 

Other Business.

Paris, Nov. 3. — A Havas despatch 
from Berlin says it Is learned auth­
oritatively that the Bavarian gov­
ernment has sent an ultimatum to 
Chancellor Stresemann demanding 
the establishment of a Nationalist 
dictatorship. The Bavarian govern­
ment, the despatch announces, in­
tends moving forward the troops 
now assembled at the Bavarian fron­
tier unless such a dictatorship is 
created with the briefest delay.

Believes $3,000, Amount Set 
For Bennett, Not Any 

Too Large.
Special to The Advertiser.

Toronto, Nov. 3.—The attorney- 
general’s department desires that the 
crown attorneyship of London and 
Middlesex county be placed upon a 
full-time basis, it was announced 
today from a competent government 
source.

There is every expectation that 
the provincial department will be 
able to secure the right man.for the 
position at a salary that the gov­
ernment is prepared to pay.

No appointment is anticipated for 
another week at least and probably 
two weeks, the attorney-general 
stated today definitely.

Before .J. C. Elliott, the present 
incumbent, was appointed, strong 
representations were made to the 
administration of that day that the 
appointee be required to give his 
entire time to the work of the crown 
and abandon his private practice.

The ex-attorney-general, W. E. 
Raney, was unable to view the situa­
tion in this light, however, and Mr. 
Elliott, appointed to succeed the late 
J. B. McKillop, was. allowed to con­
tinue his private affairs as well as 
crown duties.

From the Toronto report all this 
is to be changed, providing, of course, 
that it will be possible to secure 
the right type of attorney for the 
salary contemplated.

London, Nov. 3.—At the Chapel 

Royal, St. James’ Palace, today 
Crown Prince Gustave Adolf of 
Sweden was married to Lady Louise 
Mountbatten, daughter of the late 
Admiral the Marquis of Milford- 
Haven (better known perhaps by his 
former title of Prince Louis of Bat­
tenburg), and cousin of King George 
of England.

The King of Sweden and King 
George, with Queen Mary, Queen 
Mother Alexandra, the Prince . of 
Wales, the Duke and Duchess of 
York and practically the whole of 
the British and Swedish royal fami­
lies were present, as well as many 
Swedish and Scandinavian notables. 
The wedding was a full state affair, 
despite the only semi-royal birth of 
the bride (about which there has 
been some' discussion in Sweden in 
connection with the succession to the 
throne).

Glittering Uniforms.
The bride’s mother was a grand­

daughter of Queen Victoria of Eng­
land, while her father was a throne- 
less German princeling who relin­
quished his German titles in favor 
of an English marquiste during the 
great war in order to remain an Eng­
lish admiral, he having served with 
the British navy all his life, and at 
the outbreak of hostilities he was 
actually first sea lord of the British 
admiralty.

London, Eng., Nov. 2.—The British 

government intends to bring down 
legislation at the coming session of 
parliament to make effective its offer 
of credit for development work in the 
dominions and crown colonies. This 
was intimated at the economic con­
ference this afternoon, when a com- 
mittee report on the scheme was 
adopted. Some additional details 
were given. The credit ie to be in 
the form of a loan towards Interest 
charges on money raised for capital 
expenditure on such undertakings as 
power, light, water, drainage, etc., 
whether publicly or privately con­
trolled. Assistance would be in re­
spect of expenditure on orders placed 
in Great Britain and in anticipation 
of work which otherwise would not 
be undertaken for some years.

Maximum Loan.
The maximum loan will be three- 

quarters of the interest charges for 
a period of five years, and during 
this period the loan itself bears no 
interest. In order to qualify a scheme 
must be accepted by the Imperial 
government within the next three 
years. Priority will be given schemes 
involving the earliest placing of 
orders.

The credit scheme had the approval 
of the committee which considered It 
and' this afternoon It received warm 
commendation generally. The ob­
jection has been raised that the clause 
requiring orders to be placed in Great 
Britain may be a detriment.

During the subsequent proceedings: 
Hon. Geo. P. Graham pressed the 
case of Canadian lumbermen. These- 
lumbermen, he said, were anxious for 
a wider market in Great Britain, and 
he urged that this fact be given 
earnest consideration.

■ Discusses Resolution.
The conference had under discus­

sion a resolution which was adopted 
urging the various governments of 
the empire to give favorable consid­
eration to the resolutions passed by 
the empire forestry conference held 
in Canada in July last. These among 
other things urged the governments 
of the empire to adopt a definite for­
estry policy so that the timber needs 
of the empire should be supplied from 
within the empire. On behalf of 
Canada it was pointed oat that only 
in certain provinces were the natural 
resources under the jurisdiction of the 
federal government, but the recom­
mendations would be submitted to the 
competent authorities.

The conference adopted a revise! 
scheme of dominion contributions to 
the imperial Institute. Canada's 
share will be £2,000 per annun which 
is a considerable saving from the 
previous figure.

Ottawa. Nov. 2.—After considering 

petitions asking for the postponement 
of the execution of the death sen­
tences in the case of the two Eski­
mos at Herschell Island, the cab­
inet today reaffirmed its decision not 
to interfere with the due course of 
the law.

