Toronto, Oct. 16.—The vital statistics 
for 1902, as compiled by the provincial 
board of health, show that while mar­
riages and births have been making sub­
stantial increases in Ontario, the death 
roll has decreased.

The births last year were 47,796, as com­
pared with 46,061 in 1901; an increase of 
1,735. Marriages numbered 18,072, an in­
crease of 37 over 1901.

. deaths, against 29,608 in 1902, a decrease 
of 1,744.

Considering the rate per 1,000 of the 
population, the births were 21.7 in 1902 
and 21.1 in 1901; marriages were 8.2 in 
1902 and 8.2 in 1901. Deaths were 12.6 in 
1902 and 13.6 In 1901.

In the cities there were 10,611 births. 
5,879 marriages and 7,571 deaths, against

The crowd around the ferry house 
grew so large that it blocked the street 
and police drove the spectators back to 
the curb.

One of the features of the party was 
the junior choir, of about 50 little 
boys. There was also a drum and fife 
corps of thirty men dressed in khaki 
uniforms.
