An Act to change the tenure of the Indian lands iii the
Township:of Dundee, in the. County of luntingdon.

W HEREAS the Township of Dundee in Lower Canada, contain- Preambie.1
ing an area of eleven thousand one hundred and eighty-one.

acres of land, was.set aoart for the use and benefit of the Indians of
the Tribe Iroquois of St. Regis at an early period of the Government

5 of Canada, as an Indian Reservation; And whereas the said. Indians
have, irougli their representatives appointed by Her Majestys Govern-
ment, Icased ail their rights to such lands for fixed ground rents, and
have given up possession of'the sane, after having so leased and con-
veyed them, and the parties to whom such lands-were so conveyed

10 have at great expense cleared the saine, erected buildings thereon and.
otherwise improved then, thereby greally enhancing their value; And
whereas doubis have arisen res.pecting the legality of the said leases
or conveyances, and such doubts tend to obstruct the. further improve-
ment of such lands, and it is desirable, and for the interest of the said

15 Indians as well as of the individuals. holdiftg such lands, and for the
community generally, that all such doubts be removed and the said
Indians duly cornpensated,. and. that the purchasers and lessees shall
have the right of redemption of such lands: Therefore Her Majesty,
&c., enacts as follows:

Il. Ail persons who are now in possession of any of the Indian-lands Persons hold
30 inthe said Township, and vho by themselves.or their atetmrs, have paid. ing under

to the Indians or the: Indian Departnent an annual rent of at least five annual rents
dollars for every hundred.acrea, French n;Measure, for a period of at least may redeem
five years, shail have the right to redeem such rents in the sane manner
as those holding leases are permiited to do under this Act.

35 .III. Any purchaser or lessee, or the heirs, representatives, assignee or Mode of
assignees of any purchaser or lessee of any lot or part of a lot of the redeeming
Indian lands in the Township of Dundee, now in the possession of the annl rents.
same, may redeem the rent annually accruing upon such land or lot or
part of lot of land under the leases mentioned in the preceding sections



of this Act, by paying to the Indians the capital represented by such
rent at the rate of six per cent., which payment shall be made to the
Superintendent General of Indian Affairs, who is hereby authorized to
receive the same and grant a receipt therefor according to Schedule A
of this Act, provided such redemption shall be made within five years 5

Forfeiture for after the passing of this Act; and all holders of such leases, who shal
non-redemp- not within ihat period redeem the same, under the provisions of thistion. Act, shall forfeit all rights by virtue thercof, and the lands not so re-

deemed, shall revert to and become thereafter the absolute property of
the said Indians, as fully as if such leases had not been executed. 10

Receipt for IV. Every such receipt, after the enregistration thereofin.the Registry
P °p , Office of the County of Huntingdon, shall, as between the person ob-nouey to be afl

title. taining the same and the said Indians, be equivalent to a title under
Letters Patent of the Government, and shall discharge every such lot
or part of a lot designated in such receipt, from all rents or other 15
charges vhich have theretofore been payable on the same in favor of
the said Indians for whose benefit such lands were reserved by the
Government.

Accounta to V. The said Superintendent General of Indian affairs. shall keep anbe kept. account of all sums deposited in his hands, and shall invest the same 20
for the benefit of the said Indians in such mianner as Her Majesty shall.
direct.

Public Act. VI. This Act shall be deemed a public Act.
