Acadia This Saturday 
The Mermaids' next meet is

the SRC.
However, the elevation of 

the SRC to corporate status 
will make a significant dif­
ference in its external re­
lations. Previously, as an 
unincorporated organization, 
the SRC did not have any 
legal existence. This meant 
that it could not enter into 
contracts, sue or be sued in 
its own name, or hold real 
estate. Also, the membership 
of the SRC could be held 
liable for its debts and obli­
gations.

Incorporation provides the 
means whereby the SRC amy 
enter into contracts and hold 
real estate in its own name 
for the benefit of the student 
body. As well, no individual 
may be held liable for the 
debts of the society.

The value of incorporation 
is immediately seen when one 
considers such projects as 
the Student Union Building and 
Co-op housing. The total cost 
of $200 is small in relation to 
the benefits which the SRC's 
new status will bring.

In November of 1966, the 
UNB SRC became, as a re­
sult of a private member's 
bill passed in the New Bruns­
wick Legislature, a corporate 
body known as "The Univer­
sity of New Brunswick Stu­
dent Union". The act of 
incorporation was the culmin­
ation of work carried out by 
the SRC President Lawson 
Hunter following the decision 
made last year by the SRC to 
incorporate.

Incorporation will not make 
a great deal of difference to 
the functioning of the SRC 
with regard to the conduct of 
regular campus affairs, since 
the by-laws within which it 
must operate are contained in 
the present constitution of
