“O," said she, “that’s Baptist doctrine," 
a little more kindly Christian communion would lift 
us up to a position from which we could attain 
broader aud clearer conceptions of the excellencies 
of others ; and teach the more exclusive amongst us, 
there are more things in heaven and earth than arc 
dreamed of in their philosophy. There are weighty 
considerations which prompt us to draw closer tbo 
bonds of Christian brotherhood, and present 
broken front to the common enemies of

The President called the attention of the Confer­
ence to the necessity of some better provision for the 
Theological training of candidates tor the ministry, 
and to the fact that some provision to meet this ne­
cessity formed an essential part of the educational 
movement in which the Church is at this time en­
gaged.

lie carpenter that builds a mansion, rearing 
it through the whole season, receives a few thou* 
sand dollars, and is supposed to be well paid 
and ie himself satisfied. And men seem to think 
that it u the whole he haa done. He haa worked 
diligently during the summer, he haa earned his 
thousands to support his family; and perhaps a 
thousand or too ia laid up for the time to come 
And what haa he done? Earned hia money? 
Yea, be has earned hia money ; but he haa built 
a mansion in which a family shall be sheltered 
through a hundred years. He haa built a tem­
ple where the old patriarch shall offer sacrifice 
and incense of devotion in the presence of com 
ing generations many. He haa built the halls \ 
where social joy shall be. Here is the room 
that grief shall fill with funeral; and here is the 
room that joy shall fill with wedding. Here is 
the room that children shall sport through the 
livelong year. Here are threads of Ufe, dark or 
light, gold and silver or black, to be wrought 
out and woven together. And here, and when 
he is dead, and his children die, his work stands, 
and is the home of peace and comfort and piety 
—the very temple of God. He built one, and 
ten, and twenty, and it may be a hundred of such 
dwellings ; and he got.what? A few pitiful thou­
sands of dollars. And he gave what ? he gave to 
the community benefits, opportunities, instru­
ments, influences. In his skill, in bis mind, or 
incarnated in; timber, or in metal, he gave to 
the community priceless gifts. And are we to 
take these precious inwardnesses of men which are 
imbedded in their labour, and to think of them 
only in the poor, pitiful light of pelf, or of what 
they brought back to the picket, and not of what, 
through them, the man brought back to the 
community ?

Why, that old smith, rugged himself, almost, 
as the storms he prepares to combat, hammers—- 
morning and night upon the links that form 
the chain which clasps the cable. It may be, as 
in the olden time, yet more ponderously, tha’t he 
in the stithy works on the huge shank of the an 
chor; and when his summer’s work or winter’s 
toil is done, and it is sold for the ship, men ask 
him, “What got you for your labour?" Nobody 
ever thinks of saying to him, “ What have you 
given to the community ?" What has he given ?
It may not be known lor a long time. On voy­
age after voyage the ship goes, and there lies 
his gift, useless and unsuspected. Some day 
the ship bears back a thousand precious souls, 
among them mothers whose flowers lie at home 
waiting for them to return ; fathers, who can not 
be spared fiom the neighborhood ; public men 
of single set vice—the very salt of the times in 
which they live ; heroes and patriots many. 
Then it is that, the storm beats down and seeks 
to whelm them all in the sea, and to whelm the 
community in mourning. Then it is that, when 
every other effort has been made in vain, the an­
chor is thrown out. And now the storm rages 
with increased violence, as if it were yet more 
angry bicausa it is thwaited. But the good black­
smith’s work holds. Sinking far out of sight, 
and grappling the foundations of the earth, it 
will not let go.

2. Resolved—That the Secretary cf the Missionary 
Committee shall aurai all y report to the Conference 
the proceedings of the Committee ; that an abitract 
of that report shall be published in the Minutes of 
Conference as in the case of other mixed committees ; 
and that a column shall be added to the Table of 
Connexionai funds now published in our Minutes, in 
which the sums raised for Missions on each Circuit 
and Mission shall be entered. Carried.

3. Resolved—that with a view of reducing the 
c-xuvaditure cf the Missionary Society, thia Con­
ference deems it in expedient to employ more than 
one general Secretary of the Society. Carried.

