AN INJUSTICE.

The Montreal Gazette, in its issue of the
30th ult., does what we consider grave in-
justice to His Grace the Archbishop of
Toronto, in its reflections on the recent
controversy on the use of “Marmion” as
a text book in the High Schools of the
Province of Ontario. The Gazette, we
have reason to fear, conceals under a
suspiciously equable demeanor very deep
distrust of Catholicism and hostility to
Catholics.  Its article on the position
taken by Archbishop Lynch on the use
of Marmion as a text book in the High
Schools of Ontario is certainly of the
most unfair character, and betrays, on the
part of the writer, aspirit of injustice and
prejudice unworthy the position he holds.
The pith and substance of the whole pro-
duction are to be found in the following
extract,

_There arises out of this incident a ques-
tion for the electors of Ontario to ponder,
—uwhether they are to be governed by the
Mowat Cabinet or by Axchbishop Lynch?
A separate school system }.rcvmla in the
Province, education is wholly of a secular
character in the High Schools, and by no
chance can u religious discussion arise out
of the study of the text-books of history
or literature. But if Archbishop Lynch
is to be permitted to control the Govern-
mert through the influence of the politi-
cal powers he is supposed to wield, not
“Marmion” alone, but every history and
every book of English literatare must be
submitted for his approval before intro-
duction in the public schools of the P'ro-
vince. The Archbishop has practically
established a censorship over the text-
lmgka of the High Schools. He has pro-
claimed himself as the cause of the inter-
diction of “Marmion,” and with equal
reason and equal success he can interpose
to prevent the introduction of any work
which he may conceive to be offensive to
Catholics. We do not for a moment pre-
tend to say that the use of a book which
manifestly 1s repugnant to the Catholic
l'upulnlinn should be permitted in the

{igh Schools. Such a course would not
be tolerated for a moment; but we do say
that the Archbishop has quite as strong
grounds for objecting to the histories of
Europe in use as to the “Marmion,”
which treats of the barbarous punishment
of a barbarous age.

Their Sad Vicissitudes,

The following account of labors in an
interesting field is from the London Tablet
of August 12th, 1882;

THE INTEREST IN MISSIONARY WORK,

The interest felt in our foreign missions is
far from being as general as it ought to be;
and yet upon this home interest, upon the
banded ﬁ)’m]»ath{ and efforts of individ-
unals, their spread and in some cases their
very existence depends, Possibly the sub-
ject is often forgotten because it is to a
great extent an invisible and a silent
work, and there is a common preference
for giving where the result of help is
seen, Dut though our missions do not
trumpet their success every day according
to the custom of Protestant societies, at
times we can form from statistics and
other evidence someidea of the magnitude
of their work; and it is quite a mistake to
believe that those who take an interest in
it cannot acquire plentiful information
cither from “annals” or oceasional reports,
and an equal mistake to think that 1t is a
work which is slow in resvlts, or in which
belp does not tell amply,  Sometimes
evidence comes to us so encouraging that
it is in itself a plea for further effort. At
present this is the case with India, where
the foreign missions have a very great
claim upon us, since India is the one
great pagan country under Dritish rule,
PORTUGUESE VERSUS ENGLISH METHODS IN

INDIA,

In bygone days, when Portugal was the
most prominent European Power in India,
the Giovernment recognized it as a dut
for a Christian nation to spread the faith
in its dominions, The College of Coimbra
was founded by the Portuguese sovereign,
for the education of missionary priests;
the transport of others by the long sea
voyage to India was undertaken at the
royal expense; and to a great extent the
missions were .-"n{-purtwl out of the treas-
ury. The English government of India
began with a far different character; to
suppress the missions and foster native re-
ligion. Hinduism and Mohammedanism,
seems to have been for a long time our
policy of purchasing favor. ~ In latter
times, and under the best of circumstances,
naturally we could not expect direct sup-
port from the Government for Catholic
interests; and so it happens that the work
once done, backed by a royal treasury
and the influence of the ruling power, has
now to be done mostly by the alms of
private individuals,

