Miss Alice Stone Blackwell was in
favor of a mixed jury of both men
and women, Clara Bewick Colby, of
Nebraeks, editor of the Women's Tribune,
favored the admission of woman to the
jury box, where she could use her power
of intuition for the benefit of the race.

PRINCIPAL GRANT,

What is considered on &ll hands to be
the most eloquent rpeech of the sesson
was delivered on last Monday evening,
by Rev, Principal Grant, of Kingston,
before a brilliant assemblage, in the
dining room of the National Ciub,
Toronto, The orator dwelt for some
time on the neceesity of Canada remain-
ing forever attached commercially and
politically to the mother country ; but be
said that “ whether we separate from the
Empire, to form an independent state, or
remsin in tho Empire, it is equally 2
matter of first importance that Canada
be united and sirong. No matter which
of the destinies isin siore for us,” he
continued, “our duty is to bs CUanada
first men, That is the ground that
must bonestly be taken by Unionist and
Separatist alike,” The rev, speaier
went on to show how Canadian eenti-
ment ig growing down by the Atlantic in
Ndva Scotia, the place of his birth ; how
British Columbia is becoming “all

right,” But he admits that cordial co-
operation between the Kunglish and

French epezking Canadians is, of cource,
our great necessily, That must be
based, he says, “on jvstice and on the
limitation, as far as possible, of hostile
and irritating forces and of everyiuivg
that would interfere with a good under-
standing between the two,”

t is to be hoped that Mr, Dalton Me-
Carthy #nd Privcipal Caven, the chiefs
and leaders of the Equal Rights Party,
will heed the leeson, and cease to give
tricuble by constantly interfering wilk
the *good undersiaudivg that should
exist between us and the Province of
Quebec,” Principal Grant knows well
that the good understanding will never
be disturbed by the peaceable, easy-
geing French Canadiens, to whom he
gives credit, further on, for a spirit of
toleration and Caristian charity that
should bring shame on the rev, inter.

“Who that has once sailed up the St,
Lawrence from Quebec in the daplight
can help haviog it borne in upon him
that there is there, in the very centre of
our country, 8 Chrnstian civilization that
is not of our type, but that is altogether
beautiful from some points of view?

Each gide of the great river i3
lined with houses, Jike a continu.
ous street, clusteriog at coove-

nient epots three or four miles apart
into picturecque little villages, each
with ita imposing church, the ceatre of
every sacred and secular interest for
time aud eternity to the whals popula-
tion, For more than a hundred miles
the eye cannot detect a single unpainted
or unwhitewashed house, No tumble-
down sheds or unseemly leaning can
bha seen. Erverythlrg ls clean, orderly,
idgliie, Itis Aczdlaof the nineteinth cen
tury—Acadla with steamboats, steam saw
milis aud slectric}ight £s well as wicd mills,
and uative ponies drawing carts, There are
not s many mortgages on the farms as in
Oatarlo, but the homesieads and log
barus promlee comfort, There s tithe
for the p ourtesy for the atranger,
plenty for every ome, except tha tax pay-
er, John Baptlat, the French Canatlan
farmer, {s industiloun, frugel, sober, and
therefore generally bleesed wlth a farge
family. There ought to ba no diflicalty
in fratern'zing with such & race—childran
of the ecil, helrs of anclent glories,
endowed with eatiractive virtnes aud
graces, Left to themselves, thelr future
wae certain,”

