Religion and Politics not Antago­
nistic-

It is devoutly to be wished that no Christian 
man will allow the old-time protest of the mere 
politician, thst “ religion and politics have no­
thing to do with each other,” to hinder him in 
the slightest degree from diligently promoting a 
union between them.

putting away of their wives by tbe disobedient

Signs of the Times.
The Rev. Dr. Duff, the eloquent missionary 

of the Free Church of Scotland, delivered an 
address oa the subject of missions, in connection 
with the General Assembly, from which we make 
the following extracts :

All Christians now admit, and indeed from the 
Word of Revelation nothing can be more certain 
than that the time ie coming when the true sa­
ving knowledge of God in Chris*, shall fill the 
whole earth. How, then, is this grand consum­
mation to be realised ? Chiefly, if not solely, as 
most Christiana believe, through the universal 
diffusion of the word of life, brought home with 
power by the agency of the Spirit of God. That 
agency has hitherto ordinarily operated in slow, 
gradual and limited ways. At times, indeed, 
this ordinary method has been broken in upon 
by extraordinary visitations of the Spirit of grace 
and power—more or leu extensive as to out­
spreading, more or lees extensive as to degree. 
But the prophetic Scripture» abundantly indi­
cate that towards the close of I he present dfs- 
pensatioa, when tbe time of tbe latter-day glory 
draws near, and as a fitting preparation for it, 
these extraordinary viaitations of the Spirit will 
increase in rurober, in frequency and extent. 
And that ie same.mount to saying, that religious 
awakenings and revivals will become more nu­
merous, raipt, ix’ensive, and frequent overall 
the earth, uii'ii It nt which is now regarded as 
extraordinary, simp.y from ils rarity end unfre­
quency, shall become the ordinary procedure in 
ushering in a new and more exalted ecvmomy. 
In figures, images and metaphors, representing 
suddenness of spiritual growth, and an overflow­
ing copiousness of spirituel influencer—figures, 
images and metaphors, more graphic and bold 
than the uninspired mind of man could venture to 
suggest—the prophets pour cut tbeir vivid utter­
ances on this momentous theme. Here tbe ma­
jority of Christians usually pause ; and truly 
grateful and soothing to themere natural feelings 
it would be to be able to ptose at this bright aide 
of the picture. But what if there he another— 
a dark, a distressing, an alarmirg side of it P If 
there is, are we not bound, as honest interpre­
ters of God’s Word and God’s workings in pro­
vidence, calmly to look at it too, whether men 
will hear or whether they will forbear ? It would 
be delightful to think that, amid all the outpour­
ing! of God’s Spirit and mighty revivals her­
alding the halcyon millennial days, all is to be 
quietness and softness, gentleness and peace. 
But wbat if truth and holiness and Scripture 
forbid us to indulge the expectation ? Inspira­
tion itself seems as it were, to stagger and sink 
under exhaustion in devising images fit to por­
tray tbe scene» of destruction and horror then 
to be fearfully realised. It is, indeed, an over­
whelming thought that such scenes should be 
associated with outpourings of the Spirit and 
mighty revival» at all—that the Almighty should 
hasten on the advent of the latter-day glory by 
the rapid and simultaneous removal of wicked 
men, as well as by the rapid and simultaneous 
conversion of maltitudes in all lands. But has 
it not been so, in principle and in fact, from the 
beginning ? Has not the destruction of the 
wicked uniformly kept pace with the deliverance 
of the righteous, and that, too, in order to effec­
tuate their complete deliverance P And is it no* 
so, just because—contrary to (he judgment of e 
speculative, unbelieving world—He is the sin- 
avenging aa well as the sin-pardoning God ? I 
scarcely know a more extraordinary or unecrip- 
tural illusion than thst which leads to and cher­
ishes the expectation that the Church of Christ, 
now in warfare and sore travail, is somehow or 
other—like a veee-il carried along by the trade- 
wind breezes, wiih streamers flying and sails 
full set, scarcely requiring oversight and adjust­
ment by night or by day—to glide gently and 
noiaeleisy and by almost imperceptible degrees, 
into the blissful haven of millennial glory. 1 
merely expresa the overpowering conviction of 
my own understanding and heart, after much 
and long study of Scripture on this very subject, 
when Tsay that if the Church of Christ, during 
the middle and transitive passage from her pre­
sent militant statq. of toil and suffering to her 
future triumph and state of millennial repose, is 
to have her sunny showers and springtides of 
gladness, she may expect to have her hurricanes 
and her horrors too ; yea, that amid the out­
pourings of the Spirit's grace in glorious revi­
vals, and in very proportion to their extent and 
plenitude, may be expected a war and turmoil 
of physical and moral elements such as the world 
has never yet seen. I need only refer to the 
wateri of tbe universal deluge, the plagues and 
pestilences of Egypt, the returning billowe of the 
Red See, tbe fire and brimstone of Sodom and 
Gomorrah, the capture of Bablyon by the Per- 
•ian monarch, and the capture and destruction 
cf Jerusalem by the Roman armies. In all these 
and other cases the Lord effectually came down 
for the removal of bis enemies and the deliver­
ance of hit own people. And in these and other 
waya he may come down again, for He—the In­
finite and Omnipotent One—ia not, like man, 
limited in hia resources and agencies, whether 
of mercy or of judgment. But that down He 
•hall come, either ia some way or other, as the 
Sovereign tod righteous Judge, to shake terribly 
the earth and rid it forever of his own and his 
people’s implacable foes, seems altogether cer­
tain ; unies* with the unbeliever and the «coffer, 
we pronounce the Bible a fable and sacred jus­
tice tbe name for a mocking nullity. That in the 
latter day» there will bs a more copious out­
pouring of Gad’s Hoiy Spirit upon all fiesb 
than ever before witnessed, and that, in conse­
quence, the number of conversion» will be acce­
lerated and multiplied beyond all former expe-

