©Gune of the Werst Cases Kunown in the
Dublin Courtn.
Dunris, June 5.—The bells of St. Peter's
chureh, in Dublin, rung out a joyous peal on
the bright May morpiog, eight years ago, on
which Miss Carolive Thorp, the daughter of
a solicitor, was led to the Altar by George
Bacon, who there vowed to love and cherish
her all the days of her life. The bride of
eight years ago, for whom the marriage bells
then made sweet music, appeared in the wit-
ness chair in tho Matrimonial Court yester-
day avd told the story of her wedded life.
She is now a broken-hearted looking woman,
with three children, who came to ask the
Judge, in the name of humanity, to uando the
marrisge that was celebrated in  St. Peter's
church. The poor woman, in the midst of
tears and subs, related her piteous history to
this effect. Soon after George Bacon became
ber husband be took to drink, and com-
menced the career of neglect and cruelty,
which he  consistently adopted to-
ward ber in varions parts of the wurld. Upon
the death of ber mother she became entitled
to a sum of £400. With this tbe husband,
wife, and family proceeded to Quebec. On
the voyage out George, having much leisure
time on his hund, devoted it chiefly to worry-
ing his wife, according to his custom. One
day he stole her purse containing some
movey, which he expended in whisky and
gambling. He had a four 6] ; he
was drunk all the time, and’ into’
trimens, in which state he landed at Quebes,
wlere owing to his ineapacity to do anything
but stegger about and swear, the luggage of
the entire family was lost. From Quebeo
they weont to San Francisco, where, if possi-
ble, his treatment of his wife was worse than
it had been in Dublin or Quebec. It wasn't
George's fault that he wasn't the mere mur-
dorer of his wife and child in SBan Francisco.
‘Whien drunk one day be let flv at her from a re-
volver, and barely missed sending a bullet
into her head ; be discharged another barrel
at one of his children, but missed his aim.
He drank straight until delirinm came, es
usual. He pext resolved to remove the
fsmily to Londen, Eng., and took ship aceord-
ingly. During the voysge across he kept
up a high state of delirium, and in one of hie
fits of frenzy it scems to have struck him that
a practical way of ending the matrimonial
trouble weuld bo to throw bis wife overboard.
Hepulled her from her berth by the bair ;
the passengers interfered, and took her away ;
but George swore he'd do it yet before the end
of the voyage. In London he obtaineda
situation, and gave her but 3s. a week, some-
times only 18d., forthe support of herself and
three children. They lived in a dark cellar ;
she was half naked, for he pawned all her
clothes and every portable article to
movey for drink. All thistime hedida't for-
get to abuse her. He usually beat her with a
ker, until he pawned it. In September of
ast year he dragged her out ofiad by the
hair and kicked her bratally. At last she sum-
moned him before the Police Magistrate for
his violence, and he was sent for 12 months
to Clerkenwell Prison, where he is at present.
The wife ivstituted a suit in the Dublin Ma-
trimonial Court for a judicial separation from
the brute. When the Judge heard this tale
of eight years' suffering he gave a decree for
separation, observing that it was about the
worst case of married missrv that ever came
before him.

He agreed
with the previous witness in reference to the
importance of drainage, and stated that much
land at present cold and swampy could be
made excellent and productive land, if pro-
perly drained.  Both witnesses conourred in
favoring the Durhams as the best breed of
cattle for this country.
Mr. Jos. Ginsox, of Ilderton, eounty of
Middlesex, submitted his report of his visit
to Great Britain, which was read by Mr, Dy-
mond.
1t stated that having been only & month in
Bogland, and his own business requiring
most of his time, he was unable to make ex-
haustive enquiries on behalf of the commis-
sion. The wheat in Hogland was lookiog
well, but was very backward. The crops gens
erally -were not sufficiently advanced to
hazard a conjecture a8 to what they would
yield. A full crop of roots might bs expected,
as owing to the dryness of the spring the soil
was put in thorough preparation before sow-
ing. Grass fed beef would be late owing to the

