I St. Stephen, May 11.—Prominent weir 
owners of Charlotte county met here this 
afternoon, and effected an organization 
for the protection of their interests 
against threatened injustices at the hands 
of the sardine packers of Eastport and 
Lubec, as contained in a recent notifica­
tion to the weirmen that the packers will 
not assume “any responsibility for pay­
ment for any fish delivered to their boat­
men, or their factories, if such fish shall 
afterwards be condemned by the inspect­
ors of the association, or by the United 
States government, or State of Maine in­
spectors.” It does not take much reading 
to understand the injustice of such a 
provision, and how completely it placed 
the weirmen at the mercy of the packers.

We have just received a full assortment of the -IQuebec, May 14.—The Canadian Pacific 
steamship Missanabte, Captain Evans, ar­

of Major Baty, of the 3rd Canadian 
Mounted Rifles.

-----Berlin, May 12.—The Austro-Hun­
garian passenger steamer Dubrovnik has 
been torpedoed and sunk by an enemy 
submarine in the Adriatic, says an Over­
seas news agency announcement. 
Dubrovnik was not armed and was tor­
pedoed without any warning whatever.”

A Paris news agency on May 10 told of 
the sinking, by a French submarine in the 
lower Adriatic, of " an enemy transport 
laden with war material." The Dubrovnik 
was of 4,238 tons gross, built in New­
castle in 1912. Marine registers reported 
her last at Constantinople.

in barrels and metal casks, were discov­
ered in caverns and ruined wells.

During dredging operations, the broken 
propeller of a submarine was found en­
tangled in a steel net.

The objection is a sound one; and 1 
would go all along with it if I could not 
destroy it.

I was reading the other day a book on 
the war by a Frenchman, a 
pacifist. At least he was a pacifist before 
the war, and is still a pacifist in so far as 
he believes that this war 
brought to a satisfactory conclusion, can­
not determine in a secure and lasting 
peace, if we trust entirely to guns and 
explosives.
