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| FRENGH PRESS ADOPTS

TONE TOWARDS GERMANY

Definitely Charges the Emperor
With Trying fo Make
Trouble-and Declares That
Other Nations Will Support
France

PARIS, Sept. 10—~The Temps, in an
outspoken editorial. deéclarss that the
only explanationof ‘Mulal Hafld's de-
lay in responding to his proclamation
as Sultan of Tangier, August.23, is that
e is awaiting the counsel of Germany.

The Temps repudiates the German
sami-official statemenis that the mis-
picn of Dr. Vassel, the German Coun-
sel.. who -is on his way to Fez, is not
political, and insists that the evidance
js now conclusive that Dr. {assel mads
a political deslaration at El Kasar: It
recalls the similarity between the Ger-
man denials now and those made con-
cerning the mission of Count Von Tai-
tenhach, the former German Minister
to Morocco, when he visited the Sultan
in ‘1003, the political nature of which
the white and ysllow books later sub-
stantiated.

The Temps says that when Dr. Vas-
sel departed for Fez it had authorita-
1uve information that the principal ob-
ject of his journey was to warn Mulai
{}Ia.ﬂd against El Menebhi, the former
| Minister of War, because the latter
has visiled the French and Spanish
lugations a' Tangier.

“Germany was discontented,” says
the Temps, “and for that it had de-

spatched Dr. Vassel to enter into direct
relaticns with Mulai Hafid. Today’s ru-
mor that Mulai Hafid intends to. con-
vake the leading inen of the  country,
‘makes the situation practically identi--
cal with that of 1905. In both cases the
German agent, Von Tattenbach then,
and Vassel mow, encouraged the Sultan |
who has been counting .on dissensions
in Enrope,. to‘resist' our demands, and
in beth cases. an assembly of nota.bles
setvéd as a pretext for resistance.

The similatity in the situation might
be alarming, but in the meantime, the
conference of Algsciras, the .termina-
tion of the Russo-Japanese war, the
development  of 'Fragco-Epglish - and
¥ranco-Spanish ententes and the con-
‘lysion of 3, Russo-English entente’ en-
able us to visw the Moroccdn situa-
tion without apprehension."

"‘Two flights of approximately one
heur each, another flight ia which two
men were whirled through the air for
upward of six ~minutes, were the
achievements- of the Wright brothers’
geroplane today. That these flights,
reeord-brealdn‘ as ‘wefe, wurewen
bq: sma%ad by i ‘Wright d‘tgi
ing his*# amm ‘Myer is confid~
‘ently. prédicted. -The first' flight made
this ‘morning, in which .. the machine
circled the drill 'grounds of the fort
fifty-seven times in fifty-seven minutes
and 31 seconds, was surpassed this
evening when 'a flight of  sixty-two
minutes and fifteeri seconds was made,

Not satisfled with breaking all dis-
tance and time records for a heavier-
than-air flying. machine, Mr. Wright
took Lieutenant Frank P. Lahm, the
aeronait of the signal eorps, for a spin
around the drill' grounds, and making
a new record for a two-man flight. All
this happened so quickly and unosten-
tatiously that the spectators, among
whom were members of the cabinet
and high officers.of the.army and navy,
could hardly. realize .that history had
been made and that a new era in the
progress of the ecivilized world was be-
gun.

The morning flight was witnesed by
only a handful of enthusiasts, but the
news spread 80 Tapidly that fully a
thousand people gathered on the mili-
tary reservation atross the Potomac
from the national capltal to see the af-
ternoon event

At 516, as the sun was disappearing
below the Virginis, horizon, the latest
invention of man to challenge the laws
of nature rose gradually into space end
sailed over the green sward of the drill
grounds. Higher and higher it rose,
turned at a slignt angle as the avitor
brought it around at the far side of
the field, and raced along at increasing
speed. There was hardly a qulver of
the .geroplane in the .first few. rounds
of the field, Mr. Wright evidently hav-,
ing the steering apparatus well in hand.
Rising and lowering at will, the sight
of the mau-built bird was most impres—
sive.

It was the first letter hg had
received from “his brother 'for nearly
two weeks and it seemed to interest
him more than the record-breaking
flight he had just completed.

WAASHIN"GTON, Sept. 6.—President
Roosevelt in his final annual messags
to congress probably will recommend
an increase in the numerical strengih
of the army to at least one hundred
thousand men. At present the army ig
on a footing of sixty thousand meén,
the number provided for in ‘time of
DPéace,

To the general staff it has become |
evident in the jast two years that sixty
thousand men are too few properly to
garrison the posts at which it is neces-
sary to maintain an army force. Thesq
posts include the garrisons.in the in-
sular poss ons of America. The
law provides“that the army may be in-
creased to 100,000 men in time of need. |
This provision, in the opinion. of the
military experts of the government, is
likely to prove a serious handicap to
the army if absolute necessity should
‘arise for a larger force.

