London, Feb. 20.—The Government 
has definitely decided not to take any 
part in the new Marconi committee 
of enquiry set up by the House of 
Lords, and will not nominate any 
members to serve on it.

If the new committee should ask 
the Commons to permit one or more 
members to give vidence, the Govern­
ment is not likely to agree, but has 
no intention pf opposing the cost of 
the enquiry.

The Liberal press trongly condemns 
the tactics of the Unionist peers in the 
matter.

New York, feb. 17.—Three giant 
flying boats are being constructed in 
Europe to compete with 
Wanamaker’s trans-Atlantic aerial ex­
pedition.

The European flying boats will be 
brought to this side, and will attempt 
to cross the Atlantic from points in 
the north-eastern United States or in 
Canada.

By. an old coincidence, Roland Gar­
ros, the most famous of the European 
over water fliers, has selected a route 
identical with that chosen by Rodman 
Wanamaker, and named as his start­
ing time from Newfoundland a, day 
very close to that on which Mr. Wana­
maker hopes to see his expedition 
get under way.

tion in the Britsh Parliament.

If,"it says, in the next few months 
the House of Commons passes the 
Government of Ireland Bill once more, 
that momentous measure will then be 
ready for the Royal assent, w’hich, 
if given, will make the bill the first 
or the second to become law by the 

''process prescribed in the Parliament 
Act of three years ago. The Bill for 
disestablishing the Church in Wales 
is at the same stage of progress, hav­
ing passed the House twice • without 
favorable action by the Lords.

Yet it is expected that in the pres­
ent meeting of Parliament the Govern­
ment will propose a number of 
cessions to Ulster. That these will 
reconcile Ulster to the Home Rule 
scheme is not generally expected, not 
expected even by the Government it­
self. They are calculated, it is be­
lieved, not to overcome Ulster’s ob­
jections, but to make her continued 
opposition prejudicial to herself. Up­
on neutral observers such a holding 
out of the olive branch might make 
an impression favorable to the Gov­
ernment, and the rejection of it 
might prejudice one unfavorable to 
Ulster. That is the calculation.

But the British public are watching 
the crisis too intently to me misled 
by mere party tactics. They under­
stand the principle for w7hich Ulster 
is holding out, and she will have 
stronger support frojn Great Britain.

Not Unanimous
It is very well known that there 

are differences of opinion in the Cabi­
net. That between Mr. Churchill and 
Mr. Lloyd George on naval expendi­
ture was very openly declared. It is 
doubtful of the members are of one 
mind on the Irish question. The labor 
situation has also caused its divisions. 
And there was very public manifes­
tation of the antagonistic views of 
Ministers on the question of Woman 
Suffrage. The labor riots in Dublin 
and in South Africa, the use of force 
to put them dowm, and the deporta­
tion of labor agitators from South 
Africa have added to the preçarious- 
ness of the Government’s situation. 
It may go to pieces before the Home 
Rule Bill comes up again. Or, it may 
be admonished not to proceed with 
the Bill.

At the worst, the operation of the 
Bill is likely to be deferred. At all 
events that measure is the one upon 
which the thoughts of the British 
politicians and the British public are 
now centred.

For American Navy.
Montreal, Feb. 17.—H. T. Munn, 

w’hose plans for an Arctic trip were 
published in the Star last w*eek, to­
day further outlined his scheme for 
possible aid to Stefansson’s party on 
the missing Karluk.

“It is my intention to establish a 
base of operations at Pond’s Inlet, in 
northeastern Baffin’s Land,” he said, 
“from wrhich I shall develop the trade 
and fisheries and later prospect the 
district for minerals.

“The Karluk was last heard of fast 
in the ice off northern Alaska. The 
record of ships caught under these 
conditions is unfortunately a bad one. 
Few of them get free again. There 
is a possibility that the drift may take 
the^ ship to within a couple hundred 
miles of Melville Island, however, 
Melville Island lies 500 miles west of 
my base at Pond’s Inlet, and the 
straits are navigable to the island for 
ships of the class I propose to take 1 
in an average season.

“It would be a tragic thing should 
the Karluk party reach Melville Island 
only to find there was no means of 
their facing an Arctic winter.

“I suggest^ that the Government 
w7ould be wrell advised to arrange with 
my expedition to establish relief on 
Melville Island, and leave a small par­
ty there to place records on the adja­
cent islands, stating that this had 
been done. My ship would return for 
these men next year.

It is not proposed 
to place any more big guns on this 
vessel than will be carried by ships 
of the Pennsylvania class, namely, 
twrelve 14-inch weapons, mounted in 
four turrets in groups of three.

Washington, Feb. 18.—United States 
naval designers have in preparation 
plans for a battleship so vast in size 
that even the term “super-dread­
nought” will be insufficient to describe 
her. She will be, if authorized, 6,500 
tons larger than any warship now 
being built anywhere in the world.

Such a vessel will be 150 feet long­
er than the super-dreadnought Penn­
sylvania, now being built at New7-’ 
port News, or her sister ship, under 
construction at the Brooklyn navy 
yard.
7 The twro latter vessels are of the 
size demanded by Senator Tillman 
when he proposed his “Terror” two 
or three years ago, and w7as at first 
laughed at because of what were then 
considered its extravagant dimen­
sions. The vessels of the Pennsyl­
vania class are 7,200 tons smaller 
than the proposed ship.

To Astonish the World
While France and Russia are now 

building battleships of 32,000 tons 
displacement, and Japan a number of 
vessels of 31,500 tons all of which 
correspond to the Pennsylvania class, 
American naval architects now pro­
pose to >take a step forward which 
will astonish foreign constructors all 
over the world.

Such a vessel as is eîng planned is 
a rapid advance toward the limit 
capacity of the Panama canal locks, 
which are l,000r feet in length and 110 
feet wide. While there is yet plenty 
of margin for increasing the length of 
battleships, a beam of 100 feet, such 
as is proposed for the new vessel, is 
approaching pretty close to the ut­
most capacity of the locks.

The 
transmitter was linked up with a 100- 
horse-power apparatus, and as soon 
as the power was applied the lamp 
lighted and remained lighted so long 
as the power was kept on.

The experiment brings a step nearer

When the great herds of 
reindeer go south in the fall, the In­
dians are in waiting for them, killing 
sufficient meat to keep them from 
starvation during the months of dark­
ness and desolation.

The meat, as killed, is packed into

caded with rocks and timber.

When the last deer moves south, 
the barren lands are almost destitute 
of life, and should anything happen 
to their store the Indians are. con­
fronted with starvation.
