PEACE WITH FRANCE AND RUSSIA

Hope Then They Can Turn Their Full Forces on
Britain and so Menace Egypt and India as to
Bring Her to Her Knees—Hun Diplomatics in
Switzerland Working For This End.

Paris, Jan. 7—A radical change in
the German strategy which has al-
ready begun to take effect in the
Balkans, and which involves the first

official admission of a breakdown in!

the campaign against France and
Russia, is foreshadowed by reports
reaching Paris from Switzerland,
which are credited in well’ posted
quarters here.

: Prince Hohenlohe, disguising his
identity with the title Count Kraft,
is  the Kaiser's chief commissioner
with Prince Buelow working in Swit-
zerland for a separate peace Wwith
France and Russia, ‘which would
leave Germany’s hands free to com-

bat Great Britain’s steadily growing'

military strength.
WESTERN DEADLOCK COM-
PLETE.
Prince Hohenlohe recently told a

Swiss friend that his Emperor’s war !

plans were now bent in a direction
totally different from that towarl
w_hich he had looked in the begin-
ning of the war. He believes that
the deadlock on the western front 15
complete, and has finally acknow-
ledged that what his army could not
do in 1915 against France it is un-
hkgly to do in 1916, The sporadic
activity marking the turn of the year
was merely the result of orders he
had issued to his Generals to test the
present strength of the Franco-Brit-
ish lines. Nowhere could a weak
spot be found, a fact which caused
the Kaiser no surprise.

USELESS TO FIGHT RUSSIANS.

As regards' the eastern front his
plans for a renewed anti-Russian of-
fensive early in the spring have been
dropped because with the dwindling
of effectives opposing Russia’s swell-
ing man-power, Germany’s chances
of a decisive triumph are not great
enough to justify the carnage a new
onslaught against the Muscovites
would entail. Such an offensive was
put beyond the range of possibility
when the Franco-British expedition-
ary forces got safely within the Sal-
oniki lines, and the French Premier,
M. Briand, swung the British round
to the policy of using the port as the
starting point for an ultimate Balkan
offensive.

Premier Briand’s  policy commits
Germany to’ the+eastern “drive mor2
completely than” the Kaiser had
hoped.

BALKAN PROGRAMME BLUFF.

The best German opinion reaching
Paris from Switzerland admits that
Germany’s Balkan programme Was
largely a bluff, which Briand called
when he won through on his Saloniki
stand.

Unable to rely solely on the Bul-
garians and the Turks to defeat the
Franco - British forces there, even

i | should Greece continue to look on

while her hereditary enemies invaded
her soil, the Kaiser is compelled to
divett to the Vardar Valley men who
would otherwise have been employed
in stemming the Russian tide which is
epected to rise to its high flood stage
early in the summer.

A war council attended by the
leading men of the Empire 1s re-
ported to have been held in Berlin
during the turn of the year, and 1S
said to have weighed all the possi-
bilities of the situation and to have
decided in favor of the Kaiser’s new-
est plan, which consists in a supreme
attempt at bluffing France and Rus-
sia into the belief that Germany -1S
the possessor of tremendous _ latent
strength sufficient to intimidate
them into an acceptance of a peace
which would leave the impression
that both countries had emerged hon-
orably from the trial of arms.

TEAR UP LONDON PACT.

“The pact of London would thus
be torn up,” says Prince Hohenlohe,
who is now at Geneva, “and the Kai-
ser would be free to act with Turkey
in the Balkans, in Asiatic Turkey,
Persia and Egypt without danger _of
Roumanian intervention against him.
The Teuton and Ottoman hordes
would sweep over the Suez Canal,
hurl the British from Mesopotamia,
and advance across Persia. This
triple menace to India would force
Great Britain to make a peace in-
cluding the acceptance of the Ger-

It will be
opened early in 1917 with an exhibi-
tion known as the “Industries of the
Empire Fair,” which is planned to
be “the greatest trade exhibition ever
organized.” The Fair will be under
the co-operative auspices of all the
principal trade organizations of the
British Empire, and over 3,000 ex-
hibitors representing seventy distinct
lines of business have already ap-
plied for space. The frontage of the
stalls will aggregate twelve miles in
length. Tt is to be solely a display of
British goods, no foreign exhibits
whatever being allowed,

tria and Germany. To an early period of|

This rejoicing was short -lived, and it is{‘
now being gradually admitted by authori-|
tative persons that the German and Aus-
itrian submarines are still a powerful wea-
pon for evil. The whole subject has been
treated authoritatively by one of the great
French experts, Mr. Laubeuf, who gives
new iacts and figures regarding theé nnm-%
bers of the Teuton submergibles, the dam-|
ages which they have already caused and
the destruction of which they are still
capable.

Tt is now nearly siX months since it was|
announced that nearly all the German sub-|
marines had been destroyed. Even the
non-expert can judge from recent public
announcements of their activity that such !
was not the case.

It had been said some time ago that the
German submatines were capable only of
interfering with merchant shipping and|
that they. were not able to sink iransport!

ready sunk the Royal lKdward, carrying|
troops, on August 14, 1915, 1,000 n'len‘
being drowned.
