London, June 7.—A series of 
photographic plates of the bombard­
ment of Ostend Which have arrived 
in London afford a remarkable ex­
ample of the' development of photo­
graphic observation and record by 
airplanes. They show in undeniable 
fashion that the British bombard­
ment of Ostend last Tuesday was the 
most successful thing of its kind yet 
accomplished, ensuring that Ostend 
will be crippled as a useful German 
base for weeks, it not permanently.

There are several series of these 
Ostend plates in the little photograp­
hic record room of the Admiralty 
building, in Whitehall and they must 
be seen .together to understand 
result of Tuesday night’s work. The 
first group of these were takeff be­
fore the bombardment, and show the 
town in Panoramic squares, 
a small reading glass it is easy even 
for an Untrained eye to distinguish 
the essential features of docks, fac­
tories and harbor, works, in their 
normal condition and to trace rail­
road tracks, streets and store yards.

A second group of plates shows 
Ostend after the bombardment. At 
first sight the pictures are disap­
pointing.

British headquarters in France, 
June 8, via London, 2.10 p.m.—Up 
to last night 6,650 prisoners had 
been counted. More came in to the 
collecting stations early to-day, 
bringing up the total to well over 
6,000 with many more yet to come.

Two comparatively large pockets 
of Germans, overlooked in the first 
rush forward, have been surrounded 
in Battle Wood, near the northern 
flank of the/ten mile attacking front, 
and in Oxygen trench, down toward

"mopping up” troops were expected 
to deal with these Germans during 
the day.

Of more than 100 officers taken, 
many are artillery men. All the lat­
ter said the British fire of the last 
seven days had destroyed scores- of 
German guns.

Washington, June 8.—* despatch 
from American Minister Long at San 
Salvador, received at 9 o’clock last 
night, while the volcano at San Sal­
vador was erupting, said part of the 
city had been destroyed by fire, but 
that it was under control . Great 
damage was done.

The despatch said that about 6.35 
p. m. yesterday, severe earth shocks 
began and continued until about 
8.45 with varying degrees of inten­
sity. At about 8.45 the volcano of 
San Salvador began to belch out fire 
and smoke.

San Juan del Sur, June 8.—A des­
patch from Tegucigalpa Honduras, 
says that in addition to the wiping 
out of San Salvadore, the towns of 
Ouezallipeque, Antenejapa, Suchioto, 
Paisnal, Armenios and Mejicanos, 
also were destroyed,

PARALYSIS AFTER INFANTILE PARALYSIS.
GOOD DEAL has been learned about infantile paralysis In recent 
years, though we are still for from knowing how to prevent the 
spread of the disease. One fact learned is that the mortality of 
the disease is not high. In most epidemics nine-tenths of the 

patients escape with their lives. Of those who escape with their lives about 
one-half have no permanent paralysis or wasting.

The degree of paralysis is worse soon after its onset than at any later 
time. There is always some gain in muscular power after the onset of the 
disease. Formerly it was held that improvement was not possible after 
two years. Whatever improvement there was to be would come in the 
first two years. Efforts to Improve the condition of paralyzed muscles 
would be ineffective unless they were begun within two years of the onset 
of the disease. The teaching now is that there is no time limit beyond 
which Improvement is impossible.

The dread of infantile paralysis is based more upon the paralysis and 
wasting of muscles than upon the death rate of the disease. In the great 
majority of cases of shrinking of muscles the condition exists because of 
neglect of after treatment. However, there is a considerable minority of 
cases in which there is too much after treatment.

After infantile paralysis the muscles are weak and easily fatigued. 
If an over-fatigued muscle is worked further it Is liable to give out com­
pletely and permanently. Some signs of muscle weakness which should be 
looked for in mild cases of infantile paralysis are given by Thomas as 
follows:—

1. Weakness of the back muscles when the child is sitting, 
deney of the spine to curve, the back to bow, or a shoulder to droop is 
often noticeable.

2. Drop foot. A tendency of the toes to drop and to turn in or out 
when sitting or lying.

3. Bending of the knee backward when standing.
4. Outward rotation of the thighs when lying down. A tendency of

the toes and the knees to turn outward. >
5. Weakness or dragging of the leg after play, or a long walk.
In a certain case of recovered infantile paralysis about the only sign

left is a tendency to drag a foot and wear out the toe of the shoe, noticeable 
only after play.

