It may be: fairly assumed that ex-
ports comsist largely eof mature ani-
mals, hence higher values are named
than for the.average run. Taken as a
whole this would appear to be very
s.{{isfa(‘tory showing and as the fig-
urés indicate the live stock interests
of ' the province are folswing closely
that of the grain production. . Sas-
katchewan  being mainly an agricul-
tural province, stock and grain grow-

ing must of necessity go hand in
hahd.
As the mumber of live stock' in-

creases from year to year, the ques-
tion-of g satisfactory market within
the province for our meat products
both alive and in the dressell carcass
becomes a very  serious one-indeed
and any solution of the problem
would surely be hailed with deep sat-
faction by the stock growers of the
province.

In' horses the home market is able
to ‘take care. of everything that is
raised within the provipce and will
no doubt continue to do so for years
to come, in fact thousands have to
be brought in anpually to satisfy the
demand

In cattle, sheep and swine the sxtu—

ation is véry difierent as ¥The export :

figures indicate. The supply is much
greater thag the home “matkel ~de-
mands and the number keeps om in-
creasing from yeat to year.

At the same tl-me the prov“loe pays
out gnnually “for cured gnd preserved
meats, - gpproximately <=$1,500,000;
nearly gll of which is brougit in
irom other parts. The estaplishment
of packing amd curing plants within |-
the province with the object of sup-
plying the home marhct with cured
and preserved meats and at the same
time  strengthening market. condi-
tions is a question that must _ very
soon receive the ‘earnest attention . of
the stock breeders_of Saskatchewan.
I'hese institutions are said to act in
the same relation to the live steck
industry, that the . milling concerns
bear.to the grain - interests of #the
country where they exist, and they
also have the same regulating and
steadying effect on the market.

The stock” growers ‘of sSome.of our
sister ‘provinces similarly situated to
ours are tgking active measures along
the limes suggested. - In view of the
increasing importance of - the live
stock induystry in Saskatchewan and
the possibility -of gregter development
s the yearls go by, I would earnestly
advise #he’ representatives of the difi-
erent classes of = live animals within
the province to organize under the
head of their own particular line .of
live stock.

Through the good naturé, ignorance
of official etiquette.' and indifference
of former ‘governors of the wvarious
antipodean colopies, “bafore Awpstralia
was transformed into a huge common-
wealth, subject to the sway of a Gov-
ernor-General, the consuls and con-
suls-general were permitted to gradu-
ally usurp. diplomatic prerogatives,
and Atatus, until they have grown to
look upon themselves as not mere
consular officials to whom exequaturs
had been granted to encble them to
fulfill certain clerical duties in con-
nection with the promotion of the
trade and the clearing of/the shipping
of their respective countries, but-as
full-fledged envoys accredited as diplo-
matic representatives of their Govern-
ment to the chief executive of the
Commonwealth. = They put forward,
and by degrees secured, prerogatives
that a minister plenipotentidary, or
even an ambassador, would “hesitate
to demand, and were constantly squab-
bling, both among themselves and
with the federal and state officials,
about silly questions of precedence.

Lord Dudley, having heard about
this before sailing for Australia, took
counsel with the Colonial Department
and the -Foreign Office in London,
and as a result thereof intimated
quietly on his arrival in Australia as
Governor-General that he did not pro-
pose to centinpe to accord to the con-
suls any exeeptional privileges or to
recognize inthem envoys extraordin-
ary and ‘ministers plenipotentiary of
their respective countries

International law and treaties unite
in declaring foreign consuls have no
speeial privileges beyond other for-
eigners, and are thus subject to.the
laws, eivil and criminal, of the coun-
try in which they reside.
