World’s Supply of Iron.

It will surprise a great many people to learn
that we are likely to run short of iron in-
side of a single century if we keep up the
present rate of consumption. As a malkter
of fact, we are more likely to increase the
consumption than we are to reduce it. The

world has only 10,000,000,000 . tons_ of lron ,

ore available. Of these Germany has twice
as many tons as the United States.

Heat of an Oven.

The man who first thought of placing
a thermometer in the oven door will
cause a revision of all cook books. Such
phrgses as “bake in a slow oven,” “bake
in a quick oven,” bake in a moderate
oven,” will soon be obsolete, and ‘our
favorite recipts for bread and cake will
be changed to “bake in an oven of 200
degrees,” or “bake in an oven of 235 de-
grees.” Possibly there is not a house-
wife in all America who can tell you
to-day what is the temperature of a

. “hot’ oven or of a “moderate,” “slow,”
! “quick” or “brisk” oven. And perhaps
P P!

ther is not one who knows at what tem-
perature Fahrenheit or centigrade an
oven should be for cooking different
foods.

The figures I have used in the fore-
going paragraphs are merely for the sake
of illustration. As a matter of absolute
fact the temperature for baking meat
is about 300 degrees, and that for bak-
ing bread about 400. Layer cake re-
quires from 280 to 300 degrees. A “mo-
derate” oven is 220 degrees Fahrenheit.
Some cakes cook at 212 degrees, such as
angles’ cake. It is said that if you place
a pan of water in the oven it is, impos-
sible to get the temperature higher than
212 degrees. I have no experience on that
subject. But all these details will be
easily earnt when the whole output of
stoves and ranges is supplied with ther-
mometers and all the cook books name
the desired degree of heat.—New York
Press.
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Mirrors That Flatter.

“Dressmakers and milliners requre
mirrors of all sorts. They need, for ex-
ample, a mirror that makes ome look
taller and thinner.

Herkimer, Dec. 3. — When Chester E.
Gillette shambled from the witness
stand to-night, shuffled his way through
the slush and snow, between a howl-
ing mob, who jeered and laughed
among themselves, and crept into - his
dark little cell, it may be that through
some abortive twist of his cramped
mind he imagined that in telling his
feeble story of “Billy” Brown’s death
he had cleared himself.

It may be, in fact it is probable, that
he is convinced that he will- be be-
lieved: that in saying that the girl who
trusted him went to her death volun-
tarily, he thrust away the clouds of
suspicion resting upon him, but in Her-
kimer there is but onme econclusion in
the minds of those who watched, eriti-
cized and hung upon his words, viz.:

Chester Gillette has convicted himself
as thoroughly as if he had confessed,
as convincingly as if he himself had
enacted the death scene before the
court.

Glibly, with his small, hog-like eyes
peering  defiantly at the bull-necked
District Attorney, he allowed words to
fall from his lips in expressionless empty
tones, ;

‘I loved her,” he said, a d then stifled
a yawn.

“She said, ‘I'll end it now, and then
jumped into the water,” was his ex-
planation of her death. This, in the
face of her own words written to him
in the pathetic pleading manner that
wet every eye in the room except his,
in which she said: “I feel like jump-
ing into the river to-night, but 'm not
a coward—are you, Chester?” He told
of that aimless row about the lake,
of landing. of reading, of a luncheon
eaten in the shade of a little grove, of
picking pond lilies, and then:

“Finally, we . got to talking about
what we ought to do. T told her I
thought she had better go home, and
tell her people about it. and she said:
‘You don’t know my father.! I ar-
gued with her. She was erying, and
suddenly she said, ‘I' will end it all/’
and jumped on the side of the boat.

“I tried to reach her, but failed. The
boat tipped over. I came up and
grabbed hold of the boat. I couldn’t
see Grace. I swom ashore. Then T
got my suit case and started up the
trail for Eagle Bay.”

A Tramatic Incident.

The introduction of Gillette to the wit-
ness chair was dramatic.

