We bave regarded too lightly the
high heritage of free citizenship. Too
many.-boys on coming of age receive
the ballot in ignorance, They are un
conscious of a momentous issue in
their lives, and of an angel of sibyl
line destiny that they have turned
away,

I would like to see an effort made
in our schools, to teach the future
voters of their privileges and respon
sibilities, Every lad ought to know
something of Progress and Liberty, so
that when he comes for the first time
to pull aside the folds of the flag and
step under thre curtain of the polling
bioth, he may at least faintly appre
ciate what it represents, The (armers
that stood in the meadows of Runny
mede and fought for the Magna
Charta were fighting to gain this
right, and all the Hampdens and
