The Lieut.-Governor of Quebec, whose
health has been a subject of anxiety
for & year past, died at five o’clock on Wed-
nesday afternoon.

‘The eloquent tribute paid the deceased by
Attorney-General Angers in the Quebec
Legislstare, and which will be found else-
where, contains the salicnt featmes of M.
Caron’s carcer. No man ig the Dominion
was more respected, and nome in &is native
Province more generally beloved.

Réné Edohard Caron was born at St. Anne,
in the County of Montmorenci, in 1800. He
was odudted at the Quebec Seminary and
the College of 8L Pierre. He married in
1828 the daughter of the late M. De Blois, of
she City of Quebec, and among his children

s M. Adolphe Caron, M.P. for Quebec
County, one of the most accomplished of the
ieaders of the French Conservative body in
the House of Commons. Deceased was
called to the Bar in 1826, and crested s
Queen’s Counsel in 1843. In 1873 he was
made s Commander of the Order of St
Gregory the Great, sed in 1875 a Knight
Commander. He was Mayor of Quebec in
1837, and a member of the Assembly from
1834 to 1836. After the Union in 1841, he
again took his sest in the Assembly, was
Speaker from 1843 to 1847, and from 1848 to
1853, when he was appointed a Judge of th
Superior Court.
