One of the most important links in the 
prosecution, which up to the present was 
missing, is the stenographic report of the 
proceedings at the weekly meetings in 
the League offices, Dublin, without which 
it will be very difficult to sustain many of the 
indictments against the accused.

fused to be frightened, and continued their 
regular payments, whereupon their houses 
were burned to the ground and their produce 
entirely destroyed. The constabulary deter­
mined that the perpetrators should not escape, 
and used every means to discover their 
whereabouts. A man named VYortley was 
employed by the police as a sort of spy to 
make enquiries. His mission was soon dis­
covered, and he was stabbed. The piqrpetra- 
tor of this second outrage has also escaped, 
being well hidden by his townsmen, who re­
fuse to give any information.

THE GREAT TRIAL HAD NOW BEGUN.

The picture that it presented was not out­
wardly impressive, but it will form an im­
portant and interesting page of Irish history.

Here Curran made the walls 
ring with his eloquence. Here Whiteside 
gained the sympathy of the jury for wronged 
Thora Longworth. Here Butt, Plunkett, and 
all the stars of the Irish bar won many signal 
triumphs ; and here this evening, among the 
mingled groups of traversers, there are sev­
eral names which will never be forgotten by 
their countrymen. Chief among them is Par­
nell, dignified, imperturbable, unruffled, save 
when an accidental witticism of his counsel 
relaxes his stern face. In the gallery the 
front seats are picturesque with the bright 
costumes and pretty faces of the ladies, some 
admiringly watching the Irish leader, others 
gazing on him as on an animal in a cage.

THE ATTORNEY-GENERAL’S ADDRESS.

The indictment having been read the At­
torney-General began his onening address, 
quoting speeches of the various traversers, 
and among them of Thomas Brennan, who 
had counselled a “ holy conspiracy of John 
W. Nally, who had called the landlords 
“blasted scoundrels of J. W. Walsh, who 
had called them “ cut-purses of Mr. 
Sexton, M.P., who had called them “ mur­
derers and of T. D. Sullivan, M.P., who 
had advocated the methods of the French 
revolution. Attention was mainly directed 
to Mr. Brennan’s utterances. The Attorney- 
General said that the secretary of the Land 
League seemed to have made a careful study 
of socialistic books, that he seemed to have a 
distinct idea of their tendencies, and that he 
believed the land to be no less common pro­
perty than were the sun and air. The bur­
then of the Attorney-General’s address seem­
ed to be an endeavour to connect Mr. Parnell 
with the less cautious utterances of the 
younger and rasher members of the League. 
He said that the object of the conspiracy in 
which the traversers were engaged was to 
cause the social excommunication of a number 
of persons, and to make their lives 
not worth the having. He pointed 
out the absurdity of the idea of 
parcelling out Ireland among a population 
of five millions, which would only add to the 
misery of the unfortunate country. He 
severely condemned the policy of the Land 
League, which, he said, advocated freedom, 
yet brought all its power to bear in the 
coercion of private individuals. The Govern­
ment, he said, were bound to institute pro­
ceedings to put down this wicked agitation. 
When the Attorney-General seemed to have 
just warmed to his work the clock struck 
four, and the court rose.

PARNELL’S RECEPTION.

Mr. Parnell quietly turned to go, and when 
he emerged into the rotunda of the Four 
Courts a great cheer burst from the crowd 
which swayed after him as, with the other 
traversers, he made his way to a .passage on 
the side street to avoid the multitude which 
had gathered in front of the court. The streets 
for several hundred yards were blocked with 
people ; thousands were awaiting the coming 
of the traversers, undaunted by the heavy 
rain and the thick darkness, and careless of 
the mounted police, who in driving them 
back scattered showers of mud in every di­
rection, while cheer after cheer arose with 
alternate groan and yell as the various per­
sonages who left the court were supposed to 
be for the people or for the Government.

GfeORGE ELIOT’S DEATH.

“George Eliot’s” death moves profoundly 
the best English circles. The newspaper 
eulogies, though almost unstinted, hardly 
overstate the general sense of loss. Many 
inaccurate particulars are published respect­
ing her life, the truth being thac “ George 
Eliot ” lived in much retirement, though sur­
rounded by a circle of intimately attached 
friends. Herbert Spencer contradicts the 
story that he educated “George Eliot,” 
saying he knew her only after her char­
acter was formed, after she translated 
the “ Life of Jesus ” by Strauss, or after 1851, 
when she was already distinguished by that 
breadth of culture and universality of power 
which since made her known all over the 
world. A private meeting convened yester­
day at the Athenæum Club of eminent friends 
unanimously resolved against the injudicious 
proposal for her burial in Westminster Abbey.

