Witness of

M. Hector Fabre states that thirty
years ago (1836) when Parliament sat
during the sumwmer, the July members
came to Quebec in schooners, and lodg-
ed in them through the session. «He
also says that about the same period a
traineau loaded with trunks and parcels
arrived at the Parliament House ome
fine day, just previous to the opeming
of the session, and from it descended a
stout countryman and his wife who
carefully examined the twenty-four
windows of the building, and finally
decided to rap at the door, which
immediately opened by one of the mes-
sengers.

Death of Hon. James C. Pope.

Axormas -of Printe Edward Is-
land's most gifted and patriotic sons
has passed away. After nearly fo
yeurs of enforced retirement and
inability, the Honorable James Col-
ledge Pope .departed this life
Sammerside, on the morning of Mon-
day lsst. His is a name that will
never be forgotten in the history o
our Island. For the last quarter o
a century it has been familiar among
us a8 “a houschold word,” while for,
twenty years previous to his with-
drawal into private life, there

not ao sction nor an utterance of his
in conmection with public affairs
that was not observed by and had
not its interest to the people of this
Province. He was a man of liberal
and progressive views, of bold deter-
mination and great force of character,
and he devoted the best energies of
his life and labored umtiringlv for
the interests of the Island. He
was & born leader of men, and thus
possessed the happy faculty of im-
buing others with that enthusiasm
and zeal with which be himself was
animated. That he was bitterly
opposed, his motives misconstrued
and fiercely assailed, is not extraor-
dinary—such has been the fortune
of every man who has had the tem-
erity to move out of the rutof popu-
lar prejudices and superstitions.

The Prince Edward Island Rail
way is the grandest remembrancer of]
his public career, and the roar of the
iron horse, as it bounds o'er our
land, should ever remind us that but
for him, whose untimely death we de-
plore to-day, our facilities for trans-
port would be mean and miserable
compared with what we happily
enjoy. Although opposed to the
Quebec Scheme, he was ome of the
earlier advocates of Confederation
upon fair and equitable conditions,
and to his exertions it is due that Can-
ada included among the terms which
induced us to enter the Union, the
offer of $800,000 for the purchase of
proprietary estates. To his able
advocacy of our cause, in unison
with Messrs. Haviland and Howlan,
we are indebted for what is known
as the * better terms,” or an increase
in our annual allowance from the
Dominion of about $25,000. In
agricultural matters as well as in
politics and commerce, he con-
tributed largely to the position
which the Island occupies
day as a Stock-raising community.
Nor should the Catholics of Prince
Edward Island forget that he was
the fearless advocate of their rights
when they demanded subsidies from
the Public Treasury for the schools
which they had established.

Mr. Pope was born at Bedeque,
in this Island, on the eleventh day
of June, 1826, being the second son
of the Honorable Joseph Pope, who
survives him, and who, in a few days,
will complete his eighty-third year.
His mother's name was Lucy Col-
ledge, a daughter of Capt. Colledge,
of the 1st Royal Regiment of Foot,
who married a daughter of the Hon.
Thomas Wright, several times Ad-
ministrator of the Government of the
Island, and who was one of the Com-
missioners appointed to administer
the oaths to the members of the first
parliament which met in Charlotte-
town in 1773. His education was
partially received on the Island, and
completed in England. In early man-
hood he entered upon a mercantile
career in which he rapidly succeed-
ed, and as a merchant, shipbuilder
and shipowner, he was long looked

upon as one of the foremost men o
the Province.
