Martyrs ar she thus,very timely and thoughtful reading 
for this week: “ A city beautiful !

On Palm Sunday, from the stair­
way where Mary stood when the 
body of her Son was taken from the 
Grots, I saw the Greek procession 
in the Church of the Sepulcher. 
Then I went over the Mount of 
Olives. Looking back from a field 
well up on the hillside, the whole 
city lay beneath—the temple area, 
with the great mosque in full view 
across the valley of Jehosaphat. 
From here Jerusalem, with its dear 
and stately outline of walls, the 
domes and minarets of the mosques, 
and the old towers and churehes, 
has a singular completeness. Per­
haps even in Solomon's time, from 
the outside, though different, it was 
not more lovely. The warm gray 
of the stones of the city is the color 
of the unbleached wool of goats;‘the 
hills are darker, with|a delicate 
bloom over them, spotted with gray 
olive-orchards, aud melting in the 
distance into violet. It is indeed a 
city set upon a hill, isolated, dis­
tinguished. The picture realizes 
one," lifelong dream of the dty of 
God.’’ A Protestant of esthetic 
tastes, Mr. Gilder found some things 
in Jerusalem Holy Week that grat. 
ed more or less upon his sensibilities 
and prejudices, but he is, neverthe­
less constrained to confess that the 
place and the services then held 
there were awe-inspiring and terri­
bly roalis io.

Pilgrimages to 
Jerusalem became daily more fre­
quent and numerous. The piously-

THE GREEK EASTER FIRE.

Mr. GilJer appears to be some­
what imposed upon in the matter of 
ceremony—in which the Latin 
Church has nothing to do—per­
formed by the schismatic Greek 
patriarch at the time of the bless, 
ing of the Easter fire. He calls this 
fire a miracle; and though he admits 
that it is ppt go ponsidered by the 
schismaiioal priests who take part 
in the ceremony of its blessing and 
lighting, he insists that all his 
followers so regard it, which is 
hardly correct. His description of 
the scene that takes place, however, 
when the fire fiist appears, with 
the turbulent and boisterous ac­
companiments which <fre so deeply 
deplored by all true brliev ere, gives 
us a vidid picture of what then hap­
pens. “ The noise swells like a 
tempest," says be. “A bunt of 
sound—the clanging of bells and 
stricken bars of metal 1 A flash at 
the Greek window. The fire has 
oome 1 One wild rush, one high- 
pitched, multitudinous scream, still 
the excited clanging, and out 
springs the light over the frantic 
human mass, leaping from hand to 
hand, ae if each flame were light­
ning and music. Around and up 
and over and through, till flame ie 
added to flame, spreading from 
candle to candle, and floor to gal­
lery. Now a priest appears on the 
roof of the Sepulcher itself, and the 
flame rune round the top like 
crown of fire, Higher it springs— 
drawn by a rope up to the people 
at the base of the dome. It illumi­
nates the most distant and dungeon- 
like vault", the chapels above and 
below, every vantage ground where 
ihe spectators have stood or crouch­
ed on the floor or in temporary 
lodgments in mid-air. Oa and on 
sounds the clangor and the shout­
ing; men, women, and children are 
mad,- they p$ss their hande over 
the flame—is it not from Heaven ? 
how can it do harm ?—and then 
draw their hande ever their faces, 
taking the Cflestial toueb in ecstatie 
adoration. 0?er a path mide clear 
for the runners from the windows, 
already the fire is on Its way to the 
ends of the earth." Mr. Gilder 
characterizes the sohismatioal cere­
mony of Holy Saturday, with which 
he himself says the Latin Catholics 
will have nothing to do, « one of 
the most venerable ceremonies and 
the most appaling scandal of the 
Christian gworld ” ; but it hardly

flaw of Galileo In a Nutshell-

The following summary of -this 
celebrated case shows what injustice 
is sought to be dqne to the Catholic 
Church by tb^re who bring it for­
ward as proof that she showed her­
self the enemy of science in general 
by the action of one of her tribunals 