The hanging is set to take place 
on Herschell Island in December. In 
commenting upon the decision of the 
council, the department of justice 
expressed the view that a number of 
representations had been addressed 
to the government by persons evi­
dently misled by erroneous reports of 
the facts •

"The evidence taken at the trial," 
it was stated by the department, 
“leaves no room for doubt as to the 
guilt of the prisoners and investiga­
tion has shown that they were prop­
erly and fairly tried by a jury of rep­
resentative men thoroughly acquaint­
ed with the ways and customs of the 
Eskimos.

Corroborate Confessions.
"The confessions of the accused 

were corroborated by native witnesses 
and clearly established that the mo­
tive for the commission of the crimes 
were totally different from those gen­
erally ascribed.

"Alikomisk, the prisoner around 
whom special interest has centered, 
is the Eskimo who in a most delib­
erate and cowardly manner murder­
ed three men, first a native Eskimo, 
then six months later an officer of 
the mounted police and finally an 
employee of the Hudson Bay Com­
pany.

"The belief that the Eskimo knows 
nothing of our law." the departmental 
statement continues, "is absolutely 
unfounded.

MISSIONARY GIVINGS.
An interesting table which is be­

ing distributed in connection with 
missionary literature at the world’s 
missions conference in Wesley Hall 
today is that of the missionary giv­
ings in London conference for the 
past year and the one preceding. The 
table includes the givings of both 
Epworth Leagues and Sunday 
schools. It is as follows, for the 
year 1921-22::

The London Police Commission, 
composed of Mayor Wenige (chair­
man), Judge Talbot Macbeth and 
Police Magistrate A. H. M. Graydon, 
met in Chief Birrell’s office, at the 
police station, yesterday afternoon 
and passed police estimates for 1924 
totalling $119,479.21.

The estimates are $2,140 higher than 
those for this year. Reporters were 
allowed to attend the meeting, no 
serious objections being made by 
Judge Macbeth and the magistrate, 
the latter stating he had no objec­
tions to the press attending meetings, 
but did not think reporters should be 
present when members of the depart­
ment were being disciplined. How­
ever, as there were no members 
schduled to be “up on the carpet” 
the reporters were allowed to remain 
and make note of the proceedings.

Chief Birrell, in answer to a ques­
tion by the mayor, stated that his 
department would show a surplus of 
from $1,600 to $1,800 this year, pro­
viding there were no extraordinary 
expenditures during the remaining 
two months.

Itemizes Estimates.
Itemizing his estimates Chief Bir­

rell stated salaries would amount to 
$110,125.17 for 56 officers and men, 
and $3,567.94 for clothing.

Chief Birrell then told of a man 
who had driven from Montreal com­
plaining about being summoned for 
speeding. The accused said his car 
couldn’t go twenty miles an hour, 
while the police speedometer checked 
him off as going 32 miles an hour.

"The present one is out of date."

It takes 5 to 15 minutes to 
get it started and sometimes won’t 
start at all. It is a 1913 motor, and 
parts have to be made to order or 
wrecking houses searched for them.

Judge Macbeth questioned whether 
a good patrol could be secured for 
$3,000, to which Mayor Wenige re­
plied that a good fire truck was pur­
chased for $3.600.

The judge wanted to know if Dr. 
Brittain had mentioned in his report 
the number, of men the department 
required, and the chief replied he 
hadn’t read it yet, but the doctor 
had told him he didn’t have enough 
constables.

Chief Birrell went on to enumerate 
the bad points about the present 
police station, stating it was too 
small.

The ac­
commodation for female prisoners 
was too small, and they generally had 
to sit in the clerk's office, which 
should be kept for Mr. Moule alone. 
The clerk frequently had large 
amounts of money in his office, and 
did not have proper office room. The 
magistrate’s office was used by law­
yers to talk to clients. and the magis­
trate had to get out, the Chief de­
clared. There should be a room 
where lawyers could talk to their 
clients in private and another room 
for witnesses.

Associated Press Despatch.
Athens. Nov. 3.—The newspapers 

quote British Charge d’Affaires Ben­
tinck as saying that while Great 
Britain does not wish to interfere 
in Greek internal affairs, the British 
government would view with serious 
uneasiness any movement aiming at 
the overthrow of the dynasty.

The Serbian minister also is said 
to have told the Athens government 
that events in Greece" are causing 
Uneasiness in Serbia, whose govern­
ment considers that the proposed 
change in the Greek constitution 
would be contrary to the interests of 
the Greek people. It is understood 
that the French and Rumanian min- 
isters propose to make similar rep­
resentations.

A despatch from Athens on Oct. 31 
reported that at an important cabi­
net meeting it had been agreed that 
the time was ripe for a change in the 
form of government. The Greek 
newspapers drew from this the in- 
ference that a republic was to be

HOUSED REFUGEES RARE COLLECTIONMEETING TODAY
One of the most thrilling and in­

structive stories written in recent 
years is contained in the official re- 
port of Capt. S. Robinson, R.N.R., 
commander of the Canadian Pacific 
S.S. Empress of Australia, on the 
Japanese earthquake, the fire and 
subsequent relief operation, issued in 
booklet form by the Canadian Pacific 
Steamships, Ltd.