4. Resolved-that in the opinion of this Conference 
it would be desirable to have the Missionary Com­
mittee meet previous to the Financial District Meet­
ings, and that the aipount granted to each District 
be placed at the disposal of the Financial District 
Meeting to be appropriated to the claimant missions 
in the same way in which the grants made by the 
Contingent Fund are now made, and that we recom­
mend this subject to the favorable consideration of 
the Missionary Committee. Carried.

Tbs retiring income of a Lord Chancellor is £S,
000 a year, and this he is entitled to quite irrespec­
tive of the duration of his tenure of the office.

*The Lord Chief Justice of England receives £8, 
ooo and a retiring pension of £5,000. This appoint­
ment, pecuniarily considered Is tar more valuable 
than the Chancellorship

The Lord Chief Baron and Lord Chief Justice of 
the Common Pleas receive £7,000 a year, with a re­
tiring allowance on the same scalene the Chief Jus­
tice of England.

The pension Jodgea leceeive £5,000 a rear, and a 
pension, after fifteen years' service, of £3,500 a year.
Although a judge may retire after that term of ser­
vice, he seldom does so unless he feels the effects of 
age or infirmity.
A retiring judge is no1, usually uteless to the country’ 

since he is almost invariable appointed a member 
of the Judicial Committee of the Privy Council, and 
in that capacity renders good service, though of a 
kind infinitely le<s laborious than that on the 
beach.

The Lord Justices of Appeal in the Court receive 
£7,008 a year, the Vice-Chancellor £6,000 a year, 
the Master of the Rolls £7,000 a year.

Before the reforms introduced by Lord Brougham 
«he Court of Chancery was a<*otbed tor patent 
places and monopolies. There Is an old clergy­
man, a nephew, or great-nephew.otLord Chancellor 
Thurlow, who enjoys, and has enjoyed for upwards 
of forty years, £11,000 a year from offices of this de­
scription, which are complete sinecures.

The taxing-masters of the Court of Chancery en­
joyed immense salaries, as also the doorkeeper ; 
and several other functionaries were equally -for­
tunate. The duties of these officers were by Do 
means exhaustive, either of mind or bodv. They 
owed their large salaries to the fact that they 
paid by fees and the suitors were numerous.

The Judge of the Court of Probate receives 
$4,000 a year as Judge of that Court, and $1,000 a 
year as Judge Ordinary of the Court of Divorce.
His duties, in common with those of the other 
judges, are very onerous.

The high salaries given to the British judges— 
for those in Ireland and Scotland are also most 
liberally paid—are based upon the earnings of lead­
ing members of the bar. A man in great practice 
in England may make irom £7,000 to £14,000 a 
year. Much larger incomes have been made, and 
perhaps in some cases still are made, but they are 
very rare. Sir James Scarlett, afterwards Lord 
Abinger, who obtained the soubriquet of “ the thir­
teenth juryman," and probably made more than any 
one before or since the common law bar, gained in 
one year £22,000. An income as large was prob­
ably made by two or three of our leaders of the 
Parliamentary bar when that branch of the profes­
sion was in its zenith.

Very large sums have been gained merely by 
opinions given in Chamber practice. Sir Roundel 1 
Palmer, and Sir Fitzroy Kelly, now Lord Chief 
Baron, have been remarkable for this class of legal
business.

It is believed in England that it would be im­
possible to secure the services of the first men in 
the profession as judges if the remuneration offered 

very inferior to that obtained by them as bar­
risters ; and further, that the salary of a judge i 
ought to be sufficient to place him above temptation, i
and to enable him to live in a style befitting the __
high,office.

= many, many members of the Baptist Church, L D E N L I O FM I
at least, entered into the rest which he had 
attained.

A member of the Church, by the name of Per­
kins, an American in the Johnson neighbour­
hood, was a good man. His family was un 
commonly kind to the preachers ; and I have 

■ pleasing recollections of the comfort and hospi­
tality 1 experienced there. Such resting places 
were most precious in those weary days of Ion j 
horseback rides, and no home of one's own.
At Mr. Perkins' I met with several of the first 
volumes of the American Methodist Magazine.
Their perusal constituted the beginning of my ac­
quaintance with American Methodist literature.
With what seat did I peruse the productions o: 
such men as Dr. Bangs, Geo. Coles, Dr. Hines, 
and many others.