CAUSES OF NULLIFICATION AND MISSIONARY
WORK,

A hundred years ago, the Catholic mis-
sions throughout that great empire were,
practically, destroyed ; and though we
date the carrying of the faith to India at
about three centuries ago, we must remem-
ber that its present spread dates less than
one century back, a great part of the pre-
vious work having been swept away by
the desolation which followed the suppres-
sion of the Society of Jesus (whic}h had
charge of a vast number of missionaries),
and the French Revolution, which broke
up and scattered the Religious Orders, and
stopped the education of missionary priests
in France. When, in the beginning of this
century, the missions were restored, in
some places the work had to be begun all
over again, in others all had to be given to
instructing ignorant Christians without
seeking to extend the work to
impressing the pagan population. For
many years the missionaries were but a
handful. The troubles arising out of the
(ioas chism made any success difficult for
a long subsequent period. It is only with.
in the last few years that the work has
gone on freely, with no retarding iufluence
from within, and with anything like a
suflicient number of priests in the chief
stations, As yet the country—which in
extent would cover many countries of Eu-
rope—is but newly opened to the spread
of faith, and vast regions are untouched.,

forty, The yearly increase comes from
three causes,  First, conversions; secondly
the ordinary inercase of population, which
is more rapid among the Catholies than
Pagans and Mohammedans, a fact especi-
ally noted in the census report of 1873;
thirdly, there is the occasional discovery
of Christian families or groups of fami-
lies, who, since the disastrons period of
which we have spoken, have been without
priests or instructors. On the other hand
there is a heavy loss by the southern emi-
gration of native laborers, the “coolies,”
whose numbers as converts are so great
that special missions are established for
them in Bourbon and Mauritius, In
1568, in consequence of seasons, more
than 10,000 Christians went abroad in
this way from the Madura mission alone.
Notwithstanding these losses the southern
missions of Madura and Pondicherry are
among the most flourshing in India. In
two years, 1877 and 1878, the missions of
Pondicherry alone received more than
50,000 adult converts, besides giving bap-
tism to 15,000 pagan children. And also,
in the extreme south, 'I''avencore, the
scene of the labors of St, Francis Xavier,
has a flourishing Christian population.
COLLEGES, BAPTISMS, MISSIONARIES,

The work of the missions has advanced
so far that seven-eighths of the clergy are
natives, There are four great Catholic
colleges, ranking among the most success-
ful in India—Bombay, Calcutta, Negapa-
tam, where there is a seminary, and the |
new college at Mangalore. In a single
year we may count the annual increase at
about 100,000 baptisms; and, so far from
being the mere form of conversions which
often is counted in Protestant statistics,
these conversions are so thorough as to
have an effect apparent among the popu-
lation. . Dr. Hunter, a Protestant writer,
chief of the Education Department, says
in his recent book on “The Indian Em-
pire”—“The Roman Catholics work in
India with slender pecuniary resources. .
' . The Roman Catholic priests deny
themselves the comfort considered neces-
sary for Europeans in India. In many
districts they live the frugal and abstemi-
ous life of the natives, and their influence
reaches deep into the social life of the
communities amongst whom they dwell,”

HOW THE GOOD WORK MAY BE AIDED,

At thismoment our work in India seems
to have reached the stage at which the
yearly increase of numbers becomes stead-
ily higher,and if Enropean zeal doesits part
our Indian Empire will be one of the
most fruitful fields of the Church, In
three ways we can give help—by inter-
cessions, since we must not believe, like
so many outside the Church, that money
is the medium of conversion; by alms to
the two Societies, the Propagation of the
Faith, or the Holy Childhood, or to a
Missionary College, and contributions in
any quarter are received for any special
country; thirdly, by taking an interest in
the subject of these missions, since an in-
crease of interest and information would
probably lead to missionary voeations, and
there is at present need of English speak-
ing priests for the educational part of the
work, most of the missioners already there
being of continental nations,

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JOURNEY THROUGH IRELAND.