Most undoubtedly Principal Grant hit
the nail on the head right here. If
the Fronch people, with their virlues
and graces and heavenly religion, ave let
elone, and not interfered with, their
future happiness, in their prezent con-
tentment, is assured. But shall they be
left to enjoy pencesably the fruits of their
own induetry 7 Shall they be allowed to
live in the quiet practice of the “attrac.
tive *? virtues which Catholicily inspires 1
The bistory of Canada during the last
threo or four years says No, Tho mem-
bers and ministers of Principal Graat’s
Church are among the people who caunot
allow their French neighbors to live in
peace, They are never done calumni.
atiog thom., They meet in synods
seemingly for no other object
than to make war upon the
religion and institutions under which
the happy state of things exists
a3 described eo faithfully by the rev,
orator, The Toronto Mail and its sup-
porters and abettors, the Equal Righters,
represont the French Canadian popula-
tion ag sunk in mediwmvalism, as bankrupt
in pocket and burdened with priestly
control, 1f not robbed by a tithe system
that is driving them by thousands every
year into exile, Their beautiful and poetic
language is denounced by men who can.
not pronounce English decently, and
whose peculiar brogue can never
allow their tongues to get around
ono sclitary word of French, It
is evident that the united and cor.
dial co-operaiion so ardently desired te.
tween the two races can never be
eff:cted until the fanatice of Ontario
make up their minds to be contented
with their own Ontario and their
own way of worshiping God, In

fact they ehould endeavor to prac-
tice the eimple esnd attractive vir-
tues and graces of the Lower Cznadians,
aod ezpecially their toleration and pon-
interference in the beliefs and practice
of their peighbors, If Protestants really
believe, as Mr, Girant says, tast * Chris-
tianity means peace on earth,” let them

With all Priocipal Grante’s erudition
and eloquence, he makes very eerious
blunders, if wot vcluniary mistakes,
when epeakingof the Jesuits, Drejudice
must be very deep and very firmly rooted
in the mind when it blurs the reascn ofa
man 8o gified as Principal Grant, Afer
showing the possibility of gaining peace
and union for Canada, the Rev, Principal
8uys :

But Principal
Graut asks: ¢ How can a Bishop, who
wishes to be master in his own houte,
welcomse the Jesuits i’ That’s his own
business, Mr, Grent, Jesuits are not
received in any diocese against the
wishes'and consent of the Bishops ; and
yet they are in several dioceses in Can-
ada and in almost every diccese in the
United Sta'es, When the Bishops com-
plain Mr, Grant may pity if he cannot
relieve them,

“ Had not Quebec the right,” says Dr,
Grant, * to do what she liked with her
own money ! I for ons, felt from the
first that argument could not be
answered, (Quéebec may throw its mil-
lions into the St. Lawrence, but two
things it must not do : it must not turn
rouad snd agk us to replace the millions,
and it must not deny to people any-
where else the freedom that it claims
for iteelf.”

This is simply misleading, Quebee,in
granting $400,000 for Jesuitical or edu-
cational purposes, did rol throw away
millions, Quebec oblained from ihe
Jesuits, who were proprietors, permis-
sion to dispose of lots and sell lands that
are worth mullions of dollars, It is in.
conceivable that a man of Prncipal
Grant’s standing should try to mislead
in this fashion. The Protestants of
Kingaton or Toronto cannot ba called
upon to replace millions that were not
thrown away or even bestowed., Most
valuable lets in the ceutre of Quebec
city, that were lying idle for the last
hundred  years, because mno one
could give a titla deed, are now
gold for esums that have almost
realized already the smount needed
to eatisly the Jeruit claim, $160,.
000. Yet this is whal Principal Grant
proncunces * moral degradation,” We
can iell P'rincipal Grant, with all dus
respect, that thero is a derper depth in
the “moral degradation” of bearing
false witness against your neighbor, of
caluminating hard-working and saintly
priests of God and threatening them
with renewed persecution and gpoliation.

THE FINAL ACT IN THE
JESUIT ESTATES DRAMA.