Now, let all this sym 
boiical imagery be interpreted aa any one mey, 
one thing ia clear beyond all question, that it 
the imagery not of love, but tf anger—not of 
mercy, but of sore judgment—not of salvation 
but of the exterminating destruction of unre 
lenting and incorrigible foes. In order, in some 
measure, to account for so desperate a state of 
things in the very midst of the outpourings of 
the Spirit's grace, he tells us it was under the 
sixth vial of judgment that he beheld three un­
clean spirits like frogs, which were the spirit* of 
devils, or rather demons—come but of the 
mouth of the dragon, the beast and the false 
prophet, and go forth unto the kisga of the 
world, to gather them to the battle of the great 
day of God Almighty. The demon of faction, 
rampant and burning, alike in the ranks of a 
proud aristocracy and a fierce democracy, may 
be seen sharpening his keenest wespons. The 
demon of party spirit may empty his quiver of 
its arrows, stepped in the gall and wormwood 
of bitterest recrimination. The demon of car­
nal policy may be busied in reconciling the He­
rod» and the Pilâtes of religious indifferentisa, 
and in urging them to hurl their envomed shafts 
against the friends and advocate» of a living 
energetic evangelism. The demon of pereecu 
tion may set his iron tar into more rapid mo­
tion, ruthlessly to tread down, aa of late in 
Spain and elsewhere, the children of God, who 
glory in living by faith and not by sight ; and 
when the infliction of pbysicel pains and penal­
ties, torture or death, by the stake or the sca­
ffold, may be beyond his reach, pour upon them 
increasing torrents of groundless ridicule and 
reproach, with ingeniously subtle and; lacerating 
misrepresentations of motive, ioM|tjst>, and 
design. The demon of worldly_tttoBCTkin, un 
settled ness, and unrest, as in the case of »r>me 
of the continental nations at this moment, may 
whet his glittering sword, and be preparing to 
wield, with relentless energy, his newly-invent­
ed and terrible engineery of destruction. The 
demon of civil end military despotism, proclaim, 
ing bis empire to be peace, yet engirdled with 
his martial array of heartless sycophants, may 
sound his trumpet—exulting in the enforced 
collapse of tbe eagle pinioni by which the 
patriot and tbe brave made sure to mount into 
the glow and innehine of blissful liberty ; and 
proclaiming tbe reign of a repressive absolutism 
over body, eoul, and spirit, in his dark and 
silent dominions to be eternal. The demon of 
intellectual pride may “ grin horribly a ghastly 
smile,” as he vents his sarcasms and hia acorn 
on the reputed influenza of saintly fanaticism 
and the epidemic of nauseated religious excite­
ment. The demon of a depraved imagination 
may in his revolving kaleidoecope profess to 
exhibit the phantasmagoria of revival scenes to 
the jest of tbe silly witling and the cackling 
laugh and amusement of tbe giddy throng of 
this world's gay triflers. The demon of a super­
stitious Pharisaic ritualism may strive, in the 
way of ludicrous mimicry, to revive the varied 
mechanisms and manipulations of a lifeless, 
heartless, medieval formalism ; and thereby 
provoke Christian converts from the multitudi­
nous heathenisms of India and China, New Zea­
land and Kaffraria, in pity and compassion, to 
send over native missionaries to reclaim our 
Oxford Romanisere, and their host of pescock- 
hke, fsntastioally-arrayed followers, to the pure 
faith of primitive apoatolio Christianity. The 
demon of rationalism, irrationally spurning th* 
awards of enlightened reason may, scout the 
plenary inspiration of God’s holy Word, and 
treat with contemptuous scorn the cumulative 
evidences of a supernatural revelation ; ye*| 
and may perilously venture to attenuate into a 
filmy myth, or soaring to a still bolder climax 
of blasphemy, may even dare to degrade into a 
charlatan or an imposter, the Holy One and the 
Blessed, of whom a celebrated leader of modern 
unbelief, in one of his lucid moments, could 
truly exclaim, " Yes ; if the life and death of 
Socrates were those of a sage, the life and death 
of Jesus were those of a God !” The demon of 
materialistic infidelity may amuse itself with the 
old heathenish folly of tracing man’s original 
to some obscure self-developing molecule or 
or atom up through an endless series of ani­
mated beings, till it reach tbe aristocracy of 
monkeys and gorillas—th* immediate ancestry 
of man ; and vent his ebullitions of impotent 
and impious ire against the efficacy of prayer 
and the overruling» 5f Divine Providence, dis­
dainfully repudiating the right or power of tbe 
great Creator to interfere in any w*jt with bit 
own works—thus openly daring the Omnipotent 
to arms !

The demon of a greedy, grdfping, all-devour­
ing covetousness—scornfully trampling, under 
sundry plausible pretences of philanthropy and 
public accomodation, alike on God's holy Sab­
baths and tbe inalienable heaven-bestowed 
rights of humanity in hie frantic speed any bow 
to get rich, but often checkmated in hia wildly 
selfish career, by tbe increase of light end life

desolating rage of a tropical tornado—turning 
its Londons, Parises, Viennes, and other mon­
ster capitals and great cities into so many 
Sodoms and Gomorrah», ripe for the swift-de- 
■cendlng judgments of Him who it to tread the 
winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Al­
mighty God. Then there will be a shaking of 
the political earth, and a rending of the political 
heavens, over all the world. The suns of impe­
rial, regal, and democratic rale, that disowned 
the supremacy of the Sun of Righteousness, 
will be darkened. The moons of humanly de 
vised ecclesiastical politics will be turned into 
blood. The firmaments of power being shaken, 
all stars of inferior authority in Church and 
State will fall from their respective spheres, like 
figs that are shaken by the gales of autumn.— 
“ The sea and the waves roaring"—in other 
words, the multitudes of the people, smitten 
with the peelilencff of infidelity towards God, 
and of insubordination towards all lawfully con 
•tituted authorities, riling in ungovernable rage, 
and spreading devastation and terror all around. 
“ Every mountain and every island will be cast 
in the depths of the eea"—every great state and 
every petty state merged into the cheos of demo­
cratic turbulence and revolutionary madness 
with d Ltreea of nations and peplexity—men’s 
hearts failing them for fear, and for looking 
after the things that are coming upon the earth. 
Then, amid the upbreak—the clash—the colli­
sion—and frightful uproar of shattered and dis 
solving organisations, sacred and civil, political 
and ecclesiastical—with thtir cumbreus burden 
of misbegotten manners, habits, customs, 
fashions, rules, observances, ritualisms, canons, 
and laws, which have been’confusedly accumu­
lating for two or three thousand years—will tbe 
grand antagonistic systems to the cause of truth 
and righteousness—Polytheism and Pantheism, 
Atheism and Materialism, Mahommedaniim 
and Romanism, and every surviving form of 
Paganism—finally perish from off this earth 
and under these heavens ; and scenes be present­
ed that are vividly pourtrayed in Apocalyptic 
vision—tremendous scenes of conflagration and 
•laughter, the bare thought cf which is enough 
to make one’s ears to tingle and one’s blood to 
curdle in the veins. Then, too, will be hesrd 
the last wild panic cry of the kings of the earth, 
and the great men and the rich men, and the 
chief captains and the mighty men, attempting, 
in their despair, to hide themselves in the dene 
and in the rocks of the mountains ; and saying 
to the mountains and the rocks, “Fall on us, 
and hide us from the face of Him that sitteth 
upon the throne, and from tbe wrath of the 
Lamb ; for the day of his wrath is come, and 
who will be able to stand ?" But, while ail who 
refuse to kiss the Son shall thus, before bis en­
kindled wrath, miserably perish from the way ; 
blessed, thrice blessed shall they all be who put 
their trust in Him ! Then will the redeemed 
Church, his spouse—eagerly responsive to the 
voice of tbe heavenly Bridegroom—speedily 
come forth from her long dark night of weary 
toil, fierce battle, and bloody martyrdom, chaste­
ly arrayed in pure white bridal robes and queen- 

majesty, unto the palace of the King—the 
virgins, her companions, following her into the 
enchanting scenes and gladsome bowers of the 
new heavens and the new earth, whereon dwell- 
eth righteousness. And then, oh, then ! amid 
hallelujahs and choral symphonies, louder and 
more ecstatic far than when the “ s ns of the 
morning," by their songe, did celebrate the rise 
of the first heavens and the first earth out of the 
wide, wasteful womb of the chaotic deep—will 
tbe, caught into the arms aod wrapt in the 
embrace of her Beloved—“ the chief among ten 
thousand and altogether lovely” sweetly enter 
into her rest, and, as preparatory to the heaven 
of eternal glory, joyously keep jubilee a thou 
sand yean ! Hallelujah ! O Lord Jesus, when 
shall it be P Hasten it in its time. Amen, yea, 
and amen I

■ Aim» of love which compassed me,
World alt mankind embrace”

and 1 wanted to see others ae happy as the re­
ligion of Christ had made roe. With regard to 
my call to the ministry, I would say that the 
longing dcsin- vim h I had the night of my con­
version to see others saved by the same power 
which had rescued me, increased, and soon it be 
came a settled conviction in my mind that 
ought to spend my life in striving to lead others 
to the cross. I for sometime felt very happy in 
tbe thought of spending life in the blessed work 
of tbe ministry, but then doubts about my fit­
ness for the «acred office came, and 1 waa for 
long time in a state of great perplexity and aux 
iety. I at last disciis«ni the idea of preaching, 
or tried to do eo, and thought I would endear, 
our to be useful in reme subordinate position in 
the church, but I had no sooner come to this 
conclusion thsn G -rt took away from me the 
light of his countenance, and for a season I 
walked on in datknei*. Mumbling at every step, 
feeling unfit to live and afraid to die. All this 
time I was harrasetd by the thought that I was 
disobeying the call of God’s Spirit. At length 
resolved just to place my self in tbe hands of 
God, praying that tbe path of duty might be 
made so clear to me that I could not mistake it 
I did so, and the way was made plain before 
me, and I found my way into the ministerial 
ranks. I have laboured on three circuits in our 
Conference, and though my efforts have been 
imperfect,God has smiled upon them, and given 
me I believe a few reals to my ministry, And 
now, as I am about 11 take upon me the solemn 
vows of ordination, 1 would in the presence of 
God and this large assembly consecrate myself 
anew to Him, where I am and whom I ought to 
serve.