I Had a conversation with several butchers
and dealers dnd they dll todk the same view
of the Canadian cattle trade, viz., that the
best time to ship is from Februaryto August ;
that the grass fed stock should for a few
weeks previons to shipping be fed some
grain and so gradually prepared for the
change to the dry food used on the voyage.
That the stall fed eattle arrive in good con-
dition withoutloes of flesh, but that the grass
fed lose considerably. Unanimously they all
speak out loud, “Why don’t your people
use better bulls? We know that you can
grow as good cattle as can be found any-
where, for we have seen some gell in public
this spring for £45 each ; but not one in
ten of the ordinary stock you send has
paid for his keep. Send them good
quality and breeding, and then if any acei-
dent Liappens 8o thay they are bruised to>
badly to slanghter for market, they will sell
for all they are worth, to be grazed a few
weeks 3 but no English grazer would ever
think of buying such rough, coarse gpeci-
mens as are most that you send, and if your
farmers had to vay rent for, iustead of own-
ing their farms, they would soon be compelled
to breed better stock. Again, a good trade
could be dope in steers, if we could g ¢ them
of right quslity. Two yxrold stsers, such
a8 wo des mle, woull 1 e worth more in pub-
lic market thau the rough old cows and steers
you have sent.”, Iinate some inquiries as
to the benefit Canada derives from the live
stock trade, and the general opinion was that
it was worth fully one cent per pound over
the'Amer.can cattle, but' that owing to the
large competition for space, and the humited
shipping acecommodation from Montreal, or
rather the monopoly of the earrying trade by
one or two wealthy companies, our farmers
lose that benefit, as the shipper has to pay
about that amount exira per head over what
the American shippers were paying from New
York. Sheep, the same complaint as to qual-
ity. **Whv do your farmers rend us nothing
but rams and old ewes ? Wethera are worth
m five to eight cents mere per pound.
“Why ?" “Because they contain 8o much
more flesh that is lean meat of a much su-
perior quality. To obtain the highest price,
your sheep-breeders should use a Down cross
on your ram lambs for wethers.” Which
variety of the Downs would you recommend ?”
*‘Southdowns or Hampshires, because they
contain the most flesh. Your sheep have
large enough frame, but carry too much use-
less fat or tallow. The larger Downs, such
as Oxfords or Shaopshires, would not give
you the lean meat 8s readly or satisfactorily
s the smaller and purer varieties of Downs.”
Along with Mr. Dyke, the Dominion agens,
Liverpool, I called upon some of the largest
American produce importers. We were
kindly received, and every opportanity af-
forded us of examining and testing the differ-
ent brands of cheese and butter. .

Mr. A. G. Taomesox (of the firm of Thomp-
son & Flannigan) who had shipped large num-
bers of cattle to Europe, took a less sanguine
view of the Canadian export cattle trade than
Mr. Britton. His opinion with regard to this
class of cattle, and generally sheep, to supply
the Knglish market, agreed with that of the
former witnees ; but he dealt rather strongly
on the advantages which, from his point of
view,the Americans possessed over Oanadians,
assuming that the present embargo on Ameri-
can cattle were removed.

BISMARCEK AT RONE,

As all the world knows, when Prince Bis-
marck has fretted himself weary of life in
Berlin he goes, says the London Life, to re-
suscitate at his couxtry house near the vil-
lage of Varzin. ** Don’t send me a secretary,’”
he shouts out when leaving the Chancellory,
and a secretary is seldom seen at Varzin.
The Prince is generally accompanied by Privy
Councillor Lothar Bucher, one of his inti-
mate friends, who reads telegrams and letters
and writes what instructions are necessary
during the absence from the capital. Prinee
Bismarck goes as the country squire. When
a railway journey of some hundred and
seventy miles, and an hour's drive through &
quiet, well wooded, undulating country, has
brought him to the seventeenth century man-
sion purchased in 1867 with the money voted
bim by Parli t, the ion is
complete, and he is  the ceun-
try gentleman, surrounded by farmers,
woodmen, builders, gardeners, shep-
herds and the large boned peasantry
of Pomerania who swear by God and cold
iron. The homse, which he has greatly im-
proved since 1870, is very unpretentious ; it

bas two stories, and is furnished entirely
with oak in the style of the early .
It is simple, massive and strong. The hall

i# decorated with trophies of the chase, and
to its left is the Prince’s workroom or study.
A large sofg, an equally large table;a Luther’s
armchair, pictares of the war ef 1866, busts
of the Emperor and Crown Prince, a piece of
Gobelin tapestry representing Henry IV,
doing penance at Canossa and a few chairs
comprise the farniture. Here Bismark the
squire plang improvements of his estate,
drafts regulations for the local Anti-Poaching
Game Preserving Boeiety, of which he is the
founder, eoundly  rates sny drunken lease-
holder who may be behind with the rent,
checks the accounts of the paper mills which
he has established on the adjacent river, and
drives bargains for the sale of timber and
the carting of Lrushwood. He was sitting in
this room in the summer of 1870 consulting
his gardener as to the beet kind of onion for
planting just then, when a telegram brought
in caused him to exclaim, *One moment ! I
must give instructions in that Spanish busi-
ness,” and the inst actions which led to war
were given.
DESIRE TO BE ALONE.

No one ean make more desperate efforte
than Bismarck to be let alone, and were he
not Chancellor of the German Empire he
would be “the playfullest msn” in Kurope.
None but the members of his family and
such friends as Bucher and Von Kendell,
now the German Ambassador at Rome, and
his cousin, Count Bismarck-Bohlen, are ever
at Varzin. Yet the house is large enough to
entertain half a company of dragoons, the
woods are well stocked with deer and the
rivers and lakes with trout—the Prince's
favorite dish. But let there be what visitore
there may, the Prince rises at seven, dons s
broed-brimmed soft felt hat and a light green
coat with horn buttons, calls his dog and
strolls about the fields and woods. The
family assemble at breakfast at ten o’clock.
This meal is served in the English style and
consists of tea, cold meat and eggs. At
eleven the Prince is usually to be found in
his study, the table of which is by this time
covered with dispatches, letters and news-
papers. These oecupy his attention until
one o'clock, when the dog, who understands
200 words of German and who generally lies
at his master’s feet, reminds him thas it is
time for a ldrive or a ride. When the
Countess Marie, the Prince's only daughter,
now Countess von Rantzau, is at home, she

never fails to be her father’'s companion, and
he is delighted at the ion of
dmi which her b hip always

elicits. On these afternoon excursions the
Prince looks about to discover bold uplands
where he may have trees planted, for he is
a great lover of the woods, and speaks with