An immense amount >f money is to
be expended in the erection of the
Pearl Harbor fortifications in the
Hawaiian Islands, and it is the opinion
of army ofticlals that a garrison of at
least two thousand men will have to
be maintained there in order to protect
the works and insure against invasion
by a possible enemy. Just now thers
are approximately 10,000 Japanese in
the Hawaiian Islands. In the remote
event of a war between America and
Japan and some aother power with
which Japan is on friendly terms, it
would .be impossible for the compara-
tively small force of United States now
in the Hawaiian Tslands to prevent the
landing of arms and ammunition to
supply the Japanese in ihe islands.

BMPLOYES SUSPEOTED

Theft Committed FEarly Sat-

urday Morning—Robbers
Knew Combinatien

Early on Saturday morning burglars
succeeded in entering the building oc-
cupied by T. H. Estabrooks, téa im-
porter, on Mill street; and in robbing
the safe of its contents amoufiting to
a sum in the vicinity of five hundred
dollars.

On Saturday morning the clerk who
is generally first™ &t the store discov-
ered that the door of the safe was-open
and there was no sign of instruments
having been used to force an entrance.
Everything in the safe was in order
and rothing seemed to _have been
tampered with with the exception of
the cash box. All the cash was taken
and this amounted to abeut $500 in bills
and change. One of the rear windows
was open, indicating that the robbers
had obtained an entrance to the build-
ing in that manner and footprints were
discovered on a packing case which
was situated under the window.

Chief Clark wWwas seen entering the
building shortly - -after -the -discovery
had been made and it is said-that an
investigation followed to- try ang lo-
cate the guilty parties. The circum=<
stances connected with the case secem
to indicate that persons acquainted with
thé combination of the safe and em-
ployed inside the building committed
the deed. No marks were discerneéd on
the lock or safe door, and the ddor was
unlocked by means of the eombination.
It is also known that the safe had been
securely locked the previous-evening
and the money safe.

This being the case, thé open - window
was a scheme on the part of the rob-
bers to mislead the detectives. “The
footprints avere'‘all 'pointing towards
the window, which would indteate that
the robbers departed in that way or
stood ofi the box to’open'dt. The boots
worn had pointed toes, as shown by the
impressions on the. box and it has been
stated by good authority that the police
compelled the employes of the firm to
make impréssions. of their shoes foe
gomparison-on.

Ringing Speeches by Field-

and Johuston

GLACE BAY, N. 8, Sept. 6.—The
Liberal meeting held in King's Thea-
tre last night was a remarka.olefm-
onstration of the popularity the
Liberal government among the miners
of Cape Breton, and especialls was it
a stirring tribute to Hoa. W, S.
Fielding, showing that the miners ap- -
preciate all he has done for them dur- .
ng his long political life. The inter-
est and enthusiasm shown would be
remarkable even in the midst of an
election campaign, but coming as it did
at the first Liberal meeting of the
coming campaign in this large and im-
portant mining community it showed
that the miners intend to vote again
for Laurier and prosperity.

Three quarters of an hour before the
time set for the opening of the meet-
ing the theatre was crowded to the.
doors. Twelve hundred is a safe esti-
mate of the number of people within
its walls and fully two thousand more
were unable to get in. When Field+«
ing, Paterson, E. M. McDonald and
Alex. Johnston arrived at eight o’clock
the building rung with cheers. * Very
few of the large crowd who followed
the ministers to the theatre were able
to get in the building.

The chair was taken by A. M. Mec-
Gillivrey, president of the Murray
Club. On the platform besides Messrs.
Fielding, Paterson, E. M. McDonaid
and Johnston were D. Finlay-
son, M. P, for Richmond, - Dr.

Roundly Applauded

The speakers were given an atten-

tive hearing and every point made was
roundly applauded. There was no mis-
taking that sentiment of last nizht’s
meeting as of that at Sydney was over-
whelmingly with Liberal speakers. Mr.
Fielding was the principal speaker of
the evening, speaking one hour and.
twenty minutes. He referred to the
once great Conservative party having
degenerated into a party of scandal,
abandoning all attempt to offer people:
broad and statesmanlike constructive
policy, full of promise for tHe future of-
Canada. Today Conservatives ' have
nothing to offer people outside of phar- .
aisaical professions of “I am holier than
thou.”” Borden's Halifax platform,
though only a year old, was not now
heard of, which might have been ex=
pected considering that unlike the Lib-
eral platform it did not represent views
of the party as a whole, but only of-a
few men who drew it up. Doctrine of
adequate protection was buried when
Conservatives®did not dare challenge
division on Liberal tariff policy. In
graphic terms he referred to the great
progress of Glace Bay and Sydney as
concrete examples of benefits of Lib=
eral policy and Liberal rule.