Exercise and passive motion both of the paralyzed and the weakened 
muscles must be very carefully given. If the muscles are over used they 
are harmed more than they are helped. The authorities are agreed that 
electricity is of no service.

„ HOW TO CLEAN FLOORS.
. , A correspondent wants to know the best method of cleaning floors, 

and especially hospital floors. As the correspondent indicates in his 
Inquiry, the answer depends on the floor and in some measure upon some 
other circumstances to he noted presently.

An unvarnished wooden floor should be swept as often as required 
and washed with soap and water at longer intervals. Scrubbing roughens 
the curface and splinters the wood, especially if strong lye soaps are used. 
Tepid water, light soap, and a rag will clean well enough for ordinary 
scrubbings, while lye soap and a brush at long intervals will not roughen 
the wood enough to make it difficult to keep clean.

Putnam, in her book on school sanitation, advises sweeping with - a 
hair broom covered with a piece of cloth from an ingrain carpet, 
cloth should be moistened with a mixture of linseed oil, turpentine, and a 
little paraffin. She tells of a janitor who swept satisfactorily with a hair 
broom in the wooden cross piece of which there was a small receptacle 
which held a spoonful of kerosene, this dripping on the hairs of the broom.

The objection to ^weeping after dusting a floor with wet sawdust is 
that fine splinters float up in the dust. Sawdust evenly impregnated with

varnished wooden floor should not be scrubbed. Hornsby of the 

Modern Hospital says “scrubbing kills varnish. Tepid water, light soap­
suds, and a rag will clean and not attack the surface.”

Vacuum cleaners are not satisfactory for bare floors. Linoleum should 
not be cleaned with a moist cloth or with a hair broom moistened with oil. 
The cracks in linoleum should be filled with a "hard filler’’ as often as is 
accessary. Cement, stone, and mosaic flooring should be cleaned with tepid 
water and light soapsuds. From time to time they should be scrubbed.

Supply May Last Decade, Scientists 

Think, But Better Grades Will be 
Exhausted in Fifty Years

gion of Wyoming; and the third is 
550,898,800,000 tons in the Appala­
chian region of the eqst.

Although the relative size of the 
contents of the coal fields may be a 
matter of some surprise, the really 
staggering fact is the immense, reali­
ty inconceivable total tonnage of the 
coal fields. If all of the unmined 
coal within 3,000 feet of the surface 
(the deepest coal mines in the world 
in Belgium, go to a depth of approx­
imately 4,000 feet, or 3,538,554,- 
000,000 short tonè could be placed 
in one great cubical pile as solid as 
is now lies in the ground it would 
make a pile 10 miles long, 10 miles 
wide and 10 miles high.

Similarly, if all of the coal that 
has been mined in the United States, 
plus about 50 per cent for waste, or 
15,083,100,000 short tons, were 
similarly pilled it would make a cube 
1,540 feet long, 1,540 feet wide and 
1,540 feet high, or, in other words 
about 4 per cent of the original am­
ount has been minec or wasted in 
mining.
Future Supply Matter of Guessing.

There has been considerable spe­
culation regarding the length of time 
the coal supplies would last, bin 
here again there are so many unbro­
ken factors that any estimate par- 
lakes of the nature of a guess. In 
attempting therefore, to calculate 
how long the available coal will .last, 
it is manifestly incorrect to base it 
on the present rate of consumption, 
or rather the rate for the last decade 
for the rate in the futue will contin­
ue to increase for at least a long time 
to come.

If we assume that the rate of con­
sumption Will remain the sgme as it 
was in 1913, then after àllowatce 
has been made for unpreventable 
waste in mining and marketing there 
will be enough coal to last 4,000 
years, but, of course, such an estim­
ate is absurd, for the rate of 1913 
will not be held in the future prob­
ably for a single year.

If consumption be prolonged at its 
rapidly increasing rate, and this ac- 
releration continues until the com­
plete exhaustion of the coal, the sup­
ply would probably 
years. The true life 
fields probably lies between 
two extremes, with the probability 
that it will be nearer 100 years 
than 4,000 years.

Best Coal Now Being Mined.
Although the ultimate exhaus­

tion of the coal reserves of the Uni­
ted States appears, by every legiti­
mate hypothesis, to be so far in the 
future that it need concern this 
generation but slightly, it must be 
remembered that the bulk of the 
coal being mined today is the best 
in the country, and that before long 
joerhans within 50 years, much of 
■the high rank coal will be exhaus­
ted. Oannel coal, that used for 
steaming, is regarded as of more 
value to the nation than anthracite, 
and those who have studied the 
coal resources of the world point 
out that exhaustion of this supply, 
on which there is such a tremen­
dous draft today would prove dis­
astrous to the world.