“Now, gentlemen, if you want to
hear how Grace Brown died, from the
lips of the only one who saw her die,
you shall  thear it,” Charldh %
Thomas, senior counsel for the defence,
was closing his brief opening address.

“\r, Gillette, please take the stand,”
gaid ex-Senator Mills, and the prisoner
walked to the witness chair. e was
pele and began in a voice scarcely above
a whisper.

He said he was 23 years of age, had
worked as a train boy out west, and
as a brakeman. A a boy his parents
took him to San Francisco, and from
there to the Hawaiian Islands. Return-
ing from the Pacific coast, he went to
Otserlin College, where he remained two
years. €

After leaving college he took up rail-
roading in Chicago. From there he went
to Cortland in March, 1905, and began
working in his uncle’s factory.

It took but one short glance at the
faces of the twelve men in the jury box
to. tell at that moment what their ver-
diet would be.

Without attempt at parley or evasion
he admitted that he had caused all the
misery that had come into her life and
confessed that one moment before the
waters of Big Moose closed over her
head forever she had wailed out to him,
“Chester, what shall we do,” and he had
replied, “I don’t know.”

TWO-CENT FARES.

STATED CASE PREPARED FOR SUB-
MISSION TO APPEAL COURT.

Objection to One Clause and More Will
be Heard To-day—Result of Charles
M. Hays’ Appearance in Police

Toronto report: The stated case re-
garding the action against Charles AL
Hays, General Manager of the Grand
Trunk, was submitted in the Police
Court yesterday, and was left over un-
til to-day.

RUNAWAY TRAIN.

CRASHED INTO A GANG OF MEN
LOADING A MACHINE.

Killed Two and Injured Four Others,
Three of Whom May Die—Result of
a Collision in Broad Daylight on a
Straight Track in Winnipeg Vards.

Winnipeg, Dee. 3. — An extraordin-
ary wraiiroad waccident occurred in the
C. N. R. yards this aftérnoon, when one
locomotive was in collision twice within
a few seconds. causing the death of two
men and serious injuries to at least
four others, three of whom are not ex-
pected to uve.

The dead are: W. Neil and M. Mud-
low, two workmeén, who were assisting
in loading a peat fuel machine at the
siding. A light engine was runmng
out to the west yards when the North-
ern Pacific express from the south was
about due. The engineer on the yand
locomotive emleavored to reach tms
destination Dbefore the passenger ar-
rived, but his action resulted only in a
head-on collicion with the incoming ex-
press on a straight, open stretch ot
track in broad davlight. all of which
tended to make the acsident apparently
! inexcusable.

Both engineers, when seeing the coldi-
sion was inevitable, reversed their en-
gines. The yard engine was emashed and
derailed; the one on the express, being
reversed, pulled clear of the wreck, and,
without a crew, started to steam back
into the city yards at a fair epeed, Noth-
ing could be done to check it, and, un-
fortunateiy, it took an open switch and
crashed into a train of standing freight
cars, which were being loaded at a sid-
ing.

A gang of men, who were working
around the great peat machine when
the cars telescoped, were caught in the
wreckage, and two killed and four m-
jured. One passenger of the express, a
St. Paul lady, was slightly injured when
the first piteh-in occurred,

{Forecast of President Roosevelt’s Mes-
sage.

He declares for drastic  restrictions
against undesirable immigration.

He asks for ample army and navy ap-
propriations.

BURNED TO DEATH.

FEARFUL FATE OF FOUR MEN AT A
HOTEL FIRE.

"St. Louis, Dec. 3.—Four men were
burned to death and probably 35 were
injured in a fire early to-day that prac-
tically destroyed the Lighthouse Hotel,
conducted by the Salvation Army at
the northwest corner of Ninth and Mar-
ket streets.