HR. BLAKE IN TORONTO.
The meeting held on Tuesday night by the 

Hon. Mr. Blake in the 81 Lawrence Hall, and 
summoned for the purpose of discussing the 
Pacific railway contract, ▼*sj largely attended. 
Hcrth William McMaster occupied the chair.

The Chairman, while calling upon the Hon. 
Mr. Blake to address the meeting, was under­
stood, in the midst of some confusion, to eay 
that he altogether disapproved of the tame 
of tiie contract with the Pacific railway syndi­
cate, as he did not consider them in the inter­
ests of the country.

Hon. Edward Bi.ake. who, on coining for­
ward, was loudly cheered, then addressed the 
meeting at considerable length. After allud­
ing to the importance of tiie question they 
had met to disease, he referred to the position 
taken by the Liberal pàrty on the Pacific 
railway question, and saicL^that they had 
always contended that tiie rate of taxation 
should net be increased by the construction 
of the read. The national debt had largely 
increased since 1867, an4 of the present tax­
ation about 60 per cent, was attributable to 
the Pacific railway. The proposition to make 
the cash cost of the Pacific railway 60 millions 
of dollars meant an annual interest charge on 
the Country of three millions. He would be 
within the mark if he estimated the propor­
tion Ontario would have to bear of thé capi­
tal sum as forty millions,» two-thirds, and 
the proportion of the city of Toronto as three 
and a half millions.

But where is thetian- 
ger that this line north of Lake Superior, con­
cerning which Messrs. Charlton and Blake 
are so much alarmed, will not be built? They 
say that by building the line north of Lake 
Superior the company will make a profit of . 
$11,200,000. Now, if the syndicate should 
make money ont of building the prairie sec­
tions, do you think they will torn away 
a chance of making $11,200,000 more. Why, 
these gentlemen who addressed yon last night 
must think you are children, or they 
would never have put the arguments before 
you which they did. First, they say that to 
build the line then would be the worst tiling 
that could happen Canada. The next they 
said was they were afraid it would not tie 
built—(laughter)—and they concluded by say­
ing that, notwithstanding they feared it 
would not be built, the company wqnld, if it 
did build it, make an immense profit oat of 
it. (Load laughter.) There ia another point. 
They say that of the enormous amount of ex­
penditure the enterprise will involvf, Ontario 
will have to carry the heavy end of the log, 
or about $46,000,000. If that ie so, don’t you 
think Ontario ought to be very much obliged 
to ns for bringing down a scheme under 
which the province will be saved from ever 
paying ? I stake my reputation as a public 
man, and the confidence the people of the 
country have in me, upon the statement that 
the Canada Pacific railway will not in the 
end cost Ontario anything. I will tell you 
why. The construction of the road will so 
increase the value of the public lands that 
the increased price will pay back into the 
coffers every dollar of contract and interest 
we have spent. (Hear, hear.) But suppose 
we took Mr. Blake’s line, suppose we had fol­
lowed the policy of our opponents, and stated 
that we bad very little faith in the value of 
the lands, would that have lightened the 
burden of Ontario ? (Applause.) If we had 
done this, then Ontario would have had to 
pay her forty millions. Mr. Blake went into 
an elaborate calculation to show how much 
Ontario and how much London will have to 
pay. Did he net suppose there were men’ 
in the audience who, while he was telling 
them all that the company’s lands would be 
worth to an acre, knew that if the company’s 
lands were worth so much an acre, the altern­
ate block» held by the Government were 
worth tiie same, and would yield to the 
treasury more than sufficient to pay all the 
cash expended by the Government. (Cheers.) 
Not a single dollar would be levied on the 
timber, and let me tell hjm more, that the 

" great plank in' their platform was that the 
road should be built without increasing the 
taxation. I have fold you how bad the 
memory of Mr. Blake and his followers is, 
and will show it again. When Mr. Cart­
wright came down the same year of this 
other bill, he told Parliament that they 
were going on with this railway, and would 
require $3,000,000 to complete the surveys, 
and Mr. Blake said in a subsequent resolu­
tion that the amount had-,been levied.