this matter. They forget that 
the system advocated by GaliJeo had 
been advanced, without censure by 
the learned Cardinal Casa, nearly 
two hundred years before ; that it 
had been expressly maintained with 
the encouragement of the Roman 
Pontiffs, by Copernicus, full ninety 
years before the Congregation of 
the Index pronounced sentence 
against the Florentine astronomer 
They forget too, that Protestants 
were the first who vigorously op­
posed the Copetnioan system, on 
the ground of Scripture. “Even 
such a great man as Bacon,” says 
Macaulay, “ rejected with scorn the 
theory of Galileo.” “Had,” says 
Kenrick, “ Galileo confined himsell 
as he was repeatedly warned, to 
scien ifio demonstrations without 
meddling with Scripture, and pro 
posed bis eystem as probable, rather 
than as indubitable, he would have 
excited no opposition. It is rather

His right hand is thrown 
around the arm of the cross, Hie 
left hand resting heavily upon 
huge stone in thç forgeroqod and 
the face beautifully expressing full 
resignation. To the right of the 
picture Mary, the Mother of Jesus, 
is extending her hands toward her 
Son, supported by the other two 
Marys, all of whom appear awe­
stricken with the situation of their 
beloved Master. The Virgin’s robe 
ig of an exquisite shade of blue ; the 
garments of tbe other Marys are of 
a deep rich green and purple." The 
presence of such a window in a 
Protestant church some years ago 
would have been looked upon ae a 
piece of “Romish idolatry.''

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The Budget Speech-

»In our account of the Legisla­
tive proceedings will be found a 
report of the budget speech de­
livered by'Premier Peterson Wed­
nesday last. The speech was lu­
gubrious enough. Indeed, the 
only note of exultation was the 
reference to the victory won by 
the Premier’s Grit friends in Nova 
Scotia on the previous day. Hon* 
Mr. Peters, no doubt, considered" 
that a reason for rejoicing ; but the 
people of Nova Scotia will have to 
pay dear for that victory ; indeed 
they have already had to put 
their hands deep into their pock­
ets to maintain the millions of in­
creased taxation and debt the 
Grit Provincial Government has, 
within the last few years saddled 
upon them. With all the power 
of the Local and Dominion Gov­
ernments, and the employment of 
all manner of “human devices” it 
was not extraordinary that they 
obtained a renewed lease of power 
In Nova Scotia, as in Prince Ed­
ward Island, and wherever else 
they have held power,whetherFed- 
eral, Provincial or Municipal, the 
Grits have been true to their tra­
ditions in piling up the public 
debt. Apart from this joyful 
note, Premier Peters’ budget 
speech was, for the.most part, ex­
tremely apologetic. It might, in­
deed be regarded as an acknowl­
edgment of his numerous short 
comings in his management of our 
public affairs and his utter failure 
to redeem the many alluring pro­
mises made by him previous to 
the last general election; In the 
face of the facts and figures rela­
tive to the annual expenditure by 
his government, the recurring de­
ficits, the large taxation and the 
accumulation of an enormous pub 
lie debt, it required consider­
able nerve on the part of Mr. Peters 
to stand up and dilate on the 
economies practiced during his 
term of office. He took a great 
deal of credit to himself for hav­
ing effected the amalgamation of 
the Legislative Council and the 
House of Assembly, and devoted 
much time to demonstrating the 
annual saving ip the expenditure 
for legislation m consequence of 
that amalgamation. It is well 
known that the Conserva 
live Government? did their 
best to abolish the Legis­
lative Council, not. to effect an 
anomaly such as the present Gov­
ernment brought abopt by their 
amalgamation scheme\ but their 
efforts were thwarted by the Grit 
members of the Council. About 
$5.000 a years is claimeffvto have 
been saved by the amalgamation. 
The Premier next dwelt dt great 
length on the saving effected by 
his Government in the adminis­
tration of justice. Now, it is weH 
known that the expenditure in 
this department is uncontrollable. 
It necessarily depends to a great 
extent upon the amount and the 
nature of the business coming be­
fore the courts. Consequently, 
whatever saving may have been 
effected in the administration of 
justice daring the term of the pre­
sent administration, as compared 
with that of the Conservative 
Government preceding, cannot 
fairly be placed to the credit of 
the Government. These two items 
and the saving of a few thousand 
dollars in some of the public offi­
ces, by reducing the salaries of 
some hard-working officials are 
the principal economies the Pre­
mier claimed. In connection with 
the expenditure of roads and 
bridges, he was loud in his praise 
of the road machines. Gan it.be 
possible the Premier imagined 
that, by drawing these red herring 
across the trail of the Govern­
ment’s operations, he could suc­
cessfully pull the wool over the 
eyes of the electors ? Let us see 
what the actual facts are. This 
can best be done by placing be- 