Here in a small 24-page booklet is 
a fresh story of the "Island race" ful­
filling every great tradition of the 
sea and that echoes every tale of 
adventure and courage in the long 
history of brave men who have fol­
lowed the rolling trail and gone down 
to the sea in ships. It is a tale of a 
seaman, a Royal Naval Reserve man, 
and of his nerve-steady crew, who 
stood by him and carried out his 
orders in the face of imminent de­
struction and in the midst of chaos 
indescribable.

The wording of the report is just 
such a story as you might read in any 
report made by a naval officer dur- 
ing the war. The facts of the catas­
trophe are related in nautical terms 
of the seaman and recorded with that 
plain and accurate statement of fact 
which is the sure indication of the 
trained service man.

Land Moved in Waves.
Captain Robinson tells of the first 

quakes, and of the actual shocks, with 
“the land moving in waves six and 
eight feet high, like a succession of 
fast-moving ocean swells, plainly 
visible from our bridge and leading 
straight to the ship.”

He goes on to speak of the break­
ing out of fire in the devastated city 
and of the burning of the freight 
sheds, which were just beside the 
ship. The Empress of Australia had 
been about to sail for Vancouver at 
the time of the quake, and all her 
passengers were on board. Captain 
Robinson says that she rocked so 
violently that he thought “the masts 
and funnels would carry away.”

In trying to get away from the 
wharf and from the burning sheds 
the Empress fouled the S.S. Steel 
Navigator. The Lyons Maru, one of 
the T. K. K. boats, broke from her 
moorings and struck the ship, and 
what with drifting barges which were 
on fire, the smoke and dust clouds, 
together with a mass of burning fuel 
oil floating on the surface of the 
harbor, made the position of the ship 
one of extreme gravity for some 
bouts. All this was at noon of Sat­
urday, Sept. 1, in the harbor of Tokio. 
On Sunday, having reached the cen- 
ter of the harbor. Captain Robinson 
was able to get a tow from the Iris, 
one of the Anglo-Saxon Petroleum 
Company’s boats, and was in com­
parative safety. The Iris was a 
single-screw steamer with 4,000 tons 
of benzine and kerosene on board, 
and the captain of the Empress is 
emphatic in his praise of the ser­
vices rendered by her skipper, Capt. 
A. J. Konings and her crew.

A Refugee Ship.
Mr. Boulter, the acting British con­

sul. was given a room, and after get­
ting some of the refugees on board, 
the total souls on the Empress on 
Sunday night was: Europeans, 592; 
Chinese, 705, and Japanese, 604. The 
injured and many of the refugees 
were transferred to the Empress of 
Canada, which arrived on the Mon­
day and which also supplied the 
Australia with two boatloads of pro­
visions.

Captain Robinson speaks very 
highly of Mr. Boulter, the acting 
British consul, who, when his superior 
was killed at the first shock, and 
when the American consul also was 
killed, had to act for all the Euro­
peans in the city for some time, and 
who carried on his work with pre­
cision and tact. There is, too, a word 
of sincere appreciation for all mem­
bers of his crew on the Empress of 
Australia, and the booklet concludes 
with two letters addressed to Cap­
tain Robinson, one by the American 
relief committee and the other by a 
committee of the British and foreign 
refugees who were on the vessel at 
the time of the quake. These letters 
are included by the official of the 
Canadian Pacific Railway in order to 
do justice to Captain Robinson and 
ins crew and help to make up a record 
of service and courage unsurpassed 
in the annals of the sea. It is a book 
that can be had free from the head- 
quarters of the company in Montreal 
and should be in the library of every Canadian.

In keeping with the nature of the 
World Missions Conference now in 
progress at the First Methodist 
Church is Dr. Fred Stevenson’s ex­
hibit in Wesley Hall, which last 
evening and this afternoon attracted 
a large number of visitors. It will 
be in place for the remainder of the 
conference. In addition to this. Dr. 
Stevenson has a wealth of interest­
ing information about each object, 
and the visitors are raegaled with 
fascinating stories of missionary life.

Although the cases were not .all 
opened last evening, and the idols 
and curios were not on display until 
noon today, the tapestries, which are 
the central Objects of the collection, 
were hung last night at a fine point 
of vantage.

To judge from these, it would secin 
that the phrase, “The Eternal Tri­
angle," is one particularly well- 
formed They are hundreds of years 
old (no one knows just exactly now 
old), but Dr. Stevenson points out: 
“Their story is just like the movies.” 
At first glance, one sees little but a 
fantastic arrangement of figures of 
all shapes and sizes. But it only 
needs a little closer inspection to see 
the theme, "Two Men and a Woman." 
At some point in each, there are the 
two men. glaring hate at each other, 
and ready to attack with dagger or 
spear. Then there is the lady in the 
case, dark-eyed, alluring, and as 
dainty as possible, with the tiny, 
bound feet just showing beneath the 
elaborately-embroidered trouser.