My first Sabbath was employed in preaching 
at St Andrews and Chatham. Week-day 

1 preaching was common in those days, but three 
1 appointments on the Lord’s dsy was not com- 
! mon. That was better than our present plan, 
i We had time to meet the classes on Sunday, 
and to visit in every locality in week time.

I St Andrew’s furnished us one good stopping 
place at the house of a brother Bristol—quaint 
but kind. Hie wife, a sister also of brother 
W il liston, was pre-eminently kind also. As far 
as I had a special home on the circuit, Mr. B’s. 
house was that home. At Chatham, where I 
preached at night, we had some good homes,

’ such of those as Father Fowler's and Captain 
Schagel’s. I put up at fowler’s, but went over 
to Schagel’s to see an old lady in dying circum­
stances, with the cholera. Captain and Mrs.
Schagel were both ill at another residence 
they had in Garalion, where he conducted the 
business of forwarder.* No man could be in­
duced to stay where the dying woman was, for 
fear of the cholera. The young ladies request- 
«I rut tA stay—I thought vjth Nehemiah,
“Should such a man as I fleer—and remain­
ed. I took no infection. No less than three 
Methodist preachers took wives from among 
the fair daughters of Captain Schagel. He was 
not a professor, but very kind ; and his wife 
was a mother in Israel indeed.

At the Lower Rouse we had Father and 
Mother Doxtater, and Father Burwash, the 
grand-father of all of that name we have now 
in the Conference. His sons and his only 
daughter were all pious. Hearty times we had 
at hu house.

Father Waldrons (the first Father Waldron) 
was the principal home at La Chute. The old 
gentlemen saluted me with the welcome, when 
introduced to him at his door, “ I’m proper glad 
you’ve come ? and said to his wife, “ There, 
mammy, I told you we should have a Methodist 
preacher before next Conference.” He was im­
patient for our arrival, although it was only a 
few days after the rise of Conference. This old 
gentleman vas sometimes a little out of the 
way by infirmity of temper, but his wife was 
as true as a die. Their house was pre-eminently

ITS NOTABILITIES IHIRTY-EIGHT YEARS AGO.

Perhaps I had better mention these in the 
order in which I became acquainted with them. 
Capt. McCann lived in the southern part of 
West Hawkesbury. Mr. Poole took me to hi* 
house the first night— he had long promised a 
visit there, which he availed himself of the 
last night of his sojourn to fulfil. We found 
Mr. C. an intelligent and deeply devoted man, 
and had wis wife been as much attached to 
Methodist preachers as he was, a sojourn at his 
house would have been more pleasant than we 
found it

Having no home in the Circuit to go to, and 
no book case to set up, or books to put in it, 
and no preaching appointment out before Sun­
day (it was Thursday night when we arrived),
I concluded, while Mr. Poole rode Lome to his 
family, to stop the next day (Friday), rest my 
horse, and visit from house to house. I have 
already referred to the cold blast that I met 
when on the brow of Van-klake Hill. The 
next morning, August though it was, the crops, 
especially the corn crop, was all sear and yellow 
with the frost I found in the course of my 
pastoral visits the next day, a great gloom over 
the neighbourhood. One of the first houses 
called at was one which constituted one of the 
most inviting homes for the weary itinerant, 
that of Mr. Jonah Cass. His kind-hearted wife 
was sister to one who has served in the ministry 
of the Church, the Rev. J. R. Wiliston. 
Brother Class was quite depressed by the blight­
ing of his crops, and talked about moving 
away. Such complaints had sorrowful effect 
on the minds of preachers in those days in 
which they had to lodge with and literally live 
on, for home and boarding place of their own, 
the single preacher at least, had none. I tried 
to eheer uto and pray for our friends, and had 
the pleasure afterwards of finding them in a 
more çheerfail mood.

In that neighbourhood, on that day, I made 
the acquaintance of the class-leader, who was also 
a local preacher, William Johnson. He was 
almost a giant in stature, and had been strong 
in body and vehement in preaching, but fell 
consumption had marked him for her own ; 
and although he still came out to meeting, 
could only speak in a whisper, Although very 
rigid in his views, he was no doubt very- pious. 
He died happy before the next spring. He 
was the spiritual child of the devoted Nathaniel 
Reeder. They have both long since met in 
heaven.