15th  August.—This day 1 wit-
nessed the unveiling of the magnifi-
cent statue raised to the memory of
the great O'Connell,  Everything
passed off quietly, immense crowds
—magnificent 1»1-m'c.-‘..~iun——unImuml-
ed enthusiasm, The peace was well
nigh broken by some mischievous
students of Trinity College, who
from an open window cast buns at
the Lord Mayor's carriage of state;
the processionists did not heed the
insult; not so the onlookers, however,
who sent a volley of stones in through
the open windows. The insult offered
in the shape of buns was intended
to convey to the Lord Mayor his
humbloe avocation of purveyor of the
staff of life. It is true Charley Daw-
son, the present popular Mayor of
Dublin, is simply a baker by trade.
But such was his father before him;
in Limerick first, and in Dublin
afterwards. He received a very lib-
eral education, and by sheer indus.
try and close attention to business
rose to a position of aflluence and
distinction that many students of
Trinity College with all their advan-
tages may vainly strive to attain.
Besides being Lord Mayor of Dublin,
he is M, P. for the Borough ot Car-
low, and stands well in the house of
Commons for patriotism and elo-
quence,

16th.—I attended the banquet in

the Round Room of the Mansion
house. The mansion house, situated
on Dawson St., is a splendid resi-
dence, appropriated to the Lord
Mayor during his tenure of office.
It contains a very extensive suite of
apartments all gorgeously furnished;
a very fine rcception all, where
the Lord Mayor greeted the invited
guests with a graceful bow and smile
and a warm shake of the hand, a3
each name was announced by the
usher—and a magnificent dining
hall, called the Round Room, where
seven hundred guests find easy and
ample accommodation. The assem-
blage which partook of the Mayor’s
hospitality on this occasion were in-
vited guests from the city, and dele-
gates from every town and city in
the Emerald Isle, who on the previ-
ous day had formed part of the pro-
cession, and assisted at the solemn
opening of the Hall ot exhibition of
Irish Industries.

The banquet was got up on a scale
of princely magnificence.  All sorts
of viande, delicacies and fruits were
abundantly provided, and the attend-
ants, attired in the regulation body-
coats of black cloth and white neck
ties, were everywhere active and un-
remitting in their attentions. An
orchestral band, located in a side
gallery, discoursed sweet airs of a
national character—the Lord Mayor
still attired in his regal robes of of-
fice, occupicd the chair on a raised
platform, on his right sat Dr. Dor-
rian, Bishop of Belfast, on his left
was a vacant chair—the High Sher-
if’s, Tt was left vacant designedly,
no one could fill it but the High
Sheriff, Judge Lawson's arbitrary
and tyrannical fiat had that very
morning consigned him to the dun-
geons of Richmond Prison. Stretch-
ing away 1o the right and left of the
Mayor, “ordine longo,” sat members
of Parliament and the Mayors of the
Irish cities, Limerick, Cork, Galway
and Belfast, &c¢. The Lord Mayor,
baker though he be, showed himself
in every way worthy of the exalted
position he then occupied. The tact,
delicacy and eloquence with which
he proposed the different toasts
proved lhim fully equal to the occa-
gion, He proposed theQueen as the
first lady in Christendom, and hoped
the day would soon dawn, when, as
the Hungarians saluted Joseph II.,
King of Hungary, the representa-
tives of the Irish nation would re-
ceive her in an Irish parliament, and
with loud acclaim hail her gracious
Majesty as Queen of Ireland.

The O'Gorman Mahon, the Veteran
Member for Clare, and A. M. Sulli-
van, responded to the memory of
O'Connell—the former is a preux
chevalier of the ancient school, tall,
broad shouldered, silver haired, with
a fine open countenance full of good
nature, but denoting courage and re-
golution to no ordinary degree, He
it was who proposed O'Connell to
the clectors of Clare in 1838, and
who stood by him in and out of par-
liament through all the vicissitudes
of the Liberator’s chequered life.
Alexander M. Sullivan, who spoke
next, delivered the most polished and
most eloquent speech of the evening.
To “the parliamentary representa-
tives” John Dillon first spoke. e
was received with deafening ap-
plause, every man of the seven hun-
dred standing up and waving &
handkerchief or a white napkin over
their head. Poor John scems very
delicate and pale of hue, with evi-
dent traces of Kilmainham discipline
still visible on his emaciated features.
He spoke however, clearly and well-
defined, and defended the policy of
his party (Parnell’s), and cont rasted
the contempt of former years with
the respectful attention which every
Trish measure now received in the
House of Commons: After him the
litterateur, novelist and pamphle-
teer, Justin McCarthy, was called