The Protestant Educatlon Committes of
the Provizca of Quebec have formaily
not!fied the Government of that Province
that they are ready to accept the amount
due to them by the Act of Settlement of
tho Jesuits’ Bstatee, and have requested
the Government to pay the amount, which
is 866,700, This action on the part cf the
committee scttles the question us to the
willingne:s of the Protestants of Quebec
to accept the Jesuits’ Estates Act, both as
o logal transactlon a:d as an Act dolrg
complete justice to the Quebec Proteatanta,
After the passage of the Act by a unani.
mous vote of the Quebec Leglelature,
which Included among its members twelve
Protestante, certalnly representing the
Protestants of the Province, and the almost
unanimous vote of the Protestant mem-
bers of the Province in the Dominion
Parllament, this act of the Protestant
Committes of the Councll of Public In.
structlon was scarcely needed to prove
that the Intention of the Quebec Govern-

ment was to do full jusiice to the Protes
tant minority, but, notwithstanding tke
frantic declarations of the Mail, the Hunt.
ingdon Gleaner, and the Montreal Witness,
that the appropriation {s an Insult and a
bribe to the Protestants, this acceptance
of the money by the Protestant Com:
mittee will be regarded by all falr-minded
Canadians as an evidence that the Proter-

tants of Quebec are satlefied that the

Jesults’ Estatas Act was sn Act of which
the Protestants of the Provinca have no
r1eason to complain,

It 48 no more to be npposed that the
Protestrnt minosity of Qaebee are to rule
that Province than that the Ostholic
minority of Ootario shsll rule Oatarlo;
but itis to be remarked that thereis a
mueh larger proporion of the population
of Qatario ready to respond to a no-
Popery ery than therels of the popula.
tion of Quebee to respond to a ro Proies-
tant ery, A no Protestant ery bas never
been redeed in the Province of Quebes by
any paurty ; perhaps because all are con
relous that there would be none to sdopt
it a3 & party shibboleth,

It would be well if Ontario Protestants
wonld follow the liberal exampls set by
Quebee Catholics, But we do not ex
peot that this will bs the case. A Pro-
tegtant community has not the liberality
of a Catholic one, and it is acknowledged
by tke snti-Catholic press of Oatario
that if the Protestants of Ontario bad
had altogether their own way at the local
elections, an anti Catholic Legislature
would have been elected,

It is well that there was a Catholic
vote to turn the scale in Ontario. It hes
gaved the Province of Untario from the
disgrace df proving themselves less
liberal to the Cztholic minority than are
the Catibolics of Quebec to the Protest
snt minority. But as the Protestant
Qommititee of Public Iustruction are un-
doubtedly bighly representative of the
Protestants of Quebec, it may, certainly,
now be assumea that the Protestants of
that Provinee are quite saticfied with
the liberal policy which the Quebec
Legislature has followed in their regard,

of the three altars in the Cathedral by
the visiling Bishops and priests, At the
latter named hour the grand and touch-
ing ceremony, the Mass of consecration,
commenced. A list of those taking part
therein will be found appended. 'The
aliars hed been decorated ina becoming
manner for the occasion by the Risters
of St. Josepb, and {heir appearance
andded very materially to produce a most
touching effect,

Durlng Saturday and Sanday fully two
thousand strapgers visited London with a
view to witness the grand ceremony of
lastallation. They came chidly from
Windsor, Detrelt, Sandwlch, Walkerville
and Chatham, while the esstern towos on
the line of the Grand Trunk also supplied
a Jarge quota.

Waen the time for Mase bad arrived
the imposing procession entered the
cathedral by the iront enfrance, the cross.
bearers preceding the Archbishops and
{he other members of ihe bierarchy, each
Bishop being supported by two priests,
and the candidate for the sacred cflice
being supported on either eide hy Rov,
Father Cushing and Rev, Father Marigon,
The procession passed up the centre
aicle of the church in the order given
below, and then entered the chancel :