Conference Jjmeebings.
Ordination Service.

Tbe Service was opened with singing the hymn 
commencing, “ The Saviour when to heaven he 
rose,” after which, the Rev. Mr. Strong engaged 
in prayer. /•

The President briefly adverted to the solem­
nity, and importance of the occasion, and to tbe 
requirements which as a Church we make of 
those who are invested with the right, to minis­
ter in word and doctrine.

The Secretary then announced the names of 
the young brethren about to be ordained, as 
follows H. P. Cowperthwsite, T. J. Deinstsdt, 
. B. Hemeon, R. O’B. Johnson, and D. N. Le 

Lâcheur, who as they were called passed to tbe 
platform.

The President intimated that it was usual 
on such occasions to afford opportunity to the 
candidates to give sn account of their conver­
sion to God, and call to the Christian ministry, 
and that inch opportunity would now be afforded 
to the Candidates present

H. P. Cowpebthwaite said I was early 
in life taught by a pious mother that I was a sin­
ner, and needed a change of heart befere I could 
be happy in this life and prepared for Heaven. 
I regret to say, though, that nearly eighteen 
years of my life pasted away without my giving 
my besrt to God. When I wss about nine or 
ten years of age, I wae at one time very much 
concerned about the salvation of my soul, and 
in company with a number of young associates 
used to pray for pardon and happiness, but 
these hours and days of serious thoughtfulness 
passed away without my having obtained that 
for which I sought. It was during a series of 
meetings held on the Woodstock Circuit, and 
under the ministry of th* R*v. Mr. Prince, thst

T. J. Deinstadt taid j—After coming to the 
years of understanding it would be difficult for 
me to call to remembrance a time when I was 
not the subject of religious impression. This, 
under God, may be traced to the teaching of » 
pious mother, who frequently endeavored to im­
prest my youthful mind with eternal things,— 
show me that by nature I was a child of wrath 
even as others, and could not,unies» bora again 
see the kingdom of God. Yet I fought against 
there convictions, ang lived in a continued vio­
lation of the Saviour's injunction, viz. :—“ Seek 
ye first the kingdom of God,” &c. But at length 
after a series cf impressive incidents, under the 
preaching of the Rev. R. Tweedie I was led to

" Yield to love's resistless power 
And tight against my God no more."

And now if there be one period in my past his­
tory upon which I delight for a moment to dwell, 
it is that when I gave myself to God,—that when 
I received the knowledge of salvation by the 
remission of sin. But I do not wish to depend 
upon past experience. I trust that tbe life which 
I now live in the flesh is and will be by tbe con 
slant exercise of faith upon the Son of God 
who loved me and gave himself for me.

Immediately after my conversion I began in 
a humble way to work for God, feeling inwardly 
impressed that I waa called to preach the gospel 
But my unfaithfulness, unworthiness, and in­
ability ao loomed up before me that I shrank 
from entering upon a work attended with auch 
tremendous responsibilities—Yet e«days, weeks, 
and months passed away, these impressions 
ripened into n necessity, so that I felt constrain­
ed to say, “ Woe ia me if I preach not the 
Gospel.” For four years I have been in the 
work of the ministry, endeavoring to call sin­
ners to repentance and faith in our Lord and 
Saviour. God has seen fit to crown my efforts 
with some success. I think my highest ambi­
tion it—

“ His righteousness to show 
His saving truth proclaim,

Preach him to all and cry in death
Behold, behold the Lamb."

B. J. Hemeon said :—Mr. President, Fa­
thers and Brethern, with a throbbing heart, I 
thank God to-night, and I thank you, for the 
position which I occupy. Time would fail me 
to make mention of all the favors received at the 
hands of my Heavenly Father, I will leave that 
for eternity ; but I feel bound to notice one in­
estimable blessing. Both of the brethren who 
have preceded me have spoken of pious parents ;
I too will give (banks to God for a pious parent­
age, especially for an exemplary and eminently 
holy mother. She brought me up in tbe nurture 
and admonition of the Lord. When I was ebout 
ten years of age I was quite religious, and bid 
fair to become a religious man. But God in 
hie wisdom took my mother away—away from a 
world of turmoil and care to the realms of light ; 
and I was left alone. Like a belmleas boat out 
upon the sea ; so on life’s ever ebbing, ever flow­
ing tide, I drifted onward and downward with 
the flood. I, in spite of a father’s care and lis­
ter’s influence, in spite of my mother’s training 
and her influence and image that ever followed 
me—in spite of *11 this snd more, I “ forgot God, 
and lightly esteemed the Rock of my salvation.” 
At the age of twenty I was a prodigal from my 
father’s house without God and without hope in 
the world.

It pleased God about this time to open my 
eyes and show where and what I'was. He also 
called me : I arose and"' followed him. And I 
found that Jesus was " Able to save to tbe ut­
termost, all that come unto God by Him”—He 
saved me ! even me !

Soon after thie, God called me to preach the 
gospel tresisted this, stoutly contending that 
I bad qeither the courage not the ability. But at 
length I waffled to yield to the monitions of the 
Divin» Spitit- About this time my he*rt waa 
strengthened by learning that in my infancy' my 
own dear mother had deidcated me to the minis­
try of the Lord Jesus. God has been with me, 
And I cm «Y t° »ome, « If I am not an apostle

to others,' yet doubtless I am unto you, for the 
seal of my apostleship are ye in the Lord.
And now, having passed my probation, I stand 

before you for ordination,—O brethren " prey 
for me ! that utterance may be given unto me 
that I may open my mouth boldly to make 
known the mystery cf the gospel.” That hav­
ing finished the work that ie given me to do, 
turning many to righteousness, I msy shine a 
bright itar, in the firmament of God forever and 
ever.