BISMARCK AS A CONVERSATIONALIST,

Five o'clock is Bismarek’s dinner hour, and
this is not departed from even in Berlin when
Lie gives the diplomatic dinner on the Em-
peror's birthday. Four plain courses are
served. Bismarck was once a lover of light
clarets ; lately he has taken nothing but old,
beavy wines and whiskeys. Beer and cham-
pagne he eschews altogether, but his guests
can select from a large and varied wine cel-
lar. The Princess does the honors of the
table. The Prince leads. the conversation
and is particular], i d when

are present. Should he, on grave thoughts
intent, wander from the subject, the Princess
recalls him by a word or look, although she,
for her part, is so busied with the cares of
the househeld that she has been known to
drop her knife and run into the kitchen to
scold the servants. When she returns the
thread of the story is taken up where she left
it. The Prince is never weary of descanting
on the exploits of his youth, of which the
peighborhood of Varzin was the scene. Touch-
ing upon this subject one evening when he
bad taken his long, patriarchal, porcelain pipe
to smoke upon the veranda, he said : *I
sometimes wish my father had carried out
his idea of making a parson of me. It was
very nearly done, too. One of his relatives
hl:i’ already a place in sight where I should at
theend of the first year have had an income
of at least £150 a year.” Something unex-
pected, however, occurred, and the plan was
frustrated ; but, said the Chancellor, “I
would have been a much, better man had I
turned parson.” To this the Princess refused
to agree, and the Prince went off into a
laudation of England, which he said was like
a garden where lie could have lived quietly
and happily.

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CROP PROSPECTS.

Canaida promises to be blessed with a
bountifiyl harvest this year. From nearly
all' parts. of the Dominion encouraging
reports are being received of the condi-
tion of the crops. With the exception
of spring wheat, which is likely to yield
poorly, gruin-crops of all kinds promise
well, while some of them, should tha
present prospects be verified, will yield
much above the average. On Wednes-
day the Globe published reports from
about 400 pluces, respecting the condi-
tion of the crops in nearly every section
of the Dominion. A summary of these
reports shows--taking 100as representing
an average—that the average condition
of fall wheat is 94; spring wheat shows a
condition of &1 ; barley promises a yicld
ot 103 ; oats 111 ; peas 102 ; corn 95; hay
will probably be about an average crop.
‘The root crop also promises a gond yield.
Apples and other froit bid fair to be
aboye the average; while flax promises
to be one of the best crops on record.
Accepting these reports as a fair criter-
ion, though of course many of them may

e in error, (anadians have reason to
feel thankful for the present favorable
outlook. Should the bountiful harvest
now promised be secured, its beneficial
effect upon all branches of commerce
must do much to bring about prosper

THE DOMINION REVENUE.

In his recent speech at Bath Sir Leon-
ard Tilly, speaking of the revenue of the
Dominion, saifl that the estimate of re-
venue in 1879 from the new tariff was
$14,500,000, $500,000 of which, it was
estimnated, would be collected in that
year that would under ordinary circam-
stances be collected during the current
fiscal year, It was shown at the close of
the last fiscal year that $700,000 of the
revenue of this year was collected last
year, but he (8ir Leonard Tilley) never-
theless estimated cash receipts from
Customs for the current year at $14,000-
000, This showed that the tanff would
yield for the year $14,700,000. The
returns to date, Sir Leonard pointed out,
indicate that the receipts will exceed his
last estimate and that for the year,
judging from the receipts since the lst
April, the Customs receipts will be more
than realized.

ERADICATING THE CANADAIAN
THISTLE.

“ Acrr' writes as follows from Cayuga
county, N. Y., to the Country Gentle-
man : I am surprised that so excellent
a manager as Mr. Chamberiin should at-
tempt to eradicate a patch of Canadian
thistles by trying to dig out all the roots,
to a depth if neccessary, of several feet.
The thing caunot be done by any appli-
ance within the reach of rich and excel-
lent farmers. Broken f{ragments will
escape. 'That mode was tried in the
early part of this century in a certain
portion of New England, with vast labor
digging to a depth and amount equal to
excavating a deep cellar, but it entirely
failed. The farmers were terrified at
the introduction of the weed, and would
have been willing toperform great laborto
get rid of it, but they began at the wrong
end. It is needless to go down a single
foot, even if the roots have penetrated
twenty feet. Seorve the roots as we do
the fire in a burning building. We
emother the roots—not with water, but
with earth. I have done this so many
times that it seems to be a very light
task. When [ was a young man I had a
five acre field which was a dense mass of
these weeds. 1 let them grow till about