Boiled down, Censervative oriticism
of the finanecial policy and record of the
gavernment under Hon. Mr. Fielding’s
direction finds its basis in the tact that
under the Liberal regime the 1cvenue
has increased more than two-fold.

ars.

The entire literary world is interest-
od in the ¢elebration today of the
eightieth birthday of that great Rus-
.8lan author, Count Leo - Nikolaievitch

18tol. One of the ablest writers the
world has ever known, a great teacher
and thinker, Count Tolstof stands to-
day a privileged hero of the Russian
Deople. Everyone respects him, ade
mires his genjus and is grateful for
much of his teaching, and still every-
one does not agree with all that he
teaches. There are many who claim
that Telstoi ig directly responsible for
numserous hangings of marauders who
have devastated a country side; that
he alpne s to blame for many of the
revolting murders which provoked the
hangings, w. 7. Stead rebukes' Count
Tolstol for some of his recent articles
and asserts that the author is the
cause of a great deal of the suffering
80 prevalent among the Russian peas-
antry. Writing in the London Daily
Chronicle Mr. Stead says: °

‘It is true that Tolstol has always
déprecated any appeal to force, much
88 a man deprecates the outbreak of
fire when he thrusts a lighted mateh
into the thatch of his neigtihor's cot-
tage. He has constantly and passion-
ately proclaimed in the hearing of an
ignorant,” starving, and excitable peas-
antry that they are robbed by their
ri¢her neighbors. He has quoted with
approval the beasant’s saying that no
man but a thief can live in a house
with a celled roof. 1

“Hven in this 1ast appeal he reasserts
in the most untompromisiing terms
‘the demand; of most elementary jus-
tice advanced by Russia’s whole agri-
cultural population, viz., the demand
for the abolition of private property in
land.’ There is no such sunanimity of
demiand, for hundreds of thousands of
Peasants are -eagerly pressing to be
converted into freeholders with a title
for etérnity, as they say. But let that
pass. When a man like Count Tolstoi
—& man reverad for his sanctity and
his geniue—proclaims in the bearing of
the whole nation, with ai the fervor
and authority of a prophet, that no in-
dividual has any right to own laand,
the logical peasant at once proceeds to

He does not
seem to realize even yet that the im-
proved moral and soclal status of the
executioner is the direct result of his
own teaching when proclaimed in the
ears of peasantry too sirmiple to follow
his example by evading the -logical
consequences of his own doctrine.”

Whatever may be the justice of Mr.
Stead’s opinion the fact remains that
Count 'Tolstol’s work in Russia has had
beneficial results. He has. labored con-
scientiously to improve (he econdition
of the poor, although by his mannews
of doing s0 he may have laid himself
open to the charge that he is a revolu-
tionary agitator, who promises impos-
sible things. Fearlassly and earnestly
he has devotel his entire life to the
promotion of the cause in which he be-
lieves, and he has not labored in vain.
He is the one man in Russia today who
has the courage to speak his mind.

Count 'Tolstol, the son > a Russian
nobleman, was born in 1828. Much of
his early work is extremely interesting
and valuatle for artistic treasons, but
his late years have been devofed al-.
most entitely to moralizing and specu-
lating. : :

PROMISES FULFILLED

To those false eritics who bewail the
shortcomings of the Liberal administra-
tion and clamor with untiring energy
about broken promises and the reckless
expenditures of Sir Wilfrid Laurier
and his cdlleagues, we would submit
for serious consideration that great and
important subject of revenue and tax-

previous to theéir victory of 1896 the
Liberals contended that they eould re-
duce taxation ‘while increasing revenue.
The tariff, they said, could be raised
80 high“that it would produce abso+
lutely no revenue, although heavily
burdening the people. The samé effect
as to revenue, though not as to bur-
dening, could be produced by reducing
the tariff to the vanishing wpoint. Be-
tween these there was a level of great-
est revenue for thé burden imposed.
These arguments of course séemed im-
possible to those narrow politicians who
saw only half the economic problem;
they were beyond the comprehension of
protectionist politicians, who favored
and grantsd evety demand by {nterest-
ed parties ' for - higher -duties. - The
tariff rates had been raised far above
the level of greatest revenue by this
unwise compliafice; and the returns
weére consequently small in proportion
to the burden imposed on the public.