‘ Only the very best coal is being 
utilized for steaming, and as this 
grade is comparatively scarce in de­
posit, those interested In conserva­
tion of natural resources feel that it 
is time to economize.

Although there will remain vast 
quantities of lower grade coal when 
the better quality has been exhaus­
ted, it behooves this generation to 
conserve the resources.

The rapidly increasing rate of con­
sumption of coal raises the question 
as to whether the nation should 
pause and consider the inroads that

Bulk of Coal Low in Rank.
Statistics show graphic features 

regarding the distribution and am­
ount of coal in the fields of the Uni­
ted States that are of the greatest 
interest. These data show first that 
the great bulk of the coal in this 
country is of low rank bituminous, 
lignite and sub-bituminous, named in 
(he order of their abundance; and 
that the high-rank coals are relative­
ly scarce.

This is an important point in con­
servation. as it means that our best 
coal will be the first to be exhausted, 
and that such exhaustion may occur 
in the Hot very far distant future.

It is also noticeable that the best 
steaming coal, the sub-bituminous, is 
practically limited to two eastern 
provinces and that the exhaustion of 
this coal will be a greater calamity 
for the country than the loss of all 
the anthracite for this kind of coal 
has a greater efficiency and is adap­
ted to more diverse uses than is an­
thracite.

West Contains Jins: of Supply
Most people think of the eastern 

part of the United States as the 
greatest repository of coal in the 
country, and therefore they may be 
surprised to find that there are two 
areas in the west that contain a 
greater quantity.

The greatest quantity of coal that 
Is contained in any single area of 
continuous coalbearing rocks is 1,- 
202,032.000.000 tons in the Ft. Un­
ion region of Montana, Wyoming; and

K:m//London, Ont., June 7—The search 
for the murderer of Gunner Payne, 
whose body was found on the Shoe- 
bottom farm, near London, yester­
day, continued today. Some of the 
county officials are inclined to be­
lieve that ttys tragedy might have 
been a case of suicidé. This sup­
position is based upon the tact that 
Payne bad been despondent at the 
Military Hospital, and upon the oc­
casion of his last visit to his former 
employer, A. B. Creighton, St. 
Mary’s, he had given1 the latter his 
watch, predicting that he would nev­
er see him again.

High Constable Watterworth, 
while admitting that the wounds 
could have been self-inflicted, thinks 
that that is improbable. County Con­
stable Corsault does not believe it is 
possible the man committed suicide.

Word was received from the Grand 
Trunk agent at Hyde Park that on 
June 4, two days after Payne left 
the hospital, a stranger had passed 
that station, showing himself to be 
in an excited state. He was about six 
feet tall, and wore soiled blue over­
alls. This man walked wlth-one heel 
striking more heavily than thç other 
and as a rubber heel was found near 
the scene of the .tragedy, this fact is 
considered of some importance.

Constables Corsault end Dawson’s 
efforts just now are to trace Payne’s 
course from the tjme he left the 
Military Hospital, which is rendered 
more difficult by reason of 
valescents. traversing the district so 
frequently that Payne might never 
have been noticed.

Under the direction of John A. 
Roebling, this structure was re­
placed by a railway suspension 
bridge, 1853-5. Although the object- 
of much criticism at the loutset, the 
bridge was a triumph of engineering 
construction.

“It is a strange coincidence,” says 
R. S. Buck, in a' paper read before 
the American Society of Civil En­
gineers in May, 1898, “that these 
two bridges, the Niagara Railway 
Suspension Bridge and the Victoria 
Tubular Bridge, built at about the 
same time and for the samp object, 
but so totally different in principle, 
should serve for almost the same 
length of time and pass out of ex­
istence together, to give place to 
more vigorous successors, better 
capable of meeting the ever-growing 
exaction of trade and.travel.”

In 1877 examinations showed that 
the outside layers of wires in the 
cables had corroded at the* anchor­
ages, and to L. L. Buck, M. Am., Sc. 
C. E., was entrusted the work of re­
novation. Mr. Buck, finding that the 
old wooden truss had become badly 
decayed, conceived the idea of re­
placing it with a metal truss without 
interrupting traffic. The feat was a 
difficult one, but was carried out in 
1880 without serious mishap.,

In 1886 the stone towers were 
found to be falling, and were replac­
ed by towers of iron. Thus, when the 
work of reconstruction was complet­
ed there remained nothing of the ori­
ginal bridge save the cables, saddles, 
suspenders and anchorages.'