« :Cemmeéntary.—I. The women at the

tomb (v. 1.) 1. End of the Sabbath—
After the Jewish Sabbath was past. It
elosed on Saturday might at sundown.
To dawn—The women probably left
their homes at different times. John
says, “When it was yet dark” cometh
Mary. Mark says they came at the “ris-
ing of the sun.” First day of the week—
Christ was in the tomb part of Friday,
all day Saturday and t of Sunday,
which was called three days according to
Jewish reckoning. He arose very early
in the morning on the first day of the
week. Jesus lay in the grave on Satur-
day which signified that henceforth the
Jewish Sabbath, like all other Jéwish in-
stitutions, was dead. The first ‘day of
the week—the resurrection day, which
was called by John the Lord’s day, has
always been observed by Christians as
the Christian Sabbath. The first day
of the week was the first day of a new
dispensation, which was (n every respect
and grander than the old. Mary
Magdalene—She was & native of Mag-
dala, a town on the Sea of Galilee, and
was foremost among the honorable wo-
men who ministered unto Christ -and
His disciples, being especially devoted
to Christ for His merey in casting out
from her seven evil spirits (Luke viii.
2. 3). There is no evidence that she was
ever a bad character. The other Mary
—This was Mary the mother of James
the Less and Joses (Mark xv. 47); the
same as Mary of Cleophas, a sister of
the mother of Christ (John xix, 25). To
the women named here Mark adds Sal-
ome and Luke adds Joanna and other
women. Note the devotion of these wo-
men. They came not expecting the re-
surrection, but bringing spices to em-
balm Christ.

of her children,

The motive for the crimes which took
place by her door, the police say, is
as terrible as those crimes. They
that Mrs. Carey had a lover -w‘hool:.g:
wished to marry; that husband and chil-
dren were impediments, and that she
calmly set out to get rid of them; that
money was necessary for their marviage,
and so the insurance feature came in;
that, seeing that it all seemed so easy,
Mrs. Carey planned a wholesale killing.

When Mrs. Carey is next arraigned,
her lover will be in the dock with her
under the same charges. His arrest is
expected either to-morrow or mext day

The Dairy Instruction of the past few
Years has resulted in a market improve-
ment in the general eq and sani-
tary conditions of factories. Many pro-
prietors and makers have, however,
stated to the imstructors and members
of the Dairymen’s Associations that they
were somewhat discouraged after goi
to the expense and trouble which were
found necessary to make the improve
ments considered essential by the dairy
instructors. “We have gone to consider-
able expense in order that the quality of
cheese may be of a higher stu&ud, but
our ncighgor factories have gone on in
the same old way manufacturing along
chexp lines and they, for the most part,
secure as high a ‘price for their cheese
as the better equipped factories. Im
many eases the poorly run factories
manufacture for a lower rate than a
well equipped and improved factory thus
making the burden still greater for those:
who' are anxious to do what is essen-
tial if the industry is to be placed on a
sure and permanent basis.”

been made. Many expressions of appre-

ciation of the work accomplished by

these inspectors have been received from

all sections and the better class of dairy-

men throughout the province are strong-

ly of opinion that work of this nature

should be followed still more closely
during the coming season. ;

The representatives of the dairy asso-
ciations and the chief instructors as well
as the regular staff of instructors are
of one opinion as to the ‘advisability of
clothing the ‘instructors with the power
of sanitary inspectors and so arranging
the districts that every factory and
creamery will be subject to regular sys-
tematic sanitary inspection and may
have the benefit of instruction as well.
In order that the opinions above ex-
pressed might be put into tangible form
to be placed before the Minister of Agri-
culture, the Director:of Dairy Instruc-
tion called a meeting of the chief in-
structors, sanitary inspectors and rep-
resentatives of the two dairy associa-
tions to meet in Toronto on the 8th inst.
Those present were Chief Instruetors G.
H. Barr and G. G. Publow, Sanitary In-
spectors, T. Dillon and J. H. Echljn,
representatives of Eastern Dairymen’s
Association, R. G. Murphy, J. R. Darga-
vel, M. P, and J. H. Singleton. West-
ern Association--Thos. Ballantyne, - Jno.
McLevin, and J. N. Paget. After dis-
cussing the subjects before them at great
length they unanimously decided upon
the following system.