A year ago, when we were budding the road 
west and the charter was applied for, I said 
to the Railway Committee, we cannot con­
sent to the charter, because Canada wants a 
trunk line, and in order to have it we most 
have the traffic of Canada and all of the X^est 
go over the line. And I eay that we xfere 
bound when this company assumed our places 
and took the enormous responsibility and 
gigantic work off our hands, to give them the 
assurancethat we would preserve the policy 
with relanon to the traffic of the North-West 
which we had propounded, and,would have 
adhered to had we constructed the road our­
selves. (Cheers.) I am sony to detain yon 
at such great length, but it is so seldom that 
I have the pleasure of seeing such a vast body 
of intelligent citizens before me that I am 
afraid I. am too anxious to enjoy the pleasure 
for a longer period than is either convenient 
to you or to myself. There is no occasion in 
connection with which I could come before you 
when I could feel in a position more con­
fidently to ask the confidence and support, 
the united support, not only of the great 
party who placed the Government of which I 
have the honour to be 1 member in power, 
years ago, but the support of every honest, 
intelligent, and patriotic Canadian who feels 
it his duty to give a hearty and zealous sup­
port to every well-meant, well-intentioned, 
and successful effort to develops this great 
country.

WHAT TH* raOVmCH WAFTS TO RECEIVE.

Winnifsg, Dec. 22.—Ie view of the pro­
posed enlargement of the. province and foe 
increase of expenditure necessarily entailed 
upon foe Government, the Ministry have in­
troduced the following resolutions for the re­
adjustment of foe subeidylo foe province :— 

“ 1. That the Province of Manitoba shall 
receive from tfre Government of Canada, by 
half-yearly payments in advance, interest at 
the rate of five per cent, per annum on a sum 
of money equal to $32.43 per head on foe 
population, as shall be ascertained by foe 
census of 1881.

“ 2. That the sum of rfxty thousand 
dollars shall be paid yearly by the Govern­
ment of Canada to the Province of Manitoba 
for the ’support of its Government, and an 

Xîdciêd “raual grant in aid of foe saitT’pro vince shall 
be made equal to eighty cent?per head of the 
population, as shall be ascertained by the 
census of 1881, and such grant of eighty 
cents per head shall be augmented in pro­
portion to the increase of population, as may 
be shown by a census to be taken triennially, 
and by each subsequent triennial census, 
until the population amounts to 400,000, at 
which figure such grants shall remain there­
after.

“ 3. That in consideration of foe Do­
minion Government administering foe public 
land of the province for foe use of the Do­
minion, the latter shall pay to foe Province 
of Manitoba by half-yearly payments in ad­
vance a sum of one hundred thousand dol­
lars.” ________ ________

WHITE SLAVERY.

A Party of Christmas Revellers Bun Do’ 
by a Train—Fmr Persons Killed.

Lucan, Dec. 26.—Last nights as the nigEt 
express was going south on foe London, 
Huron and Bruce railway one and a quarter 
miles north of Clandeboye station, and while 
crossing the side road, it ran into Mr. James 
McGrath's sleigh, which contained himself 
and his wife and child, Mr. Matthew Mc­
Grath, Miss McGrath, and Miss Blake, who 
were returning to their home in Biddulph 
from spending Christmas with their friends 
in McGillivray. James McGrath and his 
wife were instantly killed, and Matthew Mc­
Grath and Miss Blake lived for about one and 
a half hours after being struck, but neither” 
of them spoke. The child was found in the 
ditch crying, and taken to Mr. Grundy’s resi­
dence near by, where Dr. Sutton, of Clande­
boye, dressed its wounds. The little child is 
about one and a half years old, and is 
suffering from a fracture of the right arm and 
considerably bruised. The doctor, however, 
is not without hopes of its recovery. Miss 
McGrath jumped from the aleigh when with­
in one rod of the track and thereby saved 
her life. The engine driver saw the sleigh 
on the back just as the engine struck it, and 
at once reveraed his engine and backed up to 
foe scene of foe accident, when foe trainmen 
were horrified to find that four souls had 
been launched into eternity without a 
moment’s warning. No blame whatever can 
be attached, to tiuj tain, hands, as it was 
beyond their power to avert thé aboident, 
and they did all -they eesrid to relieve foe 
sufferers, whom they put on the train and 
took to Clandeboye station, where they were 
taken charge of early this morning by their 
friends.

London, Dec. 26.—The news of the 
Clandeboye disaster caused considerable 
consternation Among the Biddulph prisoners 
awaiting trial here, as two of the parties 
killed were witnesses on their side.