" fore the public the figures rela­
tive to the expenditure of the re­
spective Governments. Here they 
are :

A comparison of the above fig­
ures will show that, in round 
numbers, the expenditure of the 
Peters’ Government has been over 
$30,000 a year in excess of that of 
the Conservative Government 
which preceded it Giving the 
present Government every justice 
by deducting the increased cost 
for education, which may be re­
garded as uncontrollable, it will 
still appear that their annual ex^ 
penditure has been about $25,000 
more than that of their predeces­
sors in office. It was bad enough

to be running behind and sinking 
the Province in debtv but while 
this was going®!, year after year, 
something inrae excess of $40,- 
000 in takes of v&ery imaginable 
nature were extracted from the 
people. Surely that is a record 
on which to make a boast of econ­
omy ! On the question of taxa­
tion, Mr. Peters said he had never 
conveyed the idea that he would 
not tax the people without con­
sulting them. Well, it is certain 
that the idea prevailed all over 
the Province that the Premier’s 
policy was not to have recourse 
to taxation without first consult­
ing the electorate. Shortly before 
the election campaign of 1893 be­
gan, Mr. Peters made a speech in 
the Lyceum in this City, and a 
carefully revised report of that 
speech was published in the 
Patriot, and issued in the form of 
a manifesto to the electors of the 
Provinca That speech contained 
the following declartions : “ It is 
not necessary that I should say 
here that taxes will never be put 
on, because they may become an 
absolute necessity ; but, this I do 
say that they will never be put on 
until you men are fully consulted 
and know how they are to be pat 
on. (Applause.) I will tell you 
another thing with regard to that 
tax question : When I appealed 
last before my constituents I said 
I would not put on taxes until 
the people were fully consulted 
about it at an election, and at 
that time Mr. Ferguson said he 
would reserve to himself the right 
to tax. I reserve to myself the 
right to tax, but I acknowledge 
this fact that I must consult the 
people of the 3rd District on the 
matter. But I hope the day of 
taxation is far away.” Certainly 
this is pretty ingeniously worded ; 
but there is no doubt the idea in­
tended to be conveyed—the idea 
which really prevailed—was
that taxation would not be
necessary for a long time, and 
would not be imposed
before another appeal to the peo­
ple. All know that taxation was 
imposed at the very next session 
of the Legislature ; but now the 
Premier stands up in his place in 
the Legislature and declares he 
never misled the people on this 
question. We trust the people 
will give him their answer in such 
a manner that he cannot misun­
derstand it Concerning the debt 
of the Province, the Premier made 
some extraordinary statements. 
He figured up the amount owed 
by the Province at the end of 
1896 to be $393,825.96, and said 
he cared not what mode of calcu­
lation was adopted, no person 
could make the indebtedness ap­
pear to be one cent/ greater. But 
the most remarkable of his state­
ments on this poin was that we 
had no debt at all; inasmuch as 
our assets at Otta’ ?a amount tc 
more than the balancej^p-inst 
Province. Bat in 
Peters expressed himself quite a: 
ently. Then, he considered the bal­
ance against the Province an unbear- 
able debt, and in order to wipe it out 
and to enable us, again to have our 
half-yearly subsidy from Ottawa, in 
advance, he obtained the leave of the 
Legislature to borrow $185,000. Now, 
we have, on his own admission, a bal­
ance against the Province of $393.- 
825.96, and the half-yearly subsidy 
remains six months behind, instead of 
ahead of the expenditures. Suppose 
we were to “ calculate” as Mr. Peters 
did in 1891 and add the half-yearly 
subsidy of $91,000 to the balances 
shown by the auditor at the end of 