Dragon Protects.
In the first picture, she has the 

protection of a dragon, whose huge 
tail curls in one corner, and whoso 
fiery eyes glare in the other corner. 
Apparently, in those days, also, wo­
men were quite well able to look after 
themselves, because at her side site 
carried a tiny dagger, which she ap­
pears to be quite wililng to use, if 
the necessity arises. But this isn't 
all the tapestry portrays. There are 
flowers, and fruits, and birds, and 
men, and women, and gardens, and 
teapots, and scores of other things, 
all patterned with a marvelous grace, 
the whole a wonderful maze, but each 
tiny figure standing out clear from a 
background of its own.

Every line, every drawing, every 
stitch, is the handiwork of men, and 
the whole is a marvel of designing, 
artistry and needlework. Dr. Stev­
enson procured them at a pawnshop 
in a small town 2,000 miles inland, 
but knows little or nothing of their 
history, so ancient are they.

A whole trunkful of the elaborate 
Chinese costumes are on display. 
There are mandarin coats for which 
the lady of fashion would pay a for­
tune, except for the fact that they 
couldn’t possibly be made today. Dr.

THANKSGIVING DAY
New York, Nov. 2.— Jack Renault, rugged Canadian heavyweight, 

battered Floyd Johnson, Iowa battler, into defeat tonight in the fifteenth 
and last round of a furious, spectacular fight in Madison Square Garden. 
Renault scored a technical knockout when Johnson’s seconds tossed a towel 
into the ring after the Iowan had gone down twice in the final round under 
the Canadian’s battering attack. But Johnson, though helpless and bleeding 
from gashes about the head, was on his feet when the end came, staggering 
back by instinct to the fray he had lost only after one of the most courageous 
ring exhibitions ever witnessed in the historic Garden arena.

The finish came with but 31 seconds of the final round left, and after 
Johnson, by sheer grit, had managed to weather a terrific bombardment for 
the last seven rounds. The young Iowan was on the verge of a knockout in 
both the ninth and tenth rounds, groggy under Renault’s cool, merciless 
attack, but just when it seemed he was about to go down he rallied spec­
tacularly, and actually fought Renault off his feet with determined if futile 
rushes in the eleventh, twelfth and thirteenth rounds.
' Renault, jarred but apparently unhurt by the flurry of his rival’s blows, 
kept a steady stream of blood flowing from deep gashes under Johnson’s .left 
eye, his nose, lips and chin.

ZEV IS FAVORITE EXPECT BIG CROWD

Associated Press Despatch.
Cincinnati, Nov. 2.—Racing interest 

began centering on Kentucky tonight 
for the running tomorrow of the 
Latonia Championship Stakes, which

Arms dangling at his side, he tot- 
tered toward the center of the ring, 
but his seconds sent a towel hurtling 
Into the ring before Renault could 
further punish his helpless opponent.

Again clubs have a notorious faculty of picking just the winners in 
sport. The games that do not pay gates are left severely alone.

Swedes Are Eager To Meet English Woman Who Will Some

Stockholm. Nov. 2.—The marriage 
in London tomorrow of Lady Louise 
Mountbatten, great-granddaughter of 
the late Queen Victoria of England, 
and second cousin to King George, 
the present sovereign, to Gustaf 
Adolf, crown prince, of Sweden, is 
received with, deep interest here. The 
Swedes are eager to meet the woman 
who some day will become their 
queen, and England is believed to be 
gratified at the new royal ties that 
bind Stockholm and London into still 
closer friendship.

Lady Louise is a sister of Lord 
Louis Mountbatten, who last year 
married Miss Edwina Ashly, said to 
be one of the richest women in Eng­
land. Lord Louis and his bride spent 
part of their honeymoon in the United 
States.

It was an eventful wooing, which 
led to the wedding in the Chapel 
Royal of St. James Palace. Scarcely 
had the news of Gustaf Adolf’s en­
gagement been announced, when it 
was reported that certain authori­
ties in Sweden opposed the marriage 
on the ground that Lady Louise was 
not of sufficiently high rank to mar­
ry the crown prince.

The Lady’s Side.
Then, while the genealogical ex­

perts were settling this question in 
favor of the bride-to-be, came the 
startling news that the press of for­
eign lands was broadcasting (the tale 
that Lady Louise had changed her 
mind about becoming a crown prin­
cess anyway, and was going to marry 
an obscure English painter of modest 
income. But as the summer passed 
by these rumors were gradually dis­
credited by the ’ fact that Lady 
Louise and the Swedish crown prince 
were often seen together in England 
and France.

Lady Louise’s father was Prince 
Louis of Battenberg, later known as 
the Marquis of Milford-Haven. The 
Battenburg family has sprung from 
Germany by way of Austria, where 
the title of prince was bestowed, and 
because of strained feeling in Eng­
land during the war the name was 
anglicized to Mountbatten. Lady 
Louise, who is about 35 years old, is

The Swedish crown prince, whose 

full name is Oscar Fredrik Wilhelm, 
Olaf Gustaf Adolf, has been married 
before, his first wife having died some 
three years ago. Crown Princess Mar­
garet, daughter of the Duke of Con­
naught, and Princes sot Great Britain 
and Ireland, had borne Gutaf Alof 
five children, and her death was a 
great bereavement to the Swedish 
people.