upon, His language was choice, ele-
ant and statesmanlike, but failed to
elicit tho enthusiasm evoked by the

more fervid eloquence of the previ-
ous speakers, Then came Redmond,
M, P. for Wexford, Ilealy the irre-
concilable, Leamy and a host of
other Home Rulers, who, although
young, proved themselvés men of |
rare ability, both for grasp of deep |
thought and facility ot expression.
Parnell and Sexton were not present. |
They had left that evening for Lon-
don, to bring before the house and
the country the arbitrary arrest and
imprisonment of the ish Sheriff.
17th—Visited the Exhibition of
Irish art and Home manufactures.
It is held in a very extensive frame
structure roofed with glass and con-
nected with the famous rotunda,
which forms a wing where light
textures, laces, poplins, church orna-
ments and fine linen are principally
exhibited, Here one table especi-
ally attracts notice. It is devoted
to the sale of hosiery and woolen
garments made by the wives and
daughters of evicted tenants in Con-
nemara, and presided over by ladies
of the Land Lcaguc. These ladies
had left their comtortable homes to
go down amongst the wretched vic-
tims of landlord greed in Galway,
had shanties erected for them, and
remained all winter in their midst
teaching them the use of the distaff
and sewing machine. The other
aisles of the vast edifice are crowded
with woolen goods, tweeds, cloths
and friezes from the factories of
O'Mahony in Blarney, of Clayton in
Navan, of Gleeson in Athlone, which
are the principal ones in Ireland, and
whose owners declare they are not
able to supply the demand. It is
hoped that the great success which
has crowned the enterprise of those
manufacturers may stimulate others
to go and do likewise, till every town
and village in Ireland may boast of
its tall chimnies and the excellence
of its peculiar industries. One very
large wing of the Exhibition con-
tains a new locomotive and rail car
that are models for beauty and per-
fection of finish, In another wing
looms and spindles are shown all in
full motion, worked by steam, some
producing tweeds, others broad cloth,
some silk and others poplin. There is
a gallery of paintings and a gallery
of statuary, with magnificent marble
altars and Celtic crosses of exquisite
finish, On the gallery over the
main hall are tables and counters
where all sorts of wicklow-spar and
bog oak articles are exposed for sale.
These consist principally of brooches,
front pins, wristlets, jewellery sets,

shall be paid, on eaid application,

The salary of the Recorder was fixed at
800 and his bonds at $8,000, The Trea-
surer’s bond was fixed at $10,000.

The next meeting of the Supreme Coun-
cil will be held at Detriot.

A special committee consisting of F. J.
Reister, C. J. Hickey and J. A, Lambing,
were appointed to prepare the manuscript
in proper shape, so that the constitution
could be printed as amended. The print-
ing committee was authorized to have a
sulficient number of their constitutions
printed. The new amendments will go
mto effect the first of November, The
Recorder was instructed to have 3000
copies of the minutes of the convention
printed and distributed to the Grand
Councils and branches, The offiters were
installed by Supreme Chancellor J. T.
Keena.

The following papers were designated
as official organs: Catholic Union and Times;
Vollsfreund, Lake Shore Visitor, Catholic
Visitor of Lockport, Catholic Chronicle of

Jay City, Mich., and the London RECORD.

The recommendation for a sinking fund
and also for a half rate policy was referred
back to grand councils and branches for
them to report the best plan, to be adop-
ted at the next session of the Supreme
Council.

Mr. Bulger, attorney, at the request of
President Keena, stated all the facts in
his possession 1n regard to the action
brought by Bridget McParlin against the
Supreme Council to recoyer the benefici-
ary alleged to be due on the death of her
husband, and also in regard to the Slat-
tery case, like action, On motion of Mr.
Franklin, the council decided to defend
both actions and retained Mr. Bulger and
President Keena to defend same.