law whereby they might obtain the sal-
vation of their imamortal eouls, He
established the divivity of 1lis miseion
by His wondrous deede—giving eight to
the blind, hearing to the deaf, the use of
their limbs to the maimed, aud even
raising up the very dead to lifs, He
went sbout doing good to all that came
in His way. But our divine Lord came
not only for the salvation of those who
gathered around Him, who followed Him
into the desert, and, forgetful of their
vatural wants, bung upon the words of
truth that fell from His inspired lips :
He come, as He Himeelf declared, for
the salvation of maukind—for the saiva-
ticn of those wholive two thousand years
efter His incarnation, as well as for the
favored ones who beard tho words from
His lips. When He hed announced
Himeelt He sealed His teaching by the
shedding of the last drop of His precious
blood, giving a testimony of love greater
than which can no man give, And how
did our Divine Lord provide for those
who would live atter Ilis ascension into
Heaven? Wkhat means did He inaug-
urate waereby ages afier might bear the
escred truth 1 We have only to turn to
the pages of Holy Writ, and there we
find the means thst cur Divine Lord
adopted, We read how He ealled round
Him twelve poor men of Galilee; bow
He made them the companions of His
jeurneys, and the inmates of His house-
hold, they leaving all things end follow-
ing Jesus, On a certain cceasien He
gatbered these (welve men around Hin,
and eaid to them in the moet rolemn

denly in o wild, hurrled zl,zag, then
slowly clrcling downward to sit at last
with tell outspread fanwiee, and vaps,
glisteniag white In the sunghine, expanded
snd vibraiing, or waved lapguidly up and
down, with a motion like thet of some
broad-wizged batterfly at rest on a tiower.

WHEN NIAGARA RAN DRY.

no water could possibly escspe. In a
very short space of time the water bslow
this frczan barrler passed over the falls
and the next morning the people reslding
in the nelghborhood were treated to s
moet extraordinary epectacie. The roar-
ing, tumbling rapids above the falls were
almost obliterated, end nothing but the
cold black rocks were visible la all dlrec-
tions. The uews quickly eprea!, and
crowds of spectators fl.cked to view the
ecene, the banks on each slde of the river
belvg lined with people duriog the whole
day. At last there cams & bresk In the
ice ; it waa releaced from ite restyaint ; the
pent np wali of water rushed downward,

Unecbald Mathew was born on the
10th day of Osctober, 1790, near the
ancient capital of Tipperary, in sainted
Ireland The great work of hia life
begau on the 10tk day of April, 1838, in
the city of Cork, The story has been
oiten told, but it is ever worthy of
repetition. He had gathered sround
him in his humble 100l-ToOm & group
of fi . He epoke to them of the
evils wrought by intempersnce, *In-
deed,” he added, “if only one poor soul
could be rescued from degtruction by
what we are now attempting, it would be
giving glory to God, and well worth al!

Whet will we do, however,
with our dock laborers and cthers who
belong to no assoclation, ard, from want
of sym pathy, beguile their lefsure hours in
saloons and worse places, Agitators who
wake the working classes subservient to
selfich ends tell them that thefr kapploees
cousis's In the despolilog of the rich, while
others fachion {deally perfect plans which
will pever be worked out to completion,
Man must beled by his intellect and heart,
Giive bim something besides his own con-
dition to think about. Lock upon biw ae
gifted with an immortal soul, sndnot s
mere money meking autamsaton, and we
wiil have rescued him from out tie soclal
ruin, Such a result can be brought about
by an asscciation, That we arenot vision-
ary is proved by the exlstence of the
“Work of the Catholic Circles in France,”
which, loelgnificant at the outset, now
claims as members thonsands and tens of
thousands of the tolling masses,

Middle Ages and not one of our progress-
ive nineteenth century.

A NEw soclety called the *‘Servants of
St, Peter ” bhas been organizad at Gren-
oble, F'rance, by Mgr. Pava, of that city.
It will be devoted to the furtherance of
the Interest of the Holy Sze, orally and
through the press. The Holy Father has
ganctioned its establlehment, and has
accorded it several plenary indulgences.
Mgr. Pava, In a letter explainiog the aim
of the soclety, gives the followlng defin-
ftlon of the Papacy :

tion with the Pope’s Infallibility comes
from the misunderstanding of the term
uheretic,” All writers agree in censur.
ing Honorius for his temporizing pol?cy,
for kis want of promptness in proclaim-
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