R. O’B. Johnson said I thank Gofl, that 
in early life, I was led to seok religion. Blessed 
with pious parents, I was a child of many 
prayers, and was carefully instructed in the du­
ties and doctrines of cur holy Christianity. As 
early as I can remember, my mother used to 
talk to ass about my soul ; and jut aa early, I 
waa the subject of deep distress on account of 
my iini ; often afraid to close my eyes in sleep 
lest I should weke up io torment. 1 lived, how­
ever, without God, until my thirteenth year, 
when the Spirit of God visited me more power­
fully than ever. 1 thought I must seek the Sa­
viour then or be lost to all eternity. After 
weeks of deep anguish and penitential grief, I 
Wae enabled to trust in the blood of Christ for 
salvation. On a remote spot on my father's 
farm, while on my knees pleading for mercy, 1 
found peace with God. O, the happiness of 
that hour. That sacred spot where God first 
revested bis love to me, ie sacred to my memory ; 
it i* the dearest spot of my parental home.—
I regret to say, that before I reached manhood 
I wandered from God. Though I never lost 
the fear of God, or neglect»^ secret prayer, yet 
I lost my first love. Duriwjl some special ser­
vice!. held on a part of the Truro Circuit, by 
tbe Rev. Mestre. Buckley and G. O. Huestia, 1 
was restored to a sense of tbe Divine favour, 
and from that time 1 have been enabled to fol­
low Christ, though often I have had to mourn 
over much unfaithfulness. I do feel that

1 It has saved m# from a thousand snares 
To mind religion young,"

1 was soon impressed with a deep conviction, 
that it was my duty to preach the Gospel ; but 
a sense of my inability, and a natural diffidence 
caused me to banish the thought. God often 
frustrated my worldly projects, and often these 
impressions were renewed, but I shrank from 
the cross. I thought I never could stand up 
before a congregation to expound God’e word. 
About eight years ago, God laid bis hand upon 
me, and brought me near th* gates of death, 
by malignant typoid fever. On that sick bed, 1 
promised the Ix>rd, that if he would restore me 
to health, I would follow the leadings of his 
providence, and direction! of his Spirit, how­
ever painful the cross. God did restore me to 
health, made my path before me, and enabled 
me to find my way into our ministry. I have 
bad some fruits of my labours. 1 feel happy in 
my work. I would be vary unhappy In any 
other calling. Though it is often with fear and 
trembling, that I stand up at an ambassador of 
Christ, yet I have been enabled, to some extent, 
to overcome my natural fear of man. I humbly 
yet firmly believe, that I am called by God to. 
preach the glad tidings of salvation to a perish­
ing world. To preach the Gospel and be the 
humble instrument of saving aouls, is my high­
est ambition. I have looked forward to this 
hour with feelings of deep emotion, and have 
only now to eay—

" Happy if with mr latest breath 
I may but gasp His name ;
Preach him to all, and cry in death,
Beheld ! behold the Lamb."

The President then preceded with the Office 
provided for tbe Ordination of Elders, reading 
the passages of Holy writ, and the exhortation 
appended. The questions found in the Office 
were proposed, and duly answered by the Can­
didates ; the impressive request for prayer on 
behalf of the candidate! was read, and the con­
gregation knelt briefly in silent prayer, after 
which the prayer provided in the Office was 
offered. Tbe candidates remaining In a kneel­
ing posture, were then by imposition of hands, 
and the presentation to each of a copy of the 
Holy Scriptures, with the impreseive formula 
provided—solemnly ordained to the work of the 
Christian ministry.

The President then addressed the newly or­
dained Brethren, nearly ae follows :
Beloved Brethren—I am satisfied that the mem­

bers of this congregation feel, from your own 
étalements paie to-night, that we have proceed­
ed on sure ground, in admitting you to the min­
istry in the Church of God. There ia a large 
variety of topics on which you might be address­
ed on this occasion, but tbe solemn lessons which 
have just been read in your bearing, precludes 
the necessity of enlarging on the important du­
ties of your new position in detail. I would in­
clude all I hare to say aa to the right discharge 
of those duties, in directing your attention for a 
few moments to the leMewing passage, found in 
the fourteenth chapter of the First Epistle to the 
Corinthians, and at the twelfth verse—Seek that 
ye may excel, to the edifying of the church.

The church is God’s house, God’s habitation. 
Tbe temple at Jerusalem was symbolical of this 
inhabitation of Diety, which ia now realized, not 
by manifestation visibly and overwhelmingly be­
neath the cherubim, but in the person of our 
Lord Jesus Christ “ For God who commanded 
the light to shine out of darkness, hath shined 
in our hearts, to give the light of the glory of 
God, in the face of Jesus Christ" And holy 
writ again delates, “ye are built upon the foun­
dation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ 
himself being the chief corner stone ; in whom 
all tbe building fitly framed together groweth 
into an holy temple in the Lord ; in whom ye 
also an flroilded together for a habitation of God » 
through the Spirit” It is earth’s highest and 
most illustrious glory that it is destined to be 
the scene of the erection of this spiritual house.
It it in the edification or building up of God’s 
church, that your lives, that your energies, mo­
ral and intellectual are to be employed. You have 
professed, and given evidence of your conver­
sion to God, and we have confidence in you that 
you are calle<|^4o be builders of this house of 
God. Ordination is merely the outward and vis­
ible sign, of what God has done already ; we do 
not call yon, but simply recognise you, as called 
of God. In this work no unholy hands should 
be employed. Never lose the evidence that you 
an thus called of God Flee to the Divine Re­
deemer always for the conviction, that you are 

not only by the Church but by God for 
.hi* fork. The moment you lose it—and you



nè«r never lo«* it, you will lose your tone* lor 
thii eecred truer. The work of the edification tf 
God’» church, include» vigorous effort», employ­
ed by you to achieve the converiion of eoals to 
Ood ; to enlarge the area of teat church, which 
He hath purchased with Hie own blood. Ood 
lend» you as he sent the Apostle», to men •• that 
they might receive the forgivenes» of line, and 
an inheritance among ail them that are sanctified 
through faith which is in ilim.” Keep eteadily in 
view, beloved brethren, the importance of theaal- 
vation of the «ou!» for whom Chriet died. And be 
not latiified wi'h the occurrence Of long inter­
vale in your ministry, between the converiion of 
soul», but labor in the faithful, c'.ear, discrimina­
ting effort omoi g men to bring aouli to Cbriit, 
to pliee another, and another, and another atone, 
in the living temple, till thj Church of God ii 
completed.

The object of the ministry i« not only to bring 
linneri to Cbriat, but that they may be kept in 
the knowledge and love of God. You muit 
lead them to forget (hose things which are be­
hind, and to raacb forth unto those thingi which 
are before. See to it that you are endued with 
the necessary qualifications for tbi« work. You 
have to feed the flock of God, and you muit be 
capabfe of leading them to add to their faith, 
virtue, and to virtue, knowledge, and to know­
ledge, temperance, and to temperance, patience, 
and to patience, godliness, and to godlinea», 
brotherly kindness, and to brotherly kindness 
charity. You know that if cr.e does not ad­
vance in the divine life, he must inevitably suffer 
low, and by retrogressive steps be at length 
landed in a state of gro»« apostasy from God 
It waa matter of great astonishment, to a per- 
aon not yery well acquainted with Metbodiai 
that it 1» »o progressive, and be waa told that 
the secret liea here ; first its ministers seek to 
convert as many sinners »s possible, and, 
condly, to- point them to the attainment of 
Chriatian holiness ; and moreover inculcating 
upon them, the truth, that there is no state which 
they may not make a vantage ground, from 
which they may go forward in the divine life. 
Now you are consecrated to this work, and thii 
is the edification of the Church of God, in which 
work you are exhorted by the text to seek to 
cxoel. You may well seek to be charecterissd 
by greit intellectual vigour, but you will espe­
cially need a vigourous piety, for whatever im­
portance we may attach to intellectual culture, 
we do trust that at the outset of your career, 
you will set up an earner! piety as the hi 
of your acquired power. It will appear 
importance to every young min who right­
ly estimates his work, that he eboold cul­
tivate holiness of heart, without which, it will 
be impossible to save souls, or to edify the 
Church of Gcd. It will be in vein to urge men 
to be holy, if you are not holy yourselves. Then 
as to intellectual culture ; we live in en age 
wbicb-demande of the ministers of the church, 
the greatest mental pewer, and the ripest icho- 
arship, and in every form of culture, which 
gives power it is your duty to “ «tudy to exoel.’’ 
I don’t mean that I you should aspire to have 
yeur brows bound with the laurela of • misera1 
ble pepuUrity. You may reach high culture, and 
even peculiar ability most critically to inquire 
into the latent meaning of the most abatruse 
passages of Holy writ, but you especially want 
skill, to give auch wholesome exposition of the 
word of God, aa to be able to give to every man 
a portion of meat in due season. Above all 
things make the Bible 'he man of your counsel. 
Guard well egainit the hay end stubble which 
are thought by so many to be euitr.bk for the 
Church of God in this our day, and build in, 
only gold, silver, and precious stones. Sanctify 
them «aid our Saviour, praying to Hie Heavenly 
Father for bia diacipies ; sanctify them, but how? 
through thy truth, thy word is truth. Preach 
the word of God ; that is the only means of 
saving soul».