The Libérals haye fulfilled their
promises to reduce taxation 'and in-
crease rgvenmué, Any - Congervative
statement to the contrary fs _absurd,
though it may be due to ecohomic in-
nocence rather.than  dishonesty. The
Toronto Globe points out that by addi-
tions to the free list, by reductions
when adjusting ‘inequalities, and by
the British preferance ' the Liberals
have reduced the average rate of duty
on goods imported for home consump-
tion from 18.28 per cent. to 15.78 per
cent., a reduction which cuts off near-
ly one-seventh of the imposts. Cana-
dians had their taxation not increased,
a8 the Conservative leaders are de-
claring, but reduced by $2.56 on every
$100 worth purchased abroad, with a
similar reduction in the artificially in-
creased prices at home. This wes a
reductiof, not an increase, in the tLur-
den of government. It was a redustion
felt in every department of trade and
industry. Timeés improved. Men be-
gan to purchase more freely and cnjoy
a higher standard of living, that being
the ultimate aim of every improvement
in economic legislation. The ‘effect on
the revenue has been eminently satis-
factory. The lower taxation has pro-
duced an increase in revenue which the
opposition are pointing at with appar-
ent alarm. They do not know that it
is the burden, and not the returns, that
should cause alarm. The returns are
the bereflt enjoyed by the people. . In
1896, when the total revenue was $36,-
618,000, the burden on the people was
alarming. Now that the revenue is in-
creased to $96,500,000 the burden 1is
iight and no cause for alarm,

“The - government,” says The Globe,
“spent $127,000,000 on public improve-
ments during eleven years in office,
and to do so borrowed only $5,000,000.
The men who are assuming alarm
would apparently have the ‘government
stow away at 3 per cent. this voluntary
contribution froth the more active
business and better standard of living
in the  Dominion. During the Jlaat
eleven wears of Conservative rule they
spent $80,000,0000 on - public improve-
ments, but to do so had to borrow $62,-
000,000."

Such a stete of affairs is certainly
cause for congratulation,

It
is also one of the {eading néwspapers
in all America.: Consequently its opin-
ion. must hecessarily - carry great

Picks New Industry

AND SUCCEEDS

A Fortune in Silvers, Says
New Hampshire Woman—
Discovers Youg Foxes

NEW YORK, Sept. 8.—*Having fajl-
ed as a chicken breeder, I am now
making a thousand ‘dollars a year on
my fox farm.” .

The speaker was a New Hampshire
woman who passed through New York
the other day on her way to take a
two months’ vacation in the North-
west. g

‘“About ten years ago my mother in-
herited a small farm in New ilamp-
shire and we went there to live,” she
continued. “I had had some four
years’ experience in the city as a sten-
ographer and had managed to satve up
in the neighborhood of $500. Mother
had let furnished rooms and had man-
aged to scrape together 'more than
double the amount of my savings.

“As we hadn’t found city life all that
it is cracked up to be and both being
country bred, we were anxious enough
to get back to the ®untry. My capi-
tal was invested in ol'glckens, and I
worked faithfully to make my poultry
pay. At the end of five years I hadn’t
one cent more in bank than when I
started out. .

“The trouble wasn't in raising the
chickens and eggs, but in selling them.
Our farm was several miles from the
shipping station, and the shipping sta-
tion was many miles from a good chic-
ken market. By the time shipping ex-
penses were paid there wasn’t much in
the way of profit.

DISCOVERS YOUNG FOXES. .

“So I decided to try something that
would not bé s6 expensive tn getting to
market. That spring the hired man
dug up seven young foxes. They were
little beauties and it seemed a pity to
destroy them for the misdeeds of thelr
parents, who we all knew had lived on
my poultry for more than a vear.

“Finally we decided to keep them
and try to raise them for their skins.
They proved most interesting, and be-
fore the time came to sell their gpelts
I had done a lot of reading on the
subject of raising fur-bearing animals
for profit and decided to keep them
and at least make an experirment.

“I made a run and thres dens of fine
wire netting, according to the’ direc-
tions given by a breeder of the red fox,
feedirg and caring for my seven ex-
periments as he advised. The hext
February there was “an- increase -of
twenty to my ‘flock, and, wohdetful to
relate, two'of therm were silver foxes.

“Of course, I felt at once that my for-
tune was made. It is the - object of
every fox breeder 'to get - silver kits):
While a pair of pure red foxes -will
sell for only $15, a palr of good silvers
will fetch $800. The silver fox is no-
thing but a freak in color of the com-
mon red fox, just as black sheep is a
freak of the common sheep.