Ground was broken for the found­
ations of the present arch span 'on 
April 9th, 1896, and on August 27th 
of the following year the structure 
was completed for the Grand Trunk 
Railway under the direction of L. 
L. Buck, who had reconstructed the 
Roebling Bridge.

In March, 1851, the first Lewiston 
and Queenstown Suspension Bridge, 
designed and built by Edward Ser- 
rell, C.E,, was completed.

A, light highway suspension bridge 
was erected in 1867-8 across the 
river at Clifton by the late Samuel 
Hester, C.E., of Ottawa. In 1888, it 
was* rebuilt; the work being com­
pleted in December. On January 5th 
bf the following year, however, the 
structure was blown down, and re­
placed in four months’ time by a new 
suspension bridge, with steel cables, 
towers and stiffening trusses. Ten 
years later the present steel arch 
was erected.

In 1883 a cantilever bridge was 
erected by the Michigan' Central 
Railway, and in 1899 its stiength 
was increased fifty per cent. This 
structure is now being rebuilt as an 
arejt bridge.

PASSENGERS ESCAPING FROM LINER TORPEDOED WITHOUT WARNING 
Here is one of the most unusual pictures of a linking ship on record. The liner was the French “Sontay’’ 

torpedoed in the Mediterranean. Her crew acted splehdidly and the captain remained on the bridge till the water 
reached it. Then he ran to the stern and when last sesfi was waving his cap and shouting “Vive La France.”

A sheet of paper, coated with a 
certain chemical and lying by chance 
on a laboratory table, disclosed to a 
German physicist the marvels of the 
X-ray.

In 1895 Wilhelm Konrad Roent­
gen, a professor of 'physics of the 
university of Wurzburg, was experi­
menting with a glass globe, from 
which most of the air had been 
pumped. The professor was repeat­
ing and enlarging on the experiment 
of Sir'William Crookes by passing 
an electrical spark through metal 
rods imbedded in the globe. While 
engaged in this, to him interesting 
pursuit, a sheet of paper coated with 
barium-platinocyanide happened to 
be lying on the table near by. The 
professor noticed that when he pass­
ed the electric current through his 
apparatus, the coated sheet of paper 
emitted a peculiar, phosphorescent 
glow, very much like the light of a 
firefly. Further experimenting show­
ed that when a metal, coin was placed 
between the glass globe and the 
coated-paper screen, the coin cast a 
shadow on the screen. But when a 
piece of hard rubber, leather or 
wood was interposed in place of the 
coin, only a very light shadow, or no 
shadow at all, could be seen.

Prof. Roentgen was surprised. 
Wood, rubber and leather are ordin­
arily quite opaque, and allow no 
light rays to go through them. The 
rays emanating from the glass globe 
must be quite different then from 
other light rays, explains St. Nichol­
as Magazine. The professor took 
his apparatus into a darkened room 
and found that although the rays 
given out by his glass tube were 
quite invisible to the eye, they were 
able to effect a photographic ' plate 
as readily as light rays. Further­
more, be discovered that even though 
the photographic plate was fully p 
tected from light By wrapping it in 
black paper, or even putting it in a 
wooden box, the Invisible rays from 
the glass globe were able to pene­
trate the covering over the plate and 
affect the plate in the same manner 
as light rays.

Roentgen, not having heard or 
read about rays of this description 
before, did not know what to call 
them, - since in algebra X denotes, an 
unknown quantity. The temporary 
name stuck, and today we still refer 
to Roentgen’s discovery of the 
X-ray.

Comparing prices of Canadian 
cheese on the London, England, 

Milk, market, March 5th, with a
spending date on March 11th, 1916, 
we find they are reported as 170 
to 176 shillings per hundred weight 
in 1917. as compared with 103 to 
104 shillings in 1916, which was con­
sidered at that time as “unheard of 
prices.”

Canadian butter is not quoted in 
the report which I have, but New 
Zealand butter is quoted, 228 to 
230 shillings on March 9th, 1917, 
as compared with 162 to 164 shill­
ings on a similar date, 1916.