(1) That the whole Province be div-
ided into such sub-divisions as would
give each. inspector from 35 to 36 factor-
ies or creameries, This will require a
staff of 38 instructor-inspectors, and it
is considered by those who have had the
work in charge that the man appointed
to the work would be able to render
more effective service than in past
years. Many of the better factories are
veally not in need of regular instiuction
and in the majority of cases a call of
an hour or two from the instructor will
be just as effective as to spend a whole
day with the maker in manufacturing a

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lot of ck . This will .give the instruec-
inspectors an opportunity to visit many
of the farms and to advise with the pro-
ductors as to the best method of produc-
ing the desired quality of milk. In the
opinion of the chief instructors the chief
essentials in producing a first-class ar-
ticle is that the raw material receive pro-
per attention by the produwcer and milk
hauler. Chief Instructors Barr and Pub-
low stated’ that ““90 per cent. of the
rejections can be traced to inferior raw
material”

(2) That every factory and creamery
in the Province be charged a uniform fee
of $12 to help defray the expense to the
Department of furnishing instructor-in-
sepectors. The total appropriation nee?s-
sary for the work suggested by the joint
committee is $42,700 and upon the basis
of the $12 tax above mentioned, the fac-
tories and creameries will eontribute $16,-
000 towards this expenditure. It was at
first. thought that a sliding scale would
be more equitable but after discussing
the question from all sides.it was de-
‘cided. to reeommend a uniform fee, chief-
ly for the: reason that the smaller fac-
tories. and. creameries are factories and
usualy in need of a greater amount of
instruction than the larger factories and
‘really demand as much or more time
'than the larger eoncerns.

(3) ‘That the instructor-inspectors be
 required to test milk and cream for adul-
teration or tampering but only in those
eases im which application is made and
f the maker or some other responsible per-
son furnishes the Department or one of
the Chief Imstructors with evidence that
adulteration or tampering has been prac-
tised. In some sectionf the time of the
instruetor has been almost entirely tak-
en up with the work of testing and it
is considered by the representatives of the
Associations and the Department that
the persons identified with the factory
should be qualified to make preliminary
tests and investigations sufficient iy fur-
nish evidence that tempering or adulter-
ation has taken place, before the services
of the inspector be asked for.

(4) It is also recommended that any
owner or manager of, or assistant in
a cheese or butter manufactory whe
shall knowingly receive or take into
cheese or butter any milk or eream
that is tainted, gassy, over-ripe, ox deliv-
ered in rusty or unclean cans or utenels;
or in which a preservative of any deserip-
tion has been used, or which has been
drawn froth cows suffering from lump
jaw or other infectious disease, shall be
liable to a fine. We now have 4 prewi-
sion under which the producer 'can be
prosecuted, provided he sell or supply to
a cheese or butter manufactory any
milk that is tainted or badly soured, and
it is thought to be distinctly in the in-
terests of the industry to have a pro-
vision by whkich a maker or propnetor
can be dealt with provided he accepts
any such milk to be manufaetured into
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a food produet for general use. This will
have the effect of prac ting
‘o maker from of infer-

To Keep Cut Flowers.

All flower lovers will be interested
to learn that as a result of experiments
conducted in Franee it has been com-
clusively shown: that most varieties of
flowers keep- as well when cut as when
left on the. plant, provided they have
proper attention. That is, if water 18
supplied to the stems and putrid fer-
mentation is prevented. In ca
these experiments a step further it was
shown that a large number of mineral
and inorganic subst when added to
the water in which eut flowers are kept
add very materially to the length of
time flowers may be kept fresh.

Among the substances which have
proved’ useful are chloral, sugar, lime
water, potash, ether, nitrate of potash,
sulphiate of potash, phosphate of potash,
phosphate of ammonia, caleium, chlor-
Iide. glycerine and alcohol. The mineral

substances are added in very minute
quantities, concentrations of one part
to 10.000 being sufficient. It is under-
stood, of course, that only one sub-
stance is used at a time.

Another fact that is worth knowing
is that other conditions being equal the
preservation of flowers is longest when
the distance between the surfaee of the
liquid and the base of the flower is the