A DEMENTED WANDERER.
The Chicago Man Arrested at London as

Insane Taken Home—He Twice Attempts
Suicide.
Chicago, HI., Dec. 23.—Petitions were 

filed in the County Court this morning to 
have Henry Endres, formerly Swiss con­
sul in this city, adjudged insane.. He 
left this city several weeks ago charged 
with the embezzlement of about $20,000 
entrusted to him for payment to the heirs of 
a man who died in Switzerland. He was foe 
principal member of the German News Com­
pany that went into bankruptcy several 
months ago. His whereabouts were unknown 
until last week, when it was learned he was 
in London, Ont., where he was locked up in

A Condemnatory Letter From the Roman

Catholic Bishop of Montreal—The First
Night’s Performance,
Montreal, Dec. 23.—The Roman Catholic 

Bishop of Montreal published a letter to-day 
in a leading French paper on the Bernhardt 
performances. It was addressed to the 
editor, and is as follows :—

“ I beg of you to publish in the columns of 
your journal the following critical sketch of 
certain representations announced to take 
place in the theatre here this week. TRe 
subjoined criticism was written by a person 
authorized and competent to write it, and it 
-will be sufficient to make all the good Catho­
lics of Montreal understand that it is im­
peratively their duty to abe tain from attend­
ing those performances. Apart from foe 
impropriety which exists in giving these re­
presentations in Advent and during the 
Christmas holidays, all sincere and lqyal 

.Catholics will see in foe more than suspicious 
morals which dominate suchplays a serions 
danger to their faith and moms.”

The following is the criticism alluded to :—
“ By the direction of your Lordship I have 

examined the drama entitled ‘ Adrienne Le­
çon vreur, ’ and the following is the result of 
my analysis :—The drama is sustained through- 
-out by two adulterous liaisons, and the dia­
logues and sentiment tond to justify the 
immoral relations of the hero and heroine in 
the drama. '. It is also «Amoral by its in­
trigue, and by the maxims put in the mouths 
of the actors and actresses, and by the ques­
tionable situations in which the principal per­
sonages are placed at different times. These 
are rad lessons to place before the mjnds of 
Christian families. The talent of the artists 
who inculcate these lessons will only serve to 
augment the danger and give greater fascina­
tion to and rende? more excusable the bad 
passions which are hidden in foe human 
heart."

A large but not a packed audience at­
tended the opening performance this evening 
of Mile. Bernhardt in “ Adrienne Leçon vreur" 
at the Academy of Music. On the lady pre­
senting herself behind the footlights she was 
most cordially received. Thejirst three acts 
of the drama passed over without marked 
effect or enthusiasm being produced by the 
star. In the fourth act, however, she 
electrified the audience, and drew forth 
the first genuine and hearty applause. 
On the whole, however, the perform­
ance did not create anything Uke the 
profound impression produced by the late 
Miss Neilson’s performances, notwithstand­
ing that nine-tenths of foe audience were 
French. At the fall of the curtain at twelve 
o’clock the audience seemed pleased that all 
was over. The supporting aempany is 
decidedly foe worst that has ever taken part 
in a performance in the Academy of Music.

What Is Done In a “ Live •’ School.
TH* CRAMMING SYSTEM.

Much has been said aad written, srith ap­
parently but little profit, on the subject of 
cramming b the school-room. We know 
boys and girls in the higher schools who have 
to attend from fifteen to twenty different 
classes in as many different subjects during a 
single week. And after a year or two thy 
are declared to be proficient in all of these 
branche» What a sham to thto, when it to 
considered that any three branches are suffi­
cient for a year’s study ! It to not surprising 
that young men, as well as young ladies, find 
when they come to meet “the hard buffeting! 
of this work-a-day world ” they are only half 
educated, that they have but the merest 
smattering of the subjects which they ought 
to know thoroughly, and that they have been 
grievously misled by both teachers and 
parents, who ought to hhve known better.
The consequence of this i» that they are 
unable to apply in a practical way any know- 
ledge they may have acquired. The great 
question is :—

HOW TO REMEDY THIS KVIL ?

Our suggestion is first, to give a thorough 
drill in those subjects that are termed com­
mon and not high sounding. For instance, 
we find students who have been trained in 
what are considered our best school» defi­
cient in arithmetic, and without any real 
knowledge of bookkeeping. Indeed, Com­
mercial Arithmetic, as taught in our school» 
is found in practice to be different from that 
used in business house» The reason of thto 
is, that bnt few teachers know anything out­
side of their text-books, and are unacquainted 
with'the short methods suggested by long 
business experience.

Practical Bookkeeping is aimost a hobby.. It 
is the great deskferotttm. Students ere ex­
pected to think of it by day and dream rt it
at night.