896, the debt would be in the vicin­
ity of $485,000. Why does the Pre­
mier try to fool the people by such 
silly talk ? He knows very weH that 
the balance at Ottawa is available only 
as a fund, from which to draw the in­
terest year by year, so as to save us 
from utter bankruptcy. Another
question upon which the Premier 
dwelt for some time, and one in con­
nection -with which he claimed his 
Government deserved credit, was the 
question of interest. He said that 
the preceding Government had paid 
interest at the rate of from 6 to eight 
per cent, while his Govern­
ment Was only paying 4 per cent. 
Let us admit this fact ; but at the 
same time, let us see how the Pro­
vince ;is affected. In 1890, the last 
year of Conservative rule, the interest 
paid by the Government amounted in 
full to $2,697.44 ; but iu 1896, with 
this remarkable reduction in the rate, 
the interest amounted to $15,441.18. 
Electors, we leave you to calculate 
how much the Province has benefited

I the reduction in the rate of inter-
II Our rea ders will notice that in 

the Premier’s estimate of revenue for 
this year from the ordinary sources 
the total amounts to $272,476, while 
his estimates of expenditure reach 
$306,301, leaving a deficit of $33,825 
How is that to be made up ? The 
question for the electors to decide,

the face of the evidence here pre 
sented in connection with our in­
creasing debt and deficits, is, do they 
wish a continuance of such financial 
management in the affairs of our Pro­
vince Î If not, let them rise in their 
might and hptl from power those who 
have brought our Province to such a 
sorry plight.

The New Tariff.
The new tariff which the Grit Gov­

ernment at Ottawa had ao long kept 
locked" no in ite breast, was presented to 
the poblic on Thursday last, when Hon. 
Mr. Fielding, Finance Minister, deliver­
ed hie budget speech- As was general­
ly expected, the tariff announced by 
Mr. Fielding ie practically the name as 
that of the Conservative Government 
and like nearly every other official de­
claration or enactment of the present 
Government ie a flat contradiction of 
the tarifi planks of the Ottawa conven­
tion, and of the Grit pre-election an­
nounce ments. There ie in the new tar­
iff no “ free trade as it is in England.” 
Far otherwise ; it is jnet about the same 
kind of a tariff as Mr. Foster brought 
down in 1894, and probably about the 
same as he would now introduce were 
he still Finance Minister. It ie true 
there are some few changes ; but the 
principle is the same aa that of the 
former tariff. Under the National Pol­
icy revisions have to be made from 
time to time, and changed conditione 
require readjustments here and there 
to equalize the taxation. The new tar­
iff is the highest compliment that could 
be paid to the National Policy and to 
the Conservatives who inaugurated it, 
notwithstanding the abase heap*! upon 
them. It ie at the same time, another 
glaring instance of the Grits stealing the 
clothes of their opponents. In estimat­
ing the revenue and expenditure for 
the year ending Jnne 30th next, Mr. 
Fielding set the revenue down at $37,- 
300,"000, and the expenditure at $467,000 
more. The deficit might reach $600,- 
000, he said ; but he did not think it 
would be a million. It will'thus be 
seen that the rolling np of deficits, in 
accordance with Grit usage, haa com­
menced quite early ih their present term 
of office. For the year ending June 30, 
1898, the Finance Minister estimates the 
revenue, according to the present tariff, 
at $37,600,000, and the expenditure at 
$38,260,000. That would mean a deficit 
of three quarters of a million. The pro- 
spec s for an era of deficits are thus 
quite promising. Another acknowledge­
ment of the wisdom of the coarse pur­
sued by the Conservatives was made by 
the Finance Minister when he said that 
in conséquence of the attitude assumed 
by the United States, it would never do 
to reduce the tariff, so that we would 
have nothing to offer them. What 
about approaching the Washington 
authorities in the " right spirit ?” An­
other plank in the new tariff is one giv­
ing a preference to favored countries, 
especially Great Britain. That did not 
originate with Mr. Fielding. By this 
clause it is intended to admit goods 
from Great Britain »nd other countries 
admitting onr exports on favorable 
terms, at one eighth per cent less than 
the general schedule rate, from the first 
of July next, and a quarter less from 1st 
July, 1898. Some of the principal 
changes ip dnty on articles in ordinary 
use are as follows : Spirituous liquors, 
from $2.124 per gallon to $2.50 per gal­
lon ; corn meal from 40 cents a barrel 
to 26 cents a barrel ; flour from 76 cents 
a barrel to fi6 cents a barrel ; coal oil, 
refined, from 6 cents a gallon to 6 cents 
a gallon; refinedisngar from $1.14 per 