Gustaf Adolf is now 41 years of age, 
more than six feet tall, as are all the 
men of the Swedish royal family, and 
vigorous as an athlete. Indeed, he is 
the possessor of the "thletic medal," 
awarded only for high proficiency in 
at least five different branches of 
sport in Sweden. This is perhaps not 
strange, nor is it strange that he is 
a military leader, and that he should 
have commanded one of his country's 
armies in the field manoeuvres which 
ended only two weeks before the 
wedding..

But it may surprise many to learn 
that the Swedish crown prince is also 
a serious archaeologist, with several 
expeditions to his credit. Last year 
he spent nearly two months person­
ally directing the excavation .of the 
burled Greek town of Asine, and un­
earthed many precious relics that 
shed light on the civilization of 3,000 
years ago. He is, moreover, a collec­
tor of paintings, especially of the 
works of modern artists, such as 
Anders Zorn and Carl Larssen. Gustaf 
Adolf is very democratic, and conse­
quently popular with the masses in 
Sweden. His political aims and prin­
ciples, like those of his father, are 
sound and constructive.

The wedding in London will be at­
tended by both King George of Eng­
land and King Gustaf of Sweden .The 
couple will spend their honeymoon in 
Italy. •

St. Thomas, Çov. 2.—According to 

the figures compiled by Assessment 
Commissioner” J. P. Freek’ of this 
city the population of St. Thomas is 
on the decrease. Mr. Freek’s figures 
give the present population of St. 
Thomas as 17.327. against 17,779 of 
last year, a decrease of 452. Mr. 
Freek points out. however, that this 
does not include the suburbs such as 
Yarmouth Heights and Lyndhurst. 
Officials of the city are inclined to 
believe that the figures are incor­
rect, inasmuch as they were compiled 
at a time when most of the residents 
were away on their summer holidays. 
They also point to the fact that sev­
eral new houses have been erected, 
and that the number of unoccupied 
ones in the city ,is comparatively 
small.

Up until October 31 of this year 
307 births were registered, as against 
316 of the corresponding period of 
last year, and 351 in 1921. Marriages 
totalled 145 this year, as against 134 
for the same period of 10 months in 
1922, and 351 in 1921, while deaths 
numbered 196 as against 158 in 1922 
and 202 in 1921.

October had 29 births tn its credit 
compared with 25 in October, 1922. 
and 37 in September of this year. 
Marriages last month numbered 24. 
while in October. 1922, there were 
only 15. Deaths for last month were 
19, against 14 in 1922.

Girls again led last month, because 
out of 29 newcomers 17 were of the 
gentler sex.

Nineteen Permits.
Building operations seem to have 

thrived in this city during the last 
month, as there were 19 permits is­
sued’ for October for a total esti­

mated value of $15,580. This includes 
three new houses and tea garages.

New York, Nov. 2.—The United 

States was called upon tonight by 
Right Honorable Lloyd George in his 
farewell address in the new world, to 
perform, along with the British 
Empire, Its full duty to the world.

"You responded to Europe’s need 
in 1917," he declared. “But the work 
Is only half done, and if not com­
pleted civilization is doomed within 
this generation to a catastrophe such 
as the world has never seen."

Speaking with lofty eloquence to a 
brilliant audience, the former British 
premier described conditions in Eu­
rope, declaring to those who say 
“Keep clear of the wreckage,” "Yes, 
but there are millions underneath.”

“Follow through and keep your eye 
on the ball," pleaded the little Welsh­
man in acclaiming the Hughes pro­
posal for an international commis­
sion to solve Europe's reparations 
tangle.

Golfers Vernacular.
Adopting the golfer’s vernacular, 

the war-time premier warned of 
bunkers and hazards ahead, but ex­
pressed in solemn words his faith in 
the step taken by the United States 
to bring order out of chaos abroad.

Before sailing for home tomorrow 
on the Majestic after touring Canada 
and the. United States, Mr. Lloyd 
George urged the United States not 
to be harsh on Europe, and added:

"All vengeance is unbalanced. Every 
vindictive man or woman is partly 
insane.”

“Who," he asked, "smashed Ger­
many and Austria? Who created 
their impotence to carry out treaties?"

All Brought Victory.
All, he said, solemnly, were 

responsible for victory and all, he 
added, were responsible for what 
followed. Only two countries, the 
United States and Great Britain, he 
declared, could establish justice in 
the world.

France, he said, was committed to 
holding the wolf by the ear, even 
though the wolf should later turn 
and rend her.

Mr. Lloyd George spoke to a 
crowded house heavily guarded by 
uniformed police and plainclothes- 
men. There was no disaster indoors, 
but outside the hall a few persons, 
said by the police to be advocates of 
the Irish Republican movement, were 
arrested.

Just as Lloyd George ended his 
address a man sitting near the stage 
cried: “Three cheers for Lloyd 
George, the father of the Irish Free 
State."