Study the religious controversies of the day 
that you may be able to give prominence to the 
truth» which are in opposition to the error» pro­
mulgated, that the people under your care may 
be guarded against soul-deStroyfng hetero­
doxy.

Study to excel to the edifyiny of the Church 
and to this end you muai bs men of prayer. 
Probably there is to matter on which men more 
fully agree, when they come to die, than that 
they have not prayed enough. Be men of pray, 
er, watching thereto with all diligence, and you 
will be faithful watchmen in the church of God. 
“ I will that men pray everywhere, lifting up 
holy hands."

I will not enlarge un more particulars in con­
nection with this gfeat work, in which *e are 
now engaged, but we trust that you will give full 
proof oi your ministry, that you will approve 
youraelves as men cot seeking filthy lucre, but 
that you ere iu perfect sympathy with the Divine 
Redeemer, who sees ia the salvation of any soul, 
the travail of His own.

After the delivery of this address, this deeply 
interesting service was closed with brief devo­
tional exercises.

ANSWER.

2. That the Conference has learned with 
satisfaction the result of the change made dur­
ing the last year in reaped to the payment for 
the Provincial Wesleyan, and regarding the pre­
payment system as the only safe mode of con­
ducting such a journal, would enjoin it upon 
our Ministers and Agents throughout the Con­
ference bounds to collect in advance before the 
1st of January next the aubscriptions for 1868, 
and to forward the same to the c (fire with ali 
promptitude.

3. That the Conference regards the circula­
tion of oor Literature by means of our Book 
Room as easential to our prosperity aa a connec­
tion, and would commend to the patronage of

Leave was granted, 
and the President was authorised to effect the 
legal conveyance, and also to effect tbe discharge 
of a mcr'gege on certain property in the city of 
St. John. Tbe trustee» of the old church in 
Petite Riviere requested permission to sell such 
church. Leave wan granted wish the under­
standing that the church alone be sold, and be 
removed from tbe present site.

The President wee authorised to grant a lesac, 
for a term of year», of certain landq at Grand 
Falla, to secure to this Conference the transfer 
of certain land» in the 8t Stephen» circuit, and 
to effect the sale of certain land» at Loch Lo­
mond, on the Upbam circuit. The Journal Se­
cretary was directed to procure, ai soon aa pos- 
•tble, a auitable Conference seal. Tbe letter 
recommending the case of Bro. Butcher to the 
British Conference, was reed and adopted. The 
report of the Educational Fund Committee was 
presented by Bro. H. Pope, and waa received- 
The Treasurer’s report wee read and received.

The effaira of the Educational Inetitution were 
resumed, end the business of tbe Theological 
department wae first tsken up. The Professor's 
Report wae read and adopted. The Minute* of 
the Committee were reed, and the Committee’s 
report wae read and adopted. Regret is express­
ed by the Conference that we have so few candi­
dates for the work of the ministry. The report 
of the Examining Committee wee read, and after 
some discussion adopted.

An informal statement wsa made by tbe Com­
mittee of the Building Fund of the new Aca­
demy. It is hoped if the aubscriptions towards 
this fund, and for the removal cf the debt be 
realised, that after meatiog the expenses of re 
building and furnishing the new Male Academy, 
nearly half the debt on tbe Female branch may 
be liquidated. The liberal grant made by tbe 
Missionary Committee has greatly contributed 
toward» thia result.

Afternoon.—After the usuel opening exercise»

A letter was read from W. B. Boyce, contain­
ing the assurance, that tbe case of the Supernu­
meraries shall not be treated less favourably by 
the Missionary Committee than formerly. Cer­
tain correspondence between Dr. Pickard and 
Rev. W. B. Boyce was read. The thanks of tbe 
Conference waa presented to Dr. Pickard, for 
hia faithhfulneis and ability, aa the Financial 
Agant of the Conference, and be wae requested 
to continue in the occupancy of thia position. A 
resolution was adopted authorizing the Bermuda 
circuit to employ its conference collection in 
paying the expenses of such of its ministers as 
may be sent to the Conference. A copy cf the 
letter in answer to memorial from Sackville 
quarterly meeting wae read and adopted. A 
minute was read from the St. John District 
Meeting, with reference to the FairviW circuit, 
end a email committee was appointed to prepare 
a communication ia reference thereto.

Friday morniog.—After the ueual devotional 
exercises some miscellsneoue business was trans­
acted. A letter was received from Mr. Snow­
ball in reference to hie claims as a Supernume­
rary, and it was ordered that his case be 
recommended to the Missionary Committee. A 
minute from the St. John District Meeting, re­
commending that the Advisory Committee sug­
gest to the President the nemee of the proposed 
members of tbe Conference Committee, vu 
read, and waa by reiolution adopted. A memo­
rial from the Young Mén’e Christian Association 
was received, and it was ordered that a reply be 
transmitted. Tbe resolutions submitted by the 
•ub-Book Committee were sfter lengthened con- 
verestion, snd with some t mend «lions, adopted. 
The measures thus adopted are in the judgment 
of thejConference, calculated greatly to relieve 
the Book Room.

Afternoon.—Owing to n meeting of tbs Sta­
tioning Committee, the Conference did not open 
until a late hour. The tbanke of the Confer­
ence were presented to the Rev. Jae. England, 
for hia faithful and acceptable service» as Co- 
Delegate during the peat year.

A resolution was adopted, tendering the thanks 
of the Conference to tbe Railway officials, and 
the proprietors of those stage coaches and 
steamboats, who have made a reduction in the 
fares of members travelling to and from Confer­
ence. Also, a resolution presenting the thanks 
of the Conference to our friends in Halifax, who 
have so hospitably» entertained its members dur­
ing its sitting, and ordered that such resolution 
shall be communicated from our city pulpits on 
the next Lord’s day. A resolution was adopted 
expressing the gratification ol the Conference, 
with the presence and ministrations of the Rev. 
Laughlin Taylor, D.D., the representative ol 
the Canada Conference, and the Rev. W, 
Stephenson, his associate. A resolution was 
adopted expressing the regrets of the Confer­
ence at the necessary retirement from the active 
work of the Rev. E. Bottereil. Tbe Conference 
requested that the Rev. George Scott, D.D., act 
as our representative to the British Conference, 
at its next session. The Minute on the afiairs 
of the Book Room wss read, and adopted. 
The following documents were read and adopt­
ed ; a letter to the Quarterly Board ot the 
Fairville Circuit ; a letter to the Missionary 
Secretaries, recommending the case of Brother 
Bottereil ; a letter to tbe friends ol tbe 
Mrs. Knight, tending the condolences ol the 
Conference in their loss ; and the report of the 
Committee on the spiritual state ol our work, 
The Revs. Dr. Pickard, J Taylor, and D. D. 
Currie were appointed a Committee to assist 
the Book Steward in the accounts of the Insti­
tution The Conference adopted the Pastoral 
Address, presented by the Rev. C. Stewart. 
It is earnestly hoped that on its publication oor 
people will carefully study the tender and 
judicious counsels of this admirable address.