“Though a pair of red foxes may have
& black fox in their litter. and. the
black fox may prove to be ‘the-parent
only of red fuxes, stil Ithere §s a nestty
g00d chance that two silver foxes will
have some of their own kind in each
litter, as such things usually “un in
families. The discovery that all my
stock came from a family that pro-
duced silvers was like finding a small
gold mine, It decided me to give up
my poultry and eggs and devote myself
to fox farming.

. A FORTUNE IN SILVERS.

“As both my silvers were females I
decided to put all the money that I
could safely lay our in buying the very’
best silver male fox on the market,
There were not many to be bought, and
the best I' cbuld do was 2ne that was
not nearly so beautiful ag my own at
$300 cash and a promise of an even di-
vision of all the silver kits he fathered
during the first two years.

“The first year there were no silver
kits in his litter. The second year the
he accepted a sezond wife and between
the two families there were three silver
kits. While none of ‘h>m was as beau-
tiful as the mothers they were g de-
cided improvement on their father.
“By dint of scraping and borrowing
from my mother I managed to keep all
three, and it has proved about thé best
investment I ever made.

“I have now a pair of black foxes who
last February produced four perfect sil«
vers. It was their first litter, but I
feel reasonably sure that g red kit in
their future families will prave to be
an exception, not the rule.

“My flock during the last three years
has comprised thirty foxes, and my
dens and runs cover less than an acre
of ground: AN my fences are ten feet
high, of one and a nhalf inch mesh No.
16 galvanized wire. This netting goes
three feet under the ground; and has
an overdrop of eighteen inches at the

brefding stock is 'so keen that many
fox farmers never seéll their Dbelts. A
fox whosé pelt i& worth $100 is worth
at ‘léast three times that much for
bréeding. My price for. breeders are
 about the average, and I sell ali T can
tafse, rédg at, $15-a-pair, cross at 37,

During the year he visited many of

The - Pope’s _ Representative
‘Welcomed 1o London,

Westminstor Catbedral the Scems of
an  impressive - Service
Yesterday.

LONDON, Sept. 9.~With all the sol-
emn gplendor of the Roman Catholiz
chureh, Cardinal Vinesenzo Vannutell,
the Pope’s legate, was formally re-
ceived by the. prelates who have gath-
ered here for the eucharistic congress,
over which he .will preside. The re-
ception took place this evening in
Westminster. Cathedral,

Long before.the arrival. of the legu.te
every seat in.the cathedral, wihieh is
capable of accommodating eight thou-
sand persons, was occupied.

The walleries.. were: c¢rowded and in
the streets thousands waited for hours
to get'a glimpse of the Pope's repre-
sentative, Cardinal Vannutelli, with
the attending priests,. . walKed
from the -archbishep’s house, a block
from the cathedral, through -lines of
cheering pecple, including . hundreds
of priests, who came from almost ev-
ery country in the world to attend the
congress. A fanfare of trumpets an-
nourniced his arrival to those within the
edifice and ‘the: immense : congregation
arose to greet him. On  entering the
church the papal legate put on his car-
dinal’'s robe ‘of brilliant scarlet. He
was received by Archbishop Bourne,
the head -of the Westminster diocese,
who was arrayed in.his pontificial robes
and earried his pastoral staff. Hav-
ing kissed the crucifix Cardinal Ven-
nutelli sprinkled the bystanders with
holy water. He then was: eascorted up
the ‘aisie to the.steps of the altar. On
either side of the aisle stood fcurteen
{ archbishops in red and: purple, seventy
bishops in purple, .tnenty-two abbots
and other prelates in their more som-
bre cassocks, while beside the ailtar to
recsive the legate when the.procession
halted ‘were . g8ix. cardinals, including
Cardinal Gibbons, also robed in scar-
let, denoting their rank.

The service opened. with. the nlnging
of ‘the versiele ‘!pater noster,” which
was followed: by the reocitation.of .a col-
iect by Archbishop. Bourne, Cardinal
Vannuteil, bavinz likewise said a col-
lect, again “took his seat before the
altir, while the chaplain read the apos-
tolic- letters appointing Cardinal Van-
nutelll legate of. the Pope.

Archhishop Bourne ., welcomed  the
Papal..¢gate in the.name of the clergy
and the laity’of England.

Sacrament!

“If, profiting by the grateful ta.ct that
the native sense of justice in our
countrymen have overcome the preju-
dice which once did thein 8o great «is-
honor, we, on this occasion, makeé the.
fullest use of that right ‘of spéech and
public demenstration”whieh' ‘they' em-
ploycd so readily to advance the theory
and cause they have at heart, let no