So far as price go, the prospects 
were never -more encouraging for 
milk producers than for the season 
of 1917. The high prices paid for 

of milk to be manufactured into cheese 
and butter will, of necessity, 
high prices to be paid for milk used 
in condenseries, milk powder factor­
ies and for direct consumption. At 
last the dairy farmers appear to be 
likely to receive what is justly due 
them for capital invested and labor 
spent on dairy farms. A good season 
for grass and fodder production in 
1,917 will put dairying on the map 
of Canada as never before. The only 
other drawback is the labor prob­
lem; but if farmers could afford to 
pay the money which would compete 

A with wages paid in towns and cities 
•the labor would he secured for the 
farm, as there are always a large 
number of persons who would be 
“Baclc-to-the-Landers” if the remun­
eration were anywhere equal to that 
found in town.

Improvements are expected in the 
creamery industry in Ontario for the 
coming year, as a result of the grad­
ing system, which has been inaugur­
ated. Too long, has practically the 
same price been paid for various 
grades of cream and butter, some of 
which were first class, but more of 
second and third grade.

“In the coming months the diffi­

culties in providing the nations with 
food of all sorts will certainly aggra­
vate. An appreciable increase of the 

i supply of milk must not be expect­
ed before the commencement of green 
feed; it is to be feared, on the con­
trary, that the difficulties will in­
crease in consequence of the bad 
quality of fodder and the lack 
strengthening feed. The government, 
no doubt, will do all that is in their 
power to prevent a further relapse 
in the production of milk; in parti­
cular, prices will he raised in cor­
respondence with the advanced prime 
cost. In the countries with free de­
velopment of prices (Hungary, Eng­
land, Scotland, United States, Can­
ada), a sharp movement has already 
begun in the past year.”

The foregoing mentions two points 
worth noting. The report refers sev­
eral times to the fact that “strength- 
producing fodder is wanting.” 
number of Canadian farmers have 
tqld the writer that for some reason 
or other the fodder produced in 1916 
“lacks nourishment”; “will not sat­
isfy the cows,” etc. There seems to 
have been something lacking in the 
fodder crops of last year, so far as

Resolved to Start Right In
“We then felt that the situation 

was very grave indeed, and that ev­
ery effort should be made by the 
Union Government to retrieve it. I 
went there, and when I arrived I 
found the situation as I have des­
cribed it. So full of difficulties was 
it that the War Office at that tints 
had decided not to start offensive 
operations until much later, after 
the rainy season in June following. 
I went into the situation. The 
South Africans had all arrived, and 
I found that if I had to restore our 
morale, and not waste long months 
in preparation and . perhaps lose 
many men through sickness, 
proper course was to start at. once, 
and I asked the War Office for 
permission not to delay any longer, 
according to their instructions to 
Gen. Smith-Dorrien, but to start at 
once and try to clear the enemy 
from British territory.

“Well, we started on March 6, 
and we had fourteen days of very 
hard fighting and very difficult 
work, but at the end of that four­
teen days—which will ever remain 
a glorious pagetin-the history of the 
South African troops—the German 
army had not disappeared. They 
fought there that night and they 
had heavy casualties, but next morn­
ing the South Africans were on the 
crest of the hills and the enemy 
was in retreat.

"And so all through that wonder­
ful fortnight they did their best in 
soaking rains, through dense for­
ests and over difficult mountains, 
with the result we have every reason 
to be proud of, and for which the 
British Government was profoundly 
thankful. We had no tents, and in a 
fortnight the rainy season was curb­
ing on, but I thought even yet the 
time had not come to call a halt.

INSIST ON RESTITUTION.
London, June 7.—At a conference 

of members of the Seamen’s and 
Firemen’s Union yesterday, Indigna­
tion was aroused by" the recital of' 
two recent instances of German ruth­
lessness in the North Sea. In one 
case a British ship was sunk, and 
eleven members of the crew wero 
killed by shell fire. In the second 
case, after torpedoing the ship the 
Germans fired a surface torpedo, 
through a small boat which was 
carrying the crew to à-resting steam­
er, and killed all on board. The con­
ference was held to discuss means of 
carrying out the resolution of the 
executive committee of the union re­
fusing to permit members ot the 
union to man any vessel conveying 
pacifists to Stockholm or Petrograd 
unless they signed a guarantee that 
they would insist on restitution, for 
murder and destruction committed 
by German submarines. Two dele- _ 
gates have been appointed to go to 
Stockholm and Petrograd and pres­
ent copies of the resolution to all in­
ternational labor representatives and 
Socialists they meet.