pounds to $1.00 per 100 pounds ; no
angeinrawsoMjçjgarHaud

cent to $3.26 per pound 1 cat tobacco 
from 48 cents per pound and 121 per 
cent, to 60 cents and 124 per cent.; 
manufactured tobacco from 86 cents per 
pound amHei-percent. to 45 cents per 
pound and lg| per cent, and so forth. 
We trust those Grits who have been 
shouting for the free trade that Mr. 
Laurier was to inaugurate, will serious­
ly ponder how terribly they have been 
fooled ; or is a Grit a man prepared to 
swallow anything?

Provincial Legislature.

Shortly after three o’clock on 
Wednesday afternoon last, the 
House resumed business after the 
Easter recess. After routine 
Hon. Mr. Peters rose and deliv­
ered his budget speech. Follow­
ing is a sqmmary of his speech : 
He commenced by feelingly al­
luding to the late Hon. Alexan­
der Laird, whose death "was deep­
ly regretted, The deceased, he 
pointed out, was a man of ster­
ling integrity, a man whose aim 
was alwaj's to promote the best 
interests of the Province. He 
then spoke of the result of the 
elections in Nova Scotia, and re­
ferred in terms of exultation to 
the victory which had been won 
in that Province. Referring to 
our own province Hon. Mr. Peters 
pointed out that some time in the 
near future, probably in February 
or March, the present Govern­
ment will Dave to appeal to the 
people to see if they are satisfied 
with the manner in which the 
country has been governed, He 
was quite willing to face the peo­
ple and felt confident that the 
Government's conduct would be 
endorsed at the polls. He 
admitted that mistakes might 
have been made, but when these 
mistakes were ascertained they 
were not afraid to make an hon­
est attempt to set them right 
He pointed out that in September 
of 1893, three months before 
the election, he, as Leader of the 
Government, made a speech in 
the Lyceum, a speech which he 
wished to go through the length 
and breadth of the province. Cer­
tain statements had been made by 
him on that occasion, and the 
policy of his party had been laid 
down. From the statements 
which he then made and the poli­
cy which he laid down he claimed 
that there had been no deviation. 
Opponents of the Government ar­
gued that they had promised to 
make revenue and expenditure