Manchester, Eng., Nov. 2.—Prime 

Minister Baldwin in his speech here 
tonight declared that drastic meas­
ures were required to solve Great 
Britain’s problem of widespread un­
employment. He had never been a 
doctrinaire economist, and he re- 
garded the economic system as one 
of expediency rather than principle, 
but, he added:

"The period of observation is 
past: I find myself here with my 
mind made up that if we are to at­
tack a problem of unemployment, 
we must have recourse to radical and 
drastic measures."

The premier also developed his 
protectionist policy somewhat fur­
ther. He said he purposes to put a 
tax on manufactured goods, with 
special regard to those imports 
which caused the greatest amount 
of unemployment, to give substan­
tial preference to the dominions, but 
not to tax meat. What he argued, 
he declared, was that the government 
was dealing with an absolutely post­
war problem for which nothing be­
fore the war served as any guide.

"We are living in. a camouflaged 
peace, and no war in our history has 
had such economic reactins as the 
late war,” said the premier. “Nobody 
is able to predict when stability will 
return to Europe. Therefore Great 
Britain must rely on itself and look 
to its own future. We shall never 
make other nations lower their tariff 
by waiting."

Declaring that the exportation of 
cotton spinning machinery to the far 
east had put a weapon of competition 
into the hands of cheap labor, Mr. 
Baldwin said: •

“As long as I have the responsibil­
ity of government I shall never feel 
justified until we‘ have so developed 
our empire that we shall be absolute­
ly independent of America with re­
gard to cotton growing."

London, Nov. 2.—The Lloyd George 

wing of the Liberal party dislikes 
Premier Baldwin’s fiscal program as 
much as the Asquith wing, according 
to C. A. McCurdy, M.P., parliament­
ary secretary in the Lloyd George 
government. Speaking at the annual 
conference of the National Liberals, 
Mr. McCurdy, who expressed opinion 
that the general election would not bo 
held until after January next, com­
plained of the paucity of details as 
to the premier’s intentiona with re­
gard to fiscal matters. It was 
creating uncertainty, he said, and 
tended to increase unemployment.

- H Inquest Fails To Discover Who 
Gave Drug—Chinaman 

Denies Blame.

Canadian Press Despatch.
Niagara Falls, Nov. 2.—An inquest 

was held this afternoon into the cir­
cumstances surrounding the death of 
Mrs. Gertrude Holland, of this city, 
who was removed from the home of 
L. Sing, Chinaman, here last Monday 
morning in an unconscious condition 
and died later at the general hospital. 
The verdict returned was that Mrs. 
Holland came to her death by an 
overdose of opium administered by 
herself or some person unknown.

Louis Sing gave evidence that Mrs. 
Holland had come to his house on 
Sunday night complaining of feeling 
ill, and lay on the bed but lapsed into 
unconsciousness. He had her remov­
ed to the hospital in the morning. 
He did not have any opium in the 
house. He stated that Mrs Holland 
had been coming to his house for the 
past two years and,that her husband 
had also been at his place.

Mr. Holland, husband of the dead 
woman, declared he had visited the 
Chinese house only to look for his 
wife.•

stery surrounds the death of Henry 
Stewart, night watchman on the gov­
ernment dredge at Goderich harbor.

When the day workmen on the 
dredge went to work this morning 
there was no sign of Stewart. Drag­
ging operations were begun almost 
immediately around the dredge which 
lies during the night at the northeast 
corner, of the harbor. The body was 
recovered about 10 o’clock.

CREW ESCAPES INJURY

Special to The Advertiser.
Woodstock, Nov. 2. — The worst 

railway wreck reported in this dis­
trict in some time occurred on the 
Canadian Pacific Railway five miles 
east of the city about 1 o’clock this 
afternoon. The breaking of a wheel 
on the front car of a long through 
westbound freight was the cause of 
the smash, which sent 12 freight cars 
to the ditch on both sides of the 
track, and derailed a number of 
others, tore up the track for a dis­
tance of several hundred yards and 
stripped the telegraph wires from 
the poles beside the track. Fortun­
ately none of the train crew were In­
jured, although those riding on the 
caboose received a bad shaking up.

After the first car, on which the 
wheel smashed, had plowed along on 
the ties, tearing up the track for 
about 100 yards, it became detached 
from the engine, which shot ahead 
without injury to the engine or its 
crew. /

A peculiarity of the wreck was the 
way the cars were ditched. Altern­
ately the cars went to the left and 
right of the track, smashing to pieces 
at the bottom of the steep banks. 
Some of the cars up-ended as they 
left the track and carried with them 
the telegraph wires, causing the col­
lapse of the service between east and 
west points.

In the long string of cars were two 
gasoline tank cars. Fortunately they 
were empty, and a possible catas­
trophe was averted. When these 
steel cars left the rails they were 
thrown crosswise of the track and 
formed a buffer which brought other 
cars to a stop before any more left 
the track.

Several of the cars thrown from 
track were loaded with newsprint 
end printing presses, and rolls of 
paper were tossed from the smashed 
cars over into the adjoining fields. 
A printing press was shot through 
the end of a car and landed over in a 
plowed field.

It was the opinion of several of the 
officials that a flaw in the steel 
caused the break in the car wheel.

The London and Guelph auxiliaries 
were rushed to the scene, and the 
members of the crews worked hard 
for seven hours before a semblance 
of order had been restored.