On motion it was resolved, that not more 
than one half the members in any District shal 
be appointed by the District Meetings, to attend 
the Conference ; but that any other member 
obtaining the leave of his District Meeting, and 
making provision fonhis own accommodation, 
shall be recognized as a member ol tbe Confer­
ence,

Saturday morning —The session opened with 
the ueual devotional exercises. On motion it 
was resolved, that the President be relieved of 
the duties of a Circuit, and be permitted to 
devote himself to the general visitation and 
oversight of the work. The Contingent Fund 
Committee presented its report, which was 
adopted. It was decided to rescind the rule 
permitting the District Meetings to divide halt 
the excess of tbe amount raised in^the District 
above its apportionment for the Contingent 
Fund, among its deficient Circuits ; and it was 
ordered that the entire excess be remitted to 
Conference for apportionment there. Some 
further regulations were made with reference to 
the Contingent Fund, which will appear in the 
printed Minutes. It was decided that 
Circuit formerly independent shall receive 
grant Irom the Contingent Fund.

Open Session of Conft
On Wednesday afternoon an 

Conference was held, to receive the report of 
the Deputation—the Rev. Dr. Richey and Rev. 
Dr. Pickard—to the Canada Conference, and 
to hear the addresses of the Rev. Dr. Taylor, 
and the Rev. W. Stephenson, the deputation 
from the Canada Conference. A large number 
of our friends from the city atrembled with the 
Conference. The session was opened with the 
usual devotional exercises.

Dr. Richey spoke bristly of his mission to the 
Canada Conlerenct. He referred to tbe depu 
talion sent us Irom that Conference last year, 
with a proposa! for a union ot the two Confer­
ences. He and Dr. Pickard were sent to learn 
farther as to that proposal. It has been in 
contemplation I or several years to divide their 
present organization into several annual Con 
ferences, and it was thought desirable that we 
should so connect ourselves with them, that Irom 
the several annual Conferences, one General 
Conference as the Legislative Court of the 
Methodism of British America, meeting trien 
telly or quadrennially, might be established. 
But a practical difficulty just now presents 
itself in the way of our union with the Canada 
Conference, inasmuch as the proposed subdivi. 
sion of their work has not yet taken place, 
is therefore necessary to await such action, 
About one fifth of the people ol Canada are 
directly under the influence and training of 
Methodism, and this proportion is not very 
different from that which obtains in these lands. 
The educational institutions of Canadian Metho­
dism are in a state of great efficiency. A spirited 
effort has recently been made to remove tbe 
heavy debt cn Victoria College, and has been 
most successful. The Femsle College in Ham 
ilton, at the head of which ii Dr. Rice, long and 
favourably known in these Provinces, is well 
sustained by oar more affluent friends, and 
doing a great and good work.

Dr. Pickard intimated that in attempting to 
give an account oi his mission to Canada he had 
an easy task, for it bad already in choice lan 
guage been given. He alluded to the cautiously 
worded resolution ol the last Conference with 
relerence to this mission, and in going to Canada 
it was the business of the deputation to await 
the announcement of the plane which our bro 
thren there bad to propose, as they had taken 
the initiative. The plsn for the subdivision of 
their own organization was not submitted until 
j net as the deputation vu leaving, and hence, 
there wae as yet no plan tor the larger organ­
ization. He expressed his pleasure in meeting 
Dr. Taylor—under whose weke he wae at one 
time glad to come in as one ot the Représenta 
lives to the Britieh Conference, also hie pleasure 
in meeting the eloquent Mr. Stephenson.

The letter from the Canada Conference was 
read, after which7 the Rev. Lachlin Taylor, 
D.D.,.addressed the Conference. We cen give 
only the outline of this eloquent address, aa 
follow» :—

Mr. President, Beloved Brethren,—Before I 
proceed to make a few plain, practical remark», 
with’reference to the business of this afternoon, 
it is only proper for me to supply a hiatus, that 
many of my beloved brethren will feel ought to 
be filled ; it is, that the name of my eloquent 
friend, Mr. Stephenson, was not appended to 
my own by the Conference, as the deputation 
to you, for the sole reason, that Mr. Stephenson 
had not decided to accompany me until it was 
too late for his name so to appear ; had it been 
otherwise the Conference would have been de­
lighted to honour him, for I need not tell you, 
now that you have heard him for yourselves, 
that he has occupied some of our most impor­
tant places. I deeply feel, Mr. President, the 
responsibility of this hoar. I have found in my 
younger days the necessity of struggling against 
the man-fearing spirit, and determined that 
when I became a man I would put away child­
ish things, but I still found that when I have 
had to stand up in one of these awful places, 
surrounded by men of great ability, the man- 
fearing spirit was still strong within me. I 
regard however as one ol the greatest pleasures 
of my life, this opportunity ot conveying to one 
member of the Confederation, which the glorious 
old Mother at home has just established, the 
fraternal regards and cordial Christian sympa­
thies of your fellow subjects in the royal 
Dominion of Canada. I have long wished to 
visit you. From the glowing description re­
ceived Irom your venerable and gifted Presi­
dent, whose kind, Christian utterances I would 
now personally reciprocate, who is regarded by 
ue aa one of the first Christian orators ol the 
land ; from my beloved and honoured friend, 
Dr. Pickard; from my beloved friend, once 
plain Enoch Wood, now Dr Wood ; from my 
dear friend, once S. R, now Dr. Rice, now 
breathing in the genial atmosphere of a success­
ful Female College, and training the future 
wives and mothers of tbe Dominion ; from the 
golden mouthed Narrawey ; from my old friend 
Dr. De Wolfe, who used to tell me about a little 
radical Ialand, called Prince Edward, I have 
thought of year country aa a Paradise. When 
in the light of these descriptions, from such a 
galaxy, I could not but have a high idea of your 
country. My desire to come has been increased 
since the consummation of the plan for this

tell them that we have no feeling towards you 
hot that of brotherhood. We would say, 

brother, if your heart is aa our heart, give us 
your hand ; we owe allegiance to one sovereign, 
"the world renowned woman whose political 
sagacity is as marked as are her womanly 
sympathies.' Look at what Canada—for I can t 
get my tengue round the longer phrase—is, as 
she now presents herself to our gaze. And 
although it is now constituted of four Pro- 
vincee, British Columbia will soon "belong to it ; 
Newfoundland with her fish and her fogs, with 
her vast mineral resources will soon knock at 
the door of tbe Confederation, and that princely 
little Island, Prince Edward, will come and 
make her best bow. I recall to mind the words 
of our noble Queen, when Vancouver’s Island 
and British Columbia were erected into a 
British Colony,—” I hope that this is but one 
step in the coarse of steady progress, by which 
my dominions in British North America shall 
be linked together in one unbroken chain, from 
the Atlantic to the Pacific." Having recently 
returned from the Pacific, I may say that four 
years since I stood at the ultima thule on Van­
couver’s Island, ol this great domain, and now 
I am standing on its most eastern point, Halifax, 
destined to become at no distant day the Liver­
pool of the Confederation ; and here you have 
a country territorially aslarge as Europe. Our 
Missionary, Thomas Woolsey, who spent nine 
years at the loot of the Rocky Mountains, said 
to me, “ Mr. Taylor, there is territory enough 
in the valley of the Saskatchewan to sustain 
sixty milhens of people. Its climate is so mild, 
and itS/fertility so great, we used to let out our 
.horses7 about the end ol October to winter it 
ouÿand so tar from their being famished, we 