meek What he did promise was 
that the Government would keep 
up public works and provide for 
education as such should be pro­
vided for. He stated fur­
ther that the government would 
economize in matters in which 
economy could be exercised with­
out injurying any essential pub­
lic service. He claimed that they 
had done this. In this connec­
tion he spoke of the saving that 
had-been effected by the abolition 
of the Legislative Council, claim­
ing that by the act amalgamating 
the two branches npwar* of 
$5000 a year had beenVsaved. 
During the last three years $15,000 
had thus been saved to the pro­
vince, and this saving would con­
tinue for all time to come. When 
they came into power they also 
found a system of reporting in 
use which cost the country be­
tween $1,000 and 2,000 a year. 
They abolished this expenditure 
and thus saved the money that 
had been previously spent in that 
way. A saving had also been ef­
fected in the administration of 
justice and he claimed that dar­
ing six years there was a differ­
ence df upwards of $3,000 a year 
between the average expenditure 
of the present administration and 
that of the preceding one. On 
these items alone a saving of 
$30,000 had been effected. The 
same economical course had been 
pursued with regard to the Pub­
lic Lands Office. In the 
Provincial Auditor’s office they 
saved upwards of $2,500 which 
would not have been the case had 
the late government remained in 
power. On the items of printing 
and advertising they had also ef­
fected a saving of over $6,000. 
He thought that a comparison of 
the public acts of the last five 
years with the public acts of the 
five preceding years would show 
that the present Government had 
practised true economy. The 
Premier then proceeded to show 
the matters on which the Govern 
ment had been compelled to spend 
money. He compared the cost 
of education for six years under 
the late administration and the 
present one, and stated that the 
average expenditure of the pres­
ent administration vas over 
$8,000 more than that of their 
predecessors. This expenditure 
was uncontrollable, and everyone 
said it was a proper one. He 
thought it was the duty of the 
Government, no matter how it is 
done, to properly educate the 
young people. Armed with an 
education a boy from tins Pro­
vince will be well able to cope 
with any boy from Ontario or the 
United States. In re 
gard to roads they spent little 
more than" their predecessors, but 
the expenditures of the present 
adrmnisfh^tion had been made in 
a fanner which was in the best 

rests of the country. They 
also introdbeed road ma­

nes, and had given the people 
the best possible roads while re­
ducing the expenditure. They had 
now twenty • road machines, and 
it was their intention to go on 
buying them until every super­
visor had one. They were now 
trying to effect changes in the 
law regarding statute labor which 
would make it work in better 
with the road machines. The 
roads and bridges throughout the 
country had been left in a disre­
putable condition by the late gov­
ernment ; but they are now in 
first-class order and at the same 
time they had actually spent$5000 
a year less thap their predecessors. 
Now what about the wharves ? The 
policy of the late government was to 
make the Federal government take 
these over and consequently allowed 
them to fall into decay. The pres­
ent government had to repair these 
wharves, and despite all this their 
yearly expenditure was little more 
than that of their predecessors. The 
wharves were now in good condition, 
and a small expenditure would keep 
them so. Then look at what has 
been done for exhibitions ? These 
have cost the present government 
more than they did the late gov­
ernment. He believed, however that 
the £6,000 spent for this purpose 
would be better expended in having 
a steamer come to this Province to 
take our products to England. This, 
however, is only a bint. It was for 
the farmers to decide. Dairy Asso­
ciations have been established and 
the Government have given them a 
small grant, the amount suggested 
by Professor Robertson. He be­
lieved this money was well expended. 
Taking up the matter of taxation he 
referred to the charge that in 1893 
they said they would not tax the 
people unless they went to the coun­
try first. He admitted that he 
promised the people that he would 
consult them before imposing taxa- 
ation, and he claimed that he had 
kept that promise. At a meeting 
held at Mount Stewart he propound­
ed their taxation scheme. He also 
asked through the press for sugges­
tions regarding taxation, and re­
ceived replies from all parts of the 
province, from Liberals and Conser­
vatives alike. All these replies were 
submitted to the Government. Not 

single reply suggested the non-im­
position of taxes, or going to the 
country first. All felt that taxation 
was required. Accordingly they put 
on the Tax Act. He did not claim 
that their Land Act was perfect, but 
the band that made it is able and 
willing to alter and amend it. Tak­
ing up the Commercial Travellers tax, 
about which so much had been said, 
he claimed that it was right and 
proper. From it about $4,000 a year
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Table Linen, Toweling, 
Towels, Print, White