The eastbound express was sent 
over the C. N. R. tracks to Paris and 
then back to the C. P. R. at Drumbo. 
The passenger train from the west at 
5:16 was held here and the passen­
gers fed by the railway authorities. 
About 9 o’clock the track had been 
temporarily repaired and passenger 
traffic was resumed.

St. Thomas, Nov. 2. — John Wil­

liams was today committed for trial 
by "Magistrate Maxwell, on a charge 
of manslaughter as the result of the 
death of 5-year-old Jean Robertson 
of Yarmouth Center, who was killed 
by a car driven by Williams on 
October 18.

Williams is driver of the Aylmer- 
St. Thomas taxi, and on the day in 
question was passing through Yar­
mouth Center, when the little girl 
ran across the road in front of his 
car and was struck down. At the 
inquest held in Yarmouth Center, 
evidence was given that Williams was 
not driving rapidly, and that he had 
sounded his horn at the crossing. The 
girl was crying, as the result of a 
fall a moment or so before she ran 
into the roadway, and is believed not 
to have seen the car at all.

A CORDIAL INVITATION TO ALL SERVICES.

Two stirring addresses, those of 
Professor Yohan Masih of India, and 
of Rev. W. A. Cameron, pastor of 
the Bloor Street Baptist Church. To­
ronto, last night opened the World 
Missions Conference, a three-day 
event, in the First Methodist Church.

The fifteen hundred persons ex­
pected as an audience by the local 
Ministerial Alliance were easily pres­

ent. Every church in the city of the 
denominations concerned was repre­
sented in the crowd which filled the 
auditorium, and the greater part of 
the gallery of the First Church. As 
a source of inspiration for the ensu­
ing three days, the opening session 
was deemed most successful.

Rev. Cameron is a master of pow­
erful oratory. In addition to this, 
he is possessed of a compelling 
earnestness, almost at variance with 
his rather slight frame. He is not 
a preacher of the thundering style. 
In fact it is only at times that his 
voice rises above the tone which 
seems just conversational, but which 
in reality reaches to the farthest 
corners of the gallery. His message 
is one of deep sincerity, and a can­
did and wide-reaching appeal. And 
he is not afraid of candor in his 
speech.

Last night he said at the con­
clusion of his address:

"You businessmen who spend as 
much on a hunting trip in one year, 
as you give to missions in ten, you 
don’t understand much about this 
Cross of which I speak, or you would 
set it up in the middle of your busi­
ness. It is the most tremendous of 
all Christian realities. Dare you look 
upon it, and then go out and live a 
selfish life. If you do, you will 
measure your life by loss and not by 
gain."

Speaks on Self-Sacrifice.
Rev. Cameron's subject was self- 

sacrifice, which he called one of the 
fundamental laws of Christianity, and 
without which there would be no 
missions.

“Christianity is the religion of the 
future,” said he, "never giving up 
hope, ever pressing to her goal, cer­
tain that ultimately the crown will 
be hers."

The principle of self-sacrifice, Rev. 
Cameron propounded with the exam­
ple of nature, of which it is a com­
pelling law that the death of the 
lower must always mean the birth of 
the higher.

“1 make no apologies," he said, “for 
saying that the same principle is 
working out in the British empire. 
It has worked out in the pages of all 
history. Britain poured out her blood 
and her treasures of men and money. 
You can’t speak in the same breath 
of the sacrifice of other nations and 
that of Britain. For every one man 
out of work in France, Britain, has 
six hundred. Forty millions of dol­
lars is the amount of her debt to 
America. And she has given her 
word to pay it. It is a stern and 
dreary prospect ahead of Britain, and 
yet sixty years from now, when you 
and I have passed on. Britain will be 
paying her forty millions into the 
treasury of the United States. She 
has given her word. That is the way 
nations grow, and the God who made 
her mighty, will make her mightier 
still."

of self-sacrifice, Dr Cameron said: 
"I don’t know of a church that 

hasn’t saved itself by giving itself 
away. I don’t want to start a con­
troversy, but I don't believe that 
Christ himself intended to start a 
church. That was something which 
came as an after-thought. Don't you 
see that the purpose of the church 
is not to increase its own stature, but 
to make itself lees useful but ' creat­
ing a new growth in the Christianity I 
of the world. I ask you the question, 
‘Are you more concerned with Tal­
bot Street Baptist Church, or with 
St. Andrew’s Presbyterian Church 
than you are with the extension of 
Christ’s kingdom. The church which 
is shut in upon itself must surely 
die.”

Last evening was not the occasion 
of Professor Masih’s introduction to 
the city. He has spoken here before, 
and the large audience in the First 
Methodist Church greeted him with 
applause, which bespoke the sym­
pathies of a Christian congregation 
to one of their number, and of an 
audience of Britishers to one of their 
kindred.

In commencement. Prof. Masih 
pointed out the tremendous difficulty 
with which India is faced by reason 
of her caste division.

"In India," he said, "there is social, 
political and economic unrest, and 
agitation, but behind all three is the 
religious unrest, because India, in 
spite of superstition and witchcraft, 
is the most deeply religious nation 
on the face of the earth.