■ouid get them in the spring sleek and fat." 
low Sir, what statesman can without*emo- 

lion rise to the contemplation of tbs results of 
Christian labour in this great land, if the foun­
dation» be wisely Isid. It wss my glory that I 
first reared tbe siandsrd of Christianity at Van­
couver’» Ialand, and that I first lifted up thet 
standard—tbe Bible—amid tbe eublime glens, 
snd gisnt peaks of the Rocky Mountains, uhieh 
bed before only echoed to the rear of wild beaats, 
and tbe shouts of eavsge men, nor had ever 
beard the •' hymns of lofty cheer." And now 
in that far western land where only the nomadic 
tribea had roamed, tens of million» of peaceful 
agiiculturiata «ball ere long find a home, indent 
own beloved Weeleyan Methodism must, and 
•hall, minister to them the ordinance» of reli­
gion. Let me aey that we have already taken 
poeeesiioo, and have led tbe forlorn hope ; we 
have now four feithful men on the Pacifia. I 
had the privilege of dedicating a little churob 
at that El Dorado, the Carriboo gold mine», 
which cost $16,000 and every farthing of it 
paid by the miner». I question if you could 
get even here in the city of Halifax, or in St 
John, each a collection ae we took at that ser­
vice. It wae all in gold, and amounted to one 
hundred and thirty-one dollar» and eeventy-five 
cent». We have four labourera from the Rocky 
Mountain» to Norway Houle, and they are call­
ing for more,

I have learned by letter that over one thou­
sand of one of the meet powerful Indien tribes 
have recently embraced Christianity. Thoae 
reeky crega now te-ceuo the eonge of praiee, and 
soon thousand» more, belonging to llioie wan­
dering tribea, ahall learn the same tong, *• Let 
the inhabitints of tbe rock aiog, let them about 
from the top of the mountains.'

Although, Mr. President, we look to the father- 
land lor thereat type of Methodiam, yet we feel 
that America affords the largest scope for work­
ing out ita complete development. About 
eighteen year» ago, I convened, and prayed 
with the eldest eon of Philip Embury. Well, 
a» you know, Philip Embury preached the first 
Methodist sermon in America to five perione, 
and within ao brief a period, that ai I have said 
eighteen years ego I eaw and prayed with his 
eldest eon ; and now Methodiem haa under ita 
care eight millions. There are in Methodiem 
fifty thousand minister» of the goepel, and nearly 
one-ieventh of Proteetant Chriitiaoa are under 
the care of the Metbodiet ministry. I» there a 
parallel to thia in the history ol tbs Chriatian 
church ? Not unto ue O Loid, not unto ua, but 
unto Tby name we give the glory ! But the ex- 
tent to which other churches have bean benefltt- 
ed by Methodism will never be known in time. 
I wish they would be honest enough to acknow­
ledge their obligation. Well might the philoso­
phical Southey exclaim, '• 1 ooeeider John Wes­
ley the greateat man of the century.” Iaaa<

From our Canadian CorresÿoSBent.
To the Editor of the Wesleyan.

My Dear Sir,—The month of June 1867, hae 
been dietinguished beyond that of any other 
month in the year lor the great number of its ec­
clesiastical gatherings. Two Synods of Pres­
byterians, the Congregational Union, and some 
five Conlerenees of the Methodists, have been 
in solemn convocation in • this Canada ol ours,- 
which in a few days will be known, as • Ontar­
io, in tbe Confederation ot Canada. Great in­
terest was felt in tbe proceedings, and lengthy 
reports respecting the doings of the whole, ap­
peared in tbe columns of the daily journals.

Of course, we had not the privilege of attend­
ing any other Conference, than the one of which 
we have the honor to be a member. But from 
what we can gather, the members ol the respec­
tive ecclesiastical gatherings, have returned to 
their homes, highly delighted, with what they 
have eeen and heard. The Presbyterian Church 
of Canada, in their Synod, had a lengthy diecus- 
sion respecting tbe introduction of an organ 
into one o! the churches in Montreal, and even 
decided that the naughty instrument should be 
removed. It will be much to be regretted should 
contention enter thia denomination, which ii 
now wielding a great amount of influence for 
good. A tew years ago, a union took place be­
tween what was ktown as the U. P, and the 
Free Church, and now they form a large and 
powerful organization. They are «bout to form 
an additional College for tbe training of their 
young ministers, and they possess considerable 
Missionary enterprise. It is to be hoped,that the 
organ difficulty in Dr. Irvine’e Church, may not 
prove an insuperable barrier in the way of their 
prosperity. It is thought that the Old Kirk— 
or Church of Scotland, will soon unite with the 
‘ Presbyterian Church of Canada,’and then, the 
Presbyterian Church will be one grand whole, 
and will present a noble example to the Metho­
dist Church.

Rituilism is itiil a prolific theme in the Epis­
copalian Church. At the Synod of Toronto, 
the discussion on this subject was long and ex- 
citing, and since the rising of the Synod, some 
Laymen have issued a powerful pamphlet against 
the proceedings of those who would bring all 
kinds ot vestments and drapery into the church,

for a sphere of usefulness How can men labor 
with that zeal which should ever characterise j 
the Christian Minister, when his mind is harra»s 
cd with the thoughts of debts which are crush 

all bis vitality. How much better it would ^ 
be, for all concerned, to have one powerful 
church, rather than so many divisions, which 
have to struggle for existence. The increase ol 
the membership in tbe Wesleyan Church is 
somewhere about 1600, which,though small, con­
sidering the vast number of agen'a employed, 
i« nevertheless gratifying, inasmuch as it is lar­
ger than tor several years past, and may be re­
garded, we trust, aa an omen ol brighter days.

The Conference was one of the best we ever 
had the pleasure to attend. Some, we dare 
eay, were afraid, that there would not be, that 
spirit of harmony, which ii so desirable in ec­
clesiastical gatherings : but from the time of the 
opening, these fern were hushed. The Preai- 
dent, the Rev. Jas. Elliott, conducted the busi­
ness with great despatch, so that the routine mat­
ters were soon got through, lie presided with 
great dignity and manifested fair-play to every 
one. We do not remember ever seeing one oc­
cupy the chair of Conference, not even the 
sainted Thornton, who gave greater satisfaction, 
than our own beloved James Elliott, who though 
always popular, now occupies a h'gh place in 
the affections of all the members of the Canada 
Conference.

The subject of the divieion of Conference, oc­
cupied most of three days, during which there 
waa some able speaking on both sides. It would 
be almost impossible, on inch a inbject, but, that 
in the heat ol diecueeion, a few expressions, 
would be used, which would have been better 
avoided ; but, while there wae plain speaking, 
none impugned tbe motive» ol those who differ­
ed Irom them. All were ready to award ein- 
cerity to thoae who differed from them. It was 
clear, that the question of divhion ia only a mat­
ter of time. It will be sure to take place soon- 
er or later. Even lome, who voted againet the 
division, are only anxious that some matters 
should be settled before the division takes place, 
such aa the cancelling of the debt on the Mis­
sionary Society. The question was negatived- 
by a majority of 35 ; but it will be resumed next 
Conference,* notice to that effect has been giv­
en by the Rev. G. Douglas.

Your representatives, Dre. Richey and Pick­
ard, did themselves credit by their addresses in 
public and private. They were both well 
known to moet of us, and met with a cordial re­
ception from their old (riende. Dr. Richey, es­
pecially waa hailed aa an old friend, having for­
merly been a member of this Conference, and 
held the highest offices at its dispoeal. Hie ser­
mon preached at the ordination of 23 young 
men, was a chaste and elegant production. ‘ The 
old maa was truly eloquent.’ He has promised 
to prepare it lor the pres». When requested to 
do eo, he assured the Conference, that he had 
not a single sentence of the discourse in MS , an 
anouncement which excited the surprise ol 
many.