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had been obtained. The tax on the 
insurance companies is paid and not 
a word is beard about it. From the 
Income tax he showed that they got 
about $6,000 and pointed out the 
people whom this tax affected. Un­
der the previous systems all the taxes 
came from the farmer, but under the 
present system a large sum is obtained 
before the farmer is touched at all. 
The fact is the tax on the fanner is 
gradually decreasing, while the other 
taxes have gone up. He claimed 
that if all the taxes were taken as they 
stand it would be seen that year after 
year the taxes outside those paid by 
the farmer have been increased, while 
those on the farmer have been de­
creased. He then took up the state­
ment that the Province was sunk in 
debt, and claimed that this was not the 
case. At the present time, be assert­
ed, the total debt of the province is 
only $393,825 69. Deduct the debt 
and it will be seen that the cash 
assets on hand amount to $491,453.73. 
He thought there was no other small 
Province in Canada that could make 
a better showing. Looking at the 
cash assets he asked ii it could be said 
that the Province was deep in debt, 
besides the cash assets referred to the 
Government have other assets. They 
have three large steamers, twenty-five 
road machines, the Stock Farm lands, 
buildings and stock, besides public 
buildings and other property of con­
siderable value. Last year he point­
ed out that they expended $300 less 
than was asked (or. He then teferr 
ed to specific instances wherein less 
was expended than was estimated, and 
showed also wherein the estimates 
bad been slightly increased. In the 
matter of ferries, despite all that had 
been said, the expenditure was less 
than was estimated. He thought all 
this went to show that the Govern­
ment could run the country on what 
they proposed. They also came close 
to their estimated revenne, and the 
difference between revenue and ex­
penditure last year was only $14,000, 
the smallest for a number of years. 
The expenditure include4--$2,7oo for 
completing the Hillsborough, and 
what was paid (or several new bridges 
as well as what was expended for road 
machines. Outside of these revenue 
and expenditure had been made to 
meet. Take out the capital account, 
and last year there was a surplus o* 
$3000. The amount realized from 
commercial travellers’ and income 
taxes will probably be larger this year 
than last. The ordinary revenue this 
year will be about $272,000, and be­
fore the House rose he hoped to be 
able to show that there will be no 
deficit. 4

. He denied the statements which 
has been made that accounts due last 
year bad been carried over into this 
year, and claimed that the expendi­
ture up to the present time this year 
was less than it was up to the aame 
time last year. The total estimates of 
expenditure this year he pointed out 
were $306,000 ; and if 25,000 for the 
new wing to the asylum be taken off 
the amount will be reduced to about 
$285,000. He said there would be 
no increase in the fees paid by the 
students in Prince of Wales College 
until the new building is finished, 
which he hoped would be by the be­
ginning of next summer session. He 
explained some other items, and 
pointed out that a saving bad been 
effected in the Land Office by trans­
ferring Mr, Richard Smith fiom that 
office to the Public Works Depart 
ment in the place of the late Mr. J. 
W. Morrison. The Registry Office, 
be also pointed out, was managed by 
the same number of officials as it was 
umjer the late Government, and be­
sides there is an extra office to look 
after. He then dwelt at some length 
on the ferries, and explained how they 
were to be managed this year,

After routine on Thursday, Hon, Mr, 
Gordon reenmed the debate on the 
motion to go into committee of.supply. 
He expressed bis pleasure at the tri­
bute that had been paid to the mem­
ory of the late Hon. Alex. Laird by 
the Leader of the Government. The 
late Mr, y^aird well deserved all that 
had been said regarding him, and all 
regretted when his health failed. He 
(Mr. Gordon) thongbt, however, the 
deplorable financial condition of the 
province wee in a measure responsible 
For hie failing health. After speaking 
of Mr. Laird’s demise the Premier re­
fers in terms of exaltation to the result 
of the election in Soya Scotia, which 
after all was anticipated by every one, 
at least by every thinking man. but 
there are victories and victories. As 
Shakespeare eays;—
“ They are as sick that surfeit with too 

much
As they that starve with nothing.’'