Satisfy Yearning.
"Satisfy India’s thirst for some­

thing higher and nobler, and you will 
find that all this unrest will speedily 
die out. He who satisfies India’s 
prayer and yearning, she will fall 
at his feet and worship. And a truly 
Christian India would sweep the 
whole world into heaven.

"Non-Christian India has come to 
realize the dangers of the caste 
system. A change la being wrought. 
And in other matters also there is 
a change, The women are coming to 
lead a different life; they are com­
ing out from behind the veil. As 
far as religion is concerned, women 
are the stronghold of India. They 
are very orthodox, very devout.

"Ghandi wrought a change in India. 
But the influence of Christianity 
upon non-Christian India is shown 
in this—that when the followers of 
Ghandi sought to make a comparison 
for him, they selected not the names 
of Bhudda or Mohammed, but that of

Campaign Will Be Launched 
Shortly To Swell Mem- 

bership.

Andrew Robson, for seven years 
president of the London Liberal Club, 
resigned thath office at the annual 
nomination meeting held in Hyman 
Hall last evening, John M. Weber 
was unanimously elected the club's 
new president. t

In declining to allow his name on 
the ballot papers again, Mr. Robson 
said that as long as he lived and as 
long as the Liberal organization 
existed, he would remain one of its 
most ardent supporters.

More than 30 names were proposed 
for positions on the executive. Some 
were compelled to decline, but the 
majority let their names stand. 
Charles C. Ferguson, for many years 
the club secretary, was re-elected by 
acclamation, as was Mr. Weber, the 
incoming president.

Mr. Robson assured his audience 
that he would continue to take an 
active part in Liberal affairs. He 
sketched a brief history of the club 
since he was first elected to the office 
of chief executive.

"In 1916 the finances and general 
affairs of the Liberal Club had sunk 
to a low ebb. Now the club is as 
prosperous as it has ever been in its 
palmiest days. The cost of mainten­
ance to Liberals who are not mem­
bers amounts to only a few hundred 
dollars. The remainder required to 
keep it operating is provided by the 
members themselves. When the in­
coming executive assume their new 
positions they will have a neat sur- 
plus." •Mr. Robson said he had been for­
tunate in having some of the finest 
men in the city to work with during 
his term of office. Their efforts in 
the interest of Liberalism and the 
club had made it one of the livest 
political organizations in Canada.

Elected Unanimously.
* John M. Weber was elected unani- 
monsly to succeed Mr. Robson upon 
the nomination of Mr. Sippi. In his 
inaugural speech he appealed for 
close co-operation from club mem­
bers and stressed the necessity for 
securing new members, adding that 
a campaign to swell the membership 
would commence shortly.

"We read frequently that our op­
ponents are organizing, and there is 
no reason why we cannot organize 
just as effectively,” Mr. Weber said, 
"The results of the recent provincial 
election were not gratifying to Lib­
erals in London, but we look forward 
to the time when we shall retrieve 
this city from the hands of our politi­
cal adversaries."

F. J. Chappell, Liberal candidate 
for East Middlesex in the last On­
tario election, paid tribute to the re­
tiring president and Mr. Ferguson. 
He said that in the course of ‘his 
campaign last spring he did not hear 
from either the president or secre- 
ary of the East Middlesex Liberal 
Association. To achieve things

FURS PRAISES THE WOMEN
Special to The Advertiser.

St.’ Marys, Nov. 2.—In a strong 
denunciation of farmers in general 
for having "too much individuality and 
not enougli co-operative spirit," J. J. 
Morrison, secretary of the U. F. O., 
told a gathering of rural residents in 
the town hall here on Thursday night 
that “the women of Ontario are sav­
ing the U. F. O. as an organization."

Mr. Morrison made it a point to 
tell of the disconcerting and almost 
discouraging conditions that are fac­
ing the U. F. O. at the present time.

“Today," he declared, "the depopula­
tion of the country sections is be­
coming a serious problem. Foreign­
ers are taking over the land and the 
farmers are moving to the cities and 
towns. In doing this, farmers are 
working against their own interests, 
but they do not seem to realize it

“The women are keeping the U. 
F. O. alive. The weak spot in the link 
is that the question of party is too 
much to the fore, and the question 
of principle is taking second place.

"The election of 1919 was run by 
me, and successfully, to put the far­
mers in power.”

The secretary further charged that 
the agricultural industry today is in 
the hands of inefficient, men under 
20 and over 50, as he termed it. The 
efficient majority are in business 
in the cities and towns, he asserted.

Mr. Morrison entered a somewhat 
lengthy discussion regarding the U. 
F O. stores which closed their doors 
on October 31. He blamed the 
failure of the organization to 
the plan of management, point­
ing out that within the nine- 
year period no less than seven gen- 
oral managers were in charge, at one 
time or another.

The actual value of the store stock 
is about 50 cents on the dollar, he 
stated, although the majority of 
shares have been disposed of at be­
tween 60 and 90 cents.

Touching again on the U. F. O. as 
a political party, Mr. Morrison de­
clared that no inducements could 
make him return to either the Liberal 
or Conservative ranks.