These brethren did not forget, that they were 
your representatives, and they wçre^net afraid 
to tell us, that we had nothing tqt1 love, by bging | 
united with your Conference, /They certainly 
did not lor a moment enteruii the idea, that 
they were a little insignificant portion of the 
community. They might be small in quantity, 
but assuredly they were great in quality. We 
are very sorry, that no plan could be suggested, 
whereby the two Wesleyan Conference», now 
eetebliahed in British America could be more 
cloeely identified ; perhaps, this may be accom­
plished in a year or two. In tbe meantime, we 
hope, that there will be frequent intercourse be 
tween you and us.

As a proof, that our Conference desire to be 
on good terms with yours, wo have aent Rev. L. 
Taylor, D. Ü, to represent ue in your Confer 
ence. Daring the put tew days, we have heard 
that he has >hosen for his companion, the Rev. 
W. Stephenson, (Bachelors love company,) Dr. 
Taylor, wu presume, is well known in E. Brit­
ish America,for where is it, that he is not known ? 
He haa travelled, almost tbe world over, and if 
you get him to talk about his beloved Palestine, 
he will keep you enraptured for hour». He 
an eloquent orator, and will not fail to tell you 
of our whole Canada, and depend upon it, if any 
of your body have been disposed to th ink light­
ly of the proposals sent you last year, he will be 
sure to convince you, of the losses you have sus­
tained in not coming over to us, en masse.

In respect to Dr. Taylor’s companion, the 
Rev. W. Stephenson, though only 10 years in 
the ministry, and 10 years a member of the 
Canada Conference, he has rapidly increased 
in fame, until now he has been stationed in the 
city ol Toronto two years, and removes to the 
City Eut Circuit u Superintendent. He 
been a hard student, and occupies his pres­
ent position as the reeult of his indomitable ap­
plication. His labors are in such constant de­
mand, that he is almost constantly on the move. 
Ue is a ready to go anywhere, whenever duty 
calls. A» a lecturer, he greatly excel». Should 
he deliver hia lecture on • Woman’ or • Martin 
Luther,’ he will leave an impression which will 
not soon be erased. He delivered the first at 
Hamilton, during the late Conference, and rea­
lised to the lands ol a Mission Sunday School 
the sum ol $123. We are glad you are to have 
two such Canadians to viait you, u we are sure 
that they will do you good. Of course, we ahall 
expect a treat from your Conference in return. 
Do you know, we have Invited the Rev. W. XL 
Punahon, M. A, to jbe our next President. 
Doubtless you will be glad of this, as it is expect- 
ed be will abide with us two years. The papers 
which I sent you, during the time of Conference, 
will have given yon the names of some illuatri- 
ous visitors Irom the other side of the line 45., 
u Dr. Hibbard, Dr. Nut, Dr. Row, md Dr.

The Poisoned Flower.

There are various tradition» aa to the origin 
of the Golden Lily upon the shield of France. 
Among these is thé following incident, said to 
have occured in the latter part of the eleventh 
century, during the reign of Philip Augustus

The prince was only fifteen when he ascended 
the throne ; but the strong baud with which he 
seized the rein» of the government, awing the 
turbulent nobles, and protecting the common 
jteople against their aggressions, soon convinced 
them that he was not to be despised for bis 
youth.

Though by this course he greatly endeared 
himself to the mess of his subjects, hie life wee 
more than once threatened end even attempted ; 
but these plots invariably originated among the 
haughty nobles, who were restive unde’r the re­
straints imposed upon them by the King’s strong 
arm, and hi» just and kindly heart.

In the summer cl the eleventh year of hie 
reign, weary of the cares of state, Philip retired 
with hie court to his royal residence at Chau­
mont, which was a favorite resort to him.

Among hie train was Geoffrey, Count de Ne­
ville, the natural son of Louie VII, the King’s 
half-brother. He was a mild and inoffensive 
man, apparently well contented ^ith the title 
and eatate conferred by tbe late King upon hie 
mother, and which he .had inherited upon her 
death; but ut fortunately, he married a haughty, 
ambitioua woman, who was hut illy inclined to 
forego her claim» to royalty.

At the death of Louie she openly asserted 
that there had been a secret marriage between 
him and the late Countess de Neville, and upon 
the head of her eon should rest the crown of 
France, he being the eldest born, and urged her 
her husband to assert hi. claims. But thie the 
count refused to do, being ill-fitted by nature to

Intemperance and Harder.

We are acquainted with one of ihe most die 
tinguiehed criminal lawyer» in the West, who 
hae become eo disgusted with the liquor traffic 
and it- reaujts that he cannot be induced to act 
as conned for a dremsellor. Ue has defended 
twenty-three homicides, twenty-two of whom 
were drinking men, and under the influence of 
liquor when they committed the awful crime of 
murder. In the twenty-third case the murderer 
was not a drinker, but tbe murdered man wa», 
and when under the influence of drink had pro­
voked the aeeault which caused his death. The 
eame lawyer has defended not leu than five 
hundred criminal ca«ee, and in every ceee, with 
the one exception named above," the criminal» 
were addicted to intemperance. Not long ago 
he wee counsel for a very young man of previous 
good character, who when frenaied by strong 
drink had committed a heinous crime. The 
evidence was clear, and the counsel could only 
aek for the mercy of the court. He eaid, in 
substance, thie young man is not th, real crimi­
nal—he ie only the agent of another. The man 
who sold him liquor, and in whose saloon the 
crime was committed, should be considered more 
guilty and punished more eeverely than the mere 
youth whose brain he poiioned and whose pa»’ 
eiocs he fired. While such a business 1» allowed, 
or only punished by light fine», amounting to 
no more than an ordinary license fee, crime will 
abound, and the mere agente of the drameeller 
will euffsr the penalty while the principal of. 
fender» will escape.

Similar testimony comes from every quarter. 
The accumulated experience and observation of 
a half century during which thie subject has been 
studied, confirm the oft-repeated remark that 
Intemperance gives three-fourth of tbe business 
to criminal courts and fill» our jail», penitentia­
ries and poor-houses.— Tern. Platform.

Alcohol—Important Statistics.
The Pari» correspondent of the London Star 

•ay» “ A mighty statistician, Dr. Jolly, b»e 
just declared war against alcohol. Ls»t year be 
waged a fierce combat against tobacco, but now 
he attack» drinkere. He doe» not nee measured 
terms in bis denunciations against thoee who uee 
spirituous liquors, as you will remark by the 
following extract from the report he had juat 
sent up to the Academy of Medicine :—1 In 
every country the atatiitics of tbe amount of 
alcohol imbibed precisely correepond with the 
nnmber of judicial sentence» recorded in law 
reports of the year, as well as with the number 
of poor, of beggars, of vagabonde, of divorced 
husbands and wives, of idiot rickety children, 
of suicides, murders, and oi epileptics and lu­
natics inscribed on tbe state zegieter».’ Whe­
ther thie be correct or not, I am not prepared 
to ray ; but it is a positive fact that the con­
sumption of spirituous liquors in France is mak­
ing rapid progress. In 1788 the amount of al­
cohol sold did not exceed 200,000 hectolitres 
during the course of tbe yeer. In 1840, 1,000- 
000, and in 1863, 3,000,000 hectolitres were 
consumed. (A hectolitre ie twenty-two gallon».) 
In 1840, eight litres of brandy wae drank per 
inhabitant within the barrier» of thie city ; thirty 
litres is now the averege coneumption per head. 
According to Dr. Jolly, 300,000 Parisian» daily 
indulge in their petit verre (A litre ie equiva. 
lent to at? English pint and three quarter».)