This is the case in Nova Scotia, and 
wrangling 1 mong themselves will sure­
ly foltbw. Aside from these remarks 
the speech of the premier was merely a 
defense of the acts of the Government. 
It was not jubilant or buoyant. This 
was' not to be wondered at when such 
dissatisfaction prevails throughout the 
province. The Leader boasts of de­
creasing the expenditures, still the debt 
increases by leaps and bounds, The 
people cannot understand this. All the 
while taxes are levied on almost every 
conceivable thing, and there is no in­
crease in the expenditure except in 
education, which is uncontrollable. 
Where does all the money go ? The 
debt he believed to be about half a 
million, and the people should kpow 
' ■ =

where the money had gone. There 
should have been a greater saving on 
the ferries in the face of the étalement 
of the Commissioner of Public Works 
that the boats needed no farther re­
pairs. The Leader has made reference 
to oar assets at Ot'ewa; bat these as- 
setse honld not be taken into account. 
Oar capital at Ottawa should not be 
meddled with. The government should 
press our claims at Ottawa. Yet there 
is no intimation that anything has 
been done along this line. The con­
dition of the province, he proceeded to 
point oat, is traly alarming. Pork is 
unsaleable and oats is not much better. 
The wheat crop barely saved oar farm­
ers, who are hard pressed to make 
ends meet. In regard to wharves, per­
haps they cost less for repairs, bat it 
may be pointed ont that they are not 
so much used as they were formerly. 
The bridges also cost less. If they are 
in good repair it is well, but onr road 
money he contended, was misapplied. 
The road machine, he asserted, were 
monopolized by a few individuals and 
no one else sees a dollar of the money 
expended in the road service. The 
people complain loudly of this. In bis 
district the people are disheartened, 
while 1 he roads are almost fimpassable. 
That is one reason he was opposed to 
road machines. Another is, that these 
machinée take work from men who 
need it and do not repair the roads 
where repairs are most necessary. In 
regard to the Premier’s boast respect­
ing the abolition of the Legislative 
Council he said the late Government 
tried to abolish it but failed to do so 
because the members of that body who 
were opponents of the party in power 
opposed every measure with that objec t 
in view, ' He held that any aav.ing in, 
the Administration of Justice should 
not be placed to the credit ot the 
Government He thought there were 
more men employed in the Public 
Lands Office than were necessary, and 
he believed there might be a greater 
saving in that arm of the public ser­
vice. Indirectly, there was a saving 
in the matter of printing; but when the 
salaries of stenographer and type­
writer are taken into consideration a 
saving could not be shown in that re­
gard. Iu the matter of education be 
thought something might be done by 
the proper grading of teachers, but he 
would not counsel meddling with edu­
cation. Statute labor, as had been ad- 
m tied, was not giving satisfaction.
If the system were a proper one it 
should give satisfaction. He conid not 
agree with the premier’s statements 
regarding exhibitions- The Leader 
stated that the money would be better 
expended in encouraging steamers to 
call here. Exhibitions, Hon. Mr. Gor­
don pointed out, have improved our 
Stopk and encouraged fruit growing 
and stimulated our farp?erç to greater 
efforts. Still he would he pleased to see 
a steamer call here if cold storage were 
established. In regard to taxation, he 
contended, the Leader had gone back 
on his record. In 1893 the Premier 
said he would not put on ta*es until 
the people were consulted at at election. 
He read these words in the Liberal 
papers, Taxation now appears to be 
looming up in a pew form. The peo­
ple are Willing to pay a reasonable tax, 
but they want to know where thé mon­
ey goes to. A new tax act is before 
the House which will increase the tax 
on villages and business installons. It 
will not effect the farmer so much, but 
those hoUUng large tracts of land will 
suffer- Ha thought that the Leaders’ 
estimated revenue from taxes would be 
less than be expected. The Premier, 
he pointed out, covered much ground 
in his speech. But it was nothing 
more than an apology for the acta of

the Government, and nearly every one 
of these acts was opposite to what the 
people were led to believe they would 
be. In every district dissatisfaction 
prevails. What becomes of the large 
revenue received from the ferries ? 
There is nothing but deficits connected 
with that service. And that is only 
one item. The people think that the 
money ia squandered, but they know 
not m what way. The people must 
wake up and send men to parliament 
who will guard onr finances more care­
fully than they have been guarded in 
the last few years. Unless this were 
dene thia province would eventually be 
joined to Nova Scotia. He believed be 
fore the debate was over that a thor­
ough exposnre of tLe affairs of the 
province would be made.
